Cull the Flock

Experimental Farms Note)

All poultry not paying its way
in either eggs or growth should be
killed for eating. There are in every
poultry yard birds that have outlived
their usefulness and others that will
never pay their way. In these classes
might be mentioned, in the order in
which they should be disposed of, the
following: .

1. Male Birds. The breeding sea-
son being over, all males should be
fleshed and killed; it will mean less
expense and be better for the layers,
the eggs and the growing chicks.

2. Turkeys and Waterfowl. Toms
and turkey hens, geese and ducks,
not needed for next year's breeding
should be disposed of next

3. Hens, All hens of the heavier
classes that are two years old and
over might better be marketed now.
In even the light classes many of
this-age ought to'go. Others that are
laying, but are not worth keeping for
another year should be kgtt until the
egg vield does not pay for the feed.
Better keep culling out those that
show signs of early moulting as you
go along. ' /

4.. Broilers. If broilers are early
it pays best to sell the cockerels when
two or three pounds in weight. This
is especially so where the runs are
small, the pullets will soon need all
the room and green feed available,

5. Roasters. Don’t leave the mar-
keting of all roasters till late in the
fall. Distribute the sale over a long
period as possible. Never market
without finishing.

Improved Farms in Eastern Canada

When an au-
thorized loan company will furnish a
loan of forty per cent of the vaiue of
the farm, the Government will, h‘;ap-
proved cases, grant a further loan of
the same amount. The applicant will,
therefore, need to make a -first pay-
ment of but twenty per cent of the
purchase price.

Best Chance for Profit

Thousands of hens and pullets were
sent to market last fall because their
owners were of opinion that they
would receive no profit from feeding
them hgh-priced grhin., ‘In many
cases this view ®was correct. The
onsequence of such action is a scar-
city of fowls and unprecedented high
orices for eggs.

Eggs and poultry are bound to con-
tinue ‘high in price. Next winter may
see eggs selling for more than was
secured the past season. For these
reasons the margin of profit may be
greater than during past years. Far-

mers Who can grow & large part of the

feed for their hens are in a position
to clear a very handsome. profit.
A bushel of grain a year to feed a
hen is the old-fashioned way of rec-
koning, but if fowls are confined in
yards it will require nearly 100 pounds
In order to get a profit from
feeding high-priced grain you must
have early hatching, well-grown
pullets and give them the .hest of .care
and attention.

Another Waste Substance

Cornwall is famous for the pro-
duction of tin. ‘This metal is found in
connection with a substance called
“Wolfram,” which in the past has
been thrown aside by the miiners as
altogether worthless. It is now found
to be of great value because it contains
“tungsten,” employed in the manufac-
ture of electric lamps. In fact, this
once discarded Wolfram is now recog-
nized as much more valuable than the
tin. It is found in almost inexhaust-
able quantities, in the Duchy of Corn-
wall, which is an heirloom of the eld-
est son of the King. The present
Prince of Wales is devoting much at-
tention to the development of the re-
sources of the Duchy. Among other
things he has introduced new machin-
ery for the separation of the Wolfram
from the itn.

Compulsary Health Insurance

1t has been shown that more per-
sons are made dependent for support
by sickness than by accident, and it
has been argued that if insurance
against accident is a good thing, why
isn't insurance against sickness a bet-
ter thing? This argument seemsto be
valid.

Several European countries adopted
health insurance a good number of
years ago, one of the last of these
being Great Britain. Several of the
state legislatures of the United States
are now considering the adoption of
measures along this line, and the leg-
islature of California is agitating in
favor of a constitutional amendment
covering all the states. Such a meas-
ure in Canada would undoubtedly be
a boon to a great many sufferers.
