ESSAY BY BRO.

DR. MILLMAN.

The following interesting essay
was read by Bro. Dr. Millman at a
recent regular communication of St.
George's Lodge, No. 42, London. It
ds well worthy of perusal, and we cor-
dially recommend it to our readers:—

‘Worsairrur SiR AND BRETHREN,—
Being one of those who suggested
that we should have recitations, songs,
assays, e’ ., at our regular mestings,
when there was not any other work
to occupy our time, I felt it my duty
to do something by way of an ex-
ample, with the hope that it would
stimulate others, much abler than
myself, to present us with papers of
interest and instruction. At the last
Yegular communication I promised to
prepare & short paper, but while do-
ing 80, I knew I was undertaking a
task very difficult for me to carry out.
Like many others I have devoted very
little time to the study ui Masonry,—
have very seldom visited other lodges,
~—have had little opportunity of hear-
ing Masonic addresses, snd I have
Bad only one or two Masonic works
to which I could refer. My paper
'is merely, therefore, made np with a
few ideas from these bovks, and the
knowledge I have gained since I be-
came g member, together with some
oints which have struck me in con-
nection with the Order. =~

Maconry isdefined to be ¢ pecalier
system of morelity, veiled 1n allegory,
and illustrated by symbols. i con-

sider it more than this. It calls from
us one of the greatest attributes man
possesses, viz: faith., The questions
a oandidate is first ssked are—Do
you believe in the existence of & Su-
preme Being? Do you believe that
that Supreme Being will punish vice
snd roward virfue? It is certainly
gratifying to find our Order, which is
8o closely allied to Christianity, flonr-
ishing as strongly as ever, notwith-
standing that infidels, agnostics, and
other so called advanced thinkers, an-
nounce that Christianity is weak-
ening.

We velong to an Order whioh is
considered not only the most ancient,
but the most moral institution that
has ever existed, a8 every character,
figure and emblem depicted in the
lodge conveys a moral lesson and
serves to inouloate the prastice of
virtue in all its genuine profession.
Beaoh of our lodges stand on holy
ground, suppor::d by three pillars,—
| Wisdom, Strength and Beeuty; and
lin it is represented a ladder, reaching
from earth to heaven, the prinecipal
staves of which ere Faith, Xope and
Charity; Faith iu the Great Architeot
of the Universe, Hope in salvation,
and to be in Cherity wich all men.
Above &ll ‘this, laddeér rests on the
| volume of the Sgered Lavw, in which
ove taupht the wise dispensaticns-of
Divina' Providance, nud which -belief
strengthens our Faith. It is in 'this
Book ' thht the Almighty has beon
pleased to reveal more of His Divine
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will than by any other means. Xt is
to rule and govern our faith, while
with the well-known symbols of Free-
masonry, the Square and Compasses,
it is to regulate our lives and actions.

The grand principles on which Ma-
sonry is founded, are Brotherly Love,
Relief and Truth. B= the exercise of
Brotherly Love we are taught to re-
gard the whole human species as one
family; the high, the low, the rich,
and the poor, ars oreated and sent
into the world for the mutual aid,
support, and protection of each other,
and thus men of every country. ssct,
.and opinion are united. To relieve
the distressed is 2 duty incumbent on
every man, end we should ever he
ready to soothe the unhappy and
sympathize with their misfortune,
while Truth is & Divine attribute and
the foundation of every Masonic
virtue.

In the government of the fraternity
I have quoted Preston. He states:—
“Three classes are established among
Masons, under different appellations.
The privileges of each class are dis-
tinct; and particuler means are adopt-
ed to preserve those privileges to the
jast and meritorions. Honor and
probity are resommendations to the
first-olass, in which the practice of
virtue is enforced, and the duties of
morality are inculeated, while the
mind is prepared for & regular pro-
gress in the principles of knowledge
and philosophy. Diligence, assiduity
end application are qualifications for
the Second Class; in which is given
an accurate elucidation of science,
both in theory and practice. Here,
buman reason is cultivated by a dae
-exertion of the intellectual powers and
faculties; nice and different theories
are oxplained; new discoveries are
produced, and those already known
beautifully embellished. The Third
Qlass is restricted to a selected fow,
whom truth end fidelity have distin-
guished, whom years and experience
bave improved, and whom merit and
abilities have entitled to preferment.
With them the sucient landmarks of

the Order are pregerved; and from
them we learn the necessary instruc-
tive lessons which dignify the art and
qualify the professors to illustrate it
exoellente and utility. Such is the
established plan of thoe Masonic sys~
tem. By this judicious arrangement,
true Friendship is oultivated among
different, ranks of men, Hospitality
promoted, Industry rewarded, and
Ingenuity encouraged.”

The members of this noble Order
should exemplify the teachings of it
by & regular course of life, by being
ever willing to act up to its principles,
and merit the distinguishing charae-
teristics of every true Mason, viz.,
Virtue, Honor and Meray.

Having thus, in & cursory manner,
shown that our Order possesses &
perfect government, has grand prin-
ciples, is founded on a religious and
moral basis, and is the most ancieps
institution existing, and that its mem-
bers are represented to be men of
virtue, honor and merey, I ask, is
this all true? I fully believe it is as
to the principles of the Order, but
from observation I must state that ¥
do not think the majority of the mem-
bers come up to what is expected of
them, or fulfil the vows they have
taken upon themselves. The Order
demands that men who are admitted
shall be of strict religious principles,
of mature age, of good morsl charac-
ter, temperate, industrious and capa-
ble of earning an honest livelihood.
Shall be able to read and write, hav-
ing no mental defeet or physical de-
formity. Do we find our Masonio
brethren, as we meet them in the
journey of life, answering the above
desoription? Of some, I am afraid
we must reply in the negative. We
should be very carefal in the selectiorn
of men applying for admission. There
is & great responsibility resting with
our examining committee. It should
be very ocarefal when enquiring into
the history of an applicant to find oub
everything al.ut him, and if it find
some fanlt in him, to name the samoe
to tho lodge, even if it consider tho
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‘Foult trifling; then the other brothers
oan better exercive their judgment
wwhan sasting their ballots. After a
Yballot ic cast let it be final, and let
there be no re-consideration, unless
‘some brother announces that he made
o mistake in bulloting. Let me here
state that while each brother has a
vast power conferred on him by the
bleck ball, he should remersber that
an indiscrirainate use of it is deoided-
ly wrong. He should consider well
the character of every applicant. 1
trust it is nnnecessary toremind you
that it is entirely wrong for anyone
to black-ball an applicant through
any personal animosity, Should
there be such a brother, he is certain-
ly guilty of gross nnmasonic conduct.

The next point: Why do men ask
%o become members of the Order?
They are prompted to do so by a
favorable opinion preconceived of
the inst:tution; a desire of gaining
knowledge and rendering themselves
more extensively serviceable to their
fellow creatures. They must, how-
ovaer, arrive at these opinions unbias-
ed by the improper solicitations of
friends, and uninfluenced by mercen-
ary or any other unworthy motives.
I believe almost every ecandidate ap-
plies with the above good intentions,
and if admitted, intends to falfill all
that is implied. At first he is pleased
with the workings and surroundings
of the lodge, and makes noble resola-
tions to become & true and wuseful
Mason. But it is a common thing
0 gee him befors long become indif-
ferent. He finds older Masons negli-
gent of their duties, and he soon for-
gets to be trae to himself, and falls
away o become a Mason only in
name. The older end more experi-
enced Maeons should take the new
member by the hand and lead him
Eindly along the path of virtue,
honor, end truth, until he attains a
certain knowledge of the practical
working of Mascury. It is a great
miztake to allow him to grope along
alone and unaided amid the compar-
ative darkness with which ke ig more

or less surronnded Teach him to
practice the glorious principles of tho
Order; teach him to be firm fo hiz
faith, true to himself, and trae to hiz
fellow Masons.

In the unwritten laws of Mesonry
there is the command, attend yous
lodge. It is most important that
every Mason should regularly go to
his lodge and take part in the pro-
ceedings. No Mason can know op
care mach for Freemasonry, who
fails to take an interest in the lodge
and its doings. The younger mem-
bers should be there to learn, and
those that have expericnce and wis-~
dom should be there to teach. Itz
matter of regret that the majority of
the members of 8t. George’s, (and I
believe that the same may be ssid of
most lodges,) make it a practice nok
to attend the meetings, and thus not
only disobey the command of their
lodge, but Geliberately ignore their
so emn obligation. Our lodge has o
membership of one hundred and
fifteen, and of which neazly one
hundred live within a cable tow of
thie place of meeting, but oat of tha
number we very seldom have twenty
present. The largest attendance iz
on the night for electiou of officers,
when there may be as many as thirty~
five on the register. There might ba
many explanations for this non~
attendance. One is: the brethrem
may not have been sincere when they
said that they joined the OQrder froma
the preconceived good opinion they
had of it, and a desire to be of further
assistance to their fellow-creatures,
bat rather joined from euriosity, an@
that curiosity very soon exhausted
itself; or possibly, joined owing fo
the solicitation of some over zealons,
but very unwise brother. Anothar
explanation is, they may have bzem
quite sincere, but found, after being o
member for a short time, that the pra-
conceived ides they had formed wea
& mistaken one, and aleo found tha
mestings very monotonouns and unire
teresting. Thig, however, will ns3

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Ther the solemn promise they.made:
< will ever afterwards act and abide
By the ancient usages and established
wustoms of the Order;” and one of the
ancient usages and customs is, all
mnembers must attend their lodge
when they possibly can. Other
reasons for non-attendance might be
agited, but the above will suffice.

Now, if the meetings are monoton-
wous and uninteresting, who is to
‘blame, but the members themselves,
and more especially the officers. And
‘hhere we come to a very important
point. As a rule, we meet, open
.dodge, read minutes, pass accounts,
and close, barely doing anything else.
Bometjmes we bave some work to do,
#hen we appear so anxious to get
through with it, that we call emer-
goncy meetings in order to expedite
maatters. At these times we congrat-
wlate ourselves on ounr prosperity.
"True, wo are adding new material;
buat where is the old? Many lodges
arp conferring degrees almost every
mmeeting-night, and on that account
are considered very successful. With
them there is too much work and
-very little recreation. Masons, like
other men, enjoy sociality, and when
2 lodge becomes nothing more than a
smanufactory for making Masons, the
shing becomes very tedious. I say
‘shat lodge that shows the largest at-
#endance is the most successful.
"There, in all likelihood the brethren
are alive to their obligation, and the
programme of the evening is such
that, instead of becoming monoton-
ous, it is attractive and entertaining.
“There are many wayse in which the
. Jew hours we are together each month
would be made pleasant; and if we
will only put our shoulder to the
-wheel, I am satisfied we will not only
shave an increased attendance of our
“own meinbers, but will be honored by
ghe  attendance of many from our
mister lodges. If our Worshipful
Masters, who are placed in the East
to employ and instruet the brethren,
Fiave not time to get up the lectures

of the different tracivg boards, per- |

haps some of our Past Masters woul&'
be prepared to favor ns. If not, them
let portions of the lectures be read,..
and by way of employment and in-
struction let the members be catechiz-
ed thereon. They will thus become
acquainted with the meaning of the
many signs and symbols, of the ma-
jor number of which, most of us are
ignorant. I would like to ask how
many of our members could easily
work their way into another lodge..
I am sure it would bother some, and
yet our lodge does not appear to care.
Could not an evening be spent very
profitably now and then, in having,
in open lodge, two or three brothers
undergo an examination on the ques-
tions asked Masons visiting strange
lodges? Let one brother answer the
questions for the first degree, another
those of the second, and a third those
of the third degree. Then again,
good practice would be for the officers.
to vacate the chairs and have them.
filled by other brothers, allowing them
to go through the opening and closing:
of the different degrees. To have
success in getting the members to
attend regularly, I believe they muat
be employed, and while so employed
will not only be Masons in name, but
become so in deed and act, and soon
will take a lively interest in the
Order, and will have a desire to get a
better knowledge of its mysteries.

I must refer to one other point, and
that is, the practice of canvassing for
office for yourself or your friends. It
is absolutely bad, and is quite con-
trary to the teachings of Masonry.
No_ man can advoocate his own canse
or that of another, without saying
something disparaging of others, and
although he may think heds not do-
ing so, he is actually doing an un-
charitable act. Rather let him, no
matter how anxious he may be for
the office, be ready to compromise;
and I think where there are several
brothers eligible for the chair and
willing to take it, if elected, let the
senior be chosen. ~ If everyone detest-
od canvassing as much as I do, I amx
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#atisfied no wire puller or canvasser
“would ever be elected. Let each one
‘staud on his own merit and the right
wian will be chosen. We have only
%o look to the political status of the
-obuntry, to see that canvassing is
-utterly and fearfully demoralizing.
I ghall now close with an extract
‘from the pen of a brother Mason:—
*The object of every Mason should be
%o 'raise the standard of Freemasonry;
to make the fraternity what it should
‘be, a brotherhood in the highest
wense of the word, of honorable, true
and upright men. We are presumed
%o be engaged in a sacred work, and
if we are derelect in our duties and
oareless with regard to our responsi-
bilities, we have forgotten the prinei-
ples that we promised to support, and
uegligent of those important lessons
that it should be our pride to teach
and our glory to practice. The earn-
<ut Craftsman never obtains safficient
light in Masonry to satisfy the hungry
oravings of his soul for more know-
Jedgo. It is this eager desire to learn
more, to penetrate deeper into the
hidden character of our mysteries,
that possess such a charm for the
delver in the mines. The Mason who
doves his ars is constantly discovering
something new, something fresh,
something to cause study and thought.
It is this invisible, intangible some-
thing that is the real charm that is so
irresistable to the faithfal Craftsman.
‘We cannot be too careful in training,
in educating the candidate that seeks
more light in our mysteries, so that
he may be able in time to instruet
others in the true service of the Craft;
but whilst we are diligent in so doing,
Bow very necessary it is, that we
ghould be wise in thought, cautious
n word, and prudent in action—in
truth, that we should be true to our-
selves. Our efforis should ever be to
-advance the interests of our race, to
teach mankind to be. better and
Purer, and to be faithful to the doe-
‘t#ines inculoated in the Lodge room
by practising them in our daily course
-of life, Thus should we uphold Ma-

sonry, and thus should

exalt us. Let not one of us.ever be
ashamed to avow our prindiples im:
those noble tenets of our Order, whieks
have been handed down to us througi.
countless generations, and which ases
all based on the glorious, heaven im-
spired doctrine of a belief in the
Fatherhood of God and Brotherhood of
Man. Brethren, be true to your-
selves and faithful to the Craft.

ABOUT IMPOSTERS.

The Masonic designation, *“impos-
ter,” may be justly applied to an
individual belonging to either of two
classes—the profane who pretend to
be Masens, or unwortby Masons.
Practically mow it may be almost
limited to the latter class. In other
words, it i3 impossible for a profane
to prove himself a Mason. Get what
knowledge he may clandestinely, it is
nnavailable in lawful Masonic circles.
Any examining committee at all com-
petent to perform its duties can
quicklydetect such an imposter. This
fact clears the field almost entirelv of
the first class named. The second
classisthetroublesome one. Members
of it may be able to stand the test of
a rigid examination. They were all
once ‘‘brought to Light,” but bhave
since forfeited the privileges of a
Mason, and theright to aid in distress,
They
have been suspended or expelled for
unmasoni¢ eonduet, or non-payment
of dues. They have long ceased to be
members of any Lodge, or to con-
tribnte anything for the support of
the Craft. Such men are withered
branches, excrescences on the trunk
Masonry, Masonically dead. Their
n~mes are stricken from the roll, and
the fault is theirs only. There are
too many such Masons—Masons in
name, vagrants in act. They go
from Lodge to Lodge, striving to live
off the Fraternity. They are, in the
truest sense, unworthy. Yet their
pretended needs are alwaysgreat and
urgent. They have no money, no
home, no friends. They are strang-
ers in a strange land. Misfortune
has overtaken them. They would
work, but cannot find an employer.
They only desire to get to the next
town, or city. Give them once, and
you shall never see them again.
Very true, perhaps. But many
another mason will see them, and
have the same dec:ptive story re-
tailed in his hearing at harrowing
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Qriminate? On the instant it is
often diffioult so to do. That is the
reagon the imposter is always in
heste. He munt have something now.
If the Masonis Body or Brother act
now, he oan only zot on appearances.
The questions to be answered are,
First, Is the applicant a Masgen?
Next, Is he a worthy Mason? And
1ast, Is he in distress? His Masonry
may be discovered by an examination.
His worthiness may be aitested, to a
degrée, by his possession of & recent-
1y dated Masonio certificate, and the
verificativn of his signature by &
comparison of it with the signature
on the margin of his certificate. If
he be without this, the guestion of
his worthiness and distress on the
instant can only be determined by
eatechising him with regard to him-
pelf and his recent history, and by
viewing him critically according to
his appearance. Under the pres-ura
of instant request for relief, mistakes
canoot but be frequently made. The
apparentness of this fact proves the
wisdom of that coarse which, as &
Tale, relegates all such cases to a
Board oi Relief, or a Committee on
Charity, which shall not act until
inguiry has been made, and it is es-
tablished that the applicant is what
he assumesto be. Money undoubted
3y is improvidently bestowed under
any other form of procedure. The
only trouble is, that such & form for-
bids the granting of that instant relief
which is asked, and sometimwes re-
guired. At the same time, it is
possible now to communicate so
speedily, by telephone, telegraph or
Yotter, that in many icstances the
desired informuation may be speedily
gained that will justify the grauting
of relief, or the denial of it on account
of unworthiness. In not a few in-
gtances the mere initiation of a pro
cass of induiry, will be sufficient to
tend the “imposter” away. He courts
oxamwination now and here, where he
i3 unknows, not to-morrow, by those
%o whom he is well known. It is
quite time that everywhere a system-

atic plan should be adopted to further
the aid of the worthy distressed
Mason, and the exposurs and arrest
of imposters. The latter have no
rights which good men and true are
bound to respect. They sre false
Brethren, if Brethren at all. They
discredit Freemasonry. They de-
gerve to be cast aside among the
rubbish. Whaever aids them fosters
their imposture. Whoever lends
them is a deluded man. Whoever
gives them aid helps a bad cause.
The sooner it ceases to pay for the
impostor to hang on the outskirts of
the Fraternity, the better it will be fox
Freemasonry. TLet the straggling
clan of imposters be abolished, ca'e-
fully, but surely.

CURIOUS MASONIC INCIDENT.

The following sketch of the burial
of Isaac G. Wile, of Rochester, who
died in New Mezico, was written for
the Albany Press by Mr. Lemb, who
was one of the party with whom Mr.
Wile was travelling and who is now
ors of the Press’ editorial staff. After
describing the journey from Fort
Garland, N. M., to Conejos, the last
scene was described as follows:—
«Wile was the son of a prominent
Rochester merchant. He had been
married about two years befors, and
at the time of his departure from
home carried with him his wife's por-
traitand that oftheirchild, asprightly-
looking infant of a year’s growth.
From the poor man’s constant re-
ference to both, we almost grew to
know them, and the most melancholy
task ever allotted to me was to convey
to that broken-hearted woman the
intelligence of her husband’ssaddeath.
The piteous calls for his wife and
child wereheertrendingin theextreme.
At ten o'clock a signal from Mae
drew us to the tent, and in a few
muments the egonizing suspenss was
over. One of our pariy lay dead in
our midst. No words can express the
feelings that had possession of us all
atb that moment. Thousands of miles
from those he loved a buffalo robe
strewn on the grass,

HIS COUCH OF DEATH,
without & single person other than
ourselves within reach who could
spesk a word of English, and we as
complete strangers beyond the
associations of o month, thers was
gomething pecnliarly desolete about
the desth bed.

At thig moment occurred ome of

those ourious incidents that some-
times will happen, that, are boyond
all explanetion and cerry with them
in metnory a sengo of weirdness ard
astonishment., We had not for thres
weeks met with a single parson who
could speak Englisk., All ouwr sur-
roundings were Mexican, We were
far away from travelled lines, 180
zule distant from telegraph or rail-
road, aund at a point were visitora
rarely if ever enteved. As breakfass
was nrepariug the following moruing
siz fine looking men strolled into
camp, each bearing on his face 2 loolx
of earnest seriousness. Theyinquired
closely but respectfully into the
circumstances of Wile’s death, and
asked to be permitted t~ view the xe-
maing alone. The request, while it
occurred to us 2a singular, was grant-
ed, and the party passed to the spot
where lay all that was mortal of our
departed friend awaiting burial. After
some time spent in consultation, the
oldest of the party retarned to camp
and said: —G ontlemen, your dead com-
panion was a Mason, as we are. We
desire to fake charge of his burial, in
order to coaduet it in accordance

@ed-in an experience in which tape and

#0 know that the real benefits of the
QOrder found an exemplification in
puch a remote locality and under such
peonlier circumstances, and it cannot
#ail to oreate or foster a -feeling of
confidence and pride in the recog-
nition of its possibility. Whatever
oy be said against Masonry, no
member of that party who watohed
the tender care and golicitude of utter
atrangers for a fallen brother, can re;
move from his mind the comviction
that Masonry, in some degree at
1sast, as exemplified by that illus-

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THE LONDON “FREELTASON” AND

The Freemason, Liondon, finding

Masonshave been persecuted
by Rome before, and if the Frcemason
that accused the lodges under the
Grand Lodge of Quebec with being
essociated with QOrangemen, can re-
joice in such persecution well and
good. But if the Grand Lodgse and
Grand Chapter of Quebec are illegal,
nocording to the laws of that Province,
what was the position of the Knights
Templar, under H. R. H. the Prince of
Wales, in the Provinee of Quebec?
YWhat is the position of the Supreme
Grand Council A. & A. S. Rite?
TWhat is the actual status of thoss
pet illegal Mark Master Liodges, E.

B., that the Freemason upholds? All
illegal, but no matter, the Freemason
never pointed out that an organiza-
fion in Quebeo, whose chief was the
heir apperent to the throne, was
illegal, or that Col. Hutton’s S. G.C.,
so far as Quebec, was illegal, or that
the Badgeley-Hatton M. M. Lodges
in Quebac, were illegal. No, Oh! No,
but it can rejoice in the fact, that
s“The Enabling or Lisgalizing Act” in
#¢ the Grand Lodge of Quebec hus
not bzen passed. We quote its own
twords. The snimus is there too dis-

tinotly to hide tha amitae curie to give
its own favorite phrase:—

“One question connected with the
Grand Lodge of Quebso seems to have
receivod a distinet solution, The ens
abling or legslizing act has not been
passed by the Legislature, and tho
Grand Lodge of Quebse remains in
the disagreeable and unenviable posi-
tion of being a body and organization
unrecognized and indeed outside the
purview of the laws of the land.
We slways feared from the moment
we mastered the legal bearings of the
case, thet this must prove to be the
result, and as there never was any
doubt on the sabject in England so
we have from the first in the Free-
mason recommended to our- brethren
in the Grand Lodge of Quebec modera-
tion and cauntion. Unfortunately our
advice has been scouted and our re-
merks have been taken in evil part.
Side issmes have been raised, senti-
mental views protruded, until we are
placed in this dilemma, that*until
this legal disqualification be removed
we cannot recognize the fundamental
authority claimed by the Grand Lodge
of Quebeo in any form. The English
lodges in Montreal are now fully
justified, their legal position, as we
have always contended, validated and
strengthened before the Masonic
world, and the folly of the “facilis
descensus Averni’’ course pursued by
the champions of the Grand Liodge of
Quebec made patent to the most care-
less critie. The American Grand
Lodges must be severely affected by
this stern reality of facts. If thereis
one point in their position which
they have held to and claimed for it,
it 18 legality. To suppose that if a
society is illegal by the laws of the
land, they would claim for Freema-
sonry & ‘‘dispensing power,” so as to
make Masonically lawful what is
logally illegal, would be to assume a
paradox, and do despite to the true
Masonic feeling and common sense of
our Amerioan brethren, Such s
theory counld only add fuel to the
fires of that contemptible and fanatic
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faction in the United States, which
again to-day, as in times past, is
seeking to fan the flames of perseou-
tion against American Freemasons.
We therefore again, as their “‘amici
ourie,” advise our Quebec brethren
to consider their real position. There
is no feeling on this side of the water
adverse to our good friendsin Quebeo
and Canade; but prinviples are prin-
ciples, and right is right, and law is
1aw, and the English Grand Lodge ie
the last body in the world to be
bullied, or intimidated, or ‘boycot-
ted,’ as it in no sense deserves the
ingratitude of its own offshoots
whether near or far off, just as it doesa
certainly merit the approval and con-
fidence of all its descendant and con-
temporary jurisdictions everywhere at

this hour.”

I crave the honor, as Great Prior,
on behalf of the National Great
Priory of Canada, of the Order of
the Temple, to lay befors Your Royal
Highness their loyal and humble ad-
-dress, setting forth the following mat-
ters in connection with the present
status of the Order in this national-
iy:—

The said National Great Priory, =t
their annual assembly, held in 1882,
appointed a special committee to
take into consideration the question
of the inderendence of the Order in
the Dominion.

The revision of the Statutes of the
Great Priory was at the same time
resolved upon, and revised Statutes
have been since prepared and adopt-
ed with a declaration establishing,
and with suck changes as were neces-
sary to establish the authority of this
Great Priory as supreme and inde-
pendent over all Orders of the Tem-
ple and appendant degrees in Canada.

throughout the Dominion of Canada
over all bodies of the Order of tho
Temple and eppendant degress, Your
Royal Highness will be graciously
pleased to absolve the Great Priory,

|| and all officers and members theve-

of, from their obligations of fealty to
Your Royal Highness as Supreme
Grand Master, so that this Great
Priory may be enabled fally and
without doubt to affirm and maintain
the position which it has taken upon
itself as an independent Great Priory
of the Order of Knights Templar
and appendant degrees; at the same
time gratefully expreseing ‘ their
knightly obligations to Your Royal
Highness and to Convent General
for all the courtesies and favors which
the officers and members of the Tem-
ple in the Dominion of Canada have
hitherto received from Your Royal
Highness, and from all the officers of
the Order of the United Kingdom;
and farther, communicating their
desire that the interjurisdictional
relations of this new Sovereign Great
Priory towards the sister Great
Priories in England and Ireland, the

¢ The Grand Chapter of Quabse at
that convoocation, by a unanimous
vots, nocepted the recognition thus
extonded by us to them, and as an
earnest of their due sppreciation of
our fraternal regard, our Excellent
Grand Scribe, Companion VWilliam

Brinsmeid, was appoiuted.as theiz
representative near this Grand Chap-
ter. The fraternel relations thus early
established between the Grand Chap-
ter of Quebec and our own has con-
tinued to the present time.

“Tho subject matter of this con-
troversy is of exceedingly great
importance, for in it is involved the
sovereign rizhts and prerogatives of
all Grand Chapters of Royal Arch
Masons throughout the world. When
& question of such moment is prezent-
ed for consideration, no Grand Chap-
tor has the right to ocoupy a position
of neutrality. The voice of the Grand
Chapter of Vermont should have no
uncertain sound.

“ The General Grand Chapter of
the United States in their constitu-
tion, by an express provision, recog-
nize as exclusively belonging to the
several Chapters of Royal Arch Ma-
sons throughout their jurisdiction,
and of right to be conferred therein,
the degress of Mark Master, Past Mas- -
ter, Most Excellent Master, and Royal
Arch Magon.

¢t In my opinion, snch a thing us a
concurrent jurisdiction of the same
degrees, within the same territorial
boundaries, by two separate and dis-
tinet Grand Bodies, is totally incon-
sistent and without foundation.

¢t At the time of the creation of said
Mark Lodges within the Provinece of
Quebec, there had existed for many
years, and did then exist, within said
territory, & Grand Chapter of Royal
Azxch Masons claiming and exercising
the exolusive right to confer the de-
gree of Mark Master Mason upon all
Master Masons residing within that
jurisdiction.

«In the light of the best Mesonic
authority obtainable, and by the uni-
form course of practice upon this
continent so far as I have been sble
to learn, the right of 2ny other Grand
Body to take jurisdiotion of any of
the degress .of Mssonry within ths
same territory in which there has
previously been established a Grand

Body claiming and exercising juric-
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diotion of the same degrees, is nob‘

recognized in principle or suffered to
be practiced. .
¢ The argument advanced in bohalf

of said Grand Lodge of Mark Master’

Masous by R. E. Comp. G. R. Portal,
Representative of the Grand Chapter
of Quebeo near the aforesaid Grand
Lodge, in his communication to the
M. E. Grand Z. of the Grand Chapter
of Quebec, under date of October 10,
1888, that the English warrants ore-
ating these Mark Lodges were intend-
