THE BERLIN CONFERENCE,

The Evangelical Conference, for which, under
the sanction of the King of Prussia, preparations
have been for some tinie making, cominenced at
Berlin on the 9th of September. It was for-
mally opened by prayersin Germas, Freach,
and English—the Hoa. and Rev. Baptist Noel
officiating in English. About nine hundred
members were present—some thirty or forty
of the ministars from the United States. The re-
presentatives of the various Churches particl-
peting srrived early in the week, and these,
with 2 large detachment of American .and
English tourists, filled the botels to repletion.
The conference hield its seesions in the Garrison
Church, fitted up for the J;urpou with a"eps-
cious platform st one end, and & rostrum for
thespeakers, The membersand visitors assin-
11ed at ten o'alock, under the presidcney of r.

country, and from which taey had derived

The King of Prassin having intimated that
he would receive the members of the Confer-
ence at Xons Seudd, une of the rozal palaces at
Potsdum, about twenty miles distant from Ber-
Ji, 1t was aunouticed that a tratn would Lie in
readiness at three o'clock in the afternoon, at
the station of the Berlin and Magdeburg Rail-
way. to convey the visitors to the palace, aud
that the ordinary ticket of memberehip of the
Conference would secure a free transit to and
fro, and admision to the palace and grounds.
‘The invitation was cordially responded to, and
loug before the time appoiated the platform of
the railway station at the Potsdam Gate was
crowded with members of the Conference from
all nationa, At a quarter to three o'clock a
larze number of carriages were filled, contain-
ing same three or four hundred persons, a se-
cond train leaving about a quarter of an hour
afterwards, with an equally numerous party.

Arrived at Potsdam, the visitors were condaet.
ed through the grounds to the palace, and were
at ance ushered into the magnificent audience
chamber, and thence into the banqueting hall,
where, sowewhat to the surprize, but much to
the satisfaction of the company, the tables
were found to be laden with a’ profusion of
cheiee fraite, pastry, wines, and other delicacics
which the hospitality ofthe monarch had pro-
vided for bis gnesta. Several adjoimng rooms
were laid outin like manner. In these spa-
cions and elegant apartments the company ¢
mained for ahiout halfan hour, partaking of vo -
fre-hmentsand examining the arehitecture of
the place,  dlany of the rooms arcof consider
able historic interest, ene being that in wkich
Voltanire chiefly resided when under the pro-
tection of Fiederick the Great, aud another
the room in which the monareh died. The en.
tire building, and the extensive grounds adjoiu.
ing, which arelaid out in the French style,
were the creation of Frederick the Great,
whose entire disregard of expenditure has giv.
e the place itsname. About fivra d'elack the
compauy assembled on the terrace in front of
the palace, and were requested to divide them-
selves intosections according totheir respective
nations. The request was complied with, and
each section np&;ointed a speaker to address
11is Majesty on bis arrival.” The different sec-
tions extended themselves iuto scunents of cir-
cles slong the terrace, each spealker standing
in the centre.

At half-past five o'clock ITis Majesty drave

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Queen and several attendants of the Court,
Huvine alighted at the end of the terrace, their
Majestios ehook hunds with several persons of
distinetion s<-embled to receive them (amone
whom was the Chevalier Bunsen,) aud then
procceded towarda the place where the visitors
were stutioned,  The Queen, with thice Jadies
of honour, went to a raised portion of the
terrace, which was oceupied by a number of
Indies, members of the Counference, with some
of whom shie entered inta conversation; while
the King, with three military attendunts, went
to the first seetion of the membiers, comprising
the Central Committee,

The epeaker-appointed by this disision was
M, Kentze, who, addreesing the Ripg in Ger-
man, eaid he begged, in the name of the Com
nmittee amd of the Conference gencrally, to
thank his Majesty for his great hindnusin
coming atnonyest the representatives of Evange-
lieal Chrictianity in all lands, He dmd sien
many arimies, but never Lefore one like the
present =an urmy, not ~lothed in military
array, but fighting the tattles of its Great
Heard with the sword of the apirit, the shicld
of faith, and the hehinet of salvation, Hethank-
ed his Majesty for the muny tokens of hisfavouy
which hu had shown towards evangelical

I moeveraents, and espeeinlly to the canse of the

Alilance; and he prayed that he might receivo
the choicest blestings of the Great Kiug of
kings,

Tl:e King replied as follows;—* JTam alinest
ashamed of such complitments, and am struck
Jumb when I hear them. [ know not how to
find words to express the feclings which now
fill iny heart. 1 had supposed it impossible
that | shonld live to see the carrying out of
such a work as this, I know, however, this i3
bat the blessed commencement of a great movce
meut. Iam glad to find that your first day
has paswed o so happily, and I trust that the
future sittings will be equally blessed. It is
my heartfelt prayer that this will bea truly
Penticostal occasion to the Christian Church.’

Joud cheers grected this expression of his
Majesty’s sentiments,

M. Kuutze then introduced members of the
Conunittee to his Majesty.  This ceremony con-
cluded, the King proceeded 20 the American
section, where he was nddressea Wy Mr. Joreph
Wright, American Minister at tie Court of
Berlin, He then pasted tothe Englich eection,
where he was addreseed by Sir Culling Eardley.

Dr. Graudpierse of Paris uddressed the King
in behalf of the French seetion, and other ven-
tlemen in behuif of their respeetive nations,
After which many of the leading members were
presented to the King, who conversed with
them ina very friendly manner, Ilaving at
length eencluded hisreceptions—the ecrameny
occupying upwerds of an hour—the King re-
joined the Queen, Lowed to the company, by
whotn he was heartily cheered, and then retir-
ed into the palace. The National Anthem was
eung by the assembly, who then seturned
through the grounds to the station, and reached
their homes nbout nine o'clock in the evening.

CIRCULAR ANENT A DAY OF HUMILIA-
TION AND THANKSGIVING ADDRESS.
ED TO THE MINISTERS OF THE PRES-
BYTERIAN CHURCH OF CANADA.

Rev. Axn pEar Sig,

The appalling intelligence from India, of
which you must be but too cognizant, to.
gether with the fact that the subject of that
intclligence has ealled forth united and pub-
lic prayers throughout various scctions of the
christinn Church, suggested to me the desirable-
ness of a mecting of Commission of Synod,
to consider the propriety of a similar, and
general and simultancous movement, on the
part of the Presbyterian Church of Canada. 1
am however happily relieved from the difhi-
culty and respousibility of attempting such a
convention of the brethren, by a request from
a number of them to adopt the more practical
course of addreasing & circular to the scveral
ministers, aud recommending than to unite
with their respective sessions in appointing a
specified day for hwmiliation and prayer in the
sad and soletnuizing circumstauces,

If the civil govermment announces an inten-
tion to appoint a general Fast-day, at an early
date—as it is hoped they will—no doubt all
of us would most willingly concur in the ob-
scrvance of the day so fixed, and would prefer
& recommendation issued in this way. Butin
the event of there being uo sure prospect of
such an appointment, it seems to be the gene-
ral idca that the 11th or 12th day of Novem.
ber, would Ve a convenicnt and proper seasou

of our fellow-subjcets in India huvo been called
Lo pass, during the Iast few months, nor 10
dilate on the horrors of insurrection and warfare,
of treachery, violence, and maseacre, and the
crucltics, barbarities and unparalleled atroei.
tics which hacve been perpetrated in that land ;
speetacles which make the heart bleed, and
call to heaven for retribution.

Approaching His throne
in the spirit of prayer is the ouly way open
to us for immediately aiding those who are
far removed from us  Itis, indeed, the most
effectual method of enlisting our sympathies
and cnergies in Lehalf of our fellow-creatures
whether for titne or cternity.

THE-COMMERCIAL CRislN

Still the erils of s commercinl crisisare
very severely feltby nll classes, Money censcs
ta circulate; tende is-stagnant ;-mechanies and
labourers huve been thrown outof employments
land specuiators have, in many cases, Leen
yuined ; and there is reason to fear that the in-
cotne and coneequent cflicicncy of our various
religious inctitutions may be reviously impaired,
In such a crises, it would be wrong not to
acknowledge the hands of God. “Shall thece
be evil ina city and the Lord hath not done
Y Nor is itdificult to discover the sins
which have provoked the present judgwment.
The connection between our guilt and punish-
ment is very apparent. In this Province, and
in the United States, the worship of gold has
been almost universal, and therefore, the glit-
tering idol lics shattered before our eyes. In
our huste to be rich, we have recklessly indulg-
ed in gamblling and speculating, and God has
denied us the prize we so carnestly coveted.
Six days we deemed imsuflicient for worldly
concerns, and God has now shown us that the
labours of the seventh can profit us nothing.
Inthe expectation of vast gains, from doubtful
enterprises, we have indulged in the utmost ex-
travagance in the matters of houses, equipage,
diet, furaiture, and dress; and now we find it
imposible to suetain, and humilating to re-
nounce the hiabits so unhappily formed. Among
our agricultural population, increascd prosper-
ity during the last few years hasunduly stimu-
lated the'desire of adding housesto house, ficld
to field, and farmn to farm; and now the value
of their property and produce has been sud-
denly deprecinted, snd-a fearful reverse stares
them-in the face. )
Besides the
acknowledgement of our sins, earnest prayers
should be offered to God, imploring Him to
remove the preseut calamity.  We should also
see to it, that the present crisis shall form the
commencement of improved habits among all
classes.  Wild extravagance, and reckless
speculation, should give place to prudent eco-
nomy, and honest industry. IHigher than
mere worldly ddvantages should beaimedat :

“leiaure, than they desired for study.

\highly gilted and

the uneertainty of carthly postessions should
produce a more intence desire for the treasures
-which nre priccless and irnperishable,  Wenlth
when bestowed, ought not to be retsined for
ita vwn eake, or for mere relfish gratification,
but to lie employed i prometing the glory of
God and the best intereats of men generally.

“The siiver and the gold,” saith God, “are
mine;” and as we have hitherto provoked His
r ger, by a practical denial of this, so for the
future we onght mure systematieally to honor
the Lord with our substance. Retremchmens
in other muatters is imperative; but here, as
we would expect renewed prosperity, incressud
liberality is incumbent: for now, as in the
daye of Malachi, the Lord's message to- ue is
this: * Bring ye all the tithes, iute the store.
house, thut there may bs-ment in mine home,
anid prove me now herewith, if 1 will not open
you the windows of heaven, and pour you out
a blescing, that-there-will rot be roow-enough

aisinterpretations of errorists. The Reform-
ors, who contended for the sutlisiency of Serip-
ture as s rule of fuith, eet the exampleof a
iaborions applieation of the stores of erudition
in the investigation of the treasuves of the
sacred word, One of their very distinetions
was their determined effort to rescue the
grammatieal meaning of the Bible from false
glosses and perversions, revolting to common
sense, which notuing but unexamining credulity
could have deferred to, aud nothing but igno-
rance and priesteraft could have profiered
or imposed. ~ The et of the Refurmation was
emphatically an era of the vevival of leaning;
its first fruits were the production of elaborate
translations  of the Text, and  Expositions,
whether in the form of commentaries, or cun-
fessions and harmonies, which-appealed at
every step to the approved canans of critical
and exegetical analysia

His youag friends were not to be surprired
if, before speakiug to them at ull of Greck, Ue-
brew, or Latin, -he urged upon them-a careful
study of their own language. It was not
enough -to have & grammatical knowledge of
it:—To the exporitor of the English text, liow
valuabie was an acquaintance with the power
of words, in their various shades of meaning,
and aduptation to express cxm:xl{ tie meaning
of the corresponding words -in the original.—
low often were ercors-cenunitted by under-
rtanding vocables in some conventional or pro-
vincial scase, which our translators use in theiv
broad generi¢ import!

On this point the Committees are unanimous
in the opinion that it is highly important that
the Bille should be used in the Common
Schools of the Country, and that the Church
should constantly aim at this object. And for
the accomplishing of this end, that itis the
duty of civil rulers to afford every facility for
the use of the Bible iu the Cotnmon Schools;
and while abstaining from the enforcement of
the use of it on any who may be opposed
therety, to provide that no obstacle shall be
thrown iu the way of thuse who may desire to
use it,

The third point, viz, the appointment of
s day of Public Humiliation and Thanksgiving
by civil authority was next considered,

Panis, 2162 September, 1837,
The Secretaries and Directors of the Upper Can-
ada Bible Sosiety :
Dear Frixsos,

Haring for the last eight or ten days enjoy-
~d the delightful services of that glorions Aseo-
ciatioz, “The Evangalical Alliance,” during its
reeent session in Berlin, 1 have mueh pleasurs
in embracing the first opportunity of conveying
to you some general juformatiou respecting the
continued services of * that t chl"ll‘nhu
union;” as well as sumething of what I myeelf
felt, and saw during my visit to the eapital of
Russia. My fellow voyagers from London te
Berlin, (amoog whom were Dr. Fleteher of
Finsbury Chapel, and the devoted Mr. Brooks
of the Church of Evgland,) snd myself, arrived
too Jute to attend the social prayer meetiag of
Waedneaday evening, the 9th, which was the
first service of the Conference, and which we
were informed was a tmly profitable, and
refreshing sesson.  On Thursday mornisg,
however, we were all in our pleses st 10
o'clock, to listen to the welcome from
the King's Chaplaia, the ol t snd wel
known Dr. Kruunnacher. Ala:onﬁh the un-
initisted in Geraiau lore were led like myself
to deplore their unfortunate position; yet we
were convinced from the manner and action
of the speaker, that & wsan of no ordh:a
power stood Lefere ua,  His extended
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uplifted arin—his flushing eye—his heaming
countenance—aml the tones of Lia nolle and
manly voicemllconveyed what that princely rer-
want of Chirist felt, in presenting in their nnme,
suil on their behalf t‘ne cordial and christian
welcutue of the German brethren to thar
friende from Britain and America,

At theclose of thisstirring uddress, Mr. Cairne
of the United Presbyterian Church from Ber-
wick-upon-Tweed, gave us an admirable oy
nopeis of it in English; by which we learned
that Dr. Krummacher procesded to saswer the
rinci
zhe Alliance by its spponents; aftee which he
descanted in & highly evangelistic strain on
the benefita likely to sccrue from such an as.
seribly. From te outline thus presented, the
addrese eame up to all that we expected from
the gifted author of * Elijah.’  In the after.
noon, Profeseor Jacobi, of Halle, gavea lengthy
and earnest address; and he was followed Ly
a man whose name is ever mentioned wit
esteem and love throughout Evangelical Chris-
tendom, viz., Dr. Merle D'Aubigne, of Genevs,
Though 1ir. Merle's vernacular is the French,
and not the German, he seemed to me to be
tha most agreeable und pleasant speaker of the
lstter, among all the orators of * the Allinnce.”
From the trausiation given, both by himself
and others, the address was worthy of “the
Histarian of the Reformation.” May Goud raise
up more such men in the Churches of the Con-
tient ; for in no part of Christendom are men
of sound principles more needed than among
the rationulistic, hair-eplitting, and sceptical

hilosophers and theologians of Germany.—-
efore the close of the evening session of
Thuralay, we were informed that the king had
been graciously pleased to send a kind and
neral invitation to the members of the Al
iance to visit him at his palace at Potsdam;

Those
who ure looked to for proteetion have turned
against their superiors, and inflicted atrocities,
wliich cannot be mentioned, upon their helpless
vietims. The Natire Indian Army is composed

When the intelligence of the dreadful outrage
at Delhi, and the ocenpation of that City by
the mutinous troops reached this place, and
when every fresh post brought accounts of
. one regiment after another rising against their
Officers, and perpretrating acts of violence,
the Europeans here became greatly alarmed:
This aivm has been much increased by the
kuowledge, that the Sepoys stationed here
; have openly declared that if their comrades in
other places call upon them to rise in the mu-
tiny, they are prepared to duso, And as the
fuorce here eonsists chiefly of Mussulmans,
whose religion teaches that to destroy an iafi-
del is an act of merit. it is not to be wondered
at, that awong our small commnnity of four
Europcan fanilies, each living half & mile
separate from the others, there should be
great fear and anxiety,

As for curselves, with no Eurvopean family
within reach of us, we have felt that after
having poassed through the perils of the ses,
we have been ealled to face still greater perils
¢ on theland. We know whatit isto experi-
i ence “the terroe by night,” and with thegreat
! Apustle of the Gentiles what it is ““to stand in
jeopardy every hour"—we have laid ourselves
down on thelied at night not knowing but we
might be cruelly murdered before morning,

This state of things is stillin existence at
the time 1 write, aud has heen so for the last
ten da?‘s‘ We have much need of your prayers
that the Lord wonld be our help and shield,
and that he would make good in our experi-
ence the promise in the 91st Psalm—* Thou
shalt net be afenid for the tervor by aight, wer

To show you the pi2sent state of the Army,
Isend you the following vidinus taken from
reliable sources of the mutiny up to the present
date. “Thirty regiments in open revolt—
eleven-disarmed, two disbanded—nine Shaky.”
Upwards of fitty regiments lost to the state,
st an average of 800 men—40,000, Every
one now believes that the whole Native army-
is disaffected, und that -they huve determined
to exterminate all the Europeans in the laud.

As ds ourselves, we are still in the same
critical condition described in my previous let- |
ter. We are- completely defenceless, so far as
human help is concerned, fora baud of Sepoys
is iu the-midst of us, and we ure fur from any
European force.  All the Ladies have been-al-
lowed to lewve -the station:and ave actually
leaving it.

As the mail steamer has been delayed by
Government after the time fixed-for sailing,
1 embrace the opportunity of writing you a
few lines in addition to the letter alreudy die-
patched from Bancoorah by this niil.

We have much cause of thankfulness to God
that we arrived here safuly, aftes having

-travelled continuously the whole of & night

audday. ‘The night journey was accomplished
by Pulkees. We required to have sixty men,
us there were three chunget We sctoff ut
cight v'clock in-the evening, and reached Rane-
gungee, the railway tertmiuus, attive o'clock
next morning, travelling aloue and unprotected
thirty miles, Neat day we left Ranegungee

-and -came 1o Caleutta by ruil, a distance of

otie hundred and twenty mniiles, reuching Cal-
cutta at six o'clock iu the evening,

Calcutta is very crowded at prezent. as
Eutopesnfamilies trom the North und Nosth-
woest are tuking refuge in it, or in those few

-pluces where there isu European force.  Among

others the families of the Chota Nagpore Mis-

i diers must be put down. Al the interests of
| humunity and eivilization, of the indus as
b wall as of their Western rulers, require this to

incentive toimprovement, any redress for griev.
ances, anything, indecd, lut anarehy of the
worst Kind, ‘The preservation of British au-
thority in that country isa necessity : while it
is far wore, for it is the chicf earthly hope of
thie Chiristian civilization of the Hindua ~ This
being the trae issue, it would be lamentalle,
fndeed, if the British should withdraw from
India, and Jeave the uatives tothemsclves, We
may feed sure this will not e done.  Rensons
of state and of commerce. to say nothing of
higher matives, Will compel the maintenance
of the English supremacy ; and in order to this,
the suppression of this widespread mutiny, let
the costof life and treasure be what it may.

Then wiil come the work of reconstruction
—-certainly, of the army ; probably, of the
govermentitself, in inportant jarticulara We
express ho opinion Jiere on these sutjects, and
refer to them only as connected with the work
of Christiau mlsion,  Here we perceive some
signs of danger. There are not wanting those
who woull expel the miseionarics ;while others
¢ in greater number would place them under
reatrictiony,  How ta deal with the mission-
ary clement in India, is a question  which
must be coneldered by public men, and which
aleeady awakens attention, Lot theimpression
bie ereated that these Sepoy utinics are attri-
butable to missivnary or cven to Chiristianagen.
cies, and many persons will be ready o repress
theze agencics.

Were this the true cause, indeed, it would
Ve the part of wisdam to accopt it, and to
shiape the future policy of the British Govern-
ment in India under the guidance of 20 great
a power a8 that of Cliristiauity.
