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T SHOULD hardly be necessary ina college
like McGill, and with the class of students
attending it, to have so repeatedly to call

attention to the fact that the students are not
giving the support they should to their University
paper, “The OUTLOOK.” It is undoubtedly
true that some times, in ycars past, the paper
has not occupied its rightful place in College
life, and has often bcen of little more than pass-
ing interest. Yet the fact that the men of each
Faculty appoint a representative to both the
Editorial and DBusiness boards of the paper
should in itself be followed by an interest in
their work. These Boards have the interest of
the paper at heart some times more, sometimes
less, but it can be said this scason, without
conceit, that the present boards are genuinely
anxious to see the OUTLOOK resume its old
position of importance in University circles,
the position to which it is entitled, and which it
should never have lost.

There is no need of reminding the students
that thcir help individually and collectively is
absolutely essential. This help they can give in
the first place by subcribing to the paper, and
what is more, £aying thetr subscriptions, the small
matter of onedollar. But there is another way,

assistance to the Editorial Board. Itis that
the College paper should receive allthe Univer-
sity ncws first. The students should have The
OUTLOOK's interest sufficiently at heart to
prevent, as at the present time, its being con-
stantly “scooped” in matters of college news by
the daily papers if Montreal. “ Scooped” is a
very expressive if inelegant newpaper word
that ftly describes the present case.

The Montreal daily papers are very welcome
to the McGill news, but it should be gleaned
from the official organ of the University,—The
OuTtLooK. The object of the present article,
therefore, is to see if something cannot be done
in order that The OUTLOOK should lead in all
matters of College news, instead of being forced
to follow in the lead of one or more of the four
great leading dailies of Montreal. The pecple
in College who furnish this information to the
outside papers are in a large measuse to blame
for the inferior standing of the College paper.

Let the governors, then, the professors and
the students, even those in the employ of any
of the Montreal dailies, remember this, and see
that all the newsappears first in The OUTLOOK.
Then and only then will the paper be what it
should, and wield the influence that it should, in
matters of University interest,
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UR readers, the majority of them at least,
are doubtless aware that the football club
is in urgent need of financial assistance.

It will be remembered that last scason’s deficit
was carried over to the present year in the hope
that large gate receipts this scason would not
only cqual expenditures, but would also pay off
all the old debts. We regret to say that
these hopes have not been reaiized.  “That they
have not is no fault of the football managers ;
the men who this scason controlled the financial
affairs of the club have done their very best, and
if the ¢lub is in debt they are not to blame,
Unfortunately perhaps for our Athletic organ-
izations, we are situated in a conununity which,
if judged from the attendance at onr recent foot-
ball games and track sports, takes little interest
in College athletics. Iutercollegiate athletics
are without doubt of a pure and honest stamp
and descrve encouragement, \We manifest, or at
least endeavour to manifest, in all our games, a
sportsman-like spirit, but it is a regretable fact
that we receive little outside support. The
siudents must alone bear the financial burdens
of 1he different Athletic clubs and must face
the difficulties arising from lack of funds. The
attendance of students at the 'Varsity-McGill
game was encouraging, and, if ali the games had
been proportionately as well attended, the
management would be free to begin next scason’s
work without financial hindrances as in the past.

At the Annual General Meeting of the Foot-
ball Club various schemes of clearing off the
debt were suggested and discussed. It was
finally decided that a popular subscription was
the best means, and at an carly date the man-
agement will appeal to each student to con-
tribute the small sum of twenty-five cents
towards the fund. The debt will be greatly
minimized—perhaps cleared off—if the student
body will give its practical aid. It must be
apparent to all that a sound financial basis is a

most essential attribute of athletic success, and,
if we are to succeed in 1900, we must begin the
scason's work free from debt.  We are sure that
every McGill man, without being urged upon,
will gladly aid the project, and for the present
we refrain from further remarks. The manage-
ment deserves our hearty co-operation and
united support, both morally and financially,
and il every student realizes his individual
respousibility, the efforts of the managers will
certainly not be without good results,

T the Annual Meceting of the Canadian
Hockey League on Saturday night, Mc-

Gill's application for admission to the -

Senior League was, for various reasons, ruled out
of order. 1t is not for us to sit in judgment on
the action of the clubs composing the Canadian
League, or to find fault with them in any way,
but it is a matter of regret to McGill men that
admission to the League was not granted. We
have in our midst some of the best Hockey
playets in Canada, who cannot be supposed to
play on an Intermediate team, but who would
gladly play for McGill if admitted to the
Senior ranks. It is thought that aun Intercol-
legiate Hockey Association is not practicable,
and McGill must remain, ti -son at least,
in the Intermediate League, whue her hest men
battle for city clubs. The main argiment of
the Canadian League in ruling our application
out of order was that « McGill had never won
the Intermediate Championship, and was there-
fore not entiticd to Senior honors.” If we are
so fortunate as to win the Championship this
season, we may hope for better things ata later
date. We are not inclined to be too optimistic,
but with good couscientious work on the part
of the team, and with loyal support on the part
of the students, there are good prospects for
McGill this scason—good prospects that our
team will come out of its struggles victorious.

EomtriButions.

SIR JOHN WILLIAM DAWSON.

In Sir William Dawson there has passed away the
last survivor of that group of naturalists which in
the earlier part of this century achieved fur science
in America such brilliant results and such wide-
spread recognition—men whose range of knowledge
was almost encyclope lic, and many of whom made
valuable contributions to science in widely separated
fields. The environment of the man of science has
now changed, and the older type of naturalist seems
unfortunately about to disappear.

Sir John William Dawson was a native of Nova
Scotia, a Provirce which has produced more th:n
its share of the Canadians who bhave risen to
eminence in the various walks of life, having been
born at Picton on October 131h, 1820, He died at
Montreal on November 19th, 1899, at the age of 79.

His father, James Dawsoun, was a native of Abher-
deen, Scotland, and came 10 Nova Scotia to fill a
position in a leading business house in Piclou, and
on the termination of his engagement began business
there on his own account.

While still at school in Pictou, at the age of 12, he
developed a love for Natural Science, inherited from
his father, and made large collections of fossil
plants from the Nova Scotia coal measures, 50 well
exposed about his native place. He speaks of
himself at the time as being a ¢ moderately diligent
but not a specially brilliant pupil.” On leaving
school he studied at Pictou College, and subse-
quently at the University of Edinburgh. While at
the former seat of learning, at the age of 16, he
rcad before theelocal Natural History Society his
first paper, having the somewhat ambitious  title
“On the Structure and History of the Earth.” He

returned to Nova Scotia in 1847, and two yexrs later
went to Halfax to give a course of lectures on
Natural History subjects in connection with Dal-
housie College, and organized classes for practical
work in mineralogy avd palesntology, These were
attended by students, ¢itizens and pupils of higher
schools, a foreshadowing of university extension,
In 1850, at the age of 30, having already attracted
some attention by the publication of 2 number of
papers, reports and lectures, he was appointed
Superintendent of Education for Nova Scotia.
From this time he became known ia his native
province as an in-lefatigable promoter of cducational
progress and a founder of edacational institutions.
His work in connection with this position obliged
him to travel continually through all parts of the
Province, and on these journeys he accumulated
that immense mass of information concerning the
geology and mineral resources of Nova Scotia,
which are incorporated in his largest work, that
entitled Acadian Geology.,

Sir Charles Lyell, in 1841, on his first visit to
America, met Sir William, and was by wim conduct-
ed tp many places of geological interest in Nova
Scotia, and on his subscquent visit in 1852 they
together continued their studies in Nova Scotian
Grology.

+ About this time the governing body of McGill
College at Montreal were looking about for some
one fitted to assume the Principalship of the Institu-
tion, and to re organize it.

The College, founded by Royal Charter in 1821,
had made but slow progress in its earlier years, and
was at this time, through litigation and other causes,
almost in a state of collapse. Sir Willium—then
Mr. Dawson—was pointed out to the Govern«rs of
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the College by Sir Edmund Head, then Governor-
General of Canada, as a man who, if his services
could be secured, was eminently fitted to undertake
the task of re-constructing the University. In the
meantime, ignorant of all this, he was prosecating a
canditature for the chair of Natural History in his
Alma Mater, the University of Edinburgh, rendered
vacant by the death of Professor Edward Forbes,
and in which he was strongly supported by the
leading geologists of the time. Dy a strange coin-
cidence, just as he was about to leave Halifax for
England in connection with this candidature, intcl-
ligence arrived that the EFdinburgh chair bad been
filled at an earlier date than his friends had antici-
pated, and at the same time a letter was received
offering him the Principalship of McGill,

The services of Mr, Dawson were accordingly
sccured, and in 1855 he assumed the Principalship
of McGill College, stipulating at the same tinve that
}t!.le chair of Natural History should be assigned to
him,

Nearly forty years later, Sir William, in reviewing
the progress of the University in one of the Annual
University Lectures, spoke as follows i—

“When I accepted the Principalship of McGill I
had not been in Montreul, and knew the College and
men connecled with 1t only by reputaticn.  Mater-
ially, it was represented by two blocks of untinished
and partly ruinous buildings standing amid a wilder-
ness of excavators® and masons’ rubbish, overgrown
with weeds and bushes, The grounds were un-
fenced and pastured at will by herds of cattle, which
not only cropped the grass but browsed on the
shrubs, leaving unhurt only one great elm, which
stands as the “ founder’s tree,” and a few old oaks
and butternuts, most of which had to give place to
our new buildings. The ounly access from the 1own
was by a circuitous and ungraded cart-track almost
impassible at night.  The buildings had been
abandoned, and the classes of the Facuolty of Arts
were held in the upper story of a brick buildi 3 in
the town, the lower part of which was occupied by
the High School. I had been promised a residerce,
and this I found was to be a portion of one of the
detatched buildings aforesaid, the present east wing.
It had been very imperfectly finished, and was
destitute of nearly every requisite of civilized life,
and in front of it was a bank of rubbish and loose
stones, with a swamp below, while the interior was
in an indescribable state of dust and disrepair.  Still
we felt that the Governors had done the best they
could under the circumstances, and we took posses-
sion as early as possible.

So far out of town were the College grounds at
that time that the tradesmen in town frequently
declined to send to the College goods purchased
fiom them, stating that they could not be expected
to deliver goods in the country.”

The teaching staff of the University as he found
it consistedof three faculties, those of Law, Medicine
and Arts. The Faculty of Law, then recently
organized, had 1wo professors and two lecturers,
The Facully of Medicine, the oldest and most pros-
perous of the three, had ten professors and a
demonstrator. The Faculty of Arts had four pio-
fessors and a lecturer, and all of these except one
gave only a part of their time to College work.

When it is remembered that the Uuiversity has
now ove hundred and twenty professors and in-
structors of various grades and an equipment which
is in all departments lairly good, and in some of
them unsurpassed, some idea may be gained of the
progress which the institmion made under Sir
William Dawson’s care and guidance.

As Professor of Natural Science Sir William at
this time dclivered courses in Chemistry, Boiany,
Zoology and Geology, and Natural Scicnce became a
very favourite study among the students, for he was
an excellent lecturer, and his enthusiasm for these
studies was communicated to all who heard him.
As years went on the instruction in the first three
of these subjects was undertaken by others, and a
special chair of Geology and Palxontology was
cudowed by his old friend and co-worker, Str Wil-
liam logan, a chair which he held until his final
retirement,  His teaching work, however, formed but
a small part of his daily labours. In addition to
administering the affairs of the University, he was
first and foremost in every movement to further
education in the provinee, and no educational board
was complete without him. He was the Honorary
President of the Natural History Society, and never
missed a meeting or a field day, aund also identified
himself closely with many other societies in Mont-
real, and spared neither time nor labour on their
behalf, ‘

Over and above all this he found time to carry out
original work along several lines, achieving most valu-
able resulis—aswell as to write many popular works
on science, more ¢specially in its relation to religion.
Original investization he always considered to be
one of the chief duties and pleasures of a wman of
science.  Most of his work along these lines was done
during his summer vacations ; in fact, he was led to
accept the position of Principal in McGill chiefly Ly
the fact that the vacations guve him leisure and
opportunity for work of this kind.

He was always very progressive in his ideas
relative to the scope and development of University
teaching, and was continually urging the endow-
ment of new chairs and the broadening of University
work, so that all young men wishing ‘o train them-
sclves for the higher walks of life might in the Uni-
versity find their need supplicd. As an instance of
this it may be meationed that so far back as 1838 he
succeeded in establishing a school of Civil Eng-
inecring, which after a severe struggle for five
yeass succumbed to som: unfriendly legislation,

“ Some men my regard these efforts as failures
whic! should not be referred to,” said Sir William
inan address delivered in 1870, ¢ Formy own part,
I am not ashamed of them ; there is not one of them
which is not important to the material progress of
this country, and there is not one of them which by
us or by others will not at length be successfully
carried out. I do not despair of any of them, and [
am prepared should I remain in this University to
watch for the opportunity to revive them when
favorable circumstances shall occur. We wait for
some Canadian Lawrence or Shefficld to endow
for us a Scientific School like those of Harvard or
Yale, which have contributed so greatly to the wealth
and progress of New England.” Before many years
the great benefactor appeared, and, through Sir
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William Macdonald's princely gifts, it became pos-
sible to revive the old Civil ¥ ginecring and Che:
mistry Schools and develop them into the present
Faculty of Applied Science with its numerous depart-
ments, its full staff of instructors and excellent
cquipment.

Sir  William Dawson, furthermore, never hesi-
lated, if funds were not forthcoming in sufficient
amount for those purposes, to subsciibe large sums
out of his own limited private means, and he was
also the continual helper of needy students desiring
to avail thenisclves of the University’s teaching.

Sir William's attainments and the value of his
contributions to scicnce were widely recognized, and
he was elected an honorary or corresponding mem-
ber of many learned socicties on both sides of the
Atlantic.  He was made a Fellow of the Grological
Society of London in 1854 and the Royal Society in
1862, He was the first President of the Royal
S_ocnc_ty of Can-da, and has occupied the same posi-
tion in the Geological Society of America and in both
the British and Americain Associations for the
Advancement of Science. He was made a C. M. G,
m 1883 and a Kaight Bachelor in the following year,
- Alter a long life of continuous labour, Sir Wil
liamy's health in 1893 became seriously impaired, and
it became necessary for him to lay aside his work for
a time and go abroad. Failing to recover his
strength, however, he resigned his position as Prin-
cipal in June, 1893, and retired fiom active work.,
Duning the later ycars of his life his strength gradually
cbbed away, and what Jittle work he could undertake
consisted in arrangirg his collections and working
up some unfinished papers. Several of these were
published i. 1894 and 1895, but the years of quiet
labour in his favourite pursuits to which he looked
forward at this time ‘were cut short by a series of
sharp attacks culminating in partial paralysis, which
forbade further effort. During the past few years
from time to time his strength rallied somewhat,
and he attempted (0 resume his work, Ouly a few
days hefore his death he peuned a short essay on
the Gold of Ophir. He passed away on the 1gth of
last moath, very peacefully and without pain, We
may say, in the words of Dr. Peterson, his successor
13 the Principalship of the University : * For such a
painless passing out of life wo note of sorrow need
be struck. There is nosting in a death like his ; the
grave is not his conqueror. Rather has death been
swallowed up in victory—the victory of a full and
cemplece life, marked by earnest endeavour, untir-
ing mdustry, comtinuous devotion and self-sacrifice,
together with an abiding and ever-present sense of
dependence on the will of Heaven. His work was
done, to quote the great Puritan’s n.ble line, ¢ As
ever in his great Taskmaster’s eye.'”

He leaves a widow and five children, of whom the
cldest, Dr. George M. Dawson, the present Director
of the Geological Survey of Canada, has inherited
his _father’s taste for geological studies, and has
achieved wide distinction in the world of science,

Sir William’s first original contribution to science
was a paper read before the Wernerian Socicty of
Edinburgh in 1841, on a species of field mouse
found in Nova Scotia. From that time onward he
was a continuous contributor to scientific journals
and to the publications of various learned societics.

His papers were very numerous, and covered a wide
range of subjects in the domain of Natural Iistory.
No less than 128 tiles are recorded under his name
in the Royal Society’s Catalogue,  ‘The most im-
portant work of his earlier years was an extended
study of the geology of the Maritime Provinces of
the Dominion of Canada. His results are embodied
in his Acadian Geology, already mentioned, a volume
of nearly 1000 pages, accompanied by a coloured
geological map of Nova Scotir, which has passed
through four editions. In writing to Sir Williamin
1868, Sir Charles Lyell says of this work, ¢ I have
been reading it steadily and with increased pleasure
and profit. It is so full of original observation and
sound theoretical views that it must, I think, make
its way, and will certainly be highly prized by the
more advanced scientific readers.” It is the most
complete account which we have of the geolozy of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Island, although since it appeared large portions of
these provinces have been mapped in detiil by the
Geological Survey of Canada, and Sir William's con-
clusions madified in some particulars. [n carrying
out this work Sir William paid especial attention to
the Palzontology of the Carboniferous system and
to the whole question of the nature and mode of
accumulation of coal.  He subsequently studied the
paladountology of the Devonian and Upper Silurian
Systems of Canada, discovering many new and im-
portant forms of plant life, as well as that of the
Tertiary of Southern British Columbia, the results of
these studies appearing in the publications of the
Canadian Geological Survey. He also contributed a
volume entitled ¢ Th: Geological History of Plants
to Appleton’s Internationai Scientifiz Series,” In
1863 he published his Air Breathers of th: Caal
Period, iv which were coilected the results of many
years’ study in the fossil batrachians and the land
animals of the coal measures of Nova Scotia. The
carliest known remains of mizrosauria were then dis-
covered by him in the interior of decayed tree stumnps
in the coal measures of South Joggins. The results
of his later studies in tnese creatures were embodied
in a series of subsequent papars which appeared
from time to time.

Cn taking up his residence in Montreal his
attention was attracted to the remarkable devel-
opment of pleistocene deposits exposed in the
vicinity of the city, and hieundertook a detailed study
of them, and especially of the remarkably rich fo-si
fauna which they contain. He also studied sub-
sequently the pleistocene deposits of the Lower St,
Lawrence, and instituted comparisons between them
and the present fauna of the Gulif of St. Lawrence
and of the Labrador coast. The results of these
studies appeared in a series of papers as the work
progressed, and were finally embodied in a volume
entitled The Canadian [ce Age, which was issued in
1893 as one of the publications of the Peter Redpath
Museum of McGill University. This is one of the
most important contributions to the palzontology
of the pleistacene which has hitherto appeared.

Sir William’s name is also associated with the
renowned Eozoon Canadense, discovered by the
Geological Survey of Canads in the Grenville lime-
stones of the Canadian Laurentian, and desc ibed by
him in 1864 as a gigantic foraminifer, Concerning
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this remarkable object there has been a widespread
controversy and a great divergence of opinion. Sume
of the most experienced observers in the lower forms
of life, such as Carpenter, accepted it as of organic
origin, while others considered it to be inorganic.
And, while the balance of opimon row favours the
latter view, its resemblance miscroscopically to cer-
tain organic forms is certainly most remarkable.
The literature of this subject, which inclides many
papers by Sir William, is quite_voluminous but the
chief facts are summnd up in his book, entted The
Dawn of L-fe which appeared in 1855.

Sir Williatn was also @ prokitic writer of popular
works on various geological topics.  Awong these
may be mentivned  his Story of the Earth and Man,
his Fossil Men and their Modein Representattives,
his Meeting Place of Geology and History, and his
Modern Science and Bible Lands.  These books, all
written in a very entertaining style, had a wide
circle of readers, ard wany of them jased through
several editions.

Other volunies from his pen, as well as - Lauy
papers contributed to various religicus public Gons,
treated of the relation of scivnce and religion.  Oue
of the carliest of these was entitled  Archaia, and
dealt with the relations of historical geology to the
Mosaic account of the Creation.  In others he con-
sidered the relation of 1 evolmionary hypothiesis to
religious thought.  Hew2 always, but evpecially in
his earlier years, a Ltrung oproncnt of the Theory of
Evolution, and vigourously combated it. Being
above all things deeply religions and considering the
evolutiouary explanation ot the origin of the universe
to be contrary to the teachings of Saipture, he
refused to accept it.  This was, after all, bat the
weakness of a strong man. 1t did not, hawever,
tend to enhance his reputation amnng men of sciznre,
who are commionly wiking to ket wruth wark out its
own results, ktowing that apparent contradictions
atc merely indications that the w!ole truth has not
been discovered.

These works on the relation of science and religion
met a popular nued, and wore of great comfort to
many 2 prous soul who feared that the whole frame-
work of faith was being swept away by the advanre-
ment of science.  Their value, Lowever, was not
permanent, and they are nat the warks by wat b S
William Dawsoa will be rememlered. His reputa-
tion is founded on the great contributions to vur per-
manent siock of kunowledge which he has made, and
which are embodied in his warks on pure scicnce,
representing achicvements of which any man might
well be proud. )

Sir William had a coutteous or rather a courtly
masner, based on a geauine considuaation for all.
He was respecied and beloved by all who kuew him,
and cspecially endeared hrmecdf o all who  swdied
under him.  The pre eminent sote of his character
was simplicity aud singleness of parpose. His loss
will be felt cspecially 1o the Insnmtion with which
he was long cannceted, but his name has been per-
petuated m connection with the geol gical depart-
ment cf his Usiverdty by the establichment of o
sccond chair in geology, 10 beknown as the Dawson
Chuir, which has just been cndowsd e his memoey
by Sir William Macdenald. ’

I had hoped in the present session to be among
you as usual, doing what I could officially and per-
sonally for yout wellare, but was suddenly stricken
down by a dangerous illness.  In this [ recogniz:
the hand of my Heavenly Father doing all things
for the best, and perhaps warning me that my years
of active usclulness are »pproachiag their close, and
that it is time to pat off my armour and assume the
peaceful garh of age, in which perbaps [ way yet be
spared 1o be of some service in the world.

At the moment, 1T mast be separated from the
work that has always been to me a pleasure, and you
will excuse me for addressing to you a few words on
topics which scem to me of highest mom:nt to you
as students. | may group these under the word
“ Loyalty,” a word which we borrow with many
others from the French, thoagh we have the synonym
“lead,” which if not indigenous has at least been
fully natura'ized bath in Erglish and Scottish. These
words are dircctly associated with the idea of law
and obligation, and with the trite though truc adage
that e who wonld command must first learn 1o
obey.

1 need scarcely renind you of that loyalty which
xe owe to our Sovereiy ¢ Lady the ) aeen, and to the
great empire over which she rules. [ havs had fre-
quent oceasicn 12 note the fart that this seati:neat
is strong in the rising generation of Canadians, and
nawhere more than in McGill. Itis indeed not merely
a sentimient, though, even i a tim: which boasts of
being practical and utilitarian, the feclings of the
heart count for som=thing. Itis based also on the
rationad appreciation of the beneli < of a rule which,
while allowing the greatest fresdom of individual
action, seruses wqual rights and protection to ali.

We are ail, [ hope, luyal to our Universi'y, and to
the University as a whole, not merely to any par-
ucular Facubly of it McGill has endeavoured,
more thn most Universities, carefully o adapt its
teaching 1o the actual wants and needs of the
student, whether in tiie matter of that genceral acade-
mical learning which makes the cducated man, or in
the special training wh ch fits the graduate,for taking
his place crzduably in the higher walks of profes-
sional life. To this, T think, ity success has becen
laszely due.  Yet with all the breadih and elasti-ity
of our systum, we canno perfectly mect evewy case,
and there are still Jessderata, the want of which is
most deeply felt by thase engaged in the manage-
ment of the Univensity.  Our course, however, has
been ensard and vpwar 15 and it may be truly said
that 10 sessina has passed in which something has
not been addud 19 our wecans of uscfulness.  The
future, dndeed, has endless possibilties, and there
will e ample scope for improvement, and perhaps
also for uccasioaal complaints, when the youngest
students «f today have grown to be gray-hared
scniors.  You have good causs, notwithstanding, to

- —
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be proud of your University, and to cherish feclings
of gratitude and affection to the wise and good muen,
who, amid many difficulies, have biought ittoits
present position and are still urging it onward.

You should be loyal to the ideal of the student,
You are 2 chosen and special band of mien and
women, selected out of the mass to attain to « higher
standing than your fellows in thos: acquircments
which make lite noble and uscful. [t is not for you
to join in the follies of frivolous pleasurescekers, or
to sactifice the truz culture of your minds and heats
10 the mere pursuit of gain.  Your aims are higher,
and require isolation from the vuter world, and scit-
denial, in the hope that what you are now sowing
and planting will bear good fiuit in adl your future
Jives. Live up tothis 1deal, and bar in mind that
the self-control and habits of mind which it implies,
are of themselves worth more than all the sa-rifices
you make.

Be loyal to the memorics of home. T 1esret very
much that McG:ll cannot at present offer to its
studenis such wemporary homes as  college halls
could supply. The time for this i~ coming, § hope
saon.  But most ol you have those at home who
ook on your residence here with soliciiude and long-
ing, who will rejoice in your “~cesses and perhaps
be heart-broken should any esil befall you. It is
customary to say hat young people at college are
removed from the restraints of home and ns m-
fluences for good.  But this need 10t b To truly
loyal hearts, absence should make these influences
more poweiful, and the oight of those who are
watching vou with loving herwts in distant heomes
should be a swwony impelling wmotve in the student’s
Ife,

Next to home 1s heaven, and let me now add
loyalty to Him wha reigas there, and o the Captain
of our Salvation made perfect through sufferings for
us. Many of you, 1 know, are carnest Chiistians
and groning in spiritual life a~ you advance ia leamn-
ing. To those whoare uot, let me say : —Read asa
serious sindy the Life of Jesus Christas given mthe
Gorpels. Read it inthe light of His o xn sayings, that
* He came not 1o be served but to serve, and to give
Hislife a ransom formany,” and that © Gaod so baved
the woild that He gave His aaly begotten Son that
whosoever belicveth in Him should not perish but
have ciemal lite.”  Read of 1is iife as the Man of
Sorrows, of His agony in Gethsemane, of His dreath
on the Cross, crushed not mercly by physical agoay,
but by the weight of our iniguities, and you may
then judge if there is any obligation s) great as that
under which we lic 1o Him, any loyal service <o
blessed as that of the Saviour. The gate may le
strait, and we may have to leave some things ousile,
but it is held open lovinghy by the picreed hand of
our Redeemer, and it leads thravgh a happy and
fruitful lifc 10 cternal juys, to that Jand which the
Scottish poet, whose reiigious ideal was so much
higlkr than his oxn life or the currer t thealogy of
his time, calls the * land o' the el “That happy
country is iear to me, but I hope scparated Lom vou
by a leng, uscful and bappy lite 3 bat Jetus all alke
look forward 10 wecting beyond the tiver of death,
in that pramsed land where He reigns who said,
* Him that conlesseth me befare men will I confess
betore My Father thatis in heaven,”

In the meantims, you remain here to pursue useful
work, I go to seek restored health elsewhere, and
can only remember you in my prayers. Let us
bope that when the winter is past we may meet once
more, and that T may be able to congratulate you on
well mented success, not merely in regard to the
priz:s and honvars which few can obtain, but in
that abiding education of the mind and heart which
McGill offurs 10 alt her studious children without
exception.

EXTRACTS FROM A DIARY.
Buexas Aires MEepicat. COLLEGE.

Ascertaining that the Medical College of Bucenos
Atres was out Calle Cordova, I betook me thither
one afternoon to observe some of the characteristics
of medical education in South America. After a
very long walk 1 found myseIf standing opposite a
very handsome, varieguted building which I sus-
pected must be the ane I sought.  Walking up the
steps o the entrance, [ summoned all my Spanish
vocabulary—some twenty four words—to my aid,
and asked the porter i this were the Medical
School.  Hearing in his answer nothing simulating
Mdical Scqool, T cut him short and acked him -
“Pende es la escuela de medicos ? "—pretty bum
Spanish I suppose, but very effeciive, for he pointed
up the street and said much more, at which [ looked
as wise as |iossible, muttered *¢ Gracias,” and struck
ont, (I afterwards found that this building was the
“water supply.”)  In 2 few minutes I came upon
a very haudsome, stately structure, with ¢ Instituto
de Ciencias Medicas” above the entrance.  This
was urmistakaile, so 1 entered only to encounter
anether poster whose Spanish puzzled me mare than
thit of his 1 low of the water-supply. A studemt
standmg in the corridor, with true Argeniine hos-
pitality, came to my rescue, and by means of five or
six French and Spahish words of my vocabulary
and Sve or six English words of his, our conversa-
tiom was made to overlap sufficiemly for me to learn
that visitors should apply at the Registrar’s office
upstairs,  As the Registrar would not be in unuiil
3.30, my new fricnd ard I entered upon 2 spirited
conversation before the bulletin board comparing
the cursicula of the Argentine and Canada.  ‘This
canversition was composed less of words than of
siga Janguaze, but 1 found that their’s is a seven
year conrse  Presently we could find absolutely no
further wirds or signs in common. So we stood
there vainly kneading up our grey matter, conscius
that we were closcly bound by the ties of the
medical profession and yet utterly estranged by the
dwversity of human speech.  Suddenly the same
thought stiuek us both, and with the greatest cager-
ness we affered cach other a cigaretie; we bath
aceepted as cagerly an 1 with the greatest good-will
we stood there and smoked thoughtfully in silence.
At 3.30 we sheok hands heantily, and I repaired to
the Regietrar, whom 1 immediately asked if he spoke
Evglishi.  *Paco.” said he. *Good,” said I.
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Whereupon I told him I was a Canadian medical
student and wished to sce the college.  Agam the
Argentine hospitality became evident, and 1 was
soon in the hands of a guide who was instructed to
escort me from roof to basement.

The college building, like all buildings in that
counuy, was provided with a cemral court yard
overhung by a surrounding piazza on vach tloor.
The cout-yard was a veritable dream, paved with
marble and luauriant with plants,  Tae corridors of
lh.c immense structure were wide and grand, hung
with enormous paintings of medical folklore, and
also paved with marble.  ‘The stairs were of marble,
wide and commanding.

My guide ercorted me first to the Histological
laborator,. This I found to be a capacious, weli-
ventilated room most  sciemifically equipped and
arranged. Each student had his own apparatus for
hardening, cutting and maintaining  scctions,—a
somewhat more arduaus task than our own,

From here we went 10 the depariment of phy-
stology, where I found in an ante-room two stu-
dents clothed in long, white gowns preparing a
rabbit for demonstration.  On their turning to greet
me, I was unable to say more to them than that [
was a Canadian medical student visiting their col-
lege.  They took me, together with their rabbit, to
the laboratory where were assembled forty or more
students who sat around a long table, the lectirer
standing at one side expatiating on the phenomena
of “ vogus inhibition,” while the demonstratots in-
serted the needle into the chest wall, and applied
the clectrades first peripherally and then centrally.
On the blazk-board were dirgrams of Remek’s and
Bidder's ganglia, at sight of which I fl:d back to
my guide, who then conducted me arcund another
laboratory amon, inductoria, myographs ¢f aliz of
the latest improved and most eXpensive variclies ;
in short, an excezdingly fine laboratory witis the
very finest cquipment.

Next we went to the chemical laboratories,
organic and inorganie.  These were large airy rooms,
and, on enquiry, I found that in the orgumic
chemistry cach student was oblized to work out his
reactions him-cif, cach having his separate desk and
reagents for that purposc.

From this we went to the Department of Toxicol-
ogy. Here I'wasin luck. Twomen were at work
upon an cxpeariment. Presenting my card I was much
gratitied to be addressed by one of them inexcellen:
English. He told me that he was a native Argen-
tine, but his family, being of Eoglish origin, had been
brought up according to English customs, and all had
Leen taught the English language.  The experiment
he wus performing consisted in putting a frog in a
chamber saturated with poisonous vapor, and leaviny
him exposed for some hours. The problem wasto
find the exact weight of the poisonous substance
absorbed by the skin of the frog. Of course, for such
an experiment the most delicate apparatus and eal-

culation were necessary.  On looking about I was
surprised to see my friend, whom I had met at the
atrance of the college, seated at a table bofore half
a dozen professional men who were casting questions
at him on the symptoms and tests {or poisoning by
copper sulphate. He had first been  compelled
to test the solution and ascerain what it was.  The
leading examiner seeing a visitor in the rovm imme-
diatety stopped the examination, and, with that ever-
present Argentine hospitality, hastened to gieet me.
Thought 1. an Argentine visitor could hardly expect
such treatment in-Canada at exam. time.

[ was then taken to the Council Rooms of the
Faculty, the main Falcuty-room being an enormous
room or rather hall, draped with the richest dra-
peries, hung with the rarest Medical works of art,
and presenting a most awe-inspiring aspect to the
humble student.

Thinking my guide had forgotten the Anatomical
Department, § asked to see that. He motioned
nie 1o follow him. He led me from the building,
direcily across the strect to the Clinic Hospital.
Here surrotnd :d by a high wall were several large
buitldings  which incl.ded the Departments of
Anatomy and Patholegy with their muscums, also
the wards and out-patient  department  of the
Hospital, and, last but not least, 2 well equipped
gymasium. My English-speaking friend had in-
vited me to return on the following morning at
seven o'clork to witness the operativns of the day,
that being the regular hour for operation,—seclected
on the ground that the patient at that time takes the
anaesthetic best and affords the best results.

As it was now getting late and quite dark, I dis-
missed my guide with two paper doflis (about
ssventy-five cents, silver) and betook me back to the
city, meditating impauently upon the excellent
products of Spanish cooking that awaited me.

Two battalions of in-
fantry and two batteries of artillery,
with the mounted troops, reconnoitered
for twelve miles atong the Newcastle
Road, whero the open country made it
casy for cavalry operations. The Boer
outposts rotreated, and we took some
prisoners, who mistook us for their
own men. The position in which the
Boers were entrencied was a sugar-loat
shaped hill, and under this they were
entrenched with big guns and Maxims.

On both sides were strong kopjos,
in which were three big guns com-
manding the country on all sldes. The
Boers opened on an armoured irain,
and our artillery were at once brought
