Term of &rtice.-At the firet, eidera wero
elected in near]y ail the :Reformed Churches
arnnally. In rnost Preshytorian Churches at
the present time, however the terni of office
je ad vitam aut cudpam. "I thoy demit their
office, the congregation should bo very eau-
tious in again calling them to exercise it."1
( Canadian Book~ of .Pôlity, p. 45.) In the Re-
fornied Churcli of the United States the terim
of office je deterniined by each congregation,
but it je usually for two years, the parties
boing eligiblo for re-election. In the
United Preshyterian Church of North Amer-
ica it je provided, (1) IlThat it ifs the
iniperativo duty of the eider to resigu
whenever hie influence is ;w impaired
fromn any cause that ho cannot exorcipe his
office efficientiy in thse congregation in which
hle instailed ;" (2) "That when it is ovident
that an eider lias become inacceptable and in-
efficient in a congregation, it is the priviloge
of that congregation to ask him to resigu; and
if the end ho not thereby accompllshed, in
conjunction with the Session, xnay iay thse
matter before the Presbytery for their action."

In the Presbyterian Chiurch of the UJnited
States, North, it vas enacted ini 1875 as follows:
"lIf any particular Church, by a vote of mem-
bers in full communion, shal! prefer to e]oct
Ruling Eiders for a iimited tinie in the aeor-
cise of their functions, this may ho doue."
But in this case the office is held to, ho perpe-
tuai though the exorcise of its functions may
cease. The eider whose terni of office lias
expired je eligible for re-election. If not re-
elected, ho is stili an elier. Such eiders, by
due appoîntment of th Session or Presbytery,

may beco me iniers of any of the courts of
th hurch aboya the Sesion.--(Hodge's Pres-

byterUrn Lawe, p. 297.)
From, this statement it appears that thore

ie considei'able diversity of practice in the
several branches of the Preshyterian Churcli
in regard to the tenure of office in the eid-
ership, and that the question is therefore
one whicl isj not revolutionary in its nature,
and je fairly entitled to ho discussed on ite
monits.

0f course, it mnust ho interesting to know
he-w tho Ilrotary" systeni works in the
Churches that have adopted it. As it je
not practised in any of the Britishi Churches,
se fanr as wo know, we natunaily look to tho,
Preshytenian Churches of the Ulnited States.
The IDutch IReformed Church in that coun-
try lias incorponated the Il Terni-Service "
as a part of its poiity, ana its Ministens

speak approvingly of it. They find no
more difflcuity in electing or re-electing an
eider every two yeare than in the case of
eiecting a trustee or manager of a conigrega
tion for, a like period. Sonie tume ago we,
endeavoured to ascertain, the mind 0of a
number of ieading ministers and ei4ers of
the Presbyterian Church in the United
States of America on thie subjeet, and now
subinit a few extracts froni the replies to
oun enquiries :

SLMOST every one lias hecard the story
of Gregory the Great. :Before bis ele-

vation to the see of Ro>me hie had resolved
te bocome a missionary, and England was
the field selected for bis labours, One day
he observed three Yorkshire boys, -with fair
complexions and flaxen hair, exposed for
sale in the slavo market at iRomie. Upon
asking te what nation they belonged, lie
wras told they were Anls,"Net Angles,"
Said Gregory, "lbut Angels, if they were
only Chrit3tianized." Froni the market place
ho went to the Bishop's palace a.nd obtained
permission to enter upon the work on whith
his heart was bent. le even set out on bis
jeuxney and hadi travefleci three days, when-
ho was overtaken by messengers and per-
emptorily recalled to IRomie on account of
serious disturbances wvhich had talion place
in the city. Years rolled on, and Gregory
became IBishop of Renie. IBut lie hadl nover
forgetten the IlAàgles,"' n or ceased bis long-
in,, desiro for their conversion. At length
circumstanccs seemed te faveur bis design,
and Augustine, the Prier of bis old couvent
cf St. Andrew, was sent -with forty mounls
te England, A.D). 596. They landed on the
island of Thanet, off the ccast cf Ront.
Ethoîbeit., the Ring of Kent, whose wife
Bertha 'was already a Christian, received the
niessenagers cf the liew faith gladly, and
granted Augustine liberty to, establish him-
self at Canterbury. It is told that on the
2nd cf June, 597, the Ring, was publicly

baptized, and that on the next Christmnas-
Day upwards cf 10,000 cf lus subjecte were
baptized aise. As results from Augustine's
mission, Canterbury, IRochester, and London
at early dates became the seats cf i'auportant
bishoprics, aud the first cf them, the metro-
politan, Augustine hinselfbeing consecrated
the first Archbishop cf Canterbury. «Yet it
is ccnfessed that his mission, though i.n many
respects successful, was in other respects a
failuro. Trouble soc>n arese from Augus-
tine's determination te model English Chuis-
tianity toc strictly after the pattern cf Rome.
The nortbern Christians, -who had 'been
trained by the monlis cf Iona, resented
"lthe foreign yoke," and as thoy camne by
degrees te moût and overlap the systeni in-
troduced by Augustine, differing as it did
ini some important particulars froni that to
which they had been accustomed, a rupture
sconer or later became inevitable. It came
seoner than was expected. "lThe King cf
Northumbria, espcusing the cause cf the
Scottish missionaries, niarched upen Chep-
ter, made a great siaugliter cf the Britous,
sud mercilessly massacred many hundreds
cf nionks 'who had cerne frcm Bauger te
pray for their ceuntrymen." About 1200
were said te have been killed iu this £urst
reccrded battlo for religions liberty in Eng-
land. "lBut IRomie," it is added, Ilby its
superior crganizatien, triuniphed in the
end) sud althougli it, intreduced new aud
unscriptural elements into the Chnrch, it
holped at the sanie tinie te censolidate the
outward framewvork against the assauits cf
paganism.» The date cf Augustine's death
is varionsly stated 604, 607 and 614.

We love
each other as wvell as if ive wvero members of
one Presbytery. At the beginn ofth
year, ivo continued tho union of prayer for
a second week, wi:th good rosuits, and we
have established a monthly united evangel-
istie service, in the churelies alternately.
Salvation Arniy folk are beginning to make
quite a stir in our usually quiet City. They
gather the excitable and ignorant classes,
and thora are a good inany such here. They
are (loin" Soma texnperary good, but I fear,
not a littie harin.

Dr. Day
sud bis wife vare the first missionaries to te
Telugus, snd Canada is apeislly interested lu
tItis celebration, because Dr. Day ivas a native
of this country, aud the Canadian Baptists
have at present two mission boards, esch re-
presente by mission stations in the Telugru
country, 'where there are now fifty-soven mnis-
sionaries,two theological seruinaries,aud about
30,000 native communicants.
