The
Apostles sets it before us with equal
plainness: ‘‘Knowing that a man is
not justified by the works of the law,
but by the faith of Jesus Christ, that
we might be justified by the faith of
Christ, and not by the works of the
law; for by thc works of the law shall
no flesh be justified” (Gal. ii. 16).

Dear friend, keep clear the all-im-
