Here is a brother,
ho hag a large family, he has a mortgage on
his furm. Here is another, has no debt on
his farm ; is well to do. How does God look
upon these two men? Does he expect them
both to do the same? No, but according to
their abulity as the Lord has prospered them.
Can you give fifty dollars this year? Then
giveit, God demandsit. Can you give only
five dollars? Then that is all God expects.
I believe there are people who pay money
towards a church that ought to use the
money at hone. Only some who counld pay,
do nat; and somebody has to make u sacrifice.
I would about as soon die a drunkard ag to
die owning lots of money and property, after
refusing to aid the poor, or spend my money
for good purposes.

THE HERO OF TO-DAY.

The footman ai the bottom of the
shaft told the miners to throw down their
tools and get on the cage as quickly as
possible,

By this time the flames had surrounded
tho enginecer on all sides. He patiently
awaiten the signal to hoist the men to the
surface. At last he got the signal and
brought up the cage with hghtning speed.
KEighteen men were aboard. The carriage
wag then returned to the mine for the second
load of human freight. Ou this trip ten
men were brought up., The side of the
building now collapsed, and the burning
timber fell all around the brave engineer,
who still held the lever. At last the remain-
ing men fot on the cage, and in a few min-
utes all wore brought to the surface safely.
The engineger was badly burned, but will
recover.— Young People’s Weekly.

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EDITORIAL.

HOW AND WHEN JESUS INTERCEDES FOR HIS
PEOPLE,

“Atthat day ye shall ask in my name ; and I sy not
unto yon thatJ will pray tho Father for you, for the
Father himself Joveth you because yo have loved me and
have believed that I came from God " John avi. 26, 27,

Jesus i8 the same yesterday, today and for-
ever, but does at one time what be does not do
at another. o requires his peoplo to do at
one time what they are not to do at another,
henco these different times and duties are to
be understood and observed. Jesus here
speaks of two points of time, the then present
and what he calls “A¢ that dey.” The di-
viding line between these two 18 his death
and resurrection. It is a great wmistake to
ignoro this lino and plead for doing on this
side of Jesus' death what was done on the
other side.

Comparing what occurred on that side of
Jesus’ death with what happened ou this side
we find that Jesus was then with his disciples
and in person taught and led them. On this
gide they had his name and the Holy Spirit.
This was better for them than even his per-
sonal presence. See his comforting words at
veree 7. Before his death he told them what
he would do for them “ of that duy.” After
he rose be most feelingly declares *¢ These are
the words which I spuke unto you while I
was yet with yow, ete., Luke xxiv. 44. On
that side they nnderstood not tho Seriptures.
On this side ¢ Theb opened he their under-
standing that they might understand the
Scriptures.” Veise 45. The disciples asked
Jesus questions on that side, but on this side
they would ask him nothing, but they had
his promise of whatsoever they would ask the
Father in his name. Hitherto they had
asked nothing iu his name, but now every
petition must come in the name of Jesns.

Observe that i that admirable prayer
Jesus taught his disciples to use ““while Ze
was yet with them” has neither his name in
it nor a petition for the Holy Spirit. He
had not then ascended the mediatorial throne
and they had asked nothing in his name.
The Holy Spirit was not then given because
Jesus was not yet glorified. But after he had
ascended on high and he and his Father had
sent forth the Holy Spirit the disciples con-
stantly prayed in the name of Jesus and
prayed for the Holy Spirit which he had

Although the scenes of Gethsemane and
the oruelty of Culvary were before the mind
of the Saviour, he did not forget in the full-
ness of hissympathy to pray for his discip! s,
not that when he left them that they should
be taken out of the world, but that they
might be kept from evil. Notwithstanding
he foresaw and foretold them what they
would be called to do and endure, ho sent
them into a world of toil and trial—¢* As
thou hast sent me into the world, even so
have I sent them unto the world” The
apostles are spoken of. They wero callod
and commissioned to perform a specified
work—to preach the gospel. 'They could
not in persou fulfil the command, **Go ye
into all the world and preach the gospel to
every creature.” And the accompanying
promise, “Lo, I am with you alway, even
unto the end of the world,” shows that others
were included. They were to be representa-
tive wen. Theirs was to be representative
teaching. They were to stand at the head of
a long line of laborers that was to reach
‘“ unto tho end of the world.” They were to
commence s work that was to be carried on
till every child of Adam should hear the joy-
ful message of salvation. Every true preacher
of the gospel te-day has his hoart fired by
the same zeal, receives a gimilar commission,
and falls into the regular succession, a kind
of apostolic succession, if you please.

1f the gospel of Jesus Christ is to triumph
everywhere, if this poor sin-cursed world is
ever brought to the foot of the cross, it will
not bo through the labors and talents of
eztraordinary men, for (od has not made
enough of these to meet the demand; but
the work will be done by those who may not
possess ten, nor five talents, but to whom the
Heavenly Father has entrusted two, or per-
chance one. But, notwithstanding, there
will be some things always necessary to
success. Men who work for Christ musé be
men of character. Jesus invited all to come
to him, and to be his disciples; bns
when he came to select his apostles—his
messengers — and  to give them official
positions as ministers and teachers, he had
regard for high character. This qualification
may not, in degenerate times, be essential
to the politician,. the scientist, the essagist,
for, without this one may be a learned lec-
turer on astronomy or chemistry, may figure
upon the platform beforo literary societies,
and discourse beautifully upon the literary
productions of Shakespeare, or may uphold
and ondorse the opinions of a Huxley, or a
Darwin ; but the church aund the world
attach high importance, aud justly so, to
character in the pulpit. There must go from
the sacred desk the impression that the man
is equal to, and in muny instances greater,
than anything he says. Lven & heathen
could see that one of the necessary qualifica-

tions to a good orstor is that he be a good
man, Xmphatically must this be the case
with the Christian orator, who would speak
the truth as it is in Jesus, and thus win men
to purity and gooduness. No taleunt is too
great, no genius too brilliant, no attainments
too rich for the work of preaching the gospel.
There is & dignity in the Christinn ministey
gecond o no other in any position 2 man can
occupy. There is here an elevation of char-
acter, & consecration of purpose, and a
devotion of heart calenlated to hift man to
the highest and most sublime height of
human usefulness, With the strong sand
steady reach of an unwavering faith in God,
he stands undaunted and uncontaminated
before the petty foibles and scheming mach-
inations of men  Vanity and deceit, avarice
and double-dealing, fault-finding and slander,
jenlousy and envy, are as much out of place
in the heart and lifo of a preacher as a com-
pany of inforual spirits would be within the
mner circle of eternal glory, It is enough
to make an angel weep to see & minister of
the gospel besmirch his sacred calling by
stooping to indulge in thoughts and actions
offensive alike in the sight of God und man,
erther to gratify a spirit of personal vanity or
gelfishness, or to satisfy the unhallowed
principle of envy. Such a man will fiud,
sonner or later, that his religious fingers have
all been thumbs, and that in the end he has
wndone more than he bhas done. ‘The faith-
ful, wnselfish, sympathelic, consecrated,
gospel-loving preacher has set before him &
mission and an object worthy the aims and
cfforts of immortal minds. Ilis obligation
ig alone measured by his ability. He draws
ingpiration from the majesty of his mission.
He toils where the Muaster appoints, and
suffers what the Master sends.  Hig charucter
18 constantly partaking of the spint and
genius of the religion he preaches. He 18 a
living, moving and constant exemplification
of itg truth, its power and 1ts principles. 1f
this be not true of him, he is, on the other
haund, a God-dishonoring sham, a cloud with-
out rain, a stench in the nostrnils of the
Almighty, and the sooner he leaves the place
of his usurpation the better for both the
church and the world.

SPRINKUING, POURING, IMMER-
SION: WHICH?

—

It is frequently asserted that learned men
do not uphold immersion as baptism. Now
the opinions of scholars will be of great value
to us in this investigation. I think our
Presbyterian brethren are very decided in
their advoency of sprinkling for baptism.
1n this article I will show what Presbyterians
have to say on this point, and first I would
have you know that in the seventeenth cen-
tury, when the Westminster assembly of
divines met and formulated what is called
the ¢ Vestminster Confession of Faith,”
baptism was up for discussion, ard twenty-
four voted for immersiou and twenty-five for
sprinkling. So near was the Presbyterian
church to having immersion as its practice
for baptism.

I have before me a work called *“ Immer-
gion,” by John I, Christian, A, M,, D. D,
I shall quote from his chapter on ¢ What
Presbyterians say.” I have some of the
works from which he takes his extracts, and
can certify that they are correct :

¢ John Calviv. the father of the Presby-
terian church, never failed to testify that
baptism was an immersion in water. Says
he, ¢ The word baptize signifies to imimerse,
and it is certain that the rite of immersion
was observed by the ancient church.’

““Bezu, who was a colleague of Culvin,
testifios : ¢ T'o be baptized in water signifies
no other than to be immerzed in water, which
is the external ceremony of baptism.’

‘“Zwingle, another of Calvin's associates,
gaid : * When ye were immersed into the
water of baptism, ye were engrafted into the
death of Christ.’

“(On Rom. vi) Richard DBaxter, com-
menting on Rom. vi., says: €It is comwonly
confessed by us to tho Ausbaptists that in
the tine of the apostles the baptized were
dipped over head in water, and this signified
their profession, both of believing the burial
and resurrection of Christ, and of their own
dying to sin and living to Christ, or rising
again to nowness of life.”

“ Dr, Chalmers says in his lecture on the
same chapter (Rom. vi.): ¢The original
meaning of the word buptism is immersion,
and though we regard it a8 a point of indif-
fereney, . . . yet we doubt not that the
prevualent style cf the administration in the
apostles’ days was by an actual submerging
of the whole boilly under water.’

“ Phlip Schaff, D D., LL. D., who has
written the best of our church histories, says:
¢ The baptism of Christ in the river of Jordan
and the illusurations of baptism used in the
New Testament, ure all in favor of immersion
rather than sprinkline, as is adwitted by the
best exegetes, Cutholic and Protestant, Eng-
lish and German.’”

In reply to an editorial in the Christian
Observer, of Lmnuisville, Ky., Dr. Powell
writes to the IWeslern Recorder, Junuary 8th,
1591, as follows : :

¢ | asked Bro. Sakellarios, who has charge
of the Bptist church 1 Athens, if the Greek
word could mean anything but immersion,
and he said ¢ No.” Te¢ my question, how the
Presbyterians managed thig question, he
replied, ¢ Very easily, by having a baptistry
made in which they immerse infants just as
tho Greek priests do.” Said he, ¢ Once they
sprinkled some children, aud it created such
a scandal that it came near breaking up the
church, and they were compelled to have a
small buptistry made. Adult Greeks are
received into the Presbyterian church on the
baptism which they received in the Greck
church.’ In Greece, Pulgaria, Asia Minor,
Syrin, Palestine, and wnerever the Greek
language is spoken, immersion for baptism
is practised.”

Here is an instance where the Presbyterians
practice what their scholars preack, This
is the land where Greek is a Yiving language,
and nothiang but immersior is practised there-
This little statement does away with many a
ponderous article. Wecommend this to our
Presbyterian brethren,

I could add Barnes, Campbell, Locke, Me-
Knight and many others to the above list,
but after & careful investigation I find that
the learned men in the Presbyterian church,
in answer to the question ¢ Which?” say
¢ Immersion.”

HOW TO MAKE THE SCHOUL
ATTRACTIVE,

LOIS M'DOUGALL,

Wo aro accustomed to think of attractions
as pertaining to appearances. We wish to
go dveper.  Appenrances are sometimes dis-
appointing. They draw, but do not hold,
If we wish to attract those outside, muake
tho school interesting to those inside, and
each member will be a recruiting agent,

The first necessity is an earnest, enthusiag-
tic superintendent, who is always prompt,
attonds to the littlo things, selects suitable
hymus, kuows what kind of work his teachers
are doing, sccures maps, charts, pictures, or
any accessory that will interest as well as
beunefit.

But the school is made up of classes ; and,
it is said, ‘“tho teacher makes the class.”
Then mach depends upon the teacher. I do
not need to say that he must be an earncst,
congistent follower of the Master, one whoso
life ndds strength to his teaching —simply a
Christisn—* the best that can be said of any
man, the least that can be expected of &
teacher.”

Ho nceds to come before his class full of
the lesson und full of enthusiam. A grand
help to that condition is a good live teachers’
meeting, in which tho lesson has been ais.
cussed from all sides; with a free exchange
of ideas, illnstrations and suggestions,

Then the teacher must study his class as
carefully and thoroughly as be studied his
lesson, must make himself acquainted with
cach individual, his or her ability, attain-
ments, peculisrities, likes and dislikes, hopes
and aims, and outs.de influences ; must be
m symputhy with them and make them feol
it, put himself in their places, look at things
from their standpoint, and he will be better
fitted to lead them to ace things from his
point of view. e will have & pleasant and
special greeting for each.

If the class 1s restless and distracted, he
will tell them a story, weaving in the lesson,
if possible ; if not, putting in another that
will be equally beneficial ; or show them
gome Bible picture and draw from them the
story connected with it.

The teacher needs to study his lesson
carcfully and prayerfully, bearing in mind
the peculiarities, ability and needs of each
member of his cluss; but must leave his
helps at home.

He must have illustrations, wisely chosen
and carefully prepared, for they make the
lesson doubly scrong by muking it more in-
teresting and clear, and thus more lasting.

He will induce the class to give their 1deas
on the subject and tell what they would have
suid or done under similar circumstunces.

‘The teacher ought to hwve a blackbuard.
Much has been done, mors 2an be done by
tho use of a blackboard than many dream of
doing. Huve a light porwable blackbourd
for the lower grades, if possible; if sot pos-
sible then the maps and other drawings will

\huve to be made on paper ; for they must be
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mude and made us lurge us possible,  Pictures
of places, peranns, animals, plants, costumes
—1n fuct escerything that csn be put into a
preture—must be made or obtained und used;
for lessons wure learned more quickly and
gurely through the eye thau thiough the ear.

Tne suporintendent must include all the
classes in his brief reviews, causing each
individual to be on the wateh for u direct
question. These are some of :he things that
muke a school interesting,

With a suporiutendent and teachers whoze
aim is to teach tho children to love Christ
and to work for him, the school cannot fail
to be interesting in the best way and with
the best results.

Yes, I heard about your annual meeting,
and was so glad to know that you had done
sveh good work for the Muster, I wasalso
very much pleased to hear of your confidence
mm mo, I really have tried to do my best,
and one likes to know that their effurts are
appreciated.  You certainly had a good mis-
sionary meeting. T'he moro tho people know
of the heathen lands the moro interested and
zealous they will become. I never reulized
the difference botween a Christian and a
heuthen country till I came here. My!
guch a difference. The d:fference between
hght and darkness.

When I read of the grand efforts vou dear
people are putting forth for the Master it
makes e feel very unworthy, * *

When I reached here, October 24th, I was
8o broken down in health that a walk sround
tho block ava slow pace thoroughly tired me,
so that 1 would have to lie down and rest
when I got back. I have gained so much in
this nice bracing air that now I can wulk for
two miles ubt & smurt pace and come back
refresbed.
