He
goes to races, but it is only to hold the ladies’ parasols, or bet
a few guineas ou his favourite’s favourite, He gives little
guppers, but his capacities hardly go beyond oysters, never
reaching the stomachic risk of lobsters.

BURNING OF THE BT. JAMES HOTEL, MONTREAL.

On Tuesday morning last, about one o'clock, flames were
discovered on thue fourth flat of the St James Hotel, on Vie-
toria Square, in'a part of the building near the laundry, The
alarm wag at once givea, and on the arrival of the firemen a
hose was introduced up the building to attack the fire which
was then consuming the staircase lending to the fifth tlat,
where were situated the slieping-rooms of the female portion
of thy hotel staff,  Unfortunately the hose was found to be
too short, and by the time the defect had been remedied the
flames had gained considerable headway,  Here another con-
tretemps oceurred ; the water was for gome unacconntable
reason suddenly turned off and the men found themsslves
powerless to stop the advance of the flames.  While the stuir-
case was being consumed, three of the servant girls, seving
theirhope'of escupe by this means cut off turned to the windows
and three of them threw themaelves headlong on the sidewalk,
where their fall was only partially broken by matteasses and
other soft material, ‘They wers transported to the General
Hospital where they e in a very precarions state,  Another
girl nnmed Matilde Saya, hung out from the window, with
the points of her fect Jightly resting against the wall, and not-
withatanding the cries of those below to drop herself on the
mattrasses which had been spread beneath, remained in this
perilous position for fully twenty minutes,  Finally the fire-
men aucceeded in renching her and bringing her down amid
rounds of cheers from the crowd. These scenes were enacted
in the windows of the fifth flat facing Booaventnre Street, On
the side facing the Square, £ man jumped down to the pave.
ment below, injuring himself futally. Several others were
injured in attempting to ¢rcepe. T'wo gentlemen made Jad-
ders of quilts, but in each case the Iadder broke and they fell
to the ground  Another gentleman managed to climb from
one window to another, but finally slippsd and (el to the
pavement.  Notwithstanding the best etforts of the brigade
they were unable to stay the progress of the limes, which en-
tirety consumed the roof and the fourthand fifth stories. The
fice was finnlly checked by flooding the other stories.

MARDI-GRAS IN NEW ORLEANS,

In no city in America, save New Orleans, is the systematic
observance of Mardi-Gras, or Shrove Tuesday, kept up,  The
geniality of the climate and the peenliar disposition of the
prople combine to render the Carnival festivities particolarly
cojayable, and egpecially to one who has passed most of hig
Jit in the North, where the cold windx anid the ice and snow
of winter would precinde nny such outdoar obervances,

It has usually been the custom for individuals, masked and
disguised as their fancy might dietawe, to promeaad: the
principal streets during the day-time, but this year all were
invited into a wrand street pageant, nnder command of His
Majecty « Rex,” who reprexents an association of gentlemean,
onganizod for the purpoie of rendering the festivitie more
attractive, ¢ Rex i3 a despotic Monarch, and all other forms
of government were subondinated to him for the day alone,
Accompanied by a numerous detrchment of troops to the
number of rome thousand inall, infantry, cavaley and artitiery,
armed and uniformed in a fantastic maaner, and followed Ly
an innumerable thronyg of maskers on foot, on horseback and
in earringer, the King marched throuch the principal strects
to the vreat delectation and amusement of hiz loval subjecrs,
The utmost good humour and ficense prevailed, and the day
obrervances were snid very much to resemble those of Roans
and Venice.  His Majesty stgnalized the close of his reign by
a grand ball at the Exposition Bailiding, which wis crowded
with the dite and beauty of the Crescent city and the omntrey
at large.

As goon as night fell ¢ Rex” turned over hix pawer to
Womua,”" who from time immemorial has ben the Monarch
of Mardi-Gras night,  The Mystivk Krewe of Comus has onyg
been a feature of New Orleans, and its ability is world-wide:
1t ix alzo composed of 4 namber of gentlemen unknown to
the public, who annunlly represent by a street pageant some
bistorical or allegorical subject, The displays are magmiticent,
and the costumes are all imported from Paris, where they are
manufactured expresely for the pacpase. The co<t of vach dis-
play iz estimated at 30004, aud T imagine thatis vathor unmder
than over the mark. The Keewe appenr on some by street sued-
denly, and without any warning, in a brilliratly fighted pro-
cession, and after parading as did # Rex,"” the principal streets,
%0 to the Varieties Theatre, where a series of tableanx is pre.
sented, combining all the fizures that have appeared in the
procession, The parquette of the theatre i3 floored over, amd
the tableanx over, forins an immense platform, where dancing
is kept up till an varly hour in the moruing.

The snbject chosen for representation this year is the
 Miseing Links in Darwin's Ocigin of Species,” and represent-
ed every sort of animal and vegetable life from the Sponge to
the Gorilla, the lowest to the highest. Fach ficure, (there
were about a hundred in all) was a perfect representation of
the animal or plant intended to be shown aud conld be re.
cognized at a glance, The pageant was brillinntly lighted up

with lamps, and transparencies beariug all necessary informa--

tion were carried by attendants, 'The illustration given is
taken from Uhartres street Jooking across Canal street to St
Charles, The banoers seen banging from the bnildings are
the Royal Standard - of the King of the Carnival, The Statuein
the foreground is the Clay Statue, one of the lindmarks of
New QOrleans.  All the publie buildings are illaminated, and
a crowd estimnted at a hundred thousand throngs the streets,
The dizplay altogether ix a8 most magnificent one, and wiil
long be remembered by those who had the good tortune to
witness jt,

Allthe theatres are turned into bLall-rooms for the night,
and every public hall ix engaged, AU with the exception of
the Mystick Krewae and that of Rex are masked, and mirth
mand revelry hold high carnival, till daylight is let in wpon
the revellers.  Thein comes the ennseiousness that the
carnival iz over and that for forty davsand nights there must
be an enforced abstinence from pleasure,

Tuake it all together the festivities of thiz year have been
most plensant,  Many new features have been introduced, and
of the tens of thousands of strangers wha gathered together

THE SIBVLLA ERYTHR@EA,

Thiz engraving may have a particular interest at the time
of the Fzast of the Ananaciation, a3 it is maintain:d by some
ancient writers that Erythreen predicted the Annuaciation.
It represents one of the Sibyls on the Sistine Chanel ceiling,
of which there are five—Persica (Persin), Erythrea (The Red
Sea), Da2lphica (D lo3), Camann (Cumaa) and Libyea (Libya),
out of the ten mentioned by Varro, the historian, who lived
above a centory bofore Christ, and states that their pamess
were derived from the locality of their habitations, ‘The Sibyls
are heathen prophetesres, who figure in the scheme of Christian
iconography as having predicted the coming of Christ to the
Gentiles, as the Prophets did to the Jews. "The Christian
community eacly concernsd itself with sprculations regard-
ing the predictions of the Sibyls and their claims to respect.
St. Jerome, Eusebius, St. Clement of Alexandrin and St.
Auguitin:, pronounced them to have been inspired by divine
grace. In the fourth eclogue of Virgil there iz a passage
believed to have baen sniggested by a Sibylline tradition, that
their power of foresoving the advent of Christ is sought to be
cstablizshed. Tt is thus translated :—4 T'he first age of the
Cumean song now approarhes: the great series of azes bagins
ngain; now returns the Virgin (Astret), now retura the
Saturnian Kingdoms: now a nsw prozeny is sent from hizh
heaven,  Be but propitions, chaste Lucina, to the boy at his
birth, throngh wnom the iron age will first ceasse; and the
golden awge dawn on the world” The belief of the Roman
Cntholic Church in the testimony of the Sibyl Tiburtina who
informed the Kmperor Augustus that a Hebrew child should
be born who would be raler over the imortal gols them-
selves, i shown by the well known hyman, said to have buen
composed by Popr Innocent Lil. at the close of the 13th
century, beginning with the verse—

Diea {rae, dire ifla,
Nepat s wm in furilla,
Tosta Drvid cum Nubttla,

4TIt may be inferred,” s1ys one of the authors of the His-

THE LORE OF TilE CALENDAR,
No. L—Tur Ayxvseiarion.

The holding of anniversiey davs {or festivity and vejoicing
is by no means peealiae to ravealed eolizion, Tt wounlt ap-
pear a prectice equally bolonsiar to hoathens of all aues,
either for politioal or relivious purpnsas, or for the purpose of
eelebrating teiamphs over enemies, or of promoting both
mental and bolily exercises among the people. The ancient
world of (reece and Rome was notorions for its ohservance of
days of festivity. In the history . of the Arthenians we are
constantly heaving of the Artemisia, a feast in honour of their
goddess Diana; the Dionysia, in honour of Bacchus: the
Eleusinia, in houour of Cerer ; and the Panathenaa, in honour
of Minerva,  While in ancient Roame the Matronalia, Cerealia,
and Saturnalis are well-known to all classieal readers. The
Mohammedans also nave their feast of vietims, colehrated in
the Iast month of theie year: and their feast of Bairam, and
others,

It wonld not be right to say, a3 some persons have said,
that the fast of this universal prevalenee of festival days
among the heathen is an argnmoent aginst its becoming a
custom for Christians, .

It may rafely be said that this general prevalence of holy
days, days of solemnity and rejoicing iz to be derived from one
common souree,  What do we find in Holy Writ? The an-
nual feast of the Passaver, in memory of the departure of the
childron of lseasl out of gypt; the feast of the Pentecost,
to commemorate the deliverance of the law to Noses on Mount
Kinai; the feast of Trumpets, to commemorate the beginning
of the yvenr;and many others.  The Holy Evangelists record
that our blessed Lord, when on enrth, sanctioned the use of
these feasts by his preseace, and at one of them, the Paseorer,
he beemine onr sacritice anid atonement for sin, first instituting
it feast ©ar Christings in ity plaee, and then, by dying, becom-
ing its fultilment amd antitype,

With us, in Christian churches, Easter Day takes the place
of the Passover, and- Whit Sunday the place of P.ontecost,
The memaory of martyrs seems,in the Primitive Church; to
have been a point of peculiar religious devotion, © @ The ori-
ginal of these days,” says Bingham, ¢ iz at least agearly as the
tiwme of Polyearp, who snffered about the year 168, Tertullian
also mpeaks of these anniversary festivals,  8t. Cyprian and
St. Chrysostom allude ‘to. them, and alvo to the fact that the
Holy Euchurist was celebrated, aud that alms and oblations
were offered for the poor. o

Enough has been said to show that there is the authority of

Seripture for the celebration of these holy days, The old
Fathers of the Church, and the Bighops since the Reformation
sanction the custom. 8t. Chrysostom beautifully says: “ We
are met on these holy festivals, not to praise, but to imitate ;
not to be hearers of the encomiums, but, followers of their
worthy actions. Therefore if any one would praise the mav-
tyrs, let him imitate the martyrs; if any one would give the
champions of religion their just encomium, let him emulate
their fabours,” The imaginative Joremy Taylor, and the
tjudicions” Hooker, two of the most. eminent divines of the
Church of England, spuak with no uncertain soitnd. The
former says : ¥ The memories of the Saiuts are precinas to
God, and therefore they ought also to be to ux; and such
prsons who serve God by holy living, industrious preaching,
and religious dying onght to have their name=s preserved in
honour, and God be glorified in them, and theic haly lives
and doctrines published and imitated”  The latter still more
strougly gays : ¢ Touching these fustival days which we now
obaerve, their number being no way felt discammodions to
the commouwealth, and their grounds such as hithecto have
been showed, what remaineth but to keep them thronghoat
all generations holy, severed by manif:st notes of difference
from other times, adorned with that which most may betoken
true virtuous and celestial joy.”

Both the Roman and the Anglizan Churchez have pro-
nounced what thess festivals or holy daya shall be, and how
they shall be obierved.

Wheaatly gives the following acconnt of the retention of
these days in our calendae :—¢ T'he reasons why the nvne of
these siint's-days and holy-days wer.: resumed into the calen-
dar are variousd, Some of them bzing retained on neconut of
our courts of justice, which usually make their retarns on
these days, or clse upon the days beforz or after them. which
are called in the writs Vigil, Fest, or Crast, as in Vigil-V.irtin,
Fest-Martin, Crast-Martin, and the like.

named in her sole hownour, besides a hundred and two in
which her name was associated . with that of some othier
saint.

Some of thes: churches are the finest specimans of Gothic
architecture in the world, and are noble mouuments of the
stintless devotion of meschants ad tevdesmen of the fitt enth
and sixteenth centarisz—of men who thosght not of {he

In the
case ot the 3t Jumes Hotel, two lives have been sacrificed
owing ta the insuftivient cquipment of the oity fire-brigade,
Hud the disaster occurred in summer when the city is thronged
by tonrists and all the local accommodation is occupic?, the
tors of Life would infailibly have been somethiog frightful to
centamplate.  In another ¢olumn we yave given a description
of the hoart-rending scenes which occurred on Tuesday morn-
ing—seones which drew the tears froin the eyes of strong men
witnessing theu; and on var frunt page our artist has depicted
wits of tle most distressing episodes of that fearful morniug.
Tu- fire, it will be siwen by referring o the report, almost
i.. edintely ofter breaking out attacked the stairease leading
frota the fonrth to the tith dat, and thas cut off the eseape of
e unfotiduate l-xlu,’n above,

Sume of these were after a
uoble display of devoiion by the fremen rescued in safety,
otaers fared worse. One gentlewan let himself down from
his window by a rope of sheets hastily knotted together. The
repe broki as he was in the act of descendiog, and he fell on
the stoue pavement bulow o be picked up a mass of bruised
flosh and broken bones,  Another threw himself from his
window with i reeult that may be better imagined than de-
servibed, and a thind ckunbered from window to window only
ti siip at fustarad full senseless aud biceding at the feet of the
bystanders.  On anothor side of the building a wornau, clad
uily it her night-cluthes, hung with mangled bleeding
fincers trom the icy ledge of a ffth story window, with ber
fret resling un a prejecting meuldiog an ioch io depth.  For
twenty minutes did this poor creatars, nerved UV the inten-
sity of despair, bany in mid-air, chuging to the shattered
windowesashy tor dear life and shiricking for help where there
Wiy 2 Tuis is the account a cuntemporary gives :

Itis duly a source of wonder to us that things huve been al-
lowed to go on as theyare so long, and we sincerely trust that
the popular agitation will have the effect of bringing home to
the proper quarter the sad occurrences of Tuusday lust.

"Phe fire at the St. James has had the effect-of bringing out
one very valuable suggestion for a life-suving spparatus,
which we trust will be duly acted apon, The author is a
well-known citisen of Montreal, and a fireman of great ex-
perience.  ‘The method he proposes possesses the merit of
extreme simplicity, and will no doubt be ndepted with ala-
crity—at all events natil our Corporation think fit to provide
us with life-escapes and fire-ladders.  We quote at length
from the (Fuzede :—

# 1xt. To have rope-ladders in every bed-room.  This could
be done by bolting » roller to the floor, the rope-ladder to be
the exact length of the distance from the window to the street,
with a round ball of sufficicnt weight attached to propel it
down and prevent it from swinging to and fro in the wind.

o aud. The usual sofus, that are in almost every bed-room,
could be arrsoged 5o as to bide it when not required 5 that the
waiter conducting parties to their roems should point gut and
explain the simple manner of working it; aiso, that instrue-
tions be printed on the usual notices that are posted up in the
roomns.

4 3cd. The cost of ftting up these ladders would amount to
a paltry sum, and [ sm conviuced that parties occupying roows
ina crowded hotel, with its complivated  passages and wind-
ing stairs, would be willing to be taxed a small sum for the
maintenance of the same,

s 4th. I am also cenvinced that they would materially aid
the Fire Brigade in the execution of thetr duty. Picture to
yvourself, Mr, Editor, the shouts of joy that would have burst
from the firetnen and the hundreds of spectators, who lined
the streets, had they seen even two or three rope ladders dang-
ling from the fourth and fifth storeys of the St James Hotel
on the morning of the I1sth; how nimbly would our tiremen
Luve run up the ladders, viciug with one another who would
be first, aud the heart-rending scenes that were witnessed
would have been avoided,

o 5th. These ladders would be of still greater use in rooms
where there are women and belpless children, A fireman
could mount the ladder with a rope and wide belt attached to
his body, strap the belt under their armpits and lower them
down. He could also, if the state of the Luilding peraitted,
haul up the huse, muake it fast to the roller on the floor, and
keep the fire in check. and he would be more likely to perionm
his duty well, knowing that,in cuse of danger, he hus nn visy
means of escape.

# This not only applies to botels, but should be adopted by
the tenants of every large building or tenement.”

Tre result of the defeat of the Giadstone Ministry is, so far
as bas yet teen learut, undecided.

But,
on theother hund, should Lord Granville undertake to form a
scratch Cabinet L.;r present purposes of legislation and then
make an appeal 8o the country, there is 0 chance—and some-
thing more than » mere chance; we are inclined to helieve——
that the Couservatives might achieve & victory,  As matters
stand At presunt, however, the Liberals have their fute protty
much”in their. own hands; and could - Mr. Gladstone be in-
duced o relingnish his intention of quitting punlic life, there
is every prospect of their ‘remaining in power for somo time
to come.  Bhould this 8o huppen the recent defent will have a
most salutary effect in acting as a check upon the motions of
the Government, . It proves that the days of political subser-
vieucy, iz 'so far-as the British “Housv of Comuons is con-

. grave.

cerned, are goue by ; that blind attachment toa party isa
thing of the past; snd that the Ministor who will remain in
power must study the wulfare and the interests of the country
at lurge without depending too much upon his adherunts for
carrying him through.

This peculiar phenomenon has been
termed the ¥ Meteorological Glory.”

Luke Howard gives the following description of one of
these * glories™ :

¢ On the 20th of July, 1820, between 6 and 7 p.m., walking
with my family out of Folkestune towards Sandgate, we per-
ceived that a mass of clouds, which had been capping the
high land and the eliffs during the afternoon, had now des-
cended on the sea, and was coming close tothe cliff on which
we stood, at an clevation of about 140 feet; the depth of this
mass of cloud was such as completely to hide a brig up to her
top masts.  The sua was on our backs, and we soon perceived
that our several shadows were vigible on the surface of the
cloud below.

“Thus circumstanced, each person could see around the
head of his own shadow a luminous corona; to which were
added two taintly-coloured halos—one small, the other so
large us to embrace the whole group of shadows, The experi-
ment being now tricd by one of us; of walking to u distance,
the person found that these luminous appearances accom-
panied Aie shadow, leaving the others without it. On the
other hand, those who remained within the circle saw him,in
his shadow, without the glory.

# We were able to continue these observations for about
twenty minutes, until, the sun approaching the horizon, the
shadows bucamme too distant to be separately seen, and the
outer circle vanished,

“The whole formed a very striking and curions natuoral
exhibition, and the facility with which each of us might
either appropriate the glory to himself, or share it with the
company, could mot fail to sugigest some rcfections of a

Strunge and unnatuoral as this phenomenon may appear to
some who do not reflect that

* There ure more things in heaven and earth,
Than are dreamt of in your philosophy

yet it has been mnoticed by philosophers, naturalists, and
voyagers.
Dou Ulloa—in his account of the journev made to measure

a degree of the meridian under the line—speaks of the * triple:

cireular iris " a8 & phunomenca whick yreatly surprised him
when seen in the mountain deserts of the Andes, but which
Srequent observationy rendered familar ; it is thus described as
witnessed at Pambamarca :—

“ At-break. of day the whole mountain was encompassed
with very thick clouds ; which the rising of the sun dispersed,
50 a8 to leave only some vapours of a tenuity not cognizable
by Lhe sight (as to external furm), “On the opposite side to
that where the sun rose, and about ten toises distant from
the place where we were standing, we saw a8 in 2 looking-
glass the image of cach of us—thie head being as it were the
centre of three coucentric iride- of red, orange, yellow, and
green ; the last or most external colour of--one touched the
first of the following—and at some distance from them all
arose & fourth arch’ endirecy white. Thess ‘were perpendicular

.the morning, and the weather was fine,

to the borizon, and as tho person moved, tho phenomenon
moved also in the same disposition and order. But what was
most rematkable, though we were six and seven together,

evory one saw the phenomenon: with regard to himself and

not that relating to others.”

In 1768 the same phenomenon was observed by a 'Mr,
Cockin, of Lancaster, (seo Philosophical Transactions
Abridged, xiv. 639). In 1780, by Dr, Haygarth in the vale of
Clwyd; and by Mr. O'Reilly, from the mnst'-hc.ud of a ship in
the surface of a fog, in Davis’ Straits, (sve his Greenland),

In each of these four accounts there is the same construc-
tion of the luminous appearance, viz : coloured irides imme-
diately surrounding the shadow—projected on the mist or
vapour—of the person viewing it; and an outer white and
distant circle, or ellipse, comprehending the whole.

How wonderful and how various are the effects produced ‘by
the action, and by the combinations of air and water—aerial
and aqueous wmeteors! .

The more the diversified phenomena connected with me-
teorology are pondered, the more intense ought to be tho
admiration of them, the admiration of amagement, not of fear.
To use the worde of Zophuar the Naamathite, ** The measure
thereof is longer than the carth, and broader than the sea;
they are as high as heaven” And as Job says: #The hand
of the Lord hath wrought them.  He alone spreadeth out the
heavens and doeth great things past finding out; yea, and
wonders without number.”

n the Levaat, and in Eastern countries like Egypt, there
exist remarkableatmosphieric phenomens, one of which, “ Tho
Mirage,” is most extraordinary.

In Egypt the atmosphere is usually calin and extremely
pure. At sun-rise remots objects can be seen with the most
perfect distinctness. From the borders of the Nile to the
limits of the desect, arise from point to point small eminences
crowned with villages and groves of palm trees which look
down upon each year's inundation of the river. Gradually,
as the sun climbs above the horizou, the ground, becoming
heated, imparts its superior temperature to the lower strata
of the air; at such times objects visible across the desers
seem to waver and their shapes continually change.  But
when there is no wind, and the dead calm of the atmosphere
allows the lower stesta to expand without commingling with
those that are resting upon them, the spectator might fancy
that he had before him a huge lake, in the midst of which
are seen the reversed images of the surrovnding eminences
and the villages that are built npon them Phe magnificent
blne sky seemsto bereflected in it too; butas one approaches,
the imaginary sheet of water fudes away, leaving valy tha
burniny sands in its place, while further on the same picture
is reproduced under a different aspect,

Monge, a distinguished suvant, who accompanied the French
expedition into Egypt has given an clucidation of this phe-
nomenon. He has demoaostrated that the most raretied strata
of air, i this case, being the lowermost, & luminous ray Jdare-
ing from an elevated object towards the ground, detiects more
and more in coasequence of refraction, upto the moment
whea it is reflected from the last stratum, as it would be from
a mirror and then rises aguin, subject to a series of refrac-
tions the reverse of those tirst encountered. It thus at lase
strikes the eye of the observer in the same direction as though
it came from a point situsted below the level of the soil) pre-
senting the reversed images as they would appear if he saw
them on the surface of a placid lake.

Mariners frequently get a view of the mirage nnder cireum-
stances the opposite of the one we have mentioned.  The
temperature of the sea being colder than that of the super-
incumbent strata of air renders them: luss dense below than
above, and the reversed picture of distant shores or vessels is
defined on the atmosphere itself,

When, iostead of occurring in level and regalar strata,
these effects of refraction and reflection take place in enrved
and irregular stratn, a mirage is produced in which the images
are distorted in every respect, broken or repeated over and
over again, and separated for considerable distances  from
each other. . This is what takes place in the fantustical werial
vision formerly ascribed to the fairy ¥ Fata Morgana,” which
sometimes attracts multitudes to the sea shore at Naples, and
at Regygio on the Sicilinn coast. The appearance of theso
# Fata Morgana ” are very astonishing—sometimes steeples of
churches, towers;, houses, and whole towns, are seea anloft
inverted in the air—thousands of pillars, castles, pines, and
cypresses indefinitely repeated, their outlines often gleaming
with rainbow colours, and, as the light sugments, their form
becomes more and more werial, until they me:lt away and dis-
appear when the sun shines forth in all his splendoar,

Nearly allicd to this Fata Morgaus is the spectre of the
Brocken,  Popular traditions show us that these natoral phe-
nomena have long been the source of superstitions that have
not yet entirely died out. Thus, in certain parts of the
Vosges Mouantuins, the lonyg biack trains of clouds that uncoll
and wind fiercely down through the deep gorges at the ap-
proach of storms still inspire terror, as the token of the pre-
sence of evil spirits sweeping by the tempest.  The spectee of
the Brocken was long explained by a xupéerstitious pussantry
as the work of direct natnral intervention,

One of the best descriptions of this phenomenon was given
by Mr, Hane, who witnessed it on May 25th, 1707 :——¥ After
baving scaled the summit of the mountain more than thirty
times, iu vain, at lust he had the good fortune to see the ob-
ject of his curiosity, ‘The run-rose at about four o’clock in
The wind was driving
before it, towards the west, masses of transparent vapours,
which had not yet had time to condense into clouds,  About
& quarter . past four the. traveller saw, in the direction of
Achtermannshohe, a human figure of ¢normour dimensions.
A gust of wind having nearly blown away Mr. Hane's hat, he
quickly put up:his hand to retain it, and the strvuge figure
made the same Another person joined Mr, Hane at
this moment, and the two gentlemen placing themselves to-
gether on the very spot from which the «pparation. had been
noticed,  looked toward Achtermannshohe, but saw nothing.
However, a little - while afterward, two colossal figures ap-
peared in the same: direction, imitating the motions and - gus-
tures of the two observers, ‘They showed themselves again,
s little later, accompnnied by a thicd figure, - Sometimes
these shapes were feeble and indistinet; at others they woere
intensely marked and their outlines sharply defined.” :

They came like shadows and xo they departed—they wers not
sbadows, ' false creations proceeding from the heat-oppicared
brain,’—they were shadows produced by natural causes, as
much go ag tho shadow produced by a gnomon on a'sun-dial
plsts.

The moral of this gossip is— Let not our readers spend
their lives in gazing at their own shadows, and 80 dwindie
into. shadows thersof.” Let them not imngine that aerial
phenomenn which they cannot account for ure portents and
pradi gies, but rather lot them learn that in the lower realmg
of Nuture all things are subject to uniform, unvarying, calcu-
lable Jaws, and to these laws they submit with uuswerving
obedience.

So at last we know something about the
Census—how many people, us nearly ag can
be found out, there ure in this wide Dominion,
or Ishould suy, how many there were » yearor
more ago, and we shally I suppose, be told
somctime hence, how many of us do some-
thing for our living, and how many do nothing,
or more properly gothing that i set down on
tho Census paper, for inquisitive as enumera-
tors are, they don’s find out all our business.
I"m sure that every lady who has & husband
has plenty to do, though the dear creatures
can't imagine how they are auy hindrance, or
take up any of our time, just ag if they did
not want te be made much of, and have a
thousand uod one little things done for them,
before they go and after they return from their
stores and oflices.  They ought to have these

attentions too, as far as possible, fur they work
burd for us in one way or other, and though
they are not all just what we wish or what
they ought to be, [ believe there i3 a good deal
of truth in the snying that ¢ aman 18 what a
woeman makes himl” Bat we shall only know
all this when all the volumes of the Census
are published, aud when that will be no owe
seems to know,

A pounderous blue-covered book, called first
volume of the Census, has, however, been sent
to me, and will zive me enough to study for
many a day.  Dipping into it I huve already
found that the women are in the minority in
uutnbers, wni that is ot importance to us, ns
we ate therefore in greater slemamd, and os o
natural cotsquences, more valaable, sod more
likely to et what we all like,—oar own way,
The reverse of this is the case in Bogland,
The wotnen there—expecindly in the mmanufac.
taring districts—are in tie majority—not 50
much needed—and so, poor things, not #o
fikely to get their rights, AL any rate they
can't each have i hustand, for there is not one
a-picce for tnem. Aud what s lot of old maids
there are’ | think there ¢anaot be many here
cowpars! with tig old country ; if there are [
have not et with them. About them, how-
ever, the Uensus is silent, and thoueh the
marricd and the widowed are sllotted columns
for totals, old mards ure, ws if in a joke, clus-
sified with the cbildren !

Some of the newspaper. writers have given
us a few gencral semps of luformation cou-
tained in this tirst volume of the Census re-
ports, amd have grumbied loudly st being
unable in a mowment to tind just what they
wunted,  But they have given us only totals
of millions of prople, and mitlions of acres—
their minds dow’t appear to descend below the
million line—uaud nothiug that interests us
has yet appearcd. We want to know uvery
purticular regarding our sex, xud oue position
in the country, obtained by those official
people who poked about our homes with theiz
Census papers.  DBut this is just whal the
geutlemen who write fur the press uever deeam
of publishing, se I determined to obtain this
inivnination myself in order that my lady
readers—who are no doubt like wmysclf rather
inquisitive——-may »see the Census from a
woman's puintof view, for it would be shane-
ful 1f . we were kept ignoraut of matters which
interest ug, simpiy becatse ¥ the gentlemen of
the press ™ will put incur the trouble of study-
ing the four hundred and fifty pages of Census
tables for our benefit. T will, therefure, give
you seme results of my studies of woman's
position -in the Census. And the very {irst
fact is gratifying, namely, that there are forty-
three thousand less women than men in the
four provinces of Cannda,  The enumerstion
was -only made in Outario, Quebee, nnd two
Maritime Provinces, tut if it had  been
extended to British Columbin and Manitobs,

WREATHE AND BOUQUETS.

The new wrasths and bouquets revive the
flowers of  old-fishioned pgrrdens—swoest-pei
blossomsy, hyucinths, dwarf roses, gardon pinks,
mignonette, geraniums, violets, bluebells, for-
got-me-nots, hellotropes, nnd Mies of the vidley
in abundance; mixed with these are dried
grasses, herbs, moss, pine cones, anid berries.
The follage Is bronzed leaves, or else very dark
wutumn hues, with striped grasses.  Quuntities
of wild roses are Liported, white, red, und yel-
low eglantine tn a single cluster, nnd there are
many half-decayed faded roses that seem rewuly
to full Lo picces; roses, pansies, and white 1y
bells formn o  pretty bouquet.  Fall coronet
wreaths are of blue myosotis, with moss, herbs,
and «dried gragses; o for brunettes are poppy
wreaths, with striaw leaves velned with jet.

Among the round hats that are not misnamed
bounets are found Lthe sume crratic brims al-
ready deseribed, with very high steeple crowns,
Toe Medici und Castillan shapes will probably
find most favour for eity use, The Mediet haus
asu ample brim, projecting squarely over the
forehead, while cach side is turned up highand
close against the crown, and the back desconds
in & very sharp point. The Castilinn has a
kteeple crown, with projecting brim turned up
on one side only, and is tritnmed with the new
fong plames of wmany green cock’s feathers
clustered together. The brims stand out very
prominently, and sre no jonger filled up with
Hufly patls and frizzes of hiir, There are
wreaths of roses, geranivins, and eglantine, or
else ntwisted ribbon wrsade, placed under the
brims of Rabazas hits that are tiarned up all
around, Totrim a Castilinn black straw, take
one of Virots for a wnoedel. Face the brim
plainly with biack fuifle, turn up the loft stde
very high, and hold it in place by o filigree sil-
ver comb piece; putl two or three fOlds of bias
sttk sround the crown, with clusters of loops on
the left, and a bouquet of forgat-meoe-nows and
rose-burds on the rhight; two bluck ostrich tips
hanging over the back of the brim complete
the trimming. An Eoglish straw Rabiiow has
pale blue facing on the brim, a {ringed blue
stk scarf passes around the crown, and is fasten-
ed bebind by a siiver clusp showing Mryptian
beads, white under the brim is a4 wreath of
rose-hids and lilies of the valley. Another,
trimmead with peacock blue, has o wreath of
purpte teliotropes and well-blown roses.
