We, do not wish to appear to shriilk
fronm answering arn appeal made in the
Globe to ne, in coùnmoi with other defen-
ders of the late arriangement entered into
between the Goverinment and the Cana-
dian Pacifie RBailway Company, 'and yet
we readily admit that we are not in
possession of many details, and, further-
mire, we have taken no trouble to obtain
more information t[han what bas been

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published ta the world. Our position issim-

ply this:-We hold that it sthe interest
of the Government, as representing the
people generally, toaid, so far as in their
power, those who have undertaken the
construction of a great public work, to
which, long before*they had anythinig to
do witl it, the public faith had been
pledged. We hold that there is no ques-
tion at present ot " better terms." We
do not ourselves believe that the Globe
has any authority for the statement that
"those who are building the road were in
"suchdiffliculties that they must stop un-
"less the Government came to their re-

lie." What we understand is that it
was-deemed by the parties referred to,
situated as they were, and with. $45,000,-
000 of unissued stock, to be a wise course
to pursue to obtain a Government guaran-
tee of 3 per cent ta the whole stock of
the Company for a period of ten y,:àrs.
This arrangement the directors of the
Canadian Pacific Railvay Company
deemed to be for their interest, and as it
is one involving no risk to the Govern-
ment, and which can probably be carried
out without the least inconvenience, wa

after 1893 what the value of the stock

will expire in thirty days from date is too
often looked upon as an unwelcome dun.
Were the agent present. to explain to
him that the saine inducements still
exist'as when bis lfe was insured,.that
the moral obligation bas not ceased, it is
more than. likely he woufld struggle to
proceed with the good, work. Men are
rarely influenced for hie by a single ser-
moni they must be preached attagain
and again to keep them abreast af- ther,
resolutions. When times beronie de-
pressed poiyholders are too apt to
abandon the whole amount, when prob-
ably one-half of it would prove a not un-
wieldy burden ;,or it could be paid half-
yearly or quarterly. Companies -are not
anxious for lapses as lessening theirliabili.
tiQs. On the contrary, every indulgence
is accorded the wavering policyholder,-
lacking, of course,,the arguments of the
persuasive, agent. No less than fouror
five notices, extending over;several
months and more, are issued by thecon-
pany before the policyis wiped out. It is
a pity that the good prompter is not more
ab'out when the time comes for paying the
yearly premiums, for we feel persuaded
that a considerable proportion of lapses
ls also due to discouragement 'and for-
getfulness of the original motives. But
*most policyholders have always beside
them a gentler monitor than the agent,
althougb sha persuades rather~ with the
heart than with the head, one whoseduty
it is to encourage and appreciate the wise
endeavor which was undArtaken for her
and' those who do not always perhaps
sufficiently consider the tender motives
which prompt a man-in this unostenta-
tious manner into leaving an inheritance,

LIABILITY OF MUTUALLY IN-
SURED.

Two decisions, one in Michigan and one
in Montreal, in refe rence ta the status
atd liabilities of members of Mu tual Fire
Insurance companies, are of such moment
ta many of our readers as to warrant us
ii drawing special attention ta them.
That in the Michigan Supreme Court
in the' case of Russell vs. Berry, is thus
commented upon by the Insurance
Mr ontor:

The insured in a mutual company is
liable for bis full pro rata of assessments
levied by the receiver under the law,
although his contract with the company
restricted bis liability to a certain sum,
the court enunciating the doctrinsý as
follows:-The obligation of the insiured
party is fundamental. It does not depend
upon the form which may be given to his
promissory " undertaking." It is a posi-
tive result af bis connection with the
company, and the principle which under-
lies it somewbat resembles that. which
underlies the liability to taxation,
Responsibility is inseparable from the
status of an insured member. The
organic act made it so, and no kind of a
stipulation beteen the agent of the
company and the person who becones
insured can- supersede or impair it. It
wotud be just as practicable for a peraon
entering into marriage to provide by
covenant against its necessary and impera.
tive duties and obligations."

The holders of policies in force in.
nutual companies at the time of the last
great fire in Sanilac, Huron and TuscolA
counties in Michigan, are thus liable for
their pro rata share of the entire loss, no
matter if snch share exceeds the amount
of the premium note , Members of mutual
ire companies will understand that they

go in as insurers as well as insured. They
will comprehend that they have embarked
in the insurance business, and tbat a
very important part of the insurance
business ia the payment of losses.

But the more serious case is the one in
Montral, the decision in which follows
one whichwas rendered in this some feêw
years ago. We refer ta that ofthe Ifoche-
laga Mutual Fire Insurance Company
vs. Lefebvre, in which the demand was to
recover assessments made upon the
defendant as member of the company,
although he, pleaded that he was not
liable as a member, because -he had
insured on the cash system, and not on
the principle of mutuality. The decision
in thii case affirme that the Hochelaga
Mutual linsurance Company was incor-
porated under the Consolidated Statutes
af Lower Canada cap. 68, and that section
6 thereof says that the insured shall be
members, in the following words:

"Every persan who at any time be-
comes interested in any company incor-
porated under this Act by insuring there-
in, shahl be a member thereof, during the
time specified in his policy, and no longer,
andshall d'ring such-tine. be .bound1by
the provisions of this Act." '

There is nothing ta limiit or terminate
the liabilities of persons insure'd.' These
are liable as members :-Act 40 Vic., p.
72, section 3, provides for the admittance
of persans iusured who " hall be entitled
" to the like rights and be -subjected to
"the like liabilities as other membera,"
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-and Lefebvre having been a member at
the time the loss occurred, is liable for
his proportion thereof. Section 35 of the
same Act provides that I the Company
"may collect premiums in cash for insur-
"ance for terms not longer than one year,
"and sucli portion of the premium notes
"as the directors may consider equitable
"and necessary, on ail insurances for.
" terms longer than one year.",

LORD LORNE IN TH{E CONTEM-
POBARY.

En considering Lord Lorne's recent
contribution to the ContepPorary Reiew
it is desirable to bear in mid that its
chief object was to convey his"opinion
that there was no analogy between the
position of Ireland and that of Canada, in
regard to what is termed HIome Rule. It
is tolerably clear that the, Marquis of
Lorne has a strong leaning in favor of
federalism, and this is, perhaps, not sur-
prising, considering that his experience
bas been entirely that of the representa-
tiv of the Crown, in a Federal Govern-
ment. We doubt the correctness of. the
remark that "it was but the other day
" that the United States fought for

stranger faderai poweirs." The war, or
rather rebellion, was commenced by the
Southern States with the object of estab-
lishing a separate .federatio,n. The ques-
tion of State rights did not strictly arise,,
as it seems likely to do sVith us. Admit-
ting, as ha does, that "local matters may
".be safely laft to Provincial Assemblies,,
Lord Lorne bas avoided any discussion f.
the.vexed questions which. have of late,
sprung up, and which there is too mucih.
reason to.f;ear, may lead to,serious,com-f..
plications, In the class of questions
referred ta ve do not include the dispute
regarding the boundary, wbich does.not.
involva any question of Federal control
-indeed .we are nlot inclined to think-
that His Lordship had. any special
case in view, but that he meant gener-
ally to.give a varninlg against an assump,,
tion ofipower by the Provinces. lt will
hardly be maintained by any one that
the BlritishNorth A merica Act is perfect,
and itwould have beensatisfactory1had.
one whor~ .will be generally acknowl.f
edged, .was strictly, impartial, had dealt
with the various points on which differ-,
eaces of opinion have arisen, as toPro-
vincial and Dominion rights.

.Themost-formidable. difficulty, is the
exercise of the.Veto power by the Domin-
ion Government over Acts of thePro-
vincial Logi,lature.- Thatpower bas lorg
been a dead.letter.aa3 regards Acts of the
Dominion Parliament. It bas long been
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the established rule that, except in cases
inwhich Imperial interests are involved,
there will be no interference on the part
of the Crown with Dominion Legislation.
Canthis be said of the Dominion Govern-
ment ? And yet it is even more impor-
tant to secure the independence of the
several Provinces, owing ta the fact that
party feeling is necessarily brought into
play. We have only ta contrast our
position in Canada with that in the
neighboring republic ta be convined that
some change is essentially necessary. in
both countries there is party government,
asthere must be in all free countries,
and in bath the sane party organization
exista throughout all the Stata, and
Provinces. There may, however, be a
a Republican Government at Washington,
and a Democratic one in New York or
Pennsylvania without any danger of inter-
ference by the former with the rights of
the latter. There is no veto, but there
is a tribunal for annulling any legislation
that is ultra vires. Surely it would be
desirable that our Provincial Legislatures
should be equally independent. So long
as thepower of disallowance exista, lia
matter how honestly it is exercised, it
will always be imagined that the action
of the Dominion Government has been
inspired by a hostile party feeling. It is
well-known that some recent acts of the
Quebec Legislature have been very gen-
erally held by the commercial communit y
of Montreal of ail parties to be con trary ta
sound policy, and yet there has been no
interference on the part of the Dominion
Government, while, in the case of the
Ontario Streams Act, althougli obviously.
inot ultra vires, it was disallowed, on the
pretext that it was contrary ta public
policy.

Lordlorne has fallen inta an error in
bis renarka on the French Canadian
race. 'It is not the case that the French,
Canadians are indebted to old treaties
for -the various guarantees as ta their
laws, language and religion. They are
indebted ta the liberality of the Imperial
Parliament, and that at a time when such
liberality was by no means so common as
inthepresent day. We hope that Lord
Lorne is'correct in his assumption that
the French Canadians are loyal to the
frame-work of. the power w:hich has guar-
anteed'them their riglits. Judging from
their own utterances we should imagine
that France stood still higher in their
regard than Great Britain, while not.a
few of them would be willing to join the
United States. Lord Lorne, hovrever, is
of opinion that it would ibe difficult for
any Canadian Province ta propose a law
whichif vetoed by the Go.vernment at

Ottawa, would-raise much
ing against the Central Gave
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strong deel the profits of whi. are generallyniade
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and therefore cheap labor is sométhing
which the manufacturer' does not want
te employ if"he can help it; The oper-'
ative who earns the r.mtt in' any mill
is the most profitable for the mill to em-
ploy. The sanitary appointments.in Can-
adian cotton mills may vie with" the best
in the world and there certainly is no
city or town house better. 'provided as re-.
gards the health of the occupants than
are some of the large m-,ills. Electric
lighting (as it has long since in the Can-
ada Cotton Company's mill) is rapidly

superseding gas, which, in buiilings.where
so much .light ls required, vitiates the
atmosphere. in a comparatively ,short:
time. Nothing, in short, is left undone
to promote the health' ad comfort of the'
operatives' not only from 'humane
motives, but for another simple economi-
cal reason, that more'and better work can.
be accomplished by people in good health.
The cotton mills of the'country have been
merely passing through, an ordeal which
sbould result eventually in benefit-to all'
concerned. 'Other points remain to be
noticed hereafter.

UN[ rED STÀTES CURRENCY.

The last number of the New York
Bankers' fagazine contains an interesting'
contribution from the editor, Mr. A. S.
Bolles, entitled "What kind of a cur-
rency shall;we have ? " and described as

the principal'part of an address by the
editor at a banquet of the bankers of

Chicago, on the 23rd October. It is
stated that the magazine is not committed'

to the views expres'ed by its editor,
which, however 'they may be in' the in-
terest; of the general public, have not
hitherto been countenanced by' the bank-
ers of 'the United Statesor Canada. The
writer commences bis paper by criticizing
a recent utterance of Mr. Coe, an eminent

New .York banker, who argued' that the'
true basis of a paper currency was "pro-
perty and production running concurrent-
ly with the paper' they represent." Mr.
Bolles points out that in England, so long
as that rule was followed, there were, from
time to time, serious derangements ofthe

currency, causing vexations, and somé-
times ruirn to business. Due credit is
given to the eminent baniker, Mr. Jones
Loyd, who was raised to the British peer-
age as Lord Qverstone, who is consid-
ered one of the highest authorities on the
subject, and whose déath took. pleatéa few
days ago, at the advanced age of 88. That
eminent banker pointed.out that "Insol-

"'vency on thé part of an issuer affects
"the specific holders of the notes ofthat

".issuer,and'those onily; but improper

4fßuctuations in the amount of paper l c
"issues affect 'the' whole community 'in
tt common,-they distract to a greater or'

"less extent the steadiness of prices,
"t antd the regular movements of trade, t

" and they tend to derange. the equili-

"bium of exehange with other coun-
" tries. The former evil is local and o

" partial, thé latter is' gèneral, affecting s
"the whole country and every individual

4 m it."1

After discussing one or two plans for

inproving the National Bank system, Mr.

Bolles undertakes to submit a plan of an-

other currency system, differing in some

respects from that existing;. He thus
describes his systen : "The central idea

"of the plan is for the Government to

"'issue all the paper notes, the quantity to

"be the same as that now existing. ,Of
4this anount ve propose that the Gov-

' ernment sbould issue a certain sum

"solely on its promise to redeem it, and

"every note iàsued.in excess of this fixed
" amount Lobe represented by a similar

"amount of coin l the possession of the

"Government set apart to secure it and
"tobe used for no other purpose." Mr.

Bolles then asks, " What amount shall be:

"issued by the Government solely on its

"promises?' I reply, the smalles amount

" which is likely will ever be needed te
"effect our' exchanges," and be adds,

" this was th'é principle applied' in fixing

"the amount for the Bank of England in

"1844." After pointing out that the Act

of 1844 provided for an issue of $70,000,-.

000 on.securities, and that every' addition-

al note must be represented by coin,'Mr;

Bolles suggests that thé 'TJnited States

should issue $600,030,000 on its promise
to.pay, holding coin for al above that

issue This is based- on an assumed

aggregate circulation at present of 8698,-
o00000. We own that'we think it would'

have been wiser in Mr. Bblles to have

named a sun of four, or at the very most
five, hundred million dollars as the issue

on securities, which would give a large
profit to the nation. In- England thé

greatest precaution was taken' not to

make' the issue on securities too great,
and the difference between $75and $600
millions is out of aIl proportion to the re-

lative circulation. The scheme is essen-

tially that which bas been so long in oper-

ation in England, and which bas been so

successful.
There is a diflculty in the United

States, wbich does not exist either in Eng-
land or in Canada, and which Mr. Bolles

has exercised his ingenuity in trying to

evade. It is heldby'many that it is not

in the power of Congress, unless in a
peridd of emer;en cy , suchis war, to de-

lare notes a legal tender, and there is at
resent a case which has been long pend.
ng in the Supreme Court, which it is lbe-
ieved will! be decided against the legal
ender character of the Greenback. Mr.
Bolles does-not think that this wouldim-
pair the circulation' of the Government,
r, as he proposes tocall them, the Trea-
ury notes if ail others were suppresred.
This, however, is not quite clear. Of
course, the notes would be equaily valu-
able, but, if nota legal tender, banks hold-
ng themh as reserves would be in danger
of demands at any moment for coin in
payment of deposits. Bankers in New
Orleans, Chicago, Boston, etc., would be
at the mercy of any one procuring a sight
draft or a cheque on them, and although
the Treasury notes redeemable in gold in
New York would be worth a fraction over
par at all other points, yet solong as they
were nlot a legal tender they would fnot
he -available to meet demand liabilities.
Now, if the sole issue of a Government
currency were adopted, it must be obvious
that an immense amount of it would be
required for bank reserves, ard this very
circumstance should convince Mr. Bolles
that his proposed issue on securities is
much too large. In case of a foreign de-
mand for gold, the«banks would have to
rely on the national treasury to meet the
notes held by them as reserves, and it
would be a fearful' mistake to reduce so
largely the amount now held.

We do not proposeto follow Mr. Bolles
,into his suggestions for the expansion of
the currency, as we feel assured that it
would be difficult to improve on the Eng-
lish systemi, which, bas stood the test of
nearly fort.y years' experience. As t.o_
issuing notes in excess of the ordinaiy
limit during a panic, as loans to the banks,'
much would depend on the extent of the,
Government issue on securities. With so
large an amount as suggested by Mr. Bolles
it would bequite unsafe, butif the coin
reserve were very strong such loans might,
with perfect safety, be resorted to on the
pledge of Government securities. On.
three different occasions the issue dep ar-
ment ofthe Bank of England was author-,
ized to loan notes to the banking depart-
ment at periods of panie, so as to enable
the latter to assist the commercial com-
munity. This has been done by.special
permission of the Government, which is by
no means a desirable mode of procedure..
Even in England, however, it. is doubtful
how far it wouldbe" prudent to sanction
the principle by law, unless the gold re- ,

serve 'of the bank were strengthened,
which might be effected very easily by
the issue of £1 notes or by making Bank
.of England notès tender in'Scotland

and Ireland, which would have tihe effect
of bringing gold from places where it is
not wanted to those where it ja required.
Mr. Bolles' paper ought to be productive
of good. The United States must cone
at last to a truly national currency.

MsanAUS IsaAc.-Thie Marriage Aid
Association, with hedicuarters in iamiilton,
bas scarcely seen its second antumu whienh
clouds begin ta appiear on the horizon. The
Toronto Worid paid soine attention to the con-
cern lately, anui thirew some ligh t on its
works. 'lie by laws provide that applicanis
shall pay a tee of $L; for every $1,000 certifi-
cate ;ad, u further, th lit upon tIe marriage of
un mîeumiber alt the others are to be asseseed in
order to pay oif the uiatured ý certificate. No
persoin is eititled to receive niiv benlelit from
the institution until tee or si; lias been a
meober l'or ut letast 15 months. it seems now
that the regular agents of the association
represented to applicants that the assessmients
would not average $3 per monti ; but, instead
of $3 for the month of September, members
received a notice of seven, assessments on
forty-eiglit certificates ; and for October it is
still higher, the present cmil being for eiglt
assessmîents or $12.64 for every certificate.
This ralpid rate of increuse can be radily
understood when it is remieriered that nunîbers
of servant girls and others of limited means,
who wvere induced to becomce members, were
unable Ito meet the first high assessnent. And
as they fail out of line the burden nust come
ul pon tIe remaining iiebers. The by-laws
