Is shareholders have good, solid reail estate
sceurity and cash ai land exceeding their paid-up stock
to extent of $457.,862. Such an exlibit speaks se
umnch for theioprudenice, the skill. the sagacity of the

manaagnîement as to be its own best eulogy. The presi-
dent 'and founder, Senator Cox, and Mr. E. R. Wood,
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managifiâ diréctor,- may be pardoned indulging in self-
congratulatioiïs cttoPðatifying a result of tleir labours.

NATIONALITY CLAIMS.

'The recent mayoralty election threw up,to t hesurf ice
a question that miglt well bu left to siùk out of sight.
There is said to have been an understanding arrived at
sigthis city that each nationality shall be alternately re-
presented by the 31ayor. Wh1o were the parties to this
international treaty; wlhen it was signed ; and wlhat na-
tionalities it embraced have never been disclosed. I is
not even known where the contracting parties met, .whe-
ther it was in the little corner parlour of this saloon or
that. This is most deplorable, as we ought to have had
a inarble slab placed on the historic building, like the
one that fixes the spot wihere M1aisonneuve killed the In-
dian chief. But, alas! our historie records will be
searched in vain for the circumstanees attendant upon
this international treaty.

There are flippant-minded citizens whio are se light-
headed as not to sec that the Mayor of a great nictropoli-
tan city is elected to repieseiLt the special features and
interests of his ancestral nationality. Thcy hold, in) per-
verseness, that a Mayor is M\Iayor of the city, not of his
ovn race or forebears, consequently that a Mayor's duty
is to ignore all more sectional interests and devote him-
self to the work of maintaining the good government of
the entire comimunity, as well as representing it with be-
coning dignity. The "understanding," of .which so
mucli has been made, seems to have been far too re-
stricted in its sceope. To' give each hationality and creed
commen justice there ougit te have been a. schedle at-
tached te the mayoralty treaty, stating the order in which
the several races should be represented in the Mayor's
chair. It should have been fornally settled w.Vhen dhe
turn caie for the French, Scotcli, Irisl, English,Welsh,
Germnau, Dutali, Scandingî vian, Isracihaed ýitizeins would
see their representative placed in tie,.chair of Chief ia-
gistrale ef .this City. An addendumu could have bee
placed ta iL, as ai afterthouglit, stating when the chance
came in for a native Canadian, also one explaining under
what circunstances and. restrictions the city: might be
aillowed te elect a mayor solely because or his high tal-
ent, eminent charactar, and special fitiess for the dig-
inty. Of course, the latter privilae would have had te
be most carefully guarded, lest the citizens se far forgot
themselves as te elect a iayor without due regard te his
nationality.

The nationality Mayoralty scheme, if propedly carried
ont, could be made te lend a. picturesqueness to the
Coicil Chamber that it sadly Jacks. The Scofch
Mayor ought te be required te wcar kilts aid other par-
aphernalia of his clan; the French ole.toe aattired ii a
costume a la Louis Quatorze, or a republicani hero; the
Englishman in either the blue paint of an acient Briton
or ih a suit and top-boots alter the style ot the typical
John Bull; the Irishman. would have his choice of the
theatrical. wardrobe kept in stock for skating iasquer-
ades and representations of Irish plays; as the Welsh-
man, as such, las no costume, the difliculti could be got
over by requiring the Mayor te carry a harp il .his hand
when officiating and his wife and daughters and maid-
servants te wear peaked top-hais, such:as are.still sean
in the Principality. ihe nationality;idea is manifestI

Seriously-though .it is- dillicult te treat the alleged
race and creed understanding with gravity-this great
City with its population of 300,000 citizenîs, is altogether
too.big a place for its government ta be controlled by
suci a petty, sucli an irrelevant idea as, that cach nation-
ality mnust bc specially represented in the Mayo/s chair
in turn. We are all here civically, as Montrealers; and ia-
tionally, as Canadians. As citizens, it is the conunn
duty of all, as it is their interest-for duty and interest
are correlated-to promîte the progress, the welfare,LMbe
good-governmuent.of the city. As Cainadians it. is ouri
dutylito sulbordivate the.. prejudices and, the feelings of
ancestral natioiality t hie paramnount clahnsising
froi presen t conditions, whiclh inperatively demiand that
we select our representative rulers and-governors because
of their fitness, not their race.

A PLAN T0 SEÇUli DEPOSITORS.

Au 4teed 1 itt ilax correspondent favours us witl a
communication ii 'hich a plan is outlined for securing
bank depositors bfnflô .osuggestions relating to banik-
ing ajiairs are just ýnw m tenly. Before a suggestion
can have any value it by no means foilows tat iL inust
enmnate fron a person Who has a practical knîowledge of
banking, Outsiders Who are brouglt into daily con-
tact witli banking aftairs, have opportunities of observ-
ing howv the banking systemi works which are not as well
known to bank maanagars. Railway travellers and con-
signors of freight are kinown te have made very valuable
suggestions i regard to railway management. Sir
Robert 'eel, to whon is muainly due the present bank-
ing and currencysystemn in England was not a practical
banker, nor lias the author of one cf the most valuîable
treatises ever published on banking, hîad anîy experience.
An angine driver nay be perfect in lis craft yet w11holly
unacquainted with the mnechanical principles underlying
the construction of the machine lie controls. Hle may,
indeed, usually is, as nucli a machine hinself as lis ei-
gine. I, tien .âny'ideas oceur to persons outside bank-
ing ollices w:hich they deei likely te have value in con-
sidering tie .B!upk 4ct they should first weigli themi w-ell
over.andtlhen nothesitate ta publisli. tlcir suggestions.
OntaIo. even a,bushl.i of such chaff it would be strange
if not .onc good .grain were found. There must be a
number o lawyesin Canada, who, by conducting litiga-
tion op behaIf of, or against banks, have learnt wherein
present banking laws are faulty. Business men also
have discovered weak, points in the law and in banking
practice as contIrolled by the Ac. New is lteir opper-
tunity to give, our bankers and legislators the beneit of
their experience.

As regards the suggestion made by our correspondent,
whose letter is in this issue, we regard iL as excellent iu
intention, but not as practicable as lie supposes. Ic
puits is.idea thus: "Let oaci bank deposit with the D-
minion Governinit, at interest, an ainount equaI ta 10
per cent. of tleir deposits, te lie held, like the present
circulation fund for securing the deposits in-al[tle chair-
tered banks." Thea aiiouit of such deposit security
fund, according to presenit.state of thie banks vould be
$27,324-000. On this suin le would have the Goveîn-
ment pay the banks 24 per cent. iteres by w ch ar-
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rantugemnctî t Lhey wroulil sacritice te dtii'ric between
2k cîper (ent. aud wiatever rate Li tytwl li ii paying Io
depositors.

WATERLOO UTUAL 'FiRE INSURîlANCE 00.
'ie 17th1 anntail uaecting of flie policyholders ii the

Waterloo Mubtal Fire Insuinrace Co., was ield at Water-
loo on 20th ult. The President, Mr. George Randall,

was in the chair. On a later page in this issue will be
fouaid the Ceport and Financi Statement in full. The
Waterloa lias aaequired the confidence of property hold-
ers in the district where iL clhielly operates by prudent
management and prompt settlement of all established
claims. The .report refers ta the surprisingly sutall
number of lires iii tie pasi. year that were of doubtful
origin, in whiclh cases Lte settlemient is apt to be unsat-
isfactory to tie unîderwriters, whateier it may e to the
insured, which is a dilifieiret imatter. Apart froin in-
eendiarism, there maust be a certain proportion of lires
of whicl the origin is obscur. iarm properties are
especially liable to injury by lires dillicult to explain.
Otier conditions being equal, a autual company, like
the \Vaterloo, is less exposed to laims of this class, as
the realisation of the interests of neigibours beinîg il-
volved in a lire tends to pronote greater precaution b-

ing taken to avoid lire risks. The policyholder in a i-
tual Jire intsurance ceompanty is, ta sote extent, a truîstee
for all the otier niemîbers, so itat iis carelessiness ini ex-
posing property to lire risks is a breali oI trust. A
iutitua plicyholder's iirud-'nce, n titis respect, is apt
to lae observed by lis neighibours. wio. froiii ntere sulf-i-
terest, will drop a word of waring, or advictere
needed. The sense of [liere beiniig a iittiality of Iter-
est ainongst policy hohliers is be aiitted to have a
whioleso i ne iltiiie ne i n r(Itcintîg I iire risks. fl is pro-
bably owing lo this ithat. Ite Waterloo. iutial iai so

surprisingly few filres last year of doutuil originl. Th'1e
year was a disastrous oe to fire insuranc conipaiiies
everywhere. Tliere saeem ta lie epideiia periods in tiis
business, the caiuses of whiich airt'e a imtystery. hic Wa-
terloo Miial mitiit well bc regarea ais outside the
raige of sici causes of lires ais ara generaly specuiatcI
uipoi, but in 1899, it siared, tl a ioderate extent, in te

$115,277 against $102,113 in previots year. Towards
imeetinîg tiis increasa its receipts were $1,424 in excess
of 1898. The cost of cotmissions and agents' bonutîses
ras less than in previous year by $3,897. Other ex-

penses, for adjusting losses, &c., were reduced $138.
Both reductions indicate economy in management. The
balance of assets over liabilities at close of 1899 were
$238,160, as compared with $220,649 at end of 1898, so
that, although losses were larger than usual, the coin-
pany made a substantial gain in financial strength by
its operations last year. The report makes a kindly.re-
ference to the menory of the late secretary, whose death
occurred a few months ago. The policyholders present
at the meeting tendered thanks and congratulations to
President Riandall, and M1r. Frank laight, the manager.

CANADA AND THE IMPERIAL IDEA.

We are not disposed to criticize the remarkable speech
made by the flnble. Mr. Tarte at Toronto, for lie was
eviidently laboring under great excitemntc, which is apt
to make the tongue raun too freely. He went to face
an Ontario, a British audience, under the impression
that, in doing so, lie was performuing an act of ahnost
audacious courage, goinîg, as it were, to fight the beasts
at Ephesus. Day in and day out a certain newspaper
had been declaring that the British in Ontario are bent
upon exterminating tieir fellow-citizens of French oi-
gin, or enslaving them, or doing something dreadful, of
the Fee-1'i-Fo-Fum order, which made the very hairs of
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its readers stand on end. Hence such curious renarks
by 2r. Tarte to a gathering ut British Liberals, -i sup-
pose you wvill grant mue freedoi of speech, aund, - 1e
l"rench-Canadians are just as good as you are. 1Ris
auditors iuast have been amazed at sueli reimarks, for nu
one had ever heard of a proposai Lu deny freedomu of
speech to any class of Cnadians, nur hadl any doubt
been heard expressed about the eqaaity in goodness of
Erencli vith British. The speech had no doubt been
carefully prepared or, after being greeted witli the Alar-
seillaise, Mir. Tarte would have learnt froit this that the
Ontario people had no wish to deny him free speech, or
Lu disparage his goodness in comparison' with their own.

Considering the political conditions of Canada and the
avawed mission of Mr. Tarte to establish solidarity be-
tween ail classes of Canadians, it was singularly ill-tintied
to greet him with the Marseillaise, which is not, as the
Toronto press said, 'Thé national anthei of rance,"
but is the anthei of revolution. For merely whistliiig
the air of that hymîn on the streets of Paris a few years
ago, an English youth was put under arrest, aitltough iL
is well kilown to have been take by its reptted author
froin a sacred composition. The Marseillaise is asso-
ciated with barricades, insurrection, sanguinary civil
strife. To groet, thon, a political pacificitor, a. consti-
iutiontl loyalist, a Canadian Minister of tie Crown like
Mr. Tarte, wiiith te hysterical strains so dear to lied lie-
publicans wvas remarkably mal-a-propos. Lut that pass,
as iltust onily have greatly amused the person it was
inltended to honour.

Mr. Tarte went to the extreme of loyalîy by avowing
tUat lie wished to see Canadians represented in the In-
perial Council. Re said: "1 believe that 1. will not die
before 1 see the Prime Minister of Ihis colony sitting at
the Imnperial Board side by side with the Prime Minis-
ter of England. I am lot prepared lo lay ou, e scheme
but I ask if it would not b a proper thing to sec Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, and the Prime Minister of the A ustrai-
ian Confederation representing tiose great colonies in
the Imperial Couneil? I would be prepared to stump
-the Province of Quebec on that ground to-mnorrow«. The
Province of Quebec is noa disloyal, the Province of Que-
bec is British." Mr. Tarte went on to say: "The Frencli-
Canadians wish to enjoy the full privileges of British
citizenship."

We have heard of this longing before, but, up-to-date,
no one lias ever defined wvherein the people of Canada
are denied the privileges of British citizenship. They
have absolute political freedam, they have a national
Parliament, and a Perliameint for each province. Those,
we submit, are rather too greedy who wislh not only to
govern Canada, but to govern also the British isles. If
Canadians claim a rigltt to have representatives in the
Parliament ait Westminster, surely the. people of the
United Kingdom have an equal right to have represenî-
tatives in the Parlianent at Ottawe.? We shuld te
proud to sec Mr. Laurier sitting cleek by jowl with
British .P.'s in the Bouse of Commons, as te would
be a very distiguished figure in ltat assembly. But:,
if Mr. Laurier goes to Westminster, as 3fr. Tarte predits
lie will, lie oughlt to sec that, at leest, his equail is sent
fron England to lie House of Canmons, Ottawa. Mr.
Tarte will never sec Canadian nenbers sitting in the
British Parliament. If he does not understand why
this is imnpossible, he should "stuimp" the old country
where lie would soon discover what is the insuperable

obstacle. Such a change as ,this implies would re-
quire a constitutional revolution ltha would do violence
Lu the very instincts of lite people of Great Britain and
lreland..

TilE i1t-P UlROilASE SY£STEAL.

-le plau of obtaining guods on the hnre-purehase sys-
Lin, is carried ul very extensively i this euuntry. .tn
tis City tiere are tiuusands u iouses wlhereiu Lte fur-
luture, or a piano, is beîng paid lur by weekly or muontil-
intanents. Pianos to a very large extent are ob-

taineid uider the hire-purehase systemi. 1eak -g in
general teris, the persot LU wholn guuds are delivered
by a retailer on this plan agrees to hire thei and pay so
much ait fixed periuds utl te totl paymntts have
reaeled a certain amount, wlen the goods becoie Lite
property of the Jirer. Under the arrangement Lo set
goods outright tu be paid for by. instalments it was foud
that the trader w«ho iad sold bite goods on thtese ternis
was hable to have parted with ail title to tient loi a tri-
fiing ",ash dow C' eonsideration, anid consetuentiy had
no lien on the articles. This led to endless frauds, as
buyers lad goods delivered on whieh they lad only paid
a siall pereenlage, and thon sent thten Lu ail auction
ronm, or sold them privately, in order tU secure a cash
advanîce on the driginal payment to Lte brader. . His
reodurse wvas a suit for debt which seldot haid a satis-
factory result.

To obviate tiis risk the plan was adopted of leasing
goods, by whicl the trader wvas understood to retain the
title in them unti! they were fily paid for. There is,
however, a chtin in tiis armor through whicli nany a
trader lias received a damaaging thrust fromîî a frauduient
oustomner. When goods are only leased, or hired, Lthe re-
eoiver of thein stands in a position analogous Lo that of a
tenant, '«ho lias no share in the tit.e of the property he
occupies. But, if goods are obtained under a lease whicli
contains a clause by .whiclh the lessue is bound to buy;
tem, by which lie is in fact, the absolute purelaser,
payntent being agreed to Le made by periodie instal-
nentss, then, according to English law, te sectres ait
interest in the title of such property by virlue o whihi
ie can sel such goods.

A case is given in The Hardware Trade Journal. A
furniture dealer supplied goods on the hire-purchase
systemt. fis customuer sold the goods after paying a few
instailments. Litigation followed and the Court of
Queen's Bench decided, that as the hirer tad "agr.ecd to
buy, lie tIlerefore could seil the goods and give a good
title to them, and the original trader was cicbarred fron
recovering possession of his property as a lessor. Tihen a
test case was tried to discover the legal bearing of the
distinction betweei n an agreement which imposes ait obli-
gation to buy, and one in. which there is mcrely ail "op-
tion" to buy. - The Court, of APeai decided that ai.
agreement to buy connotes or ilies an agroomnni to
sell, and since the trader had bouind hiimself to sell, the
hirer could he said to lave agreel to buy, as he tld an
option to do so at.his discretion. Te position of trad-
ers whto liad adopted the systen of leasing or liring
goods and giving their custoner an option. prchas-l
was made so dangerons by this jdgment ithat an appeal
was made to the Judicial Commiittee of the fouse of
Lords. They unanimously refused to accept the theory
that au "option" to buy involved an "agreemuent" to do
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SO. Th2Ple test fie Lords applied was, ir t hirer ex-
pressly bound imself my? Thle incferential argu-
ment, based on a n option havIing becn given,.was repiu-
diated by te Iigliest coturt iin the Eirpire, wlose judg-
ment was Lo this efrect, in agrement to hlire does not in-
volve ai obligation to pay the fIlll value of the good(s.
Thtis gives the rigLt Lo retuirn th goods at any period,
altlouglh the rate ut idwlicht tlhey were hcire wis based on
the trader's suppositioni Uat Uie goods were practieally
sold.

The Biank Act of
Canada readfs: "Every person, firm or company assumning
or usinig the title 'bank,' 'banking conpany,' 'bauing
house,' 'batking association,' or. banking institution,
without adding to the sait designation the words 'not
incorporated,' or wvithout beintg autlorizet so to do by
this Act, or somte other Act in force in that behalf, is
guilty of miisdemeanotr and shall iicur a punalty ùo't
exceeding $1,000." The collapse of Stinson's Bank,
JIamiiîilton, will, we trust, iuifliet no losses tipoi theè tratd-
ers in that city or district, directly or intdirectly. Ii
tie Bank of Hamilton and Lte brancies of ter banks
they have institutions in whom Lhe mîîost iiplicit confi-
dece iay be placed.

THE GAS QUESTION.

All consuniers of gas in every city and towni on this

continent vill wvatch with interest whuat is goiing on in

lte city of New York wvith regard of tIis, at present,

prime n ofssity uf urban life. The people of th at, in
this respect, favoured city, have for nearly a year been

paying only 65 cents down to 50 cents per 1,000 feet

for gas and no charge for nieters. IL should be said,
by the way, that a charge for meters has no at any time
been made there, or periaps iii any other place than in
Montreal. Tlis condition of the gas question in New
York was brouglit about by a quarrel between the great
gas coipanies which led Lo a. cutting of prices. At
the Lime Lte cutting of prices to the ligures qutoted above
the legal limîîit was fixed at $1.10 per 1,000 feet. 'Under
te operation of the State law reguîliating the price of

gas in New York, it was reciced to $1.05 per 1,000 teet
oi the 1st Jmiîîïitry last, and on the lst January next
the price ciinot exceeci $1 per 1,000 feet

lu the mteantiie ive learn that alIouglh the troubles
between the different companies have been tibotut settled
te inhabitants in tiat favoured city are eijoyiîng tue

privilege of gas ut 65 cenits. he reason for tiis as givei

is peculiar. It is feIt that the citizenis will no longer
submit to tlie uinnecessarily high charges for titis article

of general household consunuption. lhe State Legis-
lature is now in session and it is feared by the comnupaniies

tiat if the priescnt legal charge is eiforced legislation
wvill be inîtroduced to still further reduice te legal limit
of the price that may be charged by gaîs compamnies.

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BANK MANAGERS AS PUBLIC AUDITORS.

Commnissioners havebeen appointied to investigate alla
report upon the financial affairs of the Province of Mani-
toba. Two of them are bank managers. Wbile the ca-
pability and lionour of bank officiails will render their
report emiiiently trustworthy, it is very ciestionable
whether it is desirable for the manager of a bank to oc-
eipy the position of àucitor of a Provincial Govern-
ncnt's accounts. We decended the appointment of Mr.
B. E. \Walker, General Manager of the Bank of Coi-
mcerce. as one -of hie investigation committec to exam-
ine the accounts of the Ontario Goverment. be-anse bis
persoinil probity had been Most unjustifinbly assailed.
The very fact of such ai ttack having been made on1 Sn
eminent a bnk îm-nger by tc leader of one political
party shows how undesirable it is to expose one ii such
a positionî to flic bitterness of partisan criticisin. Ever
afterwards such an officer will bc regarded with lru-
dice. and lie will be fortunate indeed if te is not drawn
into a nost disagrecable political controversv. How-
ever indepcnîdcnt, hcowever able may be bis audit report.
lie is certaii. to be nticked by and to become obnoxi-ous
Io the party agaiiist whon he decides, for in realit. a
tank manager is snch cases is called on to assist oe par-
ty or to damiage Hte iter. NOw that tcre arc a mim-
her of professional accountants in Canada, of w'ide ex-
perience, tested expertness and high cherneier, it woul
te wiser to commit to tlem the task of investigaiing oar-
ciel tccounts, as fcir verdict would comînand uiversal
confidence. anti tankers would be kept out of the anrna
of political controversy.

100,000,000 bushels more tlhan il 1891. bhe largest pre-
vios crop recordced.

To relieve
bis mîuother h li d b en teimpted into criie. fc course
poverty and donesLic troubles are no excuse foi- vi-onog-
doiîng. But w-as it fair, was it business-like eveîn, to
put a clerk in such a position of teimptation as that of a
haik eller aind pay hiim only $5 a week? . A cleirk at
his age. on the ev of tnanhood. is iecessarily tirown
into associationî witil lus elders wliose oridinry expen li-
tures are treble or more tiose of his snlary. A yoîmg
man iii such an office need io have the moral courage of
a St. Anthony to stand firni agaiusi tc demands of jus-
tifiable coînvenîtionalitics in drss, aid other metiers of a
social nature. The ianager of tc baiik whici iaid ifs
îeceiviîng oiller only.ii $5 pu- wcek is leing shai-ply aniid
deservedly ceisired by flic local publie whio lay upîon1
him the ricuesponisibility of his cle-k's îuin.

WOMAN ON THE STCr EXCHTANG

The old sayiug "Fools risi inl wiirc runugels fenar to
trend," me have ailways regarded as iavinîg a special re-
ference to the Stock Exchange. The "new woman"
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movement has, however, destroyed the special appro-
priateness of this saying. In New York there is, or was
a short tine ago, a well known female operator. Wc
have heard whispers of there being two or three of tlie
angelic sex w-ho take a shy now and again at a specula-
tion on the local 'Change. We have secn a fenale ina i
lion's cage, so there is nothing incredible in one entering
thc den of bulls and bears.

The London "i1conomnist" speaks of excitement being
caused in the Stock Exchange of the inctropolis by the
posting up of the namîes of two ladies who have been
indulging in reckless speculation in the Kaffir market.
Froni the statement before us these English ladies went
on the plan, "Ieads I win, tails you lose." They took
what gains were triade, but respectfully- declined to cover
their losses. The brokers wcre in a double dilemma.
Their gallantry forbade harsh measures against ladies,
and liad thcy suedi and got ju(gment there was no sep-
erate estate to lie levied upon. To garniishee pin mnoney
is not practicable, nd a husband is iot bound to find
money for his wife to specula.te with, beyond chances at
a bargain counter. '.l'he brokers who were employed by
these ladies have lost lcavily, one indeed is ruineod. Serve
him right is our verdlict, ilough w-e are et one with the
dcîmand :for Llie punislh miient of woinenr who werc so dis-
honest, and cruel. There is a loudi outcry for sanoe
umieins being found Lo prevent. miarried women front
specuîlating reelcdessly on 'Change, w-ho have no inten-
tion to act honestly. One of these lalies, strange to
say, is said to have been "a bull of Rend mines, on w-hich
the ditlerences against her eiamouînied to $3,500." 'Re-
cent operations in the Saouth Arricai mariiet, "have beent
a gamble pure and simple, iii whicli business instinct
nrl know-lcdgo have no more play than Llicy lieve et il
rouul ette table."

That ouie woinen aire born ganblers s iotorious. we
bave lierd e whispr oo hiow, in card plaving. tblcy are
no imgelienlly lice fro guile. Brokers are not snchb
iinocenits s O a b)e believers in the absol ute iminacuclaei ic
ness of ladies iii tters ni moiiey. 'The dleianid for
legislition to pr'otect brokers fri tlie wiles of lady
clients, ai ladies front themselves, as well as fitiilies
fron geaiibling wives and sisters, will never be met. Oui'
London conieinpoarry considers il a realo danger ffor wo-
mon Lo have thcir gamnbling propensities givein e sphecre
on lie Stock Exclingc. Memubers of 1he London Stnck

Xcliange are prohibited from opening speculative ae-
counts with elcks, so, it is elaiied, thy slould lie fro'in
doing so with merried woien. The rile wold be sounil
enougli ii priinciple, but i would be cvaled easily. The
knowlcdge by a broker tlat a iiarried woattnt client Cau
saddlc lier losses on hun witli inpuity shuld be sufi-

Nova Seotia, us an apple-
ptroducing provineh, is justly proudri of lier neheevements, anîd
is iaking adratiage of every occasion to Piirtter the ktow-
ledge O tlie ontside world tiat she can furînisli apples of the
highest possible dcgree of worti.

Scotia fruit grower from fthe fact that we bave bad fair
