Bizmor Hompew, of Moosonee, has beon per-
mitted to see the fruits of his labors in his
vast diocese Heathenism is fast giving way
to the light of the Gospel. With the exception
of the Hskimo at Churchill and northwards,
nearly sll the natives have been recoived into
the Christian Chureh ; and, except somo Indians
who are Romanists or Methodists, all belong to
the Charch, The Scriptures and Prayer Baok
have beon translated into the Cree, Eikimo,
Ojibway, and Cbippewyan languages, The
whole population is less than 6,000, and there
sre 700 communiocsnts. Bishop Horden has
lahored for many years with much devotion in
his diocese.—Living Church,

Ar the opening of the last Convention of tho

diovese of Chicago, tho Bishop was presented

with a pastoral staff by the clergy of the

dioocss. Tho preeentation was made by tho

Rov, Dr. Locke, the senior pricst in the clergy

list, in a vory happy and appropriate address,

in which he oongratulated the Bishop and

diocese mpon the great work accomplished

during tho fifteen yoars of Bishop MoLiaren’s
episcopate, One result had been the harmony
of the dioccse. The Bishop had Ieen eleoted
after & long interregnum, and after the agita.
tion of two rejections of the elections of the
convention. Pence and harmony soon came to
heal wounds and give hoart for tho fatnie, The
prosperity of the Church was a subjeot for
congratulation, The Weostern Theologiosl
Seminary and Waterman Hall were institations
which of themselves were . orthy monuments
of the present episcopate. Besides this the
equipment of the Cathedral with its olergy
hoase, sisters’ house, and tho growing ondow-
ment, the ohurches and missions rising up on
all sides, attest tho growth and prosperity of
the diocese, Dr. Locke also congratulated the
Bishop upon the splendor of his See. If New
York is the first Bishopric in this country,
Chicago is the second.  This mighty city calls
for all the work which can be given to it. The
Bishop, in receiving tho staff, acknowledged the
gift in & very touching specch, which botrayed
the emotion under which he labored, Tho staff
is of a mosat claborate dosign, the orook being
of ailver, highly ornamented, and the standard
of ebony.

Behind
the olerk, bebind the artisan, behind the
laborer, stands the human being, stands the
immortal man, made in the image of God, If
you have not tried to save him from the world,
the flesh, and the devil, you bave not educated
8 man at all, Your three R's witkout religion
will be but straw to the flame; your so-called
edncation will be as dast and ashes in the hour
of death and in the day of judgment. Religion
is the foundation of every life which is & life at
sll. Man h.sa body, and he has a mind, but
he is & spirit; if you neglect the divine part of
him, you are not training a man, but a monster.
Neglect the spirit. and you even neglect the
body, for you oannot train his body, without the
temperance, sobriety and obastity which comes
from faith alone, Yoncannot even train his mind
to things which transcend, unless you baptizo his
studies in the foontain of Christ. You may
make & man & writing machine, a bricklaying
machine, but you csnnot save him from misery
on earth.”

THE NAME OF THE DOMESTIC AND
FOREIGN MISSION SOCIETY.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

S1r,—While I bave been visiting the Diocese
of Nisgara and Ountario on behalf of the Domes-
tioc and Foreign Mission Society of the Province
of Canada, 1 have frequently found that there
is very considerable confueion in the minds of
many people as to the sphero of work of that
Society, and I have had resson to feel very
stropgly that the name of the Sooiely is largely
responsible for such confusion of thought,

It is hard to make people realize, and per.
haps one can soarcely wonder at the diffioulty,
that ** Domestic” includes tbe vast and far dis-
tant Dioceses of Moosonee, Mackerzie River,
and Atbabasca, lo say nothing of the more
southern dioceses of the great district menally
known a8 the Northwest. To the imagination
of most people the work, especially the work
smongst the Indisps, in those dicceses, is as
distinctly ¥ Foreign” as the work in Japan or
in Indis. It may bo wrong that it should be so
considered, sinoe those dioceses are compre
hended in one great Dominion. But the 1act
remains that it is so. And it is for this resson,
1 believe, to a very groat extent, that the work
there is left to be dore by England rather than
coneidered as part of the responsibility of the
Churoh in this country, to be taken away from
England a8 quickly as our Church here has the
power to undertake the responsibility. Each
digoeso, also, has its own * Mission {und,” and
people when they have contributed to that fund
think that they have done sufficient for what
seems to them strictly * Domestie” work,

Moreover, the name is not stricily accurate.
The sooiety is not the Mission Scciety of the
Church in the Dominion of Canada (would it
not he hetter it it could be so?), but in that
Ecolesiastionl Province that is called the Pro-
vinoce of Canada; herce, “Domestic” work
would sirictly be confined to work within that
Province, the home and sphere of the Society,
and not imclude work outside thereof, even
though in the Dominion,

Aguin, the name of the Sooiety in no way
emphasises 0. even direots attention to the two
great branches of work to which the Church is
bound beyond that which is merely parochial
and diocesuns (1) The evangelization of the
heathon; (2) the maintenance of religious min-
isirations smongsat settlers in the early years of
the settlement of new portions of the country.
If the distirotion is recognized at all, Foreign
Missions are regarded as synonymous with the
former, sand Domestic with the latter. Ard
thus the enormous work that we, in this coun-

try, bave still to do.in the former branch of the
work, or that is being done for us by Eagland,
is almost entirely (praotioally) lost sight of,

Would it not be at once a simpler and more
duly descriptive title to call the Society, “ The
Mission Society of the Church in Oanada (or
Province of Canada), for (1) The evangel.
ization of heathen; (2) the maintenance of
religious ministrations in new settlements” ?

The brief title, * The Mission Society of the
Church,” or “The Mission Society,” .WOlll(.i be
ample for all ordinary purposes of designation,
while in all printed docnments and appeals the
foll title would certainly remind people of the
two fold charscter of its work.

One sappesl in the year would then be made
for work amongst the Aeathen, and the other
for work amongst the settlers, and thus both
would be more thoroughly distinguisked aud
emphasized,

It may be said that tbis would involve &
withdrawal, at least for s time, from work
beyond our own Dominion, and that many
think that, however great and pressing may be
the work within our own country, we ought
not entirely to forget or neglect those beyond.
I do not think that it would necessarily involve
this, for the Society might resolve to give a
portion (say a tenth, or whatever other pro.
portion the Board might think well) to such
entirely foreigu work, while of conrse any par-
ish or individual might apportion offeriegs to
special work.

But I must confess that, personally. I do not
see the necessity for going beyond oar own
country for missionary work when we have
such & vast amount of such work still within
our own borders, for whioh we are, therefore,
speoially responsible; and while, moreover, so
much ‘8 being done for us by those ontside, in
England and elsewhere, Surely our first duty
is to our own people, and to those heathens
who still dwell among us, and for whose evan-
gelization we are specially rasponsible to God.
When we have done all that is necessary for
them, and when we have taken all the respon-
sibility of the work that is now being done for
our hoathen by others upon ourselves, then we
may go elsewhere, But at present every diocese
in the Northwest needs more men and more
means for work amongst those who are as yet
untouched by missionaries; and England is ex:
pending some §100,000 in doing work for us,
It seems to be almost ohildish to send a few
thousand dollars for the work in other coun-
tries when we ourselves are needing for work
that ought to be done so many tens of thousand
dollars, merely for tbe sake of being able to say
that we are engaged in Foreign work. More-
over, 1 believe very greatly in the benefit of
concentration of work; and I am certain that if
our Church would act with greater force
amonst the Indians in the Northwest, especi-
ally iv the country that is now being settled
with white men and where the work amongst
the Indians is very greatly in arrears, it would
bave & far greater reflex power for good on our
Church than if we leave that work fo other
religious bodies and go and seek other fields,
It is very certain that we are not rich enoagh
to attempt to do both adequately and ef-
feotually,

Last year, I see, there was oollected through
the agenoy of the Domestio and Foreign Mis.
eionary Society, for Foreign Missions, no less a
sum than $15,100. 1t is almost impossible to
8y what might not have been done amongst
our heathen population if that sum, or even a
considerable proportion of it, had been spent on
our Indian work, It is true that about $800
was given to societies in Hogland that help us,
But this is only to credit England with a con-
siderable proportion of what is reaily given by our
Church in vanada, for it comes back as a gift
from Eugland. I fully recognize the principle
of the duty of helping societies that Aave helped
us. Bat to pay with one hand, while we

reoeive back with the other from the same per-

gop, Seems to me rather a roundabout way of
doing things, and certainly it prevents our
Chursh people in Canada being oredited with
doing as much for their own work as they
really do. And in this world, where 8o many
motives are at work, it is & good thing fora
Church to have all the credit it ean properly
claim for what it does. '

Even with the utmosi showing our peopls
have need to be roused very greatly to an
adequate measure of self-denial in giving, espe-
oially for miss‘ons.

I trust that you will exonse the length of this
letter, whioch I wish to be placed before the
Board at its next meeting, and that neither
you nor the members of the Board will think
that I am intruding, by what I have said, into
8 matter out of my province. My visit, in
answer to the invitation I received from the
Board, has pressed the matter upon my at-
tention; and the more I have considered it,
the more I have been convinced of its import-
ance, I may say also that having mentioned
the subjeot upon which I have been writing to
several clergymen of inflaence during my visit,
I bave found that, almost universally, they
agreed with the opinions I have herein ex-
pressed. I cannot help taking this opportunity
to add that I have very much enjoyed my visit,
and I am exceedingly obliged for the most
kind welocome and hospitality with whioh I was
everywhere reseived,

If one
desires the true success of & good influenoce, let
him forget all about it and simply try to live in
obedience to the moral law for its own eake and
in conscious following after the example of
Christ. Other men will find in euch an one
the ipepiration they mneed, and will grow
stronger beoause of his mnconscious example,
They will follow the Christ that lives in him,
and in them, too, He wiil live, Inflaence will
have been reached along the highway of daty.

On the firat Sanday after
Trivity the Incumbent wes presentall day.

At 11 o’clook gervioe there was & celebration
of the Holy Communion, whilst during the
evering service, the Inoumbent baptized five
adults and also preached apermon bearing upon
Holy Buptism, from Acts ii. 3839, and 8t
Mark xvi, 16.

It is very encouraging to the Incumbent and
the Church people here to see persons come
forward and become members of Christ’s Body,

and also to hoar of others who are thinkin
seriously of becoming God's children.

Caonom SoH0oOL FoR Giuls,—We have great
pleasure in informing our readers that the
corner stone of the new building for the Church
School &t Windsor, N. 8., will be laid with

appropriate ceremories on the 23rd June,

The present number of pupila attending this
gix months old school i8 forty five. So numer-
ous are the applications for admlssion that the
Truestees have already commenced a large
building complete in itself for the accommoda.
tion of fifty more girl boarders, the Lady
Principal, several governesses and a atall of
servanis. Tho roew building is to be conneoted
with the present sohool-house by means of atwo
storied gallery twenty-eight feetlong and seven
feet broad, The main building is 99 feet long,
with & maximum breadth of 68 feet. It ocon-
siasts of a bagement 9 feet high, and s first,
second and third flcor, each twelve f{eet in
altitude. Eaoch flat is divided into two nearly
equal parts by a ocorridor 9 feet two inches
broad and 93 feet long, or including the passage
from the old building, 127 feet in total length,
Broad stairways raise from baremont to third
floor at both extremities of the bailding,.

The Basement will contain, besides, servants
rooms, kitchen, eto., # gymnasium 46 fest long
and 27 feet broad, witk lavatory and oloset,
The Gymnasium will further serve as 4 Reore-
ation room, and an aid to phyasiosal training,

On the first or ground floor will bo the
diniog room, 36 fest 2 inches by 38 feet 8
inch, and the visitors’ room, 17 fi. 8 by 14 {t,
8, with one door leading from the central ocor-
ridor and one from the main enirance hall.
This hall is 18 ft. long by 10 ft. 2 broad, being
further enlarged by a vestibule 11 ft. 8 wide
ard 4 ft. 2 deep,

The main entrance is approached by fourteen
steps from the central road through the pro-
perty, and is 160 ft. from the entrance gate.
On the right ot the main entrance hall is the
Lady Principal's drawing room, 20 ft. by 17 ft.
8. At the extremity of the corridor is & amsll
Board room, 16 ft by 9it. 2, Adjoining isa
small store room and ‘Safety Lift' to the third
floor, Opposite the main entrance is the east
staircase, with passage and stairway to the
Gymnsasinm, At the west end of tho corridor
is the west staircase continued from basement
to third floor. Betweon the east staircase and
the west extremity of the building on the
north side are four Class rooms, three being 17
it. 10 by 17 ft..dg, and one 20 ft, 6 by 14 ft 3,

On the second floor, on the south side, is &
large Dormitory over the dining room, 40 ft. by
36 it., oapable of containing 18 aloloves, each
with iron bedstead, bureau, washstand and
wardrobe, On the ssme side of the building
are two olaes rooms, 17 by 14 ft., and a gover- -
ness room 22 by 10 ft. Thon follows the Lady
Principal's bed-room, 20 by 17 ft6. On the
north side of the corridor, which is 98 ft, in
length, is 8 private lavatory and bath-room,
‘Safety Lift' and east staircase; followed b

the school bathrooms, lavatory, olosets, eto, all
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in one compartment. Adjoining is & room 20
ft, 6 by 14 ft, 3; next to this room is & dormi-
tory, 36 tt. by 17 ft. 6 arranged for 8 alooves,
euch farnished as those on 2nd flror.

The third floor is similar in all partionlars to
the second flsor.

The building as a whole will contain 32
rooms, 6 bath-rooms, 9 lavatory oloscts, elo., in
olosed compartments, 2 small store cloaeta 10 by
8 ft, a ‘Safety Lift’ from basement to roof, two
broad stairways, from basement to third floor,
and a corridor on cach flat 98 ft, long by 9 ft. 2
broad. Esach corridor {s warmed, enlivened
and ventilated- by means of a large open fire.
place, besides hot water heating pipes, which
are distributed throughout all the rooms in the
building. Twe firo escapes are provided, one
at the caul, tho other at the west exiremity.
Ventilating shaits are introduced in the proper
places, all elop closets and W, C. closets boing
provided with vent shafts passing to the roof.

The verandab, which is on part of the soath
side snd on the oagt side of the building, is 100
ft. long by 9 ft, broad, and will’ form a pleasant
and uselal promenade in wot weather. The
height of the building from the groand to roof
is 48 ft., to the summit of the tower over the
enirance hall, 70 feet, Bosides the main
entrunce there are four other doorways, &nd no
portion of the floors ¢f the bailding in the
basgment is more ihan one fcot three inches
bele x tha sarisce of tho ground,

Tho old bailding contains twenty rooms,
besides closets, store rooms, bath room and
frost proof cellars. The two buildings togother
will contsin 52 rooms, with & proper portion
of bath rooms, store rooms, closets und cellars.

Effeotaal drainage is eevured sud an abundang
supply of water, direvt from the town main, is
provided for all the floors and tho roof. Both
hot and cold water is supplied to the bath rooms,
storo roovms and lavatorics,

The building is to be lighted throughont with
Edison's Inosndescent Blectrio Lights,

There will be a amall building pluced on the
highest part ot the property, sod with ono ex-
ception situsted on higher ground thsn any
other building in Windsor, which will be used
sa 5 schaol hospital in case of any outhr: sk of
infectious or contagious disesses,

Puysioar Teaining~-TaE ReorzaTIioN GRSUNDS,

These Jio to tho west of the school buildings,
and consist of two level portions, an upper and
lowor platean, sepurated by torraces sabout ten
feot high in the aggregate, and a gravellsd road
12 teot broad, The upper platesan is 260 feet
long by 100 feot broud, and is divided into o
bowling green, Luwn Tonnis court and a Croguet
groond. The lower platean is 260 feet long
by 63 feot broad. It is designed for Lawn
Tennis and Crcquet, West of the Reoreation
Giounds is the School Puddock, of shoul 4 sores
in srea, The grounds south and onst of the
buildings are ohicfly in grass plots with terrac-
ed walks on thesouth and eust sides, extending
for 680 foot.

The view from the Rooreation grounds is very
extensiva and varied, Being sheltored from
northorly winds, a8 well a8 irom observation,
the Recreation grounds possess featuros of rare
exovilonce snd sdvantago for physical training
snd Edueation, Jointly with the Paddook they
cover an area of & little over eight acres.

The ccremony of Iaying the corner stone of
this Church School buiiding will be a notable
event in the Church History of the Maritime
Provinces. The well established reputation of
the Lady Piinoipal jointly with the efforts ot
the trustces and direoiors has been the making
of this school, in the short period of six months.
We are giad to see from the programme of pro-
ooedings on the 23rd June, that & public exhi.
bition of work in certain departments will take
place. Although in s0 short a time nothing
striking osn be expeoted, yet, if we may rely
on report, & muarked tope and decorous demean-
our is & notable teature in the visible life of the
pupils. Thers is much more in fone than meets

the eye, and no real progress in higher educa=-
tion can be made, without due regard to this
casential oharaoteristio of an educated Chris-
tian womsn,

We regret to loarn that the aged Metro-
politan will not be sble to undertake the
journey from Frederioton to Windsor. In the
absence of the Bishop of the Diocese the
Dean (@Gilpin) will perform this religions cere-
mony at the laying of the corner stone. The
Chief Justice of New Brunswick, 8ir J. C.
Allen, D.C.L, has been requested by the
trustees also to officiate as ropresentiag the lay
element. Five of the resident pupils—boarders
at the sohool, were confirmed by Bishop King-~
don, on the 25th May. We hope the day is
approaching when five times iat number will
sonuslly become membors of the Church,
strengthened in their principles and graced in
their onlture by the training and teaching they
receive in our Uhurch Sehool by the sea.

drawing to & close, The average number of
boarders during the year has been thirty—a
larger number than doring any year since its
re opening, The average number of pupils
during the year has baer eight. The resnlts of
the teaching during the year have been most
sucoessful, and the tone and discipline of the
sohool most satisfactory. The cont.nued exist-
ence of the debt on the College, and the need of
making repairs to the building, render the need
of the annual offertories from the various
parishes of the dioceses as great a necessity ag
in former years, I wish you, thercfore, to read
this circulsr to every ocongregation in your

parish on Sunday, the 14th instant, and to have

an offertory taken up on the 21st ihstant, and
the smount forwarded to the Rev. G. H,
Parker the barear of the College.”

BISHOP'S COLLEGE, LENNOXVILLE, P.qQ,

The work of rebuilding theso™ool is progres.
sing, and it is expeoted and promised that the
new building shall be oconpied in September
next, In the mean time the Corporation needs
an ample augmentation of the funds at its
dieposal in order to complete the works now

underiaken,
The chapel had upon i6 an Insarance of

86000 : in addition to this a friend who wishes

to remsain anonymous has promised $500; R,
Hamilton, Beq., of Qaebeo, has promised $500
absolutely, and $300 more on condition that
$4 0080 is raised within a year. The exact
figures required for the completion of the
cbapel are not yet ascertaived; bat it cannot
reasonably be expected to be less than $11,000,
Thus at least $3,600 will be required :or the
vhapel.

Then the school is being rebuilt, the contraot
is lat for $53 000; Architeot's and other charges
will add at least $3,000 to this sum. While the
funds at the disposal of the Committee, actual
and prospective, do not amount to more than
$47 000 leaving a deficienoy of at least $9,000
to be raised in order to complete the plans,
Ualess some sach sam as this is forthcoming
by the 15th of July the work of some part
of the new school building will not be com~
pleted.

There is yet another noed at Lisnnoxville in
order that the College may be adeguately
extended, this is the completion of the Divinity
House, This is completed in s0 far as the
house for the Professor of Pastoral Theology
and rooms for seven or eight students are con-
oarned: but for $2,000 beyond what is already
subacribed the upper flat of the building conld
be oompleted, and then the liberal grant of
£300 given by the S,P.C.K, could be utilised.
This sam of £300 is to be the last £300 spent
on the building to render it free from debt and
it is not to be paid unless accommodation is pro-
vided for sixteen students, Thas in orderto
gain the £300 it is neoccssary that 82,000 more
ba obtained : the result would be a Divinity
House ocapable of containing sixteen stndents
and & College oapable of containing twenty four
stndents. Thus the overflow ot the College
whioh has existed for the last two years would
be accommodated in one or other department,
and men would not have to board outside, as they
have for the last two years, rendering the
residential system partially inoperative, We
hope to see the experiment initiated at Liennox-
ville of & College, of & Univeraity, and a Theo-
logical College side by side, working in
harmony, each acting and reacting for good on
the other.

There is every prospect of earnest and com~
plete harmony amongst the membera of the
staff which is a sign of promise of snocess. The
growth and general prosperity of the last six or
eight years is encouraging to the friends of the
Institution, It is trune we are losing Arch:
deacon Roe from the ranks of our Professors,
but he i» sncceeded by one (the Rev. Prof.
Alloatt, D.D.), whose learning and character
and spiritual inflaence will it is believed and
hoped render his tenure of the Divinity Profes-
sorship memorable in the History of Bishop's
College, Archdeacon Rae enters on an honored
sphere of aotive aggressive Church work for
which his zeal and energy eminently fit him—
and his services to the Church will probably
not be less in his new sphere; pronably they
will be greater, than they have already been.

At a recent moeting of the Corporation it
was agreed that the growth of College and
School reguired that the Prinoipalship of the
College shoald be relieved of the work of man-

aging the details of eduoation and discipline of
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tbe school. The dual headship in two years
broke down the health of Dr. Lobley, snd the
same dual ofice with details greatly increased
has been & heavy tax on the powers of the
present occupant of the office, Dr. Adams:
during the six years since his appointment the
Tnetitntion has grown considerably: the work
of the dual heudship has grown 10 be greater
than any one man could do, and it has very
wisely been determined with the Principal's
bearly concurrence that the Sub Rector, Mr.
H, J. Petry, M.A,, of Bishop’s College, shsll
become in September next Headmaster of the
School, the Principal being still Prinocipsl of
the whole Institution, provision having been
made to preserve the substantial unity of the
Ipstitution in its senior and junior department
acoording to the spirit of the originators of the
Institution, To revert to the question of im.
mediate financial need it is obvious from the
above thst & sum of something like $15,000 is
required to complete the undertakinga already
begun, and towards which about $68 000 has
been obiained in various ways throngh insur.
ance, grants and subseriptions, V.ry few have
yet given to the building funds: it ought not
to be very difficult to raijee $15,000 during the
preser t year in this our time of need. Of this
$16,000 the sum of $1,500 bas already been
obtained in three sums of $500; these are
bowever exclusively for the chapel.

What would help the Coliege most is that a
large number of persons should give to the
general fund of §15,000, and that this should be
divided between the Chapel, the Schanl and the
Divinity House in the proportion of 4,9, 2,
Thus every subscriber of $150 would be giving
$40 to the chapel, $90 to the echool, and $20 to
the Divioity Houee, and every subscription of
fifteen dollars wounld be divided in the ratio of
9, 4 and 2 betweer the : ame reepeolive objects.

An appesl is hereby made {o the pubiio to
kelp the Institution in its great neod. Tho
Principal hopes to make an effort to raise the
required sum, At least $30,000 has been given
to Lenpoxville during the last five or six yeara

FrEL1GHERURG.—In the Bishop Stewart Me-
moria]l Church, Frelighsburg, the Rector, in

connection with the treatment of his fext,
‘ Verily, verily, I say unto you, excopt & corn
of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth
slono; but if it dieit bringeth forth much fruit,’
alluded, on Sunday moining, 31st nlt, to the
lamented but uncertain condition of the Pre
mier in the following words: ¢ Our Dominion
has been thrilled to its extremities. The wave
apparently passing over the earthly form of
Canada's oldest and most celebrated statesman
in his actual or immediately prospective disso-
lution, has beaten on far distant shores, obliter-
ating at home snd sabroad, the deep lines of
politicsl differences, allaying the antagonisms
of opposing parties apd touching chords of
human sympathy from the Qaeen upon the
throne, to the humblest of her subjects—from

the giant presses of teeming oities to the mur- |
mur of the beating hearts, whioh fill like rivnlets
our most seoluded dells, No ordinary life or
character is that which in the person of Sir
Jobn A, Macdonsld death is wiping out from
human gsze; but will be powerless for many
generations to obsoure or efface in humsan re
membrance, By singular opportunity and even
more singular genius he has contributed to the
rooting, over half of this continent, of a plant
of vigorous life and stordy growth—a cutting
80 to speak from the noblest modern politioal
tree and bolwark of human liberty~the Briti h
Constitotion, His irflaence in the direotvess
of his aims, in the integrity of his unfaltering
purpose, in his unvarying fealty tothe cardinal
principles of Constitutional freedom, and in his
unflinching tenacity of Imperial oconncction,
has cironlated like life blood thronghout sister
dependencies of England’s Crown and repeated
its achievements through sympathetic but lesser
spirits in every quarter of our globe. In the
irrepressible expansion of the Anglo Saxon race
~—which betoken mightier conquests and more
signal laurels, and which like & bud has blos-
somed ip all its beauty and completeness in this
19th Centory under the impetus of soientifio
and mechanical ‘riumphs, unapproached before
in this Christian era, and interpreting the Mo-
gaio command ‘ to enbdue tho earth,’ beyond ali
haman experience. Canada and her great
glatesman ocoupy no secondary positions and
have played no inconsiderable part. Whatever
rapidly developing history may dieclose to our
own, or our children 8 eyes--the golid base of
the superstructure will be found in the grand
principles of British liberty and the master
mind, which through variouns shoals has steered
the ship of state with such consummate tact
and skill in this Carada of ours throngh towards
a half a century of its political ehildhood. In
this ssored place, it is not our work to justify
apy methods, details or strokes of pnblio policy,
which often-times, from divers quarters disfis-
ure with abhorent forms the march of public
events and the progress of human affairs. Thero
stands out, nover to be obliterated or forgotten,
the only oriterion of trne national greatnoes,
Righteousness exaiteth tho nation, and sin is a
reproach to any people. It is one province to
mark how God over-rules all to the accomplish-
ment of the ends He has in view. Making
even the wickedness of the wicked involantarily
to praise Him, and establishing the words of
the Psalmist read this warning: * Blessed are
the people who have the Lord for their God.

Sexop,—The Synod of the Diogese meb in
Kingston on the 2nd of June and oontinued in

gession until the 4th inclugive. Resolutions of
condolonce and of trbute to the memories of
Revs. J, G. Emmett and K. L. Jones, Chavcel-
lor Henderson, and Mr. Robert Leslie, Kent-
ville, were passed. Mr, Leslie bad been lay
delogate from his parish since 1851, had also
been & member of the firat Synod of the uld
Diocess of Toronto, and for fifty years a Sunday
school teasher.

The resolution was aleo adopted, expressing
sympathy with Lady Macdonald, and the hope
that an improvement might take place in the
health of Sir John,

A considerable amount of important roufine
work was done, A regretinble feature of the
Synod meeting was the evident ill-health of its
President, the Lord Bishop of the Diocese
Bishop Lewis was compelled during the after-
noon session of the second day toretire throngh
physieal inability to continue his labors, It
was the first time in his Hpiscopate thas this
had happened. On the 4th, & resolntion of
regret for the Bishop’s illness was passed by a
standing vote, and his Lordship was assured
that if he found it advisable to absent himeelf
from the Diocese in order to secure rest and
possible restoration to heslth, the Synod would

oconsider the absence necessary and would pray
that he might thereby be restored tu heslth and
greater usefulness, Most kiudly referonce was
made by the mover, the Rev. B, A. W. Han.
ington, and the seconder, the Rev. T. Garrett,
to the thirty yesrs’ Episcopate of the Bishop,
and his services to the Diocese and Church at
Jarge. His Lordship thanked the Synod for
their kindly action, arnd stated that he was ad-
vised that absolute rest was npecessary, which
he was encouraged to tsko by the kindly action
of tho Syncd, but that his absence should not be
extended one day lonper than was neoersary,
ahd thut if he feit that big strength would not
thereby bo restored, he wounld reeign bis « flice,
to which statement strong cxpressions of diesent
were mude

The report of the Committce on Statistios of
whioh Dr. Smythe, Q.C, was chairman, gave
important details reosived from 106 parishes,
Ton pariehes had fuiled to report, and the care-
lesspnees of the Clergy and cflisers of those par-
ishes was severely commented on. The reports
showed a total of 49,568 church people in the
Diocoese, un apparent deorcuso of 200 from
previous record. Communicants 15724 beiog
un increase of 1 003; S.8. Sehrlars, 9,486, also
#n increase over provious return ; Churches, 198,
of the value of $3840,000, beivg an inorease in
number of six, and in value of over $50,000;
parsonages, 33, valued at $164,200. Tho contri-
putions from parishes also showed an increase
of $8 751, or an average of $2.76 por person.

From the report of the Treasurer it appeared
that the Diocesan seouritios on haad amounted
to $593624 all well invested in munioipal,
debentures, provinocisl bonds, mortguges and
stocks, ,

An important part of the Syrod’s business
was the consideration of the rosolutions intro-
dooed by Mujor Mayne as to advanoing the
intorests of the Church, He proposed to havo
a Canon of the Diocese deliver lectures upon
Church bistory, government and dootrine; a
Diocusan Asssoviation of Lay worke:s, and a
Lay commiesion to assist in the various brunches
of parish work; to encoursge home study of
Church work topics, and havo where possible
a parochisl magazine ; the rcligious instruotion
of ohildren 8t homo; to encourago Church and
College Missions ; secure publio catoshising of
okildron in ohurch; develop religions teaching
in public schools, a8 the law permits; have a
daily servioe if possible; the Holy Communion
colebrated at least weeckly when possible;
churches slways left opon; a systom of free
and open pews adopted in every churob as soon
aa possible, and 4 fund established to meoet all
the ahove requirements,

The report of the Committoe on Domeatio and
Foreign Missions showed roceipts of $4,300.
The Kingston Archdoaconry bad inoreused its
contributions to the Fuand, and the Oliawa
Archdeaconry had unfortanatoly deorease them
—thore boing a net decresse of $300.

ciples, work and progress of the University.

D. Parker and & number of the Bt. Andraw’s
Brotherhood.

After some general convservation the Pro.
vost said that the University had been founded
with tho objeot of ednoating side by side the
mental, physical and spirvitoal powera of man,
without spy being cxclnded, A distinotive
featuro of the University alao, was its home life,
the students boing generally required to live in
reeidence unrder proper snpervizion, These
principles hud been spplied for centaries in
Oxford and Cambridge and had produced some
of the greatest living mon, Trinity aimed to
make hor graduates thorough in every partion-
lur, sound'in their religious fuith and effecient
and practical men. Great advances had lately
been mado in the teaching siaff and the namber
of studonts hud been doubled and fellowships
had been insugurated. The new wing lately
opooed with overy modern convenlence was
one of the bost equipped cullegiate bnildings in
Capada. To meot ull this ontlay $100 000 had
beea raised in 1882 and another $100 000 was
appealed for now. Of this last 36,000 had been
received. The Provost said he did not come to
Peterborough expecting to recoive money, for
be bad learned with great plessare of the exer-
tions made by Churhmen to reduce the debt of
St. Jobn's Church. The striking effort made
st Easter had exoited comment throughout the
Diooese, and was srouelng others to & know-
ledge of what could be doze by united self-
denial. There wae no greater need in this
country than for churches to wipe off old
linbilities and be able to faco new emergenoies
as thoy arose, Peterborough was bestirring
herself in this respeot and he warmly sympa-
thized with thom, He acoordingly looked to

. his friends here to help the University how and
when they could, He (the Provost) was con-
tont in giving information about i, Trinity
had beon supported well in the past by volmn
tcors and would be in the fature, and he
believed that one volunteer was worth one
hundred pressmon oven though the pressure
ghould oome from the goveroment of the
country, and if their number at Trinity was
not 8o large as at other Universities thore was
a stronger oollege lifo and they were able to

ive more altention to individual students,

Short addresses were then delivered by Rev.
A. C. Cayley, Col, Rogors, Mr. Fessenden and
Mr. A. P. Poussotte, all of whom dwelt with
entbusissm on the striking progress made of
late yosrs under Provost Body's enterprising
rogime and he bright prospeots for the Uni.

vorsity.

It is the fashion with some people to deory
the Church of England, to represent her as fast
passing over to the Church of Rome, as des-
troyed by ritualism, ets. But, strange 10 say,
along with these forebodings of evil prophets,
we find 8 very different testimony from men
whose sympathies are scarcely with the advane-
ed school, Not to speak of what Mr. Spargeon
and Dr. Parker have rocently said, nor to refer
again to what we published Iately of the senti-
ments expressed by the venerable ex President
of the Methodist Conference, Dr. Osborne, here
ie further testimoay from oune who, a3 s leader
of the Evangelical section of the Church shonid
be heard with respeot. Bishop Ashton Oxenden,
in an essay on ‘Peace and its Hindrances,’ just
published, writes: ‘Never, perhaps, did the
Church of England shino more brightly ; never
was she doing more for her Lord than she is
doing now; bat she is surrounded by dangers
—dangers without and dangers within,' The
‘real dunger’ according to the Bishop (and the
italios are his own), is not ritualism, bat infi-
delity : *This is the ocanker-worm which is
threatening to eat away her vitals, The true
source of peril is to be found in that general
weakening of all religious faith whioch prevails
not in England only but throughout Christen-
dom-”

Church Bells :

Nowsadays, when religious communities and
aesooiations, such as brotherhoods, sisterhoods,
and guilds are becoming more and more com-
mon within the Charch, are looked upon no
longer with mistrust, but are encouraged and
established by the authorities, it is not out of
place to say one word of warning as to certain
danger which easily arises from such institu-
tions—a danger to themeelves and to the
Church at large. Whea people thus gather to-
gether and form an ecclesiola in ecclesia, there
is always some temptation for them, as time
goes on, to become a little too exolusively
absorbed in the interests of their partioular
body, to somewhat overrate its importance and
the claim it has upon them, to think too seldom
of the far superior olaims of the Church at
large npon them, the olaims of their parish and
their parish Church. Now, all these minor

.80 absorbing,

communities and associations, most valuable
when kept within their proper proportion, may
really become hindrances and scandals when
they draw us off from appreciating that one
community and assooiation to whioch wo are all
admitted by baptism, and of which our parish
and our Parish Church are the visible witness,
We are not imagining & possible danger, but
pointing ount one which experience only too
clearly proves to us is constantly at our doors,
To quote the wise warning of a living preacher,
‘There i8 nothing schismatic or anti-sooial in an
‘ecclesiola in ecclesia ;' but it becomes such when
the members separate themselves for salfish
religious reasons from that parochial and
national fellowship into which the Father hae
incorporated them by birth and providenoce,
and which the Son has vindicated by becoming
a fellow with them, and which the Holy Ghost
has santified by the common baptism and the
common eucharist, by 8 Common Ministry and
A Common Prayer.’

What we want, ocontinued
Dr. B:own, is not meroly porsonal oivility
shown to ourselves as ministers, but honorable
and ungrudging recognition of onr Chuarches as
Churches of Christ, This it seems impdssible
to obtain,”

The London correspondent of the Birming-
ham Post says that ¢ Bishop Maclagan's great-
eat snocess in London was in the parish of
Newington, where ho was almost nextdoor
neighbor to Mr. Spurgeon at the Metropolitan
Tabernacle. He at once set about securing the
aspistance of Deaconesses and Siaters of Moray,
which atiracted the notice of his neighbor in
one of his annual almanacke, when Mr, Spur-
geon spoke somewhat uncomplimentarily of the
Sisters’ garb but before long they wore the best
of friends.

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UNWESLEYAN METHODISHM,

The observance of the hundredth anniversary
of John Wesley's death snggests certain refleo~
tions which found no place in the speeches and
the sermons delivered at the celebration referred
to, It is obvious on such an ocoasion to wonder
what Jobn Wesley's own opinion would have
been of tho proceedings held to do honor to his
memory, could he have beon prosent af them.
‘What, to begin with, would he have thought of
the titles borne by the principal speakers ? He
wonld huve heard of a Prosident of a Wesleyan
Morhodist Conference, of u President of the
Methndist New Connexion, of a President of
the Primitive Methodist Connoxion, of a Presi-
dent of the Bible Christian Connexion, of a
President of the Wesleyan Reform Union, of a
Pregident of the TUwnited Methodist Froe
Churches. What would the Founder of
Methodism have said to the stato of things
among poople professing to be his followers
whioh this list of cfficials reveals ? ,

But whatever might be tho feeling of amasze-
ment with which John Weeley would have
witnossed the rending ssunder of those calling
themsolves Mothudists into at least six separate
orgunizations, the venersble and saintly man's
surprise would have boon greater still if he had
realised the relation in whioh they all stand to
the Church of which he himself, to the day of
his death, was a devoted son. No faot in his-
tory is beiter established than the loyalty of
John Wesley to the Church of England His
system, 88 Mr. Urlin observes in the Newbery
House Magozine, was derigned to suppliment,
not to supplant, that ~f the Church. Heoalled
the buildings used ‘for his devotional servioes

~

‘preaching houses’ not ‘chapels’ He was
gorupulously careful to arrange thatthe service
gshould be held at hours when they should not
olash with the Church services, ‘Only when a
olergymsn cfficiated,’ says Mr. Urlin, ‘as was
the csse in London, Bath and Dablin, would
Weeley allow of services in Charch hours.’

It is true that, towards the end of his life,
Wesley found the movement he had started
slipping cut of his control. He could not ensure
that the system should remain purely supple-
mentary to the Church., But it is & remarkable
faot that, in drawing up his Trust Deed of 1784.
he expressly provided that the Methodist
Society should be, at any rate, capable of per-
mament comb nation with the Chmroh. To
quote Mr. Urlin again: ‘The body is perpetual,
the trust is well-defined, and the property has
become enormoas, But the whole machine is
legally oapable of being worked within the en—
closure of the English Church. The Conference
would in such case, continue to ba the patrons,
as such nominating to all posts of duty; and
having legal rights analogous to those of the
Simoon Trustees or the Council of Ksble
College.’ Yet, at the present day, we see six
large religions denominations, all professing to
follow Jobn Wesley, though they are as separate
from, if not a8 antagonistic to, the Church of
England as are the Independents, or the Baptists,
or any other seote of Dissenters. This; then, in
the vast difference between the Methodism of
Wesley and the Methodism of those who style
thomselves Wesleyand, It is tibe difference
between loysl Churchmanship and Dissent pare
and eimple. _

The time has gone by when we used tobe
told that Wesloy and his disciples had been
‘osst out’ of the English Church. That unhia-
torical fiction has long since been exploded. The
Church, in Wesley’s time, had been foroi-
bly and fradulently deprived by the state of her
Convooations, 80 that no formal action of the
Churoh either for or against Wesleyanism was,
at that period, possible. Nor was Wesley ever
inbibited or formally censured by any Bishop
or Roolesiastioal Court; so that such allegations
as that the Church was hostile to Methodien,
or that the Methodists were ‘driven out’ of the
Church, are absolutely unfounded.  And it is
further to be noted that, although Wesley's
death was almost immediately followed by the
sstting-up of & rival organieation to that of the
Churoh, yet the Wesloyana did not professedly
Jeave the Church. On Churoh principles their
action was undcubtedly schismatical, bat they
themsslves did not profess to have left the
Church. AsMr. Urlinenys, ‘the Wesleyans,
in their corporate charaoter, have never for-
mally seceded. Fifty years since, most of the
Wesloyan families kept up a traditonal tie, by
resorting to their Parish Churches on ocoasions
of Marriage and Baptism ; and they often wounld
deny that they were Nenconformists. When
away from their homes they frequented
Charohes, and avoided Dissenting places of
worship, Their politioal and social inflaence,
althongh not great, was always exercised in the
same direotion,’

To a very great extent this was still true only
a fow years ago, and there are looalities where
it is trne even now, Bat no one can watoh the
ocourse of events at ull closely without perceiv-
ing that what professes to be Wesleyanism is
sharing the fate of the other Dissenting bodiea.
The various Dissenting denominations are
steadily losing their distinotiveness of dootrine,
and becoming sassimilated to each other in &
common type of theological Liberalism. The
Downgrade of Diseent is, there is reason to
think, to be witnessed in Wesleyanism as else-
where. We have no desire to emphasise unduly
the faot that, at the Wesley Centenary celebra.
tion, speoial prominence was sacoorded to ‘s
representative of the Uritarian Churches

bearing an address signed by membera ot 200
Unitarian families.” At the same time, if this

means what it ocertainly seems to mean, it

might well make John Wesley turn in his grave
with horror at the thought that those who pro-
fess to be his followers should publicly associate
themselves with a phase of religious belief
which posserses 10 olaim to be oonsidered
Christian in any sense.

It is to be feared that Wesleyanism, like
other forme of Diszent, is becoming less and
less of a religious movement, and more and
more of & political organization. We refer, not
80 much to individual Wesleyans, as to the
officials and wirepullers of the various Wes-
leyan denominations; Envy of the Charoh is
forcing all forms of Dissent into the arms of
Radioalism, It is long since Dissent was well
described as ‘the backbone of Radicalism.’
Wesleyanism, once an exception to this rale, is
g0 no longer. The rapid decay of its spiritual
power could not be better exemplified than by
the attitude recently adopted by the Wesleyan
Methodists on the Hduoation question. That
attitnde may be summed up in & single sen~
tence ;—Better the foroible establishment of
universal compulsory non-religious ednosation
than that the Church should be allowed to keep
her schools any longer,

‘We must frankly avow the opinion that for
those who to-day call themselves Wealeyans to
profess reverence for John Wesley's memory
is an utlerly hollow and unreal proceeding, They
tnke his name but they repudiate all that he
held dear, Who can doubt that, if Wesley were
nlive now, he would devote all his-energies to
working inside that old Church of Englard
which, eince his days, has so eularged her
borders and so fully realised the ideal he set
before himself f—The Church Eclectic.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

WinnipEe CoNFERENOE.—AfL the opening of
his 8ynod on the 2nd of Jane instant, the Lord
Bishop of Ontario ip his Address, referred to
the report of the Winnipag Confereace and its
recommendations, His Lordship is very out-
gpoken ir his opposition fo the resolutions of
the Conference, and declined to rescommend to
his Synod, “to pass resolutions for its adoption

or otherwise” as he had been requested, Oa the
contrary, he suggested the formation of a
strong committee to take the whole matter into
ocousideration and report at the next session of
Synod. Speaking of the plan proposed by the
Conference of & GRNERAL SYNOD, his Liordship
says: ‘I know of no pressdent for such Legis-
lation. It is an innovation: one, too, of & most
serious kind. The novelty of the proposal is
not of necessity an objection, but I do distrust
all modern systema of Charch government, If
a committee of this Synod is appointed, I wish
them to consider whether there is apy instance
or any thing that makes it probable that the
Provinoial Synod oan be worked harmonioasly
with the General Synod.” His Lordship then
illnatrated his position by reference to Eng-
land, Sootland and the United States; and
concludes this part of his remarks: 'I shounld
prefer that this new system of a General Synod
over-riding the Provincial Synods should be
tried elsewhere than in Canada.’

His Lorpsaip tonched upon that which
several members of the Conferencealso claimed
would be the case, namely, that the P.ovincial
Synods would, under the assignments of powers
made to the General Synod be shorn of all real
power and deprived of authority and dignity.
If, says he, 'It (the General Synod) assumes the
most important items of legislation, now per-
formed by the Provinoial Synods, the latter
will die of inanition, aud by-and-bye will fall
into contempt; beosuse when the olass of
subjeots suggested by the Conference as proper-
ly coming within jarisdiotion of the Genersl
Synod is withdrawn from the Provinoial

Synods, the ocoupation of the latter is gone.’
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His Loansare of Oatario also objects to the
proposed representation of Diocesea in the
goneral Synod according to the Clerical populs-

tion. This hesays is contrary to sound polioy
as acknowledged by Civil Loegislation and to
ihe praotice of the Mother Church and that of
the United States,

Trx Bishop of Oatario was not content with
merely finding fanlt with the proposed plan,
he also suggested one which he considered
would serve the purpose aimed a$, namely, ‘to
unify the isolated Provinces in the Dominion
and to preveat the possibility of their drifiing
asunder in the course of time, not only in

msanner of praotice bat in fundamental truth,’
He suggested the formation of a Synod or High
Court of Appellate jurisdiction, to consiat of all
the Bishops of the Domivion and of & number
of Priests and Laymen elected, not by the Dio-
cesan, but by the Provinoial Synods; which
gpecial Synod should not meet at any fixed
period (which he also oon-idered contrary to
eoclesiastioal pratice), but only on emergency ;
ard whioh would virtually be 8 Sapreme Court
of Appellate jurisdiotion, controlliug the legis-
lation of Provinoal Synods so as to prevent
oonflicting Canons, and deviations from the
Constitution of the Church of Hogland ; there-
by securing that unity in faith and dissipline
whioh was the great object sought aftor,

Trg month of May amongst our Roman
Catholic brethren, in this country at least, is
denominated as the month of Mary, and special
gervices in her honor are held in many, if not
gll, Roman Catholic parishes. The same month
is marked in Eogland by the annual meetings
of the great Sooieties connected with the

Church which are doing their best to extend
the knowledge, not of Mary, but of Mary's Son
—jyet Son of God ; and our exchanges have
been very fall of reports of the proceedings of
the several moeetings., Amongst others we notice
in the last number of the Family Churchman,
tho report of the forty-eighth annual meeting
of the CHUgoH OoF ENGLAND Sunpayr SomooL
InsTivOTE, which was held on the evening of
the 19th ultimo in Exeter Hali, London, and
presided over by the Lord Mayor of London.
A large number of the clergy were present and
very interesting addresses delivered. We notioe
that the report afficms indications of the wider
recognition and increasing importance of the
Sundasy Sobools, a8 well in Eagland as in
Canada and on the Continent, in India aad the
United States, It was estimated that there
were now connected with Sanday Schools (of
the Church of Eogland presumably) 2,000,000
teachers and 147,70v 000-scholars,

Tes C. E. 8.8. L is evidently doing a good
work in the way of publishing, aa it reports &
sale of publications during the year amounting
to £11,149 78 9d. The Iustitute’s three maga-
gines, the Church 8.8. Magazine, the Church
Worker, and the Boys' anl Giris' Companion,
had not only maintained their position but had
inoreased in popularity and inflaence, The
total sumber of the Associations in union with
the institute was 368.

Oxx feature of the work of the Institute is
the Teacagss’ ExXaMINATIONS, the result of
which was reported as very encouraging. There
had been an inorease in the nnmbe; of oandi-
dates of 201 during the year and in the looal
centres for examination of 16,

Tax Warrs Cgoss Scoiery held Its fifth
snnusl meeting last month in Exeter Hall, and
recorded its opinion that “men of known im-
morality should not be elected or appointed to

public positions.’ - The report seemed to fore-
shadow ar amalgamation with the Church of
England Parity Sooiety. Beginnings of the
work of the Society has beer inaugurated in
Denmark, Gormany, Sweden and Switzerland,

UniveasiTins M1g:1oN 70 CENTRAL APRIGA.—
This Society he'd its thirleenth anriversary
also in Exetor Halllast month under the Presi-
dency of the Bishop of Carlisle. The report
showed eatisfactory work done withk an income
of £21,000, far surpsssing all previous years;
the expenditure having been £18,443, Addresses
were given by 8ir C. Busn Smitk, X.C.B,
Archdeacon Maples of Nyassa, the Rov. ¥,
Wallis, from Mkuzi, and Peter Limo, a rative
stadent of Magila, twenty years of age, grand.
gon of Kimwari, Chief of Umba.

Tan C, E .ZenaNa MissioNARY Soorery has
now the honor of having as patroness the
Duchess of Connaught. It held its 1Ith anni-
versary in Princess Hall, Picoadilly, whioch was
as usual well attended. The report stated that
21 new laborers had been gent into the field,
raiging the staff in home conneotion to 125,
The recaipts had been £31%709' an increase of
£5,639 over those of the previous year, The
adoption of the report was moved by Col. R.
Parry Nigbet, the British Residentin Cashmere,
who farnished a atriking proof that the line of
Christian Admipiatrators, Civil and Military, in
India is being well maintained. Ha test fiad
that the work of the Society had been most
important in extending the Gospel, consolidat-
ing Christian agencies and in farthering the
conversion of India, Ie spoke of Christian
work in the-Znanas as a grand destiny for any
woman, and pictured in glowing colors the
relief to body and mind given to the henighted
women of India by this Missionary Hociety,
though the xork was difficult and neither easy
nor delicate. He appealed for more missionaries,
The speech of the meeticg, appareaily, was
that of Miss Hewlett, of Amritsar, who spoke
with such glowing sympathy that many were
moved to tears.

Chnrch gervice attendance with members,
2,300,000 religions hulf-penny papers sold
annually, it seemed to him, 8 ke had said, that

The firat is that troth, for the expression of
which tho aged St. Paul wrote the Hpistle to
the Ephesisng, the epistlo in which the moat
heart-stirring desoription is found of the posi.
tion aud privilege of the Church of Christ.
Read the epist @ in the light of the time in
which it was writtor, ~hen the Ohuroh of Christ
waa still one definite Body, with one Head and
many members in organic connection, steadfast
in the Apostle’s dootrine and fellowship, ard in
the breaking of the bread and in the prayers,
There was no division and no rivalry, It was
then that the meaning and heaaty ocould be soen
of the glorious idesal set forth by St, Paul. They
were all ono, and the world began to bolieve
that Christ was the Son of God. A Holy Tem:
ple indwelt by a Holy Spirit, evory stone in its
place, each contribnting to the strongth, order,
and boauty of the whola—such was the Church
thon : a living Body with its exalted Head.
Let ua not allegorise nor cast this epistle to the
winds, nor treat it as & mere relio of the bright
first century, nor stultify St. Paul's argument
by roferring his words abont the Church only
to a spiritaal, invisible, or futuro one. Bat
rather let us say, God helping us, The Church
shali set hersslf to realise 8t. Paul's ideal.

1t is not here alone that we find St Paul's
ideal Church to be the actusl, vigible, organizad
Church of the Apostolic followship, In 1 Cor,
xii,, in’ & paseage striotly parallel to that in
this cpistle, he speaks of the One Lord, and the
One Body, and the One SBpirit, and the differ.
oncos of gifts; and then, showing it to be the
sotucl and visible Church, he adds, In One
Spirit we were all baptized into one body, and
all drank that one spirit; . . . and advancing
in the exposition, he adds, aftor spesking of
varions members, atrong and wealk, and more
or less honorable and usefal, God hath setsome
in the Churoh, first apostles, then prophets,
then teachors, and so of other offises—clearly
showing that when he speaks of One Body in
Christ, he is speaking not of the invisible or the
futare, but ot the aggregate present Charch,
made up of its many members, united by bap-~
tism, 4nd ministered fo by lawfal pastors sent
by Christ. This is 8t. Paul’s ideal Church, an
ideal thon in & fair degree realizad, and which
may be realized again,

Wo have here solid ground to stand on, We
are not the whole Churoh ; but beyond a doubt
we are a part of it, of that Body of which St
Puul wrote here and elsewhere, and into wh ch
we are baptizod, Wo are bailt into Holy
Temple. We have the indwelling of the Holy
Ghost, )

We can take our stand on the truth that wo
are mombers of a visible body, united with a
divine and living Hesad, and indwelt by a divine
Bpirit, that we muke part of that ‘ habitation
ot God through the Spirit,’ which the Apostle
desoribes. This we are unless, which God for-
bid, for our sins or our schisms, we huve been
oat off from Christ, or that Cnrist and His Holy
Spirit have ceased to be in sontact with men on
earth, What strongth is here!

And from thia proceeds our plea for holinoss,
Lot us hear St. Paul in the epiatle referred to:
*I bescech you therefore to walk worthy of the
calling with which ye were called.’ And he
proceede at once to pronounce on (ke character
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of this worthy walkiog, or if we may go, to
stamp & character on the piety which should
mark those so privileged as members of a living
Body. And his first thought, following the
example of the Savioar in the Beatitndes, is to
lay extreme emphasis on lowliness and on unity.
These he seems to look on ae first principles of
holiness or worthy walking, This shoaid attraot
attention,

When you look at a beautifully proportioned
building or body, no part seems to command
special attention, much less to demand it for
iteelf. Lowly subordination to the whole, com-
plete absence of rivalry, independence, and self-
assortion mark each part, Wo see not a mass
of beautiful stones but & beautiful bailding, not
a oollection of living members but & living body.
The lowly tone of piety, in which the holness
of the Church is made up of many holy members
in organic union is the aim of each, beglns with
. penitence and self-abnegation, and never leaves
these behind or outgrows them: lowliness of
spirit, penitence, a sense of being nothing in
ourselves, is never regarded as being but a
stepping stone to joyful assurance,—Irish Ke-
clesiastical Gazette.

ELEVEN YEARS IN A BORNEO
MISSION.

By the Rev. William Howell, Mis-
sionary at Undup.

On February 18th, 1878, I lefg
Viotoria Docks and resched Kuch-
ing, the capitsl of Sarawak, on the
23rd April. It was rather a long
and tedious voyage. On the 30th

of the same month I left Kaching |5y /A0
for the Banting Mission, Mr. Per- |1 <

ham, on sacoount of his ill-heatlh, |,
obtained leave to go home, and 1|/

met him at Lingga, the mouth of
tho Banting river,

Batang Lupar and Saribas Missions,

The Undup Mission was vacant.
Mr, Crossland, after a long service
for about sixteen years, utterly
broke down in health, and went
home under strong medical advice.
Two or three months afier Bishop
Chambers suddenly had to go home
under similar circumstances.

After 8 short stay of ten days at
Banting I was ordered to visit
Uudup, with one oooiie and a ser~
vant boy, in & little boat, with no
protection against snn or rain, It
waa at the timo of floed tides, and
there was much danger in the river,
‘Wo had to be & night on the way.
We reached Sabu safely, that is to
say we wera nolaltogether capsized
and drowned,

Sabu was nearly deserted both
by Chinese and Dyaks. Some left
the place for good, others only
farmed for a year or two to be in
reach of those who had paddy.
Famine was very severe, The fow
that still stuck to the place gave
me & very warm reception,

The Mission house and Church
wero in utter ruins, but the former
was simply besmesred with the
atain of pinang and gerch., I was
told that the house never had been
gswopt eince Mr. Crossland bade
gdicu to the vlace. I remsined &
fortnight at the place as ordered.

The second visit I made, Mr.
Holland accompanied me, He was
so disgusted at the place that he
soggested that it should be aban-
doned ; but I ploaded hard forSaba
to continue the head quariers of
the Undup Mission. The fact is,
Sabu is more central than any other
Mission in the Batang Lapar.

Mr, Holland left, mo at Sabn and
roturned to Banting, I visited every
house at Ssubu and alongside the
Undup, In two months' time, when
Mr. Holland oame, ho was pleased
with the people and the place, I
presonted & large number of men,
women, and ohildren to be baptized
by him, It was the first time women
had been received into the Church
here, Tne people who had farmed
away returned. One of the first
things I did was to take steps to
open a road to the mouth of the
Subu stream,

A few months after, Mr, Hollang,
not being equal to the task and
responsibility entrusted to him,
broke down in health, and accepted
& vaocant chaplainoy in the Straite,

Ne books or records were left at
Sabn by my predecossor, only a
book of the register of baptisms,
seventy names being entered. I had
to work the Mission in my own
inexperienced way:

Now over 11 years I have worked
in this Missicn ; the froits of those
years, spent and passed & way almost
imperceptibly, tells in the register
of baptisms. The number of bap-
tised persons when I enfered the
field was 70, only men, but is now
790, including men, women and
children,

Sabu was the only place where
divine worship was held, but now
there are ten places to be visited
where divine services are held.
Although this is so, the Mission
work i3 not yet perfeot with regard
to the Christians, They still would
embrace their old superstitions, and
patronise their manangs. It isquite
time, ere too late, for the Christians
to abandon all their evil customs
and sacrifices. These are not diffi-
-ult for them to give up, but they
find it inconvenient to give up their
msanangs, The manangs teach mie-
chievous different dootrines of
Hades and the sonl, Under the
present oircumstances 8 Medical
Missionary is very much wanted to
train young soholars of their own
people to prove the fallacy of their
manangs,

A HOUSEKEREPERS EXPERI-

¢ My house cleaning looked like 2

mountain, but I hed used Pearline
for some things, and in my despera
tion I resolved to experiment stiil
forther with it, My first step was
to wash the winter blankets and the
blanket wrappers of the family.

and gathered up every wasbabla
thing, empty filkins and crocks,
preserve jara that had missed g
proper cleaning, empty pails, &e,
and all emerged sweet and shining
from 8 hot Pearline bath.

000 were made in pot stills The
liquor thus obtained is said to contain
some of the substancos that give
flavor {0 the beverage as well ag of
thoee compounds that are removed
by moll.wing or sgeing.

legislaticn, upon a traffic which is a
raproach to our bouasted civilizition
and a fu al hindrance totho influence
whtch n professedly Chris ian nation
ought to exorciso in il parts of the
world to which its commerce is
carriod.’
