PLOUGHING BY STEAM.
TESTING A NEW IMPLEMENT NEAR BRAMPTON,

The great strides which of late years have
been made in theart of farming in Ontario and
in rendering easler the cultivation of the soil,
‘were rerhaps never ‘mora noticeable than in an
exhibition given yesterday of ploughing by
steam. Owing to the great novelty in Canada
of an implement of this nature, & representative
of the Gllobe was present at the exhibition,
which wasgiven near Rrampton, on the own-
er's farm,

» DESCRIPTION OF TIE IMPLEMENT,

The contrivance as first seen in the yards of
the firm is composed of thres distinet parts: an
engine, a tender, and a diagonal frame, to which
are attached the ploughs, the whole the make of
the Messrs. Haggart Brothers Manufacturing
Compsany, of Brampton. The englne isa trace
tion ope, 25-horse-power, with two cylinders,
and & double crank, It is built on ths same
principle as a locomctive engine, and its wheels
can be setin motion at any time andin any
ground, which iz a great advantage. Its pro-
pelling powers are obtained by open and bevel
whegls, geared direct from the maln shaft to the
rear of the enzine. The steering of the engine 18
done by the engineer, by means ofa hand-wheel

around whick pass two chaing which sre at-
tached toboth ends of the f:ontaxle. Behind
the engine lsthe tender for wood or coal and
water, aud then comes the diagonal frame to
which the ploughs nre attached and which is
held to the tonder by cross chaina. The frame
with 1ts elght ploughs is supported by three
wheels at each ot its ends. The welght of the
whole 18 about eeven tons. When g sufficlent
quantity cfsteam had been ruised the engine
was pleced In motion and went through the
yard, and nlonti tho road at & very satisfactory
rate of speed. 'I'he gulding iseasy and the me-~
chine is conducted ilke an ordinary turnout.
It went over the hills with compsiative ease
‘When the fleld way reached five of the eight
ploughs werelowered and an experiment com-
menesd. There were abont one hnndred far-
mars present, and a1l t4ok great interest In the
operailon, The majority of them were pro-
nounced in opinion asto ihe very saliafactory
results. T'he ploughs turned up tive furrows ot
two, thres, and fiur inches jn depth and twelve
inches inwidth. *he fleld wasa grass one. The
ploughs were taken up rod down the fleld, and
the jrost was salisfactory im all sections. The
whole eight vloughs were next placed n mo-
tion, and sufficient results were obtained to show
conclusively that the implement 13 & suceess.

WHAT IT CAN DO,

It 18 clelmed that wben in proper worklng
arder 25 acres of sod can be ploughed during ten
hours’ work, Itsaverage rate of speed is piaced
&t three miles per hour. Likein ail cases of
irial there were, as mieht be expected, certaln
1ittle hitehes, which, however, can easily be re-
medied, This frct was especlally noticeable in
the working of three of the ploughs 10 which
certaln improvementshed not been sttached ag
in the case of the other five. The magst imports
ant matter which had to be ascertained, how-
aver, w-8 whethet the motive power was equal
1o the requirements. This has now been shown
beyond a doubt. The Invantors who have so far
been succes:fnl in organizing this implement
will probably solve means to perfect it. This is
the 1hird engine and steam plough turned out.
The two former have gone to the North-West
and are being used there.

THE COET.

John Baptist de 1z Salle was born in Rheiras
in 1651, tm 1672 he received deacon’s orders at
the bands of Ladlslas Jounart, Archbishop and
Duke of Cambral, and was ordained priest by
Arcbblshop Sellier in the Cathedral of Rheims
in 1673. Allveto tho evlls of lznorance, De 1a
Balle, in 1€8), gave uvp hig sceial position, re-
signed his canonry, distribnied his patrimony
among the poor and consecrated his iife to the
education of youth. He gathered around him
& number of young men for the work in hand.
In 1685he opsned a normal sehool, the Duke de
Mazarin furnishing the means, for the educay
tlon of teachers, not members of 1he soclety,
who were intended for schools in the oouniry
districte. In 1683 Da la Ralle opened a school
of tlechnology, night schools and Sunday
Bchaols, in which, after reiglous instructicn,
lessons were given in msathematics, drawing
and musie. 1n168], pressed by the glergy and
gentry of Rounen, he opened a boarding school
for the education of the higher classes, In
writing of this school he says:—* I believe Pro-
vidence intends that echools of this kind gball
help to support schools for the poor.” In 1698
the Cardiual de Noallles on being asked by
Louis XIV. where he wonld sand the sons of the
oxlled officers of the army of James II. to be
educated, replied that he considered LaSalle the
best educator in Paris. The Kingin conse-
quence sent ANty voung Irlshmen to the Bro.
toers’ boarding school o be educated in pecords
ance wiih their rank. Some of them are the
ancesiors_of men who have dome mauch lor

rance. In & faw years Da lp, Salle sstablished
primary schools,” boarding schools, normal
+chools, schools of {echnology and reformatory
Schools. He died 1n 1719 with o high reputation
for sanctity. His work goes on, not only in his
own country and his own roclety. but through-
out the olvilized world. He was declared vener-
able by Pope Gregory XVI..1in 181¢; his virtues
were declared herojc in 1879, and now the pro-
cess by whioh tise genulneness of the mirecles is
attested ls declared valid,

Tho first disciples of La Salle, the Brothers of
the Christ!an Schools, came to New York in
1818, and the first young m=n that jolned them
was Francis M. Barat, now stationed at Man-
hattan Collegein this city.

CULAR.

Tre pubilcation ot Pops Leo's Ofrcular to
the bishops and clergy of Ireland has, from
all appearances, created more apprehenslion
and disestlsfaction among the friends of the
Trish causc, sud has been greetsd with moro
exultation by its enemies, than a astudied per-
ueal snd a oriticsl apalysis of the document
would seern to warrant, in lact, are far from
justifying. As yet only the substance of this
important Ietter, or the principal passages
suppo:ed to oontaln the disapproval or con-
demnation of the Nationa! movement by His
Hollners, have béen cabled for the enlightsn-
ment ¢f Amerlcan public cplnion. At first
slght these exiracts wonld sezm to hsrmoaiza
with the prediotions of the London Pressand
to come up to the expeotstions of the
British Government In the way of con-
demnatlon of the Natfonallsis and League,
but on A cloger study and & calm con-
sideration of them we find ihere is little In
the letter, as telegranhed; that confllcta
with the policy of the Irish people or thatis
opposed to the positlon assamed by the Na.
tional Lieague; but we find, on the contrary,
there 18 much fo it that i3 a clear recognition
of the necessity of an agltation, and that isa
perfect reflection of the very €entignents,
meihods nnd aims of the Natloual movemeont,
To show and demonstrata that thlg gilded
vlew which we tako of the qrestion 8 by no
means unfounded ot illuslonary we will pro-

We find the Pope
fesulng to the clergy a direct invitation to
take part in the sgiation, for His Holinesa
tells them «It is their duty to curtb the
exclted fesliogs of the people, and to urge
justice and modsmation” And how counld
they perform that duty unless they stadied
up the political events of the day hnd took
part in the popular discussions and meetings ?
They would be unable to urge jastico and
moderation nnd curb excited feelings if they
were to hold alodf, and that which the Pope
points out as thelr duty would becomea
matter of imposstbliity if they were prohibited
from followlng up and takicg part inthe
natlonsl agitation. Pesldes, tha clergy, ac-
cording to the Olrcular, *muet not join and
promote movementa Inconsistent with tbe
rules,” which amounts to saylog that they
cap joln and promoie movements conslstent
therewith.

Itisno
sach thing. It Iz tho abseuce of all
politics in the programme of the Lengue that
congtrtutes its strength aud ensurea its unfon,
The Lesgue I8 Do more an organivation ing
political eense than a soclety for the preven.
tion of cruelty to animals or children, ir fact
the League cculd be sppropriately fermed
en associatlon for the pravention of craelty
tothe Irith. The question ot a peopls's
oationality axd of their freedom g not tobs
degraded by mixing it up with politics,
which wre nothing but paltry alme,
stilven after by paltry means, It
is, therefors, sn injustice to the Natlogal
League to apply to it the equivocal term of
an " American political organization.” Thea It
18 next pointed out that if our Irisk socioties
were to joln the League, they wonld fall
under Ité role. Well, we do 1ot acoany
great harm in that, especinily ns these socte-
ties would have a falr volce in the drawisg
up of that rale, We hops that ft 13 not es-
pected there sbomld bs an ontire abience
of rale in the League. They wonld, mereover,
it §a complained, “ have a very weak voice In
the organization”—not a bit weaker than aay
other socfaty. All zocletles ate¢ on an equal
footing, and ft {s thore gocisties whe farntsh
the most Intelligence, wisdom and devotion
that are selected to guide the destinles of the
League. Let the scclaties of Montreal eend
their cholcest men to the cosvenlions, snd
they will be given the places of honor in t2e
councild of the Lesgus, Finally, the &~
clotles are told that, though ¢they srotld
have 8 very weak volce” o it come
cerns, Atlll they wounld bs beld rerpunsibe
for ull 1ts acts. A differenco ot opinia
can exist on this polac; for the judtvidul
eoclstles oonld no more be held responsibe
fcr tho acts of the Leagus, than an Indlvidwl
membar can ba held responelble for the ada
of his poclety raa body. But thissargument
suggests tha probability, or implies an ef-
pectation that the Leagus wlli sin In sone
way or other, an expectnifon which the con-
plexion, the constitution and programme of
the League will mot aliow us to entertals.
We have too much faith in the wisdom ad
patriotism of the chosen representatives .ol
the ten million Irfshmen, to imagine that
tbey will compromise the Irish cause b
committing acts for which even Individasl
socleties would not hold themselves respos-
elble.

The eecond reaton advanced agalnst affils-
tion is that «the Irish sociefies in Montral
were non-political, formed for natloral, ten-
perance, lterary and benevolent pmipows,
and were, under thelr constitutions, unaile
to disonsa or take part in politics.”

Thls reason 18 gelt-destructive, for it can be
equally argued that Irish Catholics already
belong to organirations which are repugnant
to those with whom their business pursaite
bring them into daily nontact. Bscaase Mr.
B. beiongs to anIrlsh Natlonal Bootety which
15 repugnent to Mr. 0., a know nothing or
the like, is that a Tesson why Mr. B. should
e asked to leave sud break up his Bociety ?
Besides over fourfifthe of our neighbors
swith whom ¥eo are at psace and are
desirous ot keeplng TP such - good
feellag” do not care a straw whether
every Irish Bociety 1n the Domirion sffiliated
with the League or not, in fact we verlly be-
lieve they would adwlre them for effecting
stuch a union in such & cause. Qur neighbera
would no more object to our helping the Itish
people than we would to our Scoich nel-ghbors
aldiog the Bkye crolters; In fact, objection
on cither side would be ridicuious, This
dread of o ruptare inthe harmonions feelings
among toe clasges and creeds composing the
population of Montreal 18 totelly unfounded.
Tke timo has come when all nationalities snd
creeds can understand their respective objects
snd aims and allow one another to carry them
out withont interieronce from any slde,

Tpe fourth reason is of ‘the ssme com.
plexion as the priceding one, and reads as
follows :~«Further, any action of thels (the
socleties) which verged on dialoyalty might
be token 88 an excuse for a revival of the
Orange troubles, which were heppily a thing
of the past, and which they did not want to

reearrect.”

This talk about # disloyalty” ie played ont
in Canada, especially after the emphatic
declatation of Imdependence made by the
leadess of ore of the great political partles
of the Dominion at a banqust held last Tues-
day evening in the Windsor Hotel. And are
Irishmen of Montreal to consult the wishes of
the Orangemen before lending a helping hand
to Ireland’s cavse? We sbeolutely fall to
gee the necesslty of any such procedure, Why
shonld we mnticipate a revolt on the partof

rengemen, or why should they revolt agalnst
the sffiliation of our Irlsh societles with a
awiul snd peaceful govement? No such
dire consequences are to bo dreaded from avy
such action.

Figally, the last objection to cfiitation is,
thet wone of the copaisions of efiiltation was
1ne payment of $1 by each indivigasl mewm-
ber, 1f they wished to throw away their
moaney {p that manner they were at Iiperty to

do so, but It was the duty of their pastors to
warn them agalnst toking any false steps.”

than the price 8 purchaser 18 made {0 pay for
ft. The house of Hteinway manuiagtures
their rellable instrument in New York, and
this is supplied to the Amerlcan trade, while
thelr ipferfor pisnvis made in Hamburg,
Germary, and this 15 thé article pslmed cff
on Cansadians a3 o genulne Stelnway. The
menufactarer and his agent hsve asserted that
this Hamburg plano ig just as.good, and s of
equal value as their New York plamo. This
asgertion hes been demonstrated to be at
variacca with the facts. The cost of a N.Y,
Steinway laid down In Montresl is within the
nelghborhood ol $485, and thla plano 1s sold
at $500, or at @ prcfit of $35. DBut the Ham.
barg Stefnway can be rcade and lald down in
this city, aftor paying ccean frefght, at sn
average coat of $334 ; and for this cheap, lo-
ferlor erﬂc]e the agent exacts the same
price as for 8 N, Y. Stelnway, glving =
prcfit of $166 ingtead of $35. Customers
who bave beer decepilvely supplied with this
Hamburg article have called in experts to
examine It and ascertain what its real value
was, These experts have declerod the piano
not to bo worth $200, or two.fifths of the
ptice paid for It. Besldes this fraud practised
on the public there I8 Toom to belleve that
8 fraud has also been perpetrated agalnst
the Cuostoms. A petitlop, In fact, has
been drawn up by partles Interest-
ed in the trade, to be addressed to the
Minister of Cuitoms, setting forth tbe fact
that- they bslieve and are informsd that
these Hamburg importations are passed
through Canadian Cuostome at & considerably
lower price than those involced direct {rom
New York, whereby not only ie a loss sus-
tained by Her Msjesty's Customs, but s great
and resl injury 18 done to compstirg plano
dealers 1o thie country, by epabling the firm
of A. & B, Nordhelmer to import & high-
priced plano at s reduced value. 1t is hinted
that some of the Customs officizla have not
done thelr daty In this matter, and are said
to have Eept tho T1anssctlons from the pubilc
gez3., The Minister of Customs, haviog hig
attention cailed to the matter, should taks
sach steps &8 may be deemed neceseary to
protect the interests of the public, the trade
and the Customs.

Racive, Wis,, May 19.—The firet cyclone.
in the history of thia station struck Racine a¢
