Birchsll drove over to Paris-and remained over
pight. Birchall returuned in the morning slone
and he and witnese went to the aide of the grave
which bad been opened. On the ceffin lid be-
iog raistd, Birchall leaned over and looked at
the body ineide. He seemed much affected and
wiped away tears from hie eyea. He declared
that he would give o good deal of money to have
the murderer irzced, snd placed the mabdter
shen and there in the hands of the witness to be
investigated. Witnees drove over to Poris with
the prisoner, and when they go' there, Detec-
tive Murr.¥, who was workirg up the caes for
the Provincial Goverpment, drove in and wit-
pess introduced him to DBirchall, Murray
wanbed the pridaner to como ap stairs to talk
over the case, but Birchall declined to talk
about the matter save in the presence of a con-
sbable,

This point was not deslt with subisequently
by counsel, wbich is & strange thing. As 1b
stands pow % might be held that Birchall was
afraid to have ap interview with Murray. or
that, baving placed tbe matter, as far as he was
concerned, in the hands of a coustable, he
would not act witbout bim. The conatable ad-
mitted that Birchsll’s grief at the sight of his
dead friema's face seemed genuine, and he feld
sorry for the man, Thers was a long examin-
ation over she condition of the shirt front, cuffs
and collar belopging to vhe deceased, The
Orown’s theory in many respects harmonizes
with the ides that thers waa soft weather on the
day of the murder, folli wed by rain, sleat and
then roow, bub it has been the effort of the
couneel for the defence to prove thab the con-
dition of the linen proved conolusively that
it could not have been aoted upon bty rain

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AN ANCIENT SHRINE.

The Sixtk Centenary ol the Historlc White
Abbey, Illldue.

The aoolent and historic town of Kildare
was, on Sanday, Aog.24, the xcene of a plons
pligrimage, the oocasien belug the religtons
celebration of the alxth':centenary of the
foundation ef Whits Abbay; in 1290, by Wil-
lam de-Veaoy. Since their introduotion into
the town at that- remote date, dewh to tue
present time,
threngh whioh the Irish charoh has passed—
and nene endured more than the religlous or-
ders—the Carmelites, ene of the longest
eitablished orders in Ireland, and which
clalms to be the very oldest o exlatence,have
never ‘cessed to malntaln thelr feothold in
Kildare. A special Providence seems to have
eafeguarded the religious in this old town
consecrated by the presence of St. Brigld, the
tary of Ireland, who received the vell from
tae bands of St. Patrick, and whe founded a
nunnery thers in 454. The Cathedral of S,
Brigid, a massive pue partly reatored under
the snpervislon of Mr. btreet, the eminent
architeot, stands upon a commanding height
and Is & consplonous ebjsot as ona approsohes
the town. It {1 one ef those eld Catholia
sanctusrles which sre still in Protestant
hands, & very small section eof it belng set
apart for the few adherents of an allen creed
whe worship within its time-wern walla ; the
rest ju lefs in a semi-neglected atate, the
greund, ence tredden by ssints, belng atrown
here and there with qualntly-carved temb.
ttones, broken and defaced, Here la the
rodely-soulpiured effigy of a bishop of the
thirtsenth centnry, there the $ombatones of
one of the Geraldines, who Is represented In
a recumbert posturs, and yender the frag-
meriy of snother tombatons which someone
has referred to the seventh century. Within
the enclosed groand upen which the church
stacds Is one of the finsat round towers fn
Ireland, over 138 feet high. The celabrated
Irlsh arob:vologist fn 1837 could ot dlscover
aay chureh, cel!, featore, or lnscription which
he could refer te the primitive sges with the
eingle exoeption of this tower. The natives
protend to be nble to point out the slte of St.
Brigid'a boure, sak tree, etc., Lut O'Doneven
feared ome conld not eafely rely upon their
traditfons. The mew Walte Abbty church,
an ¢1:gant and tastefnl structure, gnite up-
liko any of tae ordinary couniry churohes, la
Sgposite the older church, now dleased, In

They
were, he thonglit at the rime, Englishmen and
snswered in appearance to the prisoner and
Banwell. He saw that one had very high boots
of English make, with $rousers up. This wan,
he aaid, bors a strong resemblance to the prison-
er, though he could nob swear t0 identity. His
evidence was in the main whbat he has given at
the inqnest and at the preliminery investiga-
tion. There were at Niogara Falls and ab
Hamilvou dining halla and luncheon counters,
g0 there was no excuse for one who went with
nothing to eat. The bearing on this poiny of
view of the defence is that Bzawell’s stomsch
wae found empty when the autopsy wes per-
formed. He admitied that in his evidence at

Louie Gregs, ticket agent at Nlagara, praved
the iesus of two tickets to Esstwood about the
17vh of February.

Jobn Orosby testified to meeting ewo men on
the Governor's Road oa the 17¢h. One of them
was Beuwell, who he afterwards saw dead, and
the other Birchall.

A sumber of other witnesses identified the
prisoner as having been with another, by soms
identified as Benwell, in the neighborhood of
the scene of the mucder on the day.

Alice Smith, who had kaown the prisoner
when he was passing under the name of Somer-
set, tessified %o baving met Birchall at East-

FIFTH DAY,

Woonsteck, Sept. 26.—The Crown Counsst
called several wisnesscs all of whom teatified to
haviog seen Birchall on the day of the murder
in the lacality.

Me. Oliver said on Tueeday, 18th, ho was
awakened by two men kuockiog at his d-or
they said thay were going to Puisceton to buy
hordes and had miwed the way.

Alexander Yousg, who lives 11 miles {rom
Princeton, said that on Thursday moraing at 5
a.10, two strang=rs rap) :d ub hiz door snd aked
the way they were drivicg; next morniog he
#aw the tracks of their bugsy to Princeton.

Samuel Streut of Prioceton hotel, said that
on the day the bajy was found a8 11 a.m. Baker
and Oaldwell drove up to his houss, Witness
who was on the jiry went to the swamj aod
saw the marks uf n buggy that bad etopped
there and saw foot-tracks about in the swame
of two men. There bad bren peoplc ia the
awamp since the fiadiag of the body.

Thomas Cowan of Woodatock eaid Caldwell
and another came to his house on Wednesday
and Thureday ; they had been on a drunken
apree.

prllinm Lancaster who lives two miles irom
where the body was found said that on Thure.
day moraing st 1.3) George Baker and Caldwell
came to hia houss drunk aod abusive.

Jamea Oliver, bartender, of Woodstock,
atated that on seeing the budy at Princeton he
thought be recognized in it » man whom be had
seen about the North Americen hotel, Wood-
atock, selling polish, but he had teen told ohat
this man’s monstache was ligho. )

Jobn McKay, proprietor of the hotel mention.
ed, stated that he, too, had beld the same viewa
ab the time of the ingquest, but wae now noi ao
positive ou the poiot.

George Fowler, of Drumbo, aleo saw deceas
ed’sbudy and believed he recognized him as thia
peddler. .

Mr. Laycock, a farmer and miller, was also
pud in the box at the time of the ibguess,
He atated he had believed the body 1o be
that of a youog man whom hs had seep in
his own town and in Woodstock, peddling
jawellery.

NO SUCH TRAIL,

Next the defence brought up three witnesses
who were familliar with the swamp io which
the body was founnd, They sll had been in the
habit ot huntiog in that place, and bad known
iv for many years. T'hey all tesmied bhab there
is Do auch trail as has been referred to in former
evidenocs ae leadiog fr.m vbe second copcession
to the place of finding the body.

Then a well-known citiz:n of Woodstock wan
called in the p:raon of Mc Milimaq, the grocer.
He etated that he bad met Bircball during Feb.
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on the chief atrees of Woodstock, and described
the prisoner’s drese on thay ocoasion. He knew
r, Birchall well ; could not give the date of
the meeting in question.

. After some technical avidence Jas, Hood tes.
tified that George Maodooald, onv of the young
men who had heard the ahots in the awamp on
the alleged day of the murder, had spoken to
him concerniog the »ffair and told him thad
three or four minntes elapsed between the two
shota, Macdunald never told him that Freden-
burg was with him and Macdonald had, more-
over, aaid that the shota were fired between 2 30
and 3 o’clock,

The Court then adjourned.

SINTH DAY,

Woonstock, Sept. 27.—0a the reopening of
the Uourt, the firat witness was Dr. Burns, of
Woadetock, who contradicted the evidence of
Dr. Weltord as to the time of rizor mortis
sebtiog in. It would tuke 5 to © hours and
it would take longer if the man died suddenly;
that if the temperature was cold and there was
po exceptionsl fatigus rigor mortis should come
oa after death from a pistol shot in eight, ten
or twelve houra. The conditions named were
favorable to a deferred rigor mortis. An to the
bluish green bruizes found on the external sur-
face of the body ia the groin and pit of the
sbomach, Dr. Burns aaid the bruises as described
by the previrus medical testimony could not
have been produced by the fall of a body afier
beiog shat from behind. The bruises conld not
have been received some hours before death.

Dr, Richardeon, of Toronto, said that in re-
gard to a bealthy, vigorous young man meeting
death from = shot, rigor mortis would be con-
siderably delayed over ordinary circumatances.
Ocdinarily, be said, rigor mortis sets 1n in four
hours. That was the ahortest time be would
give. In the case given rigor mortis might be
delayed eight, nine or ten hours, .

Mr, McQueen, of Woodstock, testifisd tc
having seen Birchall in thab town on the 17¢h
of February at 12 o'clock,

The Court adjourned over Sunday.

THE END.

Woobstock, September 29.—']_.‘!19 court dur-
{pg the enmtirs day was occuplea witn tne
speeches of counse] and the judge's charges,
after which the jury retired.

Mr. Blacketock did his best for his cliens,
He pointed out thay the press bad cndeavored
to prejudice the public, and that the Crown had
made the most tremendous efforta to hrigg
damagiog evidence. He begged the jury to pub
asida svery ides but that of *hi marder and not
o consider Birchall’s {uner qualities. That he
had actzd dishouestly was true, but thas did
not neczesarily maks tim guilty of murder. He
then carefully reviewed the evidenca and sifted
it, holdipg that it was not sufliciently strong to
justify a verdict of murder, and added that the
witneeses told diff-rent atorice at the trial to
tho=e told at the inqu-sS. The learned c.unesl
then dwelt at some length on the poesi-
bility of mistakrn  identity., He thben
traverzed the guestion of the time of the
murder, elaiming that there was great discrap
ancy in the evidence such a® wa+ more thap
calculated to create doubt se to the possitilivy
ot Birchal baving committed the erime. The
medical testiniony he claimed als4y shawed that
tha brurses on the body must bave keen made
21 houra efore the death of Benwell.

After a g and car-ful defercs, Mr Uack:
stock cencluded by eaving ‘‘he knaw the jiry
would decide the care sccordini o the evidence
snd the tims would come when they would be
g'ad. The time would come when this myatery
wutt'd be cleared up, when the guilty man
would ciue furward with a confesisn of hie
cuils, Tren would every man cn the jusy be
glad that Le passed Jadgm-nt on the prisoner at
the bar in accordan.e with the evidente. 1t
was ths duty of the Crown to bring the charga
¢f murder home beyond a reazoaable duubt, If
tae jury found thers waz s Joub:, the prizoner
was catitled to the benefit ot that doubt,
There must be srme reascnable Asuby, not eon-
juced up doubs, but it there wae a reasonable
doubs, then he asked for mercy for the prizoner.
He felt embarrassed at bis p.sitiun and antici-
pated with alarm the addsesses of both his
talented friend and his Lordship., Bo:h were
talented men, and te wae sorcy for the prisoner
that Mr, Osler was vot rotained to def:nd him.
He was generally retained to defend prisoners,
acd he (Blackstock) knew well hia (Osler’s)
ability to imprees the jury and zecure theuc-
quittal of the priconer He held the higheat
vp'nion, he eaid, for his Lordship, yet he did
naot koow how he would lock upon these facts.
He had the greatest personsl admiration for
him =8 a judge, but he waa for years a Crown
conngel and it might b2 uncontciously his mind
bas been warped sgainat prisonera, hut the law
of this country has said that & man's life sball
not be alcne in the hands of a judge but with
the jary. Twve responsibility rested with them,
and he cautioned them about robbing an inpo-
cent man of his life and liberty, and takiog
from & loving wife her husband and protector,
She has huog abous bis neck a beantiful garland
giving him what protection and comfort she
could in this tryiog ordeal.”

Mr. Osler rep'ied, 1 effact repeating bis re.
marka at the opaning of the trial and contend.
ing that the Crown had proved all it promised.

His Lordship Mr. Justice McMahon then
chargad the jury, and sfier a minute analysis of
the evidence, his remarks being strongly against
the prisoner, said : " When the evidence was
oot only of a circumatantial nature, bub of a
strongly convinciog character, then it waa
sbronger than direct evidence, The dubdy rested
with the jury to pa:8 upon the evidencs, and
theirs was a sclemn duty, With the punish-
ment they had nothing to do.”

Woonsteck September 30 —The great trial
ie over, Birchall has been found guilty of mur-
dering Benwell, and at three miputes past mid-
pight the murderer was sentenced by Judge
McMahon to be hanged ab the jiil here on Fri-
day, November 14 The jury retired at precisa-
ly 954ip.m, aud was waisiug with their verdice
when His Lordshlp arrived at 11,25 p.m. Before
the prisoner was removed he called Detective
Muwiray to his side and #aid he was sorry for
what his counsel had eaid sgainst him, aa he
wished so say he had been treated with the
greavest conmideraticn by that officer. At 11,27
His Lordship took his seat on the bench sgain
He locked for & moment av the jary, held a
burried consultstion with Cletk Canfield and
then retired to his private room for a tew min-
utes. He re-appsared sgain with a copy of the
statutes and a constable was despatched to bring
the prisonrr down from the gaol.

Tuen dhe crowd poured iatn the court room
in copfupion, nntil the hall was packed to the
docrs. The couneel poon put in their appsar-
aoc3 aud the vast sudience was ag atill as death
fo- eeveral minutes, Awaiting the arrival of she
prironer, whose life now hung in the balance.

The prisoner was bronght into court, hand
cuffad, at 11 15, looking pale and nervous, Some
minutes elspied before tha consbable could re-
mnve his handcufis, and there there was a pain-
ful silence.

THE VERDICT OF THE JURY.

Justice McMahon then said :—** Gentle-
men of the jary, have you agreed vpon your
verdicy ?’

George Christopber, of Ingeraoll, then rnse
and said in 8 low tone : *' Yes ; we find Birch-
all guiley I”

When the sentence was deliversd Birchall’s
guard, Entwistle, buret into tears, while the
prisoner remained as stolid and uvumovable as
at any time during the trisl.

‘I'pe firat psrsecutioz of toe Caurch breke
oat under Nero, and for the firss tim> Aowou
the blood of martyre 1o wicked Rowe, which,
when terrents had been shed, would cleanke
ber and fit ber to be the capltal ot Corlsien-
dom., JIu thia persectton Sis. Peler and
Paul safi:red, and many othbers with then.
I was in thls t'me of t:lul that the slaters
Fraxedes and Padent::ns, began to servo
their brethren with tueir weslth and with
their strangth.

Taose who hal been tertured and mau-
t lited thesa two women soupbt ont and
brought to taeir house, mureing them and
tending tnem gladly as conlessoras ef Obrict

Thaey 11 o vistted those w he were fn prisen,
relleving their necessitles, and even perform-
tog those works from whioh atrong mec
wouli sbrink.

A ¥Naval Attack at Halifax-The Defexce
Clalms the Victory.

HaLIFAx, Septomber 24. —The abips of the
B:ltish North American squadron, the Belle-
rophin, Cwnada and Torush, retoraed this
morulog from thelr crulse to Qaebso. It had
besn previously arranged that they should
miko an attack on the olty fo order to teet
the efficlenoy of the present harbor defences,
two new forta having heen added eince tne
micceavres of laat year, Tae flzet arrived
off the harbor aboul doylight and at elght
o'clock wera sighted by the lock-out men
at the posts, when elgnal gans were fired
calllog out all the troops, Imperial and local,
in the garrison, la a very shoit tlme the
men were hurrying t> thefr posts, and about
8.30 o'clock York rodoubt opened fire on the
enemy’s ships, which were distant abeut two
miles. The ships, which were all prepared
for actlon, kept steamlng rapldly iv, and
when aboet a mile away made a felnt, as
thongh to run in the westward, then sadden-
ly changed thelr course, snd coming abreast
of York redonkt opened a brisk cannenade.
