OUR ENGLISH LETTER,

The London Schools and the Victory
Achieved by Catholics.

Theo Fiares Storms—Commemts on the
Redueotion of Postage—The Realth
of His Meliness—Osher Matters.,

Loxpox, December 4th, 1897.—Cana-
dian action in reducing the postage to
this country 1s regarded here with much
favor and 1s referred to by the Liberal
press as “a new link of Empire.” It is
thought it will do much toward the estab-
lishment of the long talked of ¢ Penny
Post 7’ for the Empire, but the belief ob-
tains tha¢, nnder any circumstance,
Canada’s move will be reciprocated in
the immediate future.

The apparent indifference of the voters
in the late School Board election is
much commented on, over halfl a mil
lion less voters having availed them-
selves of the suffrage than on the occa-
sion of the previous election three years
ago. The votes caat in 97 were 1 095,514
as againat 1,600 788in1894. The rebuke
to Mr. Diggle in Marylebone was very
decided, considering the prominence he
held on the Board, and that he wah at
the head of what is called the “ Diggle
ite” party. In 1894 this gentleman
pollea 31,185 votes, and in 1847 10,404.
He had the reputation of being
two-faced and, as 8 result was relegated
to obacurity, so {ar asachool matters are
concerned. The successful candidatures
of Father Brown and Mr, Costello, both
of whom were the undisguised cham-
pions of the Catholic minority interest,
has given great satisfaction to their co-
religionists. Both gentlemen deslared in
favour of the Progressive programme,
and are regarded as Catholic Pro-
gressives ; both approve the Bard’s
selection of Lord Reay for its chairman
and Mr., Lyulph Stanley as its vice-
chairman, .

Last week’s gales were of terrific vio-
lence and caused great damage toship-
ping and other property at various points
onthe coust and throughout the country,
1n fact the entire Kingdom may besaid
to have been included in the storm area.
In Folkestown and Boulogne as also the
Dover and Calais services, werz sus-
pended, the Calais piers were submerged
and the whole French coast suflered
severely. Deal was flooded, while the
booming of guns from ships in distress
on the treacherous Goodwins was heard
all through the day and night of Sunday
and during the continuance of the gale
on Monday. Reports of its violence

came from far off Scarborough
and Blackport, from Hull, from
all points along the Thames,

and from Woolwich arsenal, where the
flood threatened to inundate the powder
magazines, and 7000 soldiers had to be
sent from Woolwich to remove their
contents. The fury of the storm did not
confine itself. to the places here named;
it was general throughout the land, and
the full story of its ravages will probably
never be told. One of the saddest inci-
dents in the history of life-boat experi-
ences occurred on the second outburat of
the storm on Thursday, when the life-
boat, ““The Friend of ail Nations,” going
to the rescue of a sbhip, was struck by a
tremendous sea and overturned, commit.
ting ten of its crew to graves in the
surging seas; - .

MEETING OF PASTORS WHO HAVE PAROCHIAL
SCHOOLA.

An important meeting of prieats who
have charge o Church schools was held
in St. Joseph’s Rectory last week.
The object was to consider various mat-
ters connected with their achools, and
in particular to take action with regard
to the achool census now being taken in
this city by tbe State Superintendent of
Public Instruction.

Very Rev. Dean O'Flynn delivered an
address in which he said:

The work done by the Roman Cath-
olics in supporting. church schools has
#0 far received scant public recognition,
They have built up a vast system of
scnools in which multitudes of citizens
have received their elementary educa-
tion. Mayor Strong was the first Mayor
of the city to speak in its favor. He
stated publicly that the Catholics and
the Jews were doing more for education
than any other class of the population.
As an example of oflicial indifference to
the church schools the aotion of $he State
Superintendent of Public Instruction
two years ago is instructive. He was
requested by the Mayor of this city and
others to give the church schools a
definite place in his census of all the
schools. He declined, and lumped our
figures, with various others, under the
obscure title, ** Oiher Schools.” Here
are the figures for the present city of
New York :

TO MARK THE.BIRTH OF GREATER NEW YORK.

About fifty distinguished men, in-
cluding bank presidents, wholeaale mer
chants, presidents of the city board,
divines ot fashionable churches, former
Mayors and Railroad presidents, met at
Delmonico’s Thursday evening by in-
vitation of Mayor Strong, to dfscuss pians
for celebrating the passing of the old
New York into the greater metropolis of
the country.

It was finally resolved to adopt Mayor
Btrong’s suggestion that one of the
largest halls in the city be hired, and
that three speeches be made, the two
first to treat of the history of the oity
from the first settlement to the present
time, and the third deal with its wonder-
ful growth of commerce. ’

THE A.Q.H. REORGANIZATION,

Bishop McFaul, of Trenton, N.J., who
has been appointed arbitrator between
the two sections of the Ancient Order of
Hibernians, has announced his plan of
reorganization at.a conference held at
the Palace. The committeemen present
at the conference were P.J. O’Connor,
National President’; Maurice Wilhere
and John P, Murphy, National Directors;

fore unanimous on the part of the two
committees which were appointed at a
national convention of the two organiza-
tions, heid at Atlantic City last August.
The plan of reorganizition provides,
that all the divisious now composing
the minor organizationsof the Anericau
branch and of the Board of Erin shall
remain undisturbed as now organiz d
and shall comprise the units of the re-
united orgapization of the Ancient
Order of Hibernians. Where tbere are
two subordinate lodges claiming the
same number, provision is mads for re-
pumbering. In ocounties where there
are two county boards they are to be
superseded by a single county organisa:
tion to be composed of an equal number
of delegates chosen from each of the
rival divieions in that county. Where
there are two State organizitionsin ex-
istence they are to be superseded by a
single one to be organized by delegaves
from thenew county boards. Atter the
State boards are organized a national
convention iz to be called by Bishop
MoFsul and a single national organiza-
tion formed to succeed the two present
organizations. The convention will be
held in June or July of next vear and it
is ‘probable that Trenton will be tixed
upon for the place of meeting.

CHRISTMAS REMITTANCES 'TO THE

ACRUBS THE SEA.

The New York Sun, in referring to this
subject, says that during the mouth of
December in each year thereis trans
mitted by persons resident in New York,
or in the neighborbhocd ot the city. a
sum roughly estimated at 5000000,
The money goes by postal order,
draft, purser-proxy, or otherwine,
from the senders to Iriends or refatives
living abroad. The remittances sre, tor
the most part, holiday presents. intended
as pleasant and gracetul reminders of
the Christmas season of gift making and
good cheer from those on this sude of
the Atlantic to those whose circum
stances prevent them from coming to
thg New World.

MEAGHER'S BRIGADE.

Rev. Father Corby Gives a Picture of its
Deeds of Bravery.

LAND

The Confidence Woteh)t Inspired in the
Army of the Republie at the Potomae,

In his “ Memoirs of a Chaplaio’s Life,”’
Rev. Father Corby talks of Gzeneral
Thomas TFrancis Mesgher and his
famous Irish Brigude. Hewsays: * Gen
eral Thomas Francis Meagher was
an extraordinary man. He possessed
high-toned sentiments and manuers,
and the bearing of a prince, He
had a superior intellect, a liberal educa
tion, was & fine classical writer and a
born orator. He was very witty, but
more inclined to bumecer; was fond of
witty or humorous persons, and admir-
ed those who possessed such gifts. He

was a great lover of his native land, and
passionately opposed to its enemies;
strongz in his faith, which he never con-
cealed, but on the contrary published it
above board ; aud wherever he went he
made himaelf known as a © Catholic and
an Irishman.” He was well instructed
in his religion, and I should have pitied
the one who had the temerity to speak
disparagingly of it in his presence.
Although not what we call & picus man,
he loved his faith, and aasisted in mak-
ing religion take a front rank,
IT WAS A FIGHTING BRIGADE.

The brigade known as the ‘‘Irish
Brigade,” composed largely of recruits
from New York City, under the com
mand of Gen. Mesgher, had the greatest
pumnber of Catholic chaplains. This
brigade had, of course, its history.
When President Lincoln called for 75,000
volunteers, the call was responded to
promptly. The general impression at
tne time was that the disturbance at the
South would not last long, and the
voluntoers were engaged for ninety-
eight days only. Under this call the
Bixty ninth New York Infantty, a militia
regiment whiclr so distinguished itself
at the first battle of Bull Run, in July,
1861, offered its services, which were
accepted, and the regiment, accom-
g‘anied by Capt. (afterwards Brig, Gen,)

. F. Meagher and Zouaves, all under
the command of Col. Michael Corcoran,
“went tothe front.” At this firat Bull Run
battle, the Sixty-ninth New York fought
desperately; but the gallant Col. Cor-
coran was captured with several of his
command and was carried off to Rich-
mond, where he was kept prisoner for
thirteen months.

“THEY FOUGHT LIKE TURKS."

Rev. Thomas F; Mooney, of New York,
went out as chaplain of the Sixty-ninth,
but was obliged, in a short time, to re-
turn home to attend o very important
dutios assigned him by his ordinary,
Most Rev. Archbishop Hughes. The
soldiers, at_the President’s call, bad en-
listed for ninety days only: and before
the first memorable battle of Bull Run,
which took place July 21, 1861, ‘‘the
term having expired in' the case of
several regiments- on the 20th, many
militia regiments from Massachusetts,
Connecticut, Peunsylvapia, and one
from . New ' York, returned . home.

Thomas Francis Meagher. who distin-
guished himeself at Buil Run, set about
recruiting not a single regiment, but &
brigade. In a short time, with the help
of the other ¢fli:ient persons, he organ-
ized three Irish regiments. The old
Sixty-ninth re-enlisted, a-d was jrined
by tle Eighty-eighthand Sixty third
New York regiments. Each of these
eunlisted *‘for three years, or during the
war.” To this brigade of three New
York reciments were subsequently added
the Twenty-eighth Marsachusetts in
fantry. the Sixty ninthand One Hundred
and Rixteenth Yeunavlvania infantry,
and Hogan's and McMaihon's batterias,
The brigade in question wis ever known
as the Irish Brigade. and wae commund-
ed by Gen. Tnomas Francis Meagher,

WHAT IT DID IN THE S8EVEX DAYS FIGHT.

At the battle of Savage Station in the
course of the * Seven Days’ Fight,” the
Union troops were hard preesed and
thrown into confusion. and at this point
McClellan ordered up Meagher’s Brigade,
with that of Gen French, to repulse
Jackson, who moved on our right in
massed columns. determincd Lo weige
in between us and the river. Had he
accomplished this he would probably
huve captured a large portion of the
Army of the Potomac: and he wasina
fair way to do so, when the green flag
was unfurled to the breeza, A desperate
charge was made, and the hitherto
victorious Confederatis retired beiore
the Irish Brigade, gallautly nassisted
by the brigade of Q-ueral French.
Both  brigades charged with most
extraordinary courage and gained a very
important point.  McClelinn, speaking
of this alterwards, said : “ This gave an
opportunity to rally onr men behind the
brigadee of French and Menguer, and
they again marched up the hill ready to
repulse another actack.” Moore, in his
“Complete History of the R bellion,”
speaking of the same battle, says: “The
Irish regiments fought bravely, charging
at times up to the cannon’s mouth. and
once dragging ofl a battery and spiking
tbe guna, Al this very critical point it
may be said with no great degrec of
boasting that, owing to the well known
bravery f the Irish Brigade and the
confidence which their reputation in-
apired in others, the army of the
Potomag was sav- d.  Had not the Con-
federates received that timely repulse,
they wonld havs succeeded in pressing
between the Union Army and the river
and puassing round tn the rear of Mc-
Clellan. Thus they could have prevent-
ed his renching his new bare of su;plics,
which was in a place of safety, protected
by soldiers on the gunboats, who had
been instructed as to the part they were
expected to perform.

(T COULD DO ANYTHING BUT FLY,

I cannot pass over at this point the
well-known humorous and  somewhat
witty reply of Capt. O'Shea, of the Tam-
many regiment, nrder peculiar circum-
stances. The captuin had received
orders with bis command to repair a
broken bridege over the Chickahominy.

YPHANK GOD WE ARE SAVED,”

It much astonished many brave
soldiers in the Army of the Potomac to
know how it was posgsible that the men
and officers of the Irish Brigade could be
8o light hearted under grave and trying
circumstdnces ; but it is a characteristic
of a great people, of sound niorality,
and many ac-hievements, thus in peril
and in the face of denth to give these
tokens of cheerful hewrt and vigor of
mind. While the Irish DBrigude was
making its desperate charge, an occur-
rence took place worthy of notice. The
firat regiment ordered up to check
Jackson was -the Ninth Massachusetts,
then under command of Col. Cass. This
was a well known Irish regiment, and
had for its chaplains, first Father
Stcully, and later Father Egan. It fought
againat fearful odds, Jackson having
about 20,000 men, Col. Cass was almost
in despair when suddenly he sawthe
rush of the Irish Brigade to ausist, and
he cried out to Gen. Meagher:

“ Js this the Irish Brigade. general ?”
““Yes, colonel, we are here !"”

“ Thank God,” said the colonel, “ we
are saved !”

The colonel so encouraged, made an-
other dash with what men he had left;
but be soon fell to fight no more~—fell at
the post of honor. Many of our men
dropped in denth during the battle on
the ground occupied by the Confederates,
and as night carne on fighting ceased.

ENGLISH-SPEAKING CATHOLICS
AND THE CENSUS.

We are glad to be able to state that
we have received many letters endorsing
the suggestion which we recently made
in regard to the aepsrate"laseiﬁcation of
English-apeaking Catholics in the next
Pominon census. Most of our corres:

_pondents based their endorsation of our
course upon the hap hazrd guess which
Fire Chief Benoit made, in his recent in-
terview with the Daily Wiiness, at the
proportion we form of the total popula-
tion of the city of Muntreal, and bis
statement of the number of positions in
the Fire Brigade to which Euglish-speak-
fng Catholics were entitled, on his erro-
peous computation of the number. But
the question has & deeper meaning then
this. It is not only in respect of posi-
tions in the Fire Brigade that we suffer,
on account” of our numerical strength
not being shown in the census- aithough,
as we have already proved, we have just
cause for conuplsint on that ground, since
Protestants, whom we outnumber, have
twice as many captainsand twiceas many
.engineers (up to Iast week theyhad three

:times a8 many engineers) as we have in
the brigade. It is in municipal and other
public affuira; io educational! matters,
ax will be eeen from another article; in
social and commercisl matters, that we
are suffering most seriously. Popula-

-tion is the basis of representation, of in
* .fluence, of prestige ; and as long gs, in
the Dominion census, we are included
with and lost among our French-Cana
dian brethren in the faith we shall con-
tinue io be trerted as we have been
treated doring recent years,as a quantilé
negligeithle—a clase of citizens of no con-
sequence, whom it is needless to reckon
with, and safe to ignore.

While for these and other reasons it is
advisable that English speaking Cath-
olics should be clagsilied apart from
French-epeaking Catholics, there can be
no objection. so far as we know, urged to
the contrary., Letus take a glance at
the table of religions as it now stands in
the census. * Ronmn Catholics' have
one column, Protestant sects have no
fewer than nineteen columns, *other
denominations,”” one, and even non-
descripts—* not specified”—have an-
other. The Presbyterians, who are
mostly Scotch, have three columus, enu-
merating different sub-sects; the Meth-
odists, mostly Irish, bave four columns;
the Baptists, of whom a large number
are Americans, are given three columns.
In Montreal the English speaking Cath-
olics, who number 50,000, have no
column at all set apart for them; while

- the Disciples, who, like the children in

Wordsworth’s poem, “are seven,” and
the Quakers, who number only five, have
each a separate column to themselves.
Xt is thesame with the Universalists (18},
the Adventists (42), the Salvation Army
{(84), and the Protestants {334), unquali-
fied and par excellence, we presume;
each sect has its own column. Why
should oot the Catholics, the largest re-
" Jigious body in the country, bave two
goluminm, thus: *Catholics, Frénch-
. speaking,” and * Catholica, English-
speaking 2"

intolerant’ Protestants and two Irish
Catholics—one a priest, Father Brown,

weeks ago; and the othera Catholic lay--
mare, Mr, Qostellge. They were the only
two Catholic candidates for membersbip
of the London Schoo! Board, on which
no Catholic has hitherto been able to
secure & seal. Both have been elected
by substantial majorities. It should be
mentioned that three Irish Nationalist
raembers of parliament threw them-
selvea into the thick of the fight—Messrs
Knox, O'Connor and Molloy, the firat-
named, a Protestant himself, doing yeo-
man service for both candidates as a
champion for liberty of conscience. As
ap Irish contemporary puls it, these vic-
tories ‘‘demonstrate to the world that
the Irish Catholic in Ireland and out of
it is true to his faith, and able to uphold
it againat opposition of every kind and
character.”

We feel certain that if the English-
speaking Catholice of Montreal were
aroused to action by r persecution such
as that from which their Belfast co-
religionists have suffered for generations,
they would imitate their example: but
they are being steadily, quietly, and
silently, buot none the less « Hectively,
pushed to the background, and this ex
plains their Iack of activity and aggres-
siveness. Is it not time, howerver, that
they renlized that persecution is not the
leas real because it is insidious in its
methods aod slow in its operation ?

AN EXGLISH SPEAKING SCHOOL
INSPECTOR WANTED.

The fact that the series of lectureaat
present being delivered to the convention
of Catholic teachers in this city by the
District Inspector of Catholic schools
are in French only, is another of the
many grievances of which the English
speaking Catholica of DMontreal have
reason io complsin, Several of the
teachers are not familiar with the Freach
language, and thus fail to receive any
benefit whatever {from the lectures. This
is obvigusly an unfair discrimination
against the English speaking children
in attendance at Englizh speaking Cath-
olic schnols, whose prrents contribute
as much, proporiionately, for the educn-
tion of their children as the French
Cunadian parents psy for theirs,

There is but one way in which friction
and dissatiafaction on this point can be
permanently removed; and that is by
the appointmentof an Euglish-speaking
District Inspector for those schools of
Mortreal which are attended mainly or
exclusively by English-speaking Catholic
children. The number of these children
is sufficiently large to justify the ap-
pointment of such an inspector. Ii is
tobe hoped that ateps will at once be
taken to bring the subject to ihe aiten-
tion of the Cuuncil of Public Instruction
or of the new Minister of Eiucation
whom the government has promizsed to
appoint.

Since v.vriting (he nbove, we have been
informed that invitations have been
issued to the English-speaking Catholic
teachers that a lecture would be deliv-
ered, in the Eoglish language, this after-
noon, by Inspector McGown, This is zs
it shculd be, but we are still of the
apinion that an English-apeaking In-
spectorsbould be appointed tor Montreal,

In some of the wards
which were formerly represented by
English-speaking Catholics, candidates
of the same description will be now
brought forward once again; and ns
they stand excellent chances of being
elecled if they are placed in nomination,
provided only & united and determined
effort is made by the membera of the
‘League to serve their success, it is to be
sincerely hoped that that effort will not
belacking.

Two practical points should be borne
in wmind in this connection. In the first
place, it should be remembered that it
is in the municipal field that the initial
battle for still greater honors and advan-
tages is to be fought.
The position of alderman is astep’
ping-stone to & higher and a more re--
sponsible public post; and those who
succeed in the contest for mémbership
of the City.

OCEAN RACING.

An ocean race is said to be nowin
progress from Halifax to Liverpool, be-
tween the Allan-liner Parisian and the
R. M. S. Gallia of the Bzaver line., The
Parisian had 2 filteen minutes’ lead, and
thote who know her recora will have
little hesitation in backing her not only
to hold, but to improve it, and this, too,
in the face of the report that they were
met when a day out, the Gallle being
three miles in front. While this sort of
thing may have its intereat in steam-
sbip and sporting circles it is essentially
reprebensible in the eyes of the iravel-
ling public, and all who place safety be-
fore every other considerstion will join
in condemmiog it. The practice of
allowing passenger ships to engsge in
racing trips at any seascon of the year is
fraught with great risk and dangerto
human life, and should be frowned
down, but Lhe idea of thus tempting the
winter seas of the North Atlantic is
Iittle short of madness. In this period
of storms and bergs most people are
timid enough about [acing a mea voyage
under any circumstances, but to start
out with the intention and determina-
tion to maintain high-pressure through
fogs, showers, drift ice or icebergs, and
to make & * reccrd run" at all hazards,
is & dangerous practice. Many will
remember thie celebrated race which
took pluce some yeare ago between two
steamers representing respectively the
Cunard and the Collins line. The course
was Irom New York to Liverpool, which
port the Cunard boat reached in safety,
while the Collins-liner was never heard
of, The event was duly recorded in
verse, characteristic of the period, and
was set to the then popular air of
“Dixie's Land” in the lollowing lines:

“ Cupard and the Collins line, they both

hnd & race;

For Liverpou!l they started out ac-
cordin’;

Cunard came out ahead and Collins
gave up the chase,

And he landed on the t’other side de
Jordan.”

It is to be hoped that in this case
these rival ocean greyhounds will both
reach the Mersey in safety without loss
of a rope much less of life, at the sasme
time public opinion condemns the prac
tice in the interest of <he paasengey
world. '

LIQUOR LAW REFORM NEEDED.

It is all very well for the Recorder to
deliver a homily from the bench on the
dangers which arise from drunkenness
in this city. Why does he not take
steps to put into effect the law regulating
the sale of intoxicating liquors. He
knowe as well as we do that a large
number of szloons and restaurants sell
liquor illegally on Sundays, thus hold-
ing ovut to citizens a strong temptation—
to which very many of them succumb—
to stay away from Mass, to mquander
their evenings, and to neglect their
homes and families. He knows, too,
that these liquor sellers are often fined,
merely as & matter of form, the fines
being remitted afterwards for political
or other reasons. The Recorderisaware,
moreover, that. liquor licenses are grant-
ed year after year tc persons who are
unfit to be entrusted with them,

The delegation of liquor-sellers who
recently went to Quebec to lay their al-
leged grievances before the Government,
asked for one much needed change in
the law, but omitted to ask for another
equally much-needed reform. They re.
quested that ‘persons guilty of selling
liguor witbout a license should be fined
$200 for the first offence, and should be-
sent to jail without the option of a fine
for the second. That would be a change
in the right direction. Another would
be the provision of & similar punish-
ment for those licensed liquor sellers,
both in saloone and eo-called hotels, who
break the law Sunday after Sunday
throughout the year. Many of the men
who are agitating for changes in the
liquor law .sell. illicitly on Sundays;
some of them: do more business on that
day than throughout the remaining six
days put together. o

By all ‘means et the liquor law. be
changed in these two important points. -
ublishes his: autobiog:

bitter personal attacks of which' the
Hon. Edward Blake has been the object
since in & recent speech he expressed a’
hope that the course of eventsin the
British Parliament would. enable him
some day to rveturn to Canada
snd make it his mbiding place.

If any
further testimony were needed it would
be furnished in the following character-
istic appeal which .he recently addressed
to a leading Toronto journal, and which
we gladly reproduce because of its
opportuneness :

Will you allow me to trespass on your
columns, always sympathetic with our
cause, by a brief appeal to Canadian
friends of Home Rule for Ireland

The interests of that cause demand a
full attendance and an active campaign
pext seasion, which will bean Irish aea-
sion, involving the great questions of
county government and Imperial taxa-
tivn, Theseand other matters will bring
and keep Ireland to the front, and must,
whether in our immediate efforts we
succeed or fall, promote our capital ob-
ject, the constitutional control by the
[rish people of their local affuirs.

The great race convention, proposed
by a most distinguished Irish-Canadian,
and attended by many of our best men
with such credit to themselves and ad-
vantage to the cause, has produced
marked results. The Irish Nationalist
party, acting on its mandate, has pur-
sued & course at once firm and concilia-
tory, and bas with persevering patience
sought on every occasion to reunite the
national forces. Much has been accom-
plished, severn] marked instances of co-
operation have occurred, the most influ-
ential member of Mr. Redmoad’s party
has declared, and is with great eflect
working for unity, the massos of the
people are earnestly desirous to join
hands; and I canpot believe that a few
individuals will much longer succeed in
keeping them apart.

But the unhappy rtesults of the prst
disunion must meanwhile be faced ; and
it will take time to complete the opera.
tion, to repair our losses, to restore the
vigor of our organizations and to re-estah
lish onr financial system., This year we
have on foot in Irceland an evicted ten-
ants collection; and the unhappy coun-
try is threatened once again with distress
next dnor to famine.

We have attempted to meet the emer-
gency by reducing to the very lowest
limit the s ale of our political expendi
ture. The members’ indemnity forour
long seseion has heen cut down to £120,
littie over half the Canadian figure, and
every other practicable economy bas
been effected, with a view to bridge the
gAap.

But to achieve this end, so vital to
the constituticnal movement, help is
needed ; and I, therefore, venture thie
personal appeal to my Irish Canadian
fellow’ countrymen to associate them-
selves with me in a renewal of those
proofs of loyalty to the cause which have
distingnished them in the past. In cases
in which no local committees or organ-
izations rany be available it will give
me pleasure to enter into correspondence
with friends and to take charge of sub-
scriptions.

Could any appeal be more eloquent,
more cogent, or more persuasive? We
hope that it will meet with the response
that the cause for which he pleads so
eminently deserves.

THE PASTOR, REV. FATHER O'DOSNELL.

I could develop this subject in its
various aapecta, but I have to spesk
some personal words of tle Rev. P, F.
