THY DANGER OF SPURIOUS
CONVERSIONS.

From the N, Y. Catholic Review.

The conversionof a soul to the Catho-
lic faith is a wonderfui work of divine
grace. Faith is the gift of God and it is
ordinarily vouchsafed to tl.ose humble,
earnest and obedient souls who, wearied
with the uncertainty and endless con-
troversies in which Protestants of every
name are involved, even upon tke most
esgentiul principles of the Gospel, long
for certainty, for some stable ground of
faith, some reliable authority to decide
what to believe and what not to believe:
Such a soul is sure to find rest and peace
in the Catholic Church.

But there are converts who have not
been truly converted. They have come
into the Church without really entering
into its spirit and comprehending fully
ils nature, its divine organization, its
supreme authority, its compact unity, 1ts
indestructible integrity, especially that
transcendently glorious and distinguish-
ing feature,the prerogative ofinfallibility
in teaching faith and wmorals residing in
the tribunal which our Lord hiwself
established in Saint Peter and his suc
cessors, A person may be pretty well
acquainted with the circle of Catholle
doctrines—with the arguments and rea-
sons for each ; he may be attracted by
its ceremgqpial, its prestige, the external
grandeur of its organization and its his-
tory,and he may circulate on thie circuin.
ference of the circle comprehending
more or less of the beauty and attrac-
tiveness of the system without ever
reaching the centre and comprehendiog
the system as a compact, unique, harm-
onious whole.

Such converts, of course, cannot be
counted upon as permanently reliable
and faithful members of the Church.

ventitious infiuences that may arise in
their experience in their new relatious.
They may be disappointed in not finding
the degrec of perfection they anticipated
in the Church, or notfinding things quite
to their mind. They may be offended
by scandals ; they may be disappointed
in their ambitious aspirations, not receiv-
ingthe attention and eclat that they de-
sired and expected, and consequently
they may fall from grace and return to
the weak and beggarly elements of the
world.

We have rather a striking instance of

this kind of fall in Rev. Walter
C. Clapp, a Ritualistic clergy-
fman who  joined the  Church

~ under the aaspices of the Paulist Fathers.
He commenced studies at their House of
8tudies in Washington and is recently
announced as having gone back to his
firat Jove.
There is something quite remarkable
. in the reasons which are given for his
Becession, It seems that he left the
Episcopal Chureh on account of certain
“Broad” tendencies which exist there,
but unfortunately he found what he con-

sidered the same freedom of opinion in
the Catholic Church. He was particu-
larly exercised on the inspiration of the
Scriptures. It issaid: ‘“He thought he
would find certainty of faith and peace
of mind by fubmission to the infallible
authority which settles all questions and
resolves all doubts,”

That was certainly a great expecta-
tion. The Catholic Church has indeed
the power and the prerogative of infalli-
bly settling all questions and resolv-
ing all doubts in regard to faith and
morals, but there are a thousand ques-
tions in theology, in science and history
which she has never formally decided
upon. The inspiration of the Scriptures
is one of those questions anid as long as
there has been no formal decision, of
course liberty of opinion to a certain ex-
tent is allowed, though not the liberty
indicated by our disappointed convert.
The Holy Father’s recent utlerance on
the subject though not.a professedly Ex
CatHEDRA decision, is sufficient to indi-
cate that nu Catbolic can consistently
hiold opinions derogatory to the divine
inspiration of the Scriptures.

But Mr. Clapp was scandalized by
Professor Zahm’s lectures on the subject
of “The Creation and Evolution,” in
which he undertakes to reconcile the
Mosaic account of the creation with a
doctrine of evolution, so as to stem the
tide of Agnosticism which has been: the
result of the Darwinian theory. He also
professed to be surprised to find a dif-
ference of opinion among the theologians
on the validity of Anglican orders, some
even holding to the validity of those or-
ders. Now. even admitting the'full ex-
tent of these varying opinions as claim-
ed by Mr. Clapp we cannot for the life
of us see that they constitute a valid
argument against the clalmsof the Cath.
olic Churet. It is manifestly absurd to
expect the Church to decide scientific
questions, and,as for the validity of An-
giican orders,thoqgh the Church has
never formally dd#ded the question, yet
the practice of the Church for three
hundred years ought te be considered a
sufficient declaration of her opinion for
all practical purposes. Even admitting
their validity, that can never Jjustify
Anglicans in remaining separate from
the Roman obedience. If necessary the
Church will in due time decide this
buestion definitely and it has this ad-
vantage over all other organizations that
if at any other time any writer should
give utterances to opinions trenching
upon the integrity of faith or morals
there isthe ever-living voice—the divine
infallible tribunal ready to denounce the
error and canse the writer to retract, as
was the cause with 8t. George Mivart
not long since, )

Here, then, is the real position of our
vacillating convert, he forsook the An-
gliran commurion because they had no
power to correct the broad aud liberal
views which were agitating that body.

They will be subject to any adverse, ad. feain in doubt and uncertainty not

He evid-
ently failed to appreciate, or else, chose
to ignore, the great fundamental dif-
ference between tiie Catholic Church and
the Anglican communion and therefore
he failed, through the influence of sowe
secret and unexplained motive, to find
that rest and pace which be expected
to find in the Holy MotLer Church. The
more’s the pity.

LITTLE PILGRIMAGES
NEAR HOME,

It was Tannhauser that enamored me
of pilgrimages. I sat in a corner, where
no one could see me, and enjoyed the
wonderful music till the tears poured
down my face.

Tt is the story of the soul, marching
forward “in grave peace,” to the Pil-
grim’s song of Hope. As it becomes con-
scious of, and drawn towards the allure-
ments of sense, wild, beautiful, fantastic
strains are heard, faintly at first, but
growing louder and more empathic, em-

erging at last, into the awful grandeur of,
the mortal conflict between Light and
Darkness.

Thnndering harmonies and crashing
discords follow one another for what
seems a life-time of agonizing suspense.
At last all seems lost, The despairing
soul feels itself sinking into an abyss of
impenetrable darkness. Hell's forces
trinmph with hideous revelry ; when
Ligh above the hurried tumult sound
the clear calm strains of the song of
hope, Alas, it was with dying eyes
Taunhauser 8aw the budding of bis pil-
grim staff. It was upon ears dull in
death thatthe welcome message of par-
don fell.

But pilgrimages, like some other
things, are not what they nsed to be. A
friend of mine, who was going upon one,
shewed me some lovely new gowns
(made for the purpose) and said some-
thing about staying at good Lotels and
enjoying the scenery, I thought of
Taunbanser’s tattered garb, and eyes
bandaged that they might not behold
the beaunties of Italy, and concluded that
we had improved upon his methods.

However, if I did not feel drawn to-
wards the modern pilgrimage, I was by
no means sure I was upio the medizval
one, so I invented one for myself. The
first shrine I visited wag the humble
little ehureh of **‘Our Lady of the Scapu-
lar.” I knew very little about it beyond
the fact of its existence, *“Somewhere
away over on the east gide near Belle-
Hospital; only very poor people go
there;” my informant added.

Early one summer evening I started
out alone, if not 1n distinetive pilgrim-
garb, at least almost as poorly clad
»8 Taunhauser himself. I was going t0
walk all the way, many miles, and as [
could not bandage my eyes, T crossed to
the east side, where instead of belold-
ing vanity, they might rest upon wmy
poor brothers and sisters. The sarging,
swarming life of the slume ! What pen
or pencil can dojustice to it ? One gees
a haif a dczen comedies, tragedies, in a
single block !  The pretty girl walks un-
sbashed, with ber lovers strong arm
abont her slender form ; the drunkard’s
wife, with bleeding mouth, tellsthe story
of ber wrongs to all who will listen;
white-haired men hobnob over short
black pipes; children of all ages,
sizes and tints, swarm everywhere.

As 1 cross a street a filthy baby, in af

gingle cotton garment, is lying crying at
my feet. He is not more than eighteen
months old. What can I do to comfort
him ? Pilgrims do not carry Iollipops.
As I say this bis eves, stil] fall of tears,
rest with a hopeful gleam upon my bag.
Can it Dbe that this precocious imp un-
deistands the value of money ? He does,
indeed, for a pennv dries his tears and
gets bim on his tiny feet filled with
self hinportance,

Here 1 cross a very narrow street
where all truflic is suspended, that gome
half hundred children may dance ¢n the
musgic of a hand organ, ground gratuoit-
onsly by & kind hearted 1itinerant. A
gracious sightas they trip lightly round,
Hungarians, Poles, Jewesses with flagh-
ing eyes, aod tow-leaded Gretchens, a
veritable kirmess., Thesun seems dis-
posed to linger round as though bLe
found it good to look at.

I am getting near old Bellevue, her
grey walls loom up in tue distance, and
an ambulance rattles by, I lLear the
surgeon on the back seat say to the |
driver: “Go as nard as you like now,}
he'sdead I” Dead in the street? Ob,
yes ; ten chances to one he lived there
most of the time too. The children stop
their dance to follow the ambulance, It
is beginning to grow dark. A fresh
breeze blows up from the Sound,

“Do you know where the Carmelite
churchis 77 T ask an infirm old Irish
woman who is hobbling Painfully along
the avenue. “Do I know where it is?
To be sure I do. ['m going there my-
self, and if you will give me your arm it
will be a great helpfor Iam all doubled
up withrheamatism.” Then she tells
me that one of the good brown Fathers
had died and is lying in the church, and

tere is to be a service for L:im,

“May his soul rest in peace! It will,
if the prayers of the peor can help bim,
for a kinder man to them never lived.”

We are soon at the little brown
church, small, simple. So old, yet sonew
—built but yesterday, out of wood grown

a few years since, in this new country,
by men belorging to an order that dates

back to the days when the prophet Elias

;dwelt on Mount Carme] !

The building is crowded to the door
and the infirm oll woman has to kneel
on the bare floor, She does not seem to
mind, but sways back and forth, praying
and beating her breast.

Before the High Altar in a plain
wooden coffin, mounted on a scaffolding
covered with rusry black, lies the dead
monk. ’

His face is ghastly white and thin and
pinched. He is clad in the full vest-
ments of a° priest and holds a silver
chalice in his hand. At his feet are
palm branches crossed, for victory over
death, and white lilies for spotless purity
of life,

Long yeliow tapers burn gutteringly
around flis bier. Ove of his brelhren,
clad in a rohe of coarse, dark brown
serge, stands in the pulpit, and tells the
story of the dead man’s life. He tells of
the ordinary pleasures of youth exchang-
ed for days of Jabor and fasting and
nights of prayer and watching, of won-
derful zea! for souls an- love of the poor
and oppregsed. I only halflisten to the
panegyric for the dead face fascinates
and hclds me. As the scaffold upon
which the coffin rests sways a little bLe-
neath its weiyht, his head moves from
gide to side as if in deepest humility to
deprecate the eulogies bestowed upon
him. And to me the thin dead lips say,
“I did not do half enough. Iam an un-
worthy servant.”

The fuil deep tones of the monks in
the sanctuary are answered, from the
organ loft, by the clear, high voices of
(*Ilildl'en, as they chant the mournful
vespers of the dead.

The old woman still kneels on the
bare floor. Ag she tells Ler beads she
5l0ps to wipe Lier dim eyes and to say
between her “Paters” and “Aves”—"]
have lost a good friend! He was kind
tothe poor! He was good to me. May
his soul, through the mercy of God, rest
in peace.”

As I walk bhome, alone, through the
darkness, I do not envy the dead Car-
melite his lilies and palms, nor the
eulogies of his brother. These may
mean much, or little. But would to God
that I, like him,might hear tt:ose blessed
words :“Inasmuch as ye have done it un-
to one of the LEAsT of these,ye have done
it unto Me.”

THE REV. G. W. DEAN’S KEPLY TO
ARCHBISHOP LANGEVIN,

The Tribune of the 8th inst. publish-
ed a sermon by the Rev. G. W, Dean of
Edmonton in reply to Archbishop Lan-
gevin's reply to the address of the Ed-
monton Catholics., 'We purpose review-

ing the salient points of that sermon.

1. Mr. Dean dogmatically affirms
that Our Blessed Lord ‘‘did not count-
enance a union of church and state,”
because he said, “My kingdom is not
of this world.” Now to any one that
examines the context, John XVIII,
33-86, it is evident that He is speaking,
not of the nature and status, but of the
origin of his kingdom. Though Hesays
his kingdom is not or this world, He
does not say that it is not 1N this world,
and He makes his meaning still clearer
when He adds, “‘now is my kingdom
not FROM HENCE.” Were his kingdom of
earthly origin, his servants would
“fight that He should not be delivered
to the Jews.” He was to be delivered
and die; therefore they must not fight.
But this has nothing whatever to do
with the condition of His church in
after ages. Nor is there a single word
in the New Testament, and still less in
the Old (where church and state were
one), to support Mr. Dean’s view.

2. Myr. Dean calls this school dif-
ficulty a *‘political question.” Itisnot.
It is a constitutional, social and rel-
igious question. )

3. Mr. Dean is surprised *‘at the bit-
terness of feeling expressed in the ad-
dress and the reply.” The address, like

Tall manly protests, is vigorous and

trenchant, but not bitter. A man has
just been robbed. and cries “stop thief !”

‘Well, Catholics
have a natural, a God-given right to
shield their children from the poison of
Lying text-books like Buckley and Ro-
bertson’s history, and this natural and
God-given right is recognized by the
Constitution. Therefore any law that
infringes on that right is unjust.

8. Mr. Dean coolly affirms that in
Ontario *'there arve thousands of Cath-
olic childrven who attend Public or Prot-
estant schools in preference to the sep-
arate schools.” We affirm with equal
coolness and more knowledge that this
is false. Let Mr. Dean mention places
and exact figures, and than we will
examine his proofs.

6. Mr. Dean infers, from this above
false assertion as compared with Arch-
bishop Cleary’s success in excluding all
the children® of his diocese from Protest-
ant schools, that “intelligent Catholics

are not all agreed upon this question.”

Quite true; there are always a few sore-
heads everywhere; but, as the French
say, the exception unly proves the rule.
7. Mr. Dean, as usual with men of his
class, trots out statistics about Italy and
crime in Canada, which are utterly use-
Jess because it is impossible to verify
them. llequotesnoauthorities forthem;
for anght we know, he may have invent-
ed them. As an instance of their untrust-
worthiness, take the table which the
VIII,
p- 711, gives, where we read that Great

Encyclopedia Britannica, vol.
Britain has 83 scholars to every thousand
inhabitants and Italy has 70, a very slight
difference, Compare this with Mr. Dean’s
unsupported assertion that in England
only 7 per cent, of the males are illiterate,
whilst in Italy nearly 54 per cent. of the
males are illiterate, According to the
latter fignres Ttaly would be almost eight
times muore illiterate, while according®o
the former she would be only by a small

And note that,
table,
Belgium, France and Lnxembourg, all

fraction more illiterate.
in the Britannica’s Austria,
Catholic countries, are far higher above
England than England is above Italy,

8. “The burdenof the address and the
reply thereto is to the effect that the
Protestant majority are treating the Cath-
olics as glaves,” says Mr. Dean, and he
says truly. To deprive all Catholics of
any voice in education in a free conntry
is to reduce them ‘o Londage. The yoke
is very galling.

9. Mr. Dean indulges in mild jocular-
ity about arithmetic, composition and
geography being harmless on the score of
religion. Generally speaking, they are;
but, suppose a teacher takes Mr. Dean’s
statistics about Italy as the basis of a
sum in proportion, would this not be of-
fensive to Catholics? Might not another
teacher choose, for the subject of a com-
position, the touching description in
Green’s History of Latimer and Ridley’s
“martyrdom,” the details of which are
mostly imaginary and the spirit of which
is belied by the lifelong treachery, hypo-
crisy and cruelty of these two worthies?
With regard :‘tb geography, we have late-
ly proved in these columns that the
Public 8chool Geography, so widely used
throughout the Dominion, is opposed to
the Bible in that it represents the anti-
guity of man as indefinitely remote. How-
ever all these are mere side-issues. The
main objection of the Catholics in the
Northwest lies against Protestant hist-
ories, especially against Buckley and
Robertson, the text-book which they are
compelled to use in their so-called sep-
arate sclools. Protestantism was born of
misrepresentation and thrives on nothing
else. This coaspiracy against the fruth
is kept up chiefly by slanderous attacks
on the Catholic Chyrch in popular hist-
ories. These latter are becoming grad-
ually less mendacious according as ori-
ginal documents are more hionestly ex-
amined. Itis not many years since Dr.
Littledale, one of the most learned of
Anglicans, said :  “I gravely assert it to
be absolutely impossible for any just,
educated and religious men, who bhave
read the history of the time in genuine
sources, to hold two opinions about the
reformers ; they were such UrTERLY UN-
REDEEMED vViLLarNs, for the most part
that the only parallel I know of for the
way in which half-educated people
speak of them among us is the appear-
ance of Pontius Pilate among the saints
of the Abyssinian calendar.” These
“wnredeemed villians” are extolled as
saints by Buckley and Robertson, wio
are still in the halt-educated stage.

10. Mr. Dean finds no compulsion in ‘

the fact that the Goggin voke must be
borne under pain of losing the benefit of
the school-tax, He mercifully allows
us to have schools without any grant. In
other words he is quite willing to join
other FProtestants in pocketing the
schiool-tax of Catholics, who may, if they
choose, tax themselves anew for hona
fide separate schools. Does this not
again remind one of the highwayman ?
He does not steal the money you have
safe in the bank ; he merely takes what
you Liave in your pocket. You are not
compelied to die; he merely starves
you\for the time being. '
11. Mr. Dean asks, “Why should a
school, - when it receives the people’s

money, be absolved from inspection ?"
No Catholic ever asked to be abselved
from inspection. We want the money,
which is our money, the money ot Cath-
olics and not of any ene else—for even
in Government grants we want only the
proportion levied on the Catholics—and
we court inspection.  Bat, while admit-
ting the principle of Government inspec-
tion, we object to heing inspected by
Protestants only. How would Protest-
ants like to be inspected by Catholics
only ? Why should Catholics not be as
efficient inspectors as Protestants ?

12. Mr. Dean pretends that <“the
Church of Rome has taken the diame-
trically opposite position to Jesus
Christ,” because “she has claimed tem-
roral power.” We have shown above,
in section 1, that the diametrical oppo-
sition does not exist. Besides, the only
temporal power the Church has claim-
ed igthe Pope’s rightful sovereignty over
his dominions in Italy, of which he was
despoiled against the will of his people
by a fictitious plebiscite extorted at the
But what in the world
has this to do with the present issue?
The Catholics of the Territories claim no
All they want is to

temporal power.

the undermining of the Catholic faith in
the hearts of their children.

13. Mr. Dean says: “The state is
interested not in making good Cath-
olics, Methodists, Presbyterians, Baptists,
but . . .. in making good citizens.” We
hold that what makes Protestants good
citizens is just the amount of Catholic
truth they still cling to. Even the idea
of good citizenship entertained by that
impersonal entity, the State, is a Cath-
olicidea. The modern,state in its better
aspects, is a creation of the Catholic
church. Without her, there would now
be no citizens, nothing but barbarians.
He is the best citizen who is the best
>atholic.

14. “Do I hear the echo of the other
cry, ‘We have no other king but the
Pope 2’” 1f you do, Mr. Dean, vou
must be a fit subject for an aurist; there
must be singing in your ears. No Cath-
olic ever uttered such a cry. You your-
self “believe that Catirglics are loyal to
the Crown.” So your question, being
only rhetorical claptrap, calls for no re-
ply. '

15. Commenting on this sentence of
the address, “It is a gross violation of
the natural and God-given and inalien-
able rights of parents in respect of their
children,” Mr. Dean interprets it to mean
the banding “the religious education of
the children over to the priest.” This is
a gratoitous and mistaken interpreta-
tion. Where separate schools are real-
ly Catholie, the religious education of
the children is carried on every day and
every hour by teachers who are not
priests, except in poor districts where
the priest sometimes voluntarily assumes
the added tasks of the schoolroom. Mr.
Dean makes a man of straw of his own
invention and then proceeds to knock
him down. Nevertheless, we are pleas-
ed to see he has got hold of one Catholic
idea, that “it is the parent's inalienable
right to traiu bis own child for time and
for eternity.”

16. “Surely the Archbishop did not
mean that he would appeal to arms ?”
Of course he did not. Youn know he did
not, and vet you go on to threaten him
with “the irresistible impact; of the
Anglo-Saxon”” When the persecuted
martyr protests that he will die rather
than submit, is that an appeal to srms
17. Mr. Dean concludes with a rous-
ing peroration about the Great Judge he
expects to meet on tae awful day. We
fancy that he will be terribly shocked to
find that the Great Judge is and always
has been the High Priest and Head ot
the Catholic Church. Doubtless Mr.
Dean will then regret having preached
that sermon,

“THE CHURCH IN FRANCE."

Each month our Holy Father, Leo
XIIL recommends some general inten-
tion to the League of the Sacred Heart.
Last month we were exhiorted to pray
for “Catholic intentions in the far east,”
and for this month of January 1896, “The
Church in France” is the object of our
Holy Father’s solicitous care.

The Church in ¥France is a subject of
the deepest interest to the Catholie
World. For ages France has been the
eldest daughter of the Church, and, until
within the last century, she had been,
in a special manner, the greatest glory
of the church.

The American Messenger of the Sacred
Heart reminds us that we are about to

.celebrate the fourteenth centennial of

the baptism of Clovis, King of the
Frauks, which took place on Christmas
Day, A. D. 496. 'This memorable event
is known in history as“The baptism of
France,” because on that day Clovis and
thousands of his suhjects were brought
Into the Church by baptism. Catholie
France, “the Church’s eldest daughter”
was born on that day. Let us hope that
this fougteenth centennial of that super-
natural birth may bring to the “Grande
Nation” such an awakening of grace that
the Church will be restored to all her
rights and liberties by her own children.

The Messenger concludes its interest-
ing article as follows :

“Despite the political and religious up-
heavals, despite the apparent reign of
terror and of the spirit of! evil in this
century, France as a nation clings to the
ancient faith—éthe faith of Clotilde and
Clovis, of Pepin, Charlemagne and St.
Louis. Her faith is staunch ; her charity
is unbounded ; the piety and devotion
of many of her children are the admira-
tion of the world. In this Godless cen-
tary she has been favored by God as no
other nation hLas. She bas been the
privileged scene of the apparitions of
Lourdes, and of the numberless miracles
which followed, and are daily occurring
before the eyes of an astonished world.
She has also in these latter days been
chosen by our Lord Himself as the birth-
place and the cradle and tle hearth of
the devotion to His Sacred Heart and of
the Apostleship of Prayer, which are
doing so much for the regeneration of
the world.”

“But side by side with these superna-
tural manifestations there are the
powers of darkness at work in France,
a8 perbaps in no other Christian
nation on the face of the globe. There
ig liberalism, thut would throw off all
regtraint of spiritual authority. There
are socialism and communism and an-
archism, that would break the bonds of
civil authority as well; there is natural-
ism, that ignores and rejects everything
supernatural, and preaches the unstint.
ed gratification of even the grossest
sensual appetites ; there is Freemasonry,
in its most advanced Phases, even to the
extent of positive natred of God and
devil-worship; there ig every species of
infidelity, hostility to the church and to
all her divine institutions, not only in
private individuals, but in public life, in
civil laws and enactments ; there is tile‘
persecution of the religious orders,which
is tantamount to a policy of extermina-
tion.”

“For the removal of these evils she
looks for our pravers. Let us Join our
prayers with those of the noble sons and
daughters of France during the month
of January —that this may truly be a
vear of spiritual regeneration for this
venerable daughter of the Cburch ; that
the haters and persecutors of God’s
Church and the enemies of Christ may
be put to confusion ; and that all may
again renounce Satan, and all bis works,
and all his pomps, and believe in the
one God aund in His only Son, Jesus
Chirist.”

Of course there are other special reas-
ons why the Catholics of the New World
should pray for “labelle France.” It was
from that country the most famous mig-
sionaries, who brought the light of the
Gospel of Jesus Cbrist to our shores,
came. The pioneer Jesuit missionaries
were the first to shed their blood in testi-
mony of the Gospel they preached, and,
even to-day, the pioneers of tie faith in
almost every pagan land in the world,are
the sons and daughters of France, For
us in Canada there is the further reason
that nearly one-third of the population
of thie Dominion is French in origin and
kas inherited from the most Christian
Kingdom in its best days an unswerving
attachment to the Catholic faith., Grati-
titude therefore obliges us to pray for a
land 8o dear to God. ’
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THAT MEXICAN CREMA-
TION OF HERETICS.

The conversion of Madame Helena
Nyblom, one of the most brilliant authors
in the Scandinavian countries, will
no doubt help to destroy anti-Catholic
prejudices in Sweden. That there is
plenty of prejudice in Sweden to combat
was shown by the bitter criticism evok-
ed by hLer conversion, despite her social
position and her fame as an anthor.

Nyblom herself has published
many successful novels, besides a vol-
ume of poems. Writing to a friend
about her conversion she says : “It only
strikes one after having been received
into the Church that it is perfectly in-
comprehensible how men wtho think,and
at thie same time wish to be Christians,
can find a harbor anywhere else than in
the church of Christ,”—N, Y. Catholic
Review.

The Living Church on Anglican
Gains,
To the Editor of the N. Y. Catholic Review.

In the Protestant Episcopal weekly
entitled tle "Li\'ing Chureh” of Nov-
ewber 16th we read :

“We often meet with confident state-
ments in the Roman Catholic papers
that the Roman Catholic chiurch in Eng-
land is incresasing in members year by
year. These statéments are sometimes
substantiated by lists of names of per-
sons more or less prominent who have
‘gone over’ from the Charch of England
to that of Rome. On examination it is
generally found that these cases extend
over the last sixty years or wore, but as
dates are not given most people are led to
believe that all these conversions have oc-
curred within a recent period. No men-
tion is made of those who,afler a sojourn
in the Papal fold of longer or shorter
duration, have returned to their allegi—
ance, no inconsiderable number. So far
a8 we know noaccount has been kept of
the Roman Catholics who have become
converts to the Apgliean communion,
though the number-is undoubtedly larze.
Since 1870 very few people of education
and intejligence have left the Church of
England for that of Kome. . >

Thus speaks the Prolestant “Living
Church.,” An old subscriber to that
paper at once wrote to its editor asking
how it could reconcile its statement that
those who “after a sojourn of longer
or shorter duration in the Papaliold
have returned to their allegiance, are
“no inconsiderable number,” when it de-
clares that “very few people of education
and intelligence have left the Church of
England for that of Rome.” IFf many
“return” a great many more must *“‘go
over ”

Secondly “An Old Subscriber” chal-
lenged the “Living Cburcly” to ention
six prominent Protestants who having,
seceded to Rome, “have Teturned to
their allegiance.,” The “Old Subscriber”
is utterly at a loss to mention even one
such person and still more at a loss to
mention any emiuent KRoman Catbolic
wiio has joinedthe Anglican Commun-
ion. If the number «is undoubtedly
large,” there would be no difficulty in
matching in Anglican gains, names, that
will compare in prominence, with those
of Marion Crawford and George Parsons
Latbrop in literature, General John T.
Newton in engineering science, Mr,
George Bliss in law, Doctor Thomas Ad-
dis Emmett in surgery, General Rose-
craus in the United States Army, Right
Reverend Monsignor Doane and Rev.
Henry Van Rensellaer, S. J., who were
Episcopal clergymen. ~These names are
selected av randowm and a long list,
though not a complete one, is given in a
book published by Reverend Father
Young, a Paulist, also a convert, entitled
“Protestant and Catholic Countries Com-
pared.”

Finally, the “Old Subscriber” chal-
lenges the statement made on the authe
ority of the English Churchman that
“fifteen priests have seceded from the
CLurch of Rome.” The “Old Subscriber”
asks their names and the dates of their
secession. Or, at least the date of the
Churchman in which the notice appear-
ed, that the statement might be investi~
gated by the proper autborittes in Lon-
don. *Of course,” continued “Old Sub-
seriber,” “you will not include on the

list the name of that unworthy priest

who was received this antumn in West-
minster Abbey, and who a day or two
later was brought before a magisirate on
the charge of gross intoxication. His
case was published in the London pap-
ers.”’

The “Living Church” maintaired a
sphynx-like silence. That no answer
bhas heen made to tliese questions of
“An Old Subscriber” either public or
private, is an avowal from the “Living
Church” which mav be left to the read-
ers’ interpretation.
