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PRBFACE.

In the introduction to a former book of Calendars and Chronology, I

ventured to say that the calendars would comniMid themselves to those

who weigh evidence, examine titles, prepare briefs or regulate accounts ;

enable students of history to reconcile, or correct, dates (confused by Old and

New Styles of reckoning tim,') ; and that calendirs of the future would be

convenient for Almanac makers and public otlicials.

This prediction has been justified by sale of fifteen hundred copies —to,

among others. Chief Justices Sir Thomas Gait, Sir William Ralph Mere-

dith, Sir Alexandre Lacoste, Sir Louis Cassault and Sir Melbourne Tait,

Hon. Chancellor Boyd, Hon. Judges Baby, Boss6, Hall, Wiirtele, Ouimet,

Loranger, Belly, de Lorimier, Cimon, Ptlleticr, Davidson, Pagnuelo, Jett6,

Doherty, P'erguson, Osier, Pringle, Carman, Lazier, Senkler and Mac-

Dougall, the late Chief Justice Sir Francis Johnson and the late Honorable

Judges Irvine, Brooks and Barry, Judges Champagne and Purcell, Police

magistrates Desnoyers and Dugas and Recorder DeMontigny, several I'ro-

thonotaries, Clerks of Court, (>lerks of Peaci, Sheriffs, Registrars, many

Lawyers, Notaries-Public, Public Accountants, City, and other Municipal,

Clerks, Treasurers and Secretaries.

The Calendars have been found convenient in Dominion and Provincial

Government offices, and are of freqi'ent use in Land, Trust, Loan, Railway

and Assurance offices. Canadian Banks have utilized many copies, thirty,

going to a single Bank, while Merchants and Manufacturers have advan-

taged by over three hundred. The work has been placed on the shelves of

many Clubs, Associations, Schools and Colleges, Private, Legal, Judicial,

Public, Legislative and Parliamentary Libraries.

As the hundred and seventy-four calendars, in my former book, were self-

proving and free from error, they have been favorably regarded by the

clergy of several denominations ; and the book is to be found in the palaces

of His Eminence the Cardinal and several Bishops and Arch-bishops.

Hardly a knight, or member of Government, in two Provinces, has

failed to patronize the work, which was subscribed for by th-ee successive

Prime Ministers of Canada : the late Sir John Abbott, the late Right Hon.

Sir John Thompson and Sir Mackenzie Bowell ; and by six Provincial Pre-

It is due to booksellers, and hesitating buyers, to say that these are

(possibly) the only one hundred and eighty-nine Calendars, and, unlike

abbreviated and perpetual Calendars, they can be u^fed and tested with

celerity.

In a few minutes, one ma' prove them by sequence of days, if there can be

any doubt with reference to tables, which, for the most part, have been in

use in many hundreds of the principal offices in Canada, without discovery

of an erroneous figure.

The earlier Calendars have been compared with reliable dates, from, and

previous to, the introduction of the New Style, in years of which an almanac

was not procurable.

For example, according to the Journals of the British House of Commons,
Parliament sat on Friday {liies veneris), 3i3t January, 1752; nth of

January, 1753, fell on Thursday (dies Jovis); the Essays in the Rambler are

dated by day of week, as well as by day of month, e.g., Essay No. 207 is

dated Tuesday, loth of March, 1752. Burrows' Law Reports afford many
days and dates, from Monday, 8th November, 1756 to 1772.

A rare old book " Laws of Connecticut " affords the date of Declaration

o!' Independence as Thursday, the 4th of July, 1776.

By courtesy of Lewis Hart and Richard G. Starke, Esquires, I have com-

pared my calculations with, respectively, long-term partial C dendars by the

late learned rabbi, Revd. Moses Lopez of Newport, Rhode Island, extend-

ing from 1805 to 1859, and Starke's Almanacs, from 1842 until some time in

the last decade.

I have calculated and produced this, possibly, largest book of Calendars,

in modern times, upon request of Public officials, and with the encouraging

example of those sagacious people, the Jews, several of whom have made
long-term Calendars, which their intelligent brother Israelites have been

prompt to patronize.

INTRODUCTION.

As, of one hundred and eighty-nine Calendars, in this book, the first

displays, in one month, the close of the Old and beginning of the New
Style of reckoning time, in Britain and British Possessions, I deem it desir-

able to preface the tables by the rarely seen Act of Parliament, under

which the Gregorian, then, replaced the Julian year and Calendar.

It may even be excusable to refresh the recollection of the best informed

that the Julian Calendar was reckoned upon the erroneous assumption that

the solar year contained three hundred and sixty-five days and six hours, so

that it would quadrennially equalize the years, to make three consecutive

years contain three hundred and sixty-five days, each, and each fourth year

to be of three hundred and sixty-six days, in perpetuity ; but, as early as

the sixteenth century, it had been remarked that the seasons fell ten days

earher than they should. Consequently, Pope Gregory XIII. caused Aloysius

Lilius, a scientist, to devise a plan of reforming the calendar ; and he,

knowing that the average Julian year exceeded the true solar year by eleven

minutes and fourteen and one-half seconds, estimated that, to replace the

year, as at the inception of the Julian Calendar, ten days should be thrown

out of October, 1582; so that, instead of \ht fifth day ^October following

next after the fourth of that month, the fifteenth day of October, 1582,

should next immediately follow ihtfourth day of that month, in such manner

that the year 1582 should contain only three hundred and fifty-five (355)
instead of 365 days.

To prevent relapse from the solar year, it was further provided that, while

the year 1600 was to be a bissextile (or leap) year, the next three centurial

years, 1700, i8co and 1900 should not be leap, but common, years of three

hundred and sixty-five days, each ; while the fourth centurial year, 2,000,

should be a bissextile (or leap) year, and so on ; 2100, 2200 and 2300 being

all common years of 365 days; and 2400, and all future years Oi.isible by

four hundred, being leap years, while those divisible by one hundred, and not

exactly divisible by four hundred, were to be common years.

By the influence of Pope Gregory XIII., the new year and calendar were

promptly accepted in Catholic countries, in 1582; but, while Protestants
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were nol ignorant of science, they were slow to make a change, until the

inconvenience persuaded Protestant Germany to adopt the new style, in

1700, and, after Denmark, Holland and Switzerland, Britain followed, in 1752

and Sweden, in .1753, leaving the Russians the only Christians, in Europe,

with the unreformed Calendar, in conseqtience of which some Russian news-

papers, until recently, have borne double dates, with thirteen days difference.

The inconvenience of discordant calendars, between commercial countries,

will be evident from these double dates of foreign correspondence, viz. :

—

" Paris,
28th April, O.S.

1722"; and "Tuesday,— May, 1722 "j
9ih May, N.S.

which cumbersome dates must occasionally have caused serious loss.

To correct this, the accompanying Statute 24th George II.,Chapter XXIII,

provided that the next natural day after the second of September, 1752,

should be the fourteenth day of that month.

From that time, every year exactly divisible by four was to be a leap year^

unless divisible by one hundred, and not by four hundred, those divisible by

one hundred being common years, except that those divisible by four hun-

dred, without remainder, were to be leap years.

Thus, while 1700 was a common year, in France, and bissextile in Eng-

land, 1800 was, and 1900 will be, an ordinary year, in both, while 2coo will

be a leap year and, as above stated (of Catholic countries), 2100, 2200 and

2300 will be ordinary years of 365 and 2400 will be a bissextile year of 366

days.

The English suffered a further calendrical inconvenience, before 1752,

This arose from the fact that, by law, the year began on the 25th of March,

in England, while, in Scotland, New Year's day fell on the first day of Janu-

ary ; and, from the last mentioned date, until 25th of March, England appear-

ed to be a year behind Scotland; while, having regard to the days of month,

it appeared to be earlier than most of the Continent.

This explains how it happens that Addison's essay, number twenty-one,

in the spectator, bears two dates, ** Saturday, March 24th, 1710-11," ihe 11

being deferential to Scotch patrons.

The next day (25th of March) being English New Year's day (and Sun-

day,— so that there was no issue of the paper), the next issue number only

one date, " March, 26th 171 1, because the year was then common in the

two countries, and so continued until the following January.

Though the Act of 1751 extended its effect to British possessions, in

America, as well as in Europe, Asia and Africa, great diversity of time

of compliance, in distant settlements, has imported new confusion into the
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study of Colonial history. For instance, in the Journals of that bravest of

rangers, Major Robert Rogers (Grand-uncle of Col. Rogers, Post-master

of Peterborough), published in 1883, ^^ Albany, the Editor says, in a foot-

note, on page 29 :

—

'' It will be noticed that the dutes are usually some fe/i," (eleven?) " days

behind those given in the text,- -evidently from the fact that the oM styU

calendar, then lately adopted in England and English Colonies, had not as

yet come entirely into use."

The Editor of that book made mistakes, from which a book of reliable

calendars would have saved him. For example, he says in a note, on page

54:—
** James Abercrombie became a Colonel April 16, 1746, and a Major-

General, in the Biitish Army, February i, 1756,"—which must be er-

roneous, for the ist of February of that year was a Sunday,—an illegal

date for a British Commission.

The calendars serve to explain a query of this writer, the Major saying,

on p. 94 :
—" We halted at a place called Sabbath day Point." The Editor,

in a foot note says:—" The origin of the name is uncertain,"—overlooking

that the 12th of March, 1758, when the Major camped there, was a Sun-

day, and may have named it accordingly ; and, to which he place subse-

quenty, conducted Major-General Abercrombie to camp (p. 118). But it is

unnecessary to multiply instances of the utility of a book of calendars.

Act 24 George II Cap. XXIII., which was passed in A.D. 1751, in

England, to introduce the New Style of reckoning

TIME IN Great, Britain and British Colonies.

An act for regulating the commencement of the year ; and for correct-

ing the calendar now in use.

I. Whereas the legal supputation of the year of our Lord in that part of

Great Britain called England, according to which the year beginneth on

the 25th day of March, hath been found by experience to be attended

with divers inconveniences, not only as it differs/rom the usage of neigh-

boring nations, but also from the legal method of computation in that

part of Great Britain called Scotland, and from the common usage

throughout the whole kingdom, and thereby frequent mistakes are oc-

casioned in the dates of deeds, and other writings, and disputes arise there-

from : and whereas the calendar now in use throughout all his Majesty's

British dominions, commonly called the Julian Calendar hath been dis-

covered to be erroneous, by means whereof the vernal or spring equinox,

which at the time of the general council of Nice in the year of our Lord

three hundred and twenty-five, happened on or about the twenty-fifth

day of March, now happens on the ninth or tenth day of the same month;

and the said error is still increasing,and,if not remedied, would, in process

of time, occasion the several equinoxes and solstices to fall at very differ-

ent times in the civil year from what they formerly did, which might tend

to mislead persons ignorant of the said alteration : and whereas a method

of correcting the calendar in such manner, as that the equinoxes and

solstices may for the future fall nearly on the same nominal days, on

which the same happened at the time of the said general council, hath

been received and established, and is now generally practiced by almost

all other nations of Europe : and whereas it will be of general conven-

ience to merchants, and other persons corresponding with other nations

and countries, and tend to prevent mistc js and disputes in or concern-

ing the dates of letters, and accounts, if the like correction be received

and established in his Majesty's dominions : may it therefore please your

Majesty that it may be enacted, and be it enacted by the King's most ex-

cellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Lords spirit-

ual and temporal and commons in this present parliament assembled, and

by the authority of the same, That in and throughout all his Majesty's

dominions and countries in Europe, Asia, Africa and America, belonging

or subject to the crown of Great Britain, the said supputation, according

to which the year of our Lord beginneth on the twenty-fifth day of March

shall not be made use of from and after the last day of December 1751

,
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and that the first day of Tanuary next following the said last day of Dec-

ember, shall be reckoned, t?ken, deemed and accounted to be the first

day of the year of our Lord 1752 ;—and the first day of January, which

shall happen next after the said 'irst day of January, 1752, shall be reck-

oned, taken, d^emed^ and pccou;Ued to be the first day of the year of

our Lord 1753 ; and so crj, from time to time, the first day

of January in every year, which shall happen in time to

come, shall be reckoned, taken, deemed and accounted to be the ist day

of the year, and that each ne\ vear shall accordingly commence, and

begin to be reckoned, from the nrst day of every such month of January

next preceeding the 25th day of March, on which such year would, ac-

cording to the present supputation, have begun or commenced : and that

from and after the said fifth day of Januarv, 1752, the several days of

each month shall go on, and be reckoned and numbered in the same or-

der ; and tne feast of Easter, and other movable feasts thereon depend-

ing, shall be ascertained according to the same method, as they now are,

until the second day ofSeptember in the said year 1752, inclusive ; and that

the natural day next immediately following the said second day of Sep-

tember shall be called, reckoned and accounted to be the fourteenth day

ofSeptember, omitting for that time only the eleven intermediate nominal

days of the common calendar ; and that the several natural days, which

shall follow and succeed next after the said fourteenth day of September,

shall be respectively called, reckoned and numbered forwards in nu-

merical order i'om the said fourteenth day of September, according to the

order and succession of days now used in the present calendar, and that

all acts, deeds, writings, notes and other instruments of what nature or

kind soever, whether ecclesiastical or civil, pubiick or private, which shall

be made, executed or signed, upon or after the said first day of January,

1752, shall bear date according to the said new method of supputation,

and that the two fixed terms of St. Hilary and St. Michael, in that part

of Great Britain called England, and the courts of great sessions in the

counties palatine, and in Wales, and also the courts of general

quarter sessions and general sessions of the peace, and all other courts

of what nature or kind soever, whether civil, criminal or ecclesiastical, and

all meetings or assemblies of any bodies politick or corporate, eiiher for

the election of any officers or members thereof, or for ;iny such oflScers

entering upon the execution of their respective officers, or for any other

purpose whatsoever, which by any law, statute, charter, custom, or usage

within this Kingdom or with any other the dominions or countries sub-

ject or belonging to the crown of Great Britain, are to be holden and
kept on any fixed or certain day of any month (except such courts as are

usually holden or kept with any fairs or marts) shall, from time to time,.



from and after the said second day of September, be holden and kept upon

or according to the same respective nominal days and times, whereon or

according to which the same are now to be holden, but which shall be

computed according to the said new method of numbering and reckoning

the days of the calendar as aforesaid ; that is to say, eleven days ' ooner

than the respective days whereon the same are now holden and kept

;

any law, statute, charter, custom or usage, to the contrary thereof in any

wise notwithstanding.

11. And for the continuing and preserving the calendar or method of

reckoning, and computing the days of the year in the same regular

course, as near as may be, in all times coming; be it further enacted by

the authority aforesaid, that the several years of our Lord, 1800, 1900,

2100, 2200, 2300, or any other hundredth y^ears of our Lord, which shall

happen in time to come, except only every fourth hundreth year of our

Lord, whereof the year of our Lord 2000 shall be the first, shall not be

esteemed or taken to be bissextile or leap years^ but shall be taken to be

common years, consisting of 365 days, and no more ; and that the years of

our Lord, 2000, 2400, 2800, and every other fourth hundredth year of our

Lord, from the said year of our Lord 2000, inclusive, and all other years of

our Lord, which by the present supputation are esteemed to be bissextile or

leap years, shall for the future, and in all times to come, be esteemed or

taken to be bissextile or leap years, consisting of 366 days, in the same

sort and manner as is now used with respect to every fourth year of our

Lord.

IIL And whereas according to the rule prefixed to the Book of

Common Prayer of the Church of England, Easter day is always the first

Sunday after the first full moon which happens next after the one and

twentieth day of March, and, if the full moon happens upon a Sunday,

Easter day is the Sunday after ; which rule was made in conformity to

the decree of the said general council of Nice, for the celebration of the

said feast of Easter : and whereas the method of computing the full moons
now used in the Church of England, and according to which the table to

find Easter forever, prefixed to the said Book of Common. Prayer, is

formed, is by process of time become considerably erroneous : and,

whereas a calendar, and also certain tables and rules for the fixing of the

true time of the celebration of the said feast of Easter, and the finding

the times of the full moons on which the samedependeth, so as the same
shall agree as nearly as may be with the decree of the said genial

council, and also with the practice of foreign countries, have been pie-

pared, and are hereunto annexed ; be it therefore further enacted by the

authority aforesaid, that the said feast of Easter, or any of the movable

feasts thereon depending, shall from and after the said second day of

September, be no longer kept or observed in that part of Great Britain
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called England, or in any other of the dominions or countries subject or

belonging to the Crown of Great Britain, according to the said method

of supputation now used, or the said table prefixed to the saiJ Book of

Common Prayer ; and that the said table, and also the column of golden

numbers, as they are now prefixed to the respective days of the month in

the said calendar, shall be left out in all future editions of the said Book

of Common Prayer ; and that the said new calendar, tables and rules,

hereunto annexed, shall be prefixed to all such future editions of i^he said

book in the room and stead thereof; and that from and after the said

second day of September, all and every the fixed feast-days, holidays

and fast days, which are now kept and observed by the Church of

England, and also the several solemn days of thanksgiving, and of fasting

and humiliation, which by virtue of any act of parliament now in being,

are from time to time to be kept and observed, shall be kept and

observed on the respective days marked for the celebration of the same

in the said new calendar ; that is to say, on the same respective nominal

days on which the same are now kept and observed, but which, according

to the alteration by this act intended to be made as aforesaid, will happen

1 1 days sooner than the same now do ; and that the said feast of Easier,

and all other movable feasts thereon depending, shall, from time to time,

be observed and celebrated according to the said new calendar, tables

and rules hereunto annexed, in that part of Great Britain called England,

and in all the dominions and countries aforesaid, wherein the liturgy of

the Church of England now is, or hereafter shall be used, and that the

movable terms of Easter and Trinity, and all courts of what nature or

kind soever, and ail meetings and assemblies of any bodies politick or

corporate, and all markets, fairs and marts, and courts thereunto belong-

ing, which by any law, statute, charter, custom or usage are appointed,

used or accustomed, to be holden and kept at any movable time or

times depending upon the time of Easter, or any other such movable

feast as aforesaid, shall, from time to time, from and after the said second

day of September, be holden and kept on such days and times whereon

the same shall respectively happen or fall, according to the happening or

falling of the said feast of Easter, or such other movable feasts as afore-

said, to be computed according to the said new calendar, tables and
rules.

IV. And be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, that the

several meetings of the Court of Session, and. terms fixed for the Court

of Exchequer in Scotland, the April meeting of the governor, bailiffs and
commonalty of the company of conservators of the great level of the fens,

and the holding and keeping of all markets, fairs and marts, whether for

the sale of goods or cattle, or for the hiring of servants, or for any othsr

purpose, which are either fixed to certain nominal days of the month, or



depending upon the beginning, or any certain day of any month, and all

courts incident or belonging to, or usually holden or kept with any such

fairs or marts , fixed to such certain times as aforesaid, shall not, from

and after the second day of September, be continued upon, or according

to the nominal days of the month, or the time of the beginning of any

month, to be computed according to the said new calendar, but that,

from and after the said second day of September, the said Courts of

Session and Exchequer, the said April meeting, and all such markets,

fairs and marts as aforesaid, and all courts incident or belonging thereto,

shall be holden and kept upon, or according to the same natural days,

upon or according to which the same should have been so kept or

holden, in case this act had not been made ; that is to say, eleven days

later than the same would have happened, according to the nominal

days of the said new supputation of time, by which the commencement

of each month, and the nominal days thereof, are anticipated or brought

forward, by the space of eleven days; anything in this act contained lo

the contrary thereof in any wise notwithstanding.

V, And whereas, according to divers customs, prescriptions and usages,

in certain places within this kingdom, certain lands and grounds are, on

particular nommal days and times in the year, to be opened for common
of pasture, and other purpose? ; and, at other times, the owners and occu-

piers of such lands and grounds have a right to inclose or shut up the

same, for their own private use ; and there is, in many other instances,

a temporary and distinct property and right vested in different persons,

in and to many such lands and grounds, according to certain nominal days

and times in the year ; and, whereas, the anticipating or bringing forward

the said nominal days and times, by the space of eleven days, according

to the said new method of supputation, might be attended with many in-

conveniences ; be it therefore further declared, provided and enacted by

the authority aforesaid.

That nothing in this act contained shall^extend, or be construed to ex-

tend, to accelerate or anticipate the days or times for the opening, inclos-

ing or shutting up any such lands or grounds as aforesaid, or the days or

times on which any such temporary or distinct property or right in or to

any such lands or grounds as aforesaid is to commence ; but that all such

lands and grounds as aforesaid shall, from and after the said second day

of September, be, from time to time, respectively opened, inclosed or shut

up, and such temporary and distinct property and right in and to such

lands and grounds as aforesaid, shall commence and begin upon the

same natural days and times on which the same should have been so re-

spectively opened, inclosed or shut up, or would have commenced or be-

gun, in case this act had not been made ; that is to say, eleven days later

than the same would have happened, according to the said new account
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and supputation of time, so to begin on the said fourteenth day of

September, as aforesaid.

VI. Provided also, and it is hereby further declared and enacted, That

nothing in this present act contained shall extend, or be construed to ex-

tend, to accelerate or anticipate the timeof payment of any renter rents,

annuity or annuities, or sum or sums of money whatsoever, which shall

become payable by virtue or in consequence of any custom, usage, lease,

deed, writing, bond, note, contrp.ct or other agreement whatsoever, now
subsisting, or which shall be made, signed, sealed or entered into, at any

time before the said fourteenth day of September, or the time of doing any

matte' ^- ""^'ng directed or required by any such act or acts of parliament

to be -1 relation thereto ; or to accelerate the payment of, or increase

the interestt)f, any such sum ofmoney which shall become payable as afore-

said ; or to accelerate the time of delivery ofany goods, chattels, wares, mer-

chandise or other things whatsoever ; or the time of the commencement, ex-

piration or determination of any lease or demise of any lands, tenements

or hereditaments or of any other contract or agreement whatsoever ; or of

the accepting, surrendering or delivering up the possession of any such

lands, tenements or hereditaments; or the commencement, expiration or

determination of any annuity or rent; or of any grant for any term of

years, of what nature or kind soever, by virtue or m consequence of any

such deed, writing, contract or agreement; or the time of the attaining

the age of one and twenty years, or any other age requisite by law, cus-

tom or usage, deed, will or writing whatsoever for the doing any act, or

for any other purpose whatsoever, by any person or persons now born, or

who shall be born then the said fourteenth day of September ; or the
time of the expiration or determination of any apprenticeship, or other

service, by virtue of any indenture, or of any article under seal, or by
reason of any simple contract or living whatsoever; but that all and every

such rent and rents, annuity and annuities, sum and sums of money, and
the interest thereof, shall remain and continue to be due and payable;
and the delivery of such goods and chattels, wares and merchandise,

shall be made ; and the said leases and demises of all such lands, tene-

ments and hereditaments, and the said contracts and agreements, shall be
deemed to commence, expire and determine ; and the said lands, tene-

ments and hereditaments shall be accepted, surrendered and delivered up,

and the said rents and annuities, and grants for any term of years, shall

commence, cease and determine, at and upon the same respective natural

days and times, as the same should and ought to have been payable or

made, or would have happened, in case this act had not been made ; and
that no further or other sum shall be paid or payable for the interest of
any sum of money whatsoever, than such interest shall amount unto, for

the true number of natural days for which the principal sum bearing such
interest shall continue due and unpaid ; and that no person or persons
whatsoever shall be deemed or taken to have attained the said age of
one and twenty years, or any other such age as aforesaid, or to have
completed the time of any such service as aforesaid, until the full number
of years and days shall be elapsed on which such person or persons, re-

spectively, would have attained such age, or would have completed the
time of such service as aforesaid, in case this act had not been made

;

anything hereinbefore contained to the contrary thereof in anywise not-
withstanding.

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CHRONOLOGY OF BUSINESS.

UYMAN SONS £e CO.

The pioneer wholesale drug house of Canada was established as a

retail business by Messrs. Wadsworth & Lyman in the year 1800, and, after

passing through several changes in the personnel of the firm, became a

wholesale business as early as 1829, though a retail department was con-

tinued until after Confederation.

The firm of Hedge & Lyman was formed in 1819, and the subsequent

changes of name were William Lyman & Co., in 1836 ; Lymans, Savage &
Co., in 1855 ; Lymans, Clare & Co., in i860, and Lyman, Sons & Co., in

1879.

The chief business of the house consists in the importation and sale

of drugs, chemicals, druggists' sundries, proprietary medicines, etc, but a

large and well-equipped laboratory is devoted to the manufacture of phar-

maceutical preparations, fluid extracts, elixirs, syrups, tinctures, chemicals,

etc. There is, besides, a surgical instrument department, stocked from the

best soui:ces of supply in England, France, Germany and the United States,

and also a very complete chemical apparatus department for the supply of

these goods to colleges, schools, mining companies and assayers. There is

also a department devoted to the manufacture of fine perfumes, after the

French process, by steam machinery, in which considerable success has

been achieved—the exhibit shown at the Chicago World's Fair having been

awarded a medal and diploma. In addition to the extensive premises on

St. Paul Street, comprising three buildings with a frontage of eighty feet,

and extending back to Capital Street, owned by the firm. No. 44 Prince

Street, which they erected in 1894, is used as a drug and spice mill. The

firm were formerly large manufacturers of linseed oil, oil cake, paints,

etc., and obtained medals for these products at nearly all the great exhibi-

tions; but this branch of the business was discontinued in 1887.

The business, of which this is the lawful sequence, originated in 1811,
before the last war with the United States, and, at the outset, bore the

name of Robertson & Co. Beginning with a good introduction, both to the
merchants of London and to the retail dealers of Canada, a happy combi-
nation of Scotch caution and French energy made the business an immediate
and permanent success.

The first change in the style of the firm was to Robertson, Masson
& Co.

•

The house afterwards assumed the names, successively, of Robertson
Masson, Larocque & Co. ; Robertson, Masson, Stang & Co. ; in 1832,
Robertson, Masson, Bruy^re & Co. ; and, in 1845, Masson, Bruyire, Thomas
& Co.

In 1849, the style became Thomas, Thibaudeau & Co. ; in 1867,
Thibaudeau, G6n6reux& Co. ; and, finally, in 1879, Thibaudeau Bros. &Co.

The parent house, at Quebec, was, until 1889, under the direction of
thelat.^ Honorable Isidore Thibaudeau, whose son Alfred Thibaudeau, is

the partner at the head of the Branch, at Montreal.

The house has a Branch in London, England.

Few Canadian firms have yielded so many or such ample foVtunes to

retiring members or an equal number of men competent for the direction of
Banks and other corporate bodies and to assist in the administration of
Government.

The late Hon. Isidore Thibaudeau, of Quebec, was a Director and
President of the Banque National, was a member of the Government formed
by the late Hon. John Sanfield Macdonald, and at different times, represented
both Quebec East and Quebec Centre in Parliament.

Alfred Thibaudeau, though still young, is already an active member
of the Board of Trade, has repeatedly declined nomination to Parliament,
is allied by mariage with the Roiland family, who are wealthy manufacturers
and, in two successive generations, have sat m the Canadian Senate. Though
Mr. A. Thibaudeau is actively interested in business, he is a Director of
several financial and benevolent Institutions.

The Hon. Joseph Rosaire Thibaudeau, uncle of A. Thibaudeau Esq.,
lately retired from the firm of Thibaudeau Bros., upon accepting the
shrievalty of Montreal, is still a Senator, and holds many high offices in

financial and Industrial companies.

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The Quebec Bank
(ESTABLISHED 1818)

The Quebec Bank (senior to all other incorporated Canadian monetary

institutions except the Bank of Montreal, and its junior by only one year,

originated at a meeting held on Ihursday, the 9th of July, 1818, at Quebec,

^resolving upon ;^75,ooo capital, with single liability ; the affairs being

subject to thirteen Directors, and the Bank's duration^ being limited to a

small fraction of its actual seventy-nine years of usefulness, within which it

has paid, in dividends, several millions of dollars.

The Directorate chosen on Monday, 7th of September, 1818, consisted

of J. W. Woolsey, Thomas White, J. McCallum, John Jones, Charles

Smith, Louis Massue, Jean Langevin, Henry Black, Ph. Aubert de Gasp6,

W. G. Sheppard, John Goudie (builder of the first ship which crossed to

Europe by steam alone), E. Lagreux and B. Tremainc.

The first two above named and Captain Noah Freer (Sir George Pre.

Yost's military secretary in 181 2) were, respectively, president, vice-presi-

dent and cashier.

En passant^ it may interest antiquarians to know that the vaults con-

tain signatures of the Governors, leading Officials and provincial Politicians

from 18 18.

The Bank's legal advisers have been Andrew Stuart, Q.C., Henry Black

Q,C., George O'Kill Stuart, Q.C., J. C. Vannorous, and Messrs, Andrews,

Caron and Andrews, most of whom became eminent judges.

The Corporation assented to by King George IV. on the i6th of Sep-

tember, 1822, was by Act to dissolve in 1831, but its existence was extended,

successively, to ist August, 1836, and ist August, 1837. During suspension

ofConstitutional Government in default of Provincial authority to prolong its

entity, winding up of the business was contemplated. Fortunately, in 1838

the Administrator, Sir George Colborne, with the Special Council's advice

and consent, meaning to arrest draining the Country of specie, exempted

Chartered Banks from paying otherwise than in money uttered by these

institutions to the amount of their capital, until ist of June, 1839, or earlier

after sixty days notice, the banks meanwhile refraining from selling specie

except to Government.

As the suspension of specie payment lasted three years, the Quebec

Bank supplemented want of silver by issuing copper currency and notes for

thirty sous and three francs (equal respectively to i s. 3 d. and 2 s. 6 d.).

Meanwhile, in England the Cashier secured a Royal Charter with

authorized increase of capital to ;^ 100,000, but, upon reinstating constitu-

tional Government, the Bank was to be re-incorporated.
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Though the Charter limited interest upon the Bank's loans to six per

cent., it has, on an average, paid considerably over six per cent, on the stock,

declaring, in 1819 and succeeding years, 6, 75^, 7, 6j4t 6, 6, 6, 4^, 6, 6, 6,

6, 6, 6, and 6 (in 1833), followed by three years which yielded no dividend,

succeeded by 4^, and 8 per cent, (in 1838).

Between 1822 and 1843 ^^^ Presidency was occupied by Messrs. W.
Sheppard, C. Smith, John Frazer and James Gibb.

In 1852 Captain Freer's thirty-four years' faithful tenure of office was

recognized by a pension ; and like good fortune long afterwards befell his

successor, the late Charles Gethings. With increase of capital to $3,000,-

000 in 1852, the number of Directors was reduced to seven, possibly from

fear that the duty of so many would be neglected by all.

In 1839, ^^^ subsequently, the annual dividends were 6, 7, 11 (including

ifonus), followed by 7, 6, 6}4, 6>^, 3, 2, 4, 4 and 5 per cent.

In 1853, and onward to i860, the Bank paid 7, 7, 7, 7, 6^, 6, 6}i and

and 7^ per cent.

In i860, W. H» Anderson became President and William Dunn suc-

ceeded Mr. Gethings as Cashier ; and the dividends were 8, 8, 7j^ and 7

per cent., from 1861 to 1864, when D. D. Young became President and

James Henderson General Manager ; and dividends rose, between 1865

and 1883 to 7, 7, 7, 7, 7,7, 7J^, 8, 8, 8, 8, 7^, 7, 7, 6, 6, 6, 6}4 and 7

per cent.

At Mr. Young's death in 1869, the Hon. J. G. Ross became President,

William Withall, Esq., Vice-President and Mr. Stevenson was Cashier.

The personnel of the present able Directorate of the Bank is John

Breakey, President, Wm. J. Withall, Vice-President, Messrs. Caspard

Lemoine, John T. Ross, Wm. A. Marsh, and Messrs. Veasey and Boswell.

The present General Manager is Thomas McDougall, who succeeeded

to Mr. Stevenson in January, 1895.

Mr. McDougall, having entered the Bank, at Three Rivers, in May,

1870, was promoted in May, 1873, to be Manager of the Montreal Branch,

from which he was elevated to the Chief Managership of the Bank in

1895.

THIS important dry dock and ship-building yard was established in 1835, by the late

Augustin Cantin, native of Lower Canada. He built the steamboat "Coquette"
in that year, before the era of iron ships. During a quarter century, after the works
were opened, they were distant from the city, and surrounded by green fields; but,

now that building has reached the works and gone far westward, the City burthens the

Cantins with taxation upon within thirty thousands of a quarter of a million of dollars.

The founder lived to the age of eighty-four years, and, up to that time, in 1893, he
did not cease the supervision of this remarkable survival of early enlightened enterprise.

Fortunat''ly, his sons, Charles Albert Cantin and James Benning Cantin, were familiar wiLh
the impoixant business, and carry it on with skill and energy.

The head of this firm was bom in Dundee, Scotland, on the 13th of June, 181 6.

One of his brothers, mate of an East Indiaman, was drowned off the Cape of Good
Hope ; and another commanded the " Dundee," on the Canadian Upper Lakes.

ITie founder, early in life, had to earn his support, owing to his father's death, and
drifted between book-binding, rope-spinning, cooking on ship board, and baking until the

famous Dundee confectioner, Keiller, engaged to teach him his art, feed, lodge, clothe and
school him, so satisfactorily that he remained in Mr. Keiller's house until he was married

and a father.

On the 5th of April, 1840, he sailed from Dundee, on the ship " Atlantic,** for

Montreal, under engagement with a son of his Dundee employer.

The ship foundered on the rocky coast of Newfoundland, causing the loss of the pos-

sessions of all the passengers and one life. The Alexanders escaped by being drawn up to

fn over-hanging rock, Mr. Alexander carrying his child in his arms. Benevolent Scotch

Newfoundlanders provided him with clothing and passage to Montreal, so that, in June, he
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was at work for Mr. John'Keiller, with such success that, he was soon hit partner, on
Notre Dame Street ; but, despite prosperity, he was tempted to further quest of fortune,

successively, at London, Upper Canada and Kingston ; but, being disappointed, returned

to Montreal.

An introduction, by Rev'd Dr. Wilkes, to a capitalist, enabled Mr. Alexander to

recommence business on McGill Street, where, by habitually paying for the previous supply

before ordering another, he was soon in good position.

In 1843, he purchased a central store on Notre Dame Street ; and, in five years, was
able to pay the price, JC4,5oo.

Being naturally philanthropic, he soon joined hands with other well-disposed members
of St. Andrew's Society, in promoting the Protestant House of Industry and Refuge, of

which he became the fourth President.

He was elected a City Councillor and member of the Legislative Assembly.

He has promoted outdoor relief and annual Fresh Air Funds, and, in 1872, erected

a boys* home, at his sole cost. Amcnw many presidencies of philanthropic societies and

institutions, he has been president of tne Society to prevent Cruelty to Animals, and of

the McKay Institute for Deaf Mut'is; and he is probably the oldest office-holder of the

General Hospital, of which he has been president and vice-president. He has also pro-

moted the successful establishment of the Protestant Insane Hospital.

It is exemplary to those iri like position, having been defrauded of a large fortune, when
sixty-five years of age, Mr. Alexander, not sitting down to spend his remaining strength

in lamenting the loss of his two hundred thousand dollars, recommenced with the courage

which has been justified by success, which was all the more sure as his sons, Charles and

John, loyally made common cause with their father ; and he 'has recognized their merit by
making them his partners.

It need not be said, in Montreal, where each second or third corner allures with
" Licensed to sell Spirituous Liquors," Alexander dr» Sons' temperance dining-room is a

public boon.

£bineezer Edwin Gilbert, who was born at Montreal, in 1823, studied

under the late Mr. Workman and at the Chambly College ; but, though he

lacked further opportunity of higher education, at the age of sixty-six years,

English Engineering Periodicals ranked him in the category of such famous

engineers as Corliss and Lord Armstrong, who also had enjoyed but limited

opportunities of education.

He was, early, in the employ of Hooker & Holton, grain shippers, and

there, discovered his genius by inventing a man-power device, which so

speedily emptied grain boats as to elicit strong disapproval of unemployed

stevedores.

He availed of the first opportunity to begin engine-building in the

' St. Lawrence Engine Works," in 1845 ^^t subsequently established the

n
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present "Gilbert Works," where he made improved River and Lake Engines
by his personal Inventions.

In 1859, ha introduced the (now generally used) Corliss System of
Valves on the St. Lawrence.

Stokers, on that river owe him thanks for comfort and prolonged life,

by introducing the forced blast and closed stokehole, affording them
substitution of cold air for furnace heat.

The Gilberts (father and sons) subsequently produced a new system of

subaqueous drilling, which enabled them to deepen the Gallops' Rapids, ex-

cavating three millions cubic feet of solid lime-rock, ten feet under water,

running from six to ten miles per hour, in a length of thirty-three hundred, by

two hundred feet in width. Notwithstanding distance and natural jealousy

between rival cities, Toronto contracted with the Messrs. Gilbert for a

pumping engine able to supply billions of gallons of water /(?r year, from

miles away, at the bottom of Lake Ontario.

Following Toronto's example, in open competition, by test of efficiency,

power, simplicity and economy of fuel, Montreal in 1888, bought from

Giiberi& Sons a pumping engine, which proved 50 percent, more efficacious

and economical than was stipulated, raising more than three million gallons

daily to the reservoir.

In 1874, Mr. Gilbert was engaged to build an international ship, to

carry forty-four loaded cars, weighing, in all, from one to two millions of

pounds, resisting and breaking through ice-fields through which the

great International Ferry-Boat plies, between Detroit and Windsor, with

such adaptations that there is no difficulty in shipping and re-shipping the

varying weights.

The late Mr. E. E. Gilbert was, on the 12th of February, 1889,
nurrying from one to another public duty, when the designer ofgreat engines

suddenly could not command one more pulsation of the over worked heart

;

and others took up his tasks where he left them.

Fortunately fitted by talent, education and experience in every depart-

ment, his sons, Frank Gilbert, Esq., President of the Company, E. E. Gilbert

Jr., Philip Gilbert and G. H. Gilbert, were able to continue the work ; and
among other of their important and national works are presently engaged in

enlarging the Cornwall Canal and in enlarging and deepening the Galops
Rapids channel.

Considering the importance of public defense, among the chief honors
wnich have befallen these engineers has been selection by the War Depart-

ment of Great Britain of their Works, where, on and after the 30th of August,

1879, first one and, subsequently, many 64 cannons were successfully con-

verted into rifled guns.

Gilbert Brothers' great experience of subaqueous excavations, in swift

currents, has caused their being consulted by British Engineers as to

I-
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similar works on the River Nile ; and Austrian and Hungarian Engineers

engaged in reducing Rapids on the River Danube, have carefully studied

their inventions and devices, and finally utilized them.

In a long article in the " Engineering " paper (English) of 2nd Octo-

ber, 1896, on improving the navigation of the River Danube, previously

obstructed and endangered by narrows, shoals and rapids, it is shown how
much Europe is indebted to the invention of the eminent Canadian Engi-

neers, Gilbert Brothers, saying :

—

" Drills were therefore abandoned and Gilberfs devices were given a

. trial.

" This boat (No. i) carried three boring machines on a platform aft ;

the tool, which acts by percussion, is protected by a strong planking

secured by angle-irons, and further by a tube which also facilitated the

insertion of the dynamite cartridge and primer into the finished hole.

" The boat was held by one main anchor and four side anchors, and

rested on four props or feet formed of 2 ft. timber 37 ft. long, and jacks by
means of which the whole boat could be lifted 2 in., so as to be perfectly

steady, but exposed, of course, to very considerable strains.

" The chisel-shaped tool was actuated by a steam piston working with

a pressure of 84 lbs., and the finished hole was scoured with water under
pressure of 1 1 2 lbs.

The Canada Paper Company, Ltd.

The entrance into business of the late William Brooks, of Sherbrooke,

was facilitated by his father's being the only Bank Agent in an area of one

hundred square miles, so that he was locally almost a monopolist, with three

stores in the surrounding country and the Sherbrooke Post Office under

the same roof with a general drug and book-store, bindery and tailor's shop,

besides ownership of a blacksmith's shop and carriage factory ; and, in

1847, the British American Land Company dammed the river Magog and

enabled him to start a paper mill in 1848, where he made writing-paper of

" fairly good quality."

In 185 1, Reid Brothers gave up paper-making in Stanstead, and with

their machinery Mr. Brooks equipped a second mill, adjoining the original

one. Both were soon burned, but were replaced, and produced good strong

wrapping and printing paper, but no writing paper.

In 1 85 1, the product was advertised in the Canada Directory; and.



in 1853, on the back of Mr. Brooks', " Maine Illustrated Temperance
Alminac," picturing the dram-seller's daughter at a piano, while the drunk-

ard's family appear in misery.

In 1859, the firm of Angus & Logan began dealing in paper, at

wholesale, in Montreal, and in that year became Mr. Brooks' agents for

buying supplies, selling the output of the mill and furnishing specifications

of paper suitable for the market. Unfortunately Mr. Brooks failed in i86o-

Richard Dalby Morkill, a merchant of means, then undertook the mills

and continued the previous selling agents, who, in 1859, ^^^ fortunately

€m|)loyedas junior clerk John Macfarlane, afterwards their partner, recently

Mayor of the town of VVestmount, and now President of the Canada Paper

Company.
In 1863, Mr. Morkill was pleased to have the selling agents become

principals ; and 'they prospered from the outset, except the burning of the

mills, in i 866.

Fortunately Daniel P. Squires, a Vermonter, who had been making

paper in the Land Company's building, between the Magog Bridge and

the Grand Trunk Railway Bridge, surrendered the mill to Messrs. Angus &
Logan.

Two years later, John Macfarlane became a member of Angus,

Logan & Company, and, as though the new blood had imported fres h

energy, in the very next year, they first in Canada made chemical wood

pulp for paper making.

In 1871, the Company was dissatisfied with the Land Company's terms

for water power, and as Windsor Falls had abundance of wood for making

pulp, they purchased the power and adjoining lands at Windsor, but kept

the Sherbrooke mills until 1873.

The mill having been demolished in 1874, there has been no paper

making since at Sherbrooke.

In 1872, The Canada Paper Company, Limited, was incorporated,

succeeding the old firm.

The business has long had in succession the advantage of co-operation

of the late Sir Hugh Allan and his brother, Andrew Allan; and it is

remarkable that, though still young, Mr. Macfarlane has passed thirty-eight

years in this business, rising through successive grades from a clerkship to

first presidency and chief management.

The Company's products are now in almost every house in Canada
;

and, as to the quality of their products, this page proves the excellence of

one of many kinds.

As increasing business necessitates keeping pace with invention, in

this fiftieth year of the inception of the business the mills are being

doubled from a daily output of twenty-five to fifty tons by means of four

thousand five hundred horse power, and the business supports over two

thousand people.

The Toronto office was opened years ago by the now President in

person.

The Company's store-house is admittedly the best in America, covering

ten thousand square feet separated from the Bank of Montreal, by a

narrow lane.

The six strong tastefully ornamented stories of Montreal limestone are

fully occupied. The offices one hundred feet in length enjoy the light of

an exceptionally broad street.

James Williamson, native of Sanquhar, Dumfrieshire, in Scotland, was

born on the 1 6th of August, 1824, and got his early education at the

Parish School of that place.

In 1843 ^^' Williamson came to Montreal and was employed by

Messrs. Logan, Cringan & Co., exporters of breadstuffs and warehousemen ;

but, in 1851, he became a warehouseman and commercial agent and is now
the oldest in that line in Montreal, with fifty-four years* agreeable commer-

cial relations with Montreal's most prominent merchants.

His premises are exceptionally well situatied, conveniently surrounded

by Railway, River and Canal communication, with Grand Trunk Railway

track to his doors, and canal in front.

F. B. McNAMEE, J.P.

Francis Bernard McNamee, son of George McNamee and his wife

Ellen Rehill, was born on the 7th of September, 1828, at Cavan, in Ireland,

where he attended McCaffrey's (Independent) School, until, in 1839, the

family sailed from Dublin, in the " Escort," commanded by Captain Minto,

of Hartlepool.

The family settled almost on the site of Mr. McNamee's present

residence.

He was, successively, at school under Mr. DeLorimier, some Parisian

Friars and Donald Frascr, who taught him book-keeping and grammar.

In 1841, he received practical education in road-making, when, under

supervision of Walter Shanley, C.E., the road up Cote des Neiges Hill was

graded and a road was made around Mount Royal.

11
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Time-keeping, at the quarries, proving uncongenial, he went to New
York ; and, to avoid asking paternal aid, worked as a laborer on the

Schuylkill Canal, until the contractor, James Brady, gave )iira, with lighter

work, better pay.

Returning to Canada, in 1847 ^^^ while overseer of building immigrant

sheds, contracted ship-fever, of which the .lamented mayor, John E. Mills,

died from helping immigrants, of whom 9,634 died between ist of January

and ist November, 1847.

Mr. McNamee has since constructed many good and important roads

and streets, notably Mill street and Seigneurs street, Montreal ; and>

dating good fortune from his marriage to Ann Byrne, of Quebec, in 1854,

he, in the following year got his first paying contract, which was to widen

the road up Mountain Hill, Quebec, so that a horse can economize its

strength by a zigzag course up the steep.

He supervised several thousand men in macadamizing and planking

the Government roads from Chambly to Granby, by Rougemont and

Abbotsford, and afterwards made some Government roads in Hereford,

Hampden, Ditton and Auckland. He first learned something of railway

construction in 1851, under McCallum and Riley, contractors, between St.

Johns and Rouse's Point.

In 1852, he was purchasing railway supplies between Quebec and

Richmond for Rigney & Ferrie.

When Messrs. Jackson, Brassey, Peto & Betts undertook to complete

the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railway (now Grand Trunk), the first

Canadian their agent, the late Mr. Reekie, employed was Mr. McNamee,
and he contmued until 1855.

He has since had many contracts with the Grand Trunk Railway of

Canada, supplying tanks, ties and fences, etc.

With a force of twelve hundred men he constructed the necessary

connecting railway line between the Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk

Systems, from Lachine Bank to St. Laurent.

He has largely contributed to the water supply of the three chief cities

of Canada, including rock cuttings for pipe-laying both in Quebec and

Montreal, the building of a pier at Lachine, protecting the mouth of the

aqueduct from ice, and the " inland cut," or canal, three miles below

Lachine j and the laying in Lake Ontario an oaken pipe, six feet in

diameter and constructed of staves six inches thick, extending twenty-four

hundred feet into the Lake, placed on a bed prepared by dredging and

cribwork secured by stones, which was effective, until the authorities grew

negligent after fourteen or fifteen years, when some lengths appeared like

a huge sea-serpent on the surface, and failed to do accustomed duty.
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He has built several canal locks '/and in 1875-6-7 and 8, by working in

winter, he enlarged section 3 of Lachine Canal, costing nearly $1,000,000.

Upon section 34 of Welland Canal, 1600 men helped him to earn

$225,000.

In partnership with William G. Turner, (native of Montreal, educated

here, and successively employed by Tylee & Co., the Union Navigation

Company and Mr. McNamee, as confidential jclerk, during many years,) he

is engaged upon deepening a section of Lachine Canal, for about $1,000,000,

carried on with many labor-saving inventions.

The work goes on at night by electric light ; steam-drills preparing

for blasts, under water, the charges being exploded by electricity, and
at such depth as to prevent serious injury to the boats containing the

machinery.

The dynamite required is made by the Company in the vicinity.

He has constructed, amc^'sr many other wharves, one at Coteau Landing

and several at the east end of Montreal Harbour.

Among many timber slides, he has constructed several on the Back
River.

He has dredged the Ottawa River, between Ottawa and Gatineau, and

the Toronto Harbour, in successive years, to improve navigation, and

west of Toronto to prevent pollution of the air and water supply.

One work, for which he received three quarters of a million dollars, has

proved of disproportionately great public advantage, it being a dam drowning

the Blondeau rapids, so as to afford a timber-slide a mile in length ; and

it saves the necessity of using a troublesome and costly lock.

By the graving dock in the Esquimault (B.C.) Harbour he experienced

a loss.

Some of his men have followed his fortunes twenty years or more, and

acquired a competence ; and are not jealous of his having made considerable

investments, which afford the public assurance of his ability to carry out

future contracts.

He recollects among early elections, owd at Terrebonne, when Sir L.

H. Lafontaine allowed Dr. McCuUough to be elected by acclamation to

prevent a faction fight.

The division being then lingual, and Irishmen so being considered Eng-

lishmen, road-makers went out to keep the peace with pick-handles ; but

finding no disturbance to quell, went to Si. Laurent, where the late A. M.
DeLisle and Hon. James Leslie were candidates ; and a Scotchman of La-

chine having been killed at the first day's polling, was avenged by des-

truction of property, resulting in contestation of the return in Parliament.

II
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A.t an election, when barricades across the street were erected to pre*

vent fighting, the votes being cast on opposite sides of the barricades, the

late Hon. Jean Louis Beaudry, Returning Officer, seeing that this device had

so retarded polling as partially to disfranchise the constituency, disregarding

the law requiring closing of the poll at 5 p. m. he proposed to continue at

night until every vote should be polled ; but the military were sent to close

the election, if need be, at the point of the bayonet.

Mr. McNamee has been Justice of the Peace, President of St. Patrick's

Society in 1859-60 and from 1876 to 1881, when the Society presented him

an almost life-size portrait of himself, wearing the gold chain of office, with

Ireland's watch-dog pendant.

Both, Mr. and Mrs. McNamee have been well known as generous con-

tributors to charitable Institutions.

If from the sum of causes of Canada's prosperity were subtracted the

roads, railways, canals, wharves, harbour improvements and timber-slides

constructed by Mr. McNamee, every form of business in the country would

be greatly discommoded. It is not, therefore, 100 much to expect that the

future historian of Canada will make respectful mention of Francis Bernard

McNamee.

*• Longueuil", which still bears the names of Hartley dr» Amesse.

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This prominent business, owned by William C. Mclntyre, Samuel Hird

and James K. Whyte, originated with the late Duncan Mclntyre, who was

born on the 23rd of December, 1834, at Strathyre, near Callander,

Perthshire, Scotland, and remained until, in 1849, ^^ sailed for Canada,

already known as a land of unlimited resources, which only awaited railway

transportation.

The country, therefore, had much need of men of discernment,

enterprise and courage ; and the (now) historic Duncan Mclntyre came in

good season to learn the country's requirements. Before taking any

prominent public position, he was clerk, book keeper and junior partner^

but, in 1864, became head of the wholesale firm of Mclntyre, Denoon &
Co., and continued chief partner in a very prominent linen business.

Having meanwhile learned the needs of the Vi^lley of the Ottawa, he

devoted several years to constructing a railway from Brockvilk to Ottawa,

with great advantage to himself.

He was thus prepared for the great work of constructing the Canadian

Pacific Railway.

The head of a previous Syndicate for th'. accomplishment of that

purpose, when abandoning the enterprise, consoled his associates with the

conviction that persistance would have proved ruinous to every member
of that Syndicate ; but, under more favorable terms, on the loth of

December, 1880, a new Canadian Pacific Railway Contract was laid before

Parliament wherein the parties named were Her Majesty the Queen, of one

part, and, of the other part, Duncan Mclntyre, J. Kennedy, R. B. Angus,

J. J. Hill, Morton, Rose & Co., of London, and Reinach & Co., of Paris.

Mr. Mclntyre was mentioned in the Act of Incorporation, as a co-

director with George Stephen (now Lord Mount Stephen), John S. Kennedy,

R. B. Angus, James Hill, H. S. Northcote, P. du Grenfell, Sir Donald

Smith (now Lord Strathcona) and Baron de Reinach.

This great undertaking employed such an aggregation of various talents

and experience that completion of the Railroad was accomplished in little

more than half the stipulated time ; and, instead of being ruined, Mr.

Mclntyre, Mr. Angus, Sir George Stephen, and Sir Donald Smith and
others were greatly enriched.
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When his work on the Canadian Pacific was complete, the late Mr.

Mclntyre accepted a seat at the Board of Directors of the Grand Trunk

Railway Company of Canada, with appreciable beneficial effect upon the

management of that Railway, though he died while young, on ihe 13th of

June, 1895.

He early contracted marriage with Miss Cassils, member of an influen-

tial family and connection, and the eldest of" their children is at the head of

the firm of Mclntyre, Son & Co.

Mr. Mclntyre ran for Parliament, in the Liberal interest, in South

Renfrew, but at the time, Conservative theories were popular and, being

defeated, he was never afterwards at leisure to re-present himself for election.

Indeed, Parliament offered nothing to further his ambition, when he had

already attained the honor of contributing to enrich, strengthen and 'consoli-

date the British Empire, by shortening the route from England to India and

of making of a vast wp.ste a broad Canadian wheat-field, already annually

yielding tens of millions of bushels.

CHARLES GURD,
(Established i866.)

Charles Gurd, who was born at Edgeworthstown, Ireland, in 1841, was

brought by his parents, at the age of four, to Montreal, where he has

built up one of the great industries of the City and of this Country.

Educated successively at Watson's Commercial Academy, Montreal

High School and (by special course) in Chemistry at McGill College, he

was early made practical in a chemical and drug store, which, with repeated

inspections of leading works abroad, fitted him to be, first, manager and for

a quarter century sole owner of the extensive manufactory of his Dublin

Ginger Ale and Soda Water, the fame of which is known throughout the

civilized world, he having, in connection with his Belfast Ginger Ale, aerated

beverages and medicated waters, borne off from all competitors, in Lon-

don, England and the World's Columbian Exposition, two Gold, four

Bronze and three Silver medals and sixteen Diplomas for " superior excel-

lence," etc., etc.

It is foreseen that, in the heat of 1898, he will experience accession to

Canadian patrons, besides the approval of expected two hundred thousand

miners in Klondike, their correspondents at home, wherever gold is in

request and summer heat induces thirst.

This may be regarded as either a very old or as a modern house, accord-

ing to the point of view, for, by succession, it dales from 1828 or 1829, when

it originated with Robert Graham, who had been, successively, journeyman

and partner with Mr. Nickless in a bindery east of St. Lambert street ; but

they separated in 1828 (the year the present senior partner was born).

Mr. Graham was so successful that, in 1842, he had a second shop, one

being on St. Francois Xavier street, opposite Hospital street, and the other

at the upper end of the site of the British Empire Assurance building.

In 1869, Mr. Graham being in difficulties, the stock and good-will of

his business was transferred to the new firm of Morton, Phillips & Co., who
opened business on Notre Dame street, Montreal, on the 5th of November,

1869, according'to circular of a week earlier.

The new firm was constituted of Henry Morton, son of William, wno
served in the Peninsular War under Wellington, and only by twenty-four

hours missed being in the battle of Waterloo, in the 20th Regiment of Light

Dragoons, was pensioned and lived, late in life, in the historic barracks of

Isle au Noix.

Henry, who was born in London, England, on the 26th March, 1828,

and was brought to Canada in 1832, was educated in Mr. Maxwell's private

school, on the site of H. Shorey & Co.'s store.

The second partner, Charles Samuel John Phillips, born at Quebec on

the 13th of October, 1844, son of Thomas O. Phillips, accountant, and grand-

son of John Phillips, who, under Lord Durham's administration, repaired

the walls of Quebec and had other contracts under government.

Mr. Phillips, after instruction under, among other teachers. Dr. Howe,
Mr. Gibson and Hezekiah Arnold, was employed successively by Messrs.

Geo. Dowker & Co., Robert Graham (founder of the House) and, at Ottawa,

as manager for Messrs. Home & Hope, now James Hope & Sons, and

traveled to represent Richard Worthington, until, in 1869, the firm of Mor-

ton, Phillips & Co. was formed.

The firm name was changed on the ist of July, 1872, to Morton

Phillips & Bulmer, and on the ist July, 1879, ^^^V added printing to other

branches.

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The next change was by Thomas <Jampbell Bulmer's withdrawal, on the

i6lh of July, 1890, since when he has served as Councillor of Westmount,

and the firm has been styled Morton, Phillips & Co,

In 1869, eight persons did all the work in all departments of the busi-

ness, which was confined to one building ; but now there are over one

hundred employees, and the premises extend to the adjoining building in

the upper stories.

Of the two other partners, Hugh Cameron, native of Glasgow, born on

the 6th of January, 1835, has been a Canadian from 1846; and Robert

James Gibson, born on the 26th of July, 1858, in Montreal, educated under

H. Arnold, entered the store in 1876, and had worked up to a partnership

in 1890.

The inception of this important factor in Canadian Trade was due to

the sagacity and energy of the late John Shedden, who was born in

Kilburnie, Ayrshire, Scotland, 1825.

9
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Leaving his native country, after he had acquired experience in

raihvay construction, he migrated to the land of wheat fields and long

distances, in which he assumed that railways would be of prime necessity.

Soon afterwards, he undertook and satisfactorily completed several

railway contracts in Virginia ; and came to Canada in 1855.

Conceiving that narrow guage railways, besides costing less, would

admit of greater speed than others, he was among the foremost promoters

of that system of roads.

Consequently, he was given, and executed, several contracts for the

construction of long sections of that class of railways.

His knowledge of the resources of the country facilitated his acquisition

of large areas of land for colonization purposes, on which he laid out

several villages, which have all proved prosperous places.

Anticipating that, after the struggle for mere existence, characteristic

of a new country, there would follow a demand for superior cattle, he

engaged in importing and breeding high class stock, and, for some years,

held annual sales, which were attended by purchasers from distant portions

of this country and the States.

As railways multiplied, he perceived the inconvenience and loss

attending want of system in the delivery of freight, to, and from, the railway

storehouses, and, with great advantage to all concerned, contracted, with

several railway corporations, to do the work of a common carrier.

Consequently, in the Montreal Directory of 1863-64, appears the

following, viz :

—

*' Shedden John, general railway contractor and forwarder.

" Thomas Symington, agent Grand Trunk Railway ; office for

collection and delivery of freight ; off 7 St. Helen St."

Mr. Shedden was accidently killed, on the 14th of May, 1873, at

Cannington Station, on the line of the Toronto & Nipissing Ry. Co., of

which he was, then, President.

Owing to his decease, his private business was undertaken by a joint

stock company, of which Thomas Symington became managing director.

Mr. Shedden was uncle of the present managing director, Hugh Paton,

Esq., who, with his lamented brother, was induced to make his home in

Canada, in the business and social life of which he takes a prominent part.

During Mr. Paton's absence, in Europe, he has been elected President

of the St. Andrew's society.

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The public, in general, feel interested to know something of the history

of a prominent business man.

George Graham, son of Alexander Graham and his wife, Jean McKell,

from Ayrshire, was born in the Parish of St. Micheal, on the Island of

Montreal, where he learned more French than English.

On the next farm, Hon. Senator Og'vie was reared and acquired such

facility in speaking French that it is indifferent to him to make a speech or

negotiate business in either of the two languages of the country.

When Mrs. Graham died in 1832 it was thought best to place her son

at Grafton's School, where Shorey's store stands, in 1897, on (then) St. Joseph,

now Notre-Dame Street, where many friendships were formed ; but, of all

the band very few remain io business except Mr. Graham and E. K. Greene,

This is not surprising, when it is considered that Mr. Graham has passed

his allotted three score and ten years, though still strong and robust.

From St. Michael, he accompanied his father in his migration to La-

coUe, where he had a large general store, and a large farm, at Henrys,

burg, and, in double occupation, George learned to both supervise making

good butter and to sell it. So, when the late George Childs (afterwards con-

testant for the mayoralty) exchanged from retail to a wholesale business,

Mr. Graham bought out his business at the corner of Notre Dame and St,

Henry Streets.
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Thence, he moved to the Bonaventure Building, designed for Parlia-

mentary purposes (in one of three buildings, on Victoria Square, where he

spent a quarter of a century), and would have continued there had he not

perceived that electric cars would revolutionize business, by changing the

fashionable drives and the routes of business men, from Beaver Hall to

Windsor Street ; so he migrated westward to St. Catherine street, where his

son Alexander purchased and rebuilt in 1893.

Old friends called to ask ;
" Have you lost your senses to come away from

youi customers ? " They have called many times since, but no longer ask

this question, because they find the store, though large, as nearly crowded

as would be confortable for all concerned ; and, already, the place would be

saleable at double the cost.

Meantime, the occupants are more comfortable in an attractive building,

brightened by lofty rooms, fine windows and fittings of Southern pine.

In Mr. Graham's youth, merchant princes lived over, and convenient

to, their stores, and Mr. Graham likes to be near enough to prevent loss

by fire or burglary, besides enjoying the finest oi wide streets, with its mo-

dern conveniences, and he finds grateful rest contiguous to his work.

Mr. Graham has repeatedly declined the honor of nomination to the

City Council ; but, not unmindful of public duties, is a member of the Board

of Trade and, besides being more than twenly-five years an Polder of St.

Andrew's Church, and Trustee of the Mount Royal Cemetery, he has been a

governor of the General Hospital, member of St. Andrew's Church Society

and Caledonian Societies, besides being a Justice of the Peace.
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WILLIAM DRYSDALB
Bookseller aqd Publisher, Mor\treal.

William Drysdale, whose father was Adam Drysdale, native of

Dunfermline, Scotland, long in Canadian Civil Service, first by favor of the

late Lord Elgin, was born at Montreal on the lylh of April, 1847, and was
educated under Mr. Hicks, some time Principal of the McGill Normal
School

.

The failure of his father's health closed his way to a college course and
led to his being employed in the book-store of the late John Dougall,

founder of the Montreal Witness^ where, in time, he was promoted to a

responsible position. From there he entered Mr. Grafton's as confidential

clerk, and remained ten years. In 1874, he started a book-store on his own
account, which has so prospered that it is hardly second to any other in

Canada, being in operation on two principal -streets of the city, St. James
and St. Catherine streets, and so extensive, in fact, as to demand classification

of management and the employment of the large capital of a joint-stock

company to provide school books and literature for patrons in all the

provinces.

Mr. Drysdale's proved good taste, exactitude, promptitude and

experience have made him a favorite publisher with many authors of historic

and scientific works in more than one country.

His benevolent interest in the common weal renders him one of the

most popular and admired citizens, and has made him useful in the Society

for Protection of Women and Children, in the Dominion Temperance

Alliance, as promotor of the Boys' Home, as Life Member of the Mechanics

Institute and as Governor of the Protestant Hospital for the Insane.

He has been twice married, first to a daughter of the late Charles

Wales, of St. Andrews, and, secondly, to a sister of the Honorable John

Mcintosh, Sheriff of St. Francis,'andhas two sons.

It is not always kind to publish the benevolences of the generous, but

a Scottish poet has, in verse, truthfully portrayed Mr. Drysdale as :

James M. Aird is a member of one of Montreal's earliest English-

speaking families ; his grandfather, Robert Aird, sen., merchant, having

arrived from Scotland, in 1782, in which year Great Britain recognized the

United States' independence.

Montreal* then had less than six thousand inhabitants ; and no

wharves, so that passengers and goods were landed by lighters from ships

anchored in mid-river.

After the death of Robert Aird, sen., his widow moved to. Outremont

(then Cote St. Catherine), where Robert Aird, the younger, engaged in

fruit growing, on the place now lately occupied by John Ritchie.

James Mundell Aird was there born, on the 24th of February,

1853, receiving the maiden surname of his mother, Mary Mundell.

Beginning his education, at Stone's Proprietary School, on St.

Lawrence Street, near, the now, Prince Arthur Street, it was continued at

the Grammar School, L'Original.
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Inheriting, with his grandfather's inclination to commerce, ingenuity

and aptitude for acquisition of a useful tiade, at the end of seven year with

the late James Strachan, until ist of December, 1877, he bough, the

good-will of a prosperous bakery on St. Antoine Street. Six months' success

encouraged him to take still larger premises on the site of the (now)

Balmoral Hotel, where he required five assistants, since when his business

has so expanded as to employ fifty in his factory and four stores,

at numbers 1859 Notre Dame, 469 St. Lawrence, 1607 St. Catherine and

103 St. Urbain Street.

Believing that an almost universal food should be the best and purest,

he is content with nothing less than the best possible bread, and has

attained such excellence'as necessitates protecting his inventions from

infringement.

As the distance of residential from business parts of Montrral prevents

many from taking mid-day meals at home, Mr. Aird has established a fine

dining-room at 1859 Notre Dame Street, where prompt serving of good

meals attracts daily increasing numbers of patrons, so that he is considering

plans to double parlors |for accommodating the throngs who improve the

lunch hour, in agreeable conversation with friends and their host, who has

a store of legendary knowledge of Montreal's past.

ONTREAL'S surroundings and galleries suggest the cultivation of Art ; and it ti

remarkable that its photography has become famous throughout the Empire

and, of living men, no one, possibly, has contributed more to this excellence

than Mr. Arless, who, born at Montreal, on the ilth ofOetober, 1841, and

educated at the British Canadian School, Cot6 Street, entered the late William
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Notman's studio. There, and at branch studios, Mr. Arless contributed to build up

wider than imperial reputation of the Notmans.

In searc of undiscovered photographic mysteries, he engaged with artists, in Brooklyn,

in i860, and later in New York, Vermont, Ohio and Pennsylvania.

After several terms with the Notmans at Montreal, Boston and Ottawa, he formed a

partnership with Samuel Jarvis at Ottawa, but, in 1878, established his present business,

in which he soon captured the first prize at the Dominion Exhibition. In 1883, he,

first in the Province, photogtaphed by electricity, and was also pioneer in enlarging
likenesses by photography, with such success as to enjoy almost monopoly of trade

patronage, while continuing his private business on £t. James Street. The enlarging

studio employs three thousand candle power electric lighting apparatus—yielding enough

light to serve every house in a large village—actually used merely for photography, and equally

effective by night or day, and during cidinary stormy weather. The great expense of

maintaining such a light is attended with other commensurate outlay ; for example, for

special paper, costing one hundred and fifty dollars per roll. On this paper, distinct

likenesses are produced from the fading miniatures of origiT^als, which have
faded from life itself,— perfected in crayon, oil or water colors, —which are tastefully

framed on the premises.

of the North American United Caledonian Society.

son of a soldier, in the 25th Regiment, was born at Flixton, near Manchester, England,

on the 31st of January, 1853.

Mr. Carter his education.

In 1867, the family came to Montreal, where Mr. Carter acquired the art of making

safes, which, in his employer's experience proved a less sure road to fortune than its name

promised ; so he abandoned it for making bread, which is always in demand.
