COMMIERCIAL UNJON.

Those who fail to discover' the practiorn.
bility of forming a commercial union
with the United States svibo accept the
assurance given themss by disinsterested
writers in the commercial capital of' the
Republic, thsat "it is impossible that tie

United States woulid everadmit Cansada
" ta any voice in their tariff reguilations ;"
and whvo believe, on the authori i y of tihe
writer of I Current Events "l in the Cana-
dian Moniltly, that " the idea of discrimi-
I nating.againist the mssother country, while

Vwe are a dependency, is totailly out of the
question," have been honored by Mr.

Goldwin Smith, in iis Bystander, with
the designation of ' " Aniti.Continsenitatlists."
Hle, however, assures his readers thiat " the
" bottoi lias fallen out of tise Anti-Conti-
"nisental policy; its msainstay, ansd the
4 source of its lite, Britislh J ingoisi, is
" no more." We sincerely hope tiat, if'
it is no maore, the Bysander vill cease te
distress iisself On the stbjeet. Not a
single number of that periodical ias been
issued without somie rer'esnce ta J ingo.
isi, a tern which consveys very littie
meaning ta Canadians, althougi we have
been assured by the Bystander that a
wave of Jingoism lihas svept over the
country. The advocates of commercial
union in the United States are sincere.
They make no secret of their real object,
which is ta annex the territories te the
north of thein te the Republic. We cin
scarcely imagine that any Cansadian cis
be se deluded as ta iniiginse that the peo.
ple of the United States sre anxiotis ta
promote the interests of Canada in their
advocacy of annexation. If we were un-
weýv;re of the proclivities of the learned

editor of the Bystander, we should scarce-

ly imagine tiat lie would be anxios ta
annex Canada ta a cointry witi sicl
defective institutions as lie considers
those of the Untited States. Tu1 tie very
last number ie assures his readesrs that
the Republie " lias esaped," tiough
" the danger wras grat." " Every eigine
of force and fraud "l iad been plied, and,
if successfuls, " civil war could hardly have
I been avoiIed." Al tihese hazards are
oiving ta " the perilous tendencies of tise
elective Presideincy." This elective P1resi-
deincy is "a iost serious source of dan.
ger" in the opinion Of M'r. Go alwins
Smlsiti, ansd, as the leasrned professsor is a
citizen of the Vorld, hie ouglit ta lose ie
time in reforming the political institutions
of the Republie before attemuipting *te
nite Cassaca ta l cousntr-y in whielh, in
his opinsion, there is periolically serious
danger of revolution, osr, aut all events,
civil vas'.

We avin that ve filndu it difticult ta lis.-
cuss the subject of commercial union
seriously, because Ve are wholly unsablae
te believe in tie sicerity of its advocates.
Wliens wie finud tie question put by the
Bstanîdcr, " What is coiniercial union

but reciprocity made cosplete, instea(l
i i nicopilete, aici las tinsg in1stead ai

unstable ;'I and whsens we find the
Montrea'I Specl, tie latest coivert
toMr. Goldwin Silith, ensquiring what the
difference in prinsciple is, between an lim-
perial Zollverein andI a coinImercial union
withs the States, ve cannot buit doubt the
sincerity of tie enquirers. We hlave male
a quotation froin the wvriter of Current
Events, a few years ago. Ve should be
glad if the Spcctator or' Mr'. Goldwins
Smith woid state distinctly their viewrs
as ta imuposing discriminating duties
against the Mother Country, and reiain-
ing a dependency. We are not aware that
the Speclator ias as yet avoved imissself
favorable te ainsexations, and lie iay pas-
sibly see sane mode of reconciling the
continiance of the connection vits coi-
mercial union. Tiere is aiother point
ai whichs there lias net been as yet any
suflicient explanation : Hrow is the com-
mo tarit ta ie adjusted ? What proba-
bility is tiere that a commssson tarif' would
exactly suit the requirenents of the two
countries? The advocates of commercial
union have mssost cariefully avoided details,
and have placed their' chief reliaice on
exciting discontenst among the people
at tie depressioi iviicil has se long pre-
vailed, but froin vhsici the country is
beginning at laist ta .recover. lhe By-
stander seeis ta imagine that those wio
point out the absurdity of lis scheime of
commercial union are in ,b state of alarm

at the progress vhicis lias been made. Ie
even insintsses that, if tIe people cotild
vote "u nîder the protectian of the ballot,
tie result wouild Istoish the politicians.'
l ainost the next senîtence he adi its

TH1E CIlAPLEAU-PRENTICE AFAM

We have decided ta deal at present
viths onsly aie branchi of this ratler coi-

plsicated quarrel, but it is reaily tje aise
of most impssortaînce ta the public. We
shall not at preseist enter on the subject
of the persoa-s l charges preferred by -Mr.
Prenltice against 'Mr Daisereau, and in-
ferentially against Mr. Chapleau, of hav-
sîg personal objects te gain withl refeienco
te tei Quebec loans. We have ia doubt
tiat there is a great deal Of evidence ta
be prodiced vith rereence ta these
charges, anid wve masy oar msay not think the
subject vorti noticing lereafter.

What tie public are interested in is
the alleged ill-treatnent o Mr. Prentice
in his capacity as a coniidenstial agent of
the Quebec Gover'înmenst employed ta
negotiate t 1oa, which wS'as taken out of
lis hsands withontiatice, and, as lie alleges,
ta bis serious loss. lise 'lirst and most
important question is as ta Mr. Prentice's
position, that is ta say, whether ie ever
was riecognized as ais agent of the Quebec
G oveinmusîent, and if se, whIsen (dic suis
agency commence. IL ustit be obvious
tit a broker cannot act foi' two parties
iaving adve-se initer'ests at the saime
tuse, any more than a lawryer. can take
fees from plaintiff and defensdant. If we
are not greatly msistakenhen hr. keg..
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tice negotiated a loan with the Merchants'
bank sone time ago, lis remu-itineration
caime fron the loan contractors anîd not
from the Governusent. The Government
obtained par for tieir bonds and paid no
commission. Mr. Chapleau was a meiber
of,tlhe Governnent at the Lime, and was,
as Mr. Prentice has aflirmied, cognizan t of
the transaction. In the case of' the ten-
porary loan from the Banque du Petrple,
the Goversnment miore than once express-
ed its determination not ta pay more
than 5 per cent, for Hie money, and, so
fir as we can judge, never contemsplated
employing a broker in Hie transaction.
It was in fact ready to accept a loan for
six ionths fron any aise wlio would give
it at 5 per cent., and when Mi. Prentice,
ofl'ered it the Governmnent did not hesi-
tate ta accept it on its own termis.

Tie inference that ive sliould draw froi
these transactions, and in the absence of
proof, is that the Governient looked on
Ir. Prentice as a gentleman having in-

fluence with capitalists who miglit te able
to niake ain offer of a loan on teris that
would be satisaictory. The only circuii -
stance whiclh is adverse to this view is
Mr. Prentice's letter to Mr. Chapleau,
dated in Decenber, in whicli, adver'ting to
lis ser-vices in the Banque du Peuple
tenporary loan, lie clained the negoti-
ation of thie railroad loan, and even
specified the comission liat lie would
expect, viz., the saine coniission that
was paid by Hie Dominion to iLs London
agents. Ta this letter Mr. Chapleau
replied by telegrams to the effect that
Mr. Robertson, tle treasurer, would write
in reply. Mr. Robertsons's letter, if
indeed lie ever wrote one, lias not been
publislhed, and at a nuch later date M'r.
Prentice stated that Mr. tobertson did
not wish to converse on the loen. Il Mi.
Prentice fainds any claii on his own

letter naking the clajîi for commission
not liaving been repudiated, then we
should like to know vhether, when lie
and Mr. Chapleau met after the return of'
the latter fron New York, lie made any
protest againist the atteipt wlich Mr.
Chapleau liad made to obtain a loai in
New York. Mir. Cliapleau seeis ta have
told Mr. Prentice frankly what lie vas
offered, as well as the limit of the dis-
couit whici lie was determined not ta
exceed. Hiad Mr. Chapleau been able ta
negotiate a laan in New York on his own
ternis, we hardly hiiisk thaï; Mr. Prentice
would have expected a commission. It
seemas to us that througlat in all these
loan transactions Mr. Prentice's role
was that of lernder, and that lie wias
always trying ta get the Government ta
aceept the lowest possible terms. As ta

Mr. Chapleau, we are inclined ta think
that lie looked on Mr. Prentice as a friend
wio imiglit te useful agaiin as lie had
been once, when lie oiered ioney to the
Governmient on more favorable ternis
than tliey could get. elsewherc. We are
inclinied ta thinik tbat in March last Mir.
Cliapleau would have used lis ifIlunence
in flavor of accepting ais oler from Mr'.
Preitice, in preference ta ole froms niy
one else, but lie received none iitil it
was too ltte, anid, having been put ais a
new' track, lie did nsot conceive liiinself ait
ail bounds<l to fN Er. Prentice. We have
thouglit it more coiveissent ta discuss tlhe
main question without refereice ta the
extra aie per' cent. comnmission paid to
the Banque du Peuple, whicli really has
Iotliniig to dlo witli the loan, as it was
adisîtted that Mr. Clupleau was ignorant
or its hsaving been paid.

TH1E <iOVER NMENT'1 RiA ihROADS.

One of the msany delusions uinder wh'iclh
the learied editor of the Iysfmtaler'
labors is tha. our Government railroads
were constructed as imilita'y w'oriks. We
are perhaps too charitable in assuming
thit the persistent references to the
nilitary character o thsese works is owing

ta delîision, wlien there is an obvions
iotive lo' thre imputation in tie desire
ta create an antipathy ta Britishs
conection, wiicli is lield ta be re-
sponsible for themî. Thie BJy.slaidcr las
never ventured to reply to thre stateiments
which have been froms time ta tisme malde
exposing the incorrectness of his charges.
''lhe Inperial Government is inso 'way
responsible foi' either' f or railioads ' and,
as regards the Pacific, we have never seen
any whiere, except in articles written by
tie editoi of tie Bystander, a suggestion
that it was instended as a mîilitary road.
It is well known that Sir Hugh Allais was
strongly in 'avor of the postponeient of'
the section of the road norti of Lake
Superior and, if it be admiitted that the
road is political, iinasmsuch as it was the
result of an agreement between the Domi.
niion and British Coluinbiai, the object
being ta establish a communication be-
tween the various Provinces of tie Domi-
inion, tlere is nothing objectionable in
the proposal ta msakze use of a ilne run-
ing tLIough a forcign state. It is noto-
rious that Canadias railroads have been
used by Anerican roads precisely in tle
way that it is proposed ta use the lire
between the Sault St. M1arie, and St. Pail
and Duluth. The Il Great Western"
and "Canada Soutiern " have for years
been Iinks in the chain of roads between
the Western cities and the Seaboard, and

tie Grand Triunk las iowr extended its
line ta Chicasgo, lhaviig for msany years
liai a line between Sarnia and Detroit.
As to the 1 ntcrcolonial, tise military char-
acter which at ole time attaclhed ta it was
givei mnierely to indulice tle Imperial
iGovernmeni'IIi t on flint pretext ta give its
guafrantee for . portion of its cost. The
road vas not projected by tle iiperial
Government, ani he lne finally adopted
had the support of the mnajority of the
Ministers of tie day, the iminority yield-
ing their views ta tlie imajority. Wlietler
thsese railroads shoild ar should not have
been undertaken under the circumstances
is a question for discussion, if, indeed it
is worui discussing it uiider tle circun-
stances, but it is simpîuly lislhonsest to
attempt to fasten res p onsibility on the
iperial Governiment for an alleged un-

prolitable, anid even it is said ruinous, ex-
penditure, for whlîicl Cantadian statensmen
and the Caiadian Parliaiment are alone
responsible. It is, iowever, not surpiising
to find such statenients proceediing fron
a wvriter vlo prolesses ta believe tiat the
Eiglish aristocracy desire " ta imaintain
a couiterpoise ta deiociracy on this con-
tLinent " froii ais instinct of self-preierva-
Lion.

THE BANK RESERVES.

'lie stateients of two banIs which
have recently hield their annual meetings
have induced us ta revert ta the subject
of tie state of the reserves, which is cal.
cuîlated ta cause grent anxiety. Under
the old Dominion Note Act no danger
could arise fromî tie large amoint of
Dominion notes leld by the banks, as dol-
lar for dollar vas ield either in gold or in
bank deposits l'or all issues over nine mil.
lions. The iew Act requires only 25 per
cent. to be lieldi, so that Hie (Gove'rnment

alis a large amount of notes to protect in
case tle baiks should be suddenly called
upon to mîseet a large portion of tLheir
liabilities. Tie Ontario Bilk liad a re-
serve of S6*20,204, of which SlO6,673 was
in gold ani S513,531 in Doiminion notes,
or, in round figures, 17 pe' cent. in gold
and 83 per' cent lin notes. The reason is
obviois. The Ontario, like the banks
generally, las a Gover'înment cali deposit,
and it is tolerably well understood that,
aîny bank which denmands gold,'from the
Goverinment will be imset by a cheque on
itself andu a wsithdr'awval ai' its deposit. As
we have pointed out before, the Quebec
baiks iold, as a s'le, a larger proportion
of Dominiaon notes tian those of Ontario,
the bank ta which ve have referred being
an exception to the rule. The Imperial
banlk iad about 63 per cent. in Dominion
notes and 37 per cent. in gold. The Gov-
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ernment deposits on call in the Quebec

banks exclusive of the bank of Montreal
are, in round figures, $456,000, and in On-
tario S427,000. The Dominion notes held
by the Quebec banks, exclusive of the bank
of Montreal, are $3,283,427, and by the
Ontario banks $2,382,377. The Govern-
ment is playing a hazardous gane, for
these reserves are not circulation and mnay
be suddenly called for, and the deposits
will go a small way to meet any crisis
that may occur.

EXCIjANGE BANK.

The proceedings at the aniual ieetig
of the shareholders in the Exchange Bank
will be found reported in detail elsewhere
in this number. It was not to be expect.
ed that any positively favorable results
would be achieved im the fiscal year which
opened with suspension a payient, and
therefore the statement put fort sbowmîng
a deficit of $341,399.36 ls li no sense dis
appointing. If this amount represents
the full impairment of capital up to the
present time, and this there is no reason
ta question, soute or the shaveliolers well
acquaintei witl the affairs of the bank
claiming that the assets are iow uin<ler
estinated ratier tlian the contrary, there
would indeed seem to be occasion for
lively satisfaction that so grave a crisis
had been passed through witLhott more
serious loss i and this our report shows ta
have been the temper of the meeting.

The business of the year was in itself
encouraging, the profits for the first and
second half respectively being $7,331.58
and $23,775.14, making a totitd of 3f1,106.-
72. This result may be regarded as men-
gre enough on a capital of $1,000,000, but
vhen it is considered that the unimpaired
or actual capitnl Nas only $660,000, that
the business liad ta build up on the weak
foundation of a late suspension, and that
the profits show a rapidly risig average,
it becomes impossible ta interpret the
exhibit unfavorably. The meeting wisely
concluded to reduce capital to the extent
that may be required ta faithfully repre-
sent the present state of affairs, and a
resolution was -adopted authorizing the
directors ta make application ta 'Parha-
ment ta this end. li the discussion of
the report it tr'anspired that theo directors
had individually assumned the responsibil-
ity for loss entailed upon the bank through
certain dealings in Montreal Teleg-aph
shares, over and above- the stock that
came into possession of the batik on the
occasion of Bond Bras. default ; and,
further, that the President and Directors
had drawn no remuneration for services
during ie past two yeav. The meeting
passed a special vote of thanks, express-

ing "l appreciation of the liberality of the

directors in assuming the Telegraph stock

bouglht by the late manager without in-
volving any losa ta the bankI ant closeti
w.h the re-election of the old Board.

BANK OF COMMERCE.
The thirteenth annual meeting of the

sharoholders of the Bank of Commerce
wias lield on the l3th inst., the Presidenît,
-[on. Senator McMaster, in the chair. A
most satisfactory report, whiclh will be
found elsewrhere, was submitted and
adopted. After paying dividends amount-
ing ta 8 pet cent. durig the year, and
making the usual provision for rebate of
interest on discounts and accrued inter-
est on deposit receipts, an amount iwas
transferred to the credit of Profit and
Loss suficieut to raise it ta $228,548.25,
or nearly 4 per cent. on the capital. The
Bank of Commerce deserves credit for its
thoroughly conservative policy regardinîg
its reserves. Witl an aggregate reserve
of $l,746,364, it held in gold $814,813 and
in Dominion notes $931,551. If the batiks
generally followed this excellent exemple
there would be less cause for anxiety re-
garding the Dominion note issue,

TIIE CROPS.

The Canadian public are deeply in-

debted ta the Globe fori the admirable
systet of reports on the state of the
crops which it lias adopted. The plan is
ta take the figures 100 as represetîting an
average ci'op, so that a very fai' idea can
be formed as ta the prospects of each
c-op by the figures attached to it. The
reports have been obtaitned fi-oui no less
than 350 points in the Dominion. The
result is on the whbole satisfactor-y. The
vheat crop of course is the one in wihich
the greatest interest is taken, and the
average for fall wheat is 94. Barley is
estimated at 103 and oats at 110, both
above thse average ; sp'iiigvheat is 81. The
hay crop promises well, and will be at
least up ta the average. The rye crop is
probably the least promising. On the
uvhole there seems no ground for con-
plaint as ta the prospect of the harvest.

TIIEN AND NOW.
An occasional correspondent im whose

nemory the scenes and inidents of
twenty years ago are quite fresht, and whto
is nov on a tour througl Ontario, sends
us the followitng interestiîg letter, con-
trasting the habits and doings of the peo.
ple tien and now;

One of the most interestimg of employments is
thsat of revisitmsg scenes from whicli we have
been for many years absent-, the changes in
Ilie scenery, m the local manners ,and customs,
in the habits, the amusements, the speech, the

pursuits, and the apliances, show the progress;
the wisdom, or t eir opposites ainongst the
people, and lead te considerations of the causes
whicht have been at work amongst them, soie
for good and soine for evil.

Twenty years ago the first impression pro-
duced oit a traveller by the people witl whom
le must coie in contact on boats or le cars, li
botels or in stores, was one of loathing on ac-
count of the bad language fron whiclh tie could
not protect hinself -, the turninîg of eyes into
iiillsites was se ordinîaryan occurrence as ta ex-

cite no attention, coarseness was the prevailing
type vf tnagetether the listener ias beins
trcated wvitt k idntiss or otheruvise I Ladies
mîust have been sorcly beset te protect their
ears froin observations whici, whether of ad-
miration or otherwise, were tao often such as
gentlemen never utter.

To travel now fur a month, without learing
a dozen oaths, and without being compelled to
listen te one gross story is an agreeable cou-
trast with old-tine experiences-and makles
ene, ivrlttitfily, puy attetion te Uhe subject
maltera of goîtoral <iscourso. At a couiitry
tavern, wliere, for the purpose of protecting
ones.self fron the contamination of tie gel-
eral conversation, it was usual te spend yonr
leisure timle in yoir roomn, I iwas muîîîcl pleased
te hear a vcry intelligent discussion of the in-
fluences affcting ttc various markets for the
productions ofthe region iounid about,evidenciiig
the studv and consideration ot your editorials
and nmrlicet reports, suich as ras very flatterimg
te voirjairoat,

le ole who remembers the tine wliei a visit
from the tan te the town wvas almost sure ta bc
the occasion for a grand drink, and the provi-
sion of means for continuing it, in the shape of
a gallon jg, or a tive gallon keg of wliskey ;
whcn te sit in the bar-roomt of a tavern ineant
the drinking of innumerable treats, or the mol-
tal olfience of the treters, it was no less tigree-
aile ta pass a couple of days lu stucri a place
uiitit hciîîg liatîlefi up te the bar, witlîoît
seeing a druniken imiani ta hear spirits seldon
askeu for, a d ta note tat Caiadian ales, ai
lagon, native xviies. atîd lemontides (wittîstravs
instead of sticks) were the prevailing bever-
ages indeed the bar-room is no longer the
principal roen of the louse, as wras formnerly
the case, se that one can now write, read and
converse in quiet in bis inn, in almost any vil-
lage lu Otario.

Eqiîally pilesant it is te notice the decrease
ii tIhe use of tobalcco, especially in its nost
rltîar formî of chewing, a decrease which lias
inproved the salubrity anid the cleanliness of
lstelries and conveyance, reacting on the
landlords and the conductors so that they seein
te vie ii their efforts ta keep roomes, cars and
cabins clean and swveet, ta the increased coin-
fort of vour correspondents.

The decreased tise of stimulants and iarco-
tics lias caused a decretase li the use .of condi-
ments and an increase in the ise of fruits and
milk, and oatineal, su thîatneitier the noses nor
tte. language of the lcople are se highly
colore: as formerly w'as the rule.

But, perhaps, the iost extraordinary sigu of
mucrecsed civilization le the fact that ice caii be
tound in every tarent ln Ontario all througlh
the suinmer; for this and rany ller luxuries
we have ta thank the commercial travellers,
whose freemasonry is such as ta concentrate
their patronage on the best conductedl housé in
eacli place, and make the lotelkeelier who does
net keep pâace vith the times rue the day wlien
lie tell behind.

(otufort, quiet, decency and cleanliness are
now obtainable everywhere, so that no one needs
ta be alarmed at the pros eet ef staying over
Sunday in any village of etario; very differ-
ent indeed fron the times when the most dreary
thing in creation was a wet Sutnday at a colun-
try tevern, whlere whiskey, tobacco and pork
were the only availables.

Outside the toivns and villages we sec won-
derful improvements in the appearance of. the
cattle and horses; cows there are wbose udders
appear capable of filling.barrels instead of pails,
oxen whose frames carry such loads of beef as
we never saw outside Great Britain iuntil'With-
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in the past few years. In the district nortbwest
îind northeast of Stratford we see a breed of
horses, like large, sarong coach-horses, with ail
tie characteristics of use and lrofit, so that one
is lot surprised to find tait a thousand of them
have this yeatr been shipped from Stratforîd at
an aggregate price of ole iuîndred thousand
dollars. ln the matter of nachinery the tarmn-
ers have now wonderful advantages, but are
nlot using themi lrisely. For instance, a farmler
vith one hundred acres of land, say forty in

grain, twenty in green crops and roots,
twenty in woodlanîîd, lire in fences and lifteen
iII fallow, will have a reaper and mower, a
tedder and othier expensive nachinery, such as a
muci larger firmu on a system of co-operation
alone can justify, preventing profit by expenses
insterest,.wear and tear. Wouîld that ve couîld
say the tiore expensive luîxury of imortgages
wvre less generally prevalenît.

Improved appliances, increased intelligence,
dairying and exportilg of live stock havie done
nuîci to samseliorate tUe lot of the trilmer. Thîe

schools, the Weekly Globe, the Grangers meet-
ings iat the tnnuîîal exhibitions have male uîp
for the immigrations and the somletiues perni-
clous influences of the sclool systems. But be-
tweenl the country and the towns and cities
ithere have risenî within the past fev years re-
sidences whici are palatial in their propor-
tdons, pretensions ini ifhcir architecture, expait-
sive il tlcir maintenance, and, it is to be feared,
ruinous to their ownîîers. leq«irinîg frot threc
to six domeîcstics to keep in order, requiring
fortunes to furnisl and leep in repair, they are
altogether tnsuited to a people W hose habits
should be republica in thii simplicity and
independen c ocf those tyrants commîîaonlly
yclept "belps."

It es plensant to see the fruits and ifowers
nîow so universal. Oakville wi th its strawberries,
Cooksville with its grapes, Niagar vith its
peaches, Brantford withî its roses, London
with its cherries, Seaforth with its pluns, Prince
Edward Oouinty with its pears, all deliglt the
eye or tle lialate or both.

One secs soie curious things occasionally, a
pair ofbirds built their nest in thle venîtilator
of tie passenger car "Penbroke" on the St.
Lawrence fan Ottawa Railroad, and travelled
witi the car to and fret until their young were
weaned.

Ou te premises of a Presbyterian Churchli at
Brantford was a board warl'ninlg the public îlot
to trespass on those premlises, ain instance of'
close communion lot often met witih in these
davs of' niissionaiiry enterprise.

Ât Chatham is a people who have îtot suffi-
cient enter'prise ta makte their town the higi-
wayof nations by deepening the Thames a id
by cuîtting their wa to RonIudeau Bay " the ar-
bour of Lake Erie," but sulfiicient ito this lutter
is the extent bereof.

The Ohairman then.said, in accordance with
the expressedý wishes of thu sharieholders, the
ïeport bas been printed and circulated througli-
out the shareholders, but if it was considered
necessary lie would read It. Mr. Greene esked
that the report should be read, and the Presi-
dent reafd the report as follows;

Shortly after tIhe last Anitai Meeting of the
Shareholders of this BaInk, a iave of great
financial striigency and i general vant of
confidence in some of our maonîied institutions
passed over the country, and aiongst those
which seriously felt ItS effects was this Baink.
Aftier a run of considerafble duration niiid sever-
ity, which your Directors let to the extent of
i1ie i t'sîlable resolirces of tIhe lBaik, applien tion
is made fur assistance, but it could only be

obinined on c onditions which vour Directors
thought detrimuental to the insteresis of the
Banki they therefore decided to 1ake advan-
tage of the privilege of' th-e Balnking ACt, and
ietiioralri ly suspend. That the Bank tas iII a
gou condition, su ftr as its currett business
was concernîed, was shown by the falct that
suîflicient noney was collected duiring
the suspension troms the Loais and Discounts
to leet cvery demîand that could have been
madue by the public. Tie unfortunîate sus-
pens'ion of' the Banusk naterially interfered
with the volume of busine.is, asnd your Directors
at once addressed themsielves to tise curtail-
liettl of the expelses tu Ias great ai extent as
possible ; they asioe closed Exeter aind Brussels,
I wo of, the mîîost receitly openîed 13ransches. in
connection lierewith, your Board consider it
proper to state thait nîeither your President nor
the Board have drawn any reiuuer'ation for
services during the past two years. Oving to
the condition of asfl'aire just indicated, tse pro-
fits in the eiIly part ut tue Banîk's inancl
year were largely reduced. The result of the
bnsiuess is as follows, showing each half-year
separaitely:z

Tle Assets'have been carefully examîined in

detail by the Buard, every accounit lias been
looked into, anid ail bad and doubiful debits
have been written of in the statement subi-
uitted ierewitlh. The Bank Premises and
Furniture account at loiireal and Branches,
whicl stood lin thle aceoimts of last year at
$207,887.43, lias been redured o iS10r000. This
course of action has iinfiortsately shown an
inpairmient of the capital stock, and it iill be
for the Sliarehiolders, unitder the circuistances,
to decide wlat policy is best tu pu'sue. Your
Board, however, have nîo hesitation in recoin-
mending that the business of the Banik be con-
tinuedi; tley think that in view of' the increased
activity whsicli his developed iii trade since tue
beginîning of the present year, they are war-
ran'ed in expecting igain a reuir of the pros-
perity thai ie Bnk enj.îyed iu its earlier his-
tory. It fs insanifest, of c urse, thaît to continue
with success, a reduction of the capital is neces-
sary, and they recommînîend thiat authority be
given to Lthe Board nowr about to be el, cted, t'o
make aplpication to Parliamieut for liberty to
reduce the capital stork ta ia point tiat wilS en-
able divideids to be paid ait au early day. Two
inlspection fiave been made of the. Branches
and one of tle Head Office diring the year. 'ue
Balance Sheet suîbmsitted lerewili l aismade on
te forim provided by tise new Baiking Act.
The wvihole respectfully subimitted.

Mr. Crathern reiarked ti ey
hadl i nlewr charter for tei years, and in ifui ire
io other bank could get tlie privilege of cir-
culation. Mr. Morris suggestued tiit tleY
should seek analganatio n with somte other
i'auk.

capital. M<r. Crather n said the Directors Lid
not thinlki they wvould have been justified iii ask-
inîg l'or any iew capital, although they hadl
tieoselves thoughl t tnhat woild have been tlie
best course to peursuîe. If it could bc dote hlie
best arrangement wiould be ta let the capital
stop at one million îand pay ilividends on $500,-
000. Hie ias conivinced fiat hie locs of hie
lank liad nlot been morc lha in other conceris,
and lie assuîred the meeting that ini Lis owun"
business lhis loss lad been comliarîatively as
great. The loss whici they, hal incurred
t'roigi Mr. 'Murray hadl spoiled S100,000. tir.
A. W. Ogilvie thouglt the Directors p)ersoiallyt
were all of Mr. Gilman's opinion, but they must

consider that there were a great many share-
hiolders vio were deperiding on tlie dividend of
the Bank in order tiet tlhey could live. If, hoi-
ever, lie tlioutglht tlie majority ci' the sharelolders
could get nI witout it, lue would let it lay, but
itey must think of others as well uts of then-

selves. Mr. T. Wilson would ut great deal raller
wait twmo or tihrce years to get ail his money
than have only parI of it nlowe. Mr. Weir, as u
dealer in Exchange, said if lue wislied t
dispose of' stock, lue could tnot sell tihat cn
whiclh tlere was no dividend, but if ut Baink
was returning a profit, lue couuid. lie thouigit

hlley wouîld be able to dlo as well as tlhey
thought, and instanced lh success of tlic
tîerchants Bank. 'rite resoution was then
adoplted. Mr. Biuner expressed a feeling that
il waS onlty righlt haI the shareholders should
express tieir' sense cf the actifin' of the
Directors. The report presceulted ta themn wa's
munch better n tlicy hal been led to expect,
and lie Ielt great lietasure in mtoving the followi-
ing resolution :--That the sbareholders desire
to express their apireciation of the liberality of
the Directors iuu issiinilîg lthe Telegraph stock
boughut by the latc Miiaiger vithouut involving
any loss Io tlie Buk.

TlIE WRECKING OP LIFE, INSURANCE
COMPANIES.

Since the late war twenty-six life-insurancce
compauies have started in the Staie of New
York, and to-day 011y three of them renmii.
Duiinîg the w'arî six started, and but ee of
them nsurvives. During nincteei years preced-
inîg the war ten stlrted, and ail remîain save
eue, wliieb was shamefully done to death in
1874. Of the thirteen now in the field, theru-

fore, nine are ante-war companiies, and these
have Iiicty-six per ceitof the aggregate assets
and outsiinding bisincss. Tventy-nine have
failed. Of the 17,00,>00 reserve, represent-
iing th liabilities, it is questionable whether
one-fourth hus ever reachedi the rightful o wiers.
Probably net tliree per cent. of the gross
SI G0,000,000 of iisuirance contracts outstanding

-uponeî wilicl, exclusive of' the cost of carr 'ilî,
the net premiumîî pavimenils imiay pîerlîalps la ît'e
aggreganal Sii0,00-wsilI ever lie completed
an'id paid. These failures have been, in soie
instiinces, brougit abotit by swiidtlinîîg amalgit-
mialions. etffectel through the perversion of' a
statiltory provision authrizing re-insurance of
"lIiy" rik ; in other insiinaices, by iminit ;
in the rest, by slringing the receivershin trap,
soetiimes colltively and somiietimes îîun-
iecessarilyV.

The transfers were lot ftilly completied in all
cases; accountis wvere in soie instances falsi-
lied ;'date of reports and of iransfers aire net
the sane ; and it is impossible te separate
amouits digestedI by absorbinîg companies fromt
such portions of those companitSl own business
as dropped out diiuringtlie terms covered. Yet
the account is close enough to show the exceed-
ingly phenomenail coldness of the oflicial at-
mosphere in whîlicl this volume of insurance
was "frozen out.''j

These transactions, in whicl ile vishes and
interests of the owners of assets were treated as
aliunde, were bargains and sales arranîged in
back ofhlce. The lState's guar'dianîshîip had nIot
then r'eaoicd its later developuent under whici
the watch-dog steals the meat himself; but it
made no attempt te intervene, except by
appointing receivers in some cases tu igltover
the fragments. In other cases, where receiver-
hIp) was the first formoal stepu in liluidhationi,

the State's action was utile better. , Obriously,
as the sole ground for interference is that il
May avert a wrong frein the parties concernel
and lighten their losses, the Stte las no right
10 act unnecessrily ; nny, it is bound not only
to avuid premature action, but first to exhlaust
every curative resource. Ltabilities are not the
outstanding risks, but what ha called " reserve "
-te wit, thé sum w'lithi, together with aIl
future premiums receivible, will sulice, at the
assumed interest rate, te meet demands as .hey
mature. Iiisolveiicy, by the legal standard,
consist in deficiency of' tiis reserve; but only
one complany (if any) bas failecd by inability te
muet obligationsI alreauy due. The insolvency
is tecnnical, not commercial, meaning tiat at
some future time the compaiy may be exiected
Io fall into such condition. lit the legal stand-
ard, as a rule from which no variation is toler-
aîed, is a glaringly false one. It oversaites
mortality anl expenses ; understates interest;
ignores utterly ail diffe'rences betwseen compa-
nues in prenium rates, reputation, risks, man-
agement, ad other matters. The State is like
a physician, who, finding a patient showing
symptoms of organic disease, shoild kill hu ai
once,lest he may die of the complait hereafter,
-save that the State forces its vay in as a
practitio.ner, witbout summon., and sometimes
against protest.

la Pennsylvania, Maryland, and Arkansas
the State oilicial in charge, in case of tchnîiical
insolvency in home companies, must seek for
evidence of frauîd, recklessness, or gross incom-
petence ; linding none, lie may allows a year for
recuperation, and ait the end of that time a
second year, if ho secs reasonable grouînd for
hope. In Minnesota; the law is the samne, except
that no renewal of the grant is authorized. la
Connecticut, in case assets- are- not less than
thxee fourths what the law prescribes,the com-

missioner may ask a receivership, and tc
court mray grant it; if the deticit, exceeds o'e
fourtli, the application aud granting are nmade
obligatory. Il all other States having statutes
on the subject, the cure for technical insolvency
is inmmediate decapitation.-Iiiternatioalu e-
view.
