“General Sir Ian Hamilton x'eports
that in the northern section of opera-
tionis a raiding party rushed a trench
on the front of our lines during the
night of: July 18. All the enemy fled
except one, who was killed.

“On July 19 an anti-aircraft gun
was located and hit with the second
round from one of our guns. The fifth
round blew it into the air. ;

“In the southern area the Turks on
July 18 made an attack on some new-
lv-captured trenches in the French
seetion, but were repulsed with ease.

“In the British section there has
been ‘steady progress daily, conso}idat-
ing and in some cases extending the
trenches won on the 12th and 13th.

“Yesterday, the 21st, a small re-
doubt was captured -with insignificant
loss. and a successful attack was made
on part of a communication trench
held by the enemy. - A Turkish ma-
chine gun opposite our left was
knocked out by the French artillery.

Sir Sandford '.Fleming, Fathef
of Canadian Pacific, Dies
at Halifax.

OF SCOTTISH BIRTH

Came to Canada While Young
and Did Much to Upbuild
: Country.

ford Fleming, engincer, scientist, and
public man. died here this morning
after a short Jliness, at the age of 88.
Sir Sandford was known as the dean
of the engineering profession .jn Can-
ada and the “father of the Canadian
Facific Railway.”

Sandford Fleming was born in
Kirkecaldy, - Fifeshire, Scotlund, on
January 1, 1827. He was educated
there and came to Canada in 1845.
He joined the engineering staff of the
Northern - Railway, Toronto, ' subse-
quently hecoming chief engineer. La-
ter he practiced engineering in On-
tario, and was elected a member of
the Institute of Civil Engineers, Lon-
don, and of thz American Society of
Engineers, and olected as hon. mem-
ber of the Canadian Saciety of Civil
Engineers. In 1863 he was chosen by
the Governments of Canada, Nova
Scotia, and New Brunswick, .and
Great Britain to conduct a survey for
the first link of a railway which
would join the Atlantic and the Pa-
cific. His survey showed the prac-
ticability of the stheme, which de-
veloped. when carried out, into the
Canadian Paciric Railway system. He

There are two morals for people in On-
tario. One is the moral that any po-
litical party which attempts. to. counten-
ance injury to the education in the Eng-
lish language of our people will come to
speedy grief; and the other morai is for
our French-Canadian racial extremists,
namely that enjoying as they do a. good
deal more in Ontario than they do in
Manitoba, they had better let well alone.

An Annual Police Census
