The proceedings of the conference
were marked by a significant advance
in the policy of co-operation without
centiasization, which is growingly re-

zed to be the best safeguard of
our imperial unity and strength.

At home during the year there had
been a succesgion of troubles between
labor and capital, which, in  some
cases, has led to resort to the bar~
barous methods of industrial warfare.

No Interference in China,

Looking abroad, he sald there was
much to arouse anxiety. China was
fn the throes of revolution. It would
be rash and improper to hazard an
opinion of the outcome, but he was
glad to say that no far as foreigners
and British subjects were concerned,
theré seemed no reason to apprehend
immediate danger. Ships had been
sent to the principal scenes of dis-
turbance, merely for the protection of
the British subjects and of other for-
elgners - if they were unprotected.

“We have no disposition to inter-
fere In any way in the natlonal af-
falrs of China,” said Mr. Asquith. “We
wish her a peaceful and progressive
future.

“Nearer home the peace of Europe
i{s unhappily disturbed by the war be-
tween Italy and Turkey, in regard to
which we have declared and intend
to pursue & policy of strict neutrality.
Many have strongly desired that we
should make an effort at mediation.
None were more anxious than the gov-
ernment if fit opportunity arose. (Loud
cheers.)

“Other powers share this desire. We
are in constant communication with
them in regard to this and medlation
is more likely to be fruitful coming
conjointly from the powers than would
be the isolated action of one.” (Cheers.)
He emphasized the fact that it would
be useless to submit proposals for me-
dlation except upon a basis acgeptable
to both.combatants.

The Morotcan Settlement,

It was a satisfaction to turn to the
welcome and happy coneclusion so hon-
.orable to the statesmanship of two
great countries of the negotlations re-
garding Morocco between France and
Germany. The settlement was a rellef
to Europe, for it removed perhaps the
greatest” obstacle to the smooth work-
ing of European diplomacy. “Our
own gratificatlon at these happy re-
sults is none the less profound and
sincere becausé we had been suspect-
éd In irresponsible quarters of looking
¢coldly upon the negotiations amd even
of a disposition to tamper with thelr
success.”

The premier declared, with great
emphasis, that nothing could be fur-
ther from the truth. There was no
secret about the alms and methods of
British policy. Where British inter-
| ests Were Involved it was our business
to safeguard them, where treaty obli-
gations came jn it was our duty té

“We have no cause to quarrel with
any nation, nor with such ' a history

| satt’ement which removed upon hon-
orable terms outstanding differences
which cleared the mists of misunder-’
gtanding from the international at-
moephere, which broadened the foun-
dations of peace and good-will in Eu-
rope and the world at large.” (Loud
cheers.)
