Jail Announced After Cabinet
Discusses Judd Report,

LACK’ OF DISCIPLINE
SHOWN BY ENQUIRY

Governor Vanzant of Toronto jail has
been dismissed because of the charges
which were' brought against him, and®
which were investigated a couple of -
mcnths ago by Mayor Judd of London,

acting, as. a commissioner at the re-

qu"est of the Ontario govemment

Ii, was, known some days ago that Mr.
Judd had his report prepared, but. it
was not until yesterday that his finding
was received by the government. The
commissioner ‘finds' himself compelled

{to say that he believes that Mr. Vans

zant was guilty of improper conduct .
with female prisoners, of incompetencqi
of 1rregularitles, and of favoritism. In
agdition  to this the commissioner d»
clares that the discipline of the jail h&b

been extremely bad, and while he ex:
onerates Mr. Vanzan from taking
bribes, he considers that in every. other
respect almost he is unfit to be tho
head of such an institution.

Mr. Vanzant’s dismissal was an-&
nounced yesterday afternoon by Hotl.
W. J. Hanna, after a cabinet meeting;
in which the whole ‘question had beﬁ ;

It was decid

month, but-it is quite prgbable that hig
successor will be named to-day. Tha.

As a subordinate of Sheriff Mow
Governdr Vanzant receives-his dismiss
from that official, and his successor
wilt have to have his appomtment ‘con-
firmed by the same -hand. This, of
course, is simply the formal part of
the procedure, but whatéver the sheriff
announces will be sanctloned by the
government,

According to the commi sioner’s re-
port, for a great many years there ha.s
exlsteg a_ joint’ management of the jail
the  governor and his staff being ap=-
pointed- by the sheriff, with the con-
currence of the Ontarto  government,
and the steward and the engineer by
the City of Toronto. This arrangement

‘}is one that is not in the best interests
{o? the jail. :

The steward and engineer
feel that they are not under the con-
trol of the government, altho the rules
provide that the steward shall not in-
terfere with anything affecting the dis-
cipline of the jail; that the engineer
shall be subject to the same regulations
as the turnkeys.

In no other city in the province, the:
report .goes on, are there any efficers.
in a jail who are not amenable to;
thz jailer, and that this state of a.fla,lrlf
may have had something; tho not all’
by any means, to do with the lack of
digeipline which is evident.: That there
has been frictiog between“the governor)
on the one hand and the steward .and
engineer on the other cannot be denied.
This, in Mr. Judd’s ‘opinion, can only
be remedied by having the whole man-
agement under one head.

In conclusion the commissioner
speaks of the overcrowded and unsani-
tary conditions of the hospital ward and
says: “I cannot too strongly call: the
attention of your honor to the totally
inadequate fire protection at®the’ jail.
There is practically none at all.”

Further than this, the report ex-
presses -the opinion strongly that the
jail .does not come up -to rmodern ideas
of jail construction, and is not in keep-
ing  with the progress and prosperity of
the City of Toronto and the County of
York.

sSurss -n, the report declares the
governor guilty of improper conduct,
incompetence, irregularities, favoritism,
and declares that there was a lack of
‘discipline in the jail. Mr. Vanzant, how=
ever, made no personal profit, the re-
port states, out of the irregularities he
committed in order to aid prisoners to
get money surreptitiously. In spite of
thm however, the commissioner was of

pinion that the usefulness of the gov=-
ernor had paq:(‘d arnd that under the
present scircumstances his services had
better - be dispensed. with.

Situation in India.

Rev. W. A. Wilson of Indore gave
a vivid sketch of conditions in mod-
ern India. With its 198 colleges, 25,000
students every year ‘are turned loose
after studying western literature,learn-
ing ~and sclences. Something was
‘bound to kappen from such . conditions,
and they found themselves disappoint-
ed in  ebtdining the government po-
sitions they expected they went about
the country stirring up sedition. The
Japanese war had had an immense in-
tfluence. . Collections were taken up
near Indore to help the Japanese. The
people were watching Russia, and ar-
gued that if so.much could be obtain-
ed by agitation there the British
government could aiso be coerced.

The people thought of their political
rather than their real wrongs, which
were social and religious. He regret-
ted it was not a real spirit of umity
that was. being cultivated, but race
feeling, every action of the govern-
ment being twisted for the punpose of
stirring up ill-feeling. It: was well
there were =0 many missionaries, for
only the spirit of Christ could bridge
the gulf and aMay racial animosity.
He had seen the Hindus at Vancou-
ner. He had heen treated so well in
their country he felt he should wel-
come thém to his.

€xpress an orinion on ‘the results of-

the recent London municipal election, in
which the party that stood for muni-
cipal trading was so badly beaten. He
said he preferred to write out what he
ha‘d to say, and here it is: _

‘Sir,—I beg to say I rejoice at the
result of the late London elections in
London, being convinced that the em=
ba.rking by municipalities ih ¢ommercial
undertakings is ;undesirable, mainly on
five grounds:

“First, their legitimate functions and

duties are already enough, if not more
than enough, .to tax all their energies
and fill-up. all'their time.

.“Second, municipal trading has in-
vclved, and will involve, an immense in-
crease in municipal debt.

“Third, it will involve municipalities
in labor. disputes.

“Fourth, as there will not be the
same stimuliis to. economy and atten-

tion, will there not be a great prob-|

abllity, not to say certainty, that one of
two. things will happen: either there will
be a loss or the service will cost more?

“Fifth, it is a serious check to pro-
gress .and. discovery.
classes will, of course, be the greatest
sufferers, ;

It is obvious,that municipalities and
governments cannot give the same care
and thought and attention to details
as private firms and companies; the
service and products: must, therefore, be
more expensive. The natfonal output
will be léss. .Wages, however, in the
long run are governed and determined
by international competition. The gov-
ernment and municipal cotton mills and
iron works could not raise their wages
or. they would rhin their markets.

“With the same, therefore, or prob-|

ably with lower wages, workingmen
would have to pay a higher price for
the necesgsaries of life. But this is not
all. At present. they are . free. They
can-choose their employer and their em-
ployment.- If the state or municipality
is ‘to be responsible for them, work-
men would have to do as they are bid.
At present, if they do not like their
work or their employer, they cdn
change. That -would be impossible un-
der. the new system, which they will
have created for themselves.

“Theé result to the working classes,

LANGUAGE AND LOGIC OF PRE-
FERENCE.

Editor World: The language general-
ly used in advocating the prexfevpen.ce
proposals is subversive of the truths
on which they stand, is a reflection on
the Canadian people, and is calculated
to distort the view of the British tax-
payer. ?

The words ‘“‘sacrifice,” ‘‘sacrifice wor-
thy of the cause,” which omne meets
with in painful iteration ame wholly
oiit of place in an economic problem of
international politics, where the wel-
fare and advantage of each individual
state or natiomal entity are a si:n.e qua
non to any compact or general plan or
policy. Patriotism which transcends its
kindred sentiment of loyalty every-
where insists-on this condition prece-
dent. But “sacrifice” implies that the
behests of patriotism jare to be ignored,
and involves this: That Great Britain.
wiho protected her colomies'in the paths
of peace, should now, after they have
attained mational adolescence and ns-
cal independence, make to them a fur-
ther sacrificial concession in the form
of a tariff impost inc¢ident upomn, and
payable by, her own people for the sole
purpose of promoting colomial trade
and propitiating colonial loyalty.

If tariff preferences mealdy were this,
Canadians would be ingrate and men-
dicants, and Britons who would yield
them would be renegades and pol-
troons.

The direct converse iIs, however, the
actual fact; and tariff reform in Great
Britain rests upon national mecessity
alone, while inter-imperial preferences,
which . are a distinct and subsequent
part of that reform, stand self-support-
ed by mutual advantage and expedi-
ency—commercial” as well as political.

Montreal Witness:/ All - those who
have studied practiéally the light, heat
and power situation in Toronto and
Montreal respectively have long been
convinced that the future as a manu=:

Light, Heat' and Power Company {¢
broken, Where light, heat and power
are cheapest, there manufacturers are
bound to go, other things being equal,
and Toronto has all these from twenty-

sides, altho she Has not the advantage
of being at the head of navigdtion, as
is Montreal, she has the advantage of
being surrounded by a congeriesof towns
to which she acts as feeder, and is
thus, for the present, the greatest ra-
diating centre of distribution. These re-
spective advantages of the two cities,
perhaps, about balance one another,
and, if so, the race of the future is un-
questionably with the city which shall
have the cheapest manufacturing ne-
cessaries. The Manufagturers’ Asso-
ciation has so pronounced, as have in-
dividual manufacturers. Toronto has
those at present, and already = the
figures show roughly. that she is out-
striping Montreal in the race. Accord-
ing to the official returns just issued
by the government, showing the ex-

pansion of Canddian manufactures be- |

between 1901 and 1906, the value of the
output of Toronto’s workshops has in-
creased from $58,415,498 to $84,689,253,
or forty-five.per cent, while the value

far as .public reports were ‘concerned,
the mine and its management was all
that could be wished, thatl it was a
prosperous concern with still brighter
prospects.

Yet, in spite of all this, we have to
ocur surprise, seen the shares fall, fall
and stil!l fall, untiluthe bottem threat-
ens to fall out of the whole business.

F, B. Robins, the real estate opera-

tor, was asked for an opinion on this

subject, and replied: 4

“A belt line is a very valuable asset
for any railroad to own, especially the
way this city is growing, and the am-
ount of business they can get to-day
from manufacturers willing to locate,

and.that are now located on this belt,

to say nothing about the business in

the near future from the passenger

end of the proposition. .
Business to Warrant It.

< “There is sufficlent business to-day
in the way of passenger traffic to war-
rant the Grand Trunk opening up this
line, more especially as there is so
much discord between tha city and the
Toronto Railway Co, over the making
of extensions, : :

“This particular part is different to
any city I have ever been in, for. in
most centres the Street Railway Co.
is only too anxious to build. into new
sections. Here, on account of the short
franchise, they do not want to put any
more lines into operation than are ab-
solutely necessary, as they know that
at the end of the present lease it is
almost certain that the corporation
will desire to take over the road.

. Ready to Bulid.

“I know of a number of manufactur-
ers to-day who would locate on the
Dbelt Iiné route were they sure of
the same being opened up at an early
date. In fact, the operation of the
belt line will open Gp a large amount
of land for, factory, purposes, which is
very much needed, as. it is  almost
imposible to secure anw suitable land
on the C. P, R. or the G. T. R. {or
manufacturing sites in the ‘¢ity limits
or adjoining the city at less than
$25600 per acre. L3 3 A

It is to the interest of the Grand
Trunk to open up this belt. , The. rea-
son that a large mumber of manufac-
turers have gone .to Hamilton, where
they can secure the best factory sites
there or :in the Annex, ‘where. power
is cheap and taxes low. is that they
were not -able to -secure in19r about
Toronto sites offering proper railroad

facilities at reasonable prices. In Ham-:

ilton they pay $600 to $1200 per acre
for land with good raflroad facilities.
Want Local Trade.

“I have recently placed two manu-
facturers along the Northern division
of the G. T. R. and am arranging for
a .large -concern in the same district.
These people pay from $2500 to $4500
per acre, and they would not have lo-
cated there at all were it ont for the
fact that they will have a large local
trade in this city, and were forced to
ghoose these locations -instead of éo-
ing- where they could get cheaper land
with proper rallroad facilities, cheaper
power and a fixed tax rate that would
save them considerable per annum. .

“With all this in view, it is up,to
the Grand Trunk Rallway . to get their
belt line in shape and secure the busi-
nes of a large number of manufac-
turers who gtherwise might go to
other cities on other railroads.

“At the same time I want to say
that the proper policy to be pursued
with the Toronto Rallway Co, is not
that of determined opposition all along
the' line. Let the city arrange its dif-
ferences with the company. There is
no good in both being antagonistic. It
doesn’t do a particle of good and it
hurts the intérests of citizens, who look
to the Street Rallway Co. for exten-
sions and an'adequate service.”
