Brampton, Dec, 18.—There is no prospect
of the evidence im the Coleman trial going
to the jury to-day. Coleman in his evid
dence at Orangeville in June, testified that
James Small and James Dick were pre-
sent in Hamilton's office at Shelburne on
the evening of November 23, 1806, when
he saw Mrs. Stephenson sign the famous
order. The Crown evidence this forenmoon
was to show that neither Dick nor Small
could have been in Hamilton's office on
this date, because-they were at auction
sales in the country, too Iar removed
from Shelburne to make Coleman’s state-
ment possible. /\

W. J. Robinson, Sam McDowell, Frank
Mulligan and D. A. Thompson were at
Gerge Robinson's sale, nine miles from
Shelburne, on November 23, and all re-
membered seeing Small, who is a one-arm-
ed man, there as late as 4 p.m.

Robinson also saw Small in Dundalk as
late at 6 p.m. A. J. Calhoun, a Dundalk
store clerk, remembered seeing Small in
Dundalk between 6 and 7 p.m. on the 23rd.
OUn the same date there was an auction sale
at Mrs. George Tate’s in Mulmur.

George MacAllister, the auctioneer. saw
James Dick there, so did George Lant.ng,
the sale clerk, up to as late as lamplight
ing and Robert Krskine, a hired man with
James Dick, was at the sale with his ém-
ployer and drove home with him, arriv-
ing there between 7 and 8 p.m. To wit-
ness’ knowledge Dick was at home until
10 or 11 p.m. Dick’s home is 15 miles from
Shelburne.

Erskine admitted that Dick might have
had time to drive to Shelburne before 8
o’clock.

This closed the case for the Crown.

ILLIONARES MO TRANPS

What Eugene V. Debs Said About the
Orying Evils of the Day.

P

e Wars Not Upon «Capitalists, le Says,
Bat Against the System Thai Makes One
Man a Mulsl-Milljonaire and the Other
a Tramip—His Opinion of Phil Armour,
Rockefeller and Others of That Class.

« Jf I'm designed you lordling’s slave,
By Nature’s law designed,
- Why was an independent wish
J'er planted in my mind?
If not, why am I subject to
His cruelty or scorn?
Or why has man the will and power
To make his fellow mourn?”

Such sentiments might well have formed
the text of the address given by Eugene
V. Debs, the American labor advocate, be-
fore a large audience, mainly the iaboring
class, with a fair sprinkling of women, in
thé Auditorium yesterday afternoon and
evening. Debs has gained world-wide no-
toriety during the last couple of years, He
has been called a sensationalist and a
wrecker of law and order. By his utter-
ances here, he impressed his hearers that

he was a man filled with the great question
of labor, who felt for the oppressed, and
was determined to do all he could to make
“earth a paradise instead of a hell,” to
quote his own words. He is thoroughly
conversant with the social and olitical
situation in the States. and draws is con-
clusions logically and assionately.

Rev. Morgan Woed™n the Chalr,

Rev. Morgan Wood was in the chair, and
in introducing the speaker said he was
glad to be on the platform with a man he
loved, not so much for what he had done
as for what he had tried to do. The
struggle between® capital and labor was
the greatest battle the world had ever seen,
or would ever see, Debs was a sympathetic
brother and friend to all men. “Oh, that
we had men,” he sald, “to-day, who are
honest, not for pollcy's sake, but because
itis a prlncl{{g. "

On rising, bs spoke of the expansion
of the social question during the last few
years, In a system in which the man
who worked the hardest and longest got

there was something that

called fér correction. In the States there
the vietims of man’s

were millions of men

inhumanity, and could not get work, though
it was a Jand whose constitution declared
the brotherhood of man. Any system that

d not give work was a failure, and ought
to be abolished.

In a Land of Plenty.

Some men worked by permission of a
corporation. In the recent strike of miners’
it was found they were trying to support
families on 421 cents a day—in a land of
plenty. They had the grand army of
tramps, numbering 4,000,000, who were will-
ing but could not find work. This  army
was a menace to society. There was a
time when there were Ro tramps—when
work was done by hand. Then machinery
—the result of the brain of labor—came
in, and was at once used to oppress the
working eclass, Skill was eliminated, and
the tramp era began. The factory system
was responsible for tramps, and the taking
of children from schools. There had been
an Industrial evolution, but it had been
for the few instead of for the whole.
Wages were forced down to the low level
of subsistence. The question was not how
much a man earned, or ought to get, but
on how little he could live and. create
wealth for others. Money ruled the world
absolutely.

Civilization Impessible.

Human life counted for nothing. Under
such a system, where man was forced jo
destroy his fellow-man, civilization was im-
possibie. A tramp was a creature of con
tempt, but he was only the unfortunate
vietim of a course of -circumstances which
he could not help. The saddest message
a man could carry to his wife was that he
had lost s employment. The cheapest
commodity in the world was human 1nesh
and blood, and it meant he had to become
a tramp, from which there was but a
short step to crime. Man was not natural-
ly depraved, but under the present system
he was perverted. and filled prisons faster
th':m they could be bulilt.

The labor question couid not be solved by
ckarity. A workingman was not satisfied
with the erumbs brushed from the tables
of the plutocracy. If the state did its dunty
by the individual, he could do the rest for
Fimself. The body of the people were call-
ed absolute and could make absolute laws.
True, but if it made laws unfavorable to
the rich, there was a plutocracy to declare
it unconstitutional. Thé problem of the
day was economic equadity. People lived
under an economic oligarchy, fixing condi-

souls, and when the strike was on he exer-
cised it.

“He has gone to his reward, and if he
found his way to the mercy seat, I hope
he was not turned away with the cruel
edict which he launched on his workmen,™
said the speaker.

He had-no quarrel with the rich, many
of whom were the creatures of the system
along with the poor. He fought against
the system, and to make a successful fight
there must be men who dared to stand
up for the right, even if they were called
agitators and demagogs. Agitation was
better than stagnation.

The speaker then compared the modern
workman to the black . slave, between
whom there was only this difference, the
slave had a value, the workman had nonc.
There was no such thing as overproduction.
There was an appearance of it, because the
workingmen got only one-fifth of what they
produced, and they were three-quarters of
the whole population. The one-quarter
could not absorb whait the four-fifths pro-
duced. Hence labor had ‘not the where-
withal to provide itsedf.

sSomie Startling Figures.

He then quoted statistics to show the
depressed state of commerce and society
in the Republic. Last year there were
‘ 13,007 failures, 12 per cent, more than in
1805, There were 1,150,000 firms in busi-
ness; one-fifth of tae number had with-
drawn because of poor business or failure.
One man out of every 378 was insane; one
nwn out of every 357 was in jail; one man
out of every 433 was living on charity. Such
a state of things could not go on. Such
men as Rockefeller said the world was for
the few, and on that prineciple had screwed
millions out of the poor.He had ondowed
universities. He was called a philanthro-
pist. - He was nothing of the kind. He was
polluting knowledge at its fountain in fore-
ing a political cconomy to be taught in
cenformity with his own false views.
Jduecation was the only means of bring-
ing about the change, and he called on
his hearers to study the question before
them.

Phil Armour’s Greatness,

He then spoke of the degenerating In-
fluence the pascion for making money had
on a man, and instaneced Puilip Armour,
who knew nothing but how to make
sausage. To have more than a mano could
use was dwarfing.

He advoecated state controd of railways
and other productive industries. Then in-
ventions would become blessings instead of
curses for the poor man. If the social
change did not crme he predicted termble
things for the United States. Even now
banking institutions were not safe and
rich men were heaping on their lives in-
surance, but, the change was coming. Com~
petition  would keep on toreing wmen 1o
the wall till there woud be but one great
trust<teft, and then the change must come,

“Let labor take heart, the midnight is
passing and joy comes with the morning,”
were Mr. Debs” parting words of encourage
ment.

AN ACT OF TREACHERY.

Col. Joaquin Rulse, an A.D.C. of Marshal
Blanceo, Put to Death by Caban
Insurgents,

Havana, Dec. 19.—The killing of Liecut.-
Col. Joaquin Rulse, an aldeﬁiecan of
hgumhnl lanco, the Captain-General of
Cuba, by the insurgents under Col. Arau-
guerin, is confirmed. Ruise was recently
sent to confer with the Insurgents. He
proceeded to the enemy’s country on Mon-
day last, having previously written a let-
ter to Aranguerin announcing his coming.
l.ast night a Consular employe, Senor Tos-
ca, whq had been commissioned by Unit2l
States UConsul-General Lee to jpake In-
quiries, returned from Campo Florido, three
leagues distapt from the insurgents’ en-
campment at Tumba Cuntro. He says he
met outposts of Aranguerin’s fore?, and
that the chief of the party confimed the
report that on his arrival Col. Ruise was
met by Aranguerin and an escort of 12
men, who received him warmly, Ruise
urged the party to aceept autonomy, and
congratnlated himself ‘that he would In-
«duce them to return with him to Havana.

The insurgents in camp had not been
prepared for the visit by Aranguerin, and,
seeing. Ruise in his uniform, and learning
the object of his visit, they demanded the
application of the proclamation of Gomez
and Rodriguez, which orders the infliction of
the death penalty upon all persons who at-
tempt to induce the chiefs of the rebellion
to surrender.

In compliance with their demands a court-
martial was formed and the sentence of
death was passed upon Ruise.

Senor Tosca adds that Aranguerin stood
aloof during the trial and allowed the death
sentence to be carried out. Col. Ruise was
executed with a_machete.

The affair is the general topic of conver-
sation in cafes, theatres and clubs. Col.
Ruise was very popular here: It is un-
derstood that he offered his services to Mar.
shal Blanco for the purpose of inducing
Aranguerin to surrender, as the latter had
been formerly employed by Ruise when he
was constructing the Vento waterworks.
