THE SOUDAN  EXPEDITION.

Meteammeh is Now a Veritable City
of Desolation.

Whitened Bones and Sun-Dried
Bodies ¥Found by the British
Force on the Mnrcil - Ghastly
Evidences of the Massacres Com-
mitted by the Dervishes.

Atbara, Aug. 22.—The transport column
of the Soudan expedition, which left Camp
Atbara on Aug. 16, marching along the left
bank of the Nlile to an advanced post at
Nasri Island, arrived at Metemmeh on
Sunday last. The column traversed the for-
merly prosperous and thickly-populated
Jaalin country, which is now completely
deserted and covered with the whitening
bones and sun-dried bodies of the tribes
massacred by the Dervishes last year.
Everywhere are evidences of misery and
Gecay. The skilfully-built Dervish huts
are deserted and crumbling. Metemmeh it-
gelf, a town of 5000 houses, is now a gty
of desolation, its houseg in ruins, its alleys
blocked with skeletons arvd its gurtyards
putrid with corpses.. The few natives seen
are disposed to be friendly.

The second brigade passed there in boats
on their way to the front. The Nile is
Ligh. The Sirdar, having already recon-
noitred the river to Shabiuka, within 50
miles of Khartoum, found the passage easy
for the gunboats. A full advance is ex-
pected to begin shortly and it is not un-
likely taat Khartoum will be captured by
the middle of September. The heat is try-
ing, but the expedition is in good coa-
dition, ;

Shabluka, which was evacuated by the
Dervishes a fortnight ago, is a magnificent

position, the river being narrow, with a
well-built fort on each side. Practically

_the whole force is now encamped at Wad-

hemlid, 55 miles from Khartoum, The Sir-
dar has arrived there. He had a camp at
Zerebaad, but the danger of attack is re-
mote, Many fugitives from Omdurman
state that all the Khalifa's forces are there,
He is spreading the report that the Eng-

A cavalry rec-
onnoisance was made to a point 20 miles
scuth of Wadhamid, but the parties saw
no trace of the enemy.

1t is learned that the Khalifa is making
mining experiments. He racently lowered
a box of gunpowder in the river at Ker-
reri, where the Dervishes expect to give
battle, near the gunboat Ismailia, which is
in the Dervishes’ possession.

The 'box exploded prematurely, Kkilling
those who were engaged in the experi-
ments and destroying the gunboat.. Much
elation is felt over the frustration of the
attempt to destroy the British gunboats.

“While I was at Pine Creek,” says Capt.
Crane of Vietoria, *‘fourteen days ago,
Canadian officials had just decided the
creek was in British Columbia. Claims
staked 250 feet were. reduced to 100,
Every tenth claim was abandoned by the
Government, and notices posted, ‘No royal-
ties.” '’ Capt. Crane says: “‘Though much
exaggerated, it is the biggest strike out-
side the Klondike. Gold commences at the
grass roots, 10c to 50c a pan, and In-
creases downwards, Two men can make
$25 a day.

“Discovery Lake, above Pine Creek, is
just as rich. One man named Duval is now
taking out $8 pans. Besides the Pine Creek
diggings being in British Columbia,” says
Capt. Crane, “it is practically held by
Canadians, Mot)mted Police staked the
first claim; then®about a hundred British
Columbia_and Eastern Canadian boys fol-
lowed them, twenty Victoria fellows alone
locating, The diggings can be worked all
year, Five cents a pan would pay.”

vote or not depended on the House itself.
As for the point ralsed, there was not a
membet of the House but was equally
amenable with the eight members, for, if
the point had been sustained, the produc-
tion of a petition against any member
would preclude his voting in the House.
In the second place, the bill was not de-

-claratory of ‘the right of ‘constables to vote

at the last election and, therefore, the
members were not yhl ed. Hven had it
been declaratory, b ted if the Point
would apply, because there was no offieial
evidence as to how the constables voted.
In the matter of pecuniary Interest, the
interest was not direct and persomal; and,
being common to all, the votés of the mem-
bers were perfectly In order. It was a

‘matter of publi¢ policy, and on all such

questions ‘the votes of members were al-
ways allowed to passg unchallenged.

_ New Legislation Introduced.
The matter was allowed to drop there
and the Attorney-General introduced 2
couple of amending bills, one to rescind
legislation which prevented city clerks
from posting up voters’ lists before the
Court of Revision had passed upon the as-
sessment, and the other to correct certain
clerleal and typographical errors discovered
since the revision of the statutes.

This Year's Deficit $651,000.
Then the House passed in commlittee,
with Mr. Stratton in the chair, all the estl-
mates brought down Friday night, with the
exception of the $60,000 asked for “eivil
government,” which, by Mr. Whitney'’s re-
quest, was allowed to stand. But the Op-
fon were determined that the Goven'l-
ment could not boast ofi this autumns
stumping-tour 1hat It had gofie through
without protest, and Mr. Matheéson volced
that protest.

A big find of valuable mineral deposit Is
reported from Labrador coast. Two men
named MacBain of the eity, with Rev.

They brought
home samples of the mineral, but were
ignorant of its real value at first, and were
surprised to find that the mineral was
white sapphire, which Is largely used for
manufacturing purposes.

The proposed ship canal from the head
of the great lakes to tidewater is now
receiving great attention from our neigh-
bors, who view with some apprehension
the opening of the enlarged St. Lawrence
s¥Stem next year, and whose experience
in the recent war with Spain has dis-
closed the fact that a ship canal to the
sea would be of great benefit to them
from a naval point of view.

During the war the navy would have
had at its commend several more vessels
had it been possible to get them from the
great lakes to the seaboard. Some
boats that it was~especially desired to
use in connection with the war opera-
tions were taken down through-the Wel-
Tand Oanal and down the St. Lawrence
in two parts, having been' eut in two.
They were then put together, but hard-
ly in time to be of any material service.
Had there been a ship canal around tae
Falls on the New York State side all this
trouble would have been avoided, and
many more vessels that ply on the upper
lakes would have been available for war
service. For these reasons it has be-
come quite generally known that very
se?rious consideraticp will be given by
an early Congress to the ship canal
scheme.

Britain and the United States Win
Act Together as Regards Trade
in the Far East,

London, Aug, 22.—The Manchester Guar-
dian says: We understand that United
States Ambassador Hay's recall to Wash-
Angton to accept the post of Secretary of
State Is due to his speclal fitness to carry
out a poliey, ‘in regard to which negotia-
tions have been proceeding for some time
between Washington and London, and up-

American and British interests are lden-
tical.

There is no Intention of binding the na-
tions in an alliance. Each is to be free to
pursue its own destinies In it8 own way,

WINTER WHEAT,

Leading an&tlel Successfully Test-
‘ed in 1898 on 191 Ontarie
Farms.

One million nacres of winter wheat will
likely be sown In Ontarlo within the next
three weeks. As the variety sown has a
marked influence upon both the quality
and the quantity of the crop produced, it
is very Important that the very best kinds
be used. An increase in yleld of one bushel
of winter wheat per~acre means a total
increase of ove million bushels for the pro-
vince, The average annual yleld of winter
wheat per acre in Ontario for the past fif-
teen years 18 about twenty-seven per cent,
lower than that of Great Britain and Ire-
land, and about thirty-one per cent. higher
than that of any of the winter wheat grow-
ing States of the American Union. The
aim of Ontario should be to approach the
record of the former rather than that of
the latter. The average yleld of winter
wheat In Ontario for the eight years end-
Ing with 1808 is 21.6 bushels per acre,
and that; for the eight years ending with
1800 was 18.5 bushels per acre. Hence
the change In average ylfeld of win-
ter wheat per acre in Ontario is moving
in the right direction. ;

. Ten Years’ Careful Attention.

The growing of this Important crop has
recelved a good deal of attention in the
Exper'mental Department of the Ontario
Agricultural. College within the past teén
years, Varleties obtaineéd from the United
States, England, Germany, France and Rus-
sia are being carefully tested, along with
those secured from the wheat growing sec-
tions of Canada. After the varieties have
been carefully tested in the experimental
plots at the college In each of five years,
the leading kinds are selected for co-oper-
ative experiments throughout Ontarlo, It
has been found that the varleties which
have given the best average results in the
experiments conducted at the college for
a few years in succession have nearly al-
ways given good satisfaction on the farms
of the province, s

Seven varieties of winter wheat were
sent out for co-operative .experiments In
the autumn of 1897. These were divided
into three séts with thiee varieties 12 each
set, the Dawson's GColden Chaff being
used In all the sets as a basis by which
the results of all the varieties could be
compared with one another. We have re-
ceived 191 full and satisfactory reports of
carefully conducted winter wheat experi-
ments for 1808,

Thé followinz table gives the compara-
tive yield of straw and grain per acre of
the varieties of winter wheat tested in
1808 on 191 farms:

This table should be of great value to the
wheat growers of Ontario, as none except
the 191 good reports are included in’ the
summary. Much credit is due to the care-
ful experimenters who sent us the reports
of the tests made on their farms.

Conclasions. /
1. In the average yleld of winter wheat

-| per acre, the Dawson’s Golden (Chaff stood

highest among 11 varieties tested over On-
tario in the year 1803, among nine varieties
ih each of the years 1804, 1895 and 18086,
and among seven varieties In each of the
years 1897 and 1898,

2. Three of the varieties of winter wheat
have been tested over Ontario for. five
years In succession, with the following
average yields of grain per acre: Dawson’s
Golden Chaff, 32,0 bushels; Early Genesee
Giant, 28.9 bushels; and Barly Red Claw-
son, 28.7 bushels.

3. Dawson’s Golden Chaff was the most
popular variety with the experimenters In
each of the past five years. :

4. In the co-operative experiments for
1898, the Dawson’s' Golden Chaff and the
Barly Genesee Gianf came through the win-
ter the best and the New Columbia the
poorest.

5. The Early ' Genesee Glant, Dawson’s
Golden Chaff and New Columbia possessed
the strongest straw, and the Poole and Im-
perial Amber the weakest straw in 1808,

6. In the co-operative experiments of each
of the past flve years, the Dawson’s Gold-
en Chaff was one of the least and the
Farly Genesee Glant was one of the most
affected by rust.

7. In 1898 all varleties were practically
free fromr smnt, which is nearly always th'e
case when no smut 1s sown with the wheat.

8. The Pride of Genesee and the Imperial
Amber produced the longest and the New
Columbia the shortest straw,

9. The New Columbia, Early Red Clawson
and Dawson’s Golden Chaff were the first
and the Early Genesee Giant and Pride of
Genesee were the last to mature,

10. The Dawson’s Golden Chaff and New
Columbia produced the plumpest and the
Poole the most shrunken grain,
