. The colone] talked on several different his-
‘Yorical topics for @ time and then switched
on to the little Englanders. Afterward he
pandled the négro question as the keyaote
of the Boer antipathy to Britain. Only
for' the happy streak of good fortune that
made Mr. Chamberlain Colonial Secretary,
the Boer policy of annexing Natal and
Cape (.‘q‘lony and forming a Boer Republic
in the whole of South Africa might have
succeeded. ‘“We saw, too,” said the colon-
ei, “‘certain weaknesses in England, and
that she was pot wholly prepared to go into
this great war. Therefore Canadians felt
that, being men with initiative and power
to think and act, we coul dassist the
Mother Country as irregulars or as scouts.”

Proceeding, he gave it as his decided

. opinionm that soldiers could not be discip-

limed by the French and German systems,
which wore being edopted also in the Bri-
tish army.

As to Gemeral Hutton.

When neral Hutton came to Canada
Col. Hughes had taken the whole question
up with him. = With the exception of Gen-
eral Herbert, all British officers command-
ing in Canada pooh-poohed the notion that
Canadians could be of any service to the
lmperial army. Geue'ra; Hutton sald
Caradians might as wel] try to fly to the
moon as take thefr place beside Imperial
moldiers, and then only when led by Im-
pertal officers. The colonel admitted that
bhe bad repadiated this imputation in lan-

. goage more forcible than polite. Some of
this language dealt with the barnacies

, sticking to the noble body of Britain. As
the colonel read it, he brought down the
House again and again. He admitted that
all that he wrote may not have been palat-
able to the G.O.C., but the G.0.C. had
drawn it down upon his own head. An-
other specimen of the language address2d
to the G.0.C. alluded to him as an “‘Im-
perial incompetent.”

. The House Was Listening.

By this time the House was listening in-
tently and shaking with layghter. The v0i-
onel had further given the G.0.C. the bene-
fit of his knowledge that the British snad
retreated from the oid plugs of Boer farm-
ers who ha dno Horse Guards. However,
all the language wag justified by provoca-
tion. Even the correct-looking leader of
ihe Opposition nearly fell off his chair
with mirth, One of the differences was on
the detail of drill sergeants for the rural
battallons in Canada. Gen. Hutton was
for the drill sergeants and Col. Hughes
against, “I give fair warning now,” said
the colenel, ‘“‘that if ever a drill sergeant
is sent by the Minister of Militia to me I
wil] resign. It is humiliating to a com-
manding officer.”

Ottawa, Feb, 25.—(Special,)—There will
be woe and lamentation, yea, and rage,
among the active Liberal politicians thru-
out the Dominion to-day. The first division
of the session has been recorded, and the
Government's majority is only 9. Monoy
bad been put up in every quarter of Canada
apon the resuit of the first vote in the
new House. No self-satisfied party worker
who supported the Government would de-
mean Mmself by betting on a majority of
less than 50, and this Ils how his moaey
will be lost, The division was on straight
party lines,

How Vote Arose.

Mr. Fielding moved the adjournment
of the debate on the beet sugar question,
and Mr. Clarke Wallace objected, challeng-
ing the motion as & repetition of the old
policy of shelving this question. The Gov-
ernment rallied #ts followers, and the di-
vision bell rang out a long and framtic
chime. But the Liberal whips were not
able to avert the imeyitable. The small-
ness of the majority surprised even the
Uonservatives, and they cheered again and
again when the division was announced

Of course the explanation was that the
Liberals were not on the premises and
could not be produced by the whips. There
will be wigs on the green when the Govern-
meént hears the total amount of Grit coin
that has thus been recklessly thrown away.

Dr. Sproule on Sugar.

Dr. Sproule moved: That, having rezard
to the large imporations of sugar into Can-
ada for home consumption, and that it has
been demonstrated beyond a doubt that the
cultivation of the sugar beet in the Domin-
ion ig not only feasible, but is being suc-
cessfully grown in many parts of the coun-
try at present; therefore, in the opinion of
this House, in order to stimulate the farm-
ers of Canada to engage in the growth of
this valuable product, and also to encour-
age the establishment of beet rToot sugar
factories, a bounty should be offered for
all beet root sugar manufactured in the
Dominion during the next ten years.

Steel Bounty Amnalagous.

He pointed to the wonderful setimulus
xxve'l; to the {ron industry, which, in his
opinion, was solely due to the bounty given
by the Government. He argued that the
beet sugar industry would work out aimi-
larly. Canada had last year imported 812,-
000,000 pounds of beet sugar to the value
of $8,361,000. Thirty factories would be
needed to produce that quantity of sugar.,

Canada Can Grow Sugar.

Canada could grow the sugar beet as well
as any country in the world, better than
Germany, where the industry Is exceed-
ingly profitable. He went into gtatisties on
this head. He'ealculated that to bulld the
thirty factories now needed ‘would mean an
cxpenditure of $15,000,000 at the beginning,
placing the expenditure on each factory at
$500,000. The employment that would be
furnished he calculated at 200 hands to the
factory, or 6000 persons directly employed
in connection with the industry. The
amount of money paid annually to the
farmers for the beets would be $6,000,000.
The by-products of the factories would be
very valuable to the farmers.

Bounty Was Needed.
Arguing in favor of & bounty, Dr.

Sproule said the factory that last year had
opposed the bounty had since been unable
to find anyone who would invest a dollar
in the industry without ft. He declared
that the provincial bounty would do no
good. The Dominion Government gho1ld

vince of Ontario presented. The industry
would be a profitable one without a boguty,
andall that was required was a little In-
dustry. He would not say that he was ab-
solutely correct in the matter. It was at
all events a question for consideration. He
advocated the appointment of a commission
that would thoroly sift the matter and place
the House in possession of the fullest in-
formation available.

Mr. Legris ‘(Maskinonge), speaking in
¥rench, strongly favored the bounty. He
recounted the efforts made in the Province

| of Quebec to establish the industry.

Mr. Fielding Promises,
Hon. Mr. Fielding said that as he ex-

pected to bring down the budget at an early
day, he did not think it expedient at the
present time to make any other comment
on the able addresses delivered, than to
say that the subject is one of deep interest
and great importance, and at the proper
time the Government will be prepared to
express its views. He moved the adjouri-
ment of the debate.

Mr. Clarke Wallace did not see why the
resolution should be shelved by the ad-
journment of the debate. He challenged the
Government to say whether it approved the
principle set out in. the resolution. He
pressed for a division.

Articles of Incorporation Filed-10
Millions Needed to Float It.

New York, Feb. 25.—Articles of Incor-
poration of the United States Steel Cor-
poration were filed {his * -ning at the
office of the County Cle.n of Huydson
County, New Jersey. This concern is the
gigantic Morgan-Carnegile combing, The
agent in New Jersey of the mew corpora-
tion is the Hudsom Trust Company of 51
York-street, Hoboken.

The objects of the corporation are to
manufacture steel, iron, copper and other
materials, and to own, occupy and develop
mines and to own means of trans-
portation. The provision is made tbat the’
corporation shall not own a raflroad in
the State of New Jersey.

The incorporators are Charles C. Cluff,
Wiltiam J. Curtis and Charles MacVeagh.

The total euthorized capital stoek. - s
$3,000, divided fnto 30 shares”of §100 each.

“The provisionis ‘made that the stock
may. be increased at any time.

The papers filed in Jersey City are brief,
and give few details, but it Is understood
that the combine includes the Carnegle
Company, the American BSteel and Wire
Compsny, the American Steel Hoop Com-
pany, the National Tube Company, the
American Sheet Steel Company, the Am-
erican Tin Plate Company. the National
Steel Company and the Federal Stecl Com-
pany.

It was reported in Wall-8treet to-day
that arrangements for financing the
United States dtecl Corporation and for
exchanging the securities of rhe partici-
pating companies has been comp'eted. It
was said that not more than $15,000.000
would be needed to float the new com-
pany, and that this amount had already
been set aside by the underwriters. The
company’'s securities will be listqd on the
New York Stock Exchange, and probably
on the London Stock Exchauge.

OVER A  BILLION CAPITAL.

Morgan’s Latest Deal Is Gigantic in
Its Proportions.

New York, Feb. 25.—The Herald says: '
P. Morgan has just completed the project
by which another and the greatest consoli-
dation of capital is added to the notable |ist
of the last ten years. The steel combination
plan was consummated at a conference in
his office late on.Saturday afternoon. An
official announcement may be expected to-
day (Monday) from the office of J. P. Mor-
gan & Co., of which the Carnegie Company,
the Federal Steel Company, the National
Tube Company, the American Steel and
Wire Company, the American Tinplate Com-
pany, the Natlonal Steel Company, the Am-
erican Steel Hoop Company and the Am-
erican Sheet Steel Company are to be com-
biued into one concern, wiich is'to issue its
stock In return for theirs, the. valuation
having been determined upon the asseis
and the earning power of the respective cor-
porations thus merged.

*“I'his new combination, it is understood,
will be called the United States Consoli-
dated Steel Company.

THE OBJECT OF MR. CLANCY, M.P.

Member for Bothwell Introduced a Bill to Amend the Dominion

Elections Act—Mr. Richardson of Lisgar Again Brings
Forward His Land Grant Bill—Other Bills.

Ottawa, Feb. 25.—(Special.)--SBome import-
ant bills got a first reading to-day.

Mr. Clancy introduced a bill to amend the
Dominjon HElections Act of 1800. The ob-
ject of the bill, he said, was, to punish a
form of intimidation which drove working-
nien either away from the polis or to vote
for the candidate whom they otherwise
would have opposed. The bill would pun-
ish by fine or imprisonmen tanyone who de-
clared that the Dominion baliot, or the
mode” of voting on It, is not a secret one.
Everyone who has studled the Dominion
ballot, he said, knows that it is secrety but
more than 90 per cent. of the electorate of

: Canada, depending largely upon what they

are told, are confused by hearing from one

side that the ballot is secret and by the

other that It is not, The bill was read.
Mr. Robinson’s Proposal.

Mr. Robinson (BEigin) introduced a bill to
amend the Dominion Drainage Act.

Mr. Clancy called the attention of the
House to the fact that there is no Domin-
fon Drainage Act and that the bill should
be an amendment to the Ballway Act.

Mr. Richardson’s Land Grant Act.

Mr, Richardson (Lisgar) introduced a bill
respecting the land grant of the CanadGian
Pacific Railway. He explained that the bill
was practieally the same as introduced by
oim last session. By the C.P.R. agree-
ment of 1881 the railway received a vast
cash gubsidy and a land grant of 25,000,000
acres. There was a clause providing that
the railway appurtenances and chattels
were made exempt from taxation forever,
and the land grant for twenty years from
the time of the grant by the Crown. Some
difference of opinion seemed to have arisen
with regard to the expiration of the period.
Up to the present time patents for only
smal] quantities of land have been issued
by the g¢dmpany, and when the matter was
before Parliament last eession the ‘First
Minister and the leader of the Opposition
took the view that it was a legal question
which could only be settled by reference
to the committeces whether the exemption
from taxation should expire in twenty years
from the date of the contract. He took the
view that the_matter was by no means one
for veference to the committees. He would
be able to satisfy the House that it was
clearly the intention of Parliament twenty
years ago that the exemption should cease

in twenty years from the date of the con-
tract, and the bill which he now asked to
have read a second time, declared that the
exemption expired om the 15th of the pre-
sent month. s

Mr. Oliver, who was to have seconded the
bill, was not in the House, and Mr, W. F,
Maclean at once took his place,

Richardson Objects to Saw-Ofis,

Mr. Rlchar‘dson introduced a bill to amend
the Dominion Controverted Klections Act.
He explained that bis object was to put
as many difficulties as possible in the way
of saw-offs, He had conm;lted with promi-
nent judges and the bill was drawn upon
their suggestions. It provides that affi-
davits should be received from the re-
spondent and the electlon agents on ooth
sides before the petition could be dismiss-
ed, and even then the judge would have
the right to consider whether there had
been collusion, and he would have power
to declare the deposit of $1000 forfeited
to the Crown.

MANITOULIN AND NORTH SHORE.
The Ontario Government should not has-

tily dismiss the application recently made
for .an extﬂm‘lon of Provincial aid to the
Manitoulin and Nemth Shore Railway. The
requ;st for assistance made by a strong
deputation, which. ~wailed upon Premier
Ross on Friday last, deserves the serious
considemation of therAdministration.

The proposal is that the Government
should grant $2000 in cash and 5000 acres
of lahad per mile for 80 miles of railway,
to connect Manitoulin Island with the
mainland. and, incidentally open up an

| extensive mineral belt around Sud@bury.

The chief ends that the construction of
the line—-twelve miles of which is already
built—would accomplish would be:

First—The emancipation of (he parge pop-
ulation of Manitoulin Island from a long
annual period of isolation.

Second—The furnishing of a great belt
of nickel lands, already partially developexd
and proven, with proper transportation
facilities, which would mean g short out-
haul to a deep-water lake dock for ores,
and a short return haul for smelter fuel,
supplies, ete.

It is also claimed by those behind the
projected line that the road, which, after
running a few miles almost due west from
Sudbury, then swings south, thru the min-
eral beit, to Little Current, on Manitodlin
Island, would cut down the distance by
way of Georgian Bay ports between Te-
ronto and New Ontario. The argument i3
held out that the line would, therefore,
bring a lot of North Ontario trade to this
city and to several other Ontario townus.

Thirty millions of dollars seems, and is, @
very large amount of money: but who can
say that it would be am extravagant out-
lay to obtain control of a property in whici
¢he people of Canada have slready invested
$130,000,000 without getting any return
whatever? It has also been pointed out
that there lg great damger that some of
the big railway combinations across the
line may go on the market and buy up
enough stock to give them control of the
road. The president of the C.P.R, has
sald im an interview this is quite poss-
ible, and in that event what would our
pesition be? We would have a roxd in
which we bave Invested $130,000,000 pass
out of our hands and under the control of
a foreign combination, who would have
to pay only $30,000,000 for it. When we
made this emormous investment in the
C.P.R. it was because we looked upon it
as a Canadian enterprise, and we had no
idea that we were building a road with
public funds for an American syndicate.
Yet the possibility is that we may any
day find ourselves in that very unsatis-
factory position, unlessg something is done
to prevent it. 4

r——

Some of the papers charge Mr. Maclean
with having sprung a surprise on the coun-
try, and with attempting to embarrass the
Government by foreing it into making 2
declaration on this most importamt and
far-reaching question. without having had
time to copsider it fully. Surely there is
no ground for making this charge. The
nationalization of the railways of Canada
is a question which has been widely dis-
cussed, and one on which most Canadians
have formed opinions; and I think that the
very great majority are in favor of Gov-
ernment ownership or control, and I would
be very sorry ¢o think that any member of
the Government was so far behind the
times as mot to have given a good deal of
consideration to this question. I am sure
they, must have seen long ago that it was
forcing its way t¢o the front, ‘and that
sooner or lkater it would Deconie a 'live
political issue, Mr. Maclean’s plans for
accomplishing the end almed at may b2 all
his own, but surely the Governmemt was
far-seeing enough to realize that the mat-
ter would come up in some form. Mean-
time all the credit belongs to Mr. Maclean,
and it is te be hoped that he will get the
support .of the House -and of the Govern-
ment.

Mr. Maclean’s motion in favor of divest-
ing the management of Govermment rail-
ways from politicul ‘influence ‘came up on
Tuesday, and a very interesting discussion
ensued, in which it was made very evident
that the sentiment in favor of Government
ownership is growing in the House of Com-
mons. Mr, Maclean bandled the question
in a very able manner, showing the neces-
sity for Government ownership and the
ease with which the end might be attained.
He was followed by speakers on both sides,
who admitted the importance of the ques-
tion, and the necessity for immediate ae
tion. The Minister of Railways was the
only member of the Government to speak
on the question, and he was clearly mot in
favor of a change. Only two other Lib-
erals spoke, and while they said they could
pot support the resolution in the form n
which it was pu¢, they declared themselves
in favor of some legislation on the subject,
and heartily endorsed what Mr. Maclean
had sald. As I have already devoted con-
siderable space to the railway question
this week, I do mot propose to go into the
debate fully until next week; but it is a

question of too much importance to be dis-

missed lightly. While the debate of Tnes-
day did not result in even adivision, it
will have a great influence in bringing this
important matter before the people, and
will, or ought to, cause the Government
to wake -up to the fact that it is a living
fssue, Which must be faced and. settled.
As Mr. Maclean put it, it is a live, twen-
tieth-century issue.

Mr. Maclean seems to be loaded up with
ideas this sedsion. That comes of his be-
ing a live newspaper mamn. When an idea
comes hls way he captures it and stores
it up for future use, That is a journalistic
habit. and a very useful one, €00, Such
an idea occurred to him whern he read of
how the Russians got even with the United
States for putting & counter-vailing duty of
30 per cent, on Russian sugar. The Rus:
sians hit back by placing a retaliatory ex:
cess duty of 30 per cent. on American iron
manufactures, thug kiiling a trade worth
$30,000,000 a year to the United States,
while the Russian: sugar.trade: with the
republic is worth only §360000 a year to
the Russians. The result of. .fhis retalla-
tion has been, Mr. Maclean says, to make
the representatives of the iron industries
at Washington ready to go down on thelr
knees to the Czar of Russia to get relief,
Now, then, what Mr. Maclean suggests is
that Canada take a pointer from Russia,
and hit the Americans in the same vital
spot—the pocket. Our trade is worth about
$100,000,000 a year to the Americans, while
theirs is worth only about Thalf that
amount to us. If we do as Russia has
done, ‘kill that ¢rade for them, it will, in
Mr. Maclean’'s opinion, be the best way
of settling the great issues between Canada
and the United States, The Alaskan boun-
dary question will not be settled, he says.
until we get a Hlttle stiffer-backed policy
towards the Senate and Congress of Dnited
States. There is a great deal more in Mr.
Maclean's proposal than appears at first
sight. There is no question about our
treatment of the United States being gen-
erous to a degree out of all proportion to
their freatment of us.

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP.

Arthur Enterprise : These are matters
which are causing the people to think hard
these days, and Mr. Maciean and  Mr.
Charlton appear to be the only men at
Ottawa who have any dlear ideas as to
what sort of degislation should engage the
members at the present time. This is a
very important matter fo the people of all
Canada, and Mr. Maclean promises to
have it breught up again, when & full dis-
cussion is expacted. More power to sach
men as Maclean and Charidon,

Plmira Signet : Altho the subject was
broached by a Conservative member, Mr.

This
means an increase. in the number of ien
c¢mployed on the property, as the mine has
pot been running at full force since the
trouble began with the Canadian Pacifie.

The St. Bugene of Moyie has consum-
mated a deal by which its output for sev-
eral months will be sent to Belgium, and
this insures a working of that mine to its
full capacity. Work has been resumed,
and the force already has been largely in-
,creased, and more men are being employed
| ench. day.
| The Sullivan mine has already made ar-
‘rangements for the shipment of ore to the
\Trall smelter, and it is the intention of
!that company to greatly increase is out-
put as soon as a spur or tram is built
from the rallroad to the mine.

! Mr. Robbins, in speaking of the recent
| agitation in regard to smelter and rail-
way rates, said that he believed it would
result in a great benefit to British Colmm-
bia, as the action of the American smelter
trust demonstrated the fact there should
‘be smelters on this side of the line to take
care of the ore.

SEE THE NEW STAR.

One of the Most Important Astro-
nomical Events for Many
Generations.

The new star which has suddenly ap-
peared in the coustellation ?f Perseus is
one of the most important astronomical
events which have occurred for many gener-
ations. Not since 1670 has a similar phen-

omenon been presented to the eye of man,
It will, therefore, be watched with un-
tiring interest, while it lasts, whieh may
be for some weeks or months, It is note-
worthy that the star was apparently not
visible a week ago, and yet to-day it is
as bright as some of the first magnitude
| stars, 5

The Nova, for such is the name given
to such stars, will be found in the very
heart of the constellation mentioned, mid-
way, as it were, Between the three bright-
| est stars im it, of which onme, Its nearest
neighbor to the southwest, is the celebrat-
ed variable Algol. It is shining with the
brilliancy of Capella, the splendid sun in
Auriga, which it resembles to a marveious
degree in size and color. Capella is to the
east of the new star, which will probably
be known as Nova Persel, and which
! should be observed by every student of
science, On Saturday night, when the
seeing was very good, it was examined
both telescopically and spectroscopically
in Toronto by a number of thg' members
| of the Astronomical Soclety. The star i
a beautiful object, being of a whitish-
| yellow, with a tint of blue or purple. It
is said to present a peculiar spectrum, hav-
ing mamy dark and hydrogen Mnes. No
| doubt the Nova will prove ¢o .be one of
the most interesting astronomical phen-
omena of the year, and, possibly, of the
century, for there appear to have been
not more than four of such stars, includ-
| ing the mew one, since 138 B.C.

Astounding Faects.

| The mew star is six million times as far
| from the earth as the-sun; roughly speak-
| ing, 560 trillions of mile. This is so far
| that—

The sudden illumination that now has at-
| tracted the attention of the astronomers
| must have occurred about 1803. It has
taken the light ninety-eight years to dart
across the abyss of space to the earth.

Four days ago its
presence was unsuspected, but now it is
known that on Feb. 19 there was present in
the place now filled by the giowing stranger
a faint, modest little spark, far too dim to
be caught by the umaided eye. ‘

Something happened to that pinhole in

{ the black canopy of night, and made & new
sun of it—a sun so huge and bright that
our own oould probably be swallowed up
in it and the inhabitants of worlds far
away as we are from it would never know
it.
{ There s a theory about it, of course, a
| theory that a sullen, black, burned-out
sphere, a dead glant of the skies whirling
| thrn unthinkable distances, was cast into
a cloud of nebulae or vapor, and the grind-
ing of the cloud dust has set it aflame
again,
