Bill, Authorizing Commission to Deal With Whole Ques­
tion, Brings Solution of City’s Street Car Difficulties 
Nearer—Legislature Approves Measure, Which Now 
Only Awaits Formal Ratification.

Ottawa, May 2L—(By Canadian 
Press.)—Increases averaging 32 per 
cent, in eastern Canada, and 20 per 
cent, in western Canada are allowed 
on commercial telegraph messagtn 
thruout Canada in a judgment handed 
down by the ra.lway commission to­
day. The oempanies will toe allowed 
to subdivide the existing rate zones 
east of Sudbury, Ont., and extend tneeo 
zones to Quebec province. Fiât natte 
for these zones are increased from 
26 cents for ten words to 30 cents for 
10 words, and excess ■ words will cost 
two cent», instead of one cent a word. 
Scaled increases from 10 cents to 26 
cents a word are allowed on the $1 
transcontinental rate, with a special 
provision to permit the Grand Trunk 
Pacific to charge $1.65 to Prince Ru­
pert, B. C. Tariffs may 'be filed at 
once, based on the commission's rul­
ings, and the rates will come Into 
effect as soon as the commission rati­
fies the tariffs,

“We came 
to an agreement with Mr. Acres of the 
Hydro for an eight-hour day and 
overtime, and It was agreed on Satur­
day last that this should go on to 
operation and wages left for future 
consideration. On Thursday the com­
mission ordered a ten-hour day, after 
we had agreed before to call off a 
strike.”

Mr. Thomas also objected to the ac­
tion of the commission taking off men 
who failed to turn up at 7 o'clock yes­
terday. ‘‘Those who came at 7 o'clock 
went to work, and those who came at 
8 o'clock were sent home,” said he.

These utilities In the hands of an able 
railroad management could with little 
trouble supply local transportation to 
Toronto 20 times as efficient as It is 
today.

Samuel Morgan, colored, 226 West 
Adelaide street, was arrested yester­
day afternoon by Flalnclotheeman 
Pickering and Pehnock on a charge 
of obtaining $80 from Mrs.- Mitchell 
by fraud.

the annual memorial day of the Can­
adian MUltla Veterans, and this 
year’s observance of the beautiful 
custom of keeping green In their 
memories the deeds and valor, of de­
parted comrades will be carried out 
In Toronto on a larger scale than 
any heretofore attempted. For the 
past twenty years or more the vet­
erans of the Fenian Raids of 1866 and 
1870, and the veterans of the North­
west Rebellion of 1886 (later being 
assisted by the veterans of the South 
African War), have regularly decor­
ated the soldiers’ monuments In 
Queen’s Park on Victoria Day with 
imposing ceremonies and suitable 
memorial exercises The old veterans, 
of 1866 are rapidly passing away, 
and are now arranging to pass over 
their torches to their natural suc­
cessor* the Great War Veterans and 
kindred soldiers’ organisations.

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FOÇ FUNEScrap Ten Churches ?
W The Rov. Dr. Williams of Shcr- 
~ bourne Street Methodist Church ad­

vises Ills brethren to scrap ten Metho­
dist Churches in the downtown dis­
trict, axd replace them with four 
mleelon-houses, which will have gym­
nasiums in the basements, dormitor­
ies on the ground floor, and auditor­
iums upstairs, in which the concert 
and the movies will alternate with 
the sermon. He says the ten churches 
.ovuld be sold for half a million dol­
lars, the missions built and equipped 
with the proceeds, and the kingdom 
of God mightily advanced by the new 
combination of recreation centre, ho­
tel and uplift provider.

Twenty-seven per cent, of the cost 
of running the ten churches is found 
by other churches. Whether the bed­
rooms will make up the deficits that 
the mission collection plates will 
leave, or whether the uptown 
ohunches will à till be expected to 
nourish the four missions that super­
sede the ten churches, Dr, Williams 
does not appear to have told the 
Methodist Union, the stalwarts of 
which are said to have been fairly 
Jumping from their seats while he 
was scrapping so much ecclesiastical 
venerablllty.

Its membership is not peculiar to it. 
Whatever the membership statistics 
may say the church-going habit is as 
outstanding a distinction of Toronto 
as it was.

SUGAR PRICES.

Ottawa, May 21—OBy Canadian 
Press),—The sugar inquiry, which 
will open In Ottawa on Tuesday next 
marks the first public Inquiry by the 
board of 'commerce of Canada for 
some time past. The board has In­
vited refiners, wholesalers, retailers 
,ir,d consumers to attend and give 
evidence, the Inquiry being general 
in Its scope. For some time past, 
It le understood, the board had been 
accumulating Information on the 
marketing' of sugar In every section 
of the Dominion, and Is In possession 
of the most exhaustive details on the 
sugar situation.

The decision of the supreme court 
In the board of commerce stated case 
probably will come down Tuesday 
morning, If It affirms the Jurisdic­
tion of the board as a profit-fixing 
tribunal, It 1» expected that amend­
ments to the combines and fair prices 
act will be Introduced In parliament. 
Repn rentatlone have been made to 
the prime minister by business men, 
notably the Retail Merchants' Asso­
ciation,
amended to define • more clearly the 
scope of the board of commerce. It 
Is not likely that the board of com­
merce also will submit some amend­
ments to the act for the government's 
consideration.
