I There are 78 Churches generally recognized as belonging to the 
denomination.

The number of Ministers, including two Professors in the Theological 
Institute, and three native Indian Missionaries, is GO.

There are 10 vacant charges, 2 of which may not again be occupied.
It is computed that the average attendance in our places of worship 

is between eleven and twelve thousand, and our church membership not 
far from three thousand five hundred.

There arc 66 church edifices, with accommodation for upwards of 
18,000, of the value of nearly £43,000.

The Sabbath Schools may be represented as having Teachers, 432 ; 
Scholars, 3,351.

The estimate of contributions for the past year is £11,292, of which 
£5000 is for Ministers' Stipends ; Debts, Buildings, and Incidentals, 
£4,070 ; and for Missions, Institute, and general purposes, £2,222.

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FOURTH ANNUAL REPORT.

As copies of this document will probably fall into the hands 
of many who have not seen the Reports of previous years, the 
Committee of the Canadian Congregational Missionary Society

They have not only effectively addressed meetings, 
but they have also proved wise counsellors in the pecuniary affairs 
of the Churches. There is hero an important sphere of usefulness 
for some of the more intelligent members of our Churches. 
Their visits are highly valued, while they have the satisfaction of 
knowing that they prove eminently useful.

A glance at the Subscription Lists in the Appendix will evince 
the truth of the statement that much is lost in some places for 
want of system. Where there are Missionary Cards and Boxes, 
where the young and females arc engaged as collectors, and where 
time is given either before or after the missionary meetings for a 
thorough canvass, an aggregate sum is obtained which cannot be 
expected in a single collection. Congregations not in the least 
more able, which adopt this systematic course, raise annually 
double and treble the amount contributed by others in which 
only a collection is made at the meeting. And besides the pecu­
niary result, there is obtained the advantage arising from training 
the young and others to take a practical and even laborious inte­
rest in the cause of missions. No Church can be in a prosperous 
condition in which there is no training in this direction : hence 
this matter demands serious attention where it is neglected.
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CALL TO EXTEND OPERATIONS.

Canada, like some of the more favoured western states of the 
neighbouring Union, is increasing in population with great rapi­
dity.

In one of these it is probable we 
may form a small Church, which I will endeavour to visit regularly, 
though not very frequently. Besides those who are there already (for­
merly members) I suppose that by this time their number is likely aug­
mented by the arrival of some who had been members of Zion Church, 
Montreal ; so that there will be the nucleus of a cause which, I trust, 
may yet rise to be a flourishing Church.”
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Kincardine and Bruce.—The last Ann util Report, contained 
a sketch from the Rev. Neil McKinnon of this new field of labour 
into which he had entered on leaving Nottawasaga. It appears 
from the subjoined extracts from two reports that he is encouraged 
in his work. Toiling in the Lord’s vineyard, far from the sphere 
of any ministerial brother, lie has a special claim on the sympathy 
and prayers of the Churches. It is to be understood that our 
brother’s native tongue is Gaelic, in which language he for the 
most part preaches.

“ By the grace of God we are favoured with a measure of success. 
Eight were added to the little Church since I last wrote, and there are 
a few more anxious to cast in their lot amongst us. The people are 
coming out well, and every one seems to he listening for himself. 
T vr are some that are over sixty years of age that travel six miles 
i or; Sabbath, and they belong to another denomination. I am labor­
ing wilh a good deal of fatigue, hut I am far from complaining, because 
I do not doubt hut the Lord sent me here to advance his kingdom. At 
the same time I feel myself in need of more of the wisdom that is from 
above to direct me to do his will. Likewise, I feel myself in the need of 
the prayers of the brethren.”

firencc. There is no village within four miles of us ; the church is 
situai on a street of farms. I preach twice on Lord’s days—once in 

own place, (the Methodists hold their service in the afternoon), and 
once, either at Iona, a village six miles from hence, or at a school-house 
hack in the settlements. At Iona I preach in the Temperance Hall : 
the attendance is good, and the attention paid to gospel truth encourag­
ing. At the school-house, among the hack settlers, I preach on alter­
nate Sunday afternoons to, generally, ns many ns the small place will 
conveniently hold. Here resides a family, recently from England, the 
parents of which were for upwards of twenty years consistent members 
of the church to which I ministered, and of which my father was twenty- 
seven years Pastor. In this settlement we have raised a small Sabbath 
School, managed by a local committee, and called “ The first branch of 
Southwold Congregational Sabbath School.” It comprises thirty chil­
dren, and four or five teachers. In this school-house I have, since I 
last wrote, baptized three children and one adult. I have also baptized 
three children in a German family, the mother unable to talk English.

“ There is not one instance of decided conversion to God to which I 
point as the fruit of my ministry in these parts ; yet the word is 

heard with great attention, and my hopes arc sometimes sanguine that 
it will not all be in vain. 1 am informed by the deacons that some (a 
few) of the hearers have begun to contribute a trifle to the (anse, who 
had not previously contributed ; but the church, not being accustomed 
to support a minister before I came, are far from punctual and regular 
in their payments."

As it appears from Mr. B.’s uncomplaining report that much 
lack of system and regularity in payment and in settling accounts 
with the pastor obtains, the Committee have called the attention 
of the Church to the peremptory requirements of Article viii. in 
the Constitution of the Society.

Simcoe.—The Rev. Samuel Harris has continued his labours in 
this place, aided by our funds. From elaborate communications 
somewhat numerously signed, sent to the Committee at the close 
of the Missionary year, they arc deeply pained to learn, that there 
exists among the adherents of the cause at Simcoe, such a want 
of harmony, as must grievously interfere with spiritual prosperity. 
A deputation has been appointed by the new Committee to visit 
that place, who, it may be hoped, will suggest “ tlie things that 
make for peace.” In sending such visitors the Committee assume 

right of interference with the proper independence of the 
Churches ; but simply act as guardians of the funds committed to 
them ; that they may not be expended where, from any cause 
whatever, there is want of probability of success in the attempt 
to establish a vigorous institution. Inasmuch as harmony among
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the mass of the adherents of a cause in any place may be regarded 
as essential to the success of the evangelistic work-which this 
Society was formed to promote, the Committee cannot fail to take 
cognizance of its disruption, and as a general thing to urge upon 
the contending parties the duty of submitting their differences to 

impartial advisory council, for the summoning of which the 
ordinary details of our congregational polity provide. It is the 
prayer of the Committee that the blessing of peace may be speed­
ily restored to the cause at Simcoe.
' Mr. Harris, while adverting sorrowfully to these discouraging

trials, thus reports in May :—

“I am banny 1o be enabled to say that during the past year we have, 
amid -i many difficulties, made some little progress. During that period, 
un to the last Sabbath, there have been good congregations, and, gene­
rally speaking, attentive ones. Our Sabbath School is increasing both 
in numbers and interest.

Stratford.—The Church in this rising town, under the pasto­
ral care of the Rev. Solomon Snider, lifts had its trials in ma ters 
requiring Church discipline, but seems to b*e also favoured with 
spiritual prosperity. Mr. Snider preaches once a fortnight to H 
_ agrégation of Germans, in their own language. Our brother’s 
reporta”'will be read with interest. In December lie writes

“In sending you an account of |the state of things among us, 1 feel it 
to be imperative on me, first of all, to thank God for abounding mercy 
We am saved out of a fight of affliction. Health is given us with food 
and raiment, and 1 trust, in a good degree, the confidence and good utl 
“ community. Our prospect is decidedly improving, and we expect 
growing prosperity. ,

1 Our Chapel is undergoing great improvements, in the addition of 
half in length, a new and better style of pulpit, enlarged windows, and 
other changes.

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3. Our singing, prayer, and other public services, appear to be grow­
ing in interest and deepening in feeling. We lately ordained two 
brethren to the office of Deacon who have the entire confidence of the 
Church ; and ns they are decidedly sensible of their responsibilities, and 
willing to work, I rejoice in the hope of fellow-laborers in the vineyard.

4. Uur Sabbath Schools are progressing as usual.
5. One has lately died in the Lord. I trust my preaching was made 

useful to her, and 1 hope to meet her in a better world. She had not 
joined the Church."

The report in the spring contains the following paragraph :—
“ 1 am exceedingly happy to inform you, that God has visited this 

Church with a gracious outpouring of the spirit. A goodly number 
attend our prayer-meetings, and several have openly professed Christ. 
This Church has never been in so healthy and flourishing a state in 
spiritual tilings; but it will require a little time to nettle and confirm the 
young converts. The work has been extraordinary. I hope you will 
have a good report iu a few weeks from the Germans in Stratford, 
unong whom I now hold German service once in two weeks, with hopes 
of success.”

Baris.—This Church as connected with that at Burford had 
In-come self-sustaining; hut as its wants and those of the import­
ant locality in which it is placed, could not be supplied in con­
junction with another Church, some small missionary aid was 
asked for one year that they might secure the entire services of 
the Rev. James Boyd, who lmil just completed his academical 
course. In his first report Mr. Boyd mentions that he found the 
Church, consisting of twenty members, one of whom was under 
discijdine; that the congregations were large; and that during 
the six months preceding, fourteen members had been added to 
the Church. Thu Sabbath School had been reorganized and 

flourishing. The second Report at end of April must be 
given entire:—

“The hope indulged in my last report, that the “Head of the Church" 
would pour out Ills Spirit on the Church and Congregation here, has 
been realized. We have enjoyed the showers of God's grace, and the 
result is, that the borders of Zion have been enlarged, her stakes 
strengthened and cords lengthened.

“ In the month of February last, many of the congregation seemed to 
be deeply impressed with the necessity of seeking that “ Holiness with­
out which no one can see the Lord." Unusual interest in Divine things 
manifested itself, and those who before were in a measure indifferent to 
the truth, now began to feel its importance. Under these circumstances, 
it occurred to us that special services would not be inappropriate. For 
nearly three weeks successively these were held, and not a little inter
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to labour for the good of souls.

Barton and Glanford.-T1,c reports of Rev. Wm. Allworth 
indicate a steady, persevering toil in a field not without promise 
of fruit, yet, thus far, not specially encouraging. The fo lowing 

paragraphs taken from the more voluminous details with 

which he has furnished the Committee :
eregations in Barton have been good, for the six months past
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We have an interesting Sabbath School, which we have determined 
not to give up for the winter, as has been the custom aforetime here. 
The impracticability has been urged, notwithstanding a Day School 
near the Meeting house by its numerous scholars testifies that the will 
is all that is wanting. I have resolved to keep on and the School does 
very well hitherto. The difficulty, however, is increased by the want 
of reliability in the teachers. I have to be present, hence our School 
is kept before the morning service, as early as nine in the morning. A 
Sabbath School is kepi in the Chapel at Glanford through the perse­
verance of one of our members and is encouraging. We have kept up 
a weekly prayer meeting in llarton through the year.

A l 'nion Prayer Meeting has been kept up in Glanford at which 1 have 
seldom attended.

! have held an exceedingly interesting Bible Class on Monday nights, 
at which from ten to twenty have been in attendance, adults and young 
persons ; this lias been conducted in a familiar coloquial style. These 
meetings promise to be useful, indeed some old professors confess to 
their benefits with regard to themselves.

I think the benevolence of the people has received a stimulus. I hope 
yet to get our Institute and French Canadian Missions befere them, but 
I desire to advance cautiously and not lay on burdens but as parties 
are willing to bear them. The time may yet come when the privilege 
of contributing to these objects will be the prominent thought. In the 
mean time a sense of duty must supply that motive which in an 
advanced Christian mnnhood will hold a place ns surbordinate in 
prompting us to do for Christ as it does now in prompting us to do for 
our wives and our children.

We have been anxiously seeking an outpouring of the Spirit and have 
held Special Prayer Meetings having that object in view. We are, 
however, not yet prepared for the blessing, or it would not have been 
withheld. I think God is always ready when we are and never with­
holds without a sufficient reason.”
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Rf.v. IIiram Denny. — This old and effective Missionary 
though labouring in New Durham, and also in a work of itiner- 
aney, unconnected with any appointment by the Committee, 
became greatly in need of some pecuniary aid ; and this to a 
small amount was afforded at the close of the year. Our brother 
h is removed to Ga afraxa, in connexion with which place it is 
hoped that a good report of his toils in the Gospel will be 
forthcoming next year.

Rev. William Clarke.—Through the abounding mercy of 
God this beloved brother has been so far raised up from the 
influence of a disabling and eminently dangerous disease as to 
resume, to some extent, ministerial and missionary labour. It 
has afforded the Committee pleasure to render him assistance 
in his work. He has preached during the last six months at

Albion.—Extracts from characteristic report’, will show that 
the Rev. J, Wheeler continues to labour with much acceptance in 
the fiel11 he has cultivated for many years. The note concerning 
their Church edifice, indicates that imbumt bricks are not the 
material for an enduring structure ! At the close of the year 
1850, our brother reports three additions to the Church and one 
exclusion ; and he speaks of a prosperous Sabbath School of 10 
Scholars, having a well managed Library of 500 volumes.

“ 1 trust our Missionary Meeting will be better this year than it was 
last financially. We are improving in our temporal affairs, but very 
little in spiritual—do you think that after a time of revival in a Church, 
it is nccestary to have a season of calm for the sediment to settle down ? 
I often think so—and wish 1 could believe it now.

1 have not suffered so much this winter as yet, as last winter, my 
lungs are still weak, but 1 have had hut little pain in them, although 
1 preach three Sermons every week and sometimes four, and attend two 
evening meetings besides.

I can see another question that will ere long force itself upon our at­
tention bore, we must have a new Chapel, the present one is built of 
mud bricks, i. c., large bricks unburnt, and it is giving way fast, besides 
it is getting too mall!—but small or large it will tumble down before 
many years, and the material is such that it cannot be prevented—1 
cannot tell how we are to meet it, but we shall have to meet it somehow.

I scarcely know how to describe the condition of the Clmrch here, the 
members love one another, and seem to he earnest in their attachment 
to the cause of Christ, they do their best for me, and for the Missionary 
Society, and the Sabbath School—yet there arc no souls converted,— 
our Chapel is tilled every Sabbath—sometimes to overflowing—yet no 
souls converted—and this is what I want to see, hut cannot see it. Our 
Sabbath School prospers and is well attended.

Both my out Stations are also well attended, and if I were to look at 
the temporal prospect* only, I should feel greatly encouraged ; I want to 
see souls saved, 1 hunger for it,—I am at a loss to know what to say to 
sinners to break the desperate charm in which they arc bound.”

Owen Sound.—This comparatively new Station appears 
steadily progressive under the efficient care of the Rev. L. Kribs. 
His December report was as follows :

“ When I came to this place first, I knew of hut two persons who from 
principle wore Congregationalists. Often indeed has my heart been 
overwhelmed with discouragement because I could see no fruit of my 
labours, and yet it has now proved that God was with me of a truth
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In his Report, dated June 1st, Mr. Kribbs alludes to several 
matters, incident often to a new movement, that arc discouraging.

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The little flocks, over which I trust the Holy Ghost made me overseer, 
in the mean time, have been left ns sheep without a shepherd. Never­
theless, lie who is the great shepherd of the sheep hath promised to take 
care of them. In Ilis promise 1 can trust, having the assurance that al­
though heaven and earth shall pass away, one jot or tittle of all His 
promises shall in no wise fail, until all be accomplished and fulfilled. 
In reference to my several congregations, I can say little that will prove 
either interesting or encouraging. The greatest discouragement. I have 
met with has been the removing of several families in connexion with 
the Churches to other localities ; there is, however, some consolation 
in knowing that these have not been lost to the cause. The members 
going from lnnisfil, forming the nucleus of the “ Glencliinie Church, 
organized by Ilro. Snider of Stratford, and to this little Church I am 
having occasion to commend others from Oro. The migration which 

thus called to witness, and the drainage of our little Churches’ 
life-blood, which we arc made painfully to feel, proves at present some­
what disheartening, both to pastor and people. Notwithstanding such 
serious depiction up to the period of my illness, the several congrega­
tions were large, attentive and interesting, but without any indications 
of immediate fruit. Had health and strength permitted, I should have 
opened a new preaching station in a place of some importance, in which 
there are two or three Congregationalists, and several others whose 
preferences arc in that direction, and would probably in the course of 
time have formed the nucleus of a Church. \\ hat may be done in the 
future we cannot of course say,—we leave all in the hands of God, our 
Heavenly Father. Please excuse this meagre Report, as I find it difficult 
under existing circumstances to write as I could wish. I will just add 
that I received some time since from “A Member of Zion Church" 
(Montreal), a book entitled “ Primitive Piety Revived," the reading of 
which has given me much satisfaction, and I trust profit. I have also 
received from an unknown source, “ Gold and the Gospel,” which 1 hope 
to make good use of ; the donors have my sincere thanks. May God 
abundantly bless them.”
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In his spring report, Mr. Raymond adverts again to migration 
from his field, and to the crowding in of more preaching than is 
really required by the people, and continues :—

“In addition to all this and in connexion with it, and at a time too 
when, to all human appearance, more exertion and labour was required, 
my health gave way, leaving a wide and interesting field for the time 
uncultivated, or to be cultivated by others who make use of the occasion 
and circumstance to introduce themselves, in the hope of reaping where 
they have not sowed. Through the mercy of God, our Heavenly Father, 
my health has been measurably restored, and I have been able to 
a large part of my former labors and to take up a new station in lnnisfil 
(Bcll-Ewart). I now preach in three places in that township—Cherry 
Creek, Lefroy and Bcll-Ewart—to good and attentive congregations 
every fourth Sabbath. In Oro colored settlement and Scotch settlement 
I preach ns formerly, three Sabbaths out of four. The congregations

I am now inculcating on our members the duty hitherto much under­
valued, viz., to come together periodically for prayer as a Church ; and 
in that capacity, ns the Lord's remembrancer, to entreat Him for the 
outpouring of iiis Holy Spirit on their own institutions, for the gathering 
in of the unconverted."

In the spring Mr. Durrant’s report was as follows :—

“ Three members have been added since the commencement of the year. 
The disposition to hear the word is decidedly on the increase, but spe­
cially so at the Pickering station, whore our weekly prayer meeting has 
been well attended, and the supplications of the brethren have been 
more earnest and spiritual, so that I hoped to have seen some of those 
“mercy drops " which have fallen so plentifully on some of the fields of 
our brethren in other localities. I wish to labour without fainting, the 
promise assuring me that I “shall reap if I faint not.”

I have recently revived my Sabbath evening service in the village, 
having obtained funds for thoroughly finishing and painting the inside 
of our Chapel, making it a very neat place of worship.

Within a few weeks, I have instituted a weekly llible Class at my own 
house, chiefly for our female teachers and the elder girls of our Sabbath 
Schools ; and there appears a considerable interest in the exercises. 
From these young persons I confidently hope for some cheering results 
to my labors, there being a very evident and increasing attention to 
eternal things.”

Wiiithy.—The following extracts front the report of Rev. 
J. T. Byrne, will be read with interest :

“ While attending to the interests of the Missionary Society in this 
district, I have not overlooked the vineyard specially under my charge, 
lit* it I have prayed and laboured with a consciousness of imperfection, 
but with the earnest hope that God would deign to bless the instru­
mentality employed. It would be gratifying to report extensive pros­
perity : but while this cannot be done, we are not without some degree 
of encouragement, and some ground for hope that a brighter day will 
yet shine down upon our church and congregation.

Considering that we have nothing outwardly attractive in our place 
of worship or in our services ; that we have no nationality to draw 
adherents ; that we arc few compared with some other denominations ; 
that we have passed through some trials and discouragements ; and 
that emigration has not hitherto aided us ; considering these and other 
circumstances, we are not warranted in presenting a dark picture of 
this station. The liberality of the people will compare favourably with 
other denominations ; and could we secure a little more system and
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promptness on the part of those attending to secular matters more 
pleasant results would follow. It is U» same glorious gospel that we 
have to preach, which has sustained and cheered so many minds in the 
ao-es that have passed, and which is designed and adapted to produce 
the same blessed effects on others. Hut how greatly do we need, with 
all scriptural and rational instrumentality, the Baptism of the Holy
-h.irit without whose presence and power no efforts can succeed.
^ We have reason to apprehend that these things have not been kept 
sullicientlv in view, and that neither Pastor nor people have lived so 
near to God as they should have done. Had we been more fajjhful and 
,i,.votcd surely we should have been more successful. It is high 
time to awake out of sleep, for now is our salvation nearer than when 
we believed." Instead of yielding to despondency, we ought to bestir 
ourselves; and if we do this aright, we shall assuredly not labour in

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U It gives me pleasure to speak of the Church in Bowmanvllle as grate­
ful to God for continued ordinances and the enjoyment of peace, 
summing up the good which we have been permitted to do during he 
year the amount is far from what hope may have looked for, yet in th 
nature of the work much must remain hid till the day shall declare it. 
We have been especially tried by the removal of a number of our most 
zealous friends, either altogether from the neighbourhood or to such a 
distance, that while still holding their names as enrolled with us, their
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co-operntion and attendance arc all but impossible. This week three 
families whose members number upwards of twenty persons, all adhe­
rents, leave for another part of the country. We trust, however, that 
their places shall be re-occupied by others. A peculiarity of our labor 
here during the last winter has been the union of four different denomi­
nations, first iu a weekly prayer meeting, and then in a protracted meet­
ing, which was livid during" four weeks. Much satisfaction has been 
expressed by decided Christians in the existence of this state of tilings, 
while some fruit in the ingathering of souls to Christ, we trust, has 
resulted.

There have been added to the Church during the past year four by- 
letter and one by profession ; four have been removed by letter and three 
by death ; membership at present fifty-one. The Sabbath School is in an 
interesting state. As the financial year does not close with us till the 
end of June, I expect ere that time that pecuniary engagements will be 
met.”
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Coboero—lias been partially supplied during most of the year 
by the Rev. W. Standerwiek. Arrangements are now making to 
occupy the field by one who may become the pastor. Mr. Stan- 
dcrwick lias gone to England.

Cold Springs.—The venerable Mr. Ilayden thus writes of his 
field and work :—

“The congregation keeps good and the church gradually increasing 
and the conduct of the members and even of those not united with the 
church is as becometh the Gospel, and I cannot but think our little 
church is exerting a beneficial influence on the neighbourhood. I heard 
of one instance where a tavern keeper wishing to get up a hall and 
supper, he and others were consulting who to invite; some of my 
people were named but it was answered, “It is of no use to ask them, 
they belong to Mr. Ilayden ” and while I have been honored with 
usefulness to not a few, there is one instance in which the effects of the 
Gospel are more striking tlmn in some others, ns contrasted witli his 
previous habits. I married him about fourteen years since, and being 
at that time given to intemperance and neglecting means of grace 1 
pitied the young woman thinking the effects of her marriage would 
be unhappy ; but about five years since ho came to reside about two 
miles from this place; reduced in circumstances and health in 
quenee of his dissipated life he was influenced to attend means together 
with his wife, and lately, to my astonishment, called and asked admis­
sion into the church.

I appointed a time to visit and talk with him and his wife. 1 did so, 
and was ngreeahly surprised at what he and she said ; he had forsaken 
his previous habits of drinking and reading improper books, us well ns 
his former companions ; from wliat was said 1 proposed them as mem­
bers, but there was some opposition ns to his being received from those 
who had known his previous conduct, but they were received and have 
conducted themselves in a manner so as to adorn the Gospel ; he is an 
active Sunday School Teacher, regularly attends and takes a part in 
the prayer meetings, and at our last Missionary- Meeting gave me five 
dollars to put in as the results of what he had saved by giving up
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drinking nnd smoking, he also takes a lively interest in every thing

change wrought in and on him is peculiarly encouraging to me.

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EASTERN DISTRICT.

Tliis district having been hitherto disproportionately small, the 
Churches at Cobourg and Cold Springs have been added to the 
field of the Local Committee for the ensuing year. The Committee 
has done its part well in the limited sphere assigned to it.

Belleville.—Though Rev. II. D. Fowls continued his work in 
this place during half the missionary year, and superintended the 
supply of the pulpit for the third quarter, the Committee has not 
received any report. On Mr. Fowls’ removal to Quebec, the Local 
Committee, at the request of the Congregation, have taken charge

favors will be given.”
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Lanark First Church.— A severe affliction visited our 
brother, liev. K. K. lilæ k, in the death of his tir-tborn, during 
his absence in England ; but it is observable from the subjoined 
report that the Lord has graciously sustained the mourning 
parents and made the bereavement a blessing to pastor and 
flock. This interesting Church sutlers much depletion, and yet 
is encouraged by the fact that its members go to strengthen 
existing Western Churches, or to form the nuclei of others.
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“By the kind permission of my people, I was enabled during the past 
season, in company with my wife, to pay a long anticipated visit to our 
relatives in New Brunswick and Scotland.

This occasioned my being absent from ray people for live months, viz., 
from May to October. For four mouths of this interval the pulpit was sup­
plied by Mr. it. O. Baird, student from the Institute, Toronto. Mr. Baird 

indefatigable in attending to all my appointments, week evenings 
as well as Sabbath, uud his ministrations, I am happy to say, gave very 
general satisfaction. On our return home early in October we were 
welcomed by our people with increased expressions of attachment and 
sympathy, which latter we much needed, inasmuch as we were smart­
ing under the unexpected and painful intelligence of the death of our 
first-born, a little boy whom we had left in perfect health. We hope, 
however, that the affliction though painful, lias not been without 
sanctified benefit to both pastor and people. The past season has been 
a somewhat trying one to us as a church. Owing to the protracted 
drought some species of crop was an almost universal failure.

This, though not occasioning positive want, yet by crippling their 
resources, may necessitate a considerable diminution in their contri­
butions to Missionary and other objects, in addition to this we have 
lost from twelve to fifteen members through the emigration of families
westward. . . ,, ,

We are suffering a continued drain from tins source, especially of our 
young men. Our loss by emigration alone since the season of revival 
three years ago cannot be less than forty.

Still we are not without encouragement. Since my return home two 
bave been received on profession of their faith, and I know of a con­
siderable number, among whom arc some heads of families, who are at 
present under serious impression.

Our district prayer meetings have been in general pretty well attended 
although at present there is a temporary decrease owing to the absence 
of many of our male members in the timber regions. The attendance 
on the Sabbath services, if we except the decrease occasioned by the 
removal of some families who have emigrated, is still very encouraging.

There is amongst us much earnest prayer for the outpouring ot the 
Holy Spirit, the great need of whose special agency is felt by us all. 
Mv prayer is that ns on former occasions, so in a future report we may 
have to tell what great tilings God hath wrought tor us.
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Lanark Village and Hopetown.—A well-built church edifice 

lias been dedicated by appropriate services during the year in the
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villas, and, though somewhat shaken in health. R»v. II, Lanca­
shire has continued to minister to both Churches. Kur’y in the 
present year it was 
desist from supplying Ilopetown ; but improved health has ena­
bled him to continue his labours theie. Tlie following report is 
encouraging :—

In presenting this report, we would give thanks to the (lient Head of 
tlie Church for the blessings which have attended the work of our hands. 
The year opened with a dark cloud in the destruction by tire id' church 
property in value £150. Through the generous response of Christian 
friends that loss was made good. We owe expressions of gratitude to 
the Rev. R. K. Black for his successful appeal to Christian friends in 
Scotland, and also to the many friends who, in various parts of Canada, 
responded to our call. Our place of worship now complete has cost us 
somewhat over £900, £000 of which is already paid, and £159 more is 
promised in two years. We hope through time and effort to clear the 
whole debt. It may not lie out of place here to mention that the church 
building is a very neat structure in the Gothic style. It is a substantial 
frame, capable iif seating 350 persons, properly deeded and insured. 
Tlie building committee deserve great credit for tlie taste they have 
displayed, and the time they have generously devoted to this object.

During the year also we have received into fellowship 25 by profes­
sion. 1» of whom have been received since the opening of our new church. 
A gracious wurk commenced in connection with the opening services. 
The Rev. K. M. Fenwick remained with us a few days, and his preaching 

greatly blessed. Tlie work has continued and progressed since. 
The Church never was in a more healthful state than at present. The 
various meetings are well attended, and the brethren manifest u liberal 
Christian spirit.

We have dismissed by letter during the year eleven, excommunicated 
live, two have triumphantly joined tlie family above. Our actual 
bership is now one hundred and eight, occasional communicants live, 
total one hundred and thirteen ; of these fifty-two are males, sixty- 

females. Of tlie males there are only twenty-two heads of families, 
leaving thirty-four young men, many of whom are apprentices and 
junior clerks.
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Hkockville.—Not until lVccnibor «lid tlio church in tl:is 
place obtain a successor to Mr. Fraser ; at that date, how ever,

if Rev. Robert Robinson,
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they happily secured the servie

neat church edifice lias been completed at a cost of £150. This 
shows great earnestness and zeal on the part of a congregation 
so limited in numb r.

“ M.V report for llie four montlis ending nt this dale can have but little 
to present that will prove interesting, and I fear that in the matter of 
congregation, contribution, and church, the reduction of figures may 
prove discouraging to the Committee and to yourself. Our congrega­
tion averages about sixty, being a gain of about one-third since I 
here. During the last year of Mr. Fraser’s ministry, the Kirk and Free 
Church were without
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pastors, but shortly before I came both these 
Churches had been supplied with efficient ministers. This community is 
highly conservative, and at least in religions matters it is “ fixed as in a 
frost.” My hope of increasing the congregation greatly depends on the 
increase of our population by the new railway to the Ottawa ; thoughtful 
business men say that they expect a good, great and rapid growth of 
the town. I have taken the superintendence of our Sabbath School, 
and the number of scholars has increased from lii to :tH. What is better 
we have gathered into its classes some of the most destitute children in 
the town, and among them several papists. With the exception of the 
last three or four, our prayer meetings have been interesting and well 
attended. On the first Monday of each month prayer and contributions 
are offered on behalf of missions to the heathen. We have had one 
addition to the Church by letter, and we have one candidate for 
bership by profession. Our Church roll has been reduced by the 
of eight names, being those of parties who for months or years have 
left us without letter or leaving ecclesiastical trace ; thus, number when 
1 came fifty, add one and deduct eight, present number forty-three. 1 
hold a liible Class for adults on Tuesday evenings, which has ranged 
from twenty-three attendants downwards. My salary is fully and 
promptly paid each quarter in advance. For my “brethren anil com­
panions sake” would that this were the case in all our Churches. I 
speak from lively experience.

“ I hope that the foregoing will prove satisfactory, as giving a full view 
of our cause here. I
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may add that the friends generally seem to he 
hopeful, and that our Ladies, by activity in their Aid Society, have dur­
ing the winter relieved considerable destitution in the town, and 
earned for themselves a good report, and altogether I trust that 
labor has not been in vain in the Lord. I find that what little gain we 
have, as a Church, made, is likely to be permanent, so I thank God and 
take courage.”

LOWER CANADA DISTRICT.

Though this district possesses certain advantages in the singular 
salubrity of its climate, in the abundance of its waters available 
for machinery, and in the general excellence of its soil ; yet 
sphere for Protestant missions having in view the formation of 
ultimately self-supporting Churches, it has marked disadvantages.
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The great predominance in numbers, in ecclesiastical wealth, ami 
in prestige, of Roman Catholicism ; the diversity of language— 
French being that of ihroe-fourths of the population ; and the 
fewness and smallness of English speaking, Protestant villages, 
arc great difficulties, and render it probable that the Churches 
outside the cities, will for many years require some measure of mis­
sionary aid. At the same time, it is matter of devout gratulation 
that most of these Churches in their respective localities are little 
centres of light and power, exercising a happy intim nee around 
them.

The first three mentioned in the following sketches, though for 
convenience connected with this district, are really in Canada 
West.
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Martintown and Roxnono’.—Notwithstanding their fear, 
expressed in last report., the people under the pastoral care of 
Rev. John McKillican have arisen to build a church edifice in 
Martintown. It is not yet completed, but it promises to be a 
credit to their taste and energy, and of much benefit to the cause 
of Christ among them. Mr. McKillican’s report is mainly occu­
pied with this matter, it is as follows :—

“ 1 feel thankful and so do my Church for the excellent missionary depu­
tation you sent us, the influence of their addresses and suggestions has 
been very salutary. The fact of my people having subscribed and 
nearly paid $500 towards our church building has prevented an increase 
in their missionary contributions, which would have been to us and 
themselves very pleasant.

“ The new building progresses rapidly. When in Boston, shortly after 
I saw you last, 1 collected in all about $100. Several days were occu­
pied in attending to a matter of business for a friend, not so easily 
accomplished ns at first anticipated. 1 began to get on very well indeed 
but just then found myself under the necessity of leaving, as our mis­
sionary meetings here required yet to be hel4 before the roads left,—I 
felt very much encouraged in Boston just when I was compelled to 
leave. We have purchased 22J feet more adjoining the lot given us by 
Mr. Grant for the Church, the entire lot is now 250 feet long, 02} feet 
wide, affording a site for a house and garden ; on this the Church will 
build probably next summer in order to release me from rent.
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Indian Lands.—The reports of the Rev. John Campliell are 
distinct, full and interesting. The sphere lie occupies is not 
large, but he appears within it to make full proof of his ministry. 
The following are extracts.
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• l have confined my labors entirely to the Indian Lands and have been 
preaching three times every Lord's day as formerly. On account of my 
being o closely engaged during the week 1 have been unable to 
extend my labors to such destitute places m are within my reach, and 
on Sabbath I could not think of leaving the place, because by doing so 
it would disarrange the other appointment.'.

“ At each of the stations, viz. ; lttlh, Lilli and Hear of Roxboro’ the 
attendance continues good and regular. The congregation at tie. loth 
ha- been on the increase and more regular than it useil to be previous 
to this last summer. 1 am frequently discouraged from not seeing 
conversion taking place among us, but when 1 arrive at these places of 
meeting and find so many souls ready to hear the truth and apparently 
attentive while under the sound of the Word, 1 am then somewhat 
encouraged and thankful for having these opportunities to recommend 
the Saviour to lost and ruined sinners. The place of meeting at the 
rear of Ibixhoro' which is a kind of a School-house, is more like a pen for 
hogs than for people to sit two long hours in a cold winter night, 
s i that under these circumstances any one would be encouraged to 
preach the Gospel to those w ho would be w illing to assemble in such 
places to hear the glad tidings of great joy.

•Tiie Bible classes are exceeding!' interesting, well and regular in 
their attendance. The church is united as a whole, active and hopeful.

“There has been no addition to us during the last six months. Wc 
have much need of the baptism of the Holy Spirit, both people and 
pastor. Until this will be done every effort will be of no avail. If a re­
vival was to take place among us the aspect of affairs would be altogether 
different from what it is. The church has liven faithful as yet in dis­
charging its duty in paying my salary.”

IIawkeshviiv.—Tim liev E. A. Noble furnishes two reporta, 
the tone of which, on account of numerous removals front the 
neighhouihood, was disvoutaging. Though the majority of the 
Church were unfavourable to Mr. Noble’s h aving the station, lie 
believed that he might be more useful els where, and therefore, at 
the end of the Missionary year lie cused his ministry at Ilawkes- 
buiy, which is now vacant. Mr. Noble’s last report was as follows :

“ The account of matters relating to the interests of this church I now 
lay before you. Greatly,would it add to the pleasure of drawing up an 
annual report, if we could appropriately use language descriptive of a 
New Testament Pentecostal season and say, “ Believers were the more 
added to the Lord, multitudes both of men and women.”. But this is 
not the unse with us, ami facts otherwise than encouraging must be 
recorded. At Hawkesbury, owing to removals of which you hav? been 
before apprised, the attendance lias diminished to a very small number, 
and the amount which can be raised for pastoral support is correspon­
dingly reduced. The Sabbath School has been suspended for want of a 
suitalde person to undertake its direction. Seven families with mem­
bers from others, numbering in all, adult and non-adult, thirty-three 
persons, have found an abode elsewhere. Tills depletion of attendants 
with its unpromising prospective, has rendered it altogether a discou­
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rarement to continue visiting the station. May the Great lirai! of the 
church gather into his fold many of those who are yet “ Aliens from 
the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of pro­
mise, having no hope and without Gml in the world.

‘•At Vankleek Hill three of the members have found residences in 
other parts of the province, and several attendants have also removed. 
With these exceptions there are no changes of importance to note. The 
occasional station in Caledonia has, for the time being at least, been 
given ui>.

“ This picture of our condition brings sadness into our hearts, 
there is the relieving consideration that God has left most encouraging 
promises to prayer, nor will he leave us to despondency if we fervently 
seek his interposing power. With grateful acknowledgments for his 
past mercies, we still implore a copious outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit in our midst.

“ May the Beauty of the Lord our God be upon us."

St. Andkkws, C. E.—The following are extracts from the two 
revolts of the Rev. A. Sim, A.M.. who has for some time minis­
tère ! t<> the Church in this place. That of IVrember montions 
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“ Although labors have been if anything more abundant than on former 
periods, it is still our lot to mourn over the scarcity offrait arising from 
them. While our visits have been welcomed and due outward attention 
has been given to the preaching of the blessed Gospel, and many tokens 
of gratitude shewn fur our endeavors, yet there is the great want, ot 
souls converted to God. We can speak of only one individual as hating 
received saving benefit from the preaching ot the \\ ord, and who has 
now joined the Church.

“It is to be lamented that there are not more ; however we still pray, 
and labor and hope, waiting and looking fur the harvest. In addition 
to preaching, a Bible class has been attended to during the week, in 
which the sanctification of the Sabbath has been considered, and also 
the inspiration of the Scriptures. 1 have endeavored at our meeting s to 
point out 'lie truth to the young, and to guard and fortify their youthful 
minds against the many errors which are abroad at the present hour on 
these subjects. To another Bible class instructions have been imparted 
on the doctrines of Scripture every Sabbath morning by Mrs. Situ : the 
average attendance at each class lias been in. A Juvenile Missionary 
Society lias been recently formed in order to interest the young, and to 
enlist their co-operation in the important work of missions. 1 hi- h i Mo 
instrumentality promises fair to be of sonic little service in the cause 
of Christ.”
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In the spring report Mr. S. says :—
“ It is a matter of grief in giving our report for another period of time, 

that we have nothing special to mention concerning the progress of 
Christ's kingdom amongst us in this place.

“For the salvation of sinners in this place and neighbourhood we have 
been laboring, we fear very imperfectly, without sufficient zeal for Gods 
glory and without sufticieut compassion for perishing souls, during 
another four mouths.
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“We have returned, perhaps because we have not gone forth weeping, 
hearing precious seed, from our different stations time after time without 
bringing along with us precious sheaves ; we have sown the seed of the 
kingdom Sabbath after Sabbath, but have not been privileged to gather 
in fruit to the glory of God’s grace. Our heart would have desired it 
otherwise hut it is not so. May the Lord discover to preacher and peo­
ple the sins and short comings that may have prevented the blessing 
front descending and give to each the grace of repentance.

“The numbers at some of our stations have recently been smaller than 
on former occasions, owing to the tide of emigration westward which 
has set in here as well as in other parts of Canada East, carrying with it 
some whom we hoped to have seen brought to Christ through our in­
strumentality.

“On the part of those who listen to the words of life from our lips 
there is still all the outward respect for the Gospel and the internal 
attention given to it which we can desire, but the hearing spiritual car and 
the understanding heart seems wanting ; may God in his mercy give 
hearing to the deaf and understanding to the foolish.

“ The Bible classes on Thursday evening and Sabbath morning are still 
in active operation, the number attending on both occasions together 
averaging from 30 to 40. We hope the Lord may open the hearts of the 
young attending these classes to receive the truth iu love and faith.

“On Wednesday evening prayer meetings in the houses of the different 
members of the church and congregation are still kept up."

Rvsseltown.—Early in the year 18">7, with the full concur­
rence of the Local Committee, the Rev. Thomas Hay ne, of 
Melbourne, accepted the invitation of the church in this place, 
which had been vacant since Mr. Ritchie left, to minister to them 
the Word of Life. Severe domestic affliction, in which our 
brother has the fraternal sympathy of the Committee, and the 
very limited period of his occupancy of the field, probably 
account for the non-reception of a report in 'he spring. It is 
understood, however, that be is laboring with some good m usure 
of comfort and hope.

PuiLiPSBVROii, Bedford, «fee.—The facts mentioned in last 
report, especially those concerning the almost entire depletion of 
the little church by migration, will have prepared the members 
of the Society for the following letter:

“ Bedford, C. E., October 30th, 1850.
“ Dear Sir,—It becomes my duty to inform you that I ntn about to 

remove to Fairfield, Vt., and that, consequently, my connexion with the 
C. C. Missionary Society will cease. I preach (D.V.) next Sabbath for 
the lust time in this place. I should, on various accounts, have preferred 
a field of labor in Canada, but no one has opened to me. Thanking 
the Society for the aid afforded to me and praying that it may be 
blessed in its labors of love.

“ 1 am, Dear Sir, Yours most truly,
“JAMES BUCK HAM."
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Cowansville, Bkome, ifec.—The Rev. Archibald Dutt 
nicnccd his labors in these stations about the middle of October, 
having just arrived from Hawick, Scotland. He has preached at 
Cowansville, at Brome, and at a new station in Famliam with 
great acceptance and to highly encouraging congregations. Up 
to March 1st, he had officiated at forty-one meetings at Vowans- 
ville, eleven at Brome Corner, eight at West Brome, six at
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Farnham Centre, and three in two other places, 
been to him strictly Missionary, and time has not yet been 
afforded to gather up results. It may be hoped that seed 
abundatuy will through the Divine blessing produce much fruit.

Eaton. — Nineteen years labour expended on this field by 
Rev. E. J. Sherrill has not been without good Iruit to the glory 
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blessing to the community. The high rate of prices and the 
increasing claims of his family have so pressed upon our brother, 
that lie has had serious thoughts of removing to the wealthier 

And yet lie loves his people and the sphere in "hicli lie 
has long toiled. The Society have asked his congregation to join 
them in an effort to make his pecuniary position easier, our grant
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following extracts.
“ My labors continue here without any marked change, 

with our church in March, one in May, and two more stand propounded 
for membership, all connected with our Sabbath School. .....

“1 am obliged for the letter you wrote me October 27th. W e do, 1 
think, appreciate your sympathy and interest in our present and future 
vrospccts You say it makes you sad at heart that we think ot leaving 
this place. He assured, dear brother, that it is not from any want ot 
interest in Canada as a field of labor. The question has given us much 
anxious thought. We are in a strait betwixt two, and seem to be 
acting on Dr. L. Beecher’s rule. “ When you don’t know wh d.to do, do 
nothing.” Y'ou know our church draws largely on the Missionary 
Society. Yet our pecuniary matters run low.”

The Local Committee having resolved to recommend the 
action above mentioned, Mr. Sherrill writes in the spring

ii Your letter came in due time. It was a word in season and lifted a 
burden from my mind. 1 have delayed answering not knowing what 
to reply. My attachments to Canada as a field of labor are undimin- 
islied I still more feel it to lie my appropriate field. Yet, 1 hail no 
expectation our Missionary Society would supplement more in aid ot 
a church which gives no immediate promise of becoming sell-sustummg.
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But while the church here is feeble, its influence, 1 know, is felt for good 
over the surrounding region, on which a deeper shade of moral gloom 
would rest if this light should go out. I shall do what 1 can to impress 
mi our people that my continued labors among them must not las hoped 
for, unless they do what they run to support the Gospel."

Si'Anstkad.—The reports <>f Rev. James Flay are de •idodly 
encouraging, affording the conviction that this ancient seat (for 
Canada) of Congregationalism is still alive to the truth as it is in 
Ji*8U8. < In the 1st January he thus describes tin* state of matters:

“ Since I last wrote you my labors have bi en prosecuted as formerly. 
The congregations have been about the same, averaging 100 hearers in 
each of the two fields. Our house of worship in the village has been 
made very comfortable. Most of the pews have been let, a few re­
main as free seats ; it is in a great measure through the ctforls of the 
Ladles free of délit, at least the pew rent for the present year will cover 
or nearly cover all the debt that remains. Our Bible class in the village 
has been converted into a Sabbath evening prayer meeting and lecture. 
In the Western part of the town we have no place of worship of our 
own. Oil the Gridin Corner meeting house we have no claim, and 
besides it is away from our people and the school houses in which we 
have met are too small and in other respects unsuited. It is highly 
important that a church edifice should tie erected in that part of the 
town; especially as the railroad station has been located there, and it 
is become needful to give our Church there a local habitation and a 
name.

“ How the means are to he raised for this purpose remains yet a 
problem.

“Since we last wrote you we have lost by death another of our most 
valued members, Mr. John Fraser, uncle of the Rev. J. Fraser, (now of 
Derby, Vt.) and have received into communion by profession live, one 
male amt four females. A few names stand as applicants for member­
ship. Our Bible class has been in llie western congregation suspended 
for a time in order to give room for special preaching services which we 
have had for some weeks. Brother Fraser of Derby has rendered me 
much assistance in these and good seems to have been done in these 
meetings among professors and others especially among the young. As 
the meetings are being yet continued wu. cannot give an exact report as 
yet, but hope to report more definitely in our next."

Tho following is the substance of Mr. Hay's statements in
May :—

“ At the village of Stans tend Plain our services continue about as was 
before reported. This improvement however is worthy of notice that 
the congregations have somewhat increased in size of late, and have, 
been more regular in their attendance. This is probably owing in great 
measure to the great improvement that has been made in our place of 
worship. It was hoped that this year would have seen the délit of the 
house entirely liquidated, hut this has not been realized, and the pew 
rents will be consumed for the coming year before all debts will In­
closed.

Melbourne.—For half the missmnary year tin- Rev. Thomas 
Bayne laboured in this field which he had oc. u|„e ! several years. 
As above mentioned, he removed afterwards to Russel-own, or 
rather according to the nam- of tin- l’ost Ofiice, ManningVille, 
( oncoming the work at Melbourne Mr. Payne writes as follows:

'< It is not mv privilege to record any marked revival of God's work 
among us. This happiness might, however, have been niie, f there 
had bwn more faith and more prnyerfulness on the ‘ r
people.—for I believe that a revival of God s work t=, most nghtf , 
subject of expectation as well as an object of holy desire ; and that o
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disappointment should be, not in a revival being granted, but in its 
being withheld. Since date of last report three young persons have 
been added to the Church, on profession of their faith in Christ. There 
are others of our young people to whom I look forward with expectancy 
at no distant period making a like confession of their reliance upon, and 
love towards, the Lord Jesus. A Sabbath School and Bible Class were 
in the spring of the current year established in connection with our own 
Church, and which convened immediately on the close of Sabbath 
morning's public service. The Bible Class has been chiefly, almost 
exclusively, taught by myself ; and the exercise, although a considerable 
addition to my Sabbath work, which was previously mure than 
enough, has been most pleasurable to myself, and no part of 
my labors amongst the people of my pastoral charge is regarded 
by me as so rich in promise. My heart is very much with 
these young people. The numbers of Sabbath School and Bible Class 
have been somewhat diminished for a few Sabbaths past, chiefly owing 
to the season of the year, and partly also, I believe, to my absences from 
home. My work on the Sabbath has been substantially the same as 
describeil in former reports. The congregations continue to be well 
sustained in numbers and interest. In my absence for a few Sabbaths 
my pulpit was very kindly and acceptably supplied by the Kev. E. 
Cleveland, Principal of St. Francis College. In building up a Congre­
gational interest, in this locality, there are considerable difficulties to 
he encountered and contended with—the number of competing denomi­
nations, the non-progressiveness of the place itself, ami other things. 
Still these difficulties I trust are all superahlc by means of the mighty 
power of the triple instrument, patience, faith and prayer."

Danville. Shipton.—Kev. A J. Parker, who is the Nestor of 
Canadian Congregational Pastors, having been 27 years in his 
present sphere, reports in December not only concerning his 
former large “ parish,” but also a new and interesting spot which 
we may denominate “ Little Warwick.”

“In reference to the fitl'l, and the work required for its cultivation, 
neither are growing loss. In addition to my central and Sabbath labors 
in Danville, the settlements anil school districts throughout our town­
ship, and in portions of three other townships, call for more labor than 
half a man can perform.

“ A settlement 12 to 14 miles distant, in the township of Warwick, I 
had occasionally visited for some years past. The field tens a hard one. 
But during the past summer, Mr. Truesdale, Colporter of the Sabbath 
School Union, made several visits, and performed a good deal of labor 
there, and God blessed this instrumentality to the awakening of a num­
ber of souls, among whom were several heads of families.”

Mr. Pa'ker informing the Local Committee that the erv from 
this place was, “Come over and help us,” a small appropriation 
was promptly made that this missionary field might receive 
needed attention. The spring report contains highly interesting 
details in relation to this place and a view of the state of the cause 
at Danville. It is as follows :—

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COLONIAL MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

I he year which closed in May, tin* twenty-first of this Society, 
has jnoved ont • of the most prosfH tous in its history. To Canada, 
the kinde t and most liberal consuleration has been gi\ en ; for it 
should be noted that in this, as in previous years, the money sup 
plie to this Society does not represent «// its expenditure in this 
Province. In addition to £500 granted to ns, it has expended 
during the past year on our Theological Institute £.176, and in 
other wavs about £120, thus making at least £1000
duv<.... ! to Canada. After adverting in the most favorable terms
to our movements, the Report gives the following particulars 
regarding the Society’s work in the Colonies of Africa and Aus­
tralia :—
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The Committee, in their last Report, expressed regret that they were 
unable to resiumd to an appeal addressed to them tiy their friend, the 
Rev. \\. Y. Thomson, of Graham's Town, Cape of (loot! Hope, to send 
a minister for an interesting station at Redford in that part of the colony. 
A chapel has been erected and paid for by the residents in that town­
ship, u ho are w illing to sustain a suitable minister in comfort, provided 
the Society would meet the charges of his voyage and outfit. This hap 
not yet been accomplished ; lint, with an exhausted exchequer, they 
dared lint incur even this expenditure. They, however, hope they mav 
be enabled, before many weeks shall have passed, to fulfil this long- 
cherished desire.

t Further to the eastward, on the African coast, is the colony of Port 
Natal, in one of the principal towns, I>*t rban, a congregation has been 
gathered, to whom the Rev. James Grosvenor ministered for a short 
time. On his return to England, they besought the Committee 
lect tor them a successor, and to assist for a short time in his support

Passing it way from South Africa, tin* Committee express the convic­
tion they entertain of the importance of that region, especially the Cape 
of Good Hope, as a sphere of operations for this Society. The colonists 
there, more perhaps than in any other part of the colonial empire of 
Hntni", with the exception of India, are brought into immediate and 
constant intercourse with the heathen. To ensure the success of mis- 
sions to tin- heathen, you must christianize the colonists.

In reporting the progress of the missions in Australasia, the commit­
tee stale, in general, that there never was a period in the history of 
Australian missions more hopeful than the present. When, at the close 
of the year 1853, the committee sent their three brethren, Messrs.
• -etcher, Poore, and Day, to Melbourne, the special duty assigned to 
Mr. Poore was not to settle down in a given locality, but to traverse the 
whole land, and by intercourse with the settlers to prepare the way for
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t|,e introduction of suitable ministers. This commission he hns fulfilled 
with mi energy and a perseverance which cannot he surpassed, if they 
hftvi. ever been equalled. Twice has he travelled throughout the colo­
nie- of Victoria, New South Wales, South Australia, and Tasmania, 
v^iting every station, conferring w ith all the ministers ami other friends, 
a„,| gathering an amount of information which will he of the greatest 
importance for the effective management id" the affairs of the Society in
tut,ip'. All this lie has accomplished without drawing on llie ...... is of
,l„. s!,,cietv for his expenses! Having thus far fulfilled the work lie was 
appointed'to do, he has returned to state to the constituents and friends 
of ,|,e Society, and to the churches of Britain, the result of In- labours.
He i- commissioned to obtain the services of sixteen additional minis­
ters, for whom stations are already provided, where they will he ade­
quately sustained. ................. ...

\s no evidence of the sincerity of the desire of the colonists tor addi­
tional ministers, they have remitted f t400 to meet in part the charges 
tor ,4,Mining and sending out the required number of ministers, not 
doubting that friends in Britain will cheerfully make up any deficiency 
II, the cost that will lie necessarily incurred in carrying out this noh.e
...... Already some friends have generously responded to the np-
I eal. To none are the thanks of this meeting more especially due than 
to those Christian shipowners who have placed a free pas-age in their 
vessels at the disposal of the committee, for ministers that may lie se­
lected Three such generous oilers have been recently made, in addi­
tion lo similar acts of kindness the committee have had to acknowledge 
ill former years. The work Mr. Poore came to do has been commenced.
The I lev William E. Robinson, of Maulden. and the Rev. I". W. of 
Market Wcighton, in the East Riding of Yorkshire, have consented to 
devote themselves to the service of the Society.

Mr Cuthhcrtson, who left for Sydney as the successor of the vener- 
ahle |)r. Ross, arrived safely in that city, and has been introduced to 
his charge under the most auspicious circumstances. His ministrations _ 
have produced the most favourable impression. The chapel is crowded 
with attentive and deeply-interested hearers; and already plans have 
been devised for increasing the accommodation for those who are soli­
citous to attend his ministry. The committee have also to report the 
arrival in Melbourne of Mr. William Roby Fletcher.

Tlie new chapel erected for Mr. Kent in one of the suburbs of Sydney, 
has been opened, and is well attended. Mr. Kent lias nobly resolved to 
throw himself on the voluntary support of his people, without depending 

the eleemosynary aid of friends in Sydney or Britain.
During the past year a new Governor, Sir Henry Barclay, has been 

appointed to Victoria. The committee sought an interview with that 
gentleman before his departure from England, explaining to him the 
principles of ecclesiastical polity on which our churches are founded, 
and placed in his hands copies of the reports of the Society for the pre­
vious three years, which lie promised to read. The interview was very 

hoped would prove bénéficiai to the cause of the
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churches in that colony. . ...

Willi respect to the financial condition of the Society, the committee 
report that the gross amount of receipts exceeds that ot any former year 
since the Society was instituted. Last year there was a debit balance 
including lulls of acceptance, of nearly 11500. The committee felt it 
was their first duty to discharge that amount in a way, if possible, that • •-
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might not interfere with the ordinary contributions of the Society. 
They therefore resolved not to make any public appeal, but privately to 
solicit donations for this specific object—themselves, as far as practica­
ble, setting the example. They are most happy in being able to say 
that the plan completely succeeded. The sum of £1.171 13s. has been 
contributed. This has enabled the committee to discharge the amount 
advanced on loan by the bankers, together with the interest charged 
thereon. The committee would assure their constituents, and the friends 
of the Society generally, that they will continue to exercise the most 
watchful care to avoid those embarrassments with which they have had 
to contend during the past year. The total receipts for the year have 
amounted to X'UUUl 12s. 8d., whilst the expenditure has been X'tJOOS 
18s. 4d.,—a result which demands the thankful acknowledgments of 
this meeting, and of the friends of the Society throughout the country.

The committee conclude by earnestly imploring the British churches, 
throughout the length and breadth of the land, most seriously and pray­
erfully to consider the vastness of the field which spreads itself before 
them, and which needs the spiritual culture which this Society exists to 
bestow. The committee would shrink from the onerous duties devolv­
ing on them, had they not confidence in the promises of a faithful God, 
whose glory they seek, whose aid they invoke, and to whose watchful 
care they commit the concerns of the Society, with devout satisfaction 
and assured hope.

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APPENDIX.

INDIAN MISSION, COLPOY’S BAY.

Tins mission was, for several years prior to the present organi­
zation of our Missionary Society, managed and sustained by the 
Canada West Society. As one of their missions, it was adopted 
by the United Society, and an account of its progress will be 
found in the first three annual reports. But our friends in Png- 
land of the Colonial Missionary Society, had difficulties in regard 
to this intimate connection on constitutional grounds, and at their 

effected at the close of last year. Thusfrequest a separation was 
while all our other stations are virtually associated with the So­
ciety in England, with this Indian Mission it has no connection 
whatever. It was hoped that some special contributions towards 
its support would have found their way across the Ocean, but in 
this we have been disappointed. The contributions from 
churches have been confined to the First church, Toronto, and 
Zion church, Montreal. A handsome gift has reached us from 
.1. Payson Williston, Esq., Massachusetts, and the venerable So­
ciety in Boston for the propagation of the Gospel among the 
Indians and others in North America, has made the liberal grant 
of £112 10s. But it is a matter of deep regret to have to state 
that at the close of the year there were no funds in the treasury 
wherewith to pay one quarter’s salary to each of the Native 
Evangelists, the amount of which is still owing to them ; and of 
the small stipend of Mr. Kribs, nearly one-third remains unpaid. 
The details on these points will appear in the subjoined account.

Though funds have thus fallen short, and discouragement of the 
native brethren has been the result, yet the mission has perhaps 

been in a more promising condition, as will appear from

the following occasional reports of the Rev. Ludwick Kribs. 1 he 
first is dated August 18th, 1850.

The reference to the Middle District Committee requires the
explanation that to that Local Committee the whole management 
of this mission, including the raising of funds, has been assigned.
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“ I have the pleasure of acknowledging the receipt of your communi­
cation in reference to the Indian Mission. The arrangements made by 
the Missionary Society are unquestionably ns good as if a distinct Society 
had been formed, as it amounts to exactly the same

doubt but with the amount contributed by the Society in Boston, 
shall be able to realize a sufficient amount for all the present purposes of 
the Mission. I have proposed to meet the Middle Committee immedi­
ately after the 2nd September. I have no doubt but we shall be able to 
get something regularly from the Toronto First Church.

Providence has cast up just the man we want for Colpoy’s Bay ; his 
is Atkey ; he has been local preacher for twenty years. He is 

from Newport in the Isle of Wight, was present at Mr. Birmey’s ordina­
tion in that town, and is himself a relative of the celebrated dairyman’s 
daughter. He eame to Canada and to Owen Sound above a year since 
and was employed for the past year by the Wesleyan Missionary agent 
as teacher and preacher for that body at Colpoy’s Bay. For some time 
past he has determined to identify himself with us which he has now 
fully done. Finding that he was quite a favourite with the Indians at 
the Bay, and that he has been most devoted to his work, and brought 
forward the young Indians beyond my most sanguine expectations,—1 
at once employed him. He is a man of about fifty years, with a family 
of about six or seven children. 1 have agreed with him for £100 per 
annum, commencing from the 1st of July past. We shall require above 
that sum a little for books, slates, paper, pens and ink for the school. 
The course he engages to take is that which I proposed to the Society, 
viz., teach the school, preach once on the Sabbath to the Indians aiid 
once to the Whites, when there arc sufficient numbers to form a congre­
gation. He appears to have a respectable education, a fair talent and a 
good character.”
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A question regarding the Ordination of two of the Native 
Evangelists having arisen, Mr. Kribs says :—

“ I should have no objection to ordain them both as co-pastors. 
Brother Anjecahha might be useful as an Evangelist among his native 
brethren. He is unquestionably a trustworthy man, and a zealous man, 
but still their want of judgment in such matters would seem to call for 
some wiser person to oversee his labours. Still as the Indians are scat­
tered about a good deal, lie might bewery useful by preaching Christ to 
them, and thus benefit them individually. I dont know that I could 
say nay to the proposition if funds would justify the course.”

On the 30th December, Mr. Atkey sent to the Rev. L. Kribs 
the Report which is subjoined :—

*

The“ I take this opportunity of giving you a brief outline of our prospects 
in this part of the Lord's Vineyard in which we are sowing the seed of 
the Kingdom ; and although our numbers are not materially altered 
from the former years, we rest on the Divine promise that we shall not 
labour in vain, or spend our strength for naught. Our Indian brethren 
appear closely united to each other in the bonds of Christian affection. 
We spent a very interesting Christmas day ; we had several of tho 
friends from Saugeen to unite with us in celebrating the nativity of the 
Saviour of the world. Brother
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morning ; in the afternoon several addresses were given, and the Sa­
crament of the Lord's Supper administered. The service concluded at

The prospects of our School here are very encouraging as it regards 
the attendance of the children ; their general behaviour when at School 
and their improvement in the different branches ot learning- in which 
they are instructed. Several of them who eighteen months since could 
not rend words of two or three letters, can now read the new Testament 
with propriety in English, can spoil words of four and live syllables 
correctly, they can also write a good fair baud. At present they 
not very expert at figures, but by patience and perseverance 1 have no 
doubt we shall succeed in this department also. Our number on the 
books is about twenty-three. Our average attendance is good, being 
two-thirds the whole, except when they are from home on hslung ex­
cursions, &c.
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. conclude by begging an interest in the prayers of all 
who are interested in the real welfare of the Indian race, but especially 
in yours, Dear Sir, who so long laboured among them in the word and 
doctrine. The Bay is now frozen over, we therefore bid our friends 
adieu until the genial rays of the sun unloose the bonds of ice, and 
enable us to revisit the friends at Owen Sound."

per On the 1st of June, 1857, Mr. Kribs writes thus

“In consequence of the long continuance of the ice in our Bay this 
spring, I have not been able to visit the Indians until last week, which 
causes my report to be late coming to hand. . . ...

At Colpoy’s Bay, the cause is in a healthy state. Our good brother 
Atkey is doing wonders in the educational department, the children 

improving beyond anything 1 could have conceived of. He is very 
popular amongst the Indians ; he preaches once oil the Sabbath. Mr. 
Sky occupies the other part of the day, and all is moving on harmo-

Saugeen appears, too, to be in a somewhat prosperous state. They 
have added to them one or two very influential persons, and thus in-
creased their strength. rm • ♦

Intoxicating drink, however, is a potent enemy to the cause oft hrist 
amongst the Bed as well as amongst the white men, and baugeen teels

Since writing the above, I have had a communication from the Kev. 
Mr. Gilmore, of Peterborough, containing the pleasing intelligence that 
the New England Company have consented to assist us in our educa­
tional efforts at Colpoy’s Bay, which 1 hope will be suflicient to carry 

our work more efficiently than hitherto.
