The suggestion of Hon. James Barnes,
the most recent acquisition to the provin
cial cabinet, that it would be a good thing
for the government and owners of the
undermanned Minto coal mines to get to-
gether and arrange for the importation
of Japanese laborers, does not appear to
liave been received with enthusiasm by
the people of the province. One man, who
realizes the significance of such a propos-
al, having spent some three years in Cali-
fcrnia, where the Asiatic invasion is be-
ing viewed with alarm and a great deal
of opposition by the working-people, is
Frank A. Stanton, proprietor of
the “Cedar” moving picture show, of this
city.

Mr. Stanton, in talking to a Times man
this morning, said it would be a great mis-
take to ever allow the Japs to get a foot~
hold in this province. If they were|
brought here to work in thé mines it
,would be no:time before they came to
St. John and other places about the
province, and would be engaging in all!
sorts of work. If they once started com-!
ing here, they would continue to pour in.

- # Speaking of the large number of Japs

in California, Mr. Stanton said that in
San Francisco 90 per cent of the shoc- |
mekers were Japs. They had forced the
white men out by working cheaper, and
when once they were strong enough they
raised the rates and kept the white men
out.

It was the same in almost every line of
business. The only associations that hold
them in check are the builders.and typo-
graphical unions.

Referring to a case in which the build-
ers grappled with. the problem, Mr. Stan-
ton said a three-story building was to be
crected and on tenders being opened it
was found that a Jap had tendered at a
lower cost than the work could be done
for with union labor. A Jap syndicate

“had bought a saw mill and they ere

“to-do. the work with Jap
Steps ‘were taken, however, by various
unions to stop the Japs with the result
that they were forced to abandon the
contract and they have since been kept
out of that line of work.

The orange picking in California wase
formerly done by white men and the pack-
ing by girls, now, however, there is not
a girl in the packing houses of the orange
growers, all the work being done by Japs.

Another instance alluded to was the
manner in which the Japs put the window
cleaners out of business. These men re-
ceived $2.25 a day for their work until
the Japs came in and did it for $1, thus
forcing the white men out. Now the

_'THE POST OFFICE

“The gross revenue of the post office
for the nine months (ending March 3lst.
1907) amounted to $6,535,093.18, and the
expenditure, which includes that of the
Yukon and Atlin districts, amounted to
$5,452,791.59. The surplus, therefore, for
the nine months is $1,082,301.59.”

This extract from the report of the
postmaster general, just received, may
encourage those who hope that the govern-
ment will provide St. John with a sanit-
ary, well-lighted and convenient post-office
building. The present structure has been
ocondemned by all who have worked or
had occasion to do business within its
dingy walls, where artificial light is al-
ways necessary in the lower portions and
the ventilating and sanitary conditions
are not of the sort that should be found
in a public building. There has been much
talk at various times about renovating the
structure, but mo serious attempt has
been made. The proper solution of the
problem is the erection of a mew post
office building, for which a desirable site
could easily be obtained.

an important Announcement as to Immigration.

Sussex, N. B.. Oct. 25—Friends of Hon.
William Pugsley, minister of public works,
gathered here this evening to do honor
to him in his native town and to tender
him a banquet as a mark of their appre-
ciation of the high position to which he
has attained.

The Depot House was the scene of the
festivities and upwards of eighty guests,
the great majority of whom were Sussex
men, attended the banquet.

In the courss of his reply to the toast
of his health, Dr. Pugsley, after referring
to the progress of the dominion, spoke of
the need of immigrants in the east and
announced that he was authorized by the
minister of the interior to say that he
was prepared to co-operate with the gov-
ernment of New Brunswick in diverting a
portion of the tide of immigration to this
province.

A large bonfire was lighted outside the
Depot House during the banquet and great
enthusiasm prevailed. <

Dinner was served shortly after 10
o’clock. Hon. A. S. White was in the
chair, with Dr. Pugsley, the guest of the
evening, on his right and the premier on
his left.

& Makes an Interesting

Rev. Mr. Barclay of St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church

Contribution to the Dis-

cussions on Biblical Matters--The Bible’s Errors
Are of Human Origin But Its Truths Are Divine

The Montreal Star publishes the follow-
ing account of an interesting sermon
preached on Sunday last by Rev. Dr.
BazClay in St. Paul's church, Montreal.

““] wish to say a few words this morn-

ing,” said Dr. Barclay, ‘‘on the progress-
. ivg nature of the revelation contained in
the Bible, for a true grasp of this con-
ception will remove many of the stumb-
ling blocks which have beset the readers
of the Bible. As long as the Old Testa-
ment maintained that the DBible was in-
fallibly inspired and inerrant in every ut-
terance, that every statement in it was
the dictate of the Holy Spirit, that all
its statements were equally inspired and
equally perfect revelations, it was impos-
sible to read the Bible with an open and |
honest mind. Few pages of the Scripture|
could be read without the theory|
utterly breaking down. hold

To this |
theory was to give an easy handle to|
every enemy of the faith and to drive the |
believer either to dishonesty or perplex-
ity and unbelief. Nothing can be more |
detrimental to the Bible or more danger- |
ous to the faith than to ascribe equal |
importance and equal value of all the|
bLooks and all the utterances of the Bible,
or to read and interpret them without |
any reference to the age and the condi- |
tions of thought and life in which they!
originated. |

EVER-GROWING REVELATION. |

“It is not a fixed and final but an v\'~r~!
growing revelation which the- Bible books |
record, a revelation vouchsafed daily and |
gradually, at sundry times and in divers |
manners, in varying degrees of clearncss. |
At the earlier stages we expect to find the |
revelation imperfect and incomplete and |

nothing as the message of God which does
not command itself to our reason and con-
science, and above all to the teachings of
Christ. What is the use of trying to hide
from ourselves or from others that there
are statements, precepts, in the Old Tes-
tament which are imperfect in their mo-
rality and spirituality and below the
standard to which we have reached
through the later teachings of the pro-
phets and apostles, and above all the
teachinos of Jesus Christ.

NO FEAR FROM TRUTH.

‘“We have nothing to fear from truth,
but their is danger and disaster in the
dishonest and cowardly handling of truth,
—let us honestly see and say what the
Bible is and not what it was erroneously
and groundlessly said to be. Nearly all
the difficulties have arisen not from what
the Bible is, but from what it is said to
be—and the claim, that under temporary
exigencies, was fortunately made for it,
confronted with modern thought,
only invited the too ready attacks of
atheists, and involved believers in bewil-
dering perplexities. When once we re-

| cognize that besides the Divine there is

a human element in the Scriptures we
must admit the poesibility of human lim-
itations and infirmities, and it needs but
little study to show that that possibility
is actuality. Passage after passage we
tind we cannot take as the immediate ut-
terance of God, but as coming to us
through imperfect human apprehension
passage after passage can only be rightly
read historically and in the light of the
thought' and literaty expreseion of the
age of their origin.

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Trade Talks.

The Musician.

Music is either a trade or an art, but
it is from the trade standpoint that the
young man, who has musical ability, must |
look upon his future in this field and to-
ward the livelihood it promises.

“What future does it hold for the|
young man?’ was put to one of the high-|
est officials of the American Federation!
of Musicians. He is not a cynic, rather|
a whole-souled exemplar of a God-given |
art, yet a discerning man, he answered: (

“Unless the young man is a prodigy, !
either as a composer or instrumentalist, |
(and mark you, admiring friends label |
as a genius every graduate of a conservat- !
ory!), unless he has social connections |
ready made or has the faculty to make |
them profitably, music must necessarily
remain to him a trade, and—taking the!
country as an average—it will not rank|
with that of the ordinary artisan as a|
means of making a living!” |

This opinion, which is founded on eco-!
nomic facts, does not presume to touch
upon the realm of art. The same indict-
ment—from the monetary standpoint
might be made against painting, yet the
devotees, who are actuated by the divine
attlatus, do not give such sordid things a
thought. This deals with music as a
means of livelihood.

Wages for musicians as existing today, |
with exceedingly few exceptions, are ex-
actly as they were twenty-two years ago, |
though every other trade has progressed
financially. Outside of the large centres,
such as New York, where a minimum scale.
of $5 a performance is obtained by the av- |
erage musician, the wage runs to half that}
sum and even less. Of theatres, the vaude- |
wville playhouses pay the best wages, in-|
esmuch as the men are constantly in ac- |
tion to play accompaniments, etc. The- |
atres devoted to dramatic entertainment, |
pay the worst—$18.00 weekly for a season |
of 30 weeks being a fair average for the
country, this including rehearsals. Musi<:
cians whether violinist or base drummer
are paid the same,—except by private ar-
rangement with the manager based on the
“‘personal equation.”

The concert bands and symphony or-
chestras pay for men on the “first stand”
or row from $60.00 a  week down, “second
stand” $40.00 down, and the outer rim of
musicians much less. This, however, is a
matter of individual contract, based on

The number of hotels and restaurants
that aim at a fair grade of music is in-
creasing—and they are naturally opening
a field for more musicians. Receptions
and balls, on the contrary, are not so nu-
merous. The appreciation of real musis
is growing—the bright horizon of the mus-
lcian who pursues this calling as a trade.

investing Your Savings.
The *“‘Guarantee’ In Stocks.

In preceding articles the fact was re-
iterated that the bond should form the
bulk of all conservative investment, plac-
ing second to it, the real estate mortgage,
properly secured. In all justice it muset
be explained that these two forms of in-
vestment do not entirely cover the field of
ultra-conservatism. The third -classifica-
tion is stock—guaranteed stock, despite the
fact that stock is closely associated in the
public mind with gambling, which is the
honest word for speculation. As usual the
public is right in this suspicion—one learns
through the costly tuition of the school of
experience—but it is a mistake to believe
that all stocks are in the realm of gamb-
ling; many are in the splendid realm of
investment. All, in fact, should be.

When you buy a share of stock out-
right, after proper selection, to obtain an
income from the interest it will yield—
that is an investment. Of these high
grade stocks, the guaranteed kind is on a
par with the bond, for it fluctuates much
less than ordinary stock, sells at a high
premium and i€ income is sacrificed for
the sake of its security. These attributes
are as much hated by the speculator as
they are admired by the cautious investor.

A guaranteed stock may be either com-
mon or preterred—the only requisise be-

something tangible. Usually this guaran-
tee 18 made by a great railroad system or
corporation for the stock of some concern
that it has made susidiary to it. In
many states this sort of stock is exempt
tfrom taxes.

Guaranteed stock is generally the issue
of some company—usually a small rail-
road—which has become a necessary and
essential part of a great system. ‘These
small roads often hold the key to great
industrial sections to which the great sys-
tem desires entrance and can gain it only
through them. Usually whether they earn
dividends or not the parent company
guarantees the holders of their stock a
proper dividend. Most guaranteed stock
pays a high rate of dividend, sometimes
as high as ten and fifteen per cent. In
parenthesis, it should be noted, however,
that there is usually so high a premium
on the sale of such stocks, that the yield
is reduced to proper proportions.

Frequently the stock is for railroads
that bear the names of the towns which
they tap, such as (stating a fictitious ex-
ample) the Oshkosh, Kalamazoo and
Painted Post Roard, though the fact of
nomenclature should not blind one to an
investigation of their guaranteed status
with the great system which has a “pro-
tectorate” over them. Not only in rail-
roads, but in “patent” and ‘holding™
.companies is this alluring condition some-
times to be found.

Among the many varied designs of cot-
tages that are being built all over our
country, many different types or styles
can be found in wonderful mixture. To
the ordinary beholder they are pretty to
be seen, by the architectural connoisseur
they are sharply criticized. The studies
that stick closely to classic lines in the
treatment of detail, cornices, windows,
etc. are not without criticism, they are
frequently awkward and clumsy and not
always comely to look at. Most of the

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Suggestions for Bridesmaids’

Fall and Spring each year brings its
aquota of weddings, and as November is a
favorite month for nuptial events, dis-
cussions of trousseau frocks, bridal gowns
and bridesmaids’ costumes are in order.
Usually the bride has the responsibility
of selecting the material and designs for
the frocks of her bridesmaids and her
maid of honor, and it is often rather a
difficult problem to select a color and de-
sign that will be becoming to each of
the attendant maids. Often a style of
costume, which is really very smart and
effective, will not be becoming to the
maids individually, and thus in selecting
the costumes, the general style, coloring
and the individual figure of each brides-
maid should be carefully considered. For
Instance, take the fashionable Empire
frock—even although the new models
jhow only the slightest suggestion of the

high waisted Empire line in the centre of
the back, it takes a tall, slender figure to
wear one with good effect, and unless a
really clever, dressmaker is selected for
the making of such gowns, the effect is
apt to be rather that of a negligee than of
a graceful Empire. An excellent model
for a semi-Empire gown is shown in one
of the accompanying cuts. This model
was in very pale pink chiffon cloth, the
long trained skirt laid in flat stitched
tucks about the hips, and having a deep
set on hem of pink velvet of a slightly
deeper shade at the bottom. The back of
the gown was given extremely becoming
lines by the use of a pink chiffon 'scarf,
delicately inset with cream colored Chan-
tilly lace along each edge and at the
rounded ends. This scarf was arranged
quite wide over the shoulders and drawn
down to the top of the high girdle of fold-
ed velvet, the long ends of the scarf then
falling in the back almost to the bottom
of the skirt in sash effect. The girdle was

quite high in the centre of the back, to
give the Empire line, and a very Frenchy
touch was given by the use of two little
black velvet bows, caught by brilliant
rhinestone buckles, on each side of the
front and back where the scarf was drawn
in. The yoke and undersleeves were of
the thin cream Chantilly. and there were
two little strips of the pink velvet ar-
ranged on either side of the front, which
looked very much as if they were an ex-
tension of the girdle in vest form. These
little vestees were embroidered in a vine-
design in pink shaded silks.

The hat, to wear with this costume was
of pale pink milliners’ satin, with exquis-
ite shaded willow plumes also in pink.
The other costume pictured is suggest-
ed for a maid of honor’s gown, to accom-
pany the pink frocks just described.
