" Blue Book Dealing With Cnm-

inal Statistics Contains Re-
markable Facts.

OTDAWA, April, 23—The blue book
dealing with criminal statistics for the
year 1904 has been issued.

The number of indictable offences com-
mitded in Canada during that year was
9901 as against 9842 during the  previous

5 yvear, the convictions being 6754 as com-

parad svith 6541,

Qut of the total number of persons con-
vieted 5.58 were femalz offenders, as com-
pared with 6.18 per cent. the year before.

There was a large decrease in the num-
ber of child criminale, the number of of-
fenders under 16 years of age being 697
againet 1038 the year before. Out of the
697 young offenders 389 were from Ontario
and 124 from Quebec as compared with 540
from Ontario and 279 from Quebec in ‘1he
Previous year.

There were 27 charges and 14 convictions
for murder during the year, agairet 26
eharges and only 8 convictions in the pre-
vious year. Ouwt of these 14 convictions R
*yvere from - British Columbia, 2 from
Quebec, and one ecach from Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick, Ontario and the Territ-
ories, For attempt at murder, 15 persons
were charged and 7 were convicted, as
compared with 6 charges and 2 conyictions
in the previous twelve months.

Forgery and other offenses against the
currency increased from 120 to 152 offenscs
the increase coming principally from that
part of Canada west of Winnipeg.

No life sentence was passed during the
year, and only one during the year pevious
while there were fourteen death sentences
as compared with eight.

The position occupied by ihe pringipal
religions denominations in relation to
crime is as follows: Roman Catholics, 39.7;
{Methodists, 10.0; Presbyterians, 8.5; Bap-
tists, 3.1. According to the last census the
position held by the above-mentioned de-
nominations for the last ten years in re-
gard to crime is told in the fpllowing fi-
gures: Roman Catholics, 41,50; Method-
iets, 17.07; Presbyterians, 15.68; Baptists,
3.90,

The report shows that practically sev-
entydive per cent. of the offences are com-
mitted by the urban population.

In Manitoba the number of convictions
for drunkemmess stood at 8.19 for every
1.000 of the population; in British Colum-
bia, 593; in Nova Secotia, 50; in New
Brunswick, 5.01; in the Teritories, 492; in
Prince Edwml Island, 2.84; in Oatario,
2.47; in Quebec, 2.34, Thcw figures show
that the ratios in Quebec, Ontario and
Prince Edward Island are below the geu-
eral average.

Other wag-
gons loaded with tents wended their way
through the crowded parks and replaced
many improvised shelters which had af-
forded little or no protection against the
rain and chill winds. As a result' there
were but few complaints, of suffering to-
dny.

‘At 1040 Jast night an earthquake shock
was felt throughout the ecity, and momen-:
tarily created some alarm amongl the peo-
ple, still unnerved and overwrought from
their recent experience. No damage wae
caused, but in some few instances persons
living in houses ran out badly frightened
and called 1pon the sentries and guards
| to help carry out dothing and ‘other ef-
fecte, The soldiers assured them that
there was no danger. :

Following the unfortunate killing of
Major H. C. Tilden, of the general relief
| committee on Sunday by some self-con-
stituted vigilante, it is said the city pa-
trole and all guards will be disarmed and
the troops, both regular and militia, will
be instructed not to shoot except in cases
of extreme necessity. If the reckless ae-
tion of some of the guards in the triple
| system of policing the cily by thnee sep-
arate organizations aunder independent
commanders, which has caused conflict of
authority and much .confusion, has given
rise to much complaint, the regulars, sol-
diers, and marines, have earned for them-
celves high commendation for their effic-
ient work and the exercise of judgment
and. discretion din dealing with the people
under their present trying circumstances.
