NEW YORK, Jan. 18—The latest offic­
ial news of the Kingston, Jamaica, disas­
ter reached this city today from Guantan­
amo, Cuba, through Admiral Evans, who 
had received from Admiral Davis, who 
was sent to Kingston on the torpedo boat 
Whipple, a brief wireless report that 
Kingston was almost entirely destroyed, 
that 400 persons were killed and that 500 
others were in hospitals. The despatch 
was sent Thursday morning, and further 
reported that Kingston was then quiet. 
The Whipple started to return to Guana- 
tanamo- with a full report of the situa­
tion yesterday and should have reached 
the American naval base during the night.

Direct advices to the Associated Press 
from Kingston under date of January 16 
received early today stated the disaster 
was as great as the calamities of San 
Francisco, and Valparaiso. Thousands of 
persons, it was then believed, had been 
killed as the dead were being recovered 
from the ruins in hundreds. A number of 
Americans were among the killed. The 
city is in ruins, but the shipping in the 
harbor is safe, and aboard these vessels 
the wounded are being carried and cared 
for. The despatch also states that the 
topography of the country has been 
changed as a result of the earth’s dis­
turbance and that the channel into King­
ston harbor has been materially altered. 
The body of Sir James Fergusson, who 
was killed, was found and buried on the 
day the despatch was sent. There have 
been a number of shocks since the first 
disastrous one, and the repetitions keep 
the pepple in a constant state of terror.

OTTAWA, Jan. 18—(Special)—A. K. 

Maclean, (Lunenburg), in tne house last 
night made a most interesting and import­
ant speech on the modus vivendi. He 
started out by stating that he did not de­
sire to say anything that could be inter­
preted in any way to interfere with the 
good relations that existed between Can­
ada and the United States, when he ask­
ed for the termination of the modus vi­
vendi under which the United States en­
joyed privileges granted by Canada for 
which no equivalent was given. He traced 
toe history of the fishery question from the 
date of its birth in the treaty of 1783 down 
to toe war of 1812, during which time they 

8 had rights common with British subjects 
the North Atlantic waters. This was 

terminated by the war of 1812. The next 
fishery treaty was in 1818, wherein Americ­
an fishermen were granted privileges in 

with British fishermen, but were 
* .expressly excluded from all other waters. 

They also—renounced toe right to enter 
Canadian ports for any purpose whatever 
excepting for purposes of wood, shelter, 
repairs and water. The only two periods 
in which the treaty was not in force as 
against American fishermen was during the 
period of the reciprocity treaty, 1854 to 
1866, and during the Washington treaty of 
1871 to 1885.

Mr. Maclean then discussed the Wash­
ington treaty of 1888 in all its provisions. 
He expressed surprise that the American 
senate rejected this treaty. He contended 
that the treaty contained no provision of 

^advantage to Canada other than it delimit­
ed the waters of exclusion under the treaty 
Tof 1818, He quoted from an American 
senator's remarks made in the senate fa­
vorable to toe terms of the treaty, which 
fully reflected his own views. Mr. Mac- 
lean claimed that the treaty was made a 
foot-ball of party politics owing to the 
fact that it come up for consideration just 
before the presidential election of 1888. He 
stated that this treaty was the first treaty 
ever considered in open executive-session 
by toe American senate, and this in his 
opinion was for party purposes and in or­
der to have placed upon the congressional 
record all forms of argument against the 
treaty which would appeal to toe anti-Brit­
isher. The treaty contained a pro-local 
voluntary given by the British plenipoten- 
iaries, which conained a modus viven­
di giving o he Americans for two years 
all the privileges which under the treaty 
they were to receive only when congress 
permitted Canadian fish products to enter 
the United States free of duty.

HALIFAX, N. 6., Jan. 18.—(Special).— 
The largest conflagration of the year oc­
curred on Barrington street shortly after 
four o’clock this morning and entailed a 
loss in buildings and stocks of over $30,- 
000. The fire was first noticed in Crump 
& Terriers, plumbers and gas fitters, 25 
and 29 Barrington street, 
were then pouring ont of toe doorway and 
shop windows and up the front, while toe 
back of the shop was like the interior of 
a furnace.

Then the fire began to spread south into 
Miss Doyle’s building, on the corner of 
Blowers street, in the lower part of which 
is A. W. Stone’s confectionary and fruit 
store, and north into the Refuse restau­
rant building, owned by Crump & Ter­
rier, and then into the upper portion of 
Mr. McAlpine’s building adjoining, all be­
ing wooden structures. \

There was but little wind, the water 
supply is thought not to have been as 
good as it should have been.

Several of the occupants escaped in 
their night clothes.

An elderly lady, Mrs. Fenton, who re­
sided with her daughter, Mrs. MacAlpine, 
was carried out and removed to a place 
of safety. In the meantime the flames 
were pouring out on all sides. In the 
rear they reached the stone wall of Or­
pheus Hall, and on the south a brick 
gable which saved the Blowers street 
buildings. All the available apparatus

Damage In Other Towns
KINGSTON, Jan. 18. — Port Antonio, 

on the north side of toe island, suffered 
little damage. The Hotel Titchfield, with 
a hundred American guests, was not des­
troyed. A tidal wave has inundated 
Anotta .Bay, washing out many houses. 
The shock was severe at Richmond, and 
this town also was destroyed by fire. 
Spanish Town also was damaged, 
man was killed and ten men were injured 
there.

Dr. George R. Parkin speaks enthusias­

tically of the good results of the Rhodes 
scholarship scheme, remarking, in the 
course of an interview, that before an­
other generation: there would be eight 1 
hundred of the Rhodes graduates from 
Oxford spread throughout Canada, and 
this would have a great effect upon the 
professional life of the country.

At the present time, he remarked, there 
is but one scholarship for the Northwest 
—it was established whfcn Alberta and 
Saskatchewan were territories—and he is 
now endeavoring to arrange a new schol­
arship for the province of Saskatchewan. 
In this move he is backed up by the other 
trustees, and so in a few years there w'ill 
be twenty-seven Canadians at Oxford un­
der the Rhodes scholarships scheme. 
Those there now number twenty-four, 
while there are eighteen from Australia, 
seventeen from South Africa, three from 
Bermuda, Jamaica, and Newfoundland re­
spectively, seventy-nine from the United 
States, and eleven from Germany. When 
the complete number of students is at 
Oxford there will be 185, which will mean 
an annual expenditure for their support 
of over $277,000.

The students wild have made the best 
records in college so far are from Aus­
tralia, New Zealand and Canada. The 
Canadian in the final stage of their 
work at Oxford who have won distinc­
tions during the past year are:—

H. J. Rose (Quebec)—The Ireland schol­
arship, probably the highest distinction 
open to undergraduates at the university 
—(thirty pounds a year for four years). 
A Craven scholarship—(forty pounds a 
year for two years). Eirst class honor 
moderations. Made an honorary scholar 
of Balliol.

Chester B. Martin (New Brunswick)—

Questioned in regard to the reports that 
the United States students are not mak­
ing as much progress as the colonial men, 
Dr. Parkin said their previous education 
was more at variance with the Oxford 
system than the colonial system, and Am­
ericans had told him that in many cases 
the ablest men from the different states 
had not been sent to the Old Country, as 
the benefits to be derived from an Oxford 
education were not yet fully appreciated 
in the United States, particularly in the 
western states.

Dr. Parkin is preparing a register in 
which the records of all the Rhodes schol­
ars will be kept. Then men will be ask­
ed to supply information as to their re­
cords before entering Oxford, and from 
that time on—until their death—a com­
plete account of each man’s career will be

A well known Western business man, 

who was here last week and who, in his 
trade and his time, has handled a great 
deal of the boots and shoes made in Quebec, 
said, in the course of a conversation with 

representative on the actual condition 
of the industry in Quebec:

“Before many years you, Quebecers, will 
wake up to find that you have killed the 
goose that has been laying so many gold­
en eggs for you—that your boot and shoe 
trade has entirely passed away from you. 
As it is, it is ^rifting away from you rapid­
ly. At present you have hardly more than 
nineteen or twenty shoe factories running 
in Quebec where you had thirty-five to my 
own knowledge eight or nine years ago. 
True, some of your principal establish­
ments have enlarged their capacity, but 
their output today is not anywhere what 
it should or could be. This is not due to 
dullness in the Canadian shoe market. On 
the contrary the demand for boots and 
shoes has greatly increased and is constant­
ly increasing with the growth and prosper­
ity of our population, especially in the 
northwest. In fact, the supply can hard­
ly keep pace with the demand, but the 
country looks no longer to Quebec as the 
chief source of that supply. The fault of 
this is your own in allowing the industry 
to be handicapped and constantly obstruct­
ed by the short-sighted, suicidal policy of 
your local labor unions, their endless as 
well as ruinous, exactions, and their re­
peated strikes. Any advantages that Que­
bec enjoyed in the matter of this industry 
over other centres have disappeared long 
ago. Too frequent disappointments and 
delays in filling outside orders occasioned 
by the constantly recurring labor difficul­
ties here have provoked the establishment 
of many shoe factories in other parts of 
the country, especially in Ontario, which 
are cutting in at the most alarming rate 
into your extension trade and before long 
will take what remains of it away from 
tou nearly altogether. Their greater prox­
imity, too, to the chief markets and their 
superiority as more central distributing 
points, as steadier conditions in every re­
spect give them advantages over you now 
against which you cannot long hope to 
compete successfully. Why, I know of one 
factory alone in Hamilton which is now 
turning out daily, more than double your 
largest establishment’s output in its busi­
est and palmifest days. In fact, unless you 
can make boots in Quebec cheaper and bet­
ter than they can be made elsewhere, un­
less you get back very soon to something 
like the old conditions when a manufac­
turer was the master of his own establish­
ment and his own business to run 
these to the best advantage, 
may take it for granted that the industry 
in Quebec will before long be left with lit­
tle or nbtliing to cater for but a local

-e.Kingston, Ja., Jan. 16.—The disaster 

here is as great as the calamity of San 
Francisco and Valparaiso. Thousands of 
persons have been killed and the dead 
bodies are being taken from the debris by 
hundreds. The whole town is in ruins 
and the greater portion is still smoulder­
ing ashes. The smell of burnt flesh per­
vades the air. The cable line from King­
ston is broken and the correspondent had 
to go to Holland Bay, forty miles to the 
east ,to file this message.

Realizing the possibility' of famine, the 
people mad» attempts to loot. The mili­
tary, however, at once took possession of 
foodstuffs. Detachments of troops, with 
fixed bayonets were placed on guard. 
They were concentrated in a central posi­
tion. No one is allowed to pass through 
the ruined sections of the city. Kingston 
is threatened with a failhre of the water 
supply owing to the bursting of a reser­
voir, and no water will be obtainable 
before tomorrow.

The military suffered severely. The 
hospital camp, where there were sever­
al hundred soldiers, was burned, and a 
number of the men lost their lives. Major 
XV. H. Hardyman and Lieut. Leader are 
dead. Col. J. R. M. Dalrmyple-Hay and 
Major Lawrenson are seriously injured.

Part of the town of Port Royal has 
sunk and two men were drowned. The 
batteries sunk eight feet, killing a sap­
per. In several places the water is 
spouting through the debris. Port An­
tonio on the north side of the island suf­
fered damage. The hotel Titchfield, with 
a hundred American guests, was destroy­
ed.

London, Jan. 17—The colonial office has 
received a cablegram from Sir Alexander 
Swettenham, the governor of Janiaica. It 
is without date, and runs as follows:

“Continuing my previous telegram on 
the subject of the earthquake: The evil 
effects have been confined almost to three 
parishes of the island, namely: Kingston, 
Port Royal and St. Andrew.
