Finally the British infantry in the rear, 

seeing the tank in distress, refused to 
wait on any general’s orders that they 
should remain at the objective which 
they had gained. They were out to 
save that impounded tank and with a 
cheer they rushed the Germans and 
overwhelmed them. When the crew 
heard the laughing and shouting in Eng­
lish they opened the door and called out 
“we are all right if you will only get us 
some more juice so that the old girl can 
have a guzzle of her proper drink and we 
can take the road again.”

So the infantry formed a line in front 
of the tank, determined to defend her 
to the last man while a runner was hur­
ried back for a can of gasoline. The 
gasoline arrived safely and the beast, 
having taken a swallow, ambled hack 
into reserve amidst wild cheers. Ac­
cording to the commander it left behind 
250 dead Germans.

The French have been throating out forcefully east from Raacourt 
Into the St. Pierre Vaast wood at which point and at Bowohasesne* to the 
sooth, they are almost in a direct line north of Peronne against which the 
speedy developments of their enveloping movement is now to be expected.

Meanwhile activity has been resumed at Verdun, the Germans again 
east of the Mease.

French, George Irwin and “Doc” Brady, 
on charges of blackmailing West. French 
is said to be the son of a wealthy St. 
Louis widow, who believed him to be 
engaged in the haberdashery business.

“The language and manners of this 
gang would deceive any one,” West 
said. “The woman proposed the trip to 
me. On May 9 we reached New York 
and went to the Ansonia Hotel. At an 
uncanny hour three men, apparently 
armed with federal warrants and bad­
ges, forced their way into my room. 
Buda Godman became hysterical. She 
said that she was à 1fconvent-bred girl 
and that her parents would commit sui­
cide over the disgrace. She asked them 
what she would do to save herself from 
disgrace, and then the question of money 
was adroitly broached.

“Before I knew It we were in two 
staterooms racing back to Chicago. We 
were kept prisoners three or four days, 
and then, because the woman had been 
crying all the time, and appealed to 
my chivalry to save her, I paid them 
$12,500 cash, ^evernl days after Irwin, 
who represented himself as United 
States Commissioner Foote, released us. 
They obtained $2,600 more from me.”

Chicago, Sept. 28.—-Homer T. French 
and James Christian, arrested by1 fed­
eral agents on a charge of blackmailing 
a New York man out of $16,000 and ab­
ducting the victim and a young woman 
companion, were granted a continuance 
until Oct. 2, when arraigned before Unit­
ed States Commissioner Foote.

BRITISH WOMEN ARE
DEVOTED WORKERS

Helping French at Hospitals, Can­
teens, Clothing Depots and 

Refuge Homes

Admired By French — Everywhere in 
the War Zone and Out of it They 
Ate Busy

The keenness of the English women to 
help the French has not lessened. In 
1914 (writes a correspondent in France) 
women of all ranks came over In large 
numbers to nurse the wounded, succor 
the refugees, feed the hungry, and give 
ready, generous help wherever it was 
needed. Under their hands, in face of 
many difficulties, hospitals, canteens, 
clothing depots and refugee homes 
sprang into being, and in 1916 these in­
stitutions are still in full working order 
and others have been added to them.

The British nurse is now an accepted 
fact In French military hospitals; the 
khaki-clad girl motor driver is no longer 
a novelty on French roads.

Pictures of English women at work 
in France during the iwar will remain 
with French men and French women 
long after the war is over, and they will 
be good pictures to remember, pleasant 
to recall, and of lasting influence in the 
forging of an International friendship. 
There are the Scottish women at Itoy- 
aumont and Troyes,'of whom the French 
soldiers speak with such affectionate ad­
miration, and whose steady, excellent 
work has impressed the French military 
authorities so keenly that they now get 
some of the worst cases direct from the 
front, although there is no man among 
them; surgeons, nurses, orderlies, chauf­
feurs, women every one of them. It 
was an A. S. C. man who said that lie 
had never seen cars so well kept as the 
ambulance cars at Royaumont.
Work Night and Day

At the canteen in the Paris Gare du 
Nord a slim young English woman with 
clear eyes and a quiet voice maintains 
a discipline among men of all ranks and 
many nationalities. Night and day tliik 
great, underground enclosure is a club 
for soldiers passing through Paris— 
French, English, and Belgian. They And 
rest, baths and food there, and their 
needs are supplied by a little group of 
gentle-bred Englishwomen, all of whom 
pay their own expenses and contribute 
generously to the funds of the canteen. 
Sometimes they feed as many as 200 
men in a day, and all the cooking and 
marketing they do themselves.

Once they entertained some sailors 
from the Queen Elizabeth and can vouch 
for a sailor’s appetite when it is not 
hampered by shyness. The self-installed 
cook, a painter of distinction ,has a 
reputation for meat stews and fruit tarts 
which is dear to her heart ,and there is 
something suggestive of a charming old 
Dutch picture in- the group of girlish 
figures busily engaged in cleaning car­
rots, peeling potatoes, and cutting them 
into slices before letting them fall into 
a huge tub of clear water, from which 
they are lifted into the stew pans. It is 
not amusing to prepare vegetables for 
cooking, and to do it for a long time is 
monotonous, but the canteen workers are 
quite cheerful, even after two years of 
toil.
Hospital Supply Stores

Near the Bois de Boulogne there is a 
little group of wooden buildings, obvi­
ously temporary, and as clearly occupied 
by women workers. Over each building 
is a legend, and over one in particular is 
written “French Wounded Emergency 
Fund,” with the Union Jack above. In­
side the building are piles and piles of 
clothing sent from England for the 
French soldiers; shirts in thousands, 
socks in still larger numbers, countless 
cases of bandages, helmets, slippers, 
cholera belts, indeed every possible thing 
that a soldier and a sick man can need. 
Every article is stacked among its fel­
lows, and as the appeals come in from 
all over France, English women make up 
parcels and despatch them to their des­
tinations. There is order, simplicity and 
no ostentation in the way this work is 
done. Its usefulness is beyond belief, 
for it deals principally with poor, pro­
vincial hospitals which, being out of 
sight, are out of mind, and so neglected. 
Members of the society motor all 
France visiting these hospitals with au­
thorization from the French government 
to inspect the store cupboards and mark 
down what is needed. After each visit 
the depot in Paris or London receives 
an appeal for a list of needed articles,, 
and out of their vast supplies fulfil the* 
wants with the utmost despatch, for 

working in France have learned 
how dangerous are delays.

Everywhere, in the war zone or out of 
it, British women are working in France. 
They are nursing in bombarded hospitals 
in Dunkirk, in maternity hospitals in 
Chalons, in fever hospitals in the Vos-

Dr. Dumas, ont of the principal phy­
sicians with the French Army, corrobor­
ates Dr. Graham’s view that the war 
has reduced insanity, and he denies the 
German assertion that the Teutonic 
race bears the nervous strain caused by 
the clash of battle better than the Latin 
races. On the contrary, after the first 
month, hardly any Frenchmen lost their 
reason, and those who did so were reser­
vists and had previously been drunkards. 
However, by the stopping of the sale 
of intoxicants at the beginning of the 
war, just as the Russians did, the French 
Government seems to have practically 
banished insanity from their armies. In 
this connection we feel sure that nearly 
all the mistakes made in connection with 
our Army and Navy since the begining 
of the war have been due to the use of 
alcohol, and probably if the whole nation 
had followed the example of his Majesty 
the King, two years ago, and totally 
stopped the use of intoxicating liquors, 
the war woull have been won long ago.

LUNACY; ITS
ities. 
so fCAUSE AND CURE

(The Belfast Christian Advocate).
For several year the annual reports of 

the Belfast Lunatic Asyluni, issued by 
Dr. Wm. Graham, have been strong in­
dictments of intemperance and powerful 
arguments in favor of total abatinence, 
and the report for the past year, just 
issued, is not less valuable in these res­
pects than its predecessors. Dr. Graham, 
who is a recognized authority on mental 
diseases, states that at the begining of 
1916 there were, in the Asylum 606 males 
and 663 females, total, 1,269, against, at 
the begining of the present year, 611 
males and 646 females, total, 1,267. These 
numbers show a marked diminution, as 
compared with the aveerage for the past 

ten years, and it Is rather strange that 
this should have happened at a time 
when we, are engaged in the greatest 
war of history, when agony and woe 
must have entered into many homes; 
yet, as Dr. Graham points out, insanity, 
like crime, has decreased since the war 
commenced, especially among women, 
and he intimates that the cause of this 
change has arisen from the fact that 
the war has emancipated women and 
given them new interests in life, 
words are—“It has set them free from 
the benumbing conventionalities that 
threatened to stifle their psychic energies, 
and so far it has contributed to sound­
ness of mind and nerve. Among the 
mighty sociological forces which the 
present world-conflict has set in motion 
not least will be the value set upon all 
sorts of good work and the new dignity 
which will crown the worker. With the 
ever-widening circle of woman’s interests 
a new barrier against mental disorder 
has been erected.”

Not for the first time in these reports 
Dr. Graham condemns strong drink as 
being one of the most potent causes of 
insanity, and he urges that with greater 
leisure, more education, many of the tem­
ptations to indulgence in drink will van­
ish, but he forgets that many of the 
most noted victims of alcohol have been 
people who were highly educated, and 
had plenty of leisure. Witness Dr. Porson 
one of the greatest classical scholars 
this country ever produced. Neither 
leisure nor education is a cure for in- 
tcmnerance. Dr. Graham is on safer 
ground when he declares—-“It has been 
said that ‘you cannot make men sober 
by Act of Parliament.’ The saying is 
smart but largely false. Drinking de­
pends on two factors, the desire and the 
opportunity, and very often the oppor­
tunity excites the desire. Minimize the 
opportunities to drink, supply other 
objects of desire, and yqu go a long 
way in enabling men and women to 
achieve sobriety, and with the elimin­
ation of alcoholism will go hand in hand 
with the diminution of Insanity.” He 
does not, however, tell us what the other 
objects of desire are, and instead of 
following out to its logical conclusion

There ts 
Major Asselin, who has gone to the 
front. He is anti-militarist, but did not 
hesitate to don the uniform, because he 
believed that he should make the sac­
rifice for the triumph of civilization. 
After this war there are men who will 
want to drag us into militarism, and I 
will fight that in the future, as in the 
past. It is not in this direction that we 
Liberals want to put our efforts. We 
think that after the war there will be a 
transformation, but we want it to be 
directed to the best interests of civiliza- 
ion, and to the economic and social prob­
lems, and to establish the dignity of 
labor.”

TURKS UNLUCKY 
IN ARAB ALLIES

Offered to S:1I Ottomans To 
British at $5 Each

Back from Mesopotamia

Lieut Lighthafl Was With Reliev­
ing Force Which Get Within 
Sight of Towashcad’s Eacarnp- 
meat

/

(Toronto Mall.)
Lieutenant W. W. S. Lighthall, son of 

W. D. Lighthall, K.C, who has just re­
turned home on sick leave till November, 
had an interesting experience in Meso­
potamia, and is probably the first Can­
adian officer to return from that par­
ticular zone. He was within twelve 
miles of the scene of General Towns- 
hend’s surrender to the Turks. Lieu­
tenant Lighthall, who left Canada early 
in the war, passed through the intense 
fighting at Festubert and Givenchy, and 
then obtained a commission in the fam­
ous Dorsets, which regiment was with 
Clive at the great battle which finally 
ensured India to the British crown. Land­
ing at the British base at Busra, on the 
Persian Gulf, the force, amounting to 
about fifty thousand men, proceeded up 
the Tigris, through a very flat country, 
the heavy rains of the season making 
the movement of troops and supplies 
exceedingly difficult. Lt. Lighthall met 
with many Turks, and comes home with 
the impression that they are good fight­
ers on the defensive, but inferior to the 
British in the open. They are, however, 
fair fighters and those with whom LL 
Lighthall conversed bear not the slight­
est resentment towards Great Britain 
in the present war, evidently feeling that 
they were dragged into it by Germany 
and that even this will not preclude 
them from entertaining the pro-British 
sentiment of other days. He has very 
little use for the Arabs, who are no more 
loyal to the Turks than to anyone else. 
In one of the fights It was noticed by 
the British outposts that the Arabs who 
had been in front of the Turkish battle 
line had for some unexplained reason 
been transferred to the rear. Little was 
thought of this until smoke was seen 
ascending from the enemy’s lines, and 
upon investigation it was discovered that 
the Arabs had set fire to the Turkish 
camp and were burning the supplies just 
by way of pastime. As this is not ex­
actly the conduct of friendly troops it Is 
apparent that the Turkish army does 
not present an effective front to the 
enemy.
Made Gallant Stand. ‘

As for the surrender of General 
Townsnend, Lt. Lighthall could give 
away no military secrets, extept to say 
that a gallant defence was made.by the 
British commander, who Is described by 
the Turks as the best general in the 
British army. The British relief expe­
dition arrived ai a place from which 
they could see the palm trees of Kut, 
but in the meantime Townshend had 
been obliged to give up the game.

An amusing thing told about the Arab 
allies of the Turts wae the offer mode 
to several British officers that for five 
dollars a head tfie ions of the desert 
would bring in all- the Turkish prisoners 
they could lay their hands on. In spite 
of this apparent friendliness to the Bri­
tish by the Arabs they are known to 
have tortured their prisoners and Lieut. 
Lighthall says the women are the most 
savage of all in this work. They cap­
tured Lt. Lightball’s orderly, an Eng­
lish-speaking soldier, and everything 
went to show that he had been put to 
death. Lieut. Lighthall compared the 
Arabs to the Iroquois of the olden times 
In Canada, who would lie concealed for 
a whole day to get an opportunity to 
kill a French-Canadian habitant at work 
on his farm.

Lieutenant Lighthall was asked If the 
colonial officers were treated well by 
their British confreres. 'He replied in 
the affirmative, adding that when a man 
does his duty, there is nothing to com­
plain of.

Allies Gain
More Ground

Eicmy, With Weakened Resist­
ance, Forced to Fall Back; How 
Lives Have Chaaged

The twenty-mile battle arc run­
ning from the Ancre to the Somme 
is rapidly being transformed by the 
great offensive of the Entente Allies 
into an Irregular triangular wedge in 
the German line with bases respect­
ively in front of Tbiepval and west 
of Peronne and the point projecting 
across the Bethime road and into the 
St. Pierre Vaast Wood.

On the British end of the line in 
the region of Thiepval and eastward, 
to the north of Fiers, the British in 
Wednesday’s fighting gained further 
successes over the Germans, and 
likewise the French east and south­
east of Rancourt drove their troops 
forward and entered the St, Pierre 
St. Vaast Wood.

To the south of this region from 
Bouchavtsnes to the southern edge 
of the Bois L'Abbe Farm the 
French were compelled to face a vio­
lent attack by the Germans, which 
was beaten on, the Germans being 
thrown back in disorder, according 
to Paris. The British gains included 
German trenches on a front of 2,000 
yards north of Fiers and a strong 
redoubt on a hill 2,000 yards north­
east of ThlepvaL To the northwest, 
across the Ancre, successful raids 
were carried out by the British Op­
posite Beaumont-Hamel. Ten thous­
and prisoners have fallen into the 
hands of the British in the last fort­
night’s fighting on the Somme front, 
according to London.

There is still little news coming 
from the Russian and Austro-Ger- 
man war offices concerning the fight­
ing on the eastern front Petrograd 
asserts that aside from skirmishes at 
various points there is nothing to 
report Berlin, however, records the 
repulse of a Russian attack in Ga- 
lida, near Ludova, with heavy casu­
alties to the Russians.

On the Roumanian front battle» 
are taking place at various points 
near the Transylvanian border. Ber­
lin reports progress for the Teutonic 
allies near Hermanns tadt, while 
Bucharest chronicles the defeat of the 
Austro-Germans In the Jiu Valley 
and their hasty retreat north and

No— 
when it Is a question of thousands of 
helpless women and children who are 
being driven to certain death by starva­
tion the words ‘opportun’ and “Kom- 
petenzvertage’ can no longer have any 
meaning. Every cultured human being 
is compc.ent to intervene, and it is, In 
fact, his sacred duty to do so. Our 
esteem among the generations to come is 
at stake. The more refined Turks and 
Arabs shake their heads sorrowfully 
when they see brutal soldiers bringing 
convoys through the town of women far 
advanced in preguancy, whom they beat 
with cudgels, these poor wretches being 
hardly able to drag themselves along.

“There are, moreover, dreadful heca­
tombs of human beings, as shown in the 
inclosed decree of Djemal Pasha.

“This is a proof that in certain places 
the light is feared, but people have not 
yet the will to put an end to these 
scenes, which are degrading to man­
kind.

“We know that the foreign office has 
already received descriptions of the local 
condition of affairs from other sources. 
Since, however, the procedure of deporta­
tion has in no way been ameliorated, we 
feel it more than ever our duty to sub­
mit this' report for your perusal.

A Question of Exikrnitflatlon
“I am going to tell,\you more about 

the Armenian episode,” Dr. Graetner 
says in his own letter, “for this time 
the question was not one of the tradi­
tional massacres, but of nothing more 
nor less than the complete extermination 
of the Armenians in Turkey. This fact 
Talaat Bey’s Turkish officials cynically 
admitted with some embarrassment to 
the German consul. , The government 
first made out that they only wanted to 
clear the war zone and to assign new 
dwellings to the emigrants.

“They began by enticing the most 
warlike of the mountaineers out of their 
rocky fastnesses. This they did with 
the help of the securities of the Turkish 
empire, of the heads of their own 
churches, of the American missionaries, 
and of one German consul. Thereupon 
began expulsions from everywhere, even 
from districts to which the war will 
never be carried. How these were ef­
fected is shown from the fact that out 
of the 18,000 people driven out of Char- 
put and Sivas only 350 reached Aleppo, 
and only eleven out of the 1,900 from 
Erzerum. Once at Aleppo the poorest of 
these were by no means at the end of 
their troubles. Those'who di<j not die 
here (the cemeteries are full), were 
driven by night to the Syrian Steppes, 
toward the Zor on the Euphrates. Here 
a very small percentage drag out their 
existence, threatened by starvation.

“I state this as an eyewitness, 
was, there in October of last year and 
saw with my own eyes several Arme­
nian corpses floating in the Euphrates or 
lying about the steppe. -

German Officers Bar Help
The Germans with a number of laud­

able exceptions witness these things 
quite unperturbed, holding out the fol­
lowing excuse:

“‘We just need the Turks, you seeP
“I know for a fact, moreover, 

an employe of the German Cotton As­
sociation and one on the Bagdad Rail­
way, were forbidden to help the Ar­
menians. German officers have also 
raised a complaint against their consul 
for his sympathy with the Armenians, 
and a German teacher, although most 
capable, was not appointed to a school 
of the Turco-German Association on ac­
count of his having an Armenian wife. 
They are afraid that the Turks might 
take offence at this. The Turks are 
less considerate.

“ ‘The question is one of a Turkish 
internal affair, we must not mix our­
selves up in it!’ This is what one con­
stantly hears people say. Once it was 
a question, however, of persuading the 
Armenians to yield, they did mix them­
selves up in it!

“The Armenians of Urfa, seeing the 
fate which had befallen their compatri­
ots from other districts, refused to leave 
their city and offered resistance. There­
upon' no less a person than Count Wolf 
von Wolfskehl, ordered the town to be 
bombarded, and after the surrender of 
1,000 Armenian men he had not the 
power to prevent their being massacred 
again.”

After this the Giants took a bad 
slump, the pitching staff wy>t to pieces, 
and the club fell back so rapidly that 
McGraw was forced to bring about a re­
organization, which resulted In his pres­
ent record-breaking club.

Several minor league clubs have made 
records for successive victories. The 
Corsicana Club of the Texas League 
hung up a record of twenty-seven 
straight in 1912, while the Charlotte 
Club of the Carolina League won twen­
ty-five straight in the same year, In tlie 
old Eastern League the Jersey City 
Club won twenty-four straight games in 
1908.

In making the new world’s record, 
however, the Giants’ great performance 
does not compare with the feat of the 
old Providence Grays in one respect. 
Charley Radbourne, who is regarded as 
perhaps the greatest pitcher in baseball 
history, pitched eighteen games out of 
tlie twenty. Conley pitched the other 
two.

Providence started on the victorious 
trip on Aug. 7, 1884, against New York, 
and ended the run against Cleveland on 
Sept. 6. One of the games against the 
Buffalo club was won by a score of 
10-0. Radbourne worked in every game 
he started without the aid of a relief 
pitcher. Of course, no boxman in mod­
ern baseball has ever accomplished a 
performance such as this.

There was one spectator at the Polo 
Grounds yesterday watching the Giants 
break the old record who played on the 
Providence Grays when they established 
their sensational mark in ’84. It was 
Arthur Irwin, who played shortstop on 
Bancroft’s great team.

“I was glad, to see the Giants do It," 
said Irwin yesterday after the game, 
“for while I still have a deep sentiment 
for those grand old days of baseball I 
am a firm believer in the modem game. 
In many ways it is an improvement over 
the old days, but I doubt if the game 
will ever see as great a figure us Char­
ley Radbourne.”

New York accomplished the 
world's record by playing the most 
sational baseball imaginable. They have 
demonstrated‘during these great run of 
victories that they can think quicker 
than perhaps any other club that has 
ever played the game. The fielding has 
been truly phenomenal at times. 9o 
quickly have the infielders worked that 
it seemed as If they just played from in­
tuition.

Louis Cardinals in a double-header at 
the Polo Grounds, establishing a new 
world's record for successive games won. 
When the last batsman was out in the 
second encounter the galloping Giants 
had won twenty-one games in a string, 
thus putting into the discard the former 
World’s record, made under the old play­
ing rules by Frank Bancroft’s Provi­
dence Grays in 1884.

If the Giants were fighting tooth and 
Ball for a pennant they could not have 
paused as much of a stir in the baseball 
World as they did with the remarkable 
achievement which came about yester­
day. It is a mark which is so unusual 
that It will probably stand for many 
more years than the Providence mark 
did. Baseball is a swifter and a faster 
tame.than It was in those days, and the 
task is all the more remarkable because 
jt was made by a club which a few 
Weeks ago looked like a badly disorgan­
ized second-division aggregation.

“We are getting cold weather now 
and we are preparing for a winter dug 
in the ground like a rabbit, hut as I 
have lots of company I guess I’ll be able 
to enjoy life with the rest of the boys.
