Montreal, May 8 — Addressing the 
Liberal - Conservative Association of 
Montreal today, Hon Robert Rogers in­
dicated unmistakably the early approach 
of a general election, though no date was 
mentioned. Mr. Rogers violently criti­
cized the action of the opposition during 
the last session, and particularly the op­
position press which, he said. ,had de­
scended to “the very lowest, possible 
level.”

He blamed the apposition and its 
press, with the aid of the irresponsible 
majority in the upper chamber, for pre­
venting the government from carrying 
out its imperial policy two years ago. 
In view of this action the government 
had decided, he said, to appeal to the 
people last September, but their plans 
were changed by the outbreak of the 
war in August. He waved the flag some.

“This war,” he said, “cannot be car­
ried to a successful conclusion without 
money and without means. The opposi­
tion declared by their voice and by 
their votes that we must not have this 
money, and moved a vote of confidence 
in the government for asking for it”

He also charged the irresponsible 
Liberal majority in the senate, with ty­
ing the government’s hands and said it 
was unfair to the government and to the 
empire, to permit this condition to 
continue.

Washington, May 3 — The United 

States government today awaited the re­
sults of an investigation into the case of 
the American steamer Gulflight, torpe­
doed by Germans with the loss of Iter 
captain and some members of the crew.

The reported attack on the Gulflight 
continued to arouse official Washington. 
The occurrence is regarded as a very 
serious matter, as on calling for some 
kind of representations to be made to 
the German government by the United 
States.

Dentists will also be sent 
abroad and attached to division or bat­
talion headquarters distinct from the 
hospital, where they will be able to at­
tend to the men when they return to 
their billets after their spell of duty in 
the trenches. The whole idea of the new 
corps is that the dentist should get to 
the men and not wait until a man was 
forced to go to the hospital before get­
ting his teeth attended to. It has been 
pointed out that if the war should last 
for even a year each man should have 
his teeth attended to twice in that time 
and this is a work that could not be at­
tended to under the old arrangemens.

'Breaking Barbed Wire

How accurate the fire of British guns 
at the battle of Neuve Chapelle was may 
be gathered from (he following extracts. 
They are taken from the letter of an of­
ficer of Field Artillery :

Yesterday an order came round that 
all cameras were to be sent home by to­
morrow night or else confiscated at once. 
This being so it is no use sending one 
over.

We have now come back from our gun 
position after having prepared it and 
registered the area in front, to rest until 
we are actually required. I think that I 
told yon that in consequence of our. bri­
gade doing so well In the recent big ac­
tion we have been sent on a few miles 
further north, to be lent to another 
corps to show them how the trick is 
done.' In the last action, bur first and 
principal Job was to cut and break up 
entirely the German wire entanglements 
in front of their trendies. It is the first 
time this job has been tackled by artil­
lery and the result was in our case mag­
nificent. It means, of course, very accur­
ate fire, as we shoot just over our own 
trench line, but by carefully preparing 
platforms and anchoring the guns we got 
such excellent results that the wire was 
reduced to about 4 in. lengths, and to­
gether with the supports thrown clean 
over the German trenches. This enabled 
our infantiy to advance Straight on and 
to take the first trench without resist­
ance.

who took part in the Neuve _Chapelle 
battles, but these additional details, from 
the letter of a captain in one of the 
regimçnts, are interesting.

On the other hand 
a German officer, wounded, crawled up 
and they helped htflT in and looked after 
him. I came up a bit later and saw 
him. Decent sort of chap I should 
think. Next morning another wounjjed 
German crawled in. We didn’t go out 
to help him, as we’d probably have been 
shot at, but we showed him the best 
way in, and helped him over. Quite a 
youngster.-. Our men are awfully good 
in that way. The bloodthirsty Gurkha 
you read about is a most courteous fel­
low at times. After the ------ charge I
saw a Gurkha helping a wounded pris­
oner back to our Unes. Our men always 
go at once and get them water and 
food, and if wounded, start tying them

before eight, and following his daily 
custom, Dr White went to the cellar and 
brought pp some fuel and lighted a fire 
in the kitchen range. A few minutes 
after he had completed that task he com­
plained of a suffocating pain in'his left 
side, and sank into a chair. His head 
dropped back as the son turned, and he 
was seen by the latter to be unconscious. 
The son hurriedly summoned physicians, 
but, upon their arrival, they pronounced 
Dr. White dead. Heart trouble was as­
signed as the cause of death.

Dr. White was bom in Norton, Mass., 
on May 16, 1848. In recent years he had 
devoted most of his professional time 
to the work of medical examiner of in­
surance companies. He was medical 
examiner for the New York Life Insur­
ance Company and the Metropolitan Life 
Insurance Company. At the time of his 
death he helfl the position in the last 
named company. He is survived .by his 
wife and his son. The funeral took place 
yesterday afternoon.

Buried and Rescued.
. That brings us to' the 18th, which was 

a most unpleasant day. We were bom­
barded by guns—“big shells, and- small 
shells, and shells of all degree,” I should 
think—from .daylight till dusk We sim­
ply had to sit as low in the trench as 
possible. On that day my two left guns 
had five men out of seven wounded, 
and these two remaining men stayed 
with the gun the whole timfc. As to 
the other team a shell fell quite close 
and buried the whole seven men. Luck­
ily one of them was only buried up to 
his middle and got free and dug an­
other one out, and then they dug the 
lot out. Two had been entirely buried, 
head and all. The others only up to 
their necks. Luckily none were badly 
hurt, though one was deafened and an­
other was a bit squashed about the 
chest and tummy, so I sent them to 
hospital.'
Coolness Under Fire

I had been all day with my right-hand 
guns.' When things got a bit healthier I 
went over to the left' and found the two 
men of the one team with their guns and 
the other team quite calmly and quietly 
digging for their ammunition belt boxes.
I was very pleased with them all, and 
have sent their names in, and hope they 
will get something. We were relieved 
that night by another brigade, and very 
glad to get away. We jidn’t get march­
ing till 2.80 a. m„ and went very slowly. 
The men and officers were ail pretty 
done. Practically no sleep since the pre­
vious Sunday; and except while we were 
being shelled, we were generally fighting 
or digging. On the way back here we 
came very slowly, and whenever we halt­
ed, held up by traffic or anything like 
that, everyone, men and officers, sat, or 
lay on the road and slept!
Great Day for Indiana *

In these words an officer attached to 
a Gurkha regiment describes his share 
and that of his men. Other officers of 
the Indian Expeditionary Force—whose 
letters have been sent to us—all tell the 
same story, and it would weary our 
readens to print any more. This writer 
goes on:

It is not because I belong to them that 
I say they did splendidly, they did; but 
we feel that the despatches have not done 
justice to them. For some reason or oth­
er all the troops taking part were desig­
nated as “British” and people must hav 
imagined that the Indians took but a 
small part—they took a very large part 
in the operations. We were not in the ac­
tual capture of the village of Neuve 
Chapelle, but were brought up on the 
second day and took part in an attack 
on a wood beyond the village, and came 
in for the very heavy bombardment 
which followed on the third and fourth 
days, when the Germans had had time 
to bring up reinforcements in men and 
guns.

Of course, Neuve Chapelle was a great 
success. The German losses were too aw­
ful for words, 
wood I mentioned my double company, 
with another D. C., captured about 100 
Germans and killed between 60 and 70. 
X can’t say that I enjoyed it—in fact it 
was extremely nauseating work, especi­
ally as white flags were fairly common 
that morning. However, that emblem 
of truce is as extinct as the Dodo as far 
as this war is concerned, and we could 
do nothing except disregard it. The Ger­
mans, I know, are outside the pale, but 
it wasn’t pleasant shooting them down 
like that.
German Bravery

We had quite a hot time that same 
day, as a strong German counter-attack 
developed against us early that morning; 
they displayed extraordinary bravery, 
but, with one or two exceptions, never 
got more than eighty yards from our 
parapet and left a ghastly heap of dead 
and dying when they retired. We were 
relieved on the 18th, and are now resting 
from our labors in billets a few miles 
from the firing line, and I am by no 
means sorry to get out of sound of gun 
and rifle fire.

We lost our C. O., and two other offi­
cers wounded, but our losses in compari­
son with some of the others are by no 
means severe, and the experience of real­
ly getting the Germans ‘on the hop" has 
brought our men up tremendously.

Saskatoon, May 8—A ’letter received 
by a local paper from Leith, Scotland, 
says:

“Last night the town -was roused by 
the sound of heavy firing, and a few 
minutes later the electric light was turn­
ed out at the power house. From every 
house citizens poured forth, gazing sky­
ward, where, plainly visible in the glare 
of searchlights, was a huge Zeppelin, 
which poised in tbe air almost motion­
less. In a few minutes it rose to a righ- 
er altitude, evidently 
getting safely "'beyond 
aircraft guns and apparently got away, 
as no reports have come to hand from 
the British aviators who went in pursuit 
that the enemy’s aircraft was brought 
down. The night was dark and it 
seems probable that it made an escape. 
No bombs were dropped and the theory 
entertained here is that the Zeppelin was 
making for the Rosyth" naval base, just 
west of the Forth Bridge, with the ob­
ject "of/dropping boptbs, either on the 
bridgé or the navy dockyards. ,

“Although it is officially denied' that 
British aviators are working at night, 
the whirr of aircraft engines is a com­
mon sound at night and the people have 
become accustomed to the noise.

“On April 3, at 9 p. two loud re­
ports were heard which shook the win­
dows of the houses near the shore due 
to the firing of the ten-inch guns at 
Granton, which lies between Leith and 
Queensferry. The next day it was made 
known that two German submarines 
had been destroyed, two only of the 
crews having been saved. . They swam 
ashore and were pulled from the water 
exhausted at Granton. The local news­
papers were officially informed of what 
had taken place, but forbidden to pub­
lish anything about what had happened."

This is the third letter received by. 
the paper from a correspondent in Leith 
in connection with destruction of sub­
marines. The first, published about a 
month ago, stated .that a submarine had 
been caught in a steel net at the Forth 
Bridge, and the second that a submarine 
had been sunk off Burnt Island. The 
correspondent has access to official in­
formation which cannot be questioned. 
The first two stories were later unoffic­
ial}" confirmed in a despatch from To­
ronto in which: an arrival from Scot­
land related practicaly the same facts.

The first 
class to be admitted to the University 
High School on this basis entered the 
High School in the autumn of 1918, and 
finished the first year of high-school 
work with the close of the spring quart­
er, 1914.

While en route to his home in Fred­
ericton Private McDonald spent several 
days with the Canadians at Shorncliffe- 
Strange to say, he did not meet his bro­
ther, Gunner Gordon McDonald, of the 
23r<l Battery of Field Artillery, who 
at Mnnre- Barracks, not being aware of 
tile fact that he was in that part of Eng­
land. ‘I only heard he was with the 
23rd Battery about an hour before I 
left for Liverpool,” he said, “and that 
was too late, as I was under orders to 
remain on the train.”

Private McDonald related how the 
soldier.' were brought into the hospital 
with all manner of wounds— some with 
their sides torn open as the result of a 
bayonet charge, others with their heads

al Union of Journalists, held yesterday 
at, Sheffield, on the motion of the presi­
dent, F. E. Hamer, seconded by the 
vice-president, E. Williams :—

I “The National Union at Journalists, 
•assembled for its annual conference at 
Sheffield on April 2, 1915, desires, in 

I the name of the journalists of Great 
Britain, to send a message of greeting 
to their colleagues of the allied nations.

“The National Union notes with sat­
isfaction the growing friendship and 
good understanding between the Rus­
sian and British empires, In the past the 
nations of western Europe have known 

! too little of the wealth of Russia’s mar 
! terial resources and the qualities of her 
I literature, civilisation, and art. As a re- 
! suit of the present alliance, the National 
: Union looks forward to a fuller inter­
change of national sympathies and ideas 
and to a fruitful growth of intercourse 

| between the commercial and industrial 
j interests of the two empties,
! “To our neighbors of France, long dis­
tinguished for their services to litera- 
! ture, art, and industry, and for their de­
votion to intellectual and iÿCHtical free-" 
dom the National Union offers its 
heartiest congratulations on the success­
ful defence of their country against ag­
gression, and trusts that by the co-op­
eration of French and British arms—ex­
pressing at once the friendship of two 
free peoples and their community of in- 

: terests and political sympathies—the 
| blessings of security and peace may 
soon be restored to every part of France.

“In the heroic efforts of Belgium and 
Seçbia to defend their territory and 
tlonal rights the National Union honors 
two ihore conspicuous examples of the 
world’s indebtedness to small nationali­
ties. It expresses in particular, to the 
Belgian people its sorrow at the despoil­
ing of their noble cities and beautiful 
monuments of the past, and its prayer 
for an early and complete restoration 
of Belgian liberty and Belgian fortunes.

“The National Union appreciates the 
co-operation of Japan in freeing the seas 
and the nations of the Far East from 
the peril of an alien aggression, and 
trusts that the friendship between the 
two island races may long endure.

“In sending these words 
the National Union expresses the hope 
of all whom it represents that the pres­
ent alliance in arms for the vindication 
of international honor and the defence 
of civilization against the ambitions of a 
military despotism may be succeeded by 
a concert of nations for the future peace 
and fjood government of the world.”
