It is not known as yet whether any 
lives were lost in the wreck. One life 
raft is still missing. It is believed Cap­
tain Ledu of the Afrique is on board this 
frail craft. )

“There was a most violent shock when 
the vessel struck the reef, no one lost 
his head though,” said one man. “Af­
ter a certain time the situation became 
impossible,' heavy seas were pounding 
the ship and we lost touch with the 
steamer Ceylan. Captain Ledu decided 
to abandon the ship, a very difficult op­
eration, but the captain, officers and crew 
did more than their duty.”
