(Canadian Covernment

Railways Urging Em-

ployes to Cultivate on Right of Way.

Employees of the Canadian Govern-
ment Railways located conveniently near
section of the “Right of Way” where
the soil is suitable for cultivation, are
being urged to apply for such land as
they can cultivate, and do their utmost
to boost along the “Greater Production
Movement.”

In places where it is not feasible for
employees to  utilize arable land along
the “Right of Way,” the owners of pro-
perty adjoining are urged to make pro-
per use of it, not for pasture or grazing,
but for the purpose of raising such crops
as will materially add to the food sup-

ply.

The question of food is vital and pre-
eminent. Next to munitions, the Allied
countries need food. Everything in the
way of food that can be grown is an
important  contribution to the Empire’s
needs. - Whatever is raised for home con-
sumption releases. as. much more for ex-
port, If our people generally raise their
own potatoes and garden truck, the far-
mers will raise more oats and grain and
buckwheat. On comparatively small
patches of land enough can be grown to
feed several people, and if many indi-
viduals make even what might be con-

sidered a humble effort, the total result
will be of vast importance.

In many sections there is excellent
land along the right of way. It has been
the practice in some localities for, sta-
tion agents and section men to utilize
strips convenient to their neighborhood
for garden patches, and for growing oats,
hay and buckwheat or potatoes. Last
yvear there was considerable gardening,
but when the total acreage of land avail-
able is considered, the agricultural at-
tempts were really insignificant. It is
felt that many miles of this land could
be brought under cultivation, and the
railway is showing its earnestness in the
matter by offering the use of whatever
land is available along the right of way.

Applications for railway land can be
made to the Superintendent of the Dis-
trict. Preference will be given first to
employees and then to the property own-
ers adjoining. In cases where the right
of way is through unoccupied land, any
person who will guarantee a bona fide
intention of raising crops may make ap-
plication.

All enquiries regarding land permits
addressed to the Railway will be
promptly answered and the fullest in-
formation given.

GERMANS AGAIN ATTACK.

Today’s cables tell us that the Ger-
mans have attacked on a forty mile
front on what is called the Aisne front,
which is farther south than the lines of
previous attack in the great offensive
since March 21. Whether this is to be
the chief zone of battle or whether it is
& diversion to be followed by a heavier
stroke in Picardy or Flanders is still in
doubt. It is suggested that this may be
& feint to induce Gen. Foch to withdraw
troops from the northern sectors and
make it easier to gain advantage there.

Today’s cables also breathe a spirit of
confidence, and we are told that if the
enemy counted on the element of sur-
prise they have probably made a miscal-
culation, as there have been new disposi-
tions of troops of the Allies along the
Alsne front. It is noted that the Ger-
mans have already been twice defeated
on the Aisne front and that, the char-
acter of the country is very favorable
for defence.

Premier Clemenceau, just back to Paris
after a visit to the French front and an
jnterview with Gen. Foch, expresses his
former confidence in the situation. There

, are both British and French troops on
the Aisne front. If the ﬁcrmans really
intend to strive now for a decision, they
will doubtles strike on other fronts as
well, and the most severe fighting of the
whole war may be at hand.

MOTHERS' PENSIONS.

‘A Mothers’ Pension Act has been in
operation in Manitoba since March, 1916.
TThe act is administered by a commis-
sion, for the benefit of mothers who are
widows, or whose husbands are in penal
§nstitutions or insane asylums, or through
physical disability unable to support the
family. An article in the Manitoba Pub-
lic Service Bulletin gives the following
§nteresting particulars:

“During the month of November, 150
mothers without other support and with
516 children upon them, have been in re-
ceipt of the allowances from the provin-
cial government, under the arrangement
by which the government levies upon the
municipalities at large, throtighout the
province, the levy of one-half of the al-
Jowances granted.

“The commission, whose chairman is
now Mr. George Fisher, local manager of
the Scofttish Co-operative*Wholesale So-
ciety, has given a popular interpretation
to these allowances by describing them |
@s salaries paid to these mothers for the ]
service they render to the State in bring- |
jng up their children healthy in body and |
mind. The description is a fitting and
happy one, as it isia fact that without
the aid of the States in thus doing their
proper duty by their children, these
mothers would have to work out fof a
Jivelihood, and would find it impossible
to give the children the care and atten-
jon they require if they are to grow
.pto useful citizens.

“The ‘salaries’ paid to these 150 moth-
¢rs for the month of November amount
1o $7,028. Seventy-three of these moth-
ers are within the boundaries of the city
of Winnipeg. In St. Boniface there are
14, in the municipality of Assiniboia,
which includes the suburb of St. James,
there are 11, while the remaining 52 are
scattered over 30 municipalities of the
province, The average allowance to
‘Winnipeg mothers was $57.11 and the
average to those outside the city is

This would mean
a thorough system of national health and
accident insurance, shorter working deys
so that the vitality of the fathers may
be maintained, a more thorough insist-
ence on every law of sanitation, and, in
short, the determination to make sur-
roundings safer for human life. Mr.
Carstens also points out the obvious dan-
ger of unscrupulous widows finding in a
pension plan ‘a chance for easy money.’

“Yet notwithstanding everything that

can be said against the method, the Bul-
letin is able to adduce good reasons on
the other side. Where mothers’ pensions
laws have been passed, as they have in
various states, success has been the gen-
eral result, and the all-round improve-
ment in the families leaves ‘no doubt of
the advisability of pension legislation.’
There has been a remarkable increase of
interest shown by the children them-
selves in the care of the home, when the
family has, through the help of the pen-
sion, been removed to better neighbor-
hoods and away from the difficulties
and temptations of the slums. Not least
of all is the great satisfaction felt that
the subsidy makes it feasible for chil-
dren to stay with worthy mothers in the
proper and normal relations after the
death of the father. ‘What a good
mother can do for her own children no
other woman can do and no “different
device can do’
“The system is gradually being intro-
duced into Canada. Manitoba has re-
cently inaugurated it, and it is being
contemplated in Saskatchewan and Al-
berta. The question is now seriously
complicated by pensions paid to soldiers’
widows, and this feature of real diffi-
culty will have to be taken into account.
But, in spite of ‘all the hindrances and
even disabilities, those who are best ac-
quainted with the situation are strongly
of opinion .that, on the whole, the prab-
lem can be faced with perfect satisfac-
tion.”

SUCCESSFUL CROPS.
Many amateur gardeners are puzzled
to know just how to handle a succession
of crops. To get the most out of a small
area it is necessary to plant seeds from
week to week and, in some cases, to sow
two crops in one row at one time. For
instance, lettuce and radish may be
sown in the same row, parsnips and let-
tuce, corn and pumpkins, corn and spin-
ach, lettuce and early cabbage, etc.
Some examples of successional. plant-
ings may serve to explain what is meant
by following one ‘crop with another:
Early beets followed with celery.
Early beans followed with turnips.
Lettuce or onion sets followed with
tomatoes. y
Radishes followed with tomatoes.
Spinach, lettuce or radishes followed
with cabbage. .
Early crops may be taken off and con-
sumed and immediately afterwards their
place may be taken by some other crop.
The soil should be dug over and more
manure added if possible. This should
be followed by a careful raking down
before the plants are set out or the seeds
planted.

MOTHERS' ALLOWANGE

Manitoba Government's Act; Re-
port of Commissioners

Peried April 18, 1916 to June 30
1917 — History of Movemeat in
Manitoba Before Passing of Mothers’
Allowances Act

In 1910 the Mothers’ Association gave

a cash allowance to one woman, with
whom they had become acquainted
through their day nuzsery, enabling her
to stay at home and’look after the chil-|
dren. This continued for one year when
she remarried.
In March, 1913,.G. B. Clarke, at the
time district agent of the Associated |
Charities of the city of Winnipeg, asked |
for all relief, etc., be given in cash in-
stead of in kind to a widow and chil-
dren in his district. A

The secretary of the Associated Chari-
ties obtained permission from the board
of trustees to make a special appeal to
citizens for a monthly cash pension for

this widow. ,The amount was raised;
with great difficulty chiefly ffom Sun-i
day school classes. In April, 1914, at!
the suggestion of the Associated Chari-|
ties, the Mothers’ Association appointed |
a spectal commitiee under the chairman-
ship of Mrs. J, Dick, to raise the money
for this- widow and as many others as|
possible. The committee also assumed
the responsibility of supervising the
mothers under allowance. The Mothers’
Association continued to do this until
May, 1916, and likewise found it difficult
to raise the. necessary money by volun-
tary subscription.

During the summer and fall of 1915,
it being understood that the Mothers’
Association committee would ask for leg-
islation at the next session of the pro-
vincial legislature, the Social Workers’
Club of Winnipeg through a committee
under the chairmanship of G. B. Clarke,
| made an exhaustive study of “mothers’
pension laws and their administration”
in twenty-three of the United States, and
also studied 124 widows known to the
Associated Charities of Winnipeg.

RAIN 15 WELCOME
- ALONG THE RIVER

A crap-apple tree on a sunny hillside
at \Public Landing is in blossom.. The
purple bloom of the rhododendron is be-
ginning, to show jn the pastures. A
wave of green has swept over the coun-
try-side, with dashes of white in the
woodlands, where; thé cherry trees have
burst inte, bloom. The grass in the
meadows waves in the wind. There is
an abundance of wild strawberry blos-
soms, and some fields are flecked with'
the gold of the dandelion. The glory of
the summer is at hand.

Peas and beans planted on May 18
were well above ground this morning,
along with radishes, lettuce, cucumbers,
carrots and beets, and onion sets were
also sending gréen shoots upward. The

. weather has been. wonderful, but a warm

rain is now much needed.

Even the flies have come—the tiny ones
that like the ba¢k of your neck and other
exposed portions’of your anatomy. ‘They
come out in the garden in the early even-
ing, but if you go into the woods they
are always at your service. A party cut-
ting pea brush on Saturday afternoon
from the tops and branches of birch
irees that had been cut for firewood last
winter, were joyously® welcomed as a
source of nourishment by a small swarm
of midgets on wings.

The weeds present an interesting prob-
lem to the amateur gardener. They grow
more rapidly than other crops, and if
they are allowed to get a good start the
other crop suffers. The wise gardener
gets the start himself, even at the cost of
sore muscles and kinks in his spine. He
can keep ahead if he is really in earn-
est about it, but:by the time he has a
waggon load of roots piled up at the
bottom of his garden he generally wants
to sit down and. rest. It took part of
two days to get. the bulk of the weals
out of one patch of potatoes, but. the
farmer says there-will be no more seri-
ous trouble with them this season. The
rest will be easy. And it is amazing
with what a sense of satisfaction even a
tired man contemplates fhe result of his
labors. He knows that with fair weather
conditions. if he perseveres, there will be
a crop more valuable than weeds.

TLere were not as many excursionists
on the river on May 24 as in former
vears.
