A rather interesting feature of the mat­
ter is that the petition takes the form of 
a memorial addressed to the provincial 
government and the Kings county mem­
bers. As Mr. Sproul is one of the latter 
they are petitioning him against his own 
appointment.

There is another power bill before the 
legislature, the St. John River Hydro-Elec­
tric Company, which seeks power to dam 
the St. John river between Shogomuc and 
the Pokiok stream for twenty-five feet 
above low water mark. The capital stock 
of the company is placed at only $6,000,000 
and power is asked to issue another $5,- 
000,000 of bonds. The powers asked for in­
clude nearly everything under the sky and 
will afford plenty of opportunity for dis­
cussion in the corporations committee.

The usual provision is put in for fish 
and sluice ways but, considering the value 
of the fisheries at the mouth of the St. 
John and. along its length and the im­
portant lumber interests that will be af­
fected by the damming of the river, 'it 
looks as if this bill should have very care­
ful consideration.

“The proceedings were purely formal 
and the house immediately adjourned. The 
bill will doubtless be passed into law to­
day. The delay in passing it was caused 
by cabinet dissensions. Lloyd George 
and Sydney Buxton favored the two shil­
lings and' five shillings concession but 
both the lord chancellor and Lord More- 
ley threatened to resign if any figures 
were put into the bill. While Mr. As­
quith was supported by a large majority 

80 of his colleagues, it was necessary to 
80% make a final effort for peace between the 
88 owners and the miners’ federation. When 
77 the negotiations failed, the bill, without 
70 any rigid minimum rate, was the last re­

source, and it was taken up not only with­
out enthusiasm but with the apprehen­
sions that a considerable group of radicals 
in sympathy with Lloyd George, might 
join the labor members.

“The prime minister’s anxiety and 
weariness were evident when he explained 
the situation in the House of Commons.
The division in the cabinet bill, which 
neither the masters nor the men wanted, 
was thrust upon parliament when there 
was no expectation in any quarter that 
it would facilitate a settlement.

“What is really operating to bring about 
a restoration of confidence is the exhaus­
tion of the miners’ organization. The 
strike funds have run dry, savings bank 
deposits have been drawn upon, shopkeep­
ers are cutting off their credits, and pawn­
brokers form the only class in the mining 
districts, doing a profitable business.

“Non-unionists are likely to lead the 
way back to the mines as soon as there 
is a prospect of adequate protection, and 
the strike leaders will be left to justify 
the vast expenditure of union funds and 
the shrinkage in the savings of the work­
ing people.

“Unless the federation of transport 
workers can be drawn into the conflict 
prematurely, it is probable that the mini­
mum wage bill, after being accepted sul­
lenly and reluctantly by the trades union­
ists, will be the basis of resumption of 
business in all the mines. In another ten

Bricks were thrown and windows of the 
station were smashed. Mayor Schriver 
directing the police squad, ordered the of­
ficers to charge and a volley of revolver 
shots were sent into the mob.

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Toronto, Ont., March 27—Following the 
lead of the quarterly official boards, the 
membership of the Methodist church in 
Canada are endorsing the church union 
agreement by large majorities.

The total num­
ber of ministers, officials, members and ad­
herents in favor of union so far is 21,267, 
while the total against the proposed am­
algamation is only 2,056.

NCREASED STIPENDS FOR

OF DIMENSION SPRUCE LIQUOR CASE ARISES OUT

Augmentation Committee Makes Recom­
mendations to General Assembly

Boston, March 27—A change has been 
made in the manner of selling dimension 
spruce. Hitherto 24 feet and under have 
been the lengths and 9 inches and under 
the widths covered by the base price. For 
every two feet over 24 $1 more was add­
ed and for the extra widths the charges 
were as given in the table last week. From 
thie time forward gO feet will be the maxi­
mum base width. For every 2 feet over 
20 $1.00 will be added and the charges for 
widths over 8 inches given below.

The most cogent reasons for the change 
are the difficulty and expense of driving 
logs in narrow brooks which must 
be resorted to ao- much more frequently 
than formerly for transportation. There 
was, however another justification for the 
new method. A buyer often got what 
short lumber he wanted from a Canadian 
mill and then turned to a manufacturer 
in Maine or New Hampshire for the long. 
In other words the millman here got the 
milk without the cream. There has been no 
signed iron-clad agreement to adopt the 
new rules, but it is believed every one 
will work under them. To the buyer they 
may look more formidable than they 
Competent authorities estimate that the 
change in cost will not be more than iwo 
and one-half per cent.

An interesting case will very likely 
come up in the police court this afternoon, 
when Edward Quirk, a liquor dealer in 
Brussels street will be called upon to an­
swer to the charge of retailing liquor in 
larger quantities than allowed by the law. 
The day before the body of George Mc- 
Adoo was found in a field off the Marsh 
Road, Frank Small, it was told at the 
inquest, had purchased two quarts of li- 
quar from Quirk’s store. Small, in com­
pany with McAdoo and a man named 
Mitchell, then went out the Marsh road 
and drank the liquor. The next day Mc­
Adoo waa found dead.

The law allows liquor dealers to sell 
only in ijuart quantities, so therefore 
Quirk has Been charged with the offence 
stated. The case will probably come up 
at 2.30.

Another alleged liquor Act violation case 
will alsd be taken up. Robert Carson, who 
conducts a saloon in Mam street has been 
charged with selling liquor to a minor. 
The case came up for hearing last week 
but was adjourned until today.

Uniques. Toronto, March 27—The augmentation 
commnttee of the Presbyterian church in 
Canada, ' held its annual meeting yesterday 
It was decided to supplement the stipends 
of ministers of augmented charges to $900 
in old Ontario and Quebec, and to $1,000 
in new Ontario and the western provinces. 
The increase will take effect in April.

It was also decided to forward a recom­
mendation to the general assembly, asking 
that the stipends be increased to $1,000 
in old Ontario and Quebec, and to $1,200 
in new Ontario and the western provinces, 
to take effect on January 1, 1913. The 
sanction of the assembly is necesary be­
fore this scale can take effect.

The practicability of a line of railway, 
independent of the main line of the I. C. 
R., to connect Dartmouth, N. 8., with the 
two transcontinental railways that will 
soon terminate at Moncton, is the most 
important matter to be dealt with by the 
Dartmouth Board of Trade.

Very recently several members of the 
board discussed the project with W. C. 
Milner, well Versed in railway matters.

Mr. Milner drew attention to the fait 
that the C. P. R. had leased the N. B. 
Central Railway that runs from Norton, 
on the I. C. ,R., to Chipman, and from 
there to Minto, twenty miles distant, and 
that that road had also agreed to build a 
track forty miles, from Minto to Frederic­
ton. This will probably be completed next 
year, when the C. P. R. main line will 
be connected with Chipman.

The C. P. R. posseses running rights 
over the Transcontinental from Chipman 
to Moncton, so that in the near future 
both the Grand Trunk and C. P. R. will 
be in Moncton, and perhaps the Canadian 
Northern, if it proceeds with its scheme 
of building an independent line from Mon­
tread across Maine to Chipman.

Mr. Milner suggests that a line from 
Moncton to Pugwash Junction from there 
by the short line to Scotsbum and from 
Scotsbum to Dean Settlement via Glen­
garry Station. This would lead into 
Dartmouth whefe two or three transcon­
tinental lines cduld find room for docks 
and warehouses.

For this purpose, experts in the deaf end 
dumb language are always employed. If 
these experts are of the opinion that the 
accused, by reason of his affliction, would 
not be able to follow the proceedings in­
telligently, even though mentally balanced 
enough to plead guilty, or not guilty, the 
usual course is for the judge to direct the 
jury to return a verdict of “Not sane.” 
The judge thereupon, by virtue of a sta­
tute dating from the . year 1800, orders 
him to be detained in custody, “during 
His Majesty’s pleasure,” and he is con­
signed to the world-famed prison for tbe 
criminal insane at Broadmoor.

to Save Good MoneyLOCAL NEWS New York, March 26—Guardians of the 

good health and comfort of th 
singers have apparently caught the spirit 
of the germ hunt which has been organ­
izing in this city of late. It is reported 
at the Metropolitan Opera House that a 
crusade will soon be started against the 
micro-organisms that lurk amid the maze 
of scenery and properties of the great 
palace of music at Broadway and For­
tieth street.

Recognition of the danger to the sensi­
tive throats of the singers comes a» a re­
sult of a widespread effort here to edu­
cate the public m caring for hypertrophi­
ed tonsils and adenoids in the prevention 
of contagious diseases.

Lest some of the three thousand-dollar-a 
-night song-birds succumb to the ravages 
of the invisble toxin carrier, the bouse 
management of the institution is prepar­
ed to experiment with a new, odorless dis­
infectant recommended by the department 
of health. .

As far as can be learned there have been 
no complaints at the opera house from the 
soloists, although rumor had it a few days 
ago that Dinh GiHy had acquired tonsillar 
trouble on the eve of “Armide” from 
seme prowling bacillus. The dark-skinned 
tenor, however, was able to appear in his 
usual fine fettle.

Dr. Lefferts A. McClelland, a celebrat­
ed authority on diseases of the throat, on 
being questioned regarding the proposed 
crusade, said there was an increase of op­
erations on singers’ throats. In discussing 
the effect of an operation on tonsils, he 
declared that if properly performed an 
entire removal of the glands would not 
impair the singing voice. “The pillars of 
the fauces after the operation should be 
left in their original relation to the sur­
rounding muscles,” he explained.. “To el­
iminate completely the seat of infection 
in the throat thé entire diseased tonsil 
must be cut away. Merely cutting off thé 
tonsil, as is done in the great majority of 
cases, is not’ sufficient, for the germs eas­
ily survive in the deeper crypts and tia-
SUMuoh data has been circulated through­
out the city by the Bureau of Municipal 
Besesrch, partly as a result of which new 
methods of dusting are employed m miny 
public buildings.

Found in the dust of the street, public 
buildings ands residences are bacteria 
known as streptococci, staphylococci, coll 
communi and others which find comfort­
able lodgings in diseased tonsils. Where 
these germs are prevalent in large num­
bers an individual may become prey to 
epidemics of diphtheria and scarlet fever. 
Diseased tonsils act as incubators for the 
germs, and their toxins are excreted from 
theàe centres of infection throughout the 
circulation, causing rheumatism, fevers 
and, not infrequently, endocarditis.

The unusual amount of tonsillitis in 
New York in the last winter has brought 
much difficulty to managers and vocal ar­
tists, and it is believed that the precau­
tionary measures of the Metropolitan Op-

FARMERS AND MARKETS
Several farmers in the SSclrrilh district 

have publicly taken exception to the esti­
mate Of farmers in' general which was 
given by Mr. Alister Cameron, of the 
firm of M. Wood k Sena, SackviUe, in a 
recent interview in * Montreal newspa­
per. One of them, in a letter to the 8ack- 
ville Tribune makes some observations 
which are quite to the jtoint. He invites 
Mr. Cameron to make an excursion to his 
farm and follow him for a week at tie 
work and learn by experiment whether 
the farmers are a lazy lot who would ra­
ther talk politics than raise erdpe. This 
farmer points out that with the present 
restricted markets, while he might get a 
fair return from two or three cows, he 
would lose on ten or fifteen, and the 
same is true with regard to raising hogs. 
Mr. Cameron himself in November last re­
fused to pay the farmers 7c. per hundred­
weight for dressed pork, with which they 
had driven in from the outer districts of 
the parish, and would only offer them 6 1-2. 
This farmer declares that the laws which 
force the farmer to buy in a restricted 
market are a burden, but that te limit 
the market wherein he may sell is ■both 
foolish and needless. While the-very laws 
of the land stifle production, thé growth 
of production need not be looked for.

The view» expressed by this farmer are 
sound. If the farmers of the province 
should make a large increase in produc­
tion, they would soon find themselves sell, 
ing their output without profit. If, how­
ever, they were guaranteed a constant 
market and the assurance that no matter 
how great the production there would be 
buyers for it, they would be encouraged to 
enlarge their farming operations. Sooner 
or later the problem of a larger market 
must be solved, and it will not be solved 
by junketing expeditions to the West In-

This is a 
great disadvantage.

10th—The knocking spirit, which under­
mines a number of conditions, such as for 
example, politics, civic affairs, gossip, small 
talk, 'and anonymous letters.

Uth—Need of manufactories or indus­
tries that will give employment to many 
who do not eye to follow farm life.

We need two hundred houses in Am­

herst that will rent at a reasonable figure 
this summer. Is our estimate too high! 
Not a bit of it.

There are from seventy-five to one hun­
dred men working in the car works whose 
families are living at Maccan, Dorchester, 
Sackville and in other surrounding towns 
and hamlets. The wage earner only pays 
his board here. The balance of his weak­
ly or fortnightly pay goes to other towns.

Last week we found one house contain 
ing eight rooms and there were living 
in it no less than three families numbering 
in all fourteen people. '

This is not a solitary instance. There 
are many other cases where families have 
*t’o double up” to get a roof over theis 
heads. The Canada Car and Foundry 
Company expect about fifty first class 
wood workers from England in April and 
May. A number of these are married 
with families. Where can homes be pro­
vided for them?

A new industry that will mean an influx 
of one hundred and fifty workmen will 
in all likelihood be established in Am­
herst at once. We know that from sixty, 
to seventy of the men are heads of famil­
ies. Where are we going to house them!

Here is another illustration. During the 
month of March we have had eighteen 
skilled mechanics earning from fifteen to 
twenty dollars a week in our office mak­
ing enquiries about houses. Every one 
of them had families living in other towns. 
They want to live here. They want de­
cent homes, they are willing to pay fair 
rentals and all of them were of the 
class of citizens of which any town might 
well be proud.

There are, too, many workmen in our z 
town who would build homes for them­
selves, if lots and building material could 
be secured at reasonable figures. It strikes 
us that the cost of finished building ma­
terial could be reduced to such men by, 
the concerns who have a monopoly of the 
same.

We are not knocking anyone. We are 
simply pointing to conditions as they are. 
We all want to build up a bigger Am- 

Yjr herst and a better Amherst and to do it 
we must have the spirit of co-operation. 
It will pay us better dividends in the 
years to come. Let us have a building 
boom in Amherst this year. If there is a 
town that needs it, it is this our owi^ 
home town, of which we are all so proud^

Nor can this 23.6 
per oent. be regarded as surplus coal since 
there must already be a natural consump­
tion for it, and only thé overproduction 
wijj be free for use in other i 
View of the well known and 
conditions existing in West Virginia as 
a direct result of over-production, and the 
recent developments recently inaugurated 
in the Kentucky fields, we venture to as­
sume that, under pressure, this 23.6 per 
cent, output may be doubled, leaving that 
amount available for other markets, and 
reducing our total fuel shortage to 40.9 per 
cent. What the effect of a forced reduc­
tion in fuel consumption of 40 per cent, 
will be on the industrial world remains to 
be seen.

From a monetary standpoint, the possi­
bilities are even more alarming. For each 
working day our fuel production is cur­
tailed 40 per cent, the miners will sustain 
a loss in wages of eight hundred thousand 
dollars. On the same basis the value of 
the product at the mine per working day 
is one million two hundred thousand dol­
lars., This is the real loss which the in­

Through the cur­
tailment in fuel supplies, and consequent 
restriction of operations at steam plants 
generally throughout the country, more 
than twice this number of men will be in­
directly affected in a comparatively short 
time.

If the labor leaders control the situa­
tion to the extent they claim and there 
are no reasonable grounds for belief to 
the contrary, 64.5 per cent, of the produc­
tive capacity of the country would be af­
fected. In this estimate is included the 
entire state of Pennsylvania, with the 
exception of the Connellsville region, 
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, and the South­
western district, including Missouri, Kan­
sas, Arkansas and Oklahoma. The Central 
district of Pennsylvania and the state of 
Iowa are not in the tri-state agreement, 
and while the former may possibly reach 
an independent settlement and continue 
at work, the latter will doubtless be gov­
erned by the results of the tri-state con­
vention.

Of the remaining 35.5 per cent, unaf­
fected by the strike, only 23.6 may be re­
garded as accessible to the markets sup­
plied by the union mines. This includes 
the Connellsville district, West Virginia, 
Kentucky, Tennessee and Maryland. In 
event of urgent demand, some of the Al­
abama fuel might reach portions of the af­
fected area., but with its total production 
of only 3.2 per cent, the amount would 
be negligible. The Rocky Mountain 
States!, with their production of 5.7 per 
cent, of the country’s total, may be re­
garded as too remote to offer any relief 
to a shortage in the eastern markets.

The possibilities of obtaining assistance 
from foreign countries are nil. With the 
British miners out, and the German pro­
duction seriously curtailed, the European 
stocks are being depleted, and in any 
event, sufficient coal could not be trans-

The expenditure that Is to be made 

"thia yeitr alone In Coquitlam in the 
Installation and erection of one unit 
of the oompany’e terminal plant will 
amount to over 9600,000. But that 
will be only a start, Mr. Bury declares. 
The entire big terminal scheme la laid 
out to units, to be constructed as the 
increase of traffic demands. The first 
of these units, which Is to be com­
pleted next fall, Will comprise a round 
house, about 25 miles of tracks, car 
repair shops, paint shop, machine 
shop, temporary bunkhouse for the 
men. coal bunkers and such other 
minor buildings and equipment as are 
necessary for the establishment of 
terminal facilities on such a large 
scale.

Eventually there will be four or 
five units, and about ninety-five miles 
of tracks at the company’s Coquitlam 
terminals.

It left the 
matter in the hands of the municipalities 
and provided that they could not at one 
full swoop abolish taxation upon personal 
property, but arranged for a sliding scale 
with a view to gradually abolishing this 
tax and making the whole taxation upon 
land values.

on this question. Land was a fixture that 
was put here by the Creator and man 
could not add to or take away from it. 
Many people had reached the conclusion 
that in the matter of assessment land 
values should be treated differently from 
any other kind of property. Other coun­
tries had taken this view—notably Aus­
tralia and New Zealand, .where, for many 
years, land values had been treated dif­
ferently from other values for purposes 
of taxation. In Great Britain and in Ger­
many the state had begun to take part 
of the increase in land values. The bill 
that he had introduced here followed along 
the same lines as statutes of the western 
provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan 
and British Columbia and provided , for an 
option in connection with municipal ee- 
sesments. In the provinces referred to one 
or the other of two methods was followed.

In the province of Alberta the older mu­
nicipalities had been given a period of 
seven years to reduce the assessment on 
improvements and personal property while 
the newer municipalities were given four 
years to bring themselves under the gener­
al system ef taxation upon land values. 
Under such permissive legislation the 
cities of Edmonton and Regina had largely 
and the city of Vancouver now wholly, 
raised their revenues for municipal pur­
poses by taxation on land values.

(Mr. McG.) thought, and the bill so pro­
vided, that it was better to assess both 
real and personal property at the full value 
but to differentiate between them as to 
the rate imposed. It was possible that 
the borrowing powers of towns might be 
affected if there was a reduction in the to­
tal amount of assessment.

He had thought it better, therefore, in 
drafting the 'bill that the assessment on 
improvements and personal property be, 
as well as on the land, at full value, but 
that the improvements and personal prop­
erty be taxed at a lower rate.

COPYRIGHT PENALTIES
Washington March 27—Stipulated penal­

ties for moving picture operators, singers, 
newspapers and others, who unconsciously 
or knowingly violate copyright laws are 
provided in a bill which Representative 
Townsend, author of “Chimmie Fadden, 
introduced in the house yesterday. I he bill 
was referred to the committee on patents.

Under the bill it will cost a newspaper 
not more than $200 and not less than $50 
to reproduce a copyrighted photograph 
without permission. A moving picture ex- 
hibitor who unknowingly presents any part 
of an undramatized work may pay from 
$50 to $1,000. A maker of motion pictures 
who distributes such films may be com­
pelled to pay from $250 to $5,000. Repro­
duction of dramatic or musical productions 
in violation of copyright are penalized at 
$100 for the first performance and $50 for 
each succeeding performance. Delivery of 
lectures or other oral efforts like sermons, 
speeches, etc., will cost $50 for each of­
fence.
