Occasionally, als, one
hears of it being used daily in quite large
quantities as a remedy for obesity. As
a matter of fact, this acid might well be
dispensed with altogether; and, certain-
ly, if used at all, it should be with cau-

tion. As for its being efficaci
flesh reducer, it is about as much so as
typhoid fever or any severe disease, for
it acts simply as a debilitator, and im-
poverishes the system. Several cases of
death from its use in small glassfulsdaily
are on record. A little good vinegar is
not likely to do any harm, and when
rightly used it seems to favor the diges-
tion of certain foods. But, without
doubt, as it is generally used it doesmuch
more harm than good, and lemon, juice
would be far better.

and should ever be defended: ““The general hopes
and trusts that every officer and mag will en-
deavor to live and act as becomes a Christian sol-
dier defending the dearest rights and liberties of
his country."

Some weeks ago the New York Sab-
bath committee addressed a communica-
tion to the state department asking that
the representatives of our government
at the Paris exposition be instructed to
recognize in their official capacity the
observance of Sunday in accordance
with the customs and laws of the Ameri-
can people. To this reasonable and
timely ¢« ication Mr. S y
Blaine replied that the suggestion met
with his cordial approval, and that in-
structions in accordance therewith had
been issued to Mr. Reid, our minister at
Paris, and to the United States commis-
sioner general, This action of the state
department is.in accordance with the
precedent established on the ion of
the electrical exposition at Paris in 1881
snd the earlier exposition of 1878.

‘While our government may not inter-
fere with the private opinions and con-
duct of its official representatives at
home or abroad, it certainly should re-
quire of them that same observance of
Sunday, wherever they represent us,
which is paid by the officers of the gov-
ernment at home, by the closing on Sun-
day of their public offices and the sus-
pension of official business. All the more
is it important that our governmentset«.,
right example in this matter at a time
when the question of Sunday rest is en-

wide attention in Europe, and
the example of this country and of Great
Britain is being appealed to in proof of
the social and industrial, as well as re-
ligious, advantages of the weekly rest.
On the continent, without adequate Sun-
day laws and a public sentiment to pro~
tect the right of weekly rest, the opera-
tive toils for seventy-two hours a week,
while in England and America he works
fifty-five to sixty hours.

At the Paris exposition of 1878 the
more than two thousand English speak-
ing exibitors voluntarily agreed ‘“‘not to
require service or attendance in their
several departments on the Lord’s day,
or to expose their exhibits when so doing
would require personal care or trouble,”
and the agreement was faithfully car-
ried ‘out by all but a score or two of
-these exhibitors. It was a testimony by
the American and British nations for the
Sabbath which produced a marked im-
pression upon thoughtful Continental
visitors. We are glad to learn that at
the present exposition a similar move-
ment is being made. We earnestly hope
that every American exhibitor will join
in the observance of an institution which,
both on its secular as well as religious
side, is so closely related to the best in-
terests of his country.

Encouraging Figures.

Returns relating to the progress made
by the Wesleyan Methodists in England,
Scotland and Wales during the past
year are full of encouragement. In most
of the districts substantial gains are re-
ported, while in some there have been
Josses. The net increase is said to be
5,046. Besides the total number of
members, 421,784, there are also 88,691
members on trial and 69,202 junior
rembers. The most significant part of
the statistics is the showing that the
greatest progress has been made in those
districts where the “forward move-
ment” has been prosecuted. In each
of the three London districts sub-
stantial gains are reported. This fact is
worthy of note. The fear has been in-
dulged by some that Methodism cannot
make permanent success and progress in
the largest cities. The growth of our
church in certain great centers is not
satisfactory. The aggressive movements
of Methodists in London and other cities
of England are worthy of careful study,
and the results so far appear to indicate
that they have found a solution of the
problem which perplexes many diligent
toilers on this side of the Atlantic.—
Christian Advocate.

It is stated that the
church has been in reality a detective
agency for the czar's government, and
important records obtained in this way
were destroyed in the fire.

The general council of the Reformed
Episcopal church was in session re-
cently in Boston. The receipts for the
general and missionary fund for two
fiscal years ending May 31, 1889, were
$14,3885; disbursements, $12,410. Receipts
for church extension fund for the two

series of amendments to the canons and
tgalms was proposed.

The statistics of the United Presby-
terian church were #eady in advance of
the meeting of the assembly. They
show that that body has 758 ministers,
of whom 248 are “without charge,” 903
congregations and 101,858 communi-
cants, an increase of 2,866 for the year.
There has been a gain in the contribu-
tions for home and foreign missions,
church extension, education and minis-
terial relief. The total of contributions
for all purposes is §1,110,858, an increase
of $90,000.

The Cumberland Presbyterian General
assembly met this year in Kansas City,
Mo. The Rev. J. W. Hubbard, of Nash-
ville, Tenn., was elected moderator. The
action of the board of ministerial relief
in providing for the office of correspond-
ing secretary and appointing the Rev. J.
H. Miller, of Evansville, to the position
was indorsed and the work of the board
heartily. commended. The overture of
two Illinois presbyteries asking for the
formation of a new synod was denied.
The report on missions as adopted in-
dorses the call of the board of missions
for $50,000 this year.

A Loagregaiional Council.

The Congregational union of England
and Wales has given its approval to the
proposal of the unions of Victoria and
New South Wales that there should be
convened in London a general council of
Congregationalists from all over the
world. Dr. Hannay expresses the hope
that the council will not be called the
«Pan-Congregational,” out a “general
council,” or an ‘‘Ecumenical Congrega-
tional council,” which has a reputable
history, and is not open to poor jokes
perpetrated on the name “Pan.”

Ohio has 6,768 Sabbath schools, but
there are still in that state a half million
of youth vutside of such schools with
which to form another 6,000.

THE GERMAN WOMAN.

How She Lives from Maid to Wife, with
Incidents of Courtship.

The German woman is neither the ex-
cellent housewife which she professes to
be nor the bluestocking she is often
thought. “Gretchen” exists no longer,
except on the lids of the boxesof can-
died fruits, and she is quite a match for
Faust when she meets him, In fact, the
German girl of today, especially in Ber-
lin, is not so much like the Marguerite of
Goethe as the Loulou of “Gyp.”

German school fife isa serious busi-
ness. It beginsat 7 years old, and the
two subjects of study which are special-
ly in favor with all classes of people of
any pretenkions are French and the
piano. “k do not think itis an exag-
geration,” says the writer, ““to say that
95 per cent. of the daughters of parents
in easy circumstances play the piano and
90 per cent. speak French.”

As soon as a girl becomes confirmed
her education is generally concluded,
unless she goes in for special higher
branches of study. Her” parents begin
to think of getting her married, and she
goes to her first ball. Courtship, the pre-
liminaries to which generally take place
on the floor of the ball room, or, in the
winter, to the rhythm of the same waltz
time played by the same military band
on the ice, is inaugurated thus: If the
young man means business he calls on
the you lady’s parents one Sunday
and brc. s the ice. He will then be
asked tu dinner, and a ceremonious
exchange of little sentimental presents
will take place between the pair, inter-
Jlarded with sentimental sentences—al-
ways in French,

When an engagement has been defi-
nitely announced the young people are

* allowed quitean English amountof free-

dom in their intercourse. Indeed, if we
may believe the writer, their manners
and customs are considerably more
frankly free than ours in this country,
for, she says, ‘“they do not scruple to
kiss each other in public as often as they
feel inclined, and there is nothing more
disagreeable at a soiree than the spec-
tacle of ome of these sentimental
couples.” Before marriage the German
glrl is a mighty reader of novels, her ca-
pacity for sentimengal stories being
simply inexhaustible. Rarely, however,
does marriage in German prove the real-
ization of any of the dreamsin which
her girlish fancy has taken delight.

The German married woman hasnever
occupied the same place as does the
French woman, by reason of the total
absence of any sentiment of chivalry or
romance in the treatment of women by
men in Germany. True, the sons, the
husbands, the brothers of the women of
Germany deserve our respect for their
energy, their character—all that supplies
a nation with its force. Bufhow disas-
trous is that force for the women. Force
is more fatal to grace than even to right.
What hardness in the dignity! What
carelessness, what supreme indifference
on the part of those proud and selfish
heroes, who do not ask their companions
of the other sex to understand them and
appreciate them, but only to keep house
satisfactorily and to bear a number of
children! So far, indeed, does the Ger-
man husband carry his want of gallantry
that he absolutely dislikes to see his wife
make use of any of those advantages of
the toilet the results of which are com-
prised in the epithet scornfully applied
to a well dressed woman—emparisienne.

The state of intellectual, moral and
social subjection of the German woman
naturally does not tend to develop any
originality in her. She never starts a
new idea or a new fashion. Imitation,
not invention, is the utmost of which
she is capable, and even in imitating she
is slow. The German woman is crushed
beneath the overwhelming superiority
of her lord and master. The famous
“deutches weib,” who is the traditional
type of the German woman, is just the
German of Tacitus—the servant of man.
—Cor. London Globe. g

The Old Egyptian Encaustic Process.

In the older Egyptian mummies the
face of the outer casing is usually mod-
eled in religf, in a purely conventional
way, but in this latest form of burial un-
der the Roman empire a portrait of the
deceased was painted on a very thin
piece of wood and then fixed over the
dead face. It is very remarkable to find
such fine coloring and skillful drawing
in work of this late date, which must
have been turned out of an ordinary un-
dertaker’s workshop. The portraits,
both male and female, are most vivid
and life like. The ladies are mostly
dressed in a purple garment and the men
in white, with a red orphrey. The mod-
eling of the flesh is very skillful, and in
some cases the coloring reminds one of
the Venetian school from its rich depth
of tone. A special point of interest
about these paintings is their technical
execution in the hot wax or encaustic
process, as it was called.

The pigments were mixed with melted
wax, and then fixed in their place by
holding a charcoal brazier near the sur-
face of the painting, as is described by
Vitruvius. The somewhat lumpy im-
pasto of the surface is dua to the harden-
ing of the melted wax when the brush
touched the cold surface of the panel,
and, owing to the non-absorbent nature
of the wood, the subsequent application
of heat was not able to drive the wax be-
low the surface, as was the case with en-
caustic painting upon stucco. One of
these portraits is noticeable fromy, its
ornamental framing with a flowing pat-
tern, formed by pressing wooden stamps
upon soft stucco, which was afterward
gilt,a process exactly like that which
was 50 often used to decorate medizval
pictures on panel, especially retables, or
ancone, as the Venetians called them.—
Saturday Review.
