In 1880 a woman, who was supposed to 
be the wife of Calvin Beck, Parley’s 
brother, but who, it was subsequently 
discovered, had never been married to 
him, was burned to death in the house, 
and Perley gave out that it was through 
an accident z

After her death Calvin went from New 
York where he bad business interests 
and where he had been living, to live 
with Parley. On the 8th. of January,
1882, Calvin stated to a neighbor that he 
was going to New York, to collect some 
notes that were due him, and upon the 
evening of that day he said to a Mrs.
Hoyt, from whom he obtained two 
shirts she bad laundered for him, that 
Nr*bunfff WOk 16 Cbhcorir the next 
morning, and that, after visiting London 
to collect a note due from his cousin, he 
should go to New York to collect money 
owed him and settle up his business 
there.

This was the last publicly1 seen of 
Calvin, and for a time the people enter­
tained no doubt that he had gone away, 
as he said he intended to do.

As the time wore on, his protracted 
absence excited suspicion ampng the 
people of the town that was not allayed 
by the repeated protestations of Perley 
that Calvin went away from the house 
on the 9th of January.

Upon the death of Perley ̂ Hon. Herman.
W. Green of Hopkinton at once caused 
the most rigid investigation to be in­
stituted, with a view of possibly clearing 
up the mystery that enshrouded the two 
deaths described.

The first movement of Search made re­
vealed evidence of Perley’s guilt that 
could hardly be questioned, and the 
proofs discovered were more damning- 
as the investigation proceeded.

Stowed away between the mattresses 
of the bed upon which Calvin slept.were 
first found the shirts that had been 
laundered by Mrs. Hoyt on the day 
previous to Calvin’s disappearance.
Neither of them had been wtfom, and in 
one were sleeve buttons and 
placed there evidently for ready use in 
the morning.

In a loft in the attic were found, 
blood-stained bed clothing, a seal ring 
always worn by the missing man, and

thoroughly explored. Suspicions look­
ing places about the farm walls, the 
paved cellar floor, the barn in which 
Perley had allowed half a dozen cattle 
to starve to death, were all successively 
and thoroughly investigated without re­
sults, but he persistently believed that;

solve the mystery of Calvin’s death.

This conviction, which was shared by 
many others, was demonstrated to be 
well founded by the finding of the 
mains of the missing man today, togeth­
er with evidence that clearly established 
the fratricidal guilt of Parley. Between 
the Beck house and bam stood some 
tumble-down oH sheds, toward which, 
for a long time, popular suspicion had 
looked as a place in which the murderer 
would be likely to hide away the re­
mains of his victim.

SCOTT Jk BO WNE, Belleville.The new government was announced 
last evening in the House of Commons 
by Sir Hector Langevin reading the fol­
lowing statement from the new premier, 
Mr. Abbott:—

“Having obtained the requisite per­
mission from his excellency, I desire to 
make a statement of the proceedings af­
ter the death of the late Bight Hon.
John Macdonald. It was felt by his ex­
cellency that the state of public af­
fairs did not necessitate the formation 
of a new cabinet until the grave had 
closed over the late premier and the last 
honors had been paid him. On the 
morning following the funeral, his ex­
cellency, exercising hie constitutional 
right applied to the Hon. Sir John 
Thompson for his advice with respect to 
the steps which should be taken 
for the formation of a now govern­
ment Later on the same day, by 
Sir John Thompson’s advice, I was my­
self summoned hy his excellency, and 
after consideration I accepted on the fol­
lowing day the duty which his excel­
lency desired me to assume.

An interesting discussion took place 
the other day in the House of Lords 
when the bill introduced by the Lord 
Chancllor allowing persons accused of 
crimes to teetifiy in their own behalf 
was read a second time. This bill will 
doubtless become law and when it does 
a great reproach will bave been remov­
ed from the criminal law of England. 
That the law should have been allowed 
to remain so long as it is shows the 
great strength of the feeling which exists 
in that country against any change 
where the abuse is one which does not 
affect large bodies of people. Nothing 
can be more absurd than that the mouth 
of an accused person should be shut and 
that he should be debarred from explain­
ing any circumstances which may cause 
him to be lookedHfxrn as guilty.
Lord Chancellor and all the other speak­
ers in the House of Lords, with one ex­
ception, admitted that a change 
in the law was necessary, the 
only objector being Lord Denman 
who said that to allow accused persons 
to testify would only cause them to 
add perjury to their other crimes. This 
we need hardly say assumes that every 
accused person must necessarily be guil­
ty of the crime with which he is charged. 
There cannot be a doubt that thousands 
of persons have Been unjustly convicted 
in England and that hundreds have 
been hanged who could have proved 
their innoçenoe if they had been allowed 
to testify in their own behalf. Canada, 
which has always lagged behind the 
mother country in law reform should 
take up this question and deal with it,

San Francisco, Cal., June 14.—The 
China steamer which arrived last night 
brought the details of the beheading of 
15 Chinese at Kowoloon City, opposite 
Hong Kong, among whom were three 
leaders of the pirates who looted the 
steamer Namoa five months ago, killed 
the captain and mate, and secured 
$30,000 in coin and goods.

There were also three others of the pi­
rate band executed. A great crowd wit­
nessed the barbaric spectacle, which was 
made more repulsive by the cynical jest­
ing of the chief pirate. All the prisoners 
had their hands tied behind them. The 
chief executioner and his two assistants 
thrust their keen swords into the sand 
and amused themselves by chaffing the 
police.

The pirates were among the first lot 
of prisoners who arrived, and a howl of 
execration from the crowd greeted their 
appearance.

The chief executioner, laying his hand 
on the shoulder of Lai Atsat, a tall, thin 
man with keen, piercing eyes said :
“We’ll begin with you.”

“All right,” responded the pirate lead­
er, “Fm number one.” He had been 
swearing in English and Chinese, one of 
the Chinese officers said, all the way to 
the execution ground. He was placed 
at one end of the square, and all the 
others knelt in line with him.

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.

Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights, 
Measures and Weighing Machin* generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well * for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed ne^wsary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or imped* an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refus* to oroduce the.whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when called upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer uid owner oi 
weights, measures, and weighing machin* whenKVŒÏÏKïïfeSK
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand bom the officer «■ho makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0,6” with the words "Original for the Trader" printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are_requ*ted to bear in mind that 
certificat* of verification are of no value what­
ever unie* stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of the* official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years. and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would, be advisable to placard 
them in their plac* of business in the 
in which ordinary, license certificat* are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their___ ___
■tamped certificat*, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob 
ability, have to pay over again their verifieatio

The Larsee* Freight
History of the I. S. S. Co.—P
*er Travel Beginning Early.

The export of freight, including pro­
duce of various kinds, by the Interna­
tional Steamship Company’s steamers 
has been the largest from St. John 
this spring that has ever been 
known in the history of the line. 
In former years up to quite a recent 
period the company did not begin their 
three trips a week arrangement until 
about the 1st of July, and some of their 
steamers were not so large as those at 
present on the route, but this spring 
they have been running three trips a 
week since April 
freights from this port right along. This 
morning the State of Maine had a 
very large freight included in which 
were about 1800 bags of potatoes, 
500 cases of eggs, 320 cases of salmon 
467 cases of canned lobsters and 250 crates 
of live lobsters, besides a large quanity of 
sundries. The rush of freight gives the 
steamers all they can do under the pre­
sent arrangment but it is probable that 
after next week when the summer time­
table goes into effect and daily trips are 
made that the freight traffic will be ac­
commodated easier.

Passenger travel is setting in véry 
early this year. The weather is begin­
ning to get very hot in New York and 
Boston and people are beginning to 
leave for the provinces in large numbers. 
When the steamer State of Maine left 
Boston Monday she had over 200 pas­
sengers and about 125 of these she land­
ed in St. John yesterday.

If both crews were out on 
the water at work with college colors 
hidden it would be really difficult to se­
lect the Ygle or Harvard crew. If Har­
vard had only stuck to her pet stroke of 
four or five years ago Yale would have 
an annual aquatic picnic. Harvard has 
been gradually coming to oar stroke,and 
now seems to have caught on.

“I never saw Harvard rowing better. 
I am of the opinion that, conditions be­
ing favorable, it will be a race for four 
miles, and the winning crew will have to 
work its hardest every second. This 
year’s Yale crew must be better than 
that of last year, and that crew was a 
good one. Harvard has not had a better 
crew for 10 years.”
