'The width of
the straits is nowhere greater than two
miles and & half ; and ints narrowest part
there is a formidable accumulation of forts
so situated that a concentrated fire of 166
guns can be brought to bear on any ship
that may have the temerity to venture to
try the passage. The Dardenelles form a
longer and wider entrance than the Bos-
phorus, but are not less strongly fortified.
Any attempt, therefore, to fokce a pas-
sage into the Sea of Marmora without
having reduced these batteries would be
madness; but they are open to an attack
on the land side, and it is with a view to
render them impregnable that Colonel

Valentine Baker has submitted a plan for |
the fortification of the laud approaches.

It will be seen, on reference to a map, that
the Bosphorus can only be attacked from
the north by a narrow belt of land protect-
ed on the south by the Sea of Marmora,
and on the north by the Black Sea. This
narrow strip is further reduced in width
by Lake Derkos, and by the harbour of |
Buynk Chekmege. At this point the land
is only about nineteen miles broad, and
Colonel Baker proposes to fortify it by a
chain of outlying forts. The experience
of the Prussian army before Paris in 1871
has shown that this style of defence is the
most effective that can be adopted; and it
i is a curious coincidence that the ancient
detenders of Byzantium seem to have felt
that this point was one requiring special
care; for only a few miles to the north of
the village of Derkos are the ruins of an
old Greek fortification formerly known as
the Makron Teichos, or Long Wall. In
the same way Colonel Baker proposes to
defend the Dardanelles by a line of earth-
works across the isthmus connecting the
Chersonese with Roumelia; this isthmus
is not four miles across, and the water on
both sides is deep enough to allow ships of
war to come close inshore and assist in the
defenceof the position. By means of these
two lines of forts, Constantinople would
be completely defended from the morth.
An attack from the other side of the Sea
of Marmora is hardly probable; the nearest
part of Russia is the Caucasus, nine hun-.
dred miles distant, and the country is
utterly destitute of roads for artillery and
supplies; and Turkey has fourteen monitors
for service on Lake Scutari, which would
materially interfere with any attack from

Mr. Wm. Sinclair wanted some of the
Committee to throw some light upon the
subject,and thought if thefucts where pro-
petly presented the mecting and the work-
ing men of Chatbam would sev the benefit
of what was proposed and assist in discus.
sing the subject.

Mr. Gillespie, who was a member of the
Committee, then explained the general
meaning of Incorporation, saying that it
was proposed as a mcans by which the
public business of the Town wounld be
managed by a number of Councillors
elected by the people themselves — the
Council se elected being charged with the
management of the Police, Streets, Water
supply, Fire Protection, etc. He referred
to the New Brunswick [towns under
Incerjoration and to the Moncton Act
as being the latest and, to his mind, the
best, althoughit contained some provisions
from which he would dissent. Under it
but §700 were paid in salaries for manag-
ing the Town uffairs, the Chairman and
Councillors giving their services gratuitous-
ly. He thonght similar economy and ef.
ficiency could be secured in Chatham un-
der Incorporation. He then referred to
the figures which had been presented by
him to the Committes, They were from
the latest reports of Tewn receipts and ex-
penditures available, some being those of
the past aud others of the present yoar.

He
did not know that there would be time to
get a bill prepared, published and dealt
with by another meeting of Ratepayers in
time for the approaching Legislative ses-
sion, but there was no great hurry. The
Town taxes were increasing and would
continue to increase as the place got lar-
ger and its requirements grew. If that
was 8o it was also true that Roceipts
would also increase under a better system
of management; many strangers who come
to do business here for a short time and
take money from the town and its people
could be made to pay for their privileges
and a good many other defects at present
existing could be remedied.

I have heard it said that few, if any,
journey from the cradle to the grave
without experiencing some romance in
their lives.
