GLACE BAT, N. S., March 22.—In 

the New Aberdeen Presbyterian church 
last night there was a wedding which 
has caused a sensation in the county. 
The bride was Mollie R. Newhook, of 
Tilt Cove, Nfld, who is spending the 
winter with her sister, Mrs. J. IX 
Strong, of New Aberdeen. The groom 
was Frederick R. Strong, many times 
a millionaire, formerly of Twillingate, 
Nfld., later of Vancouver, В. C., later 
of Dawson City, and now mine owner 
in South Africa. The clergyman who 
was to have performed the ceremony 
disappointed the couple, and it became 
necessary to send to Sydney and the 
man who came out received a fee well 
up in the thousands. Only a small 
number of the bride’s friends witness­
ed the ceremony. She was gowned in 
blue silk and wore a rich and flowing 
bridal veil. The newly married couple 
left by the nine o’clock car last evening 
for Sydney, and take today’s train for 
St. John, N. B., where they connect 
with the steamer for Capetown, South 
Africa.

Mr. Strong is 35 years of age. Going 
west eighteen years ago he made half 
a million in the Klondyke, investing it 
in South Africa claims he quadrupled 
it In a year, and is now rated at ten 
million. Coming back he took up ex­
tensive areas in Labrador, to which 
place he will return in October. His 
return and marriage is the climax of 
a-pretty little romance.

Yesterday the police were called into 
the bookstore of James Crawford to 
expel a representative of the Arm of 
Patillo Bros., of Truro, N. S., who de­
sired to take charge of Mr. Crawford’s 
stock in order to secure an indebted­
ness of some six or seven hundred 
dollars.

The trouble is reported to have aris­
en in this way: James Crawford, the 
proprietor of the store, has for some 
time past been confined to his bed. 
Yesterday a representative of Patillo 
Bros, called upon him at his house 
and induced him to sign a paper which 
in effect amounted to a transfer of a 
portion of the stock in his store. Mr. 
Crawford has been dealing with Patil­
lo Bros, for some time and is in their 
debt to the extent of some hundreds 
of dollars. The paper which he sign­
ed was meant to secure this indebted­
ness, but Mr. Crawford, it is said, 
was not in the full possession of his 
faculties at the time.

On the authority of this paper the 
Patillo representative appeared at Mr. 
Crawford's store a little later and pro­
ceeded with little formality to take 
charge of a portion of the stock. Miss 
Crawford, who was in charge, object­
ed to such a proceeding and threat­
ened to call in the assistance of the 
police if it were not put a stop to. The 
Patillo representative, however, did 
not heed her objections and proceeded 
quietly to take possession. Miss Craw­
ford was then compelled to secure the 
assistance of the police. The police 
quickly responded and under her in-, 
structions ejected the Patillo represen­
tative. The store was then closed and 
locked.

The Patillo representative then 
sought legal advice. He went to A. 
H. Hanington and in a short time re­
turned to the Crawford store. Fi 
ing the place locked he broke open 
door and when remonstrated with said 
that he was taking such a course un­
der legal advice.

Miss Crawford then to her turn se­
cured legal advice. She went to the 
office of A. A. Wilson, K. C„ and was 
advised by him under no circum­
stances to allow the Patillo man to 
take charge. As a consequence of 
such advice the Patillo man was again 
ejected and the store securely barred 
against him.

The dispute may possibly come be­
fore the equity dourt for settlement 
Mr. Crawford asserts that the paper 
which the Patillo representative got 
him to sign was obtained by fraud. 
Mr. Crawford is a very sick man and 
the physician who is attending him 
has small hopes of his recovery.

PROBABLY ACCURATE.LONDON, March 22,—The Duk* of 
Cambridge was burled today, after a 
funeral such as has not been accorded 
to any English soldier since the death 
of the Duke of Wellington. Ring Ed­
ward, Queen Alexandra and nearly all 
the members of the royal family, re­
presentatives of foreign monarohs, a 
majority of the nobility, the diplo­
matic corps and representative British 
subjects lh all walks Of life attended 
the Impressive service at Westminster 
Abbey. Thereafter the body of the “old 
Duke,” ,as he was affectionately known 
to the public, was taken to Kensil Green 
cemetery and buried beside that of his 
morganatic wife. Thousands of troops 
marched through and lined the streets 
and dense crowds watched the spec­
tacle, which in military magnificence 
rivalled the funeral of Queen Victoria.

Lieut. Col. White, D. О. C., yester­
day received instructions from head­
quarters to the effect that 'a salute 
should be flred in St. John, as else­
where, to honor of the memory of the 
Duke of Cambridge. Acting under the 
instructions received, Colonel White or­
dered that a salute of sixty minute 
guns be flred from Dorchester battery, 
commencing at 11 a. m. This was done. 
The detachment of artillery was under 
command of Captain Robinson.

It was also requested that the flags 
on all public buildings and private es­
tablishments should be flown at halt 
mast and this request was generally 
complied with.

The obli­
gations assumed by her, the feeling of 
solidarity among the nations and the 
defence of the fundamental, principles 
of humanity must compel the world, if 
not today, then tomorrow, to say to 
Japan, thus far and no farther.”

The editorial concludes with express­
ing the hope that Russia’s protest will 
make an impression on the other pow­
ers.

Result of the Coroner’s
Goughian Case.

Coroner Kenney, of Carleton, con­
ducted an inquiry yesterday afternoon 
into the death of John Goughian, of 
Buotouche, who died at the Provincial 
Lunatic Asylum Saturday morning un­
der circumstances deemed peculiar. The 
witnesses examined were Dr.
Boyle Travers, acting superintendent 
of the asylum; Arthur C. Rodman, 
Philip Gould, Thos. Wilson, Timothy 
Foley, John Woodland, Harry Radge, 
all attendants of the asylum; and Dr. 
G. A. B. Addy, who made the post 
mortem examination.

Dr. Travers told of the arrival of the 
patient at the asylum Friday evening 
in a condition not considered serious 

• at the time. The patient .was, how­
ever, much excited, and more than one 
attendant was necessary to control 
him. Saturday morning patient fell 
into a sleep in which he died.

The evidence of the attendants de­
scribed the usual measures taken on 
the arrival of new patients. The pa­
tient Goughian was bathed, when it 
was discovered that he was in a very 
weakened condition and had a big 
bruise across his back.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy said that in the 
post iportem examination he found ex­
tensive bruises on the back and sever­
al abrasions on the right shoulder. The 
left ventricle of the patient’s brain 
contained about two ounces of bloody 
serum. Thye was evidence of a clot 
and the brain substance was torn.

The jury after being out a few min­
utes, returned a verdict that the de­
ceased died of hemorrhage of the brain.

The only private inheritance falling 
to the king from his mother were the 
revenues from the Duchy of Lan­
caster, amounting to $300,000 In the la­
ter years of the queen’s life. This has

mTHE VICTOR OF ST. JOHN.

There was no little curiosity to hear 
the first speaker of the afternoon, Dr. 
Daniel, the vanquisher of the govern­
ment forces in St. John. He improved 
the advantage which this curiosity 
ga\e, and made a distinct impression 
on the house.

He is somewhat below the middle 
height, has a strong face, with slightly 
grizzled hair and long pointed mous­
tache. He spoke of the natural timid­
ity of a member making his maiden 
speech, but he exhibited none of it. 
In fact', standing out in the aisle be­
tween the seats without a note to guide 
him, he struck out with such freedom 
and withal such sureness that mem­
bers became 'convinced that he must 
have been a provincial parliament­
arian, and felt that his debating power 
had been only partly explained when 
they found he had been mayor of St. 
John. Obming directly to the point, 
he said, as one elected at the end of 
a parliament, he could not be expected 
to have the grasp of matters discussed 
by the house that other members had, 
but he had the other advantage of 
having just come from the people, and 
of knowing their views in regard to the 
government’s policy. (Loud conserva­
tive applause). By-elections, especial­
ly those which did not disturb a gov­
ernment’s power, did not count for 
much, but the fact that a liberal ma­
jority of a thousand had been turned 
into a. considerable conservative ma­
jority was one which ought to set the 
ministry inquiring into the cause.— 
Toronto News.
