6in., there
slept eleven men, women, and children of
all ages, whose night: were their
snturated wet clothes. A day later I visit-
ed Boughton-green fair, over thirty miles
away; and found other fifty van, tent, and
cart houses. With them was 120 children
and not more than seven or eight could
read and write. In some of the vans there
were six or seven children. Three days
ago I visited a flower show at West Had-
den; and found in two vans and & tumble-
down waggon eighteen children and seven
men and women, and only ene could read
and write. Such wratchedness, ignorance,
misery, rags, and sin! I have seen no-
thing to equal it on *the road.” This
onankering evil is growing apace, and we
shall do well to apply the soul-saving
remedy now, especially when it is s0 ens
and close at hand. These facts must spea
for themselves. The worst has not been
told.”

His aim was to have men become new
creatures, for this he labored and strove,
Should we not sit at his feet and learn of
him ?

They will be
saved yet 80 as by fire. Paul said in re-
gard to himself, “forgetting the things
which are behind and stretching fopward to
the things which are before I push on to-
ward the goal, uato the prize of the high
calling of God in Christ Jesus,” and urges
the Philippians to be thus minded. Alas,
how many are fitly described by the author
of The Hebrews “For when by reason of
the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have
need again that some one teach you the
first rudiments of the fitst principles of the
oragles of God ; and are become such as
have need of milk and not of solid food.”

HOW IT MAY RN REPLENISHED.

Having in previous articles tovched on
the causes that have led up to our present
‘embarrassment, I now proceed to offer a
ruggestion or two, that if followed many
tend o induce larger giving on the part of
the churches, and which also may have
the effect of improving our financial
position. ¢

And first, it is of great importance that
the church members understand that the
amount centributed by them to the work
of the Lord is not a benevolence or a
gratuity, but the payment of & debt, and
no less » debt, because the amount has
been fixed by no cast iron rule.

During the Jewish theocracy with its
dim and uncertain light, thé people were
in & state of pupillage, and it was on that
ncoount requisite that positive laws should
be enacted for their governance, as a child
is controlled by fixed rules because, from
ita tender and immature age, it has not the
knowledge and experience necessary to
guide iteelf aright, and thergfore we find
that 8 Jew waa required to give a tenth
part of his income for religious purposes.
This was obligatory on him, and was in con-
sequence a debt, created such by Divine
command; butas a child increases in yéhrs,
and reason and judgment assert their
sway, we gradually release the rigidity of
the rules Jaid down, and enuncisting cer
tain principles to regulate his conduct,
leave more and more t¢ his discretion.

THE FARN.

Value of Corn Fodder.

Farmers in general do pot realizne the
valae of corn fodder as & winter food for oat-
tle. The manner of feeding it has a great
deal to do with ita value, for when cattle
are turned into the corn fleld after the corn
husked they will eat but little and trample
dewn nearly all of it, anil this is the true
nature of caitle,for even in good pasture they
will eat a little in one spot and walk on,
eating as they go. This will of course
play havoo in & corn field, and over half of
the fodder will be trampled under foothy
while if the fodder is worked up with &
ocutter and fed in the stable they will eat all
of it and seem to relish it, aud the extrs
trouble and expense of cutting it is amply
paid for—both the cheapness of the food,
and how nicely the animals thrive on.it.

Prior to the winter of 1882, I had been
feeding nothingslnt bay, but that winter
the rnce of huy was #0 high 1 thought I
would look for some cheaper feed and con-
cluded to try corn fodder, -

The loft, which is a very large one, was
filled with the I fodder. It..Waa then
put down through holes in the Toft floor and
fed to the cowa in their feed-troughs. The
holes in the loft were designed to put hay
through, and were not large gm)..xr. to pat
the long stalks through easily, and con-
sequently made very awkward handligg.

he cows of -course would not eat fhe
largest stalks, but would pick off the
leaves and tops, and what was left had to
be carried out dnil\v, and before spring we’
had an immense pile of stalks outside the
barn. For all this was an awkward way
of feeding, the cost was so much less than
with hay we intended feeding it again the
following winter, but h't upon a much
more convenient method of handling it
The fodder was out up fine and fed to the
cattle in baskets. It made a% veryy clean
food, easier to handle than hd¥, ‘and we
were very well pleased with it

Our cattle, 80 in number, had nothing

| but this cut fodder, with a small allows

ance of grain, all winter. They ate it up
clean and thrived well upon it,ecoming out in
the spring in excellent condition

The next summer, about the 1st of July,
we planted several acres of corn in drills,
about three feet apart, and rather thick in
the drills, our object being to have green
fodder to feed to the cattle during August
and Sesﬂemlmr‘ when pasture is always
dry and scant, and as it was unusually dry
that year, the fodder, of which we had
large yield, made an exoellent substitute to
take the place of grass.—H. W. S in
Prairie Farmer

sandy, or if clay, well drained and trench-
ed to the depth of twelve inches. The plant
requires a rich eoil, and mellow as deep as
