London, Dec. 10.—-The first week of 
the general elections ended with both 
political parties holding their own. 
Five hundred and two seats have been 
filled, and each side gained 21 from 
the other.

The Liberals on the other hamd con­
tend that not only will the government 

y larger than that of a 
former strong Unionist ministry, but 
that the nation has now thrice In 
succession given the Liberal govern­
ment a vote of confidence. To this the 
Unionists reply that the question of 
a change in the constitution Is on 
quite a different plane than ordinary 
legislation and they point out that 
specific majorities are required in 
other countries before constitutions 
can be altered.

Everybody however, appears to be 
in the dark as to the actual possibili­
ties of the situation and many are of 
the opinion that it may still be set­
tled by negotiation and compromise. 
Both sides appear equally confident 
of gaining a few more seats the com­
ing week.

The closeness of the. elections 
continues to cause wonder, but with 
only 168 members yet to be chosen 
and the certainty that neither side 
will make important gains, the pub­
lic is fast losing interest.

Thirteen constituencies polled to­
day, but the results In only five of 
them are known tonight. 
Lloyd-George, Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer. who was the most bitterly 
assailed by the peers of all the Lib­
erals was returned by his Welsh con­
stituency, the Carnavon district, with 
an increased majority.

Washington, D. C., Dec. llj*—The 
United States closes another year In 
second place among the world's great­
est naval powers. The race between 
Great Britain and Germany has not 
yet brought Germany up to 
the United States In the num­
ber of battleships afloat, but in ships 
projected and in the total number 
of war vessels of all kinds, Germany 
will crowd the United States to third 
place.

These facts are shown In the new 
navy year book prepared by Pllman 
Pulslfer, clerk to the senate commit­
tee on naval affairs and soon to be is­
sued. In armored cruisers although 
the technical division made by the 
United States indicates Germany to 
have more than this country, the actu­
al strength of the United States ex­
ceeds that of 11s European rival.

"Notwithstanding the continued 
hustling of Germany to overcome 
Great Britain's plan of a two power 
navy, the United Statuses nearly If 
not quite abreast of Germany, weigh­
ing all points which make for effici­
ency,” says Mr. Pulslfer. “In battle­
ships completed, both in number and 
displacement the United States leads 
Germany, Including battleships com­
pleted, under construction and provid­
ed for, the number of each country is 
Identical, while the United States ex­
ceeds Germany in total battleship 
nage."

The compilations of Mr. Pulslfer 
show the world's powers to rank as 
follows, as to completed ships:

Cordova. Alaska, Dec. 11.—The 
Alaska Steamship Company's steam­
er Olympia, with 106 persons aboard, 
is ashore on Sea Island, Prince Wll 
llam Sound.

Among those 
who sailed from here for Valdez and 
Seward are United Stated District 
Judge E. E. Cushman and wife, and 
members of the Third District Court, 
on the way to Valdez, where court 
convenes tomorrow.

The Olympia's crew consists of 64 
officers and men. She sailed from 
Cordova at six o'clock last night, liar, 
ing arrived from Seattle earlier In 
the day. Although the night was 
clear and a full moon shed a bright 
light, navigation was made dan 
ous by a fifty mile gale from 
north. Between 12 and 1 o'clock this 
morning the operator on duly at the 
navy wireless station picked up 
distress signal of the Olympia. He 
answered at once.

Operator Hayes on the Olympia 
then sent an urgent appeal for help, 
saying the Olympia hud struck 
Bligh Island and was in an .exposed 
position.

Rio Janeiro, Dec. 11.—The govern­

ment troops are again in control of 
the garrison on Cobra Island and the 
second mutiny of the naval forces has 
ended with a heavy casualty list, but 
in a way that, will probably prevent 
further risings, for some time to come. 
The mutineers in the garrison who 
composed a battalion of the marine 
corps, numbered about 600 men, of 
these 200 were either killed or wound­
ed. The others were taken prisoners 
by the destroyers while attempting to 
escape from the island during the 
night.

Two hundred citizens were either 
killed or wounded while watching the 
bombardment from the streets of the 
city or along the water front. Many 
government buildings were damaged 
Including the treasury, the foreign of- 
flice and the departments of public 
works and telegraphs, all hamdsome 
structures.

When Mr. Asquith went to the country he was already 
assured of the 82 Nationalist votes on the assumption 
that he would abolish the House of Lords, and promptly 
grant a measure of Home Rule. It Is impossible in 
face of the above figures to read into the result of 
the elections, so far. any definite mandate from the 
people of Great Britain in favor of this policy. Combined 
with the laborites, the Liberals are at present in a 
minority of ten, which can hardly be regarded ns evi­
dence of strong popular support. The reduced popular 
vote for the Liberal candidates is also an unmistakeable 
sign that the Asquith Government lacks the hearty sup­
port of the people In its impending attack on the 
British Constitution.

It is conceded that Mr. Asquith will be returned to

accounts for the purposes of examination and audit, 
was Instructive, as was also the stand taken by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier. The theory upon which Mr. Lennox 
based his motion is that the monies expended by the 
Government are the people's monies, to be spent by the 
Govern meut as trustees thereof, and that the accounts 
Ahall be open to inspection by the people's representa­
tives. If this theory is correct, all tbe accounts should 
be rendered accessible, aud placed at the ready disposal 
of the committee. The motion only asked that two 
years' accounts should be so treated and the reason 
given was that this, though not complete, would facili­
tate the investigation of the accounts of tbe present 
year, many of the transactions of which commenced 
the previous year. This request Sir Wilfrid refused, 
and by his amendment referred the matter to the com­
mittee itself, which, if it thought proper, could, he said, 
ask the House for authority to go back to previous 
years’ accounts.

This might appear as fair to an outsider who was 
not cognizant of the constitution and practice of the 
committee. It is named by the Government, and as 
constituted has always a large majority of Government 
supporters. For the last ten years, to go back no 
further, no instance is on record where a Grit member 
of this committee ever initiated an inquiry into any item 
of public expenditure. The Grit conception of their 
duties as members of the committee is to carefully 
watch every inquiry and investigation begun by Con­
servative members, and to limit, retard and nullify as 
far as possible, every such inquiry. To that end the 
Grit chairman is expected to rule favorably to their 
contentions, and has often, though not always, realized 
these expectations.

To that end a quartette or more of members, mostly 
Grit lawyers, have constituted themselves a blocking 
brigade, Insist on legal rules being applied to the in­
vestigations, badger and intimidate witnesses, and when all 
else fails, take up the time of the committee in talk 
and recriminations, and so defeat the efforts of those who 
desire to get at the facts in eacli case.

Under the leadership of these men, ably assisted by 
Ministers Pugsley and Brodeur, investigations into 
public expenditures have been rendered in all cases very 
difficult, aud in most cases Impossible.
