Ottawa, Mar. 13.—Heon. W. T.
White this afternoon delivered his
first budget speech, presenting to the
House a financial statement showing
fur the current fiscal year the mag-
nificent surplus of thirty-nine million
dollare, The speech was one of the
most lueld and comprehensive expo-
gitions of the national finances ever
given to Parliament. The budget con-
tained no special features beyond the
arnouncement of the surplus.

There are to be no tariff changes
and the steel bounties are not to be
resiored go far as the present session
is ccneerned. The decision in this
respect was reached by the govern-
ment after a great deal of very care-
ful consideration in which no phase of
the sgltuation was overlooked. Mr.

‘hite stated that in view of the legis-

.tion establishing a tariff issi

hich would collect data and report,
1t had been decided to make no tariff
changes at present. Requests for tar-
iff changes had been made, but there
appeared to be no need so urgent that
it could not wait.

“I can
congratulate the House and the coun-
try upon what is undoubtedly a re-
cord year for the Dominion.”

Dealing with capital and other ex-
penditures, including that on the N. T.
R. and other public works, Mr. White
said that it would total about $34,000,-
000. To this must be added the amount
required to implement the Grand
Trunk Pacific bonds, and if five mil-
lions out of the expected expenditure
of ten millions were required, it would
raise the capital expenditure to $39,
000,000, The net. result he thought,
would be a net réduction of the debt
by $1,160,000. 4

“We
have,” said the finance minister, “more
than paid our way.”

Costly Bilunder.

But for the “Jokér” in the Grand
Trunk Pacific contract by which the
company's bond issue is to be imple-
mented out of the federal exchequer,
the. capital expenditure for the year
1911-12 would have stopped at the to-
tal of $34,000,000. To this, however,
must be added the first instalment of
the ten millions which the country
must pay to the G. T. P. under the
recent judgment of the judiclal com-
mittee of the Privy Council. It works
out to five millions, and this amount
the minister explained was to be treat-
ed as raiflway subsidies have 'been
treated in the past and charged to
capital account.

Despite .the enormous expenditure
entered upon by the Laurier govern-
ment in conbection with the Trans-
continental Railway, the finance min-
ister expressed the belief that the
increasing revenues would be suffici-
ent to take care of the cost. The am-
ount golng into the railway this year
is, $22,600,000, bringiog the total up to

The main estimate of the expendl-
ture so far brought down totalled
$149,789,677, and there might be some
supplementary estimates, but he be-
fteved that the revenue would be
found large enough to meet part of
the capital and special expenditures.
The country was in its growing per-
fod, and the government had to do
its part to increase transportation
facilities by improvement of canals
and railways, deepening harbors and
other publlc underakings, and 'he
believed that a generous expenditure
upon such objects would be approved
by the people.

The gross public debt on March 31,
1911, was $474,941,487, and the net
debt $340,042,062. Debts previously
contracted were now falling due and
provigion had to be made to meet
them. The minister explained the
recent loan of £5,000,000 made in
London, and underwritten at 98, was

NEW STEAMER
bOES ASHORE

Isleworth Mistakes Fog Alarm
For Siren and Strikes on
Chebucto Head — Likely
Total Loss.

Halifax, March 13,—The British
steamship Isleworth, bullt only eight
months ago, is ashore on Chebucto
Head close to the light house and
will likely be a tota] loss. She was
on a trip from Boston to Lounisburg
in ballast.

Operators Reject Demands of
Miners But Latter Hold
Firm. ,

Claimed Profits Cannet be
Shaved Finer and Increase
in Wages Would Involve Ade
vance in Price.

New York; N. Y., Mar. 13.—The am
thracite coal operators and the Units
ed Mine Workers of America alike
profess tonight unyielding adherence
to their attitudes concerning the mine
ers’ demands.

“The situation looks very blue and
the indications point to a strike,” de«
clared President John P. White, off
the miters, The operators say posis
tively that they will make no cons
cessions.”

With the formal rejection of the
miners’ demands and the counter pro+
position that the present agreement
which expires March 31, be continued
for three years, the operators’ com-
mittee of ten adjourned this afternooy
until ¥Friday noon. Adjournment wag
taken upon request of the miners' ofy
ficials who will meet in the meantime
consider the operators’ reply and
plan their procedure, This it is expected
will be announced at the joint meeting
of miners and the operators’ commib
tee Friday. g

Grievances concéerning interference
with check  weight men and check
docking bosses, the operators declare,
can readily be settled by the concili-
ation board. The demand for an eight
hour day is rejected on the ground
that conditions are unchanged since the |
Anthracite Coal Commission recom-
mended a nine-hour day, and that |
further to reduce the working day
would seriously curtail production.

“It is out of the question to advance {
wages,” reads the reply, “unless we
can in some manner realize from the
sale of coal produced a sum equal to
the increase in wages.”

This increase, it is stated, would
aggregate $28,000,000 a year and the
whole alvance which would average |
about 67 cents per ton, would ba
borne by the domestic sizes of coal.
The increase in the cost of producing
anthracite coal in recent years has res
duced the margin of profit to a point /
beyond which further reduction is
impossible, the reply declares.

After urging the adoption of the
counter proposition, the reply cons
cludes with the statement that “We
fee] that we cannot be parties to the
termination of an agreement that
made the anthracite region for all in-
terests involved, one of the most pros«
perous industrial districts In the
couniry. We trust that your demands
will be withdrawn. The responsibiii«
ty for a change in the present satis-
tactory condition of affairs must rest
with you.”

bushels, an average of 115 bushels
per acre. In 1911 the acreage was
47,304 bushels and the yield 8,493,212
bushels, an _ave of 1795 bushels
per acre, In 1910 the average was
127 bushels, in 1909, 187.4 bushels; in
1910, 167.8 bushels, '
The growth of turnips in New
Brunswick is on the increase and
nearly a thousand more acres were
planted with this vegetable ih 1911
than in 1907. The erop of the latter
year was 2,836,394 bushels, an aver-
age of 493.6 bushels per acre. In
1911 the crop was 2,326,792 bushels
an average of 5139 per acre.
The report of the Agricultural Com-
mission in 1908 respeécting the num-
ber of live stock on the farms in New
Brunswick was very discouraging.
Compared with. the census of 1901
the figures showed & decline in the
number of horses, cattle and sheep;
the only increaseé wés in the number
of swine. Since the Agricultural Com-
mission’s report the farmers seem
to have given greater attention to live
stock. In 1911 the mumber of horses
in the province was given as 60,829
against 57,604 in 1908. Of cattle the
figures for 1911 are 227,147, against
216,632 in 1908, The number of sheep
returned in 1911 was 150,760 against
156,628 in 1908. The number of swine
had increased from 64,832 in 1908 to
91,363 in 1911,
Referring to the season of 1911 the
report says that it was a prosperous
one for the agrieulturists in the pro-
vince. Generally gpeaking the weath-
er was favorable to large crop pro-
ductions. There was an increased at-
tention to agriculture and an improve
ment in the farming methods. The
report assigns the Increased interest
in agriculture among the non-farming
class to the general use of automo-
bilesy which in a measure have been
responsible for am improvement in
the roads: throughout the country
which has been beneficial to the agri-
cultural interests of almost every sec-
tion. The report suggests further im-
provement in the: methods of road
making and says “that the improve-
ment during the last few years in our
roads is one of the most encourag-
ing features of rural life and if expert
advice and wise business administra
tion by the highway boards can be
more generally adopted then we can
in the next five years with our present
rale of expenditure, have roads that
will make the provinee famous and
be one of the greatest factors in agri-
cultural development.”

Increased Optimism,

The report alludes to the increased
optimism in the future of the province
brought about by the propesed con-
struction of much needed railways
and the arrangement for terminal fa-
cilities at St. John. The increased

the increase in iron mining. have all
helped. The markets, the report
says, have been most satisfactory to
the farmer, but there is. still an urg
ent need for a much larger farm popu-
lation, as New Brunswick annually
imports between four and five million
dollars worth of farm products.
“A noticeable feature fors1911 has
been the tremendous demand for New
Brunswick potatoes and the increase
of prices which is leaving a large
amount of money in the province from
this crop. Much credit for this satis
fsctory condition ix due to those men
who have put their energy and money
into the opening up -of outside mar-
kets. Had it not been for the organi
zation which these men. have accom
plished the potato growers of New
Brunswick during the harvest season,
at least, would have had great diffi
culty in disposing of their crop at
any price. When it i8 realized that
one firm alone able to export,
beginning on the 26th of August and
up to December, from four to twenty
seven car loads daily and to pay from
$1.10 per barrel up at the car door,
we must recognize the important
bearing which our dealers have on
agricultural progress. What has been
possible in the potato business is pos-
gible in our fruit and practically in
every line of farm production.”

The Poultry Superintendent.

The Springhill Fruit
and Land Company which was organ-
ized quite recently has extensive hold-
ings at Springhill, York county, on
which are already established twen-
ty-five acres of apple orchards and two
thousand trees are to be planted next
spring. Orchards of commercial size
are being planted in many pa‘ts of
the province, notably in the St. John
valley and in the vicinity of Moncton.
These orchards are being limited to
the four or five best varieties for ex-
port and when they come into bear-
ing will play an important part in es-
tablishing a sound reputation for
New Brunswick apples in the markets
of other countries. In other words,
they will lay the foundation of &an
export apple trade that will ultimate-
ly run into the millions of dollars.”

The Dairy Work,

Reports of the Dairy Superintend-
ents do not show any large increase
in interest in this very important
branch of agriculture. In 1911 the
number of cheese factories in the
26, which produced
1,044, of cheese, valued at
$129,862.54, The number of créam-
eries in operation in 1911 was 16, pro-
ducing 844,000 pounds of bufter val
ued at $212,930.67. The total value
of butter and cheese produced in the
factories of New’ Brunswick for 1t
was $342,793.31 against
in 1910. The value of dairy producls
manufactured in the factories of New
Brunswick for 1911 is larger than for
any year since 1907, but the factories
instead of being spread all over the
province are now confined to seven
counties,
Considerable space is given in the
report to the possibilities of improv-
ing the conditions of dairying in New
Brunswick. Too little importance is
paid to the keeping of records of milk
yields from individual cows.” In this
connection it is pointed out that the
cow testing movement inaugurated
by the Dominion Department of Agri
culture is undoubtedly getting results
where il has been inaugurated. “The
importance of the dairy industry of
New Brunswick,” says the report,
“would seem to deserve that a special
effort now be made by the cow testing
branch of the Dominion Department
to interest dairymen in all various
districts throughout the province in
this work.
During June and July the usual
agricultural meetings were held and
in different sections of the province
and fairly well attended. Those in
the French districts having an aver
age of 124 persons at each meeting

PUBLIC WORKS EXPENDITURE,

A very vigorous effort was made by the Telegraph yes-
terday, both in its Fredericton correspondence and edi-
torfol column, to prove that the Government of the Prov-
fnce was endeavoring to hide away the detalls of its ex-
penditures, particularly those for Public Works., Last
year the Opposition used the report of the Auditor General
@8 & whip to misrepresent the expenditure of the Public
‘Works Department made through their structural super-
intendents. These officials of the department are em-
ployed to make repairs to the small bridges in the differ-
ent districts to which they are assigned, ' They also ex-
ercise a supervision over all the bridges in their respec-
tive localities. The result is that the name of one or the
other of these officials is constantly appearing in the ac-
counts. The Auditor General in his wisdom, or perhaps
to save time, did not specify what all the expenditures
of the structural superintendents were for, but charged up
to each bridge the total of payments in a single item ir
respective of whether these payments were for labor, sup-
plies purchased, travelling expenses or other services.
It has not been a part of the policy of the Opposition té
deal with any great degree of fairness with the expendi-
tures of the Government and it would be putting it mild
to say that they made an exception in this instance.
They were not even content to accept the report as it was,
but misrepresented the facts by every means in their
power.

Without in any way consulting the Government, the
‘Auditor General has apparently made a change in his
method of reporting on these expenditures. As implied
fn the public accounts committee last year it was the
wish of the Government that a full and complete state-
ment of all the items expended by the structural superin-
tendents should be made public. The Chief Commis-
gioner stated that he had nothing to conceal, that the ac
counts were all sworn to and that if it could be shown
that perjury had been committed the offenders would be

dealt with in the proper manner. Instead of giving all
the details as suggested by the Chief Commissioner, the
Auditor General furnishes even fewer particulars of the

money spent by structural superintendents than he gave
lust year lLast vear, according to the Opposition, the
Auditor General was a very valuable official, because his
report was so constructed as to enable them to make

unfair and untruthful statements concerning the cost of
various public works and to assert that these statements
were not theirs but those of the Auditor General of the
Province, an official of the Government. Now that the

Auditor has deprived them of this privilege he is referred
to as “dumb,” and it is charged that he “has changed his
ways.” The Auditor seems to have got himself between.
two fires; by withholding the details of the expenditures
he has pursued a course which is not in accord either
with the Government or its supporters in the Legislature,
and the change he has adopted in making up the accounts
is apparently displeasing to the Opposition,

So far as the expendlmr!s are concerned, the Public
Works Department has taken every precaution within its
power to secure value for the money spent. Practically
every payment in this department is made under oath.
The structural superintendents do not pay the men they
engage, but send in a certified pay sheet and individual
cheques are then forwarded to the persons who earned
the money. There could not be any great improvement
on such a system and if the Proviunce is being cheated it is
by men who have no respect for an oath and who are
guilty of perjury.

When it comes down to the concealment of expendi-
tures the less the Opposition have to say on this question
the better. For seven years prior to the change of Gov-
ernment the Public Works Department of this Province
was run entirely on “suspense” accounts and nothing
could have been more unsatisfactory than the audit of
these accounts if they were evere audited, which is doubt-
ful. The financial position of the department was con-
tinually misrepresented by Chief Com, LaBillois, and the
public kept in ignorance of the enormous over-expendi-
tures that were taking place in the department year after
year. Without going further back than 1905 the effect of
this vicious system on the finances of the Province is
painfully evident. In the Public Works Report for 1906
the expenditures for the year are given as $218,611.42.
The over-expenditure of the previous year had been
§7,60050. Added together the total was $226,111.99 or
#$25,028.41 more than the appropriation,

o MR. BOURASSA,

We are not hearing quite so much about Mr. Henrl
Bourassa and his domination ot the Borden Government
these days. Only a week or so ago Liberal organs were
proclaiming that this erstwhile follower of Sir Wilfrid
Lhurier was master of the situation; the French-Canadian
supporters of the Government were declared to be in open
revolt, and the fate of the Government was trembling in
the balance.  All this was prior to the debates in the
House on the extension of the boundaries of Manitoba, in-
volving the addition of the territory of Keewatin. The
Government was to go to pieces on the rock of Separate
Schools, - Mr. Bourassa was vehemently insisting that a
clause should be inserted in the Bill to secure privileges
for the minority. There was a peck of trouble ahead,
When the question came up the Liberal organs discovered
that the Government was & unit on the policy to be pur-
sued, that only five French-Canadian members voted for
the clause “for conscience Sake,” and that all hope that
the Government would be embarrassed had no foundation.
Mr. Bourassa is still vehemently insisting, but no one is
taking much notice of him.

The attitude which Mr. Bourassa has taken on this
question is very clearly defined by the Toronto News.
“He asks.” says the News, “that our unhappy practice of
violating the constitution should be continued in order to
secure for a minority privileges that were never con-
templated by the framers of the British North America
Act. He favors continued infringements by the Federal
authority upon Provincial Rights. Mr. Pelletier has cor
rectly defined the extravagance of this demand by show-
ing that, if it were granted, half of Manitoba would be
under one system of educational administration, and the
other half under one totally different—certainly an im-
possible situation.

“The education clause of the British North America
Act declares that when in any Province (entering Confed-
eration) a system of Separate Schools exists by law at
the uiion or is thereafter established by the Legislature
of the Province an appeal from any Provincial Act affect-
ing the rights or privileges of the minority shall lie to the
Governor-General in Council. The Act permits Parlia-
ment to make remedial laws after the Provincial author-
ities have failed to pass legislation satisfying the griev-
ances of the minority. But it does not contemplate the
passing by the Federal House of laws of instruction to
the Province with respect to education.”

The News recalls a debate on Separate Schools which
took place in Parliament during the session of 1875, be-
cause New Brunswick had éstablished a Public School
system without providing for Separate Schools. Mr.
Costigan moved that a humble address be presented to
Her Majesty praying for an amendment to the British
North America Act to provide that the Roman Catholic
minority in New Brunswick should have the same rights
to Separate Schools as those enjoyed by the minorities in
Ontario and Quebec.

Mr, Mackenzie, the Premier of that day, amended the
motion to say that legislation by the British Parliament
encroaching on the powers reserved to any one of the
Provinces, would be inadvisable, and that it would be in-
expedient and fraught with danger to the autonomy of the
Provinces for the Dominion Parliament to ask for such
legislation. It was understood perfectly in 1875 that any
interference in educational affairs either by the Federal
House or the British House would be improper. The
Government has taken the, same view of the question
today.

EAST AND WEST.
Mr. Molloy of the Manitoba Legislature has suggest-
ed that the West may secede from Eastern Canada, and
form a separate Dominion. His reason for advocating
this course is the refusal of the country to ratify the Reci-
procity programme. Mr. W. H. Trueman, a Liberal law-
yer in Winnipeg, and formerly of St. John, has delivered
an address indicating that the position of Ontario on the
tariff and rejection of Reciprocity must sooner or later
bring about a breach between the East and West.
This, as the Vancouver News-Advertiser remarks, is
great f« The lon orators seem to have
forgotten that the West is not in favor of Reclprocity. A
majority of the representatives from the West are sup-
porters of the Borden Administration. These were
elected against all the influences that the Laurier Ministry
could bring to bear on constituencies swarming with its
own officials nearly all d in the \} If the
vote were taken today it is doubtful whether the Reci
procity party would return one member in three west of
Lake Superior, or would come anywhere near carrying a
single Province.

questions for answer by the various
departments, but after the experience
with Mr. Morrissy on Tuesday this
methed of political warfare is less
popular than it was.

in the public mind that there is some-
thing wrong.

The budget debate will commence
on Tuesday next when the estimates
will be submitted by Provincial Sec-
retary MclLeod.

Mr. Hatheway’s motion regarding
technical education and training is to
be taken up on Monday and will no
doubt evoke an interesting discussion
on this important question,

The House met at 3 o'clock.

Hon. Mr. Murray presented the re-
port of the standing rules committee.

Hon. Mr. McLeod submitted the re-
port of the Boys' Industrial Home.

Hon. Mr. Grimmer introduced a bill
to confer certain privileges on the
Malne Central Railroad Company.

Mr. Robinson gave notice of a mo-
tion for Saturday regarding the bridge
accounts.

Mr. Hatheway gave notice of his
amended motion regarding assistance
to technical and agricultural education
for Monday next.

Mr. Upham gave notice of inquiry
regarding the Hartland bridge.

Mr. Upham rose to a question of
privilege and asked why details ve-
garding the men employed and the
rate of pay on the Woodstock bridee
had not been stated in reply to his
inquiry vesterday.

Hon. Mr. Flemming submitted the
annual report on schools.

Hon. Mr. McLeod introduced a bill
relating to the city of Fredericton.

Hon. Dr. Landry presented the an-
nual report of St. Basll Hospital, Mad-
awaska county.

Mr. Burchill introduced a bill to
amend the acts respecting the Church
of England in New Brunswick.

The House In Committee.

The House went into committee with
Mr. Pinder in the chalr and agreed
to & bill respecting the property of
the late John Gravinor.

The bill to amend the act to furth-
er ald the development of the coal
areas of Sunbury and Queens coun-
ties was then taken up.

(Concerning sub-section A of section
4, Hon Mr. Flemming explained that
the object was to provide that in case
the amount received as rental by the
province from the operating company
was insufficient in any year during the
first ten years to meet the interest
payable on the bonds the province
should apply the amonut received in
royalties on coal carried over the rail-
way to pay the deficit in interest dur-
ing the year. It was provided, however,
that the amount of royalties so appli-
ed would be the first charge against
any amount subsequently so received
by the province as rental in excess of
the interest.

Mr. Burchill said that the bill pro-
vided that if the C. P. R. should bring
into use oil bumning locometives or
electrification of its roads it would not
be compelled to take the full amount
of 50,000 tons per year dyring the
last five years of the ten year period
as agreed upon.

He thought that there should be
some provision to safeguard the pro-
vince’s interests in this respect.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said that he did
not think hon. gentlemen would believe
that it was within the range of possi-
bilities that the C. P. R. would install
oil burning locomotives on its lines in
this province within the next ten years
Moreover the C. P, R. was agreeing
to lease and operate this road for a
period of 999 years, and undoubtedly
must count upon carrying coal in
large quantities over the road. This
was one of the provisions of the bill,
however, which it was mecessary to
have inserted to have the agreement
put through. The C. P. R. in looking
at a proposition of this kind cast
sentiment aside and viewed it purely’
from a business standpeint. He be-
lieved that the provisions of the bill
were such as weuld safeguard the in-
terests of the province and prove
highly satisfactory to the people.

Mr. Robinson asked that if there
was anything in the bill or the orig-
inal act to insure continuous opera-
tion of the railway during the term
stated.

Hon. Mr. Flemming sald that such
provision was included in the lease
which had been drafted and agreed
upon preparatory to being signed.

The inter-
est on expenditures would be charged
against the earnings. It was not
likely that the province would make
any money for the next few years on
its share of the rental of the old sec-
tion of the road, but in providing for
the operation of the railway for a
period of 999 years, the immediate fu-
ture could not be the sole considera.
tion. Provision was being made along
the lines whieh it was felt would be
in the best interests of the province
in years {o eome.

A Wise Amendment.

Hon. Mr. Flemming moved an
amendment to the bill to prevent any
such situation arising as recently oc-
curred in the province of Alberta.
The amendment authorizes the gov-
ernment to endorse the bonds en bloc
but in event of any hitch arising dur-
ing the progress of work the bonds
are always under the control of the
receiver genera] of the province and
any bank or trust company is requir-
ed by act to deliver to him on his de-
mand the bonds under their control,

Mr., Tweeddale said that the pro-
vince was glving as much for thirty
miles of new road us for the original
road and while the Central had been
talked of a8 a sinkhole of corruption
and a money losing proposition for
the province, he did not believe that
this bill was surrounded #:ith the ne-
cessary safeguards for the province's
interests. The hon. gentlemen oppo-
site often talked about the terrible
loss the Central railway was to the
province, but they would only be add-
ing to it unless they made some pro-
vision which would better safeguard
thie interest of the province in respect
to the operation of the line and the
guaranteeing of payment of interest
on bonds.

Hon. Mr, Flemming said that if his
honorable friend had studied the pro-
position, he would know more about
it. 1t was not probable that the C.
P. R. would enter into a proposition
to lease and operate the wroad unless
it was thelr intention to carry om the
operation of the entire road for the
time specified because the two parts
of the road were linked together and
would have to be operated together
to carry out thie plan which the C. P.
R. had decided upon.

A Splendid Arrangement.

This arrangement made by the
government on behalf of the people
of New Brunswick was a splendid
one. In the matter of the road’s
earnings the government to start with
had the assurances of a responsible
company that they would carry 60,
000 tons of coal annually for a period
of ten years and it was probable that
very many more tons would be also
carried by the company for the use
of other companies. The arrange-
ment absolutely gafeguarded the in-
terests of the province. The project
provided for the great development of
the coal areas of Queens and Sun-
bury counties and the honorable mem-
bers should look at the proposition in
a business-like manner and be ready
to commend the proposal as advanta-
geous to the province rather thasm en-
deavor to place ebstacles in the way
of carrying the arrangements to a
successful conclusion.

The bill as amended was agreed to.

The House again went into commit-
tee with Mr. Pinder as chalrman
and passed the aet respecting the set-
tlement of the poor. The act to legal-
ize certain marriages was agreed to.

The School Acts.

An act to provide for the introdue-
tion of medical examinatien and sav-
ings banks in the 'scheecls was then
taken up.

ADMIRALTY WILL
aPEND LESS ON THE
NAVY DURING YEAR

London, Mar, 12—The estimated
expenditure of the British navy during
the coming year, according to the re-
port of the government. laid on the
table of the House of Commons this
afternoon is $220,427,000, a decrease
of $1,635,000 on the amount spent last
year.

The estimates for the current year
are disappointing as there were expec-
tations of a large reduction. That this
amount may be considerably exceeded
is indicated by Mr. Churchill’s state«
ment that the estimates were framed
on the assumption that the existing
programme of the other naval powers
would not be increased, In the event
of such increase supplementary esti-
mates would be necessary.
