Ottawa, Dec. 13—The numerous de-
mands for increases of duty made by
manufacturers since the new tariff was in-
troduced, amounting in some cases to as
much as 10 per cent., have aroused the Lib-
eral membens from the three provinces of
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, and
teday they took the opportunity of in-
forming the minister of finance where
they stand in regard to the government’s
fiscal policy.

These gentlemen, who are in complete
accord with each other, represented to
Mr. Fielding that while they could have
wished that the new tariff had done more
for the farming community, neévertheless,
they accepted the schedules now before
the house as a fair compromise.

They pointed out that in urging the
raising of duties the manufacturers were
not considering their own interests in view
of the importance to them of the western
market and its rapid expansion. It was
asserted :that in many instances the (Oana-
dian manufacturer is unable to supply the
domestic market, and the statement was

even made that in some classes of goods,
that are essential to the west, the Cana-
dian goods are inferior to the same articles
imported from abroad.

Such being®the case, the western men
affirmed they could see no special reason
for granting protection to inferior manu-

tive manner that any increase in th
tarifi would be resented by the farmin

sented by them. FPFurthermore, it would
have the effect of promoting the purchase
of goods from abroad rather than Cana-
dian goods because of the feeling of re-
sentment that would be aroused.

Finally the western men desired to know
why the Canadian manufacturers should
wish to do anything to antagonize their
customers in the very best market
Canada, and one which is, as yet, only in
its infancy.

Mr. Fielding received the western men
with the utmost courtesy and listened
most attentively to their representations.
They are hopeful that their views will
have due weight with the finance minis-
ter.

MAKING GOOD PROGRESS

Maritime Province Baptists

Anglicans Have Four Cardinal Points They Will Not Sur-
render---Would Have Pastorate for Unlimited Time.

Toronto, Dec. 13—At the gemeral com-
mittee meeting on Ohurch Union in the
Metropolitan church this morning, the
session was largely given up to corTes-
pondence from the Anglican and Baptist
dhurches, stating their attitude on the
question of organic union with the three
denominations that mow have it under
discussion. The report of the special com-
mittee on correspondence with the above
bodies ‘was read and adopted. It provides
for the appointment of several commit-
tees to confer with representatives of
these two churches.

The correspondence from the Baptists
of the Maritime Provinces shows that the
church in the east does not think at all
favorably of orgamic union as being prac-
ticable, yet speaks favorably of federal
union. The Baptists throughout the other
parts of Canada appear disposed to meet
the committees and comsider what steps
might be taken. At the last conference
the Baptists appointed the strongest com-
mittee they could name, but so far no
steps have been taken in the matter other
than their expressed courtesy of the in-
vitation extended them and a willingness
to confer with the committees on the sub-
Jject.

The committee will also meet with the
‘Anglicans, and though the outlook, so’ far.
is indefinite regarding that budy, it will
show that the way is open to take pre-
timinary steps towards the great emd. If
the union-is effected with the Church of
England, four cardinal points will have
to be accepted by the other denomina-
tions; that is: That the Bible is the sole
rule of faith; apostles and nicene creed
the rule of doctrine; that the words “In-
stitution of”’ must precede the two eac-
raments, and that the historical comtinu-
fty of the church cannot be shaken. The
church is willing to do away with its lit-
urgies amd apecial forms of worship, but
will not yield the above points.

The report of sub<commitice on
dhurch policy elicited considerable discus-
sion. The chief objection raised to the

ireport as eubmitted was that it was too

indefinite. It was felt that definite, clear,
business-like system of church government
should be proposed, as the governing bod-
ies of churches interested would wish to
have a clear understanding of what the
proposal involves. The report was, there-

fore, after discussion of the first two
clauses, referred back to the sub-commit-
tee to prepare a more detailed statement,
and report at a later stage in this confer-
ence, or at a future meeting, as may be
convenient,

The clauses, a8 submitted and discussed,
read as follows:

“(1). That local affairs of individual
churches, charge, circuit or congregation
be managed by the congregation direotly
or ‘py local boards, sessions or committees,
subject to general legislation, principles
and discipline of the united church, and
that such board, sessions or committecs
be constituted and elected or appointed as
at present, or elected at the option of
:;wh church, charge, circuit or congrega-

on.

“(2)'. T_hat formulation of the plan for
orgamzation of the new charges be left
to the gemeral assembly, conference or
council of the united church, which plan
may at any time be adopted by any exist-
ing church, charge, circuit or congrega-
tion.” i

In report of committee on minis-

try the following introductory paragraphs
caused some discussion:
. “Recognizing the desirability of preserv-
ing fhe essence of both settled pastorate
and itinerancy this committee is of the
opinion that harmony of both principles
is possible and that the best features of
both systems may be retained. We there-
fore recommend that the pastorate service
shall be without time limit.”

The sub-committee recommended a com-
bination system of settled pastorate with
that of iternancy, and therefore that'the
pastorate service shall be without time
limit.

This clause was adopted, but subse-
Iquent.ly modified by the provision of a
(court to which either pastor or people
may have resort in case of a change be-
ing thought wise. The intention is that a
pastor may remain in one place so long
as minister and people wish.

Ottawa, Dec. 11—Hon, Sydney Fisher
in the hoqqe today introduced a bill for

the superdision and inspection of canned'

and uncanned meats, fish, fruits and vege-
tables. The inspection of canned and un-
canned goods is to be more drastic than
that in regard to fish, fruits and vege-
fables.

The minister said that he was open to
conviction as to whether or mnot fish
should not be placed in the same position
&8s meats. The bill put fish in the same
category as fruits and vegetables.

Mr. Fisher preceded the explanation of
the bill with a statement as to why the
legislation was necessary. There were cer-
tain revelations in Chicago which affected
the markets of the world in regard to
canned meats. He sent one of his officers
to examine all the packing establishments
§n Canada. The report showed that these
establishments, which were not situated
together, the eame as in Chicago, were in
excellent condition as far as sanitary ar-
vangements were concerned. There might
be one or two instances which required a
little remedy but these were corrected us
poon as shown to exist. Indeed, the pack-
ers were as anxious as the government to
have a system of inspection so that their
goods might be more easily marketed
abroad.

No Inspection Now in Canada.

The workmen engaged in the Canadian
packing houses were a supenior class, prin-
gipally from Europe. There was no kind
of inspection, however,and this was neces-
gary so that the trade might regain and
hold its place upon the British market.
The United States had expended a large
amount of money years ago in tagging and
fnspection so to hold the German market
for pork.

Mr. Fisher proceeding said “As a result
of the recent excitement in the United
Btates, the congress has passed a most
drastic law going into every detail of in-
ppection, supervision and marking the
the meat products exported from that
pountry. Since the Chicago revelations the

vernmen!s of European countries have
Egen investigating more closely than ever
fhe character and sanitary conditions of
the food products imported. Communica-
tions have been directed to my depart:
nent from England and other countries
abroad asking what were the laws of
{Canada in regard to this matter.

“The British government sent an officer
to the United States to report, on whether
§t would be possible in future for to buy
United States canned and other foods for
the supplies of the British service. Muni-
ripal organizations in England.the London
county council and other similar bodies
have passed very stringent regulations as
to the superivision and sale of these foods
to the consuming population. All this in-
dicates that it is necessary for us to do all
we possibly can to inspire the confidence of
the old country in the articles which we
export, for if we do not comply with the
regulations in foree in these markets we
would be at a great disadvantage, especi
plly in comraricon with our greatest com-
petitor, the United States.

Drastic American Law.

The United States has applied the pro-
wisions of the law regarding its expoit
trade to all interstate trade. This affords
an additional safeguard in the export
trade because one of the difficulties of the
Jaw which applied only to the export
trade was the suspicion that inferior art-
fcles intended for internal use might slip
through and be exported to the discredit
of the country exporting jhem.

“In view of the great recautions’/taken
by the United S:ates it behooves us to do
Bt least as they have done as well. 1 do
not think I need dwell further on the
reasons for the introduction of the bill.
There already exist a couple of Canadian
ptatutes bearing on this subject, one call-
ed the general inspection act (chapter 99
R. S. C.) which provides for inspection,
but that law is voluntary and has never
been carried into effect; it is of such a gen-
eral character that it would not meet the
necessities of the present case. We have
glso a law (chapter 105 R. 8. C.), apply-
ing to goods sold and offered for sale in
Canada alone. The provisions of the act
gre brief and I intend to ineorporate
them in thie bill with a more extended
application. Those concerned in the can-
n-d goods trade in Canada seem to realize
the importance of such a law as I now
propose and although it has been
known to them that we purpcsed intro-
ducing a measure of this k'nd we have had
no complaint and in fact they seem to
welcome such Jaw.

I‘hspeotion Will Be Rigid.

CAN'T COMPETE WITH
CANADIAN BALIATS

Complaint Before Interstate Com-
merce Commission That C. P. R.
is Able to Underbid American Roads
on Import Freights.

Washington, Dec. 12—Competition be=<
tween the Canadian railroads and those in
the United States for tmaflic originating
on the other side of the Atlantic ocean
was considered in a hearing by the inter-
state commerce commisison today. It came

by the Ilhinows Central Railroad to be al-
lowed to change its import rmate on less
than thinty aays notice, alleging that this
was mecessary to meet the competition of
the Canadian lhnes.

It was argued that the ownmership of
steamships by the (anadian Pacitic road
gave it an opportunity to cut ocean and
lake rates and get business at profit while
etill maintaining their published rail
tariff. John W. Loud, representing  the
Grand Trunk, and A. H. Harnis the Can-
iadian Pacific, who were present, said both
{tnes were ready to submit themselves to
the jumisdiotion of the interstate com-
merce commission, and that they were
filing their tariffs and would mnot change
them without thirty days notice.

The petitioners claimed, however, that
while this compllance with the law might
hold the Grand Trunk down to the same
basis of competition as the American iand
lmes, it did not mecessarily work with

AGENT DIED TUESDAY

0. A Barberie of Campbellton Passed
Away After 37 Years in Road’s

Campbellton, N. B., Dec. 11—0. A. Bar-
berie, station agent here, died this eveh-
ing at 7.30 after an illness of about four
months.

Tuesday’s ‘action by the French gov-

When a pre-
vious pope absolved the English from their
allegiance to Queen Elizabeth because of
her recalcitrancy to the' papal authority,
bhepeorpleclung'toﬂheEnglish Queen and
repudiated the Italian Pope. Whether
the French will, under like circumstances,
do the same thing, remains to be seen.
France's choice will be the absorbing ques-
tion of the mext few days or weeks. On
the one side we have an out-and-out se-
cularist government, with, to all appear-
ance, the support, in this, of the great

_majority of the people. On the other we

have a pope determined not to yield an
inch, The government has taken very
decided measures for the abolition of any
state privileges to the Roman Catholic or
any other church. In so doing it has kept
within the bounds of canon law. It has
demanded nothing of the Roman Church
that it has mot submitted to elsewhere.
The Pope, therefore, in forbidding the
faschful to obey national law, has made
himself the leader of a political rather
than a strictly religious opposition. As
the governmemt of M. Clemenceau is um-
compromising, so is the Vatican—we shall
not say the Pope, as in this he is prob-
ably under the complete domination of
Cardinal Mery Del Val. There are pre-
sumably in France bitte® supporters of

‘both sides, and, as was ahown when the
‘inventories of the churches were first taken,

there is very inflammable matter on both
sides. It is believed that those on the

_side of papal rule and a pious and very

determined minority, ready, if not anx-

Mr. Lemieux replied that the steamer ar-
rived here about 10 o’clock on the night
of Dec. 7 and was not docked until half-
past four on the following afternoon. The
causes of delay, Mr. Lemieux said, were,
“a thick fog,” and waiting for tide, there
being insufficient water to float her. This
estimate of the detention ‘Is scarcely cor-
rect. The night was very, cold and there
was some vapor at the time, though prob-
ably it was less dense than existed at
many other ports at the same time.
The point is that the steamer missed
the evening tide, and that the morning tide
was high some hours before daylight. Mr.
Roche has, perhaps, been reading some of
(the Halifax newspapers. These have ask-
ed, in red ink and in black, what St. John
has to say about these infamous occur-
rences of Dec. 7-8, and whether St. Johm,
or any journal published here, has the
hardihood to deny that the mails which

real over the I. C. R. were delivered there
before the Empress was even docked in
St. Johm.

So far as we know there has been mo
disposition here to hide any of the facts
furnished to Mr. Roche by the Postmaster
General. But if any individual finds him-
self thrown into a fever by the disclosure
of these facts in the House some member
of Parliament for this comstituency might
reduce the gentleman’s temperature to the
normal by remarking that if the Empress
had not been compelled to go to Halifax,
and if she had mot by that course sacri-
ficed many hours, she would have been
snugly docked here on the morning or
afternoon of Friday, Dec. 7, and that her
mails would have been despatched, with-
out delay, on a fast mail train, for the
West.

Furthermore—if the foregoing informa-
tion is not a sufficient febrifuge—the
member for St. Jobn might direct the at-
tention of the House to the eastward flight
of the China mails, and to the establish-
od fact that these, and the passengers out-
ward bound, are very greatly delayed by
the sending of the Empress to Halifax to
take on the Canadian mails carried to
that port by the Intercolonial.

The Intercolonial is not at fault in the
matter., The whole trouble arises from
the nature of the contract whidh divides
between two ports the work which one
alone should do. The way out of the dif-
ficulty is to make a satisfactory test of
the two routes, find out which will best
serve the interests of the whole country,
and so vary the contract as to give that
port the mail business.

Stanley Elkin Negotiating for 21-Year Lease of the

\ Gilbert

Property

Victoria Athletic Grounds Included in the Plans—Horse-
Shoe Making One of the Projects—Deal Likely to
Be Arranged—The Carworks Proposition.

Phere are indications that in the near
future rolling mills on an extemsive scale
will be established on the property facinig
the Marsh Creek and extending from the
Marsh Bridge to beyond the Athletic
grounds. It is learned that for this pur-
pose negotiations for a twenty-one-year
lease are practically completed between
the Gilbert Estate and Stanley E. Elkin,
treasurer of the Maritime Nail Company,
Litd. The Athletic grounds, which are
owned by W. S. Barker, will likely be in-
cluded in the deal, making a total area
of between six and seven acres.

Mr. Elkin, when asked about the mat-
ter by a Telegraph reporter Wednesday,
said the report that he was negotiating
for the Gilbert property was correct, but
as yet nothing had been signed. It was
in contemplation to establish rolling mills
similar to these in Montreal, and among
the principal branches would be a horse
shoe mill of the most modern type, and a
bar iron mill. Mr. Elkin added that he
had examined a number of sites and con-
sidered the one in question the best in
town for the purpose. It adjourned the
creek and there would, he thought, be
httle difficulty in making a conmection
with the I. C. R. tracks on the other side.
Acked if he was negotiating on behalf of
the Maritime Nail Company, Mr. Elkia
said he was acting on his own account,
and he doubted if tihe directors knew
any details in connection with the mat-
ter.
With rvegard to the operations to be
sarried on at the mills, Mr.Elkin said
there was no up-to~date horse shoe mill
in the maritime i at the pres-
st time, and he had reason to believe

that there were great possibilities in that |
direction. Capt. I5. C. Elkin, president of |
the Maritime Nail Company, when spoken
to, said he had heard of the matter, but
so far as the nail works were concerned,
they had no definite plans. He had not
even been over the property and could
not say what might be done in the future.

Thomas Gilbert, in an interview with a
Telegraph reporter, said negotiations had
been in progress between Mr. Elkin and
himself for some time. No lease had yet
been signed, but he thought before long
the matter would be carried through on
terms satisfactory to both parties.

The property owned by the Gilbert es-
tate, which is now the subject of the ne-
gotiations, comprises 3.71 acres, and has
recently been surveyed by Gilbert Mur-
doch, €. E. It is intersected by three |
roads leading in the direction of tAhe|
creek, and the water frontage extends be-
hind the property known as the Athletic
grounds, and includes a strip seventy feet
wide on the further side.

It is understood that an alternative
propesition ta establish a car-building |
plant on the same site is being considered |
,.by. a number of prominent citizens, in-
cluding T. H. Estabrooks, J. A. Likely,
R. G. Holly, James Pender and W. S.]
Fisher, but so far, it is said, no great !
progress has been made. The report goes!
that those interested in the matter wish |
to purchase the Gilbert property outright
and that Mr. Gilbert, while declining to |
part with the freehold, has offered to give |
a lease. This has resulted in a deaddock |
for the time*being. The Athletic grounds
are eaid to be in the market for absolute |
sale.
