Killed by & Rejected Lover.
DeTROIT, March 7.
Last.evening 240 East Lafayette street
was the scene of one of the most shock-

ing and cowardly murders evr perpetrat-

cd in this city. The victim was Miss
Charlott¢ Pridgeon, an estimable young
woman, aged about 25 years, and the
murderer was one Wm. T. Underwood, a
sailor, aged 33. It seems that several
months age Underwood formed an dc-
quaintance with MiSs Pridgeon, and fell
violently in love with her. He proposed
marriage to her, but like any sensible
girl she ‘manifested a disposition to in-
form herself concerning his pa§t life be-
fore giving him 4n anSwer. 1In the mean
time she aséértained that Underwood had
a wife living at Cleveland, who Irad either
applied for or obtaioed a divorce. ' The
latter wrote to Miss Pridgeon, and it is
suppesed detailed some matters to her
which determined her to reject Under-
wood’s suit. She promptly informed him
of the conclusions she had arrived at,
He refused; however, to be put off, and
persistently thrast himself upon her
whenever an opporinnity offered. While
she refused to become his wife she was
'dgaosed to retain his friendship, and
gdecrally treated him in a ladylike man-
ner. .He called to see herfrequently, and
latterly renewed his propositions of mar-
riage with increased fervor, but in vain.

On  Wednesday last. Miss Prid-
geon engaged board at the house of Wim.
Straight, 248 Lafayette strect. Last’
evening Underwood called to see licr, and
was admitted by Mr. Straight. He pro-
posed a short walk, but the weather
being stermy, she deelined to go any
distance With him.  How far they went,
or whether they left the premises, is not
now known. They stood at the front
door engaged in an animated conversa-
tion. He continued to plead his love for
her, saying that he had come to sce her
for the last time unless she should yield
t> his entreaties. She reiterated her
declaration that she eould not marry him,
whereupon he drew a sharp sheath knife
(such as is usually carried by sailors),
with a blade flve inches in length,
plunged it into her heart, and then ran
away. A slight screcam, evidently utter-
ed by the murdeped. girl; was heard by
the lumates of the house, and they in-
stantly rushed out to ascertain the cause.
When they reached the door they found]
her attempting to grope her way into the
hall, and without uttering a word, she
 sank lifeless 1o the floor. Within five
minutes from the seream was heard she
was a corpse. :

Underwood, after committing the deed,
sheathed s kdife and started for the
Gratio street police station. On his way
thither he encountered Patrolman Diet-
rich, whom he mvited {nto a saloon. He
then told the officer that be had killed his
love and anuounced his readiness to go
to the lock-up. The officer without fur-
ther parley took him to the Gratiot strees
police station. He gave the blood-stain-
ed knife to the Sergeant in charge of the
station, and took a pliotograph of the
murdered girl from his pocket and kissed
it many times.

Underwood is an Englishman by birth,
and says that excepting his Cleveland
wife he has no relatives in this country.
He scemed terribly downcast concerning
the murder, and expressed a desire to be
killed. When asked why he killed the
girl, he replicd that it was because she
had “‘gone back” on him. . His was not a
heart of stone, he said, and therefore he
could not -endure the tortare of living
and knowing that she had chosen some
one else, and deserted him. Whenhe re-

turned to Mr. Straight’s house with her
she told-hini that he could not come in.
That entaged him, and in his passion he
struck the blow that laid her dead almost
at-his feet.  On his person were found a
aumber of létters written to him by Miss
Pridgeon at various times frem Davids-
burg, Mich., where sh® :spent 8 portion
of the winter. - These containéd endcar-
ing terms, such as “Dear Willie,” *My
dear Willie,” *Ever your Lottie,” &c.;
and in one of them he was instructed to
address the writer at Davidsburg, in caré
ot D. B. Horeon.

They cannot, of course, have any opin-
ion of their own as to what their consti-
tuents expect, and will bow meekly to
the voice of the oracle! Perhaps not,
though. Perhaps their curiosity (imper-
tinent curiosity is what the oracular or-
gan deems it) is so strong that they will
insist on vouchers being produced for
all the money expended, and clear ex-
planations given of all the bridge con-
tracts. We venture to- think, notwith-

{ standing the authoritative statement

to the contrary, that the country
will stand amy inquiry that elicits
ample information on obscure money
matters. It is better for the - head
of the Board of Works, and better for
the accused members, that an inquiry
should take place now,as they will have
an opportunity of proving that the sus-
picions that have been aroused against
them  are unfounded. The ‘Hon. Mr.
Kelly is, we think, a pretty square man.
who tries to do about right; but he is
not«at all happy in explanations. Ques-
tions bother him, and, for lack of the in-
formation and tle tact necessary to ex<
plain, he attacks the propounder of the

1 question.  Now, this is all wrong, and

is injurious to Mr. Kelly. Ifthe practice of
giving r« ad moneyto members,in trus: for
commissioners or contractors, is wrong,
it cannot be defended by the assertion
that Mr. Hanington or any other mem-
.ber of the Opposition asked for money
in this' way.. Anncceunt of the cireum-
stancds in which the mendy was given,
and vouchers to show “that none of it
stuck to the carier'sfingers; should
form the reply ‘to‘such’a-ehatge, and
then the. people may be safely left to
form a common sense opinion on the
trahsaction. It is very silly for a n.em-
ber of the House, or the head of a De-
partment, to get angry because his pub-
lic conduct is made the sabject of legis-
lative inquiry, and it is ~ery foolish. :for
anyone t0 expeet the people to condemn
as waste of time any such inquiry.
An inquiry always stgengtliens the po-
sition of the honest, and will never be
instituted by am Opposition that bho-
leves in the henesty of those against
whom charges are preferred. There is
no need of personal feeling in the mat-
tor. It is the simple duty of members to
insist that the public accpunts shall be
so clear, and the vouchers on flle so
ample, that there will be no room for
suspecting dishonest practices. Let the
facts come out. We don’t suppose that
the constituents of any gentleman will
consider that he has sold himiself to the
Government because he  received a
Supervisor’s commission for superin-
tending' the erection ‘of a bridge, but
they are entitled to a knowledge of the
fact. An attempt to conceal the truth
would be much more damaging than
the truth itself. The. independence of
members should be zealously guarded,
but it would be absurd to say that no
member should be paid for any services
rendered. The people don’t ‘want to
sec inquiries met in a quarrelsome
spirit, they don't want to sec an attempt
m:ule tocover up any public transaction,
and they will fu&m their own judgment
on every revelion. ' Heads of De-
partments should anticipate questions
and be prepared with ample informa-

JJtion. If they are capable of explain-

ing every suspicious circumstance, and
furnishing vouchers'for every dollar ex-
pended, they need care little for the
denunciations of opponents in the Legis:
lature or the prese. The facts will be
be judged by the electors.  But when
facts give out, and blanks are left for
the imagination te fill, the powers that
be suffer.

Mr. Gough said the bill seeks
to carry out the principle he had always
advocated since capable of thought on
political questions—the freedom of choice
of their.representatives by the people. It
is the announced policy of the Dominion
and Ontario Governments. The power
of choosing whom they will by the elec-
tors from amongst themsclves, without
going lower, is. sufficiently conservative
to meet the views of any persons.

Mr. Hibbard.referred to the ease with
which present qualification requirements
could be exaded, and made a short speech
in favor of the bill. He believed in uni-
versal suffrage, and that residence alone
should be qualification of the voter.

Mr. Nowlan was opposed to the senti-
ments of both Mr. Gough and Mr. Hib-
bard, and said qualification should be as
at present.

Mr. Crawford argued the bill should
pass, unless property instead of brains is
what is represented in the Assembly. He'
felt when in the Assembly-that he repre-
sented the twenty-seven thousand people
of Kings, and not the few only who are
wealthy, dnd it" is a man from amongst
the people who should represent them.

Mr. Donald said if we have free gov-

: ernment people should" be free to choose

their représentatives.

Mr. McPherson argued for breaking
down the bars between the people and
the Assembly,which should be opcn toall
the people.

Mr. Lindsay said a man’ who has not
brains enough to get property is not fit
for a representative. -

Here some members referred to some
allusions in a paper to Mr. Lindsay ia
reference to a commission oy a bridge,
and Mr. Lindsay said, being in the chair,

been built where heé superintended the
one he got the hundred dollars for.. The
one built under him would stand, and he
had done the work and.the commission
was given to him without his asking. He
himself-had brought the mattter before
the Committee on Accounts, and mem_
bers from. Northumberland seemed dis-
posed to wrong their colleagues. He
believed he was unfairly reported in the
matter. He had not said that he made
no account.of the money. He had made
no charge for commission.

Mr. Hibbard defended Mr. Lindsay and
said he had a perfect right to the com-
mission as a-Supervisor. When supply
came up he would defend himself against
the assertionms cast on him relating to
mining grants.

Mr. Lindsay said the bill before the
House was got up in the interest of those
who wished to use their brains to live on
the property of others. He did rot think
the-people asked for the passage of the
bill; a man who has property and man-
ages it well is safer than a man who has
no property and not business capacity
enough to get it. . Practical men are
wanted. Property requires representa-
tion and protection as well as brains.
He did not care much whether the bill
passed or not.

Mr. Beckwith argued in favor of the
bill. Many men of brains do not care to
make money, and if all turned attention
to making moncy we would have no
legislators.  Electors should be free to
choose their representatives from among
themseclves.

My. Napier referred to the fact that
Ieasehold property to any amount will
not qualify a candidate, which it should
do. : '

Dr. Alward said there are three princi-
ples he always contened for—universal
suffrage, no prbperty qualification and
simultaneous ‘elections. This bill em
bodied one of thcm and hewas in favor
of it.

Mr. Hanington said any person having
prospects of representing the people
coulil easily qualify under the present law,
and he could not favor the principle of
the bill. ;
