Demand Raise of Wages 
From $1.50 to $1-75 

Per Day.

CARRIED RED FLAG,

Leaders Attested and Rank and 
Rank and File Compelled to 

Return to Work.

MONCTON, Sunday—Demanding an 
Increase in wages from one dollar arid 
a half to a dollar and seventy five 
cents per day, three hundred foreign 
laborers employed on the G. T. P 
section adjacent to this city went on 
strike yesterdy afternoon and for 
time it was feared violence would en 
sue. The arrest of three ring leaders 
who are now in Jail awaiting trial 
on numerous chrges broke the back of 
the strike, although it is unlikely that 
the men will go back to work tomor 
row.

The trouble began at Contractor 
Corbetts No. 3 station, a few miles 
from Moncton where the foreigners 
whose nationalities inclue Italians, Aus 
trians and Bulgarans, yesterday quit

Headed by one of their number 
bearing a huge red flag they visiLd 
the other sections of the work and 
forced their countrymen to join in the 
strike. Many of these workmen were 
content with existing conditions and 
showed little inclination to join in 
the strike but were forced to join 
the procession.

The strikers carried clubs, in several 
instances threatening to use them on 
those who refused to join the strike.

After gathering a large band Satur 
day afternoon the strikers marcher 
to the G. T. P offices in this city and 
for a time their actions looked threat 
ening. They gathered in small groups 
talking excitedly and a half dozen big 
policemen hovered on the outskirts 
of the throng rea’dy to put down any 
troulble should there be any" outbreak. 
The presence of the police seemed to 
have a quieting effect and there was 
no violence.

Later in the afternoon three city 
policemen went to the G T. P. camp 
where thirteen of the ring leaders 
were taken in charge. Tehse are John 
Welch, aged 32; Frank Lowtell 19; 
and Toni Carlch 20; the latter two be­
ing Italians. The men did not offer in­
sistance <A red Hug was also
taken from Lowtell. They will be ar 
raigned in court tomorrow.

The effect of 
forests at the headwaters of streams 
is to regulate the flow so as to make It 
contant throughout the year—not a 
torrent In spring and a nearly-tiried-up 
stream-bed in the heat of summer. To 
be valuable as a source for power a 
stream must furnish a constant and 
regular supply of water. Very low 
water in a stream from which a town 
or city derives Its water supply has 
often meant a great deal of sickness, 
(perhaps in the form of an epidemic), 
for the people of that place. When the 
forest is, the snow melts more gradu­
ally In spring and the rains of spring 
and summer soak into the ground, 
which acts like a sponge, and flow off 
more gradually than when the forest 
is removed.

In hilly and mountainous regions the 
cutting off of the forests has often led 
to the washing away of the soil. This 
has made It Impossible for the forests 
to grow again, and moreover has led 
to the silting up of rivers in the val­
leys, which made necessary the expend! 
ture of large sums in dredging them
