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AGRICULTURAL NOTES.

—The P. E. Island Provincial Ex-
hibition will be held at Charlottetown
on the g=d and 4th of October next.

—TMgonion crop of Cuba for the
present year is estimated at 50,000
quintals, of which 10,000 were sent to
the United States.

—The use of a bull bred from first-
class butter-producing ancestors, has
been known to double the butter
product of the same number of cows.

—Professor J. W. Sanborn main-
tains that ensilage has no more feed-
ing value than the same material
would have possessed had it been
dried and housed.

—Several New England co-opera-
tive creameries have reduced the cost
of buttermaking to about three cents
a pound, and last year returned their
patrons an average price of 25 cents
a pound.

—An Oxford country farmer says
he uses no ether safegusrd agairst
crows in his cern field than eeating
the seed lightly with gas tar. He
has found it entirely reliable.

—Every farmer ought to know the
individual value of each cow as a
milk and butter producer! Decisions
in this matter must be arrived at by
aetual tests, not by guess work, as is
so often done.

—Professor E. M. Skelton demon-
strated at the Kansas Agricultural
College that cooking corn damages it
for pig feed; and that the cob and
kernels ground fine together is worth
more, pound for peund, for steers
or swine than clear corn meal.

—Mr. W. H. Lynch has concluded
his enquiries into dairying in England,
Scotland and Ireland and is proceed-
ing to the Continent convinced that
that Canada can find a desirable mar-
ket for butter in London, despite the
low prices, if they take similar mea-
sures as have raised the Canadian
cheese industry.

—Reports of the destitution and
poverty come from the nerthern
parts of Newfourndland, where deaths
from starvation are recorded. T.
F. Thompsen writes from Griguet,
May 29 : A great many peaple are
starving. Thirteen families are liv-
ing entirely on mussels. The same
condition exists at Quirpon. There
are no less than 140 families with-
out food.

—Practice on the farm the Dar-
winian law of ‘“the survival of the
fittest.” XKill off the scrubs and sub-
stitute thoroughbreds; burn up the
old horse-killing, soul-destroying im-
plements and substitute something
modern and effective. ~ Stop reading
trash which debilitates the mind, and
dispiace it with something strengthen-
ing. Then may your days be long in
the land and full of joy.

—Prof. Cook of the Vermont Ex-
periment Station, says that farmers
sheuld keep themselves well inferm-
ed of the various problems the Sta-
tien is attempting te solve, should
send in questions they wish answered
and expiments they desire tried, and
especially report to the Station the
results of all experiments they con-
duct on their own farms, and in
general all informatien that they
think would be helpful te the efficers
of the Station or to the farmers ef
the State.

—A correspondent,_of the Country
Gentleman says :—Butter, whether
sold while fresh or packed for keeping
should be free from buttermilk; such
freeing should never be brought
about by working, but by rinsing
with cold water while the butter is
still in the churn in a granular condi-
tion.  After rinsing until the water
runs perfectly pure, the churn should
remain tipped, and the water allowed
to drain off till the butter is dry.
Then, if salted with dry salt, there
should be a slight working, after the
grains of salt have dissolved, for the
purpose of liberating the surplus
brine. Butter requires little working
—the less the better. It should
never be worked until it presents a
dull color, as indicated by some
writers, for such would show that the
grain had been broken, and, of course.
the keeping qualities injured.

Richard Trevethick.

Homor to the Memory of a Great Inventor.

A meeting of the subscribers to the
Trevethick memorial was recently
held, by permission of the Dean and
Whpter of Westminister, in the Jer-
usalem Chamber, in order that the
memorial window which has been
placed in Westminister Abbey might
be inspected. The Dean of West-
minister presided, and among those
present were Sir George B. Bruce
(President of the Institute of Civil
Ergineers), Sir Charles Hutton Gre-
gory, Mr. Frederick Trevethick, Mr.
Hyde Clark, Mr. E. A. Couper, Mr.
Joseph Tomlinson, Mr. T. Price
Williams, Mr. C. T. Taite, and Lieu
tenant-Colonel John Davis (secretary
of the memorial committee.)

The Dean of Westminister, in oper-
ing the proceedings, said that when
the subject was first suggested to him
he was, like the great majority of the
outside public, ignorant of the very
great claims which he had since learn-
ed Richard Trevethick possessed to
be placed among the worthies of
England. He was greatly struck
with the astonishing inventive fer-
tility of the man and with the re-
markable fact that he had anticipated
advances in applied science associated
with the names of engineers more
familiar to the world. He had had
very great pleasure in aceeding to
the request of a memorial window in
the Abbey.

Sir George Bruce, after thanking
the dean for his kindly interests in
the movement, said that the pro-
posal for a memorial to Trevethick
criginated in a feeling, very general
among engineers, that his name ought
to be lifted out of the eblivion in
which it had lain during the fifty-
five years since the great engineer’s
death. Trevethick had died absolute-
ly penniless, and had been buried by
the kindly charity of those who had
known him best. The mark of deep-
est effect which Trevethick had made
upon the engineering world was the
introduction and application of high-
pressure steam. He had ‘beguu very
early with the idea of applying a
pressure of 150 Ib. per square inch, a
plan which had only very recently
been introduced into ocean steamboats.
Moreover, Trevethick was undoubted-
ly the first man to make a locomotive
to run on rails or common roads; he
invented the dredging machine so
much employed in our rivers and
barbors; he had made improvements
in the form and make of boilers ab-
solutely necessary for bringing to
anythink like perfection the engineer-
ing applicances in the use of steam ;
and he had invented a thrashing
machine. He seemed, in fact, to
possess a marvelous instinet which
enabled him tp foreshadow almost all
that was to be done in engineering
from his day down to the present ; he
had, for instance, actually pn&ented
the application of the screw instead
of paddles for driving steamboats.

Sir Charles Hutton Gregory, who
also thanked the dean for his assist-
ance to the movement, said that it
was a matter of satisfaction to the
committee to find how much the name
of Trevethick had been honored by
working men,

Mr. Frederick Trevethick, as the
only survivieg son of Richard Treve-
thick, thanked the Dean of West-
minister, the committee, and the sub-
scribers for their recognition of his
father's services to the country. His
father, a few days before his death,
had written, “The great honor of hav-
ing been a useful subject can never
be taken from me, and that to me
exceeds all riches,”

The Dean of Westminister then
invited those present to inspect the
window, which, he said, had been
executed with great care, and with
the advantage of the Archbishop of
Oanterbury’s advice.

The memorial, window is situated
in the north aisle of the nave and is
the third from the ‘west end, being
next to that in memory of Brunel.
It consists of two finely proportioned
lancets, with a quatre-foil shaped
piece of tracery above. In the paint-
ed glass eight figures of early Cornish
saints are represented, standing in
two tiers of ‘canopied niches, the
name of each figure being written on
a scroll beneath. A third row of
niches below has figures of angels
holding on scrolls outline drawings of
some of Trevethick’s inventions—
namely, the locomotive which ran on
the experimental railway in 1803, the
locomotive of 1808, the steam dred-
ger patented in 1803, and a Cornish
engine and boiler. A figure of thi
Archangel Michael is placed in the
piece of tracery, and in the canopies
at the head of the lights are shields
with the arms of the See and Duchy
of Cornwall.

The amount of subscriptions at
present received is $9,300, and of this
sum a balance of about $4,000 re-
mains over the cost of erecting the
memorial window, With the balance
it is proposed to endow an engineer-
ing scholarship in Owen's College,
Manchester, and also to institute a
triennial miedal at the Institution of
Civil Engineers. To carry out these
proposals, however, a further sum of
£83 will be required.

—The Detroit River Navigation
Co., with a capital of $200,000, has
been granted letters patent of incor-
poration by the Canadiaian Govern-
ment,

—Ohstham’s pulp mill commences
operations the latter part of Septem-
ber. Ite chimney will be 152 feet
high.

That the mest perfect health is com-
patible with total abstinence from all
such intoxicating beverages, whether
in the form of ardent spirits, or as
wine, beer, ale, porter, cider, ete. 3.
That persons accustomed to such
drinks may with perfect safety discon-
tinue them entirely, either at once, or
gradually after a short time. 4 That
total and universal abstinence from
alcoholic beverages of al! sorts would
greatly contribute to the health, the
prosperity and happiness of the human
race.—2000 physicians of Great Brit-
ain.

Don't take your daily wine under
any pretext of its doing you good.
Take it frankly as a luxury—one
that must be paid for, by some per-
sons very lightly, by some ata high
price, but always to be paid for. And
mostly some loss of health, or of men-
tal power, or of calmness of temper,
or of Judgement is the price.—Sir
Henry Thompson, one of the most
distinguished of living surgeons.

Many years ago, when I asked a
noted drunkard to sign the pledge,
she replied bitterly that I was the
last man who ought to give her such
advice; for it was my own father who
had taught her to love the drink.
He had prescribed whiskey for her in
an illness, and she had learned to
love it. I succeeded with her for
fifteen months, but after that she fell
into the old miserable” habit.—Dr.
Harrisen Branthwaite.

It is often thought that wine, and
beer; and spirits give strength to a
man ; that they make the muscles con-
tract with more force, and sustain the
action. I have put this matter to the
test by means of experiments, and I
have found that the idea of alcohol
giving force and activity to the mus-
cles is entirely false. I found that
alcohol weakens the muscular con-
traction, and lessens the time during
which the contraction can continue
active.—Dr. B. W. Richardson.
Careful observation leaves little
doubt that a moderate dose of beer or
wine would in most cases at once
diminish the maximum weight which
a healthy person could lift. Mental
acuteness, gccuracy of perception, and
delicacy of the senses are all so far
opposed by alcohol, that ‘he maximnm
efforts of each are incompatible with
the ingestiom of any moderate
quantity of fermented liquid. A
single glass will often suffice to take
the edge off both mind and body, and
reduce their capacity to something be-
low their perfection of work.—Dr.
W. Brinton.

Practical Hints on Disinfection.

The following is frem ‘Disease
Germs and How to Cembat them,”
by Lucius Pitkin, in 7%e Century for
July, accompanied by a frontispiece
portrait ef Pasteur,

First. Corresive sublimate (mer-
curic chloride), sulphate of copper,
and chloride of lime are ameng our
best disinfectants, the first two be-
ing poisonous. At wholesale drug
houses in New York single pounds
can be ebtained, mercaric chloride
costing seventy-five cents,and others
ten cents a pound.

Second. A quarter of a pound of
corrosive sublimate and a pound of
sulphate of copper in ene gallon of
water makes a ¢oncentrated solution
to keep in stock. We will refer to
it as “eolutien A ”

Third. For the ordinary disinfect-
ing solution add half a pint of “sclu-
tion A’ to a gallon of water, This,
while costing less than a cepuand a
half per gallon, is a good strength
fer general use. Use it about equal
quantity in disinfecting echeleraic or
typhoid fever excreta.

Fourth. A feur per cent. solution
of good chloride of lime or a quarter
pint of “solution A” to a gallen of
water is used to wash weod-work
fleors, and wooden farniture, after
famigation and ventilation.

Fifth. For fumigation with sul-
phur, three or four pounds should
be used in every theusand cubic feet
air space. Barn in an old basin
floating in a tub of water; keep
room closed twelve hours, to allow
the fumes Lo penetrate all cracks.
%en open a window from the out-
side-and allow fomes to escape into
air.

Siwath. Soak shects, ate., in chlor-
ide of lime solation, wring out, and
boil.

Seventh. Cesspools, etc., should be
well covered en top with & mixture
of lime with ten parts of dry sand.

FEighth. Tsolate the patient in ap
oppper room frem which curtains,
carpets, ard stufled furniture have
been removed.

Ninth., The rolution of mercuric
chloride must not be placed in metal
vessels, since the mercury would
plate them. :

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—The crop reportsin Nova Scetia,
are in general very satisfactory.

—The recent rise in the price of
sugar in the United States is due to
the increased cost of raw sugar.

—The writ for Colchester Election
has been issued. August 8th will be
nomination day, and polling will be
on the 15th.

—Premier Greenway, of Manitoba,
has gone to New York, to urge rail-
way magnates undertake the de-
velopment of the North West by
means of railways,

—The Governor-General and suite,
who have been salmon fishing en
the Cascapedia with remarkable suc-
cess, have returned to Quebec and
will remain some weeks at the
Citadel.

—The amount raised by lottery for
the Panama canal will not suffice to
finish the work. The terms on which
this capital is obtained are hard: for
the £28,000,000 received £32,000,000
will have to be paid.

tons, 3,000 horse power, and of high
speed, is building on the Clyde to
carry passengers to and fro between
Victoriag and Vancouver in connec-
tion with the C. P. R.

—A number of English farmers
are taking farms in the Annapolis
valley, where they will settle down
to general farming, and especially
prosecute the business of growing
apples for the English market.

—The Intercolonial Railway is a
good customer to the Nova Scotia
collieries, having contracted for a
supply of 195,000 tons of coal for the
year ending 1st July, 1889. Of this
total, the Spring Hill mines will sup-
ply 125,000 tons.

—Orop reports from all parts of
Ontario, are far from encouraging.
With a few exceptions fall wheat
has been winter killed, spring wheat
is very light, and where the ear is
filled the straw is short. Hay falls
far below the average, and root
crops are suflering from continual
drought.

—The FEvening Gazette, Saint|
John’s new daily, made its first ap- |

pearance last Monday evening. It|
is a bright, newsy, progressive and |
loyal sheet, and if the promise of its
first issues be fulfilled it ean scarce-
ly fail to secure a generous patron-
age. It is rather surprising that
St. John has gone so long with only
one evening paper.

—On motion of Lord Churchill the
commons Friday night, suspended for
a month Mr. Conybeare, for writing
a letter to the Star denouncing the
conduct of the speaker for supporting
the closure motion on the second read-
ing of the Baunn drainage bill. The
letter was a breach of paliamentary
decorum, - Inaninterview Conybeare
said he would place himself in the
bands of the constituents and resign
if they disapproved of his conduct.

—The latest report as to the pack
of salmon en the Columbia River
places the pack to July 1st at 159,
500 cases. This 18 the report of
twenty-five canneries, which are
credited with 4,000 to 11,000 cases
apiece, says the Victeria Times.
Two canneries at the Caseades are
credited with 20,000 eases making
179,500 cases. Shipping merchants
eay if these low figures are correct
there will be a great disappointment.

—At the Convention of the Liberal
party held at Truro last week Mr. A.
G. Morrison, a member of a Halifax
law firm was selected to oppose Sir
Adams G.. Archibald, the Liberal
Conservative nomince. Mr. Morrison
is a son of the late Hon. Thomss
Morrison, of Londonderry, and is
probably the strongest man his party
could select. Since the above was
written it is reported that Mr. Mor-
rison has withdrawn his acceptance
of the nomination, and that the
Grits of Colchester will repeat the
tactics of the party in Cumberland,
and support a third party nominee.

—A correspondent of the Empire
has been interviewing Montreal
coal-dealers in reference to Nova
Scetia coal and has ascertained ihat
there are this year 29 steamers en-
gaged in the trade, which scarcely
existed as far as the Upper Pro-
vince were concerned, twelve vears
8go. These ships carry from 1,200
to 3,000 tons of coal and make the
round trip in ten or twelve days.
Last year’s importation exceeded
1886 by over 100,000 tons, and a
gentleman whe has watched the
traffic says that he will not be sar-
prised if the returns shew that over
700,000 tons of Nova Scotia eeal
will have been brought into the
Proviace of Quebec this season.

—The Charlottetown Gugrdian in
a leading article shows that drunken-
ness is sadly prevalent on the Island
railway trains and that peacable pas.
sengers are frequently subjected to
insulting treatment from drunken
roughs. The Scott Act is nominally
in force in all parts of the Island, but
the Guardian article indicates that it
is practically inoperative. The Gaar-
dian was a strong supporter of the
Act at the time of the late election in
Charlcttetown, and is presumably
still favorable to it, but its utterances
show that the Act is powerless to
prevent drinking at stations and in
public conveyances. If the prohibi-
tory clauses of the Scott Act can-
not be enforced on P. E. Island
they cannot be enforced anywhere,
and it appears that rum is rampant
on the Island as well as in Westmor-
land. Under such circumstances it
is difficult to discover how the cause
of temperance could be injured by

the repeal of the Act.

Halifax Sensations.

Halifax has been remarkably pro-
lific in sensatiens of late, and has
thus secured a wide-spread, if
not & very agreeable, noteriety.
Last week produced several sensa-
tional episedes, and prominent
among them was the elopement of
Mies Gertie Smith, daughter of a
highly respected Irish gentlemuan,
whe has been living some years in

Halifax, with Rev. Dr. Hutchinsen,
a returned Baptist missionary, whe
bas lately been living with his wife
and child at St. Jebn. It appears
that the eloping couple metu at
Wolfville about six weeks age, and
that it was & mutusl case of leve at
first sight. A cerrespendence en-
sued which resulted in the young
lady leaving her home for St. John,
where she met her lever, who basely
deserted his wife and fled with the
foolish girl to Boston. The St. John
Sun gives the follewing additienal
details of the scandal :

The reverend gentleman 18 well known
in St. John. Bomewhere about a year ago
he returned from India, attended the con-
ference at Hampton and the convention at
Charlottetown, and in other ways took a
prominent part in Baptist religious work.
From St. John he proceeded toWolfville,
where he received g degrce. Itwas while
there he met Miss Smith and their love
affair began. This summer the clergy-
man and his wife came back to Bt. John.
Towards the latter end of June he went
up to Fredericton, During his absence
his voluminous correspondence by mail
was delivered here to his loving and un.
suspecting wife. On the first of July Mrs.
Hutchinsen received several letters ad-
dressed te her husband, among them a
bulky letter that she supposed contained
printer’s manuscript—Dr. Hutchinsen be-
ing a regular writer for the religious press.
In handling the envelope, it was acciden-
tally torn open, and Mrs. H. was surprised
to see that the enclosed writing was in a
lady’s hand. Picking up a sheet she read
a foew lines, and then fainted. -She had
opened a love letter to her husband frem
Miss Smith. When consciousness re-
turned, the now thoroughly awakened
wife mastered the entire contents of the
amatory epistle, the language of which
established her husband's perfidy. Day
by day, other letters came rolling in, till
Mrs. H. had amassed & bunch of evidence
sufficient for her purpose. Armed with
these letters, the wronged wife proceeded
to Halifax and had an ioterview with Miss
Smith. It was to say the least a warm
meeting, During her absence in Halifax
Dr. Hutchinson returned to St. John and
carried off the little child. After Mrs,
Hutchinsom’s return, the doctor met her
and offered to return tke child if his wife
would give up Miss Smith’s letters. To
this offer she at first returned an absolute
refusal, The fallen pastor confessed his
infatuation for the Halifax belle, and
plainly told his wife that he thanked God
for the new love that had come inte his

| life, and that Providence had decreed that

he and Miss Smith should some time meet
and love each other.

Eventually the sinner was forgiven and
Dr. Hutchinson and his wife lefs this city
together some little time ago for Nova
Scotia.

Another sensatien of a very differ-
ent character was a swindling oper-
ation which caused considerable
amusement te those who were not
ameng the victims. It is generally
described sa “a clever confidence
game,” but it weuld have been diffi-

cult to discover much .cleverness
about the swindle if 1t had not
proved successful. The faects are

that a stranger registered at the
Halifsx Hetel as ** W. R. Miller,
Miss,” and informed the landlord
that he and his brother were enter-
taining a party of friends on the
steam yacht Electra, which they had
chartered for a year, and that he
had come on ahead to purchase sup-
plics. After inquiring the names of
the leading grocers and wine mer-
chants, he visited Johnsen's piane
warehouse, where, after some dick-
ering, he purchased a piano and
gave an American Bank cheque for
$500 in payment. He then visited
the Army and Navy Depot, display-
ed the receipt which he had received
from Johnson, and purehased geods
to the value of about $1200. When
the invoice was made out he tender-
&d a cheque for $2000 in payment
und received the balance in cash. A
paragraph concerning the Electra
and her ¢ owner” had appeared 1n
one of the evening papers, and Mr.
Miller did not lack for friende, who
with visions of future junkettings in
view, introduced the distinguished
visitor at the Halifax club and
showed him many other attentigns.
Just hew many persons he victimised
ia at present unknown te the public,
but he finally started for St. Jehn,
accompanied by two girls he had
picked up in the street, and leaving
his hotel bill unpaid. When ke
reached St. John he registered under
another name, and then Jeserted his
travelling companions and left for
the land of the free. In the mean-
time Mr. Johnson had sent bhis
cheque to New York and received a
telegram stating that it was worth-
less, consequently Mr. Scett, of the
Army and Navy Depot, is mourning
the loss of $800, and some of the
other eitizens of Halifax feel like
kicking themselves. The sawindle
was about as clumsy a schemss as
could be devised for fleecing sharp
business men, for the slightest en-
quiry weuld have revealed the ab-
surdity of the swindler's pretensions.
The Eleotra is well known as the
flagship of the American yacht
squadren, and is not a veesel likely
to be hired to anyone for a year’s
cruise. The fact that Halifax mer-
chants and ethers jumped so readily
at such a trensparent bait shows that
shrewd city men are sometimes as
easily duped as the farmers who
yield to the blandishments of shoddy
peddlers or hay-fork agents, and
proves that it 1s pot always safe to
tako smooth-tengued strangers at
their own valaation,

—Inspector Bonfield, of Chicago,
has possession of copies of a secret
circular differing but little from the
famous “Revenge” circulars with
which August Spies called the. fatal
Haymarket meeting together - two
years ago last May. The paper term-
ed r“Revenge," calls for active steps
by old-time anarchists to avenge the
blood-thirsty murder of the martyrs
Spies, Parsons, Lingg, Bngel and
Fischer. The paper was being dis-
tributed secretly among the groups.
It is not improbable that this discov:
ery will lead to the arrest of promi-
nent anarchists all over the country.

The Big Raft.

A pk\ONwd, a Fine Day, and a
*  Buesessful Launch.

A dense fog covered the earth as
with a garment on Tuesday mern-
ing at the early hour when the
Quebec express stopped at Maccan
Junetion and dropped s handfal of
passengers bound raft-ward, but
early as was the hour and cheerless
as was the aspect of weather, the
country roads were all astir with
eager sight-seers wending their way
te the same destination. Among
the passengers whe stopped at Mac-
can was an American gentleman
who appeared deeply interested in
all that pertained to the big raft,
and it afterwards transpired that he
was Mr. A. G. Whitney, Marive
Surveyer, who had been sent down
by the Boston Marine Insurance Co.
to report upon the conditien and
value of the raft, and who, not satis-
fied with asking gquestions, made in
due season a careful and thorongh
investigation of the giant bundle ef
timber. Well, after takimg break-
fast at the hostlery of mine hest
Higgins, the party had ample time
te watch the gradual lifting of the
fog while awaiting the arrival of the
Spring Hill- Accommedation, and
when that tyain_ came in with ite
queta of pflgrints, the'whole contin-
gent filled _u;e;pf,!z and spacious
combination car of the Jeggins Rail-
way, and 'in “‘tharge of Conducter
Webb were rapidly whirled past the
fine farms and coal mines of Mascan
and safely landed at River Hebert
in less than twenty minutes from
the time of starting, At that pretty
and growing village a number ef
rather

guiltless of paint or springs and
not, predigal ef cushions, awaited the
visitors. It was a sort of Hebson's
choice, however, and the rugged
coaches were seen filled and en route
for the Fioger Board. The road at
the time presented a striking and
picturesque sppearance, for & mure
miscellaneous cellection ef vehicles
eould scarcely be found. Almest
every kind of wheel carriage was
represented from the stylish top
buggy, the dashing dog cart and
the free aud easy buckbosrd, to
ronghest and most uncoath hay cart
or lumber wagon, Bicyecles and
wheel-barrows were net noticed in
the precession, but nearly every-
thing else that runs on wheels was
there. The rain of the previous day
had effectually laid the dusi—almest
too effectuslly in some cases—and
the journey over the romgh roads
and phenomenslly steep hills was
made with enly a minimum gf dis-
comfort. - The shoro was reaghed
in due season and those who by
newspaper paragraphs concerning
THE ‘* TIMBER sHIP ”
had been led te suppose that the
raft differed materially from its ill-
fated predecessor were surprised, if
not disappointed, when the structure
appeared in view, The shape of the
new raft wag precisely that of the
old, and except thap the ends of the
cigar-shaped pile bad in the new
structure been sawed off and covered
with planks, so that they resembled
the heads of a mammoth cask, the
difference in the details of construe-
tion was net very apparent te the
casual glasee. A closer inspection
showed, however, that imstead of
being bound with chains like the
first big raft, it is held together
by fifty-eight bands ef stee] rope,
about one inch In diameter, each
band passing three times around the
raft and connecled by lateral chains
with the two heavy chain¥ running
through the centre. A difference
was also noticeable in the arrange-
ment of the towing chains, but there
was not the shghtest indications of
“ gasts ¥ or a ** house on deck,” nor
any of the other enjbellishments de-
scribed by
IMAGINATIVE CORRESPONDENTS,
and it bore ne more resemblance 0
a ship than it did o a alligater.
The alleged dimensions ot the mon-
ster have been frequently published.
but as they ihave generally been in-
accurate, the correct fizures will be
of interest.
THE LENGTH OF THE RAFT

is 592 feet ; breadth, except at engds,
b4 feet, depth amidships, 86 feet. It
contains 21,300 pieces of piling and
other timber averaging about 50 feet
io length, and estimated to contain
about 11,000 tons of timber and to
weigh about 10,000 tous.

4,500 pounds and 75 fathoms of 1}
inch chain.

it started.. When it had gone three
or four hundred yards from the
beach the tug Dirigo approached
and teok it in tow, but before the
anchor was dropped the fog relled
up from the Bay of Fandy and hid
the raft from view.
MR. JAMES D, LEARY,

owner of the raft, who had been
showing some symptoms of ner-
veousness, and whe had a horse ready
harnessed in anticipation of the
launch, immediately hurried off te
Maccan to telegraph the Boston
Towboat Co. te send their tugs
“Underwriter” and “‘Sterm King” to
tow the alleged timbership te her
destination—the centract being that
the owners §fithe tugs shall receive
no compensatien unless the raft
reaches New York in safety. It is
underatood that the contract price for
towing is $3,000. Mr. Leary states
that he has already received from the
Joggins and vicinity this season a
larger quantity of piling than the
rafi contains. A part ef this timber
is empleyed in the construction of
wharves, bat the greater portion is
used in making foundations for
buildings.

MR. HUGH R. ROBERTSON,
the inventer and designer of the big
raft, is naurally jabilant, fer he has
fully demenstrated the practicability
of his scheme, as far as gonstructien
and lapnching are eoncerned. There
is no reason to deubt that the part
of the undertaking which remains to
be aceomlished will be equally suc-
cessful, and there is every prespect
that within & week the raft will be
safely meored in Erie Basin. Mr,
Robertson deseryes to be eengratu.
lated upon the result of his peragyer-
ance under very discouraging eir-
cumstances, for whatever the effeet
may be upon the timber trade ef the
provinces, he has certainly devised
8 very cheap and expeditious plan
for the {ransportation of heavy
tmber.
