Washington, Nov. 4.—The terms of 
the Austrian armistice, with parenthe- 
tical explanations of minor errors In 
cable transmission, were announced by 
the State Department today as follows: 

Following are the terms of the arm. 
Istice Imposed upon Austria, which 
went Into effect at 3 o’clock today:

Military Conditions.
FIRST.—The Immediate cessation of 

hostilities by land, by sea and air,

SECOND.—Total demobilization of the 
Austro-Hungarian army and immed-1 
late withdrawal of all Austro-Hun- 
garian forces operating on the front1 
from the North Sea to Switzerland,| 
within Austro-Hungarian territory, 
limited as In Clause 3 below. There! 
shall only be maintained as an organ-| 
Ized military force, half the divisional 
corps and army artillery Is to be sur­
rendered to the Allies and the United 
States of America for delivery to 
them, beginning with all such mater­
ial as exists in the territories to be 
evacuated by the Austro-Hungarian 
forces.

German troops within fifteen days, 
not only from the Italian and Balkan 
fronts, but from all Austro-Hungar­
ian territory. Internment of all Ger­
man troops which have not left Aus. 
tria-Hungary within the date.

SIXTH.—The administration of the 
evacuated territories of Austria-

SEVENTH.—The immediate repatria­
tion without reciprocity of all Allied 
prisoners of war and internal subjects 
of civil populations evacuated from 
their homes on conditions to be laid 
down by the commander-in-chief of 
the forces of the associated powers on 
the various fronts. Sick and wounded 
who cannot be removed from evacuat­
ed territory will be cared for by Aus­
tria-Hungary personnel, who will be 
left on the spot with the medical ma­
terial required.

THIRD.—Evacuation of all territories 
Invaded by Austro-Hungary since the 
beginning of the war, withdrawal 
within such periods as shall be deter­
mined by the commander-ln-chlef of 
the Allied forces on each front of the 
Austro-Hungarian armies behind a 
line fixed as follows: From Plc Um- 
brail to the north of the Stelvio it will 
follow the crest of the Rhetian Alps 
up to the sources of the Adige and 
the Elsach, passing thence by Mounts 
Reschen and Brenner and the Heights 
of Oetz and Zoaller.

The terms of the armistice are to be carried out under the 
direction of Marshal Foch, who will designate material to be

All German troops in Austria-Hungary, Italy or the Balkans 
must be out, or interned, within fifteen days.

Destruction of any property by retreating forces is specifically 
forbidden.

Ships to be surrendered include fifteen modern Austrian sub­
marines, three battleships, three light cruisers, nine destroyers, 
twelve torpedo-boats, one mine-layer and six Danube monitors to 
be designated by the Allies. All other war craft are to bo con­
centrated and disarmed under Allied direction.

FREE NAVIGATION OF WATERS
Free navigation of all Austrian waters by both the war and 

commercial fleets of the Allies is provided for. All Austrian naval 
aircraft are to be put out of commission and concentrated under 
Allied control. All Austrian harbor and other equipment in occu­
pied Italian ports is to be left untouched.

The Danube route is to be kept open by the occupation or dis­
mantling of fortresses to be selected by the Allied commanders.

The existing blockade of the Allies against Austria remains 
unchanged, Austrian ships being liable to capture where found, 
except where a commission, to be named later, provides otherwise.

All fortresses protecting Austrian naval bases or stations are 
to be occupied, and the arsenal at Pola is specifically surrendered. 
All Allied craft held by Austria are to be returned immediately.

The only organized military force Austria is permitted to 
retain is limited to that necessary to maintain order in her own. 
borders.

The subtle intent of the Austrian 
announcement is evident. The enemy 
Is attempting to undervalue the oper­
ations of the Italians in action. On 
the other hand, he is attempting with 
false news of the armistice to stop the 
advance of the Italian columns, and so 
gain time and save as much as pos­
sible of his men and material. Arrange­
ments have been made to counter­
attack the last snare of the enemy.

THIRD.—Surrender to Allies and United 
States with their complete armament 
and equipment of three battleships, 
three light cruisers, nine destroyers, 
twelve torpedoboats, one mine layer, 
six Danube monitors to be designated 
by the Allies, and United States of 
America. AH other surface warships, 
Including river craft, are to be concen­
trated in Austro-Hungarian naval 
bases to be designated by the Ailles 
and United States of America, and are 
to be paid off and completely disarmed 
and placed under supervision of the 
Allies and United States of America.

The centre of the advancing line is held by troops from New 
York, Maryland and West Virginia. To the right and left of them 
regulars and troops from New York, New Jersey and the district 
of Columbia, Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Missouri, Colorado and 
New Mexico.

Dutch Soldiers Help Refugees.
Some of the parties of refugees were 

in good health, while others had lost 
members by death since they had been 
driven from their homes. One party 
from Douai and Stamand, led by a priest 
from the latter town, entered near 
Breda. They had been wandering for 
two months through Belgium and sev­
eral had died. Forty-one of the party 
were sick when they arrived, and were 
taken to a hospital. At all points along 
the frontier, Dutch soldiers have helped 
in carrying children and assisting the 

aged and infirm to temporary shelters. 
After being given food and resting for 
I some time they have been placed on 
trains and sent to points inland ready 
for their reception.

Members of a German frontier guard 
attempted to drag back from Dutch ter­
ritory some refugees who slipped 
through in a crowd at one of the points 
of entry. They were set upon by infuri­
ated Dutch spectators and chased back 
across the frontier.

TO SOLDIERS
The following correct method of addressing troops has 

been issued by Dr. R. M. Coulter, deputy postmaster-general. 
In order to facilitate handling of mail at the front, and to 
insure prompt delivery, it is requested that all mail be ad­
dressed as follows:

(a) Regimental number.
(b) Rank.
(c) Name.
(d) Squadron, battery or company.
(e) Battalion, regiment (or other unit), staff appointment 

or department.
(f) Canadian Contingent.
(g) British Expeditionary Force.
(h) Army Postoffice, London, England. •
Unnecessary mention of higher formations, such as 

brigades, divisions, is strictly forbidden and causes delay.

SENDING PRESENTS BY 
PARCEL POST
(Clip This Out for Reference.)

For the information of those sending parcels to soldiers in 
England or at the front. The Advertiser publishes the rates of 
postage: To England, the rate is 12 cents a pound or any 
fraction thereof; limit weight on parcels to England is 11 
pounds. To France or Belgium, the rate is 24 cents for par­
cels any weight up to three pounds; from three pounds to seven 
pounds (the limit), the rate is 32 cents—not 32 cents per pound, 
but 32 cents for any weight from three to seven pounds. Any 
letter or parcel for any soldier in the hospital (even if this 
hospital is not known to the sender), having the word “hos­
pital” marked across it will be delivered. A customs declara­
tion must be attached to each parcel, for which application 
should be made at the stamp window of the postoffice.

In his last letter 1 
he mentioned a nurse who had broken 
her wrist watch. This was not all he 
said about the nurse, in fact, she 
might properly be said to have been 
the subject of the letter. I rather hes­
itated between a ring and a wrist 
watch. In the end, however, I thought, 
I would send the watch. I am send­
ing him a letter telling him that he 
may give her the watch with my com­
pliments, if he wishes. Of course, if 
he cares to make her believe he sent 
for it I will never ‘squeal’ on him. I 
also secured some other little things 
in this store, such as a cigarette case 
and match cafe.

EXEMPTED AS FARMERS.

It is pointed out that this DOES NOT IN ANY WAY 
AFFECT MEN WHO HAVE BEEN ORDERED BY THE 
REGISTRAR TO REPORT to Depot Battalions and who 
have thereafter received leave of absence from the Military 
Authorities.

Once a man has been ordered to report for duty by the 
Registrar he leaves the jurisdiction of the Registrar and comes 
under that of the Department of Militia and Defence, and is to 
be considered as a soldier. This applies to men of the 20 to 22 
Class who have been ordered to report by the Registrar in 
virtue of the cancellation of exemptions by Order-in-Council of 
the 20th April last, as well as to those ordered to report in the 
usual way on refusal of claim for exemption, or on expiration 
of exemption granted.

All men, accordingly, who have been ordered to report, and 
are therefore SOLDIERS, and who have subsequently been 
granted harvest leave by the military authorities, MUST,

THESE ARE SOME of the outstanding names 1 in the record of Canadian arms since the 
British forces began effective offensive fight­

ing. The breaking of the Queant-Drocourt switch 
might be added to the list, because the victory 
which the forces of General Currie won at this 
point was of much greater value from a strategic 
point than the capture of any single town. It was 
here that the Hindenburg line was first pierced 
and effectually smashed. It was perhaps the 
heaviest fighting in which the Canadians were 
ever involved, and was participated in by some 

of the crack line regiments of the Germans. The 
breaking of the Queant-Drocourt switch was of 
vital import to both the Allies and the Germans. 
It was the key to the Hindenburg line, and its col­
lapse meant the collapse of that formidable Ger­
man bulwark. It meant the collapse of the whole 
German front.

The Canadians earned the reputation of 
shock troops with the capture of Vimy Ridge. 
They had previously devised a means of “taking 
objectives” after successful raiding and intel­
ligence work which was unique and were selected 
for the formidable task of storming Vimy be­
cause it was felt they could take it. In that 
memorable rush they all but took Lens, and had 
that city under constant siege for well over a 

year, during which time Haig’s first offensive in 
Flanders developed with the blasting of Messines 
Ridge and the clearing of the Wytschaete Ridge. 
That drive found an obstacle in Passchendaele 
Ridge, and a special storming detachment of Can­
adians were moved up from Lens to rout the 
Huns. Passchendaele fell in schedule time. The 
Canucks were moved back to the strafing of Lens. 
During the winter months their line was extended 
to the south of Arras.

&centre of the Ludendorff drive on March 21, this
year. That drive went, on from salient to salient
with the ever-present prospect that the Lens- 
Arras salient would be the next object of the 
Prussian fury. Then came a moment when Foch 
said "We’ll strike.” Canadians were moved 
silently by night down in front of Amiens. On 
August 8 they went “over the top," drove through 
the Germans for eight miles before Albert. They 
effectively battered down the German resistance 
and started the long retreat which has been con­
tinuing ever since. That job done, the Canucks 
were moved back to the Arras-Lens region. It 
was conceived by the field marshals that the Ger­
man retreat be made a rout. The Hindenburg 
line must be broken to preclude a permanent 
stand by the enemy this side of the Belgian bor­
der. The Canadians were sent southeast, sup­
ported on either side by British and Scottish 
troops, and the job was done.

Cambrai was the next hard nut to be cracked, 
and General Currie‘s forces were deviated farther 
southward to this task. It was done. Valen­
ciennes. to the northeast, became the huh of the 
next German line of resistance. Valenciennes has 
been captured by the men from Canada.

The spearhead is still unblunted, and irresist­
ible. A recent dispatcli from the Canadian Press 
correspondent with the Canadian forces predicted 
the capture of Valenciennes and said the Can­
adians had set their minds upon Brussels and 
Antwerp on a long uphill line to the northeast.

EMPLOYMENT OF MEN IN DEFAULT 
UNDER THE MILITARY

SERVICE ACT.
The following Regulations, recently approved by 

the Governor General in Council, impose strict 
obligations upon every employer TO ASSURE HIM- 
SELF THAT EACH OF HIS EMPLOYEES OF 
MILITARY AGE AND DESCRIPTION IS IN 
POSSESSION OF DOCUMENTS PROVING 
THAT THE IS NOT IN ANY WAY IN DEFAULT 
UNDER THE MILITARY SERVICE ACT.

An employer who is charged with having a 
defaulter in his employ must be able to prove 
THAT THE MILITARY SERVICE PAPERS 
ISSUED BY THE REGISTRAR OR MILITARY 
AUTHORITIES TO THE EMPLOYEE IN QUES- 
TION WERE PRODUCED FOR HIS INSPEC- 
TION at the time when the employee was taken into 
his employment, and that it was reasonably estab- 
lished to his satisfaction that the man was not in 
default under the Military Service Act. It should be 
clearly understood that the Canadian Registration 
Certificates given on June 22, 1918, at the time of 
general registration, in no way define the status of a 
man under the Military Service Act.

Mrs. McKillop, director of 
the women's relief forces, stated that 
the dietitian, Miss Craig, and her as­
sistant, Miss Stuart, will be required 
for duty in the public schools next week.

Moreover, a number of teachers are 
assisting in the diet kitchen, as well 
as in nursing, and in dish-washing, etc., 
at Victoria Hospital. They imperatively

It is marvellous how the 01(1 dem°- cratic prophet Samuel saw the evil that inherent in any condition 
where one man had supreme control 
over the people. He' the most out- standing man of an outstanding nation, saw the evils of autocracy. Likewise, Jeus, the most outstanding man of all 
time, pointed out that in the world those who were great lorded it over 
the others, but in a Christian nation, he. was great who served his fellows. 
Autocracy has been the curse of the world through all the centuries. But 
today the people of tbe world are wak- ins up. Men as men are coming to their 
own. Autocratic Germany will soon be a thing of the past. Tis true that there 
are still some Lansdownes and Lord 
Milners, who hesitate to strike the 
kaiser from his autocratic throne, for 
autocracy dies hard, but it must die 
because it is out of accord with the 
spirit of Divine Government.

Liberty to Religion. 
Although autocracy 15 being de- 
throned in the political realm, we see 
it still enthroned in the religious realm. 1: 
We see a vast church of enormous 
power, controlling its mass of devotees. 
The principle of autocracy is just as 
bad here. If God's kingdom is to come, 
the day must come when no man shall 
Sit,in the chair of an autocrat and 
dictate people's religious views. As 
long as any pope, bench of bishops or 
general assembly dictates to the people 
on religious matters, the kingdom of 
heaven has not come. The Individual 
must enjoy liberty in religion.

Autocracy also belongs to the indus- 
trial and social world. And although in both the political and religious world 
democracy is well on the way, in the 
industrial and social world democracy 
has scarcely seen its beginning. Yet 
the day will come when an autocrat in 
business will be as much of an an­
achronism as Kaiser William is today. 
Never lias there been such a pro­
nouncement towards demorcacy in in- 
dustrial and social life as that made by 
the Labor party of England a short 
time ago. Yet still the industrial world 
has its Rothschilds, Pierpont Morgans, 
and Rockefellers, who determine what 
doe rest of the industrial world must

necessities of a national life, he inti- 
mated. Intelligence is fostered by the 
common schools, and morality is taught 
by the churches.

He pictured the results in other 
countries where there has not been the 
freedom of religion and education that 
has been enjoyed under the flag of 
Britain.

Hard on Everyone.
That the closing of the churches was 

a hardship on the non-church-goer as 
well as the regular attendant he showed 
by relating a conversation he had with 
two men on the subject.

To his question as to how he liked 
the churchless Sunday one of the men 
replied: “I do not like it at all. It does 
not seem like Sunday and the fact that 
the church was closed seemed to af- 
fect me even though I do not attend at 
all."

Another one told Dr. Barber that he 
liked to know that church was open 
even if he did not attend.

The preachers also found Sunday a 
long day, according to his statement. 
One of his brother clergymen whom he 
called up one Sunday about noon said 
that the day had been 24 hours in 
length at that time.

Dr. Barber thinks that taking all 
things Into consideration the closing 
order has not been without its advant­
ages, even to the churches.

Glad To Be Back.
"I am sure that I voice the feeling 

of the people when I say that I am 
glad to be back at church. A Sabbath 
Day without church is a gloomy one. 
We ought to be especially thankful 
that none of our congregation have 
died of the influenza," said Rev. J. R. 
Laverie, pastor of Hamilton Road Pres­
byterian Church, in addressing his con­
gregation at the morning service.

Speaking on “Conditions of Conta- 
gion," the speaker compared physical 
disease with spiritual disease. He de­
clared that spiritual exhaustion was the 
first cause of contagion. “Bad ideas 
and memory kill energy, and affect one 
spiritually and physically," he re­
marked.

“People say, perhaps, these things 

would survive without maintaining 
churches. One might as well expect 
music without an organ, and water 
without a well, as expect Christian 
ideals to flourish without an institu­
tion to promote them. We ought not, 
however, to identify the church with 
mere holding of meetings. The closing 
of worship for a few weeks might be a 
great blessing if it taught the church 
to see how big its opportunity is.

"The church is the biggest field in the 
wond for investment today, because the 
world needs infinitely and always the 
thing the church was founded to fur­
nish. the love and life of Jesus."

The minister announced that there 
would be In the evening a memorial 
service for those who had recently died, 
and read the names of some 'fifteen 
former members of the congregation 
who have died during the present epi­
demic.
