Gen. Rennenkampff nas
hotly pursued a Japanese detachment
below Sintsintin as far as the Taitse
River, and on the right, Russian
scouts have explored the Hun River
helow Liao Yang. All the passes fell
into Rennenkampff’s hands., The Tap-

canese apparently failed to show their
| old-time

form, and official as well as
nnoflficial dispatches indlcate that the
edge has been taken off the Japanese
fighting capabilities by the cold wea-
ther. The same reports say the Jap-
anese threw away their rifles, many
of which were captured. Other reports
say Japanese officers shot five soldiers
who refused to face the toe, There
was heavv bombardment today along
the Russian center and right, which
might indicate that Gen. Kuropatkin
is preparing to assume the offensive.
It is the general opinion in military
circles that the present situation can-
not continue much longer, but it is
argued that a frontal attack against
fortitied positions along the Shakhe
River is bound to be disastrous to
which ever side attempts it, Any serl-
ous advange to be successful, it is be-
lieved at the war office, must he
accomplished by a wide strategic turn-
ing movement, as the armies are too
close for tactical flanking operations.
Among some of the best-informed offi-
cials a suspicion exists that Field Mar-
shal Oyvama 1s trying to work Kuroki
around east of Sintsintin, with a view
to striking the Russians above the Ti
Pass, with the object of again trying
a decisive coup; but no positive evi-
dence of such a move has yet appear-
ed. Reports the last few days indicate
that Gen. Rennenkampff is hotly fol-
lowing up the Japanese retreat. meet-
ing with comparatively little re-
sistance,but some fear is expressed that
he may be running into a Japanese
trap formed with the hope of cutting
off his command. It is believed he
cannot possibly hold a position so far
south as the Taitse River.

Mail Shirt Found on One Prisoner—

New York, Dec. 2.—A dozen Chinese
held a regular highbinder, six-shooter
war dance on the Bowery in the early

hours of a recent morning. The elec-
tric elevated cars were running over-
head, the tourist crowd was pouring
out of the Chinese theater, a half
block away a German Prince was tak-
ing in the sights of New York. In
the midst of it the Chinese quarter
lan island of 2,000 souls in a sea of
| 5,000,000 was dealing justice in its own
way. It was a real Highbinder battle,
fought with all the mixed accompani-
ments of hatchets, Colt. .44s, mail
shirts and joss charms against bul-
lets. The one man killed was a white
man.

The hatchetmen of the On Leong
Tong started it. They were bringing
oif a plot to kill Wong Sang, a Hip
Sing man and partner of Mock Duck,
who was winged and nearly killed a
fortnight ago. Mock Duck and his
Hip Sing "Tong brethren had broken
all Chinese ethics by dragging the
white man into a blackmailing dispute,
But the wily Wong Sang and
feliow-hatchetmen laid an
and bought off a' drawn battle.

As nearly as any white man can
come to an understanding of a Chinese
i fight, this is the story of the beginning
of New York’s Highbinder war:

The Lee company is the dominant
financial interest in New York’s
Chinatown. It is an association of
capitalists, merchants
house keepers—these last being re-
garded by the Chinese as legitimate
business men. The Hip Sing Tong
(‘‘tong” means company) and the On
Leong Tong are highbinders, High-
binders are blackmailers, parasites,
hired thugs, gentlemen adventurers.
It is a mistake to suppose that the
‘“Highbinders” are any one society.
They are several societies, all with
the common object of living by their
wits, and usually at cuts with one
another. The Hip Sings and On
Leongs are two of these—the only two
which are very active in New York.

Some four or five years ago the Hip
Sing Tong began to demand tribute
from the Lee society’s gambling house
keepers, The Lee society, it is be-
lieved, paid up at first. But the On
Leong Tong saw the graft and
“wanted in.” This double game of
blackmail was too much for the Lees
to handle. They refused tribute. Then
began a boycott which nearly para-
| lyzed all gaming in Chinatown. The
Highbinders, born gamblers all of
them, refused to patronize the games.
They wused their influence to keep
others away. It killed the pie-gow
game, which under the most favorable

Now, Mock Duck, by this act, had
made himself doubly odious. He in-
formed to the whites and became
ialso a thorn in the flesh of the On
Leongs. By this plan of enlisting the
whites he bade fair to bring the Lees
to terms with the Hip Sings, and the
On Leongs would be left out in the
cold. As far back as a year ago, the
“Chinatown bums,” the Bowery go-
betweens of the quarter, predicted
i that the On Iongs would make
trouble in the end.

The trouble came a fortnight ago.
| L.ee Sing, imported from Vermont for
| the purpose, shot Mock Duck. He did
a clumsy job. The police got him.
| Then the Hip Sings committed the
|last unpardonable crime among the
IChinese. They swore in the white law
courts against Lee Sing, the On Leong
Highbinder who did the job. Mock
Duck is still in the hospital, but is go-
ling to get well
| Under ordinary circumstances, it was
simply up to the Hip Sings to wipe out
an On Leong to pay for Mock Duck,
| that being the eye for an eve rule of

Two doors above the basement bar-
ber shop.is 14 Bowery, the clubhouse
of the Hip Sings, where Wong Sang
always goes for awhile after the
theater. Perhaps the Hip Sing watch-
;an was not there that night. Perhaps
he knew who these men were, and,
that Wong was guarded,
welcomed the challenge.

At any rate, when the theater crowd
poured out, a little after midnight,
Wong Sang and four er five other
Chinese rounded the corner into the
Bowery. Somewhere there was a sig-
nal. The men in the basement entrance
rose. The loitering boy across the
street ran to the car tracks, And some-
body fired. The Hip Sing guard rallied
back to back and drew. In a second,
the night air of the Bowery was torn
by a dozen .44 bullets. Wong Sang, un-
scathed, ran from the midst of the bat-
tle and scurried up the stairs of 8
Bowery, a “hangout” of his, His hench-
men, from behind elevated pillars,
'signs, doorways, poured a concerted
‘but wild fire at the On Leong men.

In the saloon at 12 Bowery John
Baldwin, a laborer, and W. T. Thomas,
a white hangeron of Chinatown, were
drinking.

A bullet smashed through the front
door. The whites rushed to the street
as the second volley was fired. The
Chinese boy on the car tracks was in
action, pumping his .44 at the group
jon the sidewalk.

1t need hardly be said that the mem- |
bers of the Historical Society have no |
selfish purpose to serve. They are
citizens of both sexes who regard it a |
duty or a privilege to collect and |
preserve the records of the foundation
and development of our city and
county. They have paid the expenses
of attendance of outside speakers and
tnvestigators, but no member has re- .
ceived ought but thanks for his or |
her praiseworthy labors, not even the |
secretaries, who have had so much
work to do.

For the prosecution of these objects, !
at what more appropriate place, while
there is room, could citizens meet, |
than in the public Hbrary buildingT |
And not only people engaged in his-
torical investigations, but any and all
other citizens should be welcome there
who care to come together to promote
educational arts and sciences among
us as long as the lectures, sessions or
exhibit are approved by the Library
board and freely open to the public.

In a town where there is no art gal-
lery or museum, the public library
building may appropriately, and in
any case quite legally, house pictures
and collections of scientific and in- |
structive objects, as well as books
and newspapers. It isn't as though
our public buildings were already well
adorned with these kinds of treasures.
Where is there another city of the
wealth and population of London that
has not a single painting of statue orv
a scientific collection to which one
may take a visitor and point with
pleasure? We are in this respect worse
off than we were 30 years ago, when
Mr. Mummery’'s collection was lodged
in the old Mechanics’ Institute on 'fal-
bot street. It ought fo be said that |
credit is due the teachers of the Col-
legiate Institute who have made 2
start in the way of placing fine en-
gravings on the walls of their assem-
bly halls.

NAVAL RESERVE
OF 10,000 MEN

The New Scheme Provides for
Three Training Ships With
British Iastructors.

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—As announced some

time ago, Hon. Raymond Prefontaine’s l

naval militia scheme provides for the
acquisition of three training vessels
from the British Government. One will
be located in the Maritime Provinces,
the second on the upper lakes, and the
third in British Columbia waters.
There will be eight instructors to each
vessel, obtained presumably from the
British royal navy. The militia will be
trained for three season and then go
into the reserve. At the end of about
eight years it is expected to have a
reserve of 10,000 trained men. The
pemanent naval militia will number

The slightest pressure at this
time will cause the nails tu show scars.

The white spots which comc are
scars. They are caused by too great
pressure of the orange wood stick.

A metallic instrument is even worse.
3ut a gentle pressure will merely lift
the flesh and shape the nail so that the
moon will appear. There are moons at
the base of every nail, but it is some-
times very difficult to make them ap-
pear,

It 1s said that ‘rubbing the nalls
downward with the towel will bring
out the moon, and that, if you will do
this every time you wash ybur hands.
the moons will show deeply. But this
1s not true. There are moous so deeply
imbedded in the flesh that no amount
of toweling would ever bring them
forth.

For such nails there must be a qdaily
lifting of the flesh with the orange-
wood stick and a daily pushing of it
back. In time the moons will appear.

Hunters Shot and Lodges Burned
Disputes for Territory.

| burned and hunters have been shot,

apparently by accident, yet with a

cloud of suspicion about their deaths.
i For fifteen years these feuds have
| existed, and they seem to be growing
| in bitterness.

Last week John Dunlap, of
Shore, was driving along the high
| cliffs which skirt Pine Creek, in onc
| of the most rugged mountain regions
| of Pennslyvania. As he drove a bullet
| whistled through the woods and pene-
| trated his ieg. After a Lard drive to
| & doctor. in which he lost much blood,
he reported that he had been shot
from ambush, and that it was prob-
ably the work of hunters hostile to
him and his friends. The wound
caused his death.

The death of Winfield Scott Allen, a
Williamsport merchant, was the first
to arouse suspicion. Threats were
made against his party that if they
continued to hunt on the mountains
which had long been reserved by cer-
tain hunters they would meet with an
accident. In the next hunt Allen was
shot in the back. None his
panions was near him.

Detectives could get no clue, and
the death was forgotten until the deer
season last fali, when a band of Wil-
linansport hunters received an anony-
mous note threatening their lives if
they ventured into certain mountains.
‘At the bottommn of the note was
scrawled: ‘“Remember

DICTUM OF CHAUNCEY M. DEPEW.

The most serious of us admit that,

ifor a rational enjoyment of existence,

humor 1s almost indispensable. It
would be as useless to ailempt 1o un-

| dervalue it as to preach of its wonder-
( ful ethicacy in the practical aftairs of

life. We know how it broadens the
mind, how it oils the rusty machinery
of our treadmill affairs; how not in-
frequently it elevates the character
and makes 18 posSsessor assume a
cheerfully unselfish 2attitude towards
his teilow man when his heart is
heaviest and his brain most dull
One could cite instances where
humorist won by a pun or witticism,
while some pondercus orator failed.
Innumerable episodes come to the
which suggest the power of
humor when all seemed hopeless. A
factor in every day life it may be, in
varying measure a help and more often
a hindrance to a public career for the
statesman as well as for the politician,
The ordinary citizen who quietly
pursues his daily vocation is, in mest
empioyed by one man, or a
small company of men.

A politician is a
humorist at the expense of his own
promotion. A public charge 1s rever-
sacred. Patriotism 1s impugned
when a man attemps a joke. In the
minds of the public a humorist i«
seldom in earuest. He is often judged
b« his superficial qualities: and his
inost praiseworthy efforts in other
directions are often overlooked. This
seems harsh, but the key ' to it i
simnle.

For centuries past the position or
public man has been Jooke
with awe., Dignity and office ha
inseparable. The

We place an imaginary
glamour around the man in public life,
He is a little bit different from ordin
ary mortals; we expect different con-
duet from him. 3y virtue of his office
he is supposed to possess aualities
which raise him far above those who
surround him. Our democracyv forbids
us to invest him with purple and fine
linen. We make up for the deficien-
cies by demanding evidence of tran-
scendent power. The world looks upon
his position as serious, and demands
seriousness in return. Too much humor
is an offense against dignity. Serious-
ness and gravity in the minds of the
people are identified with wisdom.
The American spirit is earnest; it
might be charged with overseriousness.
The practiced wit is not generally sup-
posed to be in earnest. A humorist,
although frequently possessing the
common qualities of wisdom and in-
tegrity, is suspected of flippancy—a
thing that is deadly tc rapid advance-
ment. A man who has the reputation
of being a humorist may demonstrate,
to an extraordinary degree, his capacity
tor work; but the world at large does
not trust him. “A public office is a
public trust” is a law of universal ap-
plication. The humorist in public feels
the sting of ingratitude, for the public
does not trust him. Trust and confi-
dence are the foundation of preferment
in any career.

The public respects a joke, but con- |
court |
maln |

siders the joker a trifler. The
jester was frequently a wiser
than the king, vet custom condemned
him to cap and bells and clothed the
man on the throne with magnificent
garments. The people who listén to a
public man have a retentive memory
when it comes to jokes; his more seri-
ous utterances are forgotten. The
post-prandial speech, over cotfee and
cigars, which may have been made only
as a relaxation after a day of arduous
labors, is immortal; is repeated from
one end of the country to the other; is
telegraphed over continents, and the
serious effort which called for inde-
ratigable labor is fergotien or over-
looked

A public speaker may make an ad-
will be mirth-provoking
from beginning to end; it may hide
some serious intent bhehind the mask
of raillery; it may reconcile party dif
ferences: it may do more to carry
doubtful states than some learned ora
tion: yet the American public would
never trust the maker of that speech
with the guardianship of the country.
The public is a severe censor; wit and
humor are not possible in the highest
type of oratory.

To the worker in other fields of labor
1 would commend the cultivation ot
humor: the politician I advise to shun
it. The doctor will probably find
humor of more value than noxious
doses—a cheerful physician can fre-
quently further the recovery of a
patient. The merchant and the teacher
will find humor invaluable additions to
their stock in trade. Humor is the
greatest specific for human ajilments
in existence. I look forward to the
time when a course in humor will be
included in all the college curricula--
a course in which degrees will be con-
ferred upon those only who possess the
quality unstrained. But the man des-
tined to the presidency of the United
States will never take that diploma.

The public sometimes remembers a
pun when it forgets a sermon. In
speaking to Henry Ward Beecher one
day I casually mentioned the large
number of people who attended his
church. He smiled oddly and said:

“I flatter myself that the reason my
church is ecrowded is that I can nearly
always keep the congregation awake;
I do my best to insinuate humor into
all of my sermons. I cannot say that
I see anything unorthodox in joking:
heresies are more apt to thrive and
flourish in a community that is ill-
tempered habitually than in a com-
munity that makes a point of smiling
at its woes.”

As we look back upon the history of
our country we discover many states-
men whose names suggest certain
witticisms or time honored bonmots.
Abraham Lincoln and James Garfield
are conspicuous. Lincoln has invariably
been called a humorist, representing as
he did the purest, most incisive type
of American humor, yet he had no
right to enjoy that title until after he
became president. His natural inclina-
tion to joke was sternly suppressed
when he went electioneering. He
recognized, early in his career, the de-
mand the public makes for dignity in
a statesman, If he gratified his
natural tendency to joke he did so
upon private occasions only—like the
two celebrated French statesmen who
used to take one afternoon in every
week for a little fun making. The
jokes that we hear reveated as his
were the jokes he made after he had
become nresident.

Upon one occasion, when I was talk-
ing to President Garfield, I ventured a
joke at the exvense of one of the politi-
cians in the House of Representatives.
Only after considerable explaining and
repetition was the President able to
appreciate the point. He bewailed his
denseness.

“As a boy,” said Garfield. “I in-
herited from my mother a keen sense
of humor. Until my ambitions directed

me to a public career 1 enjoyed play-
ing tricks and cracking jokes as much
as any one. But I saw the danger
when I saw my future. I strove hard
to suppress my rich inheritance. 1
succeeded so well that, in the course
of time, I was not only unable to make
a joke, but 1 also lost the faculty for
appreciating one. Depew,” he added,
mournfully, “it demonstrates the fact
that humor is a mental gift that can
be disposed of with greater facility
than it can be cultivated.”

When campaigning in a western
town some years ago I had an experi-
ence which will serve as commentary
upon the attitude of the people con-
cerning humor as an ally in a political
campaign. The night before the one
upon which I was to speak a gentle-
man who was distinguished for his
magnificent eloquence and convincing
arguments held the audience for two
hours and a half—local historians
whispered that fully two-thirds of the
assemblage left before the gentleman
had finished—and the papers chronicled
the event and  claimed a  second
“Daniel Webster.”

The speech was reported in full.
was burdensome reading to me, but
the orator had appreciated the fact
the public demands sonorous eloguence
and ponderous wisdom. He had given
it to them. Contrary to established
custom, and waiving time honored tra-
dition, I inserted in my speech as much
humor and wit as was consistent with
the dignity and the seriousness of the
occasion. It was gratiflying to me to
note that the audience stayed in the
hall until my lecture was ended. The
laughter and the applause that greeted
me afterward were pleasing to my
ears. The chairman, coming up to me
and shaking hands with me, said-*
“Mr. Depew, vyour speech has won
more votes tonight than any other
speech in the campaign.”

I looked in the papers the next morn-
ing, expecting, naturally enough, to
see a report of my speech, and 1 suf-
fered a little mortification when T saw
only short notice of the meeting,
and, at the end of the paragraph:
“Mr. Depew gave a characteristically
witty speech.”

This was the public estimate of my
efforts; the press merely voiced the
traditions of the people. In the world
of politics, the man who would obtain
political preferment must be serious.
No man who cultivates humor to the
exclusion of his other gifts. can hope
to attain to the highest places in the
political arena. The American citizen
reserves the inalienable right to vote
for whom he wills, and the serious man
who suppresses his sense of humor,
rather than the man who cultivates it,
is honored with his preference.

A GRAND HERD

OF BUFFALOES

THE
BLUE MOUNTAIN FOREST,
NEW HAMPSHIRE.

The Thoughtfulness of a Few Persons Has
Saved These Splendid Animals
From Extinction.

As I sit here in my home in the
mountains of New Hampshire 1 see
through my study windows, to the east,
the wondrous blue hills of the Croydon
range, stretching away to the north
and south as far as the eye can reach.
Along the nearer slopes there are great
belts of hardwood trees, clothed in all
the beauty of New England autumn
foliage—in raiment of crimson, of
purple and of gold. Running through
them in places there are strips of dark
evergreen forest, mostlyy spruce and
pine and hemlock, which extend up-
ward and cover all the peaks and
ridges. And above all there is a sky
of heavenly blue, across which is sail-
ing a fleet of white and fleecy clouds.
This side of the mountain slopes, and
extending to the very border of my
garden there are great stretches of roll-
ing land, almost bare of wrees, covered
with grass which at this season is
light brown in color, and divided by
living, leaping trout brooks, whose
liquid music comes to me through the
open window of my, study. This is the
view 1 have of the Blue Mountain
forest, known to many as Corbin Park,
the largest and finest fenced game
preserve in America.

In this vast inclosure of 24,000 acres
there are hundreds of deer and elk and
moose, and there are wild boars, too,
by hundreds, but what is of far more
importance to the people of this coun-
try is the fact that in this great park
is preserved the largest herd of pure-

bred buffalos to be found in any in-

closure in the world. This fact is of
special interest at this time, when our
Government and the intelligent people
all over the country are being urged
to take the last chance to save from
total extinction one of the grandest if
not the very grandest hoofed animal
which ever trod the earth. That the
million of buffalos which darkened the
plains of the west less than 35 years
ago were shamelessly butchered to
swell the purses of a few unscrupulous
men is one of the darkest blots on the
history of our country, and it has dis-
in the eyes of the other
the world.

was gone, and in truth there seemed
to be no possibility of his survival, and

In the year 1890, the late Mr. Austin
Corbin, who had just fenced his large
game park near Newport, N. H., estab-
lished there a herd of ahout 30 buffalo
of the finest stock, with a view to pre-
serving some of the last survivor§ of
a fast-vanishing race from tgqtal ex-
tinction. Thev were taken off the cars
at Newport, and driven between five
and six miles along the country roads

to the park, to the great. astonishment
of manv of the farmers., who had
never seen huffalos before, and who
mistook these huge shaggy beasts for
some new breed of cattle which Mr.
Corbin had imported.

TAKE CARE OF THEMSELVES,
The little herd was allowed to roam
at will over Croydon Mountain and the
piains which surround it tfor seven
. months of the year, and during those
Seven montns the animals got their
own living, and were no care to any
one. But the winters in New Hamp-
| shire being long and severe, it was
necessary to feed them on hay during
the five remaining months, and as a
matter of counvenience they were
yarded during these months in smaller
inclosures, near the barns where the
hay was stored. All went well with
them until 1896, when the herd had in-
creased to 76, and 1t was decided to
ship 256 head to Van Cortlandt Park,
New York. Owing to bad management
these 25 became so diseased that they
either died or had to be shot. This
constituted the most severe setback
which the herd has ever sustained.
The 50 which were left in New Hamp-
shire continued to thrive, and in 1900
it again numbered 75, and from that
time until the present day there has
'been a steady increase, and new the
herd numbers over 160 as healthy and
as handsome buffalo as ever graced a
western prairie or gladdened the eye
of & hungry Indian. Even as I write
I see from my window this splendid
herd grazing on a hillside not far away,
their dark brown bodies in strong re-
lief against the light brown grass. For
1 month or more they have been wan-
dering on the other side of the moun-
tain, but now they are back again, and
wa shall enjoy the sight of them per-
haps for days to come. Sgmething has
startled themn, for they have stopped
grazing and have raised their heads
in alarm.

A GREAT SIGHT.

And here they come down the moun-
tain side like a charge of cavalry, thelr
tails in the air and their humps rising
and falling as the animals move on
with their peculiar bounding move-
ment, which carries them eusily for-
ward at a speed with which we should
hardly credit such ponderous animals.
They come like a landslide, the earth
trembles beneath their mighty hoofs
and the sound of their coming is like
the roar of an avalanche. As they near
the level ground below they gradually
slacken their speed, the roar of their
hoofbeats moderates and dies away as
the buffaloes finally come to a halt on
a grassy plain which borders my gar-
den. And tor the hundredth time J
must ge out to admire anew these pie-
turesque creatures which form the most
interesting link we bave, connecting
the twentieth century with the early
history of our country—with the his-
tory of the Indians and the pioneer
settlers. There are many calves
scarcely six months old, with innocent
faces and absurd little horns, which
must cause their mothers some discom-
fort, for these husky babies are as yet
unweaned. Then there are handsome
young spike bulls and heifers, and
scores of other buffaloes of all ages up
1o those grand old patriarichs with
deeply-curved horns and long black
beards whose shaggy heads, if
mounted (which heaven forbid), might
be worth anything from $500 up.

LOOKING BACKWARD.

For a moment I forget that I am
gazing on almost one-fourth of all the
living buffalo, and in imagination I
ride with Col. Dodge for 50 1iles
across the plains through a single herd
which numbered 3,000,000 head. And 1
stand with Catlin in an Indian village
and watch the braves don their masks,
<«ach made from the skin of a buffalo’s
head with the horns upon it, and see
them join in the *“buffalo dauce,” that
weird ceremony performed in order ‘“to
make the buffalo come.” And [ see the
naked Indian hunters, astride the bare
backs of their ponies, riding after the

I see, too, a herd of buffaloes stand-
ing dn the snow, watching with dis-
dain the approach of a big gray wolf.
And I see what the buffaloes do not

For a moment my
heart sinks, but as I come back to the
present and looking up see the vigorous
creatures before me, a new hope is
torn, for here is proof that the buffalo
may yet be saved, if the American
people will but stretch forth a hand to
save him.
{ ARE EASY TO KEEP.
Given one condition—a considerable
area of land over which to roamm—
buffaloes are not difficult animals to
keep. They are quite as easy to rear
and less expensive to feed than domes-
tia cattle, and in the hands of men
wealthy enough to stand the initial
expense buffalo farms could be made
profitable in almost any of the states
north of ‘those which border on the
gulf. In the first instance, the United
States Government should be most
strongly urged to establish several
small herds in different parts of the
country, so as to avoid all possible
chance of a large number being wiped
cut at one time by contagious disease.
One such herd has already been estab-
lished in an inclosure in the Yellow-
stone National Park, under the man-
agement of Mr. C. J. (“Buffalo”) Jones,
and this has doubled in numbers in a
remarkably short time. If from four
to six other herds of say 50 animals
each were bought and maintained In
the same way, the future of the
buffalo would be assured, the day
would soon return when a buffalo robe
could be bought for less than $150, and
the American people would have freed
themselves from the charge of having
allowed their grandest-looking and
most valuable native animal to become
extinet.—Ernest Harold Baynes, in
Washington Star.
