lion immediately. But the young men did not 
respond. After urging them Sabbath after Sab­
bath in vain, the thought occurred that perhaps 
they were a little shy of the girls—afraid to dis- 
play their ignorance before them. I surmounted 
this difficulty,ky telling them I would meet the 
young men’s Bible class every alternate Sabbath 
This wae a success. For I soon had a large ciase 
composed of both old and young men.

The superintendence of the school virtually 
devolved upon me. I commenced a system of 
improvements by imrodneing ne* teachers and 
dividing the i wo large ciusaer. I experienced 
much difficulty in obtaining teachers at first, in 
«•much as all to whom 1 applied would meet me 
with the excuse that they were.not competent. 
But ae the number of children increased each 
Sabbath, I made it evident to one after anot.hei 
that it was their duty to give a helping hand— 
to do what they could in this good work. The 
result was an excellent corps of teacher».

The 
scholars gained in general knowledge, but they 
did not feel * that this ia meant for mas* They 
did not turn to Christ.

Kind Manner» at Home.
Thera are many families, the members of 

which are, without doubt, dear to each other. 
If eickneet or audden trouble folia on one, all 
are afflicted. But ia their daily life and ordl 
nary intercourse there ia not only no expreaaion 
of affection, none of th* pleasant and fond be­
havior that baa, perhaps little dignity, but which 
more than make» up "for that in it* sweatee»» ;

among Christian families as wail aa others.

Now, it ia a tad aod melancholy thing to ‘ ait 
solitary ’ ia life, but give me a cave in the bowels 
of earth, give me a lodge in any waste, howling 
wilderness, where foot nor fact of human being 
ever came, rather than pa abode with parents, 
Men*, or kindred, in which I must hear or utter 
language which causes pain, or where I must see 
conduct which ia not born of love. No wealth, 
no advantage of any hind, would induce me to 
live with people whose intercourse waa of auch 
a nature. The dearer they were to me, the lata 
would I remain among them, if they did not do 
all they could to make eeeh other happy. With 
mere etranger» one might endure, even under 
each airoumatances, to remain for a time ; for 
what they any or do has but limited effect upon 
one’s feelings ; but how members of the same 
family, children of the asm* parents, can remain 
together, year after year, when every day they 
hear quarrelling, if they do not juin in it, and 
when hard word» fly on every tide of them, thick 
at hail, and the very visitor» in their boutas are 
rendered uncomfortable by them, ia indeed a 
mystery.

Sunday-school. From wbai i h«;d seen of o'her 
schools, 1 fell assured that the most ini-resting 
and successful schools bestowed much attention 
upon singing. A plentiful Supply cf singing 
books was obtained. I taught them all the 
tunes 1 hsd learned when a Sunday-school boy. 
Io a abort time they attained conaiderahle profi- 
eieoey. And it wee delightful to hear them 
ranging the old familiar tunes of my childhood. 
’’ Who should aiog if not the children ? ” Lei 
teachers and Superintendent» encourage them to 
ds ao ae much aa possible. The truth which ao 
beautifully germinate» io after life often finds ita 
first lodgment in th* heart at Sabbath-aebool. 
If it can be administered in delightful dotes 
without neutralising it, let it be done. This ia 
aceompliahed by Sabbatn-aohool hymns.

3. Sunday school Papers.—These I intro­
duced, thinking they would be un attractive and 
useful feature. We obtained from Montreal 
two kind», to t^at there might be a distribution 
every alternate Sabbath. This waa something 
new to the oouatry children, aod I understood 
they rand them with the greatest avidity. There, 
I have no doubt, were the meant of drawing 
many in the school.

4. Lstechism and Watchwords.—Every Sab­
bath they would raeilo to me two question» from 
the catechism. They did not do it at a task, bet 
each and every one waa eager to have an oppor 
tuaity to answer the question a. Besides tbit, 
I assigned a watchword for each Sunday, 
questing every scholar to come prepared with a 
verte from the Bible containing that word. II 
tke catechism was recited with joy, the Bible 
veraet containing tbit watebword were repeated 
with enthuiiaam. The little ones ware irrepres­
sible. Aa I ooald not hear every word aa soon 
as I would com* to a class, several would Jui 
np at a time, ao anxious ware they “ to any ’ 
verse. I would be compelled to laugh at the 
boys sometime», when 1 would-detect on* trying 
to hold another down in order to get a chance 
to repeat hia varan.

Once, when visiting a farmer, a bright little 
boy, of about six years, earns up to m* and put 
hia hand into mine, saying that he wanted to 
" speak ” a verre. I encouraged him to do ao. 
Looking up to heaven, be said, " The Lord’» 
my Suephard, I'll, not want,” See. He told ma 
be waa going to be a preachat. Hi* mother 
•»y*. «very day before he goes to school he telle 
her to pray that God would make him a minis­
ter. And frequently when he returns from 
school he inquire», “ Mother, have you prayed 
for me to-dsy ?” “ Yea, my eon, I always pray 
for you." •’ But, mother, did you kneel down 
and pray ? " “ No, it ia not necessary to do 
that—I can prsy for you while at my work."

If you would only kneel down and pray lor 
me every day, mother, I would frit mon certain 
that God would let me be one of hia minialeie.”

We bad also a vary good library belonging to 
to* Sabbath-achool. The books were well aod 
constantly used. Making ua* of th* above 
mentioned appliances, the school toon flourished 
Tûe children rejoiced when Snbbstb cam*. They 
brought their parente out to preaching—especi­
ally those who were too small to come alone; 
None of the children walked lee* than a mile, 
and many walked two, three end four miles to 
Sabbath-school. Every ye rejoiced in the pros­
perity of the school I had the pleaaurt'of see­
ing the number of children increeee from fwïnty- 
five to upwards of sixty—the number of teacher, 
from two to nine. All the room we had to spare 
waa occupied. Whan I considered the distance 
walked by most of th* children, aod th* love 
they manifested for the school, I felt fully com­
pensated. Indeed, it waa delightful to look into 
ao many Innocent fares—to hear ao many sweet 
voices—to encourage the children in the study 
of God’» Word. If those beautiful vanta which 
they repeated ao aweetly take n proper bold upon 
their hearts, who can estimate the glories* re­
sult* both for time and eternity ? It waa plea­
sant to think that a* the reault of that planting, 
frmit might be produced to the glory of God. 
From a latter received lately I learned that they 
•till pursue the old method wh eh I Inaugurated.

Pulpit Prayer

Next to preaching—the forming and delivery 
of tarmoae pulpit-prayer ia the moat important 
public exercise of a minister of the Gospel charg­
ed with H» ears ef cowl*, h ia, perhaps, we 
may add; the duty In which ministers moat fre­
quently and moat lamentably fail. So fully end 
generally he» this become the rule in the este, 
that moat aongragetiona have came to expect 
very little of either instruction or edification 
from .tbq prayers heard In the pulpit, and minis­
ters themselves fail to recognise tbit aa among 
the moat important of their public exercise» — 
hit not étrange, therefore, that many of the 
prayer» beard In the public congregation» art 
pointless, vapid, and spiritless, And since the 
people have never learned by experience to ap­
preciate them aa means of grace and spiritual 
edification, they are heerd aa they are delivered, 
without interest.

Thera is grant need thst there should exist 
among it a more just and appropriate notion of 
the relative worth of thin pert of publie worship 
end a more adequate appreciation of it* repnbi. 
|ili*s for good. Wkh there the relaletev would 
feel himself Impelled to wore earnest and dev-- 
out efforts in that direction ; end the people 
would hibg upon prayer» of their minister» in 
devout expectation, responding U therein their 
hearts, end looking with secured faith lor their 
fulfillment in rich spiritual blastings. There 
can be but little unity of beerta where there ia e 
want of heartiness, and the lack of appreciation 
on either band operate» unfavorably upon the" 
■faith and fervor needful for edifying public wor­
ship. And in proportion as it becomes under­
stood that the prayers offered io the house of 
God arc really the moat valuable of ite exercise! 
wiljtimre rise in fervor and expand in breadth 
of ibobgbt.

In order to meat the demanda of the case, 
ministers should feel that they come before God 
in prayer si the month and representative of 
their congregations. It ia the common prayer 
of the congregation aa a whole, and of in indi­
viduel member* in their severalty, that they ere 
to offer to God. For tbie a lively and earnest 
sympathy with them is necessary. Soma know­
ledge of their affairs, and » quick appreciation 
of theifdya and eorrowa of each, aa well aa the 
•ommaa intonate of nil, are pre-requisite» for 
prayiog appropriately with and in behalf of the 
peoples Heaee the prayer* of the pulpit require 
and pmsume that they ere the outbreetbingi of 
the see I of the pastor, who, in the discharge of 
hi* duties, ha* come tv know the joys and sor­
row*, (he hopes and fears, of the members of 
hi* fleck. The accumulated burdens of the 
week fre brought on the Sabbath into the house 
of God, where the united congregation, led by 
their faithful minister, pour out their crise be­
fore God, and together prais* him for hi* woo- 
der/ul goodnes*. Such prayers must, therefore, 
be comprehensive, descending; often to details, 
and yet ie compact end succinct ns to avoid pro­
lixity, j Nowhere trope than in the pulpit is imper- 
tunitv|in prayer in place ; the cases presented 
are ur|ent, and the asuurnncea of the eucreae of 
the player of failli are most abundant, for it la 
not the prayer uf. aa indiridnal, but of the two 
or three agreeing, and of the minister of Gud, 
divinely appointed to make supplies.ione lor the

Methodists, but only Christians. Let us see in 
Ibis a token that the .prophetic song of the angels 
shall one day be" fulfilled to the uttermost, 

Peace on earth and goodwill that the Sa 
viour'a prayer shall be answered, * that they all 
may be one." Here we are,—to specify one 
out of many interesting and profitable meetings, 
in a large and beautifully finished, Wes'eyaw 
Church, the body of which is densely crowded 

ith reverent and attentive worshippers, while 
many more occupy the galleries. Within the 
communion rail, we tee a Presbyterian minister 
presiding,supported by the rectors of two Episco­
pal Churches and the Wesleyan pastor of the cir­
cuit. In adjacent pews are other ministers, re­
presenting the Church of England, the Kirk,and 
the Baptist and^Methodist bodies. Tbe congre­
gation, comprising members of every Protestant 
denomination in tbe city, teems typical of a cer­
tain great assembly that shall hereafter meet to 
praise God and the Lamb in nobler strains, “ a 
great multitude which no man can number out 
of every nation and kindred and people and 
tongue."

Now the incense of praiie fills the temple as 
the words of a well-known Methodist hymn rise 
in music to the skies. Would that the singing 
were never lets congregational in any ol our 
Christian churches ! Organs and choirs may be 
desirable on many accounts, and neither pains 
nor cost should be spared to render the * service 

song’ in our sanctuaries worthy of the Lord 
of Hosts ; but better, better far, have neither or­
gans nor choirs than see congfegations conlen' 
to have God's praise sung by proxy, themsfelve- 
meanwhile sitting or standing as listeners, for­
getful of the old caution :

" Lest haply sense should damp our zeal,
And muaic’s charma bewitch and a teal,
Our hearts sway from Thee "

The exercises are varied, and the alien'ion of 
tbe assembly does not flag. It has no reason to 
do to. Prayer, praise and reading the Scrip 
lures, alternate with short and pointed exhorta­
tions. Now a voice, which many present hear 
Sabbath after Sabbath reading the Liturgy in 
the oldest of our churcbet,peals through tbe place 
with a clear decided ring, as ils owner, every 
inch a Churchman, repeats jss the feeling ot his 
heart, and of other, who atteod these means ol 
grace, the lines learned in the days of early 
childhood :

** I have been there sad still would go ;
'Til like a little heaven below.”

Now n Methodist prayer is borne upward to 
heaven with hearty Amena. Now a Baptist 
m nisteris pleading the cause of the poor father 
less children, while fathers think how it might 
be with theirs, and mothers thank God that 
their little ones are not left, as many, to wander 
alone and nncated for through the wilderness, 
to shiver and hunger because the hands that 
would gladly have laboured to supply their 
wants are clasped in tbe cold grave. Now, 
again, the Kirk is represented by one who, what 
ever doubts may be entertained by some as to 
his orthodoxy on certain points, is known as a 
most earnest and clear-beaded worker in con 
nrxion with those charities which are at once the 
glory and defence of Christian cities. He is 
pointing out in the clearest manner of a man 
who simply wants to be understood and cares 
tor nothing more, how great'y unity of feeling 
Among Christians ol different denominations has 
been promoted by such meetings as the present 
giving, as one result,the establishment of a grand 
scheme lor the visitation and relief of the dis­
tressed poor, without distinction ol creed or sect 
now in active operation and liberally supported 
by tbe various churches, in addition to their own 
benevolent associations. He calls upon Chris­
tians cot to content themselves with praying, or 
even with giving threugh others, but sometimes 
<o carry tlieir gifts themselves to the needy, that 
they may taste the pleasure known only to thote 
• ho put themselves in contact with misery to re 
lieve it ; and that they may learn gratitude and 
hive murmuring rebuked by the sight of sorrow 
and suffering which, through the mercy of God 
tiey have been spared.

It is time lor the service to close, but, in de 
ference to age, one more speaker is allowed 
hearing, and willingly enough/' He is the old 
est minuter of the Church of England in the 
place, hiving been a ren dent pastor we! -nigh 
ha f a century, ar.d has the reputation ol being 
a “stiff Churchman." Yet he is here replying 
,n no doubtful terms to the question put by seme 
—“ whether these meetings have been the means 
o' doing any good.” lie, also, points to the in­
creasing willingness with which the various sects 
cooperate in supporting the public charities, and 
bore testimony to the solemn and happy feeling 
which has pervaded the meetings. He, too, bis 
s word for the fatherless and motherless chil­
dren ; and we heard something at an earlier 
stage ol the proceedings, of an asylum which, 
under bis kind care and fostering, bat proved a 
refuge and a home to » large number of poor 
orphans. And now he speaks of bis advanced 
age, an 1 of tbe probability that he may never 
again be permitted to attend these gatherings ;

“ Glimpses of Life in Soul-saving.” 
—“Arrows from my Quiver.’’

The above are the titles of two handsome 
octavo volumes by the Rev. Junes C»ughey ; 
published by W. C. Fainter, jr., New York. Mr. 
Caughey it well known in Methodist circle», both 
on this continent and in Great Britain, as as 
earnest and successful minister of Chriit ; re­
garded by tome who do not appreciate the great 
purpose of hit life as somewhat erratic in hit 
movements ; yet held very highly in eetimation 
by those who know him bvst for hit whole 
heartedncee and singleness of aim in labouring 
for the conversion of souls and the sanctification 
of the Church of God.

The first named work, “ Glimpse» of Life in 
Soul-eaviog," furnishes an account of Mr. 
Caughey’e laboura during his laet visit to Eng­
land, and of the remarkable work of God which 
then took place in connection with hie efforts, 
especially in the city of York and its vicinity. 
Ths book contains copious extracts from the 
Journal of this useful labourer, together with 
notes of interesting incidents and revival scenes, 
as well at tkelcbet of diecourses that were blessed 
to the salvation and edification of very many.

•• Arrows from my Quiver," is a volume of at 
least «quai intend with the former, presenting 
selections from Mr. Caughey’s private paper», 
being chiefly replies to persons who raised ob­
jections to earnest Christianity and to xealoua 
effort» in the causa of the Redeemer. We com­
mend these volumes to our readers, believing 
that they ere well fitted to stir the Christian 
heart, and to prompt to faithful lervice for Christ, 
is well at to furnish abundant material for moat 
profitable meditation. Mott velusble teachings 
are given by the writer in burning and impres­
sive words.

As descriptive of the character and value of 
ihe volumes, each opens with an introduction by 
the Rev. Daniel Wise, D. D., from one of 
which we make an extract

“ The reader is finally taken to York and 
mane the hearer of some ol Mr. Caughey'» inoet 
cflectivc diecourses, the spectator ol another 
great work of God, and of the workings of Mr. 
Caughey’s mind while engaged in mighty con­
flict for souls.

“ Thu last named feature is characteristic of 
the volume, and gives it its chief value. Mr 
Caughey, with singular frankness, uncovers hit 
heart and permits his readers to see the work 
log of his emotions, bis hopes, his fears, his joys, 
his grids, his trials and his triumphs, while ear­
nestly engaged in his great work. Every soul 
winner will at once see the value of thia insight 
nto the mental workings of one of the great re­
vivalists ol bis times. The lesson taught is that 
man is strong only when God helps him.

Mr. Caughey, with a simplicity peculiarly bis 
own, a'so reveals the effect produced upon his 
head and heart by the shafts of the enemies ol 
revivals, which were ao numerously and con­
stantly hurled upon him during God's great 
work. Letters of criticism and super-criticism, 
came to him almost daily at York. Sometimes 
they made him smile, sometimes they wounded 
him even to tears. Some ol them drove him to 
his knees ; from others he forged sharp arrows 
with wh ch ho pierced anew the hearts of the 
King's enemies. Aided by divine grace he made 
them all contribute to the progress ol the work 
they were designed to retard The mental pro­
cesses and the heart struggles, by which he 
achieved this blessed result, are skillfully por 
trayed in these pages. The style is often abrupt, 
but it is also strong. It has both grit and grip. 
It will enable tbe reader to understand readily 
the valuable truth which its writer means to 
communicate, ’

tunity to discipline the mind. But, with careful 
observation, as they read and hear, and with a 
dictionary and the dit gent use of it, they may 
attain a knowledge of words ; and if I could 
afford if, I would have three dictionaries,—a 
large and illustrated Webster's, to pore ov»r 
and study when I bad time, and refer to for 
words not found in smaller ones ; an abridged 
edition to run over frequently, to become ^esni- 
liar with much 1 did know ; and a pocket edi­
tion to draw out as I was waiting or walking.

Do we suggest that speakers should learn 
to use long words, and big words, and unusual 
words ? Many people bave an abhorrence of 
“ dictionary speakers." We suggest nothing ol 
the kind. It would certainly be well to know 
all words—if you do not use them, others may, 
and you may wish to know wtat they mean 
It is certainly desirable, that one should know 
the words he does use. And we will express an 
opinion in concluding, that no one will dispute, 
—that simplicity of language is one of the great­
est beauties, one of the chief excellences of 
good speaking. Tbe moat sublime thoughts can 
be well expressed in words of which children 
know the meaning. We have no admiration 
for speakers who never “ explain," but always 
“ elucidate never “ become fond of anything, 
or •** fall in love with it,” but always “ become 
enamored ol it who are never “ happy,” but 
often “ attain to superlative felicity who never 
move '* quickly," but always “ with great celer, 
ity." We do think there is great beauty and 
force in such words as good, bad, slow, quick, 
strong, stout, sharp, bold, high, and a host of 
auch. But while you have patience with a 
speaker from whom tbe polysyllables flow with 
ease,—sometimes covering up the ideas as 
falls of snow do stones and shrubs, you have no 
patience with him who must—in hit mind—go 
over a page or two of dictionary for some word 
out of ordinary use, snd keep you waiting or 
weary you with afflictive slowness. A gentle­
man, not long since, read two or three pages of 
a book which delighted a refined company. 
« Have you observed the peculiarity ol tbe 
writing ?” be asked. They had not. “ Well, 
I havs not read you a word ot more than one 
syllable.” We commend this to those who 
strive after long words, or uncommon words, or 
words of Latin and Greek derivation. These 
are not to be wholly rejected, but the endeavour 
should certainly be alter simplicity.

WORDS, SIMILAR WORDS, BIG WORDS 
1 have said something on the value of a right 

pronunciation. Perhaps under this bead 1 
should have called attention to (be necessity ol 
learning accurately the tony, ot the word used, 
so that there may be no superfluous syllable, no 
syllable omitted. 1 remember listening to a man 
of vigorous mind, when 1 could not understand 
him on account of one word, " aborltion." What 
does he mean ? Is it apparition ? No ; that 

ill not suit. Is it aberration 7 No ; that can 
not be. At length I thought of it, “ abortion,” 
and all was clear. There was the introduction 
of only an extra syllable, and that ot one letter. 
And yet that inaccuracy might make a whole 
speech incomprehensible. Again I say, get 
the dictionary. Look at the word. See what 
it is ; what it is not. Look carefully at words 
as you read. Observe that it is nor, “ stupen- 
duous ” nor “ momeniuuus," but “ stupendous 
and “ momentous,” &c., &c.

The use of one word lor another which it re­
sembles, is not uncommon, and, sometimes, ra­
ther ridiculous. Thus when you bear a brother 
speaking of the Israelites being guided by a 
pillow of lire, and of their being developed in a 
cloud. “ I will allow no one,” said a man, who 
was offended at certain epithets that had been 
applied to him, “ to use each epitaphs in connec­
tion with my name." I remember a speaker 
who greatly amused a large audience by telling 
the anecdote of Cromwell’s ordering the silver 
statutes of the apostles to be melted ; and when 
they laughed at the blunder, he was de'ighted 
to find them so amused at his story, and went 
on blundering with renewed energy.

And this word suggests to me that there are 
many who speak, who could detect an error in 
another, and yet, perhaps, seldom use one ol 
the three words, statue, statute, stature, without 
having a perplexing doubt whether they have 
used the right one. Again we say, to the die 
tionary lor all such words ; dwell on them ; fix 
them on tbe mind. Make the mind so familiar 
with each, that you can use it, and rush on with 
your speech without wondering whether you 
blunder.

There arc wonls.wbose meanings are some­
what similar, and yet, between them there is an 
important difference. For example, to discover 
is to find out something al eady ex'sting ; to 
invent is to devisé some thing not before existing. 
If you heard a good man, as I am told others 
did in a certain city, speaking of Sir Isaac 
Newton inventing the laws of gravitstion, I do 
no', know whether your amuicment or your sor­
row would be the greater.

Words are the speaker’s instruments for ac- 
complishing his purpose. A thorough know­
ledge ol these instruments, their meaning, their 
exact shade of meaning, their pronunciation, 
the difference between those that are similar in 
sound or meaning, and tbe skillful use ol them, 
cannot he overrated. And this is a department 
of study that might so easily be attended to ; 
might be cultivated ia little scraps of time ; and 
ppd«r circumstances so unfavourable for thought1

A Preaching Church.
A terrible blow fell upon the young church in 

Jerusalem, for wicked men had stoned Stephen.
He died for the Master. The lion having 
tasted blood, was not to be satisfied without ad­
ditional draughts, and sa a bitter persecution 
burst upon the Church. Saul of Tarsus, with 
all his intensity of soul, became its head. Never 
had bad cause abler leader. Cool, determined, 
relentless, he scattered congregations, he went 
on his bloody inquest from house to house, 
wheiever Christians were supposed to have 
found shelter, and. disregarding age or sex, 
dragged them to prison. The Apostles abode 
ihe storm and found in Jerusalem protection or 
concealment, but the mass of believers sought 
escape by flight, and passed out into the coun­
try.

They went not voicelessly. As they jour­
neyed they preached the word, and so it came 
to paw that the storm carried tbe good seed ol 
the kingdom into regions beyond, and thus, 
passing with these pursued laymen beyond the 
gates of Jerusalem, the gospel began its march 
of majesty te be kept np until the world shall 
own God’s Messiah. The preaching could not 
have been formal, but must, for the most part, 
bare been the simple statement of truths learn­
ed and of experiences realized.

The preachers were laymen. Says an emi­
nent writer : “ As the Apostles remained »t 
Jerusalem, tbe dispersed Christians were Church 
members oply. And yet they laboured at 
Evangelists wherever they camp, without any

Dead Chrietianr.
If the Church of Christ were what it ought to 

be, there would never be sny necessity for s re 
rival within its bounds. Outside its limits 
there might be s fluctuating interest in religion 
wnich would necessitate at times s revival among 
tt iconvert» d men; but within, the tide of religi­
ous life would never ebb. As s revival is a re­
storation to life, it Implie» a previous condition 
of death, s lost of interest in vital piety, and 
neglect of the duties of religion. No provision 
for such s state ie make in the constitution ol 
lia Christian Church. The normal elate of thv 
Church ie life, and when a revival becomes ne 
cettsry it indicate» »n abnormal condition 
which plainly implies disease and danger.’

The young convert, with burning sell sod 
ardent love, is the type of the real Christian 
snd t true representation of what tbe Church 
ought alwsya to be. Time and experience wil 
modify the Christian life, turning all its ectivi 
list into proper channels, snd to systematising 
its forces as to make the moitol them—render­
ing them, it may be, lest impulsive and more 
practical : but no lapse of time need quench the 
ardor of Christian love, nor diminish tbe energy 
o’ Christian seal. From youth to age the belie 
ver ia expected to be faithful, never weerying, 
never wevering, but ever prosecuting with un 
changing resolution the great work which it set 
before him. As with the individual, to with the 
entire Church : it ought eiwsye to be in work 
ing order, full of zeal and esrnestness snd ac­
tivity.

That this idtsl it not always reached it 
serious truth which ought to arrest the sttentior 
•f every Christian believer A church that need» 
revival—that ie, a dead church—fails to carry 
out the deiign of its founding ; end a dead 
Christian fails in like manner to become a true 
representative of hi» Master. Why there is this 
difference between the idea sud tbe reality, is s 
question worthy of ccneideration. That it ie 
neither neceeeary nor deiirable is, we think 
plainly manifest, and that it is productive only 
of evil it equally clear. ,A living Christian is s 
power among hit fellows ; hit influence will be 
speedily and widely felt. Such, Christ would 
nave all bia followers be, and when they fail in 
this they cessa to become like Chriit, and have 
no claim to be called by bis name.

Tne Saviour tails us that “ the caret of this 
world snd the deceitfulness of riches choke the 
word." How many lose spiritual life by reason 
of worldly care ! liste ad of casting it on Ood, 
as they are invited to do, they seek to bear tbe 
heavy burden themselves, snd they are crushed 
by tbe load. They gradually lose all interest in 
religion, cesse to pray, absent themselves from 
church, become spiritually dead. Faithfulness 
in religious life would bave lived them from un­
happiness, snd would have lightened their bur­
den. Then there ere many who become dead 
because of the incresse of wealth. They stop in 
the race to toy with tbe golden bauble, and thus 
lose the more valuable prise at tbe end Why 
should houses and lands and stocks snd coin 
tike men from God 7 Business must be fol- 
lowed, snd if weilth it the result, the heart 
ought not to forget the great Giver, without 
whoaa aid all efforts would fail. Yet the dan­
gers of prosperity are great A fine farm, a 
eueeeisful investment, a stiff balance on the 
right aide of tbe ledger, a large house, and all 
the usual accompaniments of wealth, often 
turn the hearts of men. It would be well 
if all aueeeeaful business men put in their daily 
litany, “ From the dangers of prosperity, good 
Lord, deliver ut !”

Dead Christians seldom get to ths weekly 
prayer-meeting, and often absent themselves 
from the holy communion. Even on the Sabbath 
their placet In church are frequently vaeant 
Little hindrances keep them at heme. Some­

Hart, 
Esq., moved the following preamble and reso­
lution!, seconded by John Gibson, E»q :_

Whereas, Owing to the great divereity of 
interfere and feeling between the Provinces of 
Nova Scotia and Canada, the public sentiment 
of the people of Nova Scotia it distinctly op­
posed to tbe Confederation of tbit Province 
with the Province of Canada j 

And whereas, The people of Nova Scotia 
aavar did become assenting parties to the Act 
of Union, the Legislature which eauciiened 
•ueh Act having done to in direct opposition to 
the well understood wishes of tbe people, and 
by assuming a power never entrusted to them ;

Therefore resolved, That in tbe opinion of thia 
meeting, the Act of Union, ** passed and made 
law by the Impérial Parliament, has no claim
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And il it alto resolved, That this meeting hails 
with much satisfaction toe action of the mem­
bers of the Nova Scotia Legislature, and also of 
the Nova Scotia members of the Dominion 
House of Commons who have signified their 
determination to use all constitutional miens to 
bring about a repeal of so much Of the Act of 
Union as refers to the Province of Nova Scotia i 
and alio express the hope that the Legislature 
of this Province, immediately after assembling 
for despatch ol business, will take the neces­
sary atepa to bring this auhjct before the Go­
vernment and Parliament of Great Britain.

The meeting was then addressed by P. Power, 
A. G. J nee, E M. McDonald, Kqra.. also by 
Dr. F. Tompkins, of London, and tos Hon. Jos. 
Howe.

Earthquake.—An earthquake took place on 
the 18 h ult. in a portion of Northern New York 
which ia thus described by an Evangelist cor­
respondent It is no exaggeration to say the 
impression made by it here wat overwhelming 
It came in the dead of the night and as in an 
instant. Very few were awake to bear its ap­
proach, and those few say the noise of its com­
ing was terrific. Tbe great body of the people 
being in tound sleep bad no warning until the 
mighty power was upon them, shaking their 
houses as if they were struck by a resistless tor­
nade. Connected with this were hesrd fearful 
crashings and bellowings in the bowels of the 
esrtb, such as one may feel but caanot dsscribe. 
Tbe people ia all this region were greatly terri­
fied, since the visitation in so violent a form was 
altogether a new experience to them. The shock 
lasted for more than a minute. No doubt tens 
of thousands sprang instantly from their beds 
in great alarm. No doubt great multitudes ut­
tered loud wails and scresms. Some say tbe 
shaking was such it wee all but impossible for 
them to stand on their feet. In this neighbor­
hood some fainted away.

Slight earthquake shocks were felt in Macomb, 
-Dcpuyster, Lisbon. Hervellon, and other little 
towns in Northern New York, on the 31st ult.

A letter from St. Lawrence County says that 
since the recent earthquake shock in that vicinity 
to which publicity was given, scarcely a day has 
passed when similar shocks, in a smaller scale, 
hive not been felt.

tihENSFALLS, N. Y., Jan. 6—Information has 
been tgserived here of tbe sudden sinking of Re­
cluse Island, near Bolton, Lake George, which 
was owned by Mr. R Watles of New York, it 
occurred «bout five o’clock this afternoon, accom­
panied by a tumultuous up-heaving of the Like, 
the Island and cottage have disappeared and 
soundings on its recent site have been found at 
about eighty-five feet. Tbe shock was felt here 
end lasted about five minutes, passing in an 
easterly direction. No lives were lost,.

The boy thought a moment
“ Why, if I had a hundred cakes, enough for 

ourselves, I’d give them e^tne.”
“ But you haven't half enough money to buy 

all you want, and perhaps never will 
want to know what you will do to 
poor now F”

“ I’ll give them some bread.”
11 You have no bread ; the bread ia not yours, 

it’s mine.’
" Then I could earn money, and buy a loaf 

myself."
Take things as they now are. You know 

what you have that js your own. What are 
you willing to give to help the poor

•• m give them ha'.f my money. 1 have eight 
cent», and I'll giva them four, would not that be 
right P"

" Four cents would not go very far in making 
a child so poor that it had pp bed, aa comfort­
able aud well provided form 70U are- Four 
cents toward food and clothes, and hooka and a 
bed for such a one, and four cent* juat for pen­
cils or candy for yourself, don't eeem fair.’

“ Then, mother, I’ll give all my money ; and 
I wish I had more to give," said the little fallow 
as he took bis good night kill.

Now don’t you think hit bad waa made softer 
that night for hia pity for the poor rod shelter­
less F Don’t you think ha slept the more 
sweetly, and that ministering spirit» watched 
hia couch more lovingly be cause he was grow­
ing to be somewhat like his Saviour,who “ spar­
ed not himself, but freely gave himself up for 
us all.”

A great many children pity the poor a little, 
and wish God would ba kind to them and take 
care of them. Perhaps they even prey to him 
to do it, like the little boy in my story. But I am 
afraid that too many of them would have God 
do all the work. They don’t want to giva away 
much that ia their own. They don’t want to 
trouble themselves much about it They do 
not really love their poor neighbour» aa they do 
themielvea.

He will see young women dash off as much 
champagne and claret-cup, in the course of 
single lively evening, as would have more thro 
sufficed their grandmothers for a month. The 
css» and familiarity with which they drink 
worthy of the moat accomplished frequenter of 
a New York bar. That tl.e results are not more 
astonishing than they are ia in itaalf a moat 
satisfactory proof of a seasoned head. At 
dinner one may notice the same taste for stimu­
lants. The afternoon tea ia beginning to be tea 
rod something else.

They, too 
bava become persuaded, to mu the doctrinal 
phrase, of tha neceaaity of keeping up the sys­
tem.

A woman who baa been a mother a twelve- 
month, if aha hat got within ear-shbt of a plan 
aible and sympathetic physician, soon catches 
the cent about the disorders of our day being 
charaetiriaticilly disorder» of the low type. In 
alarm lest aha should bring up-an enfeebled off­
spring, ah- flies to the usual spirituous tonics.— 
Brandy and water at bedtime ia the great disin­
fectant against the grievous evil» of our civilisa­
tion. It ia the supposed secret of a genial life 
rod a vigorous progeny. The consequences of 
this alcoholic panic among women are obviously 
more objectionable than its consequences among 
men. For women, ae a rule, are a little idle 
and a little vacant. The women who take wine 
meet liberally are commonly the moat idle end 
vacant of all. The effect of stimulante upon 
people with active interest» ia more than bad 
enough in another way. It ladies had thair 

rights,” and eo were allowed to work more, 
then they might also he permitted to drink more. 
But to stimulate people, rod tken to provide 
them with no proper field for their stimulated 
condition, is about as certain and infallible a 
process for bringing them forward in the way 
which they should not go as wa can think of.— 
I'ha topic it not a particularly pleasant one for 
nuibcode and brothers, and unleu doctors poll 
up in their seal for strong rod blood-heating 
drinks, it ia likely to be more unpleasant. Evan 
children, like their elder», are presumed to «offer 
from low tone. They too require wine and malt 
liquor, rod what they are supposed to require 
they have given to them in appalling abund­
ance.—Saturday Betiew.

Mistaken Econo mi.—No language can ex- 
preae the cruelty or folly of that economy which, 
to leave a fortune lot a child, atarvec bis intellect 
and improveriihaa hia heart. There should ba 
no economy in education.

I was born in » section of 
the country where New England rum was used 
et birthe, deaths—used to keep out the heat of 
summer, and the cold of winter ; «old openly at 
the cross-road groceriea, where too many of tha 
companions of my boyhood were wont toaiaem- 
hie, instead of going to lyceuma rod associa- 
dona for meatal and moral improvement, rod 
spend their evenings in drinking poor rum. I 
have seen the effects of tha usa of intoxicatiag 
liquors on the farm, in the workshop, rod in 
the halls of legislation- I have found that in 
•eld in the beats ol summer, in the forests in 
winter, in the meehanie’s-ehop, in oar own State 
Legislature, in the Congress of the United States, 
everywhere, that the men wu uaa intoxicating 
drinks are the first to fail in the performance of 
date. During fourteen sessions in the Senate 
of the United States, I have witnessed many 
severe conteste, luting through the hoars of the 
night until daylight streamed into the windows 
rod I have always found that the man who re­
sorted to intoxicating liquida for strength found 
weak ossa—were always the first to return to 
the cloak-room or their homes.”
