Prescott the Historian.
Many of the finest characters in the an­

nals of our race have been those which were 
purified by affliction, and who, instead of 
succnmbiog to misfortune, have placed it 
under their feet, and thereby mounted to 
Jieights of honor and usefulness, where they 
became the guides and the admiration of 
their fellows. Such a man was Prescott, 
the historian. The following tribute to his 
character and memory was delivered by 
Rev. William H. Milburn, in the course of 
a Sunday evening sermon, and it comes 
with peculiar grace Irom one who in early 
life was stricken with an affliction almost 
similar to that which befell the historian at 
the same opening period of his existence.— 
The subject of the sermon being the charac­
ter and mission of Moses, after referring to 
the flight of Moses on slaying the Egyptian, 
Mr. Milburn continued :

“ What a calamity one would think had 
befallen the children of Israel in the flight 
of Moses ? Here is one so near the throne, so 
accomplished, so competent, that feels forjhis 
brethren, and would do what he might for 
their relief, and now he is a fugitive, hunted 
from the land, and none know his dwelling- 
place Calamity indeed it seemed, precise­
ly as the misfortunes that overtake ourselves 
in life are interpreted by our narrow ken to 
be calamities. God ruleth, and bis provi­
dence in its masterful and wide compass 
and wisdom bringeth good out of evil and 
light out of darkness. This train of remark 
suggests an illustration which a late event 
brings vividly to mind. Many years ago, as 
a jocund and boisterous set of college boys 
were coming from their dining-hall engaged 
in their pranks and sport, burling from on» 
to another all manner of innoefint missiles, 
as it was thought, one thrown by the care­
less hand of a fellow lodged in the eye of 
bis associate, and as Dr. Walker, a member 
of the class bearing bis testimony within 
the last week, said, it seemed an unspeak­
able calamity, that a young man so fresh in 
bis feelings, so ingenuous and kindly, and 
withal so brilliant and accomplished, was 
thus to be prisoned in darkness ; sent from 
that cheery and pleasant association and the 
pursuits so dear to him, to be immured in a 
gloomy chamber through many a weary 

end —to. and ait with the fever of

down to the grave wept by a large circle of 
acquaintances, but hie demise would not 
have sent a thrill of sympathy and pain 
throagbout the civilized world. Nay, nay ; 
the world was t»Stand as a mourner by the 
bier of one of the most catholic spirited, 
generous, and accomplished historians our 
nation, or any nation, bas ever produced, 
instead of a re-pectable company of the 
citizens of Boston standing by the grave 
side of a distinguished lawyer. And so, 
gathering up his faculties and summoning 
all his resources, intellectual, moral, and 
social, with trust in God’s vindicating provi­
dence and resignation to the Divine will, 
with calmness and concentration and with 
imperturbable cheerfulness and invincible 
courage be betakes himself to those long 
studies which shall qualify hist to teach bis 
fellow-men. He gives ten years to liberal 
fertilizing study as a general preparation, 
and ten other years to special application.— 
They that would build for long must lay 
broad their foundations; they that would 
rear structures that are to stand must trke 
pains to lay well the corner-stone. After 
twenty years of steadfast labor he sent forth 
his first book, which has been the delight of 
his countrymen and of civilized nations.— 
Book after book has followed t still diligent 
and indefatigable, in the midft of quietness 
he wrought. Genial and sympathetic as a 
child, kindly and truthful, sweet and beauti­
ful in every relation of life, ftrithfu! to his 
duties as a husband, a father, a friend, and 
citizen. He lived, diffusing ail around him 
the aroma of a noble life, and hoarding for 
the benefit of after ages the wise lessons of 
philosophy which are incorporated in the 
shape and example of history. He has been 
called away from us after nearly forty years 
of patient toil and unwearied labor ; and, 
as I have said, the civilised world stands a 
mourner at his tomb. The jdmj|T was 
transmuted inTo bênedietidnY Ihe misfor­
tune, under God's blessing, has become a 
glorious benefaction, not only to himself but 
to his race.

At some of these meetings, it 
sems, ministers of various denominations 
have patronised, and noblemen have presid­
ed, resulting in multidues being led to cry,
‘ What musj I do to be saved T Mr. Wilson 
is just now, and will be for some time to 
come, labouring in and around London, at 
the charge of Mr. Samuel Moriey.and some 
other zealous and liberal gentlemen, for the 
special purpose of organizing and setting to 
work Christian Instruction Socities in con­
nection with the Nonconformist churches. 
He contends earnestly for the principle that 
the work of Christian evangelization cannot 
lawfully be delegated to ministers or mis­
sionaries, but must be engaged in, in some 
way or other, by every Christian man and 
woman.”—Am Preslb.

The Waldenses.
This remarkable people is, i r a religious 

point of view, becoming more and more 
active. It may not be uninteresting to 
some of oar readers if we give them a few 
statistics bowing, as near as call be, the 
actual position ul the Waldenses in Pied­
mont, or rather in Sardinia. The number 
of persons professing Protestant doctrines is 
about 7.5,000. Tbe-e are to i>c found 
chiefly in about twenty villages, towns, and 
cit.e: , the chief of which aro Turin, (popula­
tion 125,000 ) Genoa, (population 120,000,) 
Pignerol, (population 13,000,) and Latour, 
(2,300.) The camber of pastors is 30, who 
minister in 35 churches. Every week they 
conduct CO services, at each ol which there 
is an aggregate average of 4,040 persons. 
The total number of communicants is 0,800. 
There are no fewer than 180 schools, with 
5,000 pupils ; and 13 Sunday reboots, with 
number of scholars not known. There are 
17 Jreligious Hilaries, and 12 book depots. 
To4I1 these may be added 17 miscellaneous 
institutions, including hospital, academy, 
and such like. Besides the Waldenses m 
Sardinia, many are to be found in ihe south­
east of Franco, some in Switzerland ; a con­
siderable number recently emigrated to Am­
erica, and a lew have founik-their way to 
London. Their services arc generally con­
ducted in French, but in some places also 
in Italiau. For the most part they receive 
the assistance of the government, but.this is 
refused by a few who are said not to be 
very favorable to Church organization aud 
the ministry of tbe Gospel. The above 
details may be relied upon, as they are 
mainly derived Irom original sources.

Persecution for Religion,
LYNCH LAW AT QUEBEC.

Our readers were informed of Father 
Cbiniquy’s advent to this city, that he lec­
tured here in peace and safety, and depart­
ed unmolested. They have not been made 
aware that, desiring to stop at St. Hyacinthe 
on his way to Quebec, be was refused leave 
to address the people there in the Town 
Hall. Arrived at Quebec, he delivered one 
or more lectures in that city. He gathered 
an audience at tbe St. Ann's Lecture Hall 
(according to the Journal dc Quebec) that 
heard his story attentively ; but when he 
ventured to impugn some tenet of the Ro­
mish Church, they left him. Next morn­
ing, some four hundred people gathered 
around his lodgings. Two ringleaders en­
tered, and ordered him to pack up and come 
with them, for he must leave the city.— 
They even refused him time to eat his 
breakfast. Under these circumstances he 
did pack up and issued forth. “ He passed,” 
says our contemporary, “ trembling, with 
his travelling bag under his arm, through a 
crowd peaceably but irritated. The crowd 
fortunately did not behave violently, but 
they manifested their indignation in epithets 
not very flattering, such as, ‘ Get away, you 
apostate—enemy of your countrymen,' Ac. 
There were none, not even the women, who 
bad not some reproach to launch at him.”— 
Thus was he driven forth by force. No 
man did him violence. No violence was 
needed. He effeted no show of resistance.

Mahommedandism and Northern 
Africa-

The Rev. Dr. S'inson, President of the 
Canadian Wesleyan Conference, gave a lec­
ture before the Young Men’s Christian As­
sociation of this city last week on the “ In­
fluence of Mahommedandism in Northern 
Africa ” The lecturer commenc- d by ex­
pressing his deep interest in Young Men’s 
Christian Associations, and the pleasure 
be had in bringing before his audience a 
subject so lull of interest as that on which 
he was to speak. He bad resided in North­
ern Africa for over three years, and had 
therefore the advantage of speaking from 
personal observation.

The letcurer then made some remarks 
on the moral government of God over the 
nations, and showed that a nation’s happi­
ness, prosperity and political strength de­
pended greatly upon its moral and religious 
character. The Northern States of Africa, 
the chief of which were Morocco, Algiers, 
and Tunis, occupy an area of country about 
2000 miles long and 500 broad, and contain 
a population of about 45 millions of souls, 
about one third of tbe Mahommed an popu­
lation of the world. Like all Mahommedan 
countries Northern Africa is degraded mo­
rally, socially, and politically. The gov­
ernments are absolute despotisms. The ru­
lers are sell-willed and their rule of conduct 
is self-gratification. There is no security 
for life or property. The soil is rich and 
tbe climate salubrious, yet everywhere we 
find, sterility, poverty and distress. With 
good government and a morally disposed 
people, the land might become one vast gar­
den, producing on its bills and its valleys 
the products of the temperate and tropic 
zone.

Socially the people are degraded. Poly­
gamy and concubinage strike at the roots 
of domestic happiness, debasing and degrad­
ing both sexes.

The moral condition of the people is 
wretched in the extreme. Mahommedan ism 
bas nolbtqg of a spiritual character ; it in­
flames thSpaseions, pollutes and enslaves. It 
engenders the most virulent hatred between 
nations and individuals, and turns its adher­
ents into sensual savages. Dr. Stinson gave

The Pope Stimulated to Duty by 
a Woman.

Miss Dix, who has been for many ycnis 
active in her efforts to improve the treat­
ment of tbe insane, while on a recent visit 
to Rome, went to the lunatic ayylum, where, 
instead of finding “ sick persons whom man 
should pity, and unfortunates whom we 
should endeavor to cure," she found, “ brutes 
in chains, the dens of which seem never to 
have been cleaned.” Soon nfier she called 
to see the Pope, who knew the object of her 
visit, and who inquired il she had visited 
the asylum at Rome. She replied, “ Yes, 
and I am convinced that your Holiness has 
not yet paid it a visit ;’’ and then told him 
of all the horrors and barbarism and un­
christian treatment she had witnessed there. 
When she had concluded, the Pope who had 
listened with earnest attention, told her to 
come again in a week. Two days after, 
while riding, he suddenly stopped at the 
asylum, and spent an hour m it, bis visit cre­
ating a deep sensation. When the week 
had passed, Miss Dix, whose anxiety in the 
meantime had been great, stood in the Vati­
can again before him. The Pope informed 
her that he had appointed a commission to 
lay before him propositions for the erection 
of lunatic asylum comlormably to the rules of 
humanity and morality in the shortest time 
possible. “ When you visit Rome again,” 
said he, “ your just and pious wishes will be 
fulfilled. I thank you tor your communi­
cation. Msy heaven bless you.”

Horrible Massacre of a Mis­
sionary Family.

The Rev. Mr. Kiiiaoi, a Methodist Mis­
sionary who has been preaching for fho In­
dians of Oregon since 1838, was murdered 
with his family not long since, under singu­
lar and appalling circumstances. Thu small 
pox having broken out among the savages, 
while tbe missionary's family'wero not at­
tacked, the former thought that the pesti­
lence had been introduced by the whites 
with tbe intention of exterminating the red 
race. Acting upon this horrible suspicion, 
their next step was revenge. A bold chief 
was selected for the dui-d, who stole into tiro 
chamber of the sleeping family, amVburii d 
his tomahawk in the brain of the mission­
ary and that of his wife, and then other In­
dians rushed in, and helpless children, male 
and female employees, were bj(cheruJ, the 
bouse razed to the ground, fences destroyed, 
and every vestige of a once happy homo 
disappeared. The facts of the case have 
been laid before tbe Senate, in a communi­
cation from the War Department.—Newark 
Advertiser.

A case of considerable importance to 
Protestants has been before the Tribunal of 
Correctional Police of Colmar (Haut Rhin.) 
Two men of humble position, named Bess- 
ner and Corneille, the former a fervent Pro­
testant, the latter an ardent Catholic, had 
some months ago a dispute about praying 
for the (lead and the adoration of the Vir­
gin. At the end of it, Bessner offered to 
lend the other a pamphlet in German, fry 
Dr. Mariott, of Bale, against the doctrine 
of the Immaculate Conception, and some 
time alter sent the little work to him by his 
daughter. Tbe day aller, Corneille's wife 
called on Bassner, and abused him grossly 
for having sent to her house a work which 
she described as “ full of abominations 
against the dogma of the Immaculate Con­
ception.” In addition, he lent other con- 
controversial publications to another family. 
Tbe law authorities hearing of these acts, 
caused him to be prosecuted lor the offence 
of distributing works which had not receiv­
ed the Government stamp ; and though the 
man's advocate insisted that the law on the 
stamping of publications was never meant 
to apply to works lent simply from a pri­
vate person or a library, the tribunal impos­
ed a flee of £50.

Romanism is making great efforts in Bri­
tain to bring the people under Ihe power of 
the Papacy. At Durham a largo meeting 
ot priests and catholic layman was hel l to 
raise funds to erect a Roman Catholic Cathe­
dral. At this meeting it was stated that the 
great mission of the Irish Roman Catholics 
was to convert England to the Romish faith. 
At Newport, in Wales, a meeting was re­
cently held of ihe “ Catholic Association for 
the Suppression of Drunkenness.” A priest 
called upon audience to repeat after him the 
the following words :—“ O Mary, conceived 
without sin, pray for us who have recourse 
to thee. We have an enemy, not drink, hut 
drunkenness, and we will not rest till we 
conquer.” The Meeting closed with three 
cheers for Ireland, nod a cheer for Daniel 
O’Connell. It is high time that tbe May- 
nooth endowment be withdrawn, when that 
institution is educating Romish priests, whose 
mission is to travel over England, to subvert 
its Protestantism.

Already has the neighbouring 
Union been visited with the refreshing in 
fluences of tbe Spirit's power in a way 
which has excited wonder through the 
world, and caused the sons of God to shout 
for joy. Careless worldlings, profane scof­
fers, desperately vicious mtu, have become 
thoughtful Christians, praying disciples, do­
cile lambs in tbe flock of Christ,—not one 
here and another there, but in numbers un 
precedented, we believe, by any previous 
spiritual awakening, in a similar lapse 
of time. How shall we regard these in­
fluences ? Are they the large and widely 
scattered drops which precede the teeming 
shower ? There ia not a little, we believe, 
to nourish this hope. Turn whither we 
will the Church appears ia an attitude ol 
intense expectancy, and the thrilling ques 
tion which the author of the “ Tongue of 
Fire ” has asked and answered,—May we 
hope for a great revival ?—is uppermos 
in the hearts of tbe people of God. It is 
enough. God never disappoints the ardent 
longings, the earnest faith of his devoted 
children. It ia only when these grow weary 
in His service, and restrain prayer before 
Him that He suffers the cloud of His dis­
pleasure to hover above their dwelling- 
place, and permits the enemy to gain tbe 
advantage over them. But God's elect now 
cry day and night onto Him, and He wili 
assuredly bear and answer their prayers in 
such a visitatiou of our earth, as shall renew 
the anthem sung by the angelic choir at 
Bethlehem, and cause the vaults of heaven 
to resound with rejoicing.

Mr Arthur in bis pamphlet * draws atten­
tion to tbe fact that every one of the last 
three centuries was distinguished by a 
“ Great Revival,that is a revival, general 
and national, not confined by local limits, 
nor restricted within a narrow sphere. His 
remarks refer to England, but the examples 
which he adduces awaken recollections o! 
the Spirit’s influences over a more extend­
ed field. First, there was tbe Reformation. 
That gave indeed to England her Establish­
ed Church, largely purified from the cor­
ruptions of Rome : but England only shared 
in the vitalizing influences which renewed 
the vigour of religion on the continent ct 
Europe- Then came, iu the following cen­
tury, tbe great Puritan revival, which be­
queathed to England the noble band o 
evangelical dissenters, and conferred or. 
America in the Pilgrim Fathers the bless­
ing of pious and uncom promising Defenders 
of tbe Faith, the Raven of whose holy ex­
ample still works in that republic. Then 
the eighteenth century witnessed the preach­
ing of Wesley and Whiteiield, and the sav­
ing results by which God was pleased to at­
test their commission from Himself. The 
energy of that revival was unprecedented 
in England; and it could not be restrained 
by national boundaries. It aflec cd the 
wide, wide world. In the glowing ardor of 
modern missionary enterprise wc behold its 
ripening fruit. Wbat continent or country 
ol tbe globe has not reaped some advantage 
from it ?

Now more than one half of the nineteenth 
century has passed away, and we want to 
behold in its remaining years the rise and 
growth and power of a dispensation of tbe 
Spirit for which tbe great revivals of for­
mer centuries shall appear to have been only 
preparatory. We long to witness that sud­
den and simultaneous ingathering to the fold 
of Christ of which Joel pronounced the pre­
diction and the Day of Pentecost produced 
the pledge. Does not such an ontnouring of 
gracious influence appear exactly appro­
priate to the passing hour? Has not the 
world been wonderfully prepared to profit 
throughout its wide circumference for such 
a visitation? And is it not obviously re­
quired to stir up the univeral church to dis­
charge its glorious duty of disseminating the 
glad tidings of salvation, with apostolic zeal 
and rapidity, throughout the vast and popu­
lous regions of the earth, which in the past 
few years have been marvellously made 
ready to become tbe kingdoms of our God 
and of bis Christ, and now seen waiting to 
receive his law ? The glowing ardor of 
missionary enterprise of which wc have 
spoken, unparalleled, since the early history 
of the Church’s history, as we joyfully ac­
knowledge it to be, certainly needs to be 
divinely intensified before it can perform 
with the certainty and diffusiveness of action 
which ia imperative to the great work which 
is given it to do. We seem to ourselves to 
be active in the cause of our Redeemer, be­
cause the church in other ages has been so 
perfectly passive ; but when tbe Spirit of 
the Lord blows upon us, when our dead men 
shall live, when with united faith and com­
bined resources tbe armies of the living God 
•ball simultaneously press forward to over­
throw tbe strongholds of Satan, then shall 
we realize the sluggishness of which the

—by harmonizing all existing differences 
through tbe breath of his Spirit ? Then 
indeed would the church appear clad in her 
beautiful garments, then would she go forth 
as brightness, because tbe Lord would have 
risen upon her and his glory would be seen 
upon her. Nations would hasten to her 
light and kings to the brightness of her ris­
ing, coming like a cloud and as doves to their 
windows.

But while we would engender hope in 
an advent of the Spirit upon the universal 
church, it is not our intention by thus ex­
tending the vision of good things to come to 
draw off the attention of our readers from 
the spiritual necessities of their own neigh 
bourboods. We rather seek to impress 
these upon them, and to enjoin the duty of 
earnest and incessant prayer that theirs 
may be among the earliest portions of 
Christ’s vineyard to receive the refreshing 
showers of his reviving grace. Let faith in 
the promises of God, which are sure, and a 
feeling of devout, nnfaitering.’expectation be 
sought until they shall become prevalent in 
every locality, and God, even our own God 
will bless us, and that right early.

We have once or twice referred to the 
zeal-enkindling pamphlet of Mr. Arthur.— 
His closing paragraph intended to warn 
against the mingling of human folly with 
the operations of the Divine Spirit will 
serve to give a forcible conclusion to our 
feeble essay:

“ Let us,” he urges “ form no plans, set 
our eye on no particular preacher, and sbun 
everything like ,-uj effort to get up a revival. 
Let those who have been known as revival­
ists lake care that they do not thrust them­
selves into view, that they show thyr faith 
by quiet arid humble waiting upon God : 
and let those who have feared revivals open 
their hearts, and cry aloud, “ Work as thou 

ill, O Lord but work." Let our whole 
plan bo Union, Prayer, and Faith,—Union 
in which our sects shall scarcely be named, 
Prayer that rests not night or day, Faith 
that says, “ It is to be,” that will take no 
denial, and will count delay only as a call 
to renewed prayer. The sovereignty of God 
is never shown in setting aside an organic 
law' of the Mediatorial Kingdom ; our father 
will give the Holy Spirit to them that ask 
Him.” Heaven never cancelled, and will 
never disregard, this charter of praying 
churches. But all promises imply, and our 
Lord expressly teaches, that prayer must 
be importunate, must not faint with delay, 
or even positive discouragement. Day and 
night let ns look with longing heart and 
hopeful eye for the Great Revival of tbe 
nineteenth century. It tnay be to-day, it 
may be to-morrow, it may be a year hence ; 
it may come simultaneously in many points, 
or arise in one and slowly spread ; its first 
manifestai ton may be in a grind Cathedral 
with a mighty multitude, or in some pen 
room or barn ; it may be at first chiefily in 
Calvinistic or in Arminien Churches ; but 
let its time, form, and course be all left to 
Him who alone can work. Let us only be­
lieve, saying, “It wili be, it is to be." Let 
us only pray, “ pray always and not faint,” 
then, when, where, how He pleasetb, He 
wili pour a vial in tbe air, a vial not of 
judgment, but of repentance ; men will find 
themselves, they know not how, breathing a 
religious atmosphere, their consciences will 
awake with a cry, and they will tarn to 
the people, to the messengers of Christ, 
asking, ‘ What must I do to be saved?’ ”

It is evident, then, that education 
must join hands witH piety ere the masses 
of Newfoundland emerge from their present 
quiescence, or burst in sunder the bands of 
deadly error. May God hasten it in His 
time !

Letter from Newfoundland.
Newfoundland has long held the reputa­

tion of possessing a healthful climate,—an 
honour which it richly merits,—especially 
(rom all who have benefited by it. The pre­
sent winter, however, might well seem to 
militate against the truthfulness of the 
statement ; the weather having frequently 
passed through every conceivable mode of 
change (the beautiful excepted,) in a brief 
period of tune. Indeed the Storm-King 
would secm to have entered upon his duties 
with an express determination to confound 
the premature congratulations of certain par­
ties who had begun to hope that he had for­
ever betaken himself to other lands. To­
day he brings us ice and foam from tbe 
north ! to morrow he makes it his business 
to transport it back again with a vengeance.
Now the keen breeze steals through each 
crevice, wrapping its tenacious folds around 
every object, and filling each living thing 
with new action ! and in a lew hours the 
dull south wind sighs again in warm and 
sullen gusts. The wildest freaks of Nova 
Scotia's winter are but shadows compared 
with this.

A retrospective glance at the advance­
ment of pure religion, and tbe diffusion of 
general Christian knowledge in this colony 
during the past year, cannot fail to call forth 
deep thanksgivings.

Education in Nova Scotia.
From tbe Sun.

REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OP EDUCA­
TION,

(The Reporter regrets that want of time 
and space prevents his giving a full abstract 
of this valuable Report. The following 
brief notice of its contents will be found, 
however, to contain much interesting and 
useful information.)

There are appended to this Report 
voluminous tables,- shewing the number of 
Provincial Schools and Districts in the Pro­
vince, support of Schools, ice.,—number, 
age, and sex of scholars,—duration oi 
schools, sex of teachers, character of school 
bouses, and abstract of grammar school re­
turns,—but the Superintendent regrets that 
these tables are only to be regarded as an 
approximation to tbe truth. He considers 
that it will be necessary to appoint a staff of 
paid agent» to collect these statistics, before 
an accurate and reliable view can be given 
of the condition of Education in the Pro­
vince.

The Reverend Superintendent remarks 
that there is some improvement in the state 
of Education throughont the Province since 
the last year,—that the number of schools 
has considerably increased, that the differ­
ence between the number of schools taught 
in summer and winter has diminished, and 
that, although the public money expended is 
somewhat smaller than that of last year, the 
amount raised by the people is larger, by a 
few hundreds. He also states that the Ap­
paratus and equipments, as well as the 
whole style and character of tbe education 
imparted both iu the Common and Grammar 
Schools, seem decidedly on tbe advance.

The Superintendent forcibly depicts the 
evils arising from irregular attendance of 
the scholars at the Public Schools,—many 
of the schools being closed for months. Hu 
also states that there are sow upwards of 
100 Normal trained teachers engaged in the 
duties of their vocation throughout the Pro­
vince, and that he cann t supply half the 
demand for such teachers. Dr. Forrester 
also comments on the great diversity of al­
lowance from the Provincial funds to the 
different teachers. It appears that, gener­
ally, :he teachers in tbe more thickly set­
tled districts, where the schools are the 
largest, receive the least public money.

normal and %odel schools.

Tbe number of pupils in attendance at 
these Institutions is still on the increase.— 
During the winter of 1857 and 1858 there 
were in attendance 61 pupil teachers and 3 
paying pupils. Of these, at the end of the 
term, 8 received first class certificates, and 
33 were awarded second class certificates, 
and 8 obtained scholarships. Last sutnme 
session there were in attendance 46 pupil 
teachers, 4 paying pupils, and 1 agricul­
tural. Of these, I received a Grammar 
school diplomacy, 19 obtained first class, and 
11 sec rind class certificates.

The learned Doctor earnestly contends for 
a renewal of the grant of £100, formerly 
appropriated by tbe Province lor scholar­
ships at the Normal School. He states that 
there is no Normal School with the same 
equipment and staff of officers, either on 
this or the old continent, supported at the 
same moderate rate. He also observes that 
at tbe Training School in New Brunswick, 
tbe sum of 6s. per week is granted to every 
pupil in attendance, and there is no Normal 
School, either on this or tbe other side of the 
Atlantic, (except that in Nova Scotia) that 
does not support either in whole or in part, 
the students in attendance. Nothing of the 
kind is done at the Normal School at Truro. 
The Superintendent observes that surely 
£100 a year given, not in a elemoaynary 
way, but as a reward of diligence and suc­
cess in the prosecution of their studies, is a 
com; arati rely small sum to appropriate to 
such an object.

He further states that there is now a 
larger attendance at the School than on any 
former occasion, there being enrolled 73 
pupil teachers and 1 paying pupil.

He also observes that the attendance at 
the Model Schools is considerably increased 
since tbe date of bis last report. The 
average number ol attendance during tbe 
past year having been 168.

EXPERIMENTAL GARDEN WITH FARM,

The Superintendent states that the soil of 
tbe experimental garden and farm at the 
Normal Institution is thoroughly exhausted, 
and that, before it is capable of answering 
tbe end intended, it must pass through a 
process of cultivation, both mechanical and 
chemical, for which purpose between £300 
and £400 will be required in consecutive 
yearly grants of £150.

TABULAR STATEMENTS.

It appears from the tables annexed to the 
report, that there are throughout the Pro­
vince receiving Provincial aid 1,123,— 
schools educating 34,053,—pupils at an 
average cost to the Province of 4s. per 
pupil, and to the people 9». 8}d. The 
average salary of each teacher is £38 lCs.
1 Id,—and the average duration of schools 
9 j months. There appears to be a great 
difference in tbe amount paid to tbe teachers 
in different districts both by tbe people and 
by the Province. In Chester the education 
of each pupil costs the people 6s., and the 
Province 4s. While in Annapolis East each 
pupil educated costs the people 13s. 5)1 and 
1 “ ..............

are not in favor of the Law. This right ahould 
not be denied. Such a law is needed. The Li­
cense Law is very stringent ; in many Connues 
they have refused to grant Licenses. I thick 
th nk 'bis Law would allow those who really 
need Alcoholic L quors to obtain it without vin 
fating the Statute law or bringing reproach on 
the temperance cause. '

A call ol the House was had.
Ibe Piov Secretary mid bis views had been 

placed on record on mere than one occasion. At 
one time, believing that the Legislature should 
do all in their power tor the suppression of in­
temperance, and that the Prohihtory Lew would 
be beneficial, he g*«e it hit rapport Finding, 
however, that no evideaoe ot, or desire an the 
part of the people generally, for the pa—g* of 
such a law existed, and that the result of the ex­
periment in New Brunswick had proved unfa­
vorable, after mature reflection, he came to the 
conclusion that it it passed it would only remain 
a dead letter on the Statute Book.

between New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.—A 
bill was submitted to enable the Rectors, War­
dens, and Vestries of the Church of England, 
to sell their lands, and invest the proceeds in 
other securities.—Progress was reported on Mr. 
Kerr's bill for the eettlemeot of the poor—a 
very important measure, which deserves to be 
carefully conskkred.

The report of the Commissioners on the re­
moval of the soot of Government was read.— 
They state that suitable buildings can be erected 
in this city lor from £25,000 to £30.000 ; 
suitable groand can be obtained lor tram £4000 
to £10 000 ; suitable houses tor Govenffceat tor 
from £10,000 to £12,000 ; land for rame from 
£2000 to £5000 : additional tor excavations, 
including additional furniture for Legislature, 
Sec,, £10,000. For newly furnishing Govern­
or's house and removing public office*, &c., 
from £3000 to £4000 ; against this to be placed 
the value of furniture, fonda, buildings, Ac., 
Fredericton.

The Custom House buildings is offered for 
£20 000, necessary alterations, Ac, to coat

ings tor ten years at £500. The Commission­
ers intimate a possibility of land being given for 
the erection in 8t.

A free colored man, named Caesar, or, as be 
u more Ismtliarly called, “ Pa Ce-ar," died 

near Covington, Louisiana, on tbe 8 h ol Febru­
ary, at the advanced age of one hundred and 
thirty eight years. Ceiar, according to bis own 
account, was an Alrican by birth, and wa> 
brought to Louisiana, then a Spanish province, 
when he was about fifteen years of age ; has re­
sided in Ihe vicinity ol Covington for more than 
fifty years, and till within a lew months of bis 
decease bad retained possession ot bis physical 
and mental faculties, engaging in conversation, 
in tbe French language, wiih any one who chose 
to visit him. He baa frequently spoken of hav­
ing been present at tbe laying ol the foundation 
ot tbe old Cathedral in New Orleans, besides 
other incident» connected with the early history 
of that city. As a manifestation of respect for 
the memory of tbe deceased, his remains were 
attended to the grave by s number of the citizens 
of Covington, besides » vast assemblage ol ibe 
colored population, who have ever regarded Old 
Carsar with religious vénération as the patriarch 
of their race and color.—mmsfern Adoocate.

The United State* Navt.—According to 
a document recently submil e.l to the Senate, we 
not only have fewer guns afloat, in proportion to 
our comm .rcial tonnage, than we bad a quarter 
of a century ago, bit our navy, in sbi|w and 
puna, ie weaker in comparison w tb that of Gr-at 
Britain, that it was at tbe close cf the war of 
1812. In 1857 our entire navy afloat comprised 
twenty-nine vessels, carrying six hundred and 
twenty-eight guns, and these were scattered all 
over the globe; while at the same time Great 
Britain had shoot our owu coast, tbiitv-tour ves­
sels, carrying seven hundred and ninety-tour 
gun*.—American Traveller.

FLIGHT OF SOULOUqCE.
By arrivals from Uayti on Saturday, we learn 

that Soolocque bad been defeated by Gen. Gtlf 
raid, who entered tbe capital on tbe 13ib ultimo, 
without resistance or bloodshed. A# soon as be 
entered, the city was illuminated ; and be was 
taken in triumph to ihe Exchange House, where 
he harangued the people ; and a day of general 
thanksgiving was appointed. The next day 
General Geflrard was solemnly proclaimed Pre­
sident of the Republic of liayii, aud General 
Soulouque condemned. Tbe greater pait of the 
country has quie ly submitted to the new Presi 
dent, while Soulouque, the late Empeior. who 
sought protection on the British steamer Mel­
bourne, is now in that vessel in tbe port of 
Kingston. The people of Hayti appear pleased 
with the change of Government.

Tbe New York Evening Post gives tbe follow­
ing interesting sketch of Soolonque :—

Soulouque was the lorerunnet (not the model) 
of Louis Napoleon in Ibe imperial experiment.
He was chosen President ot the Republic, ot 
Hayti in J847, as Louis Napoleon was obomn 
President ol tbe French Republic, in ibe year 
18a8. In tbe latter part ol 1819 be nsuiped 
the imperial power, and declared bimsell Empe­
ror, under the name of Fsus'in I., as Louis Ns- 
prison usurped the imperial power in 1851, and 
declared himself tbe Emperor Napoleon III — 
He created a court of dusky nobles, to whom he 
gave high-founding titles and names ; and Louis 
Napoleon created a court of generals and mur 
shale, under various titles of nobility. But tbe 
parallel stops there—lor tbe present. Soulouque 
baa fled, the Republic returns, and we await tbe 
future.

Soulouque, who now seeks and finds protec 
lion under tbe British flag, was born a slave and 
belonged to a French planter. Joining tbe army 
at tbe lime of Ibe negio insurrections, near the 
end ol tbe lut century, be gradually rose, nntil 
Ibe tide of fortune made him President ol Ilayti 
in 1847. Two years’ presidency bad scarcely

; up and doing, and tbe names of the men of both 
parlies have been emblazoned in their respective 
organs.

two alternately dominant parties in Nova Scotia 
having been removed and an entirely new plat­
form erected it is altogether impossible to form 
an opinion as to what character tbe coming con­
test may assume, and not a few ct the constitu­
encies are halting as to the courra to be panned. 
Many of the letter are as usual looking anxiously 
to Ihe Capital to see what prelnnioary steps will 
be taken in Ibis City, preparatory to the general 
election in 1859. Both Conservatives and 
Liberals express themselves, through their 
organs, quite confidently with reference to the 
result ; and each parly foots up its majority in the 
oast House of Assembly in figures tar beyond any 
former precedent in the political annals of Nova 
Scotia Looking at the past, with a vivid recol­
lection of former struggles for supremacy in the 
council» of this country, there cannot be a doubt 
that the Conservative prrty is considerably tbe 
stronger of the two, provided the Catholics held 
a tool from tbe contest. It remains to be seen 
whether in the present position of parties in this 
Prosince, tbe attempt to divide tbe Conserva 
live*, thus securing tbe support of a portion ol 
them to tbe present Opposition at the ensuing 
general election, is clumsy or clever policy.— 
Time alone can solve the problem. It is an ex­
ceedingly interesting question, and the constitu­
tional solving of it at the hustings will command 
the united attention of all British North America

The African Coast.
A writer on board the U. S. flrg-ahip 

Cumberland, in e letter from Porto Prsya, 
to the Beaton Conner, gists an interesting 
description of Benguels and the country ad­
jacent. Bengoels is the capita! of the Por­
tuguese prortnee of the same name, and 
contains about 2000 inhibitioti, of whom 
about 100 sre whites, or Vif mixed blood, 
and tbe rest pure blacks.

The country abounds in game, snd the 
riser ewerme with crocodiles and bippopolo- 
mt, while twenty miles in the interior, lions, 
l gers and elephants are to be found. Dur­
ing the slay ol tbe Cumberland st Bengoela, 
s party of nausea from the interior srrised, 
laden with elephants’ tusks and gum copal 
They sre described ae being tall and erect, 
and some of them good-look mg, and of 
graceful carriage; but they were #11 miser­
ably dirty an* toiacwed, end nearly—some 
of them quite—without clothing. They ex­
changed their ivory and gum with the Por­
tuguese for cosrse cotton cloth, some old 
condemned Gosetomeni muskets, coarse­
grained powder, snd a few bottles of rum— 
the Portuguese getting the best of tbe bar­
gain; and they were sgeio fleeced by the 
women of nearly all they obtained, ease the 
rum, which they took good care to dunk at 
once. The writer describes a native vllags 
which he visited, where there was snob 
dancing, jumping and shouting among tbe

The Lost American Race.
An exchange quote» llie following from 

a recent lecture by Dr. De Haas, of Vir­
gin.», as throwing light on tbe ancient in- 
lianitiints of this continent :

It is estimated that there are 100 000 
tumuli within foe United States. Their 
shape is very raned, and they sre smaller 
and more numerous in foe Norih fosri in 
foe South. Their situation indicates that 
they were built by an agricultural people; 
indeed, they are generally more numerous 
in itiose pontons ol ihe Mississippi Valley 
which are now mon numerously settled. 
In the lake region of Wisconsin there sre 
some which sre in the form of animals 
Most ol these mounds sre piece ol sepulture, 
and with the skeletons are sometimes found 
brais implements, and even pieces of cloth. 
Some mounds in the South and West have 
been and are being built hy ihe Indians, 
but they aru different from foe ancient 
mounds til every respect. The ancient 
tumuli are never found on the firet terrace 
o! foe rivers, which Dr. De Haas supposes 
to prove that they were built before Ihe 
rivers had cut their present channels He 
•livides them into mounds, of sepulture, of 
sjciifie-, ut worship, of observation aud of 
defenie, beside miscellaneous. The mounds 
of sepulture rarely contain more than two 
skeleton,, and are -quite or ellipsoid. Tbe 
mound at Grave Creek, Marshall county, 
Va., u unique it is 70 feet high, by 800 
to circumference, st.d covered wi h forest 
trees, h was opened in 1~38, and m the 
center were found a male snd female skele­
ton, in a small chamber constructed ol 
wood and stone, with a passage out toward 
the northeast. On one of the skeletons 
were four copper bracelets; and a small 
stone pebble containing the intciption 
which had excited so much attention, was 
lying near by. lie drew a comparison be­
tween the tumuli raised by all the ancient 
inhabitants of the Eastern Continent and 
hose of this; he finds nearly every variety
