From thia 
laat circumatanoe, it will be an inevitable raault 
that certain persona find themselves surpassed, 
beaten, thwarted, and that they foal pain in oon- 
aequenee. It ia one of the aad consequences of 
the fall, irremediable aave by a revsraal of that 
fall, but, like other aueh aueh painful phenomena, 
itaelf of remedial tendency in the body politic, 
that every man who rise» in any profesaion muat 
tread a path more Or leaa bedewed with the tear» 
of these he paaaea on hi» aaoant. The incom­
petent or indolent aoldier take» commanda from 
hie able and active comrade who has left the 
rank» ; the able and indefatigable physician ab­
sorba the practice of tbe dullard or empiric ; 
the lawyer, whoae logic ia aa a Damascus sabre, 
and who wield» it like an Arab arm, condemn» 
hia heavy-eyed or careless brother to starve.

The blessed fruit which Methodism baa pro­

duced to the praise of God, during the paat cen­
tury, ia touchingly preaented in the following 
addreae delivered b, Rev. Dr. Bewail, at a Cen­
tenary Meeting recently held at New York

Tbe Rev. Thomsa Bewail, D. D., late of Balti­
more, and now pastor of Pacific-etreet church, 
Brooklyn, waa introduced. After aome prelim­
inary observation», he eaid: 11 When the patri­
arch Jacob came, after hia long exile from home,

This ehowe how necessary it is that men 
should in due time so set their house in order, 
that all their pious intentions mey be clearly un­
derstood, and fully carried out after their re 
moval to a better world. During his last illness 
he ever spoke ofhia prospects becoming bright­
er as he came nearer to hie heavenly home ; and 
shortly before he died he observed that the gee 
light was getting dim, but hie prospect of glory 
brighter.

Irish Methodism Represented-
In several of our United States exchanges 

we have accounts of enthusiastic gatherings in 
connection with the celebration of the Centenary 
of Methodism in America. At a large meeting 
of this kind held in the Cooper Institute, New 
York, a most remarkable demonstration wu 
given of Christian liberality. The address de­
livered, judging from the report furnished by 
The Methodist, were entirely appropriate to the 
occuion, and must have thrilled the hearts of 
die multitudes who were there convened for the 
purpose of reviewing what God had been accom­
plishing through the agency of Methodism during 
the put century. At the close of the speeches, 
halt an hour was devoted to receiving Centenary 
offerings, and in that short period no less than 
six hundred thousand dollars were contributed u 
a noble and generous contribution in acknow­
ledgment of the goodness of God toward this 
branch of His Church.

On our first page will be found a speech made 
at that meeting by the Rev. Dr. Sewall, upon 
which, we have no doubt, many ot our readers 
will ponder with very great pleuure, and with 
devout thankfulness to the Author of all grace 
and goodness.

We wish to present also an address delivered 
by Wm. McArthur, Esq, formerly ot London­
derry, North of Ireland, but more recently oi 
London, and who is now in the United States u 
one of the representatives of Irish Methodism 
to the Methodist Episcopal Church on this Cen­
tenary celebration. It wu every way suitable, 
and expressive of true generosity and Christian 
obligation, that on this Jubilee-occuion Method­
ism in the United States should liberally re­
member that part of the Methodist family to 
which she is indebted for her origin, and whence 
alsojhundrcds have come every year to strength­
en and extend Methodism in the New World.

In no part ot her widely extended operations 
has Methodism made more self-sacrificing efforts, 
or achieved more signal triumphs, than in Ire­
land ; and yet by a continued flow oi emigration 
our Church in that country hubeen so depleted 
year by year that her history has been an unin­
terrupted scene of struggle. But this unceasing 
occuion of loss toher.hu been gain of the rich­
est kind to Methodism on this Continent, and 
well is this presented in the address oi Mr. 
McArthur which we copy :—

THE CLAIMS OE IRISH METHODISM.

His subject wu Ireland. Although be was 
not now connected with the Methodist Church 
in Ireland, yet he was born in Ireland, and for 
many years ot his life restded there s and be 
felt such a deep, and intense interest for bis 
native lend and for the Methodist Church in 
Ireland, that he would put btmaelf to even more 
inconvenience than he had done, if he could 
render her any service. There a u not a church 
in the world that had done such service for the 
cause of Christ, in proportion to its numbers, u 
the Methodist Church in Ireland. It bad been 
its peculiar fate to be the instrument of the con­
version of hundreds and thousands who, after 
they had been converted and brought to a know­
ledge of the truth, went into distant lands. The 
Irish Church was a fruitful vine—it had brought 
forth maay clusters of ripe finit, but it had not 
been given to that Church to partake of the 
fruit, for others had enjoyed it. He thanked 
God, however, that Methodism still lived in 
Ireland in all iu power and vitality, and, though 
with diminished numbers, it is exercising a 
most blessed influence upon that dark land. He 
rejoiced that the American Church placed Irish

He thanked God that 
they had not been lost to the Chili ch, for Amert 
ca derived the benefit of this imig ration, and bo 
rejoiced to know that they were assisting Ameri­
can Methodists in the great work in woicb they 
were engaged. The city of New York contains 
three times as msny Irish Methodists as were to 
be found in the city of Dublin. There were in 
the ministerial tanks of the American Church 
about three hundred preachers who had more or 
less been connected with Irish Methodism.
MUST IRISH METHODISM ABANDON ITS FIELD ?

But what was the Irish Methodist Church to do 
under there circumstances ? Some said, ‘ Re­
trench : you are losing your members ; dimmuh 
vour agencies.” This counsel was not the advice 
of a friend. They could not diminish their 
ageoeiee, for, as be said, Methodists were scat­
tered everywhere over the country, and small 
societies here and there could not be given over

Methodism as one of the objects to be supported 
in the Centenary celebration. Ireland at pre­
nne contains six millions of inhabitants, of 
whom one and a half millions are Roman Cath­
olics and one end a half ue Protestants, who 
principally reside in the north. The proportion 
of the population in the four province* of Ire­
land is this : in Ulster there it fifty per cent, of 
Roman Catholics, in Leinster eighty-five, in 
Munster ninety-three, and in Connaught ninety- 
four per cent

The Presbytériens chiefly reside in the north 
of Ireland, while the Methodist* were scattered 
everywhere abroad. The Episcopalian Church 
was endowed ; it was supported by the state ; 
the landlords pai/1 the clergy, and therefore that 
denomination was not much affected by emigra­
tion. The Presbyterians were also in a certain 
sense endowed, for in any village or town where 
a Church was formed and a subscription amount­
ing in American currency to one hundred aud 
seventy-five dollus, the government gave a aup-

Slementary grant of three hundred and aeventy- 
ve dollars. The Presbyterians had been oblig­

ed to confine themselves principally to the luger 
towns. The Roman Catholics were not endow­
ed, but the government gave to the College of 
Maynootb, where priests were manufactured for 
the world, thirty thousand pounds a year. The 
position of the Methodist Church bed been 
each that every yeu it lost by emigration, until 
it had actually lost one third of its membership. 
He took for illustration a case representing 
many that were occuring in all parti of the 
country. Here waa a respectable fumer—for 
it ihould be remembered that the class of 
Methodist* who emigrated from Ireland were 
not the çlaia that crowded our decks and infest­
ed our cities, but e most respectable, intelligent, 
end well-to-do class—living in a remote part of 
the country in the midst of a sparse Protestent 
population. He has been brought to God 
through the instrumentality of the Methodist 
ministry ; his house becomes the centre of use. 
fulness g he is the leader of the class ; hie dwel­
ling U a home for the Methodist preacher when 
he oomee once a fortnight to preach the Gospel 
to the inhabitants ot that neighborhood. But 
that man, converted to God, hat habita of in­
dustry and economy, and btermee desirous of 
bettering hit circumstance”, and be believes he 
will do so by going to America ; and acting on 
this impulse, which is t very proper one, he emi­
grates. But oh ! what a blank it there ! As 
the keystone taken from the arch causeth it to 
fall, ao it occurs very often that the removal of 
such a man deelto) s the work of God in that 
place ; it becomes sickly, end by and by, per­
haps it dies out Thus was it that the Irish 
Methodist Church lost hundreds of members 
throughout the country, end these represent a 
much luger number of people. There were 
three hundred members on the Londonderry 
circuit where he (the speaker) resided, when the 
Rev. Mr. Scott was there. A gracious revival 
occurred, and a number added to the Church,

for Methodism hsd achieved its highest victories, 
received its greatest honors, and obtained iu 
mofet illustrious men from som of those rural 
districts. When Biehop Simpson waa over M 
Ireland, a few years ago, be (Mr. McArthur) 
took him to the neighborhood of Coleraine t 
place which was dear to him. (the speaker), where 
he got one of the beat wives that a man ever got 
in the world—tod pointed out to the Biecon he 
little hovel where Dr. Adam Clarke heard the 
Word of life, and the spot where he was Con­
verted. He was the frqit of cottage preaching 
in the rural districts, and that great man never 
would have been raised up to the Church of 
Chris; if one of the missionaries had not found 
his way into that cabin. . ,

Perhaps some ot the audience remembered 
Edward Hazelton—a devotedly pious man—a 
man who carried about with him the perpetual 
doxology of a countenance beaming with love 
to God and man. He found his way into the 
wild of the county Donegal and preached to the 
people that they mutt know their nos forgiven, 
and that they must have this blessing to prepare 
them for heaven. Ever one wee astonished, and 
the strange preacher became the subject of con­
versation alt around. But the Word reached 
the heart of one young man. He sought for 
end obtained the blessing of pardon, and by and 
by became the leader of a class and a local 
preacher. He cultivated his mind, and got on 
from rDe step to another until he procured a 
eituation in Pettigo, a village in the neighbor­
hood, wLere he wee appointed to teach school, 
but the rector of the parish, on finding that he 
wu a Methodist, sent him about hia business. 
The lad went to America, and is now the Rev. 
Cbarlee Elliott, D.D., a man who has contributed 
more than any other to the controversy on the 
Roman Catholic Church question. The district 
of Rahsmelton—a very wild country, where there 
were a few scattered Methodists—gave-to the 
Methodist Church iu Canada the Rev. Matthew 
Richey, D.D.* and to the Irish Church the Rev. 
John Greer.

He (the speaker) would like to see a volume 
written, showing how Methodism had rescued 
talent of the very highest order, where it was 
buried and never would have appeared, unless, 
in the langusge of en eloquent English writer, 
Methodism bad “ gone into the mine, from 
whence, we are told, nothing good could be ex­
tracted, and brought up immortal gems, flashing 
with the light of intellect, and adorned with the 
huea of every Christian grace.” In a remote 
district in Connaught, Where there were only 
■even Protestants to every ninety-three Roman 
Catholics, a Methodist missionary found his way 
to a little cabin. He preached tne Word of life 
to a very small congregation ; but in that assem­
blage was a lad who had never known anything 
of Methodism before, and was induced to go to 
bear the preacher. The Word reached hia heart. 
He became deeply convinced of sin, and in the 
agony of his soul sought for pardon. One day 
while be wu pleiding with God the Lord lifted 
upon him the light of hie countenance. That 
young man knew nothing of Methodist phraseo­
logy, and waa ignorant of the lyrics of Charles 
Wesley, but he had read the British poets and 
revelled in the luxury of reading Moore’s Lalla 
Bookh ; and when God «poke peace to hia soul 
he got up on his feet and exclaimed : “ Oh, if 
there be an elysium on earth, it is this—it is this!” 
That young man, although very young, and 
dreased in a little round jacket, commenced to 
preach, was sent to an institution in England, 
went out aa a missionary to India, returned again 
filled important positions in England, and that 
lad_the fruit of Methodist missions in the weal
of Ireland—is now the Rev. William Arthur,
President of the British Wesleyan Conference.

In the year 1855, when the Irish Methodist 
Church hsd lost one-third of iu membership, a 
meeting was held in the town of Belfast. It 
was then the day of small things, and great de­
pression existed ; but Csrey’s motto was adopted
_•< Attempt great things for God and expect
great things.” At that meeting a plan was de­
mised for the increase of Methodist agency in 
Irelsnd, and hi* friend, Rev. Dr. Scott, a devoted 
twit zealous servant of the Connexion, who, if 
he did not originate, had promoted the move­
ment from the beginning—Dr. Scott urged the 
people to do something more than they had 
done for the propagation of Methodism, and he 
(the speaker) would never forget the effect pro­
duced when one speaker recited with deep emo­
tion a verse of one of our hymns :

“ o, ye of fearful hearts be strong ;
Your downcast eyes and hands lif: up,

Ye shall not be forgotten long—
Hope to the end—in Jesus hope.

Tell Him ye wait his grace to prove,
And cannot fail, if God is love.”

It was felt then that there was hope for Irish 
Methodism, and at that meeting cot less than 
£8000 was collected, which was subsequently 
increased to £13,000. It was then suggested 
that American Methodists would help Ireland, 
for the Irish Methodist Church had not only 
been instrumental in sending Philip Embury to 
these shores, but was constantly giving, from

Îear to year, thousands of her best members, 
t was remembered that the Presbyterians who 

visited America brought back £10,000, and the 
Irish Methodists accordingly sent over Rev. 
Messrs. Arthur and Scott, who met with a very 
warm reception. It was suggested that they 
should get *100,000. They received $48,000, 
and that sum added to the money they had col­
lected, gave the first impulse to the movement 
in Ireland, and enabled them to plant fifty 
additional schools, add ten men to the ministry, 
and increase and strengthen their whole agency 
in the country. But a college was grestly 
needed. They had no large educational estab­
lishment to send their children and young men 
to, and the consequence was that they had been 
taken from the Methodist Church, year after 
year, until other Churches got the flower of the 
youth. They proved their loyalty to other 
Churches, by leaving the Methodist denomin­
ation ; and some ot the keenest darts that were 
thrown at that Church came from those who 
were brought up in the Methodist communion. 
The Irish Methodist Church was endeavoring to 
erect this college, and had already obtained the 
sum of *85,000, but it would require that amount 
to build it, and unless it were endowed with 
*200,000, instead of being a strength to Meth­
odism it would become a positive source of 
weakness. This endowment must be had, and, 
therefore, the Irish delegation came to Am­
erica at this time to ask their Methodist 
friends to assist them in this glorious work. 
It was the intention of the projectors of 
this movement to make it an institution unique 
in its character, combining a seminary and a 
college. Dr. McCoah, ot Belfast, no mean 
authority, said it would be the most perfect 
thing oi the kind in Europe. The student would 
be taken from the seminary to the collegiate de­
partment, and never left until he took his degree 
and was ready to enter upon the active duties 
of life. He trusted, with God’s blessing, that 
tha object would be accomplished, and he felt 
confident that American Methodists, would re­
spond to this 'appeal At a meeting held the 
other n ght the first subscription put down by an 
American Methodist was $500.

! HeA.^falls into the error often committed of 
including the Lower Provinces as a part of Canada.

The Work of a Century.
Other denomination» may find it not without 

advantage to themselves to ponder the autistic* 
of American Methodism at the close of its first 
century. The success of the goeptl should 
diffuse a common joy through ell Christian 
hearts, even when the triumph» are achieved 
under a banner not distinctively their own. 
For ourselves, we aie wedded to Old School 
Presbyterianism ; and the church of our birth 
is also the church of our choice and our atrongeit 
attachment. But the Presbyterian would be 
unworthy of the name, who would not rejoice 
that souls were born in the everlasting kingdom 
of bis Lord end Ssviour, because they ranged 
themselves under another phalanx of the same 
sacramental boat.

We gather, from the statements in our Metho 
diet exchanges, that the first congregation of five 
perrons, in Philip Embury’s private parlor, in 
1776, bas grown into an attendance of 8,000,000; 
the first two classes of 1776, of six or teven mem­
bers each, are now represented by two millions 
of communicants, amounting indeed to nearly 
one-half the entire Protestant Church member 
ship of our whole republic, and to about one- 
tenth the Protestantism of the world itself. 
In lest than thirty years after the death of Wes­
ley, American Methodism had advanced to the 
front, with a large preponderance over the 
Methodism of England and all it* dipendenc'ei.

The first three local preachers, of 1776, have 
now fifteen thousand successors, and the first 
two itinerants of 1779, have now fourteen 
thousand followers. The first educational insti­
tution, of 1787, has evenuated in nearly two 
hundred colleges and academies, with thirty- 
two thousand pupils. The first Sabbsth-Schocl, 
commenced by Asbury, in 1786, and said to be 
the first in America, has been followed by at 
least twenty thousand schools, two hundred 
thousand teachers, and over one and a half 
million scholars.

The first church edifice, the old John ttreat 
(N. Y.) chapel, of 1768, has increased to at least 
twenty thousand churches—an average for the 
century of more than four new churches every 
week. But if we remember that many of these 
have been re-built, a large number of them 
twice renewed, the erection of Methodist 
churches in the United States cannot have aver­
aged leu than one per day, ever since the first 
of this great series was dedicated to the service 
of Almighty God, October 30th, 1768. If it be 
so often repeated, as indicative of the greatness 
of the British Empire, that the sun never sets 
on its wide domain—let it be Dated, as an index 
of the amazing growth of American Methodism, 
thst upon the average of nearly a hundred years, 
the sun, between each rising and setting, baa 
gilded with its rays a new temple railed for the 
worship of Jehovah.

But our limited space forbids us pursuing 
further these statistic» of a single denomination, 
•o full of interest to all. We can but allude to 
its first periodical, of 1818, represented now by 
30, with the largest circulation cf any religious 
journals, its Sabbath-school papers alone isauiog 
three hundred thousand monthly ; te its first 
feeble press, succeeded now by a quaitsr of a 
hundred cylinder and power presses in constant 
operation, issuing more than three thousand 
volumes per day; to its single agent, keeping 
all the accounts, packing all the books himself, 
and preaching besides, succeeded now by four 
agents, twelve editors, and five hundred clerks 
and operatives. We can but refer to its mis­
sionary operations, of comparatively recent date, 
its missionary Society, organized in 1819, col­
lecting the first year S 823 and sending out its 
first foreign missionary in 1832, reporting now 
nearly twelve hundred laborers foreign and do- 
mestic, more than one hundred and five thou­
sand communicants, and contributions amount­
ing the past year to $643,000, and which will 
thia year reach a million.

We heartily unite with our Methodist breth­
ren in exclaiming “ What hath God wrought !’" 
At the same time we would commend to the 
members of our own church a thoughtful con­
sideration of the statistics, that when we see 
the blessing which God has been pleased to 
vouchsafe to diligence and earnestneaa in his 
cause, our own zeal may be quickened, our own 
faith Meouraged, our own energies stimulated 
to a greeter activity and our whole souls conse­
crated1'with renewed devotion to the Master’s 
service.—Presbyterian Banner. 1

It was this hobby that fired the souls 
of the early d’sciplcs, enabled themjto go “ every­
where preaching the word,” spreading light, life 
and salvation ; causing idolatry, will worship 
and superstition to flee apace, and Satan to fall 
as lightning.

It was this same hobby that made Peter 
James and John what they were—firebrands, 
lighthouses, cities on hills, sons of thunder. It

__________ enabled them to suffer meekly, are
patiently, submissively, the most horrid end crue 
torturings, mocklngs and scourging!, of bonds 
and imprisonments. They were stoned, sawn 
asunder, tempted, slain with the sword, i ey 
wandered in deserts, in mountains, in dens and 
caves of the earth. AIT these, and still more, 
obtained a good report, witnessed for Jetas, to 
this lull salvation—“.holiness to the Lord. 
Blessed hobby !

It was this same hobby that fired the souls of 
the early Moravians, led them to visit the frozen 
regions and snatch by thousands from the fires 
0f hell the meet sottish and degraded of human 
beings. It was this same hobby that gave Wes­
ley, Fletcher, Bramwell, Carvosso, and many 
other contemporaries, such mighty power with 
God, in turning and overturning, in putting the 
armies of the aliens to flight. Wherever this 
holiness was professed, enjoyed, published and 
lived out, there the cause of God, in the salva­
tion of souls, prevailed mightily !

It is this same hobby that gives life, energy, 
soul, power, success, to all God’s most faithful 
active laborers now in the field. A holy sancti­
fied church is a soul-saving Church. It is this 
same blessed hobby of holiness that will keep 
young disciples from backsliding, of returning to 
the beggarly elements, from denying the Lord 
that bought I hem, and keep them in the path of 
dutyvshining brighter and brighter unto the 
perfect day

Nothing short of this hobby—holiness to the 
Lord—will save a perishing world, remove the 
stumbling blocks. It is a holy ministry, a sancti­
fied priesthood, a holy church, “ without a spot 
or wrinkle," we want—must have.

Hear the prophet : " In that day there shall 
be upon the belle of the boreee, HOLINESS 
TO THE LORD ; and the pots in the Lord’s 
house shall be like the bowls before the altar.
Yea, every pot in Jerusalem and in Judea shall 
be holiness unto the Lord of hosts ; and ail they 
that sacrifice shell come and take of them, and 
seethe therein, end in that day there shall be no 
more the Cananite in the house of the Lord of 
hosts.”—Zech.

Wesley’s Industry.
Nev«r air.ee the days of Paul, was a man more 

assiduous in labor than Wtsley. Not a day was 
given to repose, not an hour of unnecessary lei­
sure In his eighty-fifth year, he speaks of that 
day as a day of rest, in which he preached only 
twice. Before the latter years of his life, he 
usually journeyed on horse-back, and read poet­
ry, history, and philosophy as he rode, having 
no other time for such employments. “ Leisure 
and I,” he said, “ have taken leave of one ano­
ther. I propose to be busy as long as I live, if 
my health is so long indulged me,” and fortu­
nately he was always well. For seventy years 
be did not lose a night’s steep. He attended the 
Conference ; he directed tha pieachers ; he kept 
a steady eye on Scotland and Ireland, on the 
West Indies and America ; he founded schools, 
he inspected the circuits ; after bis eightieth 
year we hear of him in Holland, in Guernsey 
and Jersey, in Wales, in Scotland, in Ireland, 
and every considerable town in England ; he 
ystematixsd the rules of his order, and esta­
blished that discipline which shows his foresight, 
and energy, and wisdom ; he purchased ground 
and erected chapels ; he wrote sermons, and es­
says, tod tracts, treatises on Primitive Physio 
and on Theology, memoirs of good men, and 
notes on the New Testament, besides his nu­
merous letters and copious diary. Sixteen octa­
vo vols, of his works were pub isted some time 
after hia death. Always calm and cheerful curi­
ous and accurate he read new books, and looked 
upon novel and «range things to the very last 
with all the interest of youth.

Amid the complicated labors, the eolemn dra­
ma of that earnest, cheerful and laborious life 
drew to it* serene close. Already had one and 
another of his earliest and best friends lain down’ 
to hia eternal lest. Hia brother Charles, blessed 
to the very end of hia forescore years, ia the 
church and his family, had calmly and joyfully 
met the change whose last pangs he always 
dreaded. The saintly Fletcher too, had gone. 
Fourscore yeare found Wesley still active, tra­
velling four thousand mile» annually, preaching, 
writing, and directing the extended business of 
the society. Six yeirs more and le begad to 
feel that the machine was wearing out. He 
could not well preach more than twice a day.

He wrote in his 
cash account book with a tremulou» hand, “ For 
upwards of eighty-six years I have kept my ao- 
ciuntt exactly ; I will tot attempt it any longer, 
being satisfied with the continual conviction that 
I «ave all I can, and give all I can, that is ali I 
have. Thus closed the eccounta of one who, 

rer bring rich, gave away, during hit life, 
thirty thousands pounds ! « Time hat 
me by the hand," he said in the word» of hie 
father, “ end death is not for behind.” The 
•econd of March, 1791, came at last. Sixty-five 
year» of his ministry had passed away. The 
horologue had pealed out the eighty-eighth year 
of hie life, and the bends of the dial stood still 
forever.—Biblical Beijository.

The True Church
The proper functions of the Church of Christ,

The feet 
of God’s messengers must be in the garret and 
in the cellar, no less than in the abode of com­
petence and in the palace-home. Men must be 
sought out and words spoken, on Christ’s author­
ity, to Ihtir souls. Some will hear, and some 
will make a mockery of our earnestness ; but God 
cares for the harvest, and blesses the laborer. 
How glorious a record has our church organiza­
tion in the resjsect. Methodism in the past cen­
tury was pre-emnenily the church that sought 
after men’s souls ; and see bow wonderfully God 
has enlarged her borders, and is adding unto 
her all other things. The same spirit that sent 
Wesley and his teliow-laboureis into the streets 
and commons of England, kept our fathers in 
the ministry, on the trail ot the hunter as be pi­
oneered our population westward ; and the result 
U the same—muny souls have been saved for 
Christ, and the church is strong and influential.

This is the apostolic succession, this the divine 
church polity ; lor it has the seal of God's appro­
bation, and does net lack the confidence ot sib 
sick men. This is better then mere wealth, or 
honor, or culture, as it contains the germs of all 
earthly endowments. God does not tail to en­
rich such a church with'whatever it can advan­
tageously possess. The periods when the church 
became rich in all spiritual gifts, mark also the 
day» ot her earthly prosperity. The nations, in 
the prophetic vision, come bearing the worlds 
wealth to the church, when it is truly God’e ta­
bernacle among men.

It is the chiet desire of all our hearts and our 
earnest prayer, that in this centennary year God 
wi 1 give such proofs of his favor. Let no one 
for a moment think tbit a hundred years of hard 
toil, suffering and blessing, passe, ns into what 
some men would call a higher or larger sphere.

There is but one tine of activity for the church 
in thii world—that is to seek and save the lost. 
Whatever can not be turned into this channel 
may be safely laid aside. But a church devot­
ed to Christ can mould all things to its purpo­
ses. Geni e^llcubure in art and science,wealth, 
physical and mental activity, find peculiar adap­
tations for their growth in this heavenly arena.

Let ue then not fail to seek that outpouring of 
the Spirit which is the life of the church, and its 
kingly crown among earthly institutions. Let 
us be careful, too, that our titheiog does not fal 
short of the divine approved. With God s s:a 
upon us we need have no concern for the future. 
God being cur leader, there can be no movement 
that is not forward.—Central Ad.

Charge of the Areh-Biehop of 
Dublin.

When the dignity of a Dean was exchanged 
for the throne ot an Archbishop, many admirers 
of Dr. Trench doubted the wisdom of the step. 
But no one can fail to see that in this case the 
scholarly man has proved himself fitted for sn 
active position. It is not long since the success 
of the missions of the Establishment in some in­
tensely Popish districts in Ireland was distinctly 
guaranteed, by theArch-bishop, and now we re­
joice to find him proclaiming a great truth con­
cerning the conflict between Rome and Protes­
tantism. In vain has Dr. Pusey endeavored to 
show us, that Rome means nearly the same as 
Protestantism, if all misconception «rerc remov­
ed. Well does the primate of Irelsnd call this 
an “ assumption," and consider “ it impossible 
to conceive that for three centuries the conflict 
between the Roman theology and onr own should 
have exercised the keenest and mightiest intel­
lects in Christendom. . . and yet none dis­
covered that it was, after all, but a strife about 
words which was keeping us estranged from one 
another.” In support of his position, his Grace 
points out that it is a difference with regard to 
essentials that se parafes Rome and Evangelical 
Christendom. Ronie holds two sources of au­
thority in matters of faith, the Word of God and 
Tradition ; its teaching on the nature of Adam’s 
sin and its consequences on his posterity, “ has 
never thoroughly cleansed itself from the leaven 
of that Pelagianism which in words it con­
demns the Justification of the Council of 
Trent is not the doctrine held by the Reformers. 
In all these respects the antagonism is not of 
words but things. To think that an infallible 
Church can treat with anathematized sectaries 
(for it may be as well for English Churchmen 
to remember that the scorn they pour on the 
“ miserable Dissenting sects,” is richly returned 
from the Vatican) is to dream in the day-time. 
It may be a very mild hallucination which 
ptsjesses a man of genial temper, but 
it is an hallucination to expect Rome to 
deal on equal terms with any other pseudo- 
Church, as she holds every Church but her 
own to be. “ If,” says the Archbishop, and 
aU history supports )iis statement, “ if reunion 
between the Churches means submission to the 
Church of Rome, then it is possible ; on any 
other terms it is impossible.” Never until the 
abominations of the Church of Rome are swept 
from her altars, and her teaching on all the 
points we have adverted to, and others besides 
them, entirely revolutionised, can there be any 
union with Rome, except such union as the con­
quered may be permitted to make by the gen­
erosity of the victors. Towards Romanists let 
us exercise charity and kindliness, towards Ro­
manism undeviating hoetility, without truce,with­
out quarter.

But while his Grace insists that the chasm 
dividing the Church of England and Popery is 
impassable by any Eirenicon, he finds himself 
assaulted by many other toes. The Nonconfor­
mists have changed their opinions. Once they 
were good, amiable souls, who sat like the Peri 
at the gatee of Paradise, longing to enter the 
coveted but unapproachable blessedness. An­
other spirit has come upon them. “ A National 
Church is to them an offence : and so far from 
yearning to be members of it,... they glory in 
their separation.” Approaching the sacred en­
closure from another quarter, and as we are 
sure the author of the volumes on the miracles 
and parables of our Lord will allow) animated 
with a very different spirit, are the men who de­
sire a remodelling of the formularies of the 
Church, thas she may represent the advanced 
intelligence ot the times. What rampart would 
the clpcf pastor of the Irish Established Church 
oppose to these foes '! The Prayer-book, the 
whole Prayer-book, and nothing but the Prayer- 
book. He acknowledges that few persons can 
read it and not wish some particular phrase al­
tered. But alteration would be perilous and 
useless. It would allow one party to be the 
dominant power in the Church, if the emenda­
tions were important, aud any changes ot a tri­
fling nsture would fail to restore the body of 
Dissenters to the communion of the Established 
Church. In this there is nothing that is a cause 
ot debate. Few persons would seriously advo­
cate a revision of the Prayer-book at this time, 
unless they desired to render the Church of 
England less nationaL But it is certain that

A monument in honour of Sir John Franklin 
and the gallant fellows who perished with him 
in the Arctic regions, is to be inaugurated in 
London, and will stand near the Duke of York’s 
column.

The reform demonstration at Manchester is 
said to have been a most influential gathering. 
Varioua estimates of the number of persona as­
sembled are given, ranging from 200,000 to a 
figure far beiow. Mr. Bright waa the chief 
speaker.

In some parts of the Continent the cholera is 
committing great ravages. In the city of Leip- 
sic, where there are not more than 90,000 in­
habitants, 1,000 have died within the last six or 
seven weeks, and the great fair, which has just 
been held, has suffered greatly this year in con­
sequence. In several other German cities, also, 
the mortality is very great.

French affair» are sufficiently tranquil to hare 
allowed the Emperor to go down to Biarritz, 
and te ia said to be already “ wonderfully bet­
ter ’’from the influence of the sea air and the 
mountain breezes. Count Bismark is siptcted 
to be at the same place for the benefit of his 
health in a few day* ; and the political sarao* 
conjecture that at that meeting the fate of Bel­
gium is to be decided. A large party in France 
are in favour of the annexation of Belgium, or 
rather its incorporation with France, as a com­
pensation for the recent territorial and military 
aggrandisement of Prussia. But the Emperor 
has not yet committed himself to such a piece 
of treachery or spoliation, nor do we believe 
that he will be prevailed upon to do so, even 
though the wary Prussian may bold out the 
bait. Such a step, beside» its manifest injustice, 
would lead to serious difficulties and misunder­
standings with England.

In Germany the Grand Duke of Nassau has 
taken a manly and soldierly leave of his army, 
exhorting them to submit peacefully to inevita­
ble fate, and to betozne good subjects of Prussia. 
Since then the Duke of Saxe-Meiningen, ano­
ther of the petty states, has announced to his 
subjects his abdication in favour of bis son, who, 
he hopes, will be able to “ adapt himself to the 
new era,” now that “ the iron destiny of lbs age 
hai struck them," bettor than it would be pos­
sible for himself to do, after ruling for 45 years 
under the old system. The Elector of Hesse 
has also addressed his troop», resigning the 
command of the army, and absolving them from 
the oath of allegiance. Peace has not yet been 
concluded between Prussia and Saxony ; one 
difficulty in the way being the great fortress of 
Oldenburg, which Prussia requires should be 
given up as a preliminary to settlement no 
lood understanding has yet been arrived at bet­
ween the Prussian and Austiian Couru.

The Annual Income of the Society now 
mounts to £141,894, 11. 9.

Tbejsum of £59,265. 3. 6., which includes 
Bonusus to the amount of £6,136. 7. 1., baa 
been paid to the ripreientativee of deceased 
assurers. The number of persons thus deceased 
ie 152, end ie under the average provided for by 
tbe Society’s Tables. The total Claims paid 
from the establishment cf thia Society ie £406,- 
022. 16.

The balance of receipts over disbursements 
at tbe end of the year is £66,783 18s 9d—this 
has been added to the Insurance Fund, which 
new amount» to £647,029 17s 2d, invested on 
mortgage of Real Property, Government and 
ether Securities. To be able to pay all claims, 
meet all expenses, and at the same time to create 
inch a Fund, shows the prosperous nature of 
the business, end the secure basie on which the 
»»eiety rests.

The Directors have reluctantly declined 131 
Proposals ; this has been done after careful ex­
amination. The policy acted upon from the firat 
baa been one of prudence, and tbe Director» 
have chiefly regarded the permanent welfare of 
the Society by avoiding unusual risks.

Theae results hare been attained by earnest 
and vigorous exertion ; the competition existing 
among well-qptablished offices, together with the 
formation of new Companies, has scarcely effected 
the STAR, nor is it likely eo to do It has attain­
ed strength ; it ia, moreover, associated with a 
Religious Society which hae consolidation, in- 
fluence, and' vitality. During the space of 23 
yeere, tbe STAR has grown in publie estimation ; 
while ite ample Insurance Fund, and its prompt 
letllemmit of Claim», point to it as one of the 
most valuable means fur family provision.
