before he shall have fully recovered from the Incapacity occasioned by his being so Wound-
ed or Disablied, and shall leave or may have left a Wife or Child or Children, in that case
the Widow, Child or Children, of such person shall be entitled to receive the said Annuity,
in like manner, and under the like Limitations and Restrictions as the Widows and Chil-
dren of Persons Killed in the Service, are hereby allowed toreceive the same.
